they were married two years ago. 
Eight months afterwords Gaboths drew

making a horrible wound, because 
he imagined she was unfaithful It is not 
now known what became of Gaboths at the 
time, but after she recovered his wife -.lived 
witn him again, he having promised to behave 
himself. But he became a lazy .shiftless loafer, 
depending on his wife for support. He be­
lieved his wife was untrue to him, that she 
was the mistress of a man she had met at her 
mother's house and that her mother shielded 
her in her wrong-doing. He went to the 
house last night with a stiletto 
and revolver prepared to do mis­
chief. After killing his mother-in- 
law he stabbed his wife three times and left 
her as he tnought dead.

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LIKE MAHOMET’S COFFIN.
A Coni Mine Cage Was Suspended While 

*00 Miners Buried Alive Below 
Momentarily Expected Death.

London, April 30.—Two large cages or 
cars used tor hoisting and lowering men and 
material in a colliery in the Longton (Staf­
fordshire) coal district, while one of them 
was being hoisted and the other was being 
lowered, came into violent collision and were 
smashed to pieces. The result was that 
the shaft was badly damaged and choked 
up with debris, thus cutting off communica­
tion with 200 miners whom the accident 
imprisoned in the mine below. For 14 
hours the miners were shut up in the mine, 
practically buried alive. This was a period 
of terrible suspense for their families and 
friends, who crowded about the pit in a 
state of great agitation and distress. Eventu­
ally a small hole was pieeped through the 
mass of wreckage and earth clogging the 
shaft, and it was found possible to lower 
food by means of a rope to the imprisoned 
miners. Further work upon the passage en­
abled the men engaged in the work of rescue 
to haul the 300 minera one by one out of the 
mine by usihg buckets, to which ropes were 
fastened.

These 
schemers got the people to come and finish 
building .the road for their board and clotbes. 
The scheme has now been exposed by the 
arrest and conviction of the trustees and 
leaders on charges of cutting timber on Gov­
ernment lands.

In England there is a an ;ctor of 
prosecutions, and the Dominion Election Act 
provides that the Attorney-General shall in­
struct counsel to commence proceedings. 
Another clause provides that the penalty for
bribery shall include a term of imprisonment
as well as a fine. Mr. Whitiwy said Sir 
Richard Webster wrote that he was sur­
prised that the penalty in Ontario did not in­
clude imprisonment and that the penalty of 
imprisonment had exercised in England a 
beneficial and a deterrent effect. Tins 
amendment was demanded by the best in­
terests of the province, and it the Govern­
ment did not favor the biU he would re­
introduce it next session. The Attorney- 
General might at least assent to the principle 
of the biU. that imprisonment m well as a 
fine should be the penalty tor bribery, and 
allow the bill to go to committee.

Mr. Mowat said he was afraid the result of 
the bill would be injurious rather than bene­
ficial. The great difficulty is to prove acts 
of bribery and corruption. Not one case out 
of a thousand corrupt practices is proved. 
It it well known that the severity of a pun­
ishment often prevents a conviction, ihe 
Government was afraid that if the law was 
made mord severe there would be fewer con­
victions.
