The Horses Were on the Second Floor of
an Express Building and Could Not Be
Beached—The
Blazing Floors—The Lose Will Reacts
8300,000.

Washington, July 25. — George M, 
Knox’s immense warehouse and stables ai 
Second and B-streets, northwest, occupying 
a half block, were destroyed by 'fire this 
morning. The loss Will reach $300,000.

Over 200 horses, which were on the 
second and third floors of the brick four- 
story stables, were burned. There was 
no way by which they could be taken out. 
Fifteen minutes after tfio fire had started 
the stench from burning horse flesh wa# 
almost intolerable.

Two Hundred Horses Rescued.
The Adams Express Company’s stables 

adjoining the Knox buildings on the west> 
were also burned. Over 200 horses that* 
were in the stable on the first floor wezs 
taken out.

While this was being done the three- 
story structure in the rear of the Adams 
stables and the second story of the front 
part, containing 
burning fiercely.

The part of the building used for générât 
storage purposes was the last to catch fire»
This contained thousand* of dollars worth 
of furniture, merchandise and freight* 
There is no way of estimating its valuo* 
That part of the loss will be heavy.

Three Firemen Killed.
Soon after the fire department commenced, 

work, the second story floor of the Knos 
building fell, and three firemen were cough* 
by the falling walls. Four firemen were* 
badly injured and taken to the Emergency^ J

Native Opinion Is That an Amicable Set­
tlement Will Be Beached—Meantime 
Japan le Concentrating Her Troops 
Near Seoul and a Battle Is Regarded

London, July- 25.—The Shanghai cor­
respondent of Tho Central News says: 
Numerous rumors of further fighting at 
Seoul are current here, but none can be 
confirmed. The Coreans continue to men­
ace the Japanese ot^he Seoul garrison. In­
telligent native opinion here is that there 
will be an amicable settlement in which 
the Europeans will have no share.

The Chinese arsenals and arms factories 
are busy night and day. The officers of 
Chinese gunboats are filling the numerous 
vacancies on the vessels with seamen at­
tracted by generous bounties. There is a 
strong impression at the Japanese Legation 
here that fighting is in progress m Corea, 
although no official notice to that effect has 
been received.’ The officials at the Chinese 
Legation have heard nothing of the reported 
sinking of a Chinese transport by a Japa­
nese vessel. They say that their informa­
tion indicates an important improvement in 
the situation, and they are hopeful that 
peace will be restored if it has been formal­
ly broken.

Ifc.is understood that the British squadron 
in Chinese waters has been ordered to defer 
its cruise northward.

AFTER MAKING AN ASSIGNMENT. Washington, July 25.—To-day’s debate 
in the Senate on the question of agreeing to 
the request of the House of Representatives 
for further conference on the tariff was not 
so exciting ok §f as interesting a character as 
was the debate on the first three days, and 
there was not an allusion made, except a 
very remote one, to the President’s famous 
letter to Mr. Wilson. There were three 
speeches made, the longest by Senator 
Caffery (Dem., La.) and two short ones by 
Senators)Daniel and ‘Hunton (Dems., Va.).

A Modified Sugar Bounty.
Mr. Caffery’s speech was in advocacy of 

hie motion to have a modified sugar bounty 
paid for 1894 and in favor of a fair revenue 
duty on sugar. Failing in getting such 
protection for the sugar interests of Louisi­
ana, Mr. Caffery declared “more in sorrow 
than in anger” that himself and his col­
leagues would be forced to antagonize the 
bill and to part the ties which now bound 
them to the Democratic party.

Favors Taxing Coal and Iron Ore.
The speeches of Senators Daniel and 

Hunton were called put by a desire to cor­
rect an error in the report of Mr. Gorman’s 
speech of Monday last, which rep 
them, with Senators from four or fi 
states,as being so inimical to the House bill 
that they would have voted against it. 
Mr. Daniel declared that he had named 
no conditions to command his vote 
and that, whether the bill as it 
would be finally fixed in conference 
suited him or not, it would have his sup­
port. Mr. Hunton expressed himself in 
favor of the proposed duty of 40 cents a 
ton on coal and iron ore, and of 40 per cent, 
ad va), on sugar, as fair revenue duties, and 
hoped that there was patriotism enough in 
the Democrats of both Houses to “give and 
take.”

A motion was made by Mr. Quay so to 
amend the motions of Senators Vilas and 
Gray as to put sugar on the free list, 
whole matter then went over until to­
morrow without action.

Mr. Chapman*• Experience.
“Captain” James Chapman is also finan­

cially interested in Stephenson’s departure.

Five 
minutes later a general alarm was turned in 
and in five minutes more the entire fir^ 
department of the city was on hand.

There were,
205 of them in the building. The Knox 
building was a foui-story structure ofc 
brick.

It was in this building 
that the greatest loss occurred.

Firemen Penned In.
Shortly before 8 a. m. the most terrible 

incident of the tire occurred. The firemen 
had carried their hose into the burning 
warehouse through one of the large rear 
doors. This door was held up by weighted 
ropes and the men had just en­
tered this door when the rope» 
burned through and the heavy wooden doo» 
fell, penning them in. The work of cutting 
through the door was immediately begun, 
and was all but finished when the floors 
above fell with a crash. The immense 
weight burst out the door and crushed the 
three firemen to death. Three others were 
with difficulty dragged out of the debris 
alive.

A wall fell
Japan Does Not Desire War.

