Pioneers ot the Sixth Line.
As we drive through this beautiful 

country in comfortable carriages with 
splendid homes on every hand little we 
think of the trials and hardships of the 
early pioneers.

The Humes settled 011 the 6lh line east 
early in 1834. *

The late Henry Hume was proceeding 
on foot to Kilworth, near London, for 
supplies. He met a party, as he stated, 
of five men and one little girl. They had 
left Long Point on Lake Erie just 6 
weeks before, making their way through 
the dense, unbroken forest. This party 
consisted of John Kelly and his young 
wife (the late Mrs. Esther Kelly), her 
brother, Thos. McWatttrs, who was a, 
carpenter and came to see her settled, 
Wm. Whitcraft, Thos. Norris and Geo. 
Sweeton.

Mrs. Henry Hume espied the weary 
travellers coming along the blazed trail 
and sent little Jimmie Bole, now of 
Regina, running down to invite the 
party to ccme in for tea, which invitation 
they gladly accepted. (There was genu­
ine hospitality in those days. Mrs. Hume 
remarked that she had plenty of every­
thing but cordial (tea). Mrs. Kelly said 
that if it would give no ofteuse she could 
supply that want, having a sack full with 
her. It was no offense and a copious 
supply of cordial was prepared and ample 
justice done. The enjoyment of that 
meal can better be imagined than des­
cribed.

After tea J0I1A Kelly, and his com­
panions, proceeded to his homestead, 
purchased from a U. E. Loyalist, lot 
2:, concession 14, Brooke, now the 
prooperty of Wm. Greer. Mrs. Kelly 
was left to visit Mrs. Hume fora couple 
of hours, while a temporary residence 
was erected. This homemaking began 
March 6, 1835, and in future issues your 
correspondent hopes to relate some of the 
experiences of those pioneers in after 
years. D.R.G.K.

A bulletin has been issued by the Seed 
Branch of the Department of Agriculture, 
Ottawa, giving a full reprint of the Seed 
Control Act, 1911, which is the law gov­
erning the sale of seeds in Canada. This 
Act, with the regulations of the Governor 
in Council, names the weeds which are 
considered most noxious and are par­
ticularly legislated agaiust and defines 
the standards of quality m regard to 
purity and germination to which seed of 
various kinds must conform when sold 
tor seeding purposes. The standards for 
four grades of timothy, red clover, alsike 
and alfalfa seed are given and full in­
formation regarding the law as applied to 
farmers and the way in which it may be 
used for their protection.

The second part of the bulletin deals 
with seed testing work and the applica­
tion of the l»w through seed inspection, 
heed laboratories are maintained iu 
Ottawa and Calgary for the use of seeds­
men and farmers where samples are 
tested free of charge.

The largest part of the bulletin and 
perhaps that of most interest to farmers 
deals with weeds and seeds. About 90 
different species are illustrated and de­
scribed and with the use of the bulletin 
the identification • of both the growing 
plants and the seeds should be cotn- 
paratixely easy. The weeds considered 
noxious under the Seed Control Act are 
giveu first, in botanical order. This 
bulletin will be very interesting and 
useful to those iuterested in the identifi­
cation and control of weeds and the 
means to adopt to prevent their intro­
duction and spread through commercial 
seeds. It is known as Bulletin No. S-6 
and may be had free on application to 
the Publications Branch, Department of 
Agriculture, Ottawa.

Titanic Goes Down 
Lives.

With 1,300

New York, April 15 —The greatest 
marine disaster in the history of the 
world occurred last Sunday night, when 
the Titanic, of the White Star Line, the 
largest and finest of steamships, shattered 
herself against an iceberg and sank with 
1,300 of her passengers and crew in less 
than four hours.

Out uf nearly 2,200 people that she 
carried, only 866 were saved, and most of 
these were women and children. They 
were picked up from small boats by the 
Cunarder Carpathia, which found, when 
she ended her desperate race against 
time, a sea strewn with the wreckage 
the lost ship and the bodies of drowned 
men and women.

What Drainage is Worth in a 
Dry Season.

Free Assistance In Drainage Again 
Offered By The 0. A. C,

During the exceptionally dry season of 
1911 land that was underdrained pro­
duced on the average about $16.50 more 
per acre than land that was not drained, 
according to data collected by the De­
partment of Physics at the Ontario Agri­
cultural College.

Reports were received from a large 
number of farmers, of whom twenty-five 
were able to give definite figures on yields 
on drained and undrained land. Three 
of the number said they saw no differ­
ence, but all the others reported In­
creases. Eleven counties were repre­
sented in the reports, from Durham in 
the east to Essex in the west. The value 
of increases, including straw, was figured 
at October, 1911, prices, and March, 1912, 
prices. The former showed an averrge 
ot $15.97 per acre and the latter $17.04, 
and both together an average of $16,50. 
The three who reported no increase were 
counted in obtaining the averages.

In wet seasons the results are even 
more marked, but even at $16 50 per 
acre, drains more than pay for them, 
selves in two years.

The O.A.C. is again renewing its offer 
of assistance to farmers in laying out 
their drainage systems. The Depart­
ment of Physics has a special staff of 
Drainage Advisers for this work There 
is no charge tor the services of these 
men, the only outlay to the farmer being 
the travelling expenses, which are low. 
As the railway fare is only one cent a 
mile for this work, and as several surveys 
are made on one trip the expenses are 
dividee among the several parties con­
cerned. Anyone wishing to have a drain­
age survey made should drop a card to 
the Department ot Physics, O. A. C., 
Guelph, whereupon regular application 
form will be sent, and later on one of the 
Department’s Drainage Advisors will 
make the survey.

Of the many things you hear, what 
per cent, do you let in one ear and out 
the other ? Probably you retain much 
that you shouldn’t, and let many good 
things get away with the chaff.
