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MADE NEW RECORD.

Two Canadians Flew From London 
to Cairo.

How two Canadian airmen broke 
the flying record from London to 
Cairo is related in an interesting re­
cord of the trip which Lieut. Harry 
Yates of the Royal Air Force has for­
warded from Egypt to his parents 
in Ottawa.

Lieut. Yates and Lieut. James 
Vance of Toronto undertook the trip 
for the British Government on a few 
hours’ notice.

Their mission was one of great 
urgency by reason of disturbed con­
ditions in the near east and time 
was of utmost importance — hence 
the use of the airplane. They left 
London on tlie evening of June 21 
and reached Cairo shortly after 
dark on the evening of the 2.6th, 
having broken the existing London- 
Cairo record by 10% hours. They 
spent two of the five days on forced 
landing due to petrol trouble so that 
their actual flying time for the three 
thousand miles was just three days. 
They averaged from two and one- 
half to three hours’ sleep per night 
and one hot meal a day, and were 
very greatly fatigued at the jour­
ney’s end.

After their arrival and safe de­
livery of their two distinguished 
passengers, they were tendered a 
dinner by Brig.-Gen. Salmono, and 
complimented by Gen. Allenby.

Lieut. Yates writes: “We both 
thought it was over several times. 
Two-thirds of the route is over 
country which is mountainous right 
to the water’s edge, and a forced 
landing means a certain crash. We 
had three forced landings with pe­
trol trouble; as luck would have it, 
it was my trick at the wheel on each 
occasion; the first (which aged me 
at least two years) happened just 
after we entered the Gulf of Corinth. 
There were mountains on three sides 
and the gulf on the fourth. I man­
aged to get down into the bed of a 
mountain torrent and actually got 
away with nothing worse than a 
broken tail skid; I thanked my lucky 
stars that I knew Handley-Pages as 
I do.”

study reliable statistics available 
covering the most recent great bat­
tles in which the Canadian Corps 
was involved:

Vimy Ridge: Frontage of attack, 
7,500 yards, advance 10,000 yards, 
German divisions engaged 10, guns 
captured 67, prisoners taken 7,000, 
casualties, 30,000.

Amiens: Frontage of attack 8,500 
yards, advance 24,000 yards, Ger­
man divisions engaged 17, guns cap­
tured 196, prisoners taken 10,000, 
casualties, 11,000.

Drocourt-Queant: Frontage of at­
tack 10,000 yards, advance, 10,000 
yards, guns captured, 100, prisoners 
taken. 11,000,; casualties, 15,000.

Cambrai: Frontage of attack
2,750 to 14,150 yards, advance 30,- 
000 yards, German divisions engaged 
13; guns captured, 207; prisoners 
taken, 10,000; casualties, 15,106.

Valenciennes: Frontage of attack 
5,000 yards, advance 25,000 yards; 
prisoners taken, 2,000; casualties, 
1,000.

Remembering that there were but 
four divisions in the Canadian Corps, 
only two or three of which could be 
in the line at one time, note the num­
ber of enemy divisions engaged, the 
increased frontage of attack, advance, 
guns captured and prisoners taken, 
then contrast, those facts with the 
decrease in casualties and it is pos­
sible to gain some just estimate of 
the Higher Command.

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Rene Fonck Has Career 
As a Brilliant Duelist

Unique Among the Airmen
►***^»**

T
HE most polished aerial duel­
ist the world has ever seen 
is Lieut. Rene Fonck, con­
queror of fifty-nine enemy 

airmen. Rene Fonck was only twen­
ty years of age when the war broke 
out. He had intended to become a 
mechanical engineer, and was greatly 
interested in flying. He was a con­
script of the class of 1914, and he 
joined the French colors on August 
22, 1914, immediately taking up the 
flying course. He got his commis­
sion during the following year, but 
it was not until 1916 that he was 
assigned to Escadrille C. 47 at the 
front. Then his great career as a 
flier began. He had one narrow 
escape during the three years of 
aerial fighting that followed, but it 
was not due to the cleverness of an 
opponent. He was brought down very 
early in his career by tire from the

