Washington Letter.

(Regular Correspondence.)
W asminarox, D. C., Nov. 20th, 1882

In two weeks from to-day, the Thirty~
Seventh Congress will assemble for its
final session. A large number of senators
and faces, absent during the vacation, have
been again seen on the streets and about
the lobbies of tho botels, The session
will be short, for the term of the present
Congress will expire on the 4th of March,
and, if the usual holiday adjonrnment is
taken, there will be scarcely more than
two montbs for legislative work.

The message of the President is under-
stood to be nearly ready for prosentation
to Congress, and it is rumored that it will
urge the adoption of radical civil service
reform measures, the almost total abolition
of the present iuternal revenue system,
and a reduction of taviff duties, Itis not
belivved, however, by those who know the
temper of Congress, that any important
changes in the tariff will be wmade this
session.

The first business that will come before
the House of Rupresentatives will be rela-
tive to nearly two hundred bills passed by
the Senate, and now awaiting the action
of the House. These bill are simple in
their character, and many of. them bave
already been favorably réported upon by
House committecs, It is thought that the
larger number will bu  passed without
debate,

The Secretary of war will recommend
that no river and harbor Lill' be passed this
session, there being an uuexpended sur-
plus of $9,000,000. from - the appro.
priation of last session. General Sherman,
in his report, Las urged an unexpend-
ed surplus in his report, and urged an
increase of tho army, but it is not probable
that Congress will see a pecessity for such
increase. No important legislation, it is
thought, will prevail in relation to either
tbe army or the navy., Appropriations
will be passed waintaining the military
and naval establishments at about their!
present status. Thero is much talk in|
both the army and the navy departments|
of & more rigid enforcement of real servic
upon & large number of gilded shirks from
West Poiut and from the Naval Academy,
who manage 1o remain at Washington,
New York, Fortress Monroe, Philadelphia,
and Boston, or who get off to Europe, on
full pay, thus securing the delights of
sociyy and travel at the expense of the|
tax-payer, and unfitting themselves for the
work they were educated at public expense
to reform. It is doubtful, bowever, if
legislation can efiect this much needed |
reform. Army and naval officers are ro|
entrenched by relationship and marriage |

Mr. Danforth
remarked to us that it may not pay as
well in the vicinity of our larger cities
as garden truck, but in the interior
towns, where the cost of transportation
would absorb a large part of the pro-
ceeds of garden vegetables, it will pay
much better. The possibilities of the
business are shown by the crop of Mr.
Danforth, but with balf the yield of his
best aere and at the same prioe, it will
pay & fair margin of profit over and
above the stover, which, if well cured,
is worth a good crop of hay from the
same arei.— Maine Paper.
