Within the past two decades many th 

sands of ùatives from the adjoining Cana­
dian maritime Provinces of Nova Scotia, 
New Brunswick and prince Edward Island 
have made their way to Boston and vicinity 
to found a new home and life for them­
selves and “grow up with the country.”

They have proved themsolves to be an in­
telligent, progressive and in every way de 
•lrable class'of citizens, and have received 
a cordial welcome from the New England 
people among whom they have associated 
and intermarried extensively.

Last night, for the first time since their 
sojourn here, these province-born people 
gathered for a general reunion in Tremont 
Temple, and for two or three hours listened 
to addresses by distinguished fellow coun­
try men, joined in the inspiring music of 
their native land and gazed with delight 
and pleasure upon the pictured scenery and 
familiar faces of their fy-away home.

Not only did the event attract a goodly 
proportion of the 15,000 or 20,000 former 
provincialists resident in Boston, but special 
excursion parties from Lynn, \V orceator, 
Malden and other places helped to swell the 
throng. Nearly 2000 were present. Print­
ed cards bearing the names of the different 
provincial counties were conspicuously dis­
played throughout the hall, and about these 
the natives of these gathered 
to greet old acquaintances who 
lost sight of for years.

There were many well-known persons 
present, prominent among them Governor- 
elect Russell.

The reception committee was M. J. Keat­
ing, A. S. Fisher and T. F. Anderson.

The exercises began with an organ pre­
lude, “ Memories of Home,” by Prof. 
George Mendall Taylor, and this was fol­
lowed by an. original “ Province Rallying 
Song,” Writtern by Robert J. Long and 
tmng by Mrs. Alice J. Osborne.

^"Vthe song the hall was darkened, and each 
verse was appropriately illustrated by 
stereopticon views, including types of the 
scenery, educational institutions, noted 
writers and famous heroes of the different 
provinces.

CHOICE FANCY GROCERIES, BERLIN SQUARESSome of the papers have lately informed 
us that the Government are prepared to 
render education at the Free Schools com­
pulsory, as soon as there shall be an unmis­
takable desire on the part of the people for 
the change. To which a number of reflec­
tions and replies suggest themselves. How 
is it known that such a purpose or willing- 

ex ists with the Government? It has 
not l»een declared’by Minutes of Councilor 
otherwise ; probably the whole foundation 
for the report may be that some member of 
the Government in private conversation 
has made a statement to that effect. If 
suçh is all, judging from experience, no 
change of the kind is likely to occur very 

Were there not such Government 
purposes announced over and over again in 
reference to certain railways, and did not 
the promises or announcements find a very 
conspicuous place in the newspapers for 
many long tedious years—during all which 
time the roads were not built—some of them 

not begun, others were not urged on 
mpletion, but remained in statu quo, 

as immovably as if no engagement had ever 
been made. True the episode of an election 
approaching would cause a little rufHe of 
the water, out that would pass away with 
the exciting cause and all again be repose 
and asleep which nothing earthly was suffi­
cient to disturb. So then, with the past 
fresh in our remembrance, we need some­
thing more than the kind of announcements 
with which we have been entertained by 
some of the papers.

Besides, without dwelling further on this 
head, it is pertinent to inquire whether it 
is much to the credit of the Government to 
wait for the people to make an unmistak­
able and determined demand, before said 
Government engages in a work of such 
great value and moment to the country. 
Is it a Government’s function to sit in 
their cushioned office arm chairs, waiting 
to hear the peoples’ complaints and de­
mands—not to say their growls ? Or is it 
not their duty to determine in their own 
minds what is best for the governed ? what 
the country needs ? what the public inter­
ests require ? and to take resolute and effi­
cient and timely measures to rectify and 
enlighten public opinion and to create it, 
if it does not exist. The Government has 
a press. Would it not be the legitimate ob­
ject of that press to prepare the way for 
needed reform, and to instruct the people 
iu their obvious duties. This would be far 
better than to spend oceans of ink in de­
nouncing their political opponents and 
laboring to prove, as they do iu every day’s 
is ues of the papers under their control, 
that their adversaries are the most corrupt 
set of miscreants that ever o 
measures of a Government ? I 
be better, the first new development we 
should expect would be a voice from the 
throne proclaiming that the defects.of our 
educational system were to be remedied, 
and that the anomaly and injustice, patent 
to every person of thought and judgment, 
should not longer exist ; and that while 
everything was provided by the Legislature 
for the education of the children of the 
province, it was not henceforth to be op­
tional with them or their parents, whether 
they should attend school or not, wasting, 
and worse than wasting, their time in the 
streets—a nuisance through their idleness 
and the evils bom of it. The Government 
may well say—“ Save us from our friends” 
—if these friends represent the Govern­
ment as