Washington, July 25.—An official of 
the Japanese legation eaid this afternoon, 
concerning the reported landing of 1000 
Russian troops at Gensan, that it was 
extremely improbable because Russia 
would have no interest in landing troops 
there except to take part in some 
hostilities. In view of^ the fact 
that Russia has tendered her 
good offices to China and Japan 
for the settlement ot the present contro­
versy, it does not look from this official’s 
point of view * as if Russia would attempt 
such an invasion. He was amazed at. the 
report published that the Corean King 
had been kidnapped by the Japanese, 
and said it was ridiouldue, for 
the reason that Japan was not making war 
against Corea. He added: “In the event 
of war between Japan and China the ports 
in China and in Corea where the United 
States and European powers have received 
certain concessions by treaties, would un­
questionably be respected and left outside 
of the limits of hostility.”

He concluded by saying: “Japan has 
made three distinct propositions to China 
for the settlement by arbitration of this 
matter. She has done everything possiblp 
that a self-respecting nation consistent 
with honor could do. Every proposition 
that has been made to China has been 
ignored, and it is clearly apparent that 
China is urging the Coreans on.”

He puffs and sweats 
and groans under his load, and is 
in many ways disagreeable, 
various devices that have recently t>eeo put 
forward to eliminate the horse the gas 
motor seems to possess superior merits. 
Trials that have lately been made of it in 
Germany in connection with street cars ar^r 
pronounced as successful beyond expectation.. 
The cost of operating the car by gas is said 
to be much less than by electricity. No 
noise or smell results from its use, and the 
cars have this advantage over the trolleys, 
that they are independent units and do not 
require an overhead or underground wire. 
The English people are nlghiy pleased with 
the new motor, and it is said a oar fitted up 
with the system will be sent over to this 
continent in October. If the motor possesses 
the advantages claimed for it the trolley 
wires in Toronto will soon become useless.

rKnst End Improvements.
The resident* in Parliament-street are, 

we understand, getting up another petition 
to have that street aephalted. Since the 

defeat of the former petition money is being 

spent in patching up what ia at best a poor 

aud worn-out roadway, 
ought to Vote for the asphalt with both 
hands. Parliament-street ia pretty much 
given up to business, and no business 
street can afford to sit still and not 
adopt the new pavement. Queen-street 
east has improved wonderfully since the 
asphalt pavement was laid on it. A great 
deal of traffic that used to go by King-street 
has left that thoroughfare in favor of 
Queen-street. Bicycle riders use the 
asphalt streets, and pedestrians prefer them 
to all other routes. Business invariably 

follows the best pavements. Besides con­
sidering its,life there must be very little 
difference in cost between asphalt and cedar. 
It will only be a waste of money for the 
people of Parliament-street to patch up the 
present pm veinent. They ought to adopt 
tne asphalt and have it laid this summer. 
The East End is holding its own in the way 
of asphalt pavements. But what it 
specially lacks is another thoroughfare out 
to the suburbs. East of Greenwood-avenue 
the only thoroughfares running east are 
Queen - street and Danforth - avenue, 
which are a mile and a quarter 
apart. TDtie extension of Gerrard- 
street eastward is an urgent necessity. The 
opening up of a street half a mile in length 
would afford a new route to East Toronto. 
Half the traffic that comes from the King- 
ston-road to Queen-street would be trans­
ferred to Gerrard if the latter were opened 
through. Gerrard-street has no railway 
track on the level, and the* bridge across 
the Don is in every way superior to that 
which spans the river at Queen-street. The 
extension of Gerrard-street as suggested 
rests with the Township of York. The 
village of East Toronto would be very 
much benefited by the extension and so 
would the city. Surveys have already been 
made. The people directly concerned 

ought to wake up and get the improvement 
under way. No part of the qity or suburbs 
has a better future before it than the East 
End, with its picturesque scenery. 
Gerrard-street highway will Benefit the 
whole eastern district as far as Soarboro 

Township.

Aveunq-road Preferable.
The Board of Works will consider this 

morning what action the city should take in 
regard to the conversion of the street rail­
way system in McCaul-etreet. There are 
several very good reasons why the service 
in McCaul-etreet should be abandoned m 
favor of a through route via University- 
street and Avenue-road to Upper Canada 
College. McCaul-street is almost wholly a 
residential street, it is too narrow for 
double tracks, and, more important than 
any other consideration, a service on that 
street ia not required, that is provided the 
University route is adopted. The people 
who live at the upper end of Ave­
nue-road, and in the central district 
between Bathurst and Yonge-sfcreete, north 
of BlCor, have a substantial claim for bet­
ter street car accommodation than they at* 
now getting. North oi Bloor-street there 
is no rente between Yonge and Bathurst- 
streets, which are a mile and a quarter 
apart. The Board of Works ought to seri­
ously consider the abandonment of the Mo- 
Caul-street route in favor of the one referred 
to. The one route seems to be superfluous. 
The other would be a convenience to a 
largely settled section of the city.

The Queen’s Park is not only the seat of 
the Parliament Buildings but of half a 
dozen colleges as~ well. A great many 
people land at Union Station daily who 
wish to get to the buildings in the Park by 
thé most direct route. A line of cars up 
University-street and on through the Park 
would confer that benefit and give the city 
another great artery north and south.

What the Council Can Do To-Day.
According to the present ruling of the 

Police Court a Sunday publierons is against 
the city bylaw. But a &nday hotel bus 

and a Sunday cab are legal. Under the 
same bylaw the Police Commissioners 
license owners of livery stables to rent 
their rigs on Sunday. Only in the license 
of the public bus are the words inserted 
“Sundays excepted.” Instead of allowing 
the conviction of Kelly to be carried to the 
Courts of Appeal, why, cannot the Council 
at its meeting to-day request the Police 
Commissioners through the Mayor to 
repeal these words “Sunday excepted” and 

give the poor the same advantages as the 
rich? The rich can on Sunday hire cabs or 
liver> rigs under the same law that ex­
pressly declares that for public busses Sun­
day ia excepted.