ground, and on that occasion his ma­
chine was literally riddled with 
holes, but he succeeded in getting 
out of his bad plight uninjured. 
Rene Fonck is now called the “king 
of the air.” Practically all the hon­
ors and decorations that Great Bri­
tain can confer upon a French avia­
tor are now his. One must compare 
Fonck’s exploits to those of other 
great aces to grasp entirely the signi­
ficance of the fact that never in his 
entire career has an opponent suc­
ceeded in hitting his machine with a 
bullet. After bringing down more 

i than half a hundred enemy machines 
in single combat, after flying 
for upwards of a thousand 
hours over the German lines 
and engaging in scores of combats 
which resulted in no victory for eith­
er side, this adroit pilot has never 
received a single bullet from an op­
ponent’s weapon, even in the broad 
sails of his airplane. Other men have 
thrilling records of narow escapes. 
The romantic Guynemer was shot 
down eight times and had his cloth­
ing riddled on various occasions. 
Others have come through the war 
with many wound stripes. Rene 
Fonck, alone of all the fliers, found 
no opponent who could even en­
danger his safety.

For the past two hundred years 
almost every lffusical generation in 
Europe has counted among its stars 
a Bohemian—either with a genuine 
Slavic spelling or a German or Ger­
manized name. Bohemia certainly 
has the right to be proud of the fact 
that one of Gluck’s teachers, the 
Prague monk and hymn-writer, 
Bohuslav Tchernohorsky, was of 
Czech blood, and that the influence 
of the famous pianist, Johann . L. 
Dussek ( 1761-1812), was equal to 
that of Clementi, while in invention 
and ideality he surpassed the great 
Italian composer.

Frantishek. Shkroup (.1801-1862 ), 
the composer of the first original 
Bohemian opera, in his ,xWhore Is 
My Fatherland?” anticipated the 
glory and joy that came to Czecho­
slovakia in December, 1918. The 
Czech national movement found, 
however, its first real centre in the 
National Theatre, which was opened 
in Prague in 1862, and Bedzhich 
Smetana (1824-1884) set the hail 
rolling by writing his famous opera, 
“Branibori v. Czechach” (“The 
Brandenburgs in Prague”), Smetana, 
the founder of the Bohemian School 
of National Music, took not only the 
subjects of his principal composi­
tions from the history of tiie Bo­
hemian people, but also nationalized 
the department of orchestral music.

A Canadian ten-cent piece is 

worth only 9c and a Canadian dollar 
only 92c in many cities of the Unite<$ 
States. This is almost double the 
discount lately insisted upon by 
American takers of Canadian money.

The adverse exchange rate of 5 
per cent, was serious enough. Eight 
per cent, suggests a determination on 
the part of at least some American 
bankers or merchants to put the 
screws on this country. The United 
States is in a position to exact this 
discount largely because Canada 
made enormously greater war sacri­
fices in proportion to its strength 
than did the American Republic.

The war caused the Dominion to- 
run into debt with the republic and 
that debt is increased every month 
that Canadians buy more from the 
United States than the Americans buy 
from them. Patriotic Canadians 
should take this fact into consider­
ation when they do their shopping.

Every time a man or woman in 
this country buys an American-made, 
instead of a Canadian-made article, 
he helps to increase the adverse 
trade balance and to. make Canadian 
money of less value across the inter­
national border.

Famous Canadian Gives Advice to 
the English. ,

Very gently does Sir William Osier, 
the famous Canadian doctor, suggest 
to the members of the Oxford Classi­
cal Association that what their cult 
of the humanities needs chiefly is to 
be humanized. No man ever praised 
the Greeks more devoutly. “The 
name of Hellas stands no longer tor 
the name of a race, but as the name 
of knowledge; or, as more tersely 
put by Maine, ‘Except the blind 
forces of nature, nothing moves in 
this world that is not Greek in 
origin/ " Yet, though president of 
the classical association, it is as a 
scientist that he speaKs to these hu­
manists—as Regius, professor of 
medicine; and he thrusts his charge 
home with masterly skill. To them 
the humanities mean only history, 
literature and philosophy; to the 
Greeks science wr.:; of equal import­
ance. And in it : relation to the hu­
manities the science of the Greeks 
has a very special meaning for the 
world of to-day.