KILN-DRIEl) CORNMEAL.not willing to engae 
sary a reform until the people imperatively 
require of them to remedy the defects of 
the School Act and compel the children to 
attend school. If parents neglect their 
duty, the Government should address them 
in some such language as this—“ Gentle­
men, you must send your children to school, 
or we loill send you to the penitentiary.” 
This might possibly give offence, but he 
who gave the province Free Schools gave 
offence ; he sacrificed office and position in 
the interests of the country ; and are we to 
be told, and that by the friends of t he Gov­
ernment, too, that the rulers of t-he province 
in our day are possessed of less public vir­
tue and patriotism than were the rulers of 
the day when Dr. Tupper bestowed upon 
Nova Scotia the School Act which is now 
in existence. If the Act is defective in any 
direction, let it be remedied, coûte que 
co-ute. Instead of discussing the subject fur­
ther from the local stand-point hitherto 
occupied, it w’ill perhaps be more satisfac­
tory to address the published sentiments of 
educationists of world-wide celebrity, such 
as Prof. Max Mullen and the no less 
eminent scholar, I. Stuart Mill. The for­
mer says :—

“ No child should enter society without 
submitting, or rather being submitted to, 
education. Most of us do go^even further 
and make it criminal for parents, or even 
communities, to allow children to grow up 
uneducated. The excuse of worthless par­
ents—that they are at liberty to do with 
their children as they like, has been blown 
to the winds. I still remember when 
pseudo-liberals were not ashamed to say 
that, whatever other nations might do, 
England would never submit to compulsory 
education. That wicked sophistry has at 
last been silenced, and it is now admitted 
* as almost a self-eVident axiom,’ to bor­
row the worcU of I. S. Mill, ‘ that the state 
should require and 
up to a certain stand an 
being who is born its citizen. ’ A new era 
may be said to date in the history of every 
nation from the day in which compulsory 
education becomes part of the statute- 
book.” C. P. R,

do the work neatly and systematically will 
take very little more time and will in the 
end save labor, by having china, glass and 
silver always ready to set the table.

When a meal is over, all the fragments 
should be carefully gathered up and set 
away, when the work of clearing the 
table should begin. To do this properly 
first gather up all the silver, glass 
cups, saucers, and arrange them by thenv 
selves, to be washed first, then scrape all 
the plates, vegetable and meat dishes, as 
free of grease as possible. Everything In 
readiness, the dish-pan may be brought iu ; 
it should be half filled with clehr clean 
water, to which may be added a table- 
spoonful of Pyle’s pearline, which will be 
found much better than soap. First wash 
the silver, using only the hands to do so, 
rinse in clear hot waLtfl1 aud wipe dry with 
a soft clean towel. This treatment will 
keep silver bright and clean, and will 
scratch it. Now wash glasses, rinse and 
dry, next take cups and saucers, leaving 
the greasy things till the iast. Several 
dish-cloths should ho used iu washing 
dishes ; one for glasses and other articles 
not greasy, another for plates, dishes, etc., 
u tensile. A dish-mop for washing the in­
side of small pitchers and sugar bowls will 
be found convenient.

Never leave the case open the night 
through. If you need to do it for even an 
hoor, be careful to wipe all dust from the 
crystal before closing it. No case ever yet 
made is duet proof. If such were possible, 
the watch-mender's occupation would be 
«well-nigh gone—since it is the dqst sifting 
in that not merely clogs the wheels and 
turns the oil on the pivots to gum, but acts 
as emery would, and wears away the works 
until they utterly fail to keep time.

Avoid jarring your watch, under pain of 
having it stop and Stop until grows worth 
less as a timepiece. Do not pin your faith 
too closely on its accuracy, either. With 
the very best movements, variation 
«sometimes occur. Heat, cold, motion, 
vibration, location, any or all may make 
your watch fast or slow. One reason that 
ladies’ watches are usually such bad time­
keepers is that they are so irregularly worn 
—hence have about three days out of seven 
a widely different environment.

Never use chalk, whiting or any sort of 
powder to brighten the case. Never rub 
hard, and use only a clean chamois or bit 
•of -soft silk. -Beware of even a suspicion of 
•moisture. A watch had nearly as well fall 
npon a rock as into water. If by chance 
#uch a thing happens, put the watch at 
once into alcohol—whiskey will not do— 
and leave it until you can hand it over to 
dhe watchmaker.