What Osier says of “Greats,v the 
world-famous school of literae hu- 
maniores, is doubly true of classical 
instruction in Canada. “The moving 
forces which have made the modern 
world are simply ignored. Yet they 
are all Hellenic, all part and parcel 
of the humanities in the true sense, 
and all of prime importance in mod­
ern education.” To the student in 
Greats, Aristotle is known as author 
of the “Metaphysics,” “Politics” and 
“Poetis,” but not as a scientist. Yet, 
as was pointed out to Darwin and 
admitted by him, “the principle of 
natural selection” was shadowed 
forth by Aristotle. “In biology,” says 
Osier, “Aristotle speaks for the first 
time the language of modern science, 
and indeed he seems to have been 
first and foremost a biologist; his 
natural history studies influenced 
profoundly his sociology, his psy­
chology, and his philosophy.” studied 
scientifically “the problems of here­
dity, of sex, of nutrition, of growth, 
of adaptation and of the struggle for 
existence.” Though encyclopedic in 
his interests, he was a specialist in 
embryology unrivalled for 2,000 
years. His discovery of a “special 
mode of reproduction in one of the 
species of sharks” waited until the 
nineteenth century to be confirmed. 
Yet Osier searched the examination 
papers of the school of literae hu- 
maniores through the past decade 
and found no reference to Aristotle 
as a scientist. Other cases are almost 
as striking. Lucretius had views of 
“the origin of the world and the 
origin of man” which are up to date 
with the most modern thought; and 
his conception of “continuity in the 
workings of nature” are “unmatched 
among the ancients or moderns' 
yet the fact is similarly ignored in 
the school of literae humaniores. The 
inevitable result is a failure to 
grasp what is fundamental in history 
and philosophy, man’s relation to the 
primal force of humanity and to the 
universe.

There is another side to the pic­
ture, the professed scientist. “The 
extraordinary development of mod­
ern science may be her undoing. 
Specialism, now a necessity, has frag­
mented the specialties themselves. 
The worker loses all sense of pro­
portion in a maze of minutiae. Apply­
ing themselves early to research, 
young men get into backwaters, far 
from the main stream. They quickly 
become hypercritical, and the small­
er the field the greater the tendency 
to magalocephaly. From over-spe­
cialization, scientific men are in a 
more parlous state than are the hu­
manists from neglect of classical tra­
dition. The salvation of science lies 
in a recognition of a new philosophy 
—the scientia scientiarum which 
Plato describes: ‘Now, when all these 
studies reach the point of intercom­
munion and connection with one an­
other, and come to be considered in 
their mutual affinities, then I think, 
and not till then, will the pursuit of 
them have value.’ ” Osier according­
ly proposes a modified honor school 
in which the principles of philosophy 
are to be dealt with in relation to the 
sciences, and in which science is to 
be illumined by the introduction of 
literary and historical studies. “Sci­
ence will take a totally different posi­
tion in this country when the knowl­
edge of its advances is the possession 
of all educated men.”

Many minds are to-day moving to­
ward a similar conception of the 
truly cultural education. As a satir­
ist of modern classicism pointed out, 
the Greeks had not the slightest sus­
picion that they were ancients. In 
each passing century those who un­
derstand them best think of them 
most nearly as they thought of them­
selves when they walked and talked 
on the Akropolis. To us of to-day 
they are most modern when we fol­
low their tentative observations in 
science, their inspired guesses as to 
the moving forces in this world ma­
chine, and eke them out with our 
fuller correlation of facts, our ever 
enlarging and solidifying theories as 
to man and his place in nature.

officer of the first corps. Transferred 
to the Meuse-Argonne sector, with sta­
tion at Cuisy, President Wilson again 
proved his mettle. It was on the 
morning of November 5, the big blue, 
with his leg shot off, arrived at his 
loft. His flight, the second on this 
front, was made in 21 minutes, over 
a distance of 20 kilometers. Particu­
larly creditable was the performance of 
President Wilson because of the fact 
that he homed in a heavy rain and fog. 
A powerful bird, of wonderful vitality, 
the big blue recovered quickly, and to­
day graces the Hall of Honor of the 
American pigeon service. President 
Wilson Is officially designated as U. S. 
A. 18, 1G374, b. c.”—Philadelphia Led­
ger.

SAVE WINTER FODDERS
By Putting the Grain-Grinder and 

Cutting-Box in Shape.

It Pays In Time and Money to Over­
haul Farm Machinery—Hints on 
Knife Adjustment—How to Esti­
mate the Speed of Pulleys.

(Contributed by Ontario Department of 
Agriculture. Toronto.)

T
IME in farm work will be 
saved by systematically 
overhauling the implements 
and machinery. This should 

be done after the season's work is 
over. Use tends to disorganise 
machinery: the fixed parts become 
loom through vibration, wear, stress, 
and strain; bearings, gears, joints, 
all bright and moving parts are at­
tacked by rust, particularly if left 
out in the weather; oil holes and 
grease cups become clogged with 
gummed oil, dust and trash. All 
this accumulated matter should be 
scraped off and the parts wiped down 
with a rag saturated with kerozene; 
afterward covered with a coating of 
grease or oil as a protective measure 
against the devasting action of rust. 
To render efficient service and to pre­
vent possible accidents these ma­
chines should be kept clean, properly 
adjusted, and run at correct speed.

The grain grinder shaft and bear­
ings should not be allowed to become 
gummed up with oil and dust: the 
burrs or plates should be renewed 
when worn. In replacing them see 
that they are attached so that they 
do not wobble, and that the sieves 
are free from rust, chaff, sand and 
gritty matter. All running parts 
should be kept well oiled.

Every working mechanism of the 
cutting box should be carefully exam­
ined and all trash and gummed oil 
removed from flywheel shaft, feed 
rolls, bearings and gears; guards and 
shields placed in position and secure­
ly fixed; the feed rolls should move 
freely up and down and the safety 
devices in working order. Attend to 
the cutter knives, have them properly 
ground and correctly adjusted to the 
flywheel in relation to the cutter bar; 
if too far the fodder will not be pro­
perly cut? if too close to the cutter 
bar the draft of the machine is in­
creased, the knives acting as à brake 
on the flywheel, dulling both knives 
and cutter bar. Used with a blower 
it is important that the proper speed 
be developed as tne fan., can only 
create sufficient blast by running fast 
enough to force air through the pipe 
at a rate of 9 to 10 thousand feet 
per minute. Speed is an important 
factor in operating these machines 
for efficient service, not only as to 
the amount done, but also as to the 
quality, or the amount of work 
accomplished, but most manufac­
turers state in their catalogues the 
speed at which the machine should 
travel. The operator should figure 
out the size of the pulley to attain 
the speed required.

The rule for speeds of pulleys L«$ 
the diameter of the "driving" pulley 
multiplied by its speed is equal to 
the diameter of the "driven" multi­
plied by its speed: or DXR = dXr 
in which "D" is the diameter of the 
driving pulley multiplied by “R" its 
speed, and “d" the diameter of the 
driven pulley multiplied by “r" its 
speed. If we know three of these 
items we can easily figure out the 
fourth.

The driving pulley is the one that 
causes the belt to move.

The driven pulley is the one that 
is moved by the belt.

Possibly a farmer may have on 
hand an engine rated 2 h.p., speed 
400 revolutions per minute with an 
8-inch pulley. He buys a grinder 
without considering what relation its 
speed bears to that of his engine. 
When the grinder is hitched up to 
the engine it does not deliver the 
capacity expected of it. This promis­
cuous buying and want of fore- 
though in purchasing machinery is 
responsible for a great deal of trou­
ble and dissatisfaction. More at­
tention should be given in this re­
gard when buying additional mach­
inery for the farm. We'll suppose 
that the grinder bought is rated 2,000 
to 2,500 R.P.M., 4 inch or 5 inch 
pulley; capacity per hour 3 to 10 
bushels depending on the condition of 
the grain.

Relating this grinder to the engine, 
we find, taking the above formula that
