I do not
intend to explain the modus operandi of the
treatment, for it is well known that sublimed
sulphur is almost or wholly insoluble, and
the liquid used was destitute of taste, color,
or smell.

One day, two months after I had signed
the temperance pledge, I had a craving fora
drink of whisky so strong that I could see
nothing else but drinks about me and I felt
as if I must have at least one drink. I told
a friend of my state of mind. He said,
*“ You need not drink. I can tell you of a
substitute that will stop your discomfort.
Get a bowl of ice-water and a raw potato,
peel it and cut down one end convenient to
take in the mouth. Dip the potato in the
ice-water and suck it every time you think
you must have the whisky.” I did as he
advised. I took the bowl of ice-water and
potato and placed them on a table at the
head of my bed and would dip the potato in
the water and place it between my lips every
few moments till I went to sleep. I awoke
free from any desire to drink whiskey and
have been free.of it ever since. That one
treatment eradicated my craving for whiskey
for all the time that has elapsed.

Why This Silence

In Canada nearly 68.000 people died in 1891
and of these 28,000 died under five years of
age and 47,257 under forty-five.

These figures, which are about paralleled
in any ordinary year, are perfectly appalling
when one comes to realize what they mean.
They mean that naarly two-thirds of the
deaths which occur every year in the country
would under proper conditions, be delayed.
This statement is based on the assumption
that no person should die under forty-five
save as the result of violence, if proper steps
were taken to stave death off. The fact that
over 47,000 people do die under forty-five in
Canada every year is due to a variety of
causes: unsanitary surrounding, intemper-
ance is eating or drinking, lack of proper
nourishment, want of knowledge, in dealing
with infants particularly, and, greatest of
all, defective constitutions to start with
which are the result of the marriage of the
unfit. 1t is to this latter canse—the mating
of people who are unfit, owing to constitu-
tion defects, to become the parents of chil-
dren—is almost entirely due the frightful
annual slaughter of 28,000 children under
five years of age. The trade policy of the
country, the Manitoba school question, the
effect of the weather on the crops; these
matters sink into insignificance beside this
one appaling fact. And yet the vital ques-
tion just referred to is seldom heard of.
There seems to be a conspiracy of silence in
regard to this most momentuous problem
that effects our race. Why?

Physiological Action of Quinine.

The physiological action of quinine has
lately been the subject of detailed experi-
ment by Binz, who found it to have ex-
tracrdinary power in arresting the pro-
cess of fermentation and putrefaction, and
to be a powerful poison for low organisms,
in other words, for all moving bodies con-
siating of protoplasms. It appears to kill
fungi and bacteria, which accompany fer-
mentation and putrefaction, and puts a stop
to these processes. It arrests the motion of
the white blood corpuscles, and thus pre-
vents them from making their exit from the
blood-vessels. It, therefore, diminishes or
arrests the formation of pus in inflamation,
pus consisting in great measures of an accu-
mulation of white corpuscles which have
jssued from the vessels. It also destroys
the power of certain substances to produce
ozone. - The red blood corpuscles have this
power, and by depriving them of it, quinine,
when present.in the blood, must diminish
the change of tissue in the body, and thereby
lessen the production of heat. It is also
found that quinine lessens oxidation in the
blood; other substances, such as snake poison,
increasing it. When putrid fluids ace in-
jected into the circulation of an animal, its
temperature rises; but if these are previous-
ly mixed with quinine, this rise is attested,
or very much diminished. According to
Zuntz, the use of quinine has a marked in-
fluence upon the execretion of urea, the
amount diminishing very greatly.

We are surprised to find when passing
through the country so few farmers who ause
rock salt for their stock. Whenever we find
a man who uses it, he always speaks of it in
the highest terms. The writer can say from
experience that there is no other way of salt-
ing stock nearly so satisfactory in every way
a8 by the use of the rock.

1t is & settled fact that stock salted once
a week take too much when given to them,
which has the effect of wasting much nutri-
tion in the animal which the system requires,
and before the next salting day comesaroand
ill effects are caused in the system by the
lack of salt. This being the case, the farmer
who depends upon weekly salting, be e ever
80 regular cannot fail to lose milk from his
cows and flesh from his steers and other fat-
tening stock. Some resort to the plan of
putting a little salt into the food every day
or two. Now, this is all chance work and
cannot give the best results, as the animal
itself is the only proper judge of how much
to take and will never take too much or teo
little when given free access to it. Now,
when stables have been fitted up with boxes
in the stalls, the sapply can be kept con-
stantly before them by using either barrel or
rock salt, the former having to be supplied
every few days while a four or five pound
lamp will last for weeks. Another advan-
tage in using rock salt is that it can be
thrown into an ordinary manger and not in-
terfere with the food. The animal can lick
it as desired, and no evil results or waste in
food or salt can follow. Then, again, for
ficld salting in the summer a lump can be
thrown on the ground, exposed to the sun
and rain without loss or other objection,
while when barrel salt is used the box will
be half the time empty, and irregular salting
resulta,

Butter in a Minute.

A wonderful dairy machine is on exhibi-
tion in England. This machine, the inven-
tiou of Herr Salenious, & Swedish engi
makes butter in abont & minuate from ster-
ilized milk direct.

Milk is heated in th¢ sterilizer (or Pas-
teurine, as it is called), 160 degrees Far-
renheit, and runs then into the cream-skim-
ming chamber of the hi As the
cream is skimmed it rises in the churning
chamber, being cooled down to 60 degreesin
its progress by means of very small cooling
frames, through which iced water constant-
ly passes, and which revolve with the skim-
mer, at the rate of 6000 revolutions per
minute. The cream is forced into a tube
perforated with tiny holes, through which
it emerges with great force on to each fresh
layer of cream that rises, converting it into
butter by concussion. The butter thus
formed in granules emerges from a spout in-
to a tub, mixed with buttermilk.

When all the churning is done, a wooden
stirrer is passed up and down gently for two
or three minutes, to make the butter separ-
ate from the greater part of the buttermilk.
The butter is then passed through a butter-
worker, which squeezes out most of the bat-
termilk remaining in, after which it is
placed on ice for two hours and then worked
a little more and made up.

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—Ir the news from Ottawa during the past
week bas been of an unusual and rather
siriking character, that received from Lon-
don has certainly been much moreso. From
there has come the startling information that
the government of Lord Salisbury is making
preparations for war with all haste, and
with all the resources at its command.
These preparations are being made for a war,
not with the United States, as might have
been expected from the aspect of things a
few weeks ago, but with the German Em-
pire, should the eccentric young emperor of
that nation persist in his reported intention
of interfering with British interests in South
Africa. This trouble with Germany is a re-
sult of Great Britain's peculiar relationship
with the Boers, the rulers of that section of
South Africa known as the Transvaal.
These people are the descendants of the ori-
ginal Dutch settlers of Cape Colony. When
the Cape became British territory, and par-
ticularly after slavery was abolished, they
removed to the section now included in the
colony of Natal. From there they after-
wards moved to what is now known as the
Transvaal. Here they were so sorely pressed
by the native tribes that they were forced
to seek British protection, and as a result
their country became British territory. Af-
terwards they rose in revolt against British
rule and an expedition sent against them in
1881 was almost entirely cut to pieces. Then
the Gladstone government made terms with
them, and it is out of the peculiar relation-
ship then established that the present trou-
ble has arisen. By these terms Great Bri-
tain was to have a protectorate over the
Transvaal and have the sole management of
its foreign relations, while the Boers were to
be given the entire control of its internal af-
fairs. Since that time the most valuable
gold and diamond mines in the world have
been opened up in the Transvaal and people
have flocked in from all over the world.
Cities have sprung up, the resources of the
country have been developed, and it is now
one of the most prosperous portions of the
globe. The Boers have made a very selfish
use of the right given them to manage in-
ternal affairs. They allow no one outside of
their own people to have the right to vote
or have any say in the government of the
country. Johannesburg, the largest city,
bas a population of 60,000. Itisa flourish-
ing city, with banks, electric lights, street
railways and all other modern appliances,
yet it has but 300 voters. These are Boers
of the most ignorant class, who do the street
cleaning. The English language is not al-
lowed to be taught in the publicschools, and
even the children of English parentage born
in the country are not permitted to become
citizens, while the new comers own all the
mines and pay about nine-tenths of all the
taxes. It is not to be expected that this
state of affairs could continue for all time.
For some years the discontent has been be-
coming greater, and of late the country has
been ripe for a revolt against the rule of the
Boers. It was to assist the English inhabi-
tants to throw off this rule that Dr. Jame-
son’s expedition made its recent raid into
the country. In this he failed, being him-
self with a good part of his force taken pris-
oner by the Boers. Just here is where the
German Emperor took a hand in the game.
He sent a message of congratulation to the
boer leader and later announced his inten-
tion of recognizing the absolute independence
of the Transvaal. He has been promptly
notified by the Salisbury government that
such action on his part will be followed by
a declaration of war, and in the meantime
active preparations for such an event are
now being made. It seems to be the pre-
vailing opinion that the Boers have ap-
pealed to Germany for help in securing their
entire independence from Rritieh control.
To what extent the emperor has committed
himself to help them, and what assistance
be is in a position to render them anyway,
are questions yet to be decided. On the
other hand the British press and people ap-
pear to be unanimous in the opinion that no
interference whatever, from Germany or any
other nation, will for one moment be permit-
ted in South African affairs, and there is
every probability that, war or no war, this
affair will end in making the Transvaal once
more a British colony.

—WE presume that all our readers take
an interest, to a greater or less extent, in the
political affairs of the dominion, and con-
sequently have followed closely the course of
events which have been taking place at
Ottawa during the past few days. The
resignation of seven members of the cabinet
just at the beginning of the session of par-
liament appears to have been as unexpected,
to all those in outer circles, as it certainly
was unprecedented. While the explanation
given to parliament, namely the desire for a
change of leadership, may be the immediate
cause of these resignations, there is no doubt
that underneath it all, and the more distant
cause of the present crisis, is the Manitoba
school question. The fact that all the re-
signing members are Protestants clearly in-
dicates this as the true explanation, for only
on this basis can the line of cleavage between
the Protestant and Catholic sections of the
cabinet be explained.

The desire for a change in the leadership
seems to have grown out of the result of the
recent elections in the province of Quebec.
Sir McKenzie Bowell is an orangeman, which
fact, it seems, has been used by his opponents
as a canvass against him in catholic constitu-
encies, particularly in those where the French
element prevails. In such constituencies a
pretty strong appeal could be made in asking
the electors to choose between a party whose
leader was a protestant orangeman, and one
led by a member of their own race and re-
ligion. It is noticeable that under Sir Me-
Keuzie's leadership the government has lost

every election in constituencies where there
is a large catholic vote.

These last resignations, making eleven in
all out of the fourteen members of the cabinet
who have resigned since the school question
came before parliament, give us a further
idea of the great difficulty which this ques-
tion presents to our politicians. These diffi-
culties are by no means confined to one side,
for should a change take place and a liberal
government be formed the question would in
all probability present as many difficulties to
such a government as it now does to that of
Sir McKenzie Bowell.

Death of Sheriff Morse.

When the late issue of the MoNITOR, con-
taining the reference to Sheriff Morse's
health was placed before the public, we little
thought that it would become our painful
duty to record his sudden and somewhat
unexpected death this week; and it was not
till the afternoon of the following day that
his physical condition became so alarming as
to cause any serious uneasiness or misgivings
on the part of his attending physicians, Dr.
L. R. Morse, his brother, and Dr. Gideon
Barnaby, his associate. During Thorsday
night, however, he became much worse, and
on Friday the aggravated symptoms of his
sicknees, which proved to be an attack of
acute bronchitis, aided by other complicated
weaknesses, made it plainly discernible that
he was rapidly sinking to his death, which
melancholy event occurred at half-past nine
o’clock.

J. Avard Morse was a native of this town,
was born May 18th, 1838, and was third son
of the late David and Susan Harriett Morse.
The early years of his life were passed in fol-
lowing agricultural pursuits, & branch of in-
dustry he took an active interest in up to
the time of his death, though since his ap-
pointment to the office of sheriff of the coun-
ty, in March, 1884, he has, owing to the
many responsibilities of that important po-
sition merely superintended the manage-
ment of his splendid farm property. He al-
so held the office of Justice of the Peace, and
in earlier life devoted considerable time to
military matters, having been an officer in
the militia.

As a citizen he was progressive and enter-
prizing, and his pleasing and genial
bad won for him a host of friends. He was
a member and regular attendant of Provi-
dence Methodist church, and in all matters
pertaining to its advancement was ever ready
to devote his time and bestow other more
tangible proofs of earnestness and sincerity
in promoting its welfare.

The funeral took place at two o’clock on
Sunday afternoon from his residence, and
was one of the largest ever seen in this town,
many of the sin att ing
great distances to pay their last tribute of
respect.

After a short prayer at the house, the re-
mains, enclosed in a deeply draped casket,
which was covered with appropriate and
beautiful floral offerings, were conveyed to
the Methodist church,—which was so dense-
ly packed that many of the followers had to
remain outside,—where services were con-
ducted by the Rev. J. B. Giles, assisted by
Pastor Young, of the Baptist church. At
the conclusion of the singing of a familiar
bymn and the opening prayer, Rev. J. B.
Giles addressed the vast assemblage, taking
for his text Job xvii., 11: ** My days are
past: my purposes are broken: even the
thoughts of my heart.” The discourse was
remarkably impressive, strongly conveying
the great uncertainty of life, and was replete
with admonitions to all to think most serious-
ly of the duties they bad to perform in this
world, and in their daily walks in life to
ever bear in mind the uncertain tenure of
our existence, and always be prepared for
the final call to a blissful immortality.

At the conclusion of the services at the
church, the remains were taken to the
Bridgetown cemetery, where the usual bur-
ial service of the Methodist church was read,
when the vast assemblage of mourners wend-
ed their way homeward, deeply and solemn-
ly impressed with the mournful laying at
rest of the remains of one who will be great-
ly missed by a large circle of relatives and
friends in every section of the county.

Daring Robbers in the Toils.

There was quite a ripple of excitemeat at
Port George and Port Lorne on the morning
of the 8th inst., caused by the arrest of
Albert Caldwell and his son Charles, of
Gates’ Mountain, and Charles Sabeans, of
Port Lorne, at the residence of the first, by
constables H. Fritz and J. P. Foster, under
a warrant sworn out by Capt. John Anthony
for alleged robbery of his store, which took
place some two weeks ago, and which was
duly d in our col

An examination of the prisoners was had
before Stipendiary Hamilton Parks, at Port
George, J. G. H. Parker appearing for the
prosecution, and W. G. Parsons for defence.

One of the witnesses for the prosecution,
Mr. Beardsley, of Port Lorne, testified to
having followed peculiar tracks from pear
the store of Capt. Anthony up to Port
George. He described the tracke as having
been been made by boots with seven rows of
of hob-nails peculiarly placed. The boots
worn in court by one of the prisoners, he
testified as corresponding exactly with the
tracks described.

Two other witnesses testified to having
seen the prisoners going eastward, or toward
Gates’ Mountain the morning after the rob-
bery, and Capt. Anthony positively identi-
fied, in his testimony, some of the goods
found at Caldwell's house. At the conclu-
sion .of the investigation the Stipendiary
committed the prisoners to gaol at Annapo-
lis, whither they were conveyed last Thurs-
day night.

The trial will come up at Annapolis in the
near future, under the *“ Speedy Trial Act.”

The success which has attended the
efforts of Captain Anthony and his assist-
ants in unearthing and bringing to justice
this band of robbers will be muach appre-
ciated by the public in general, as they

Provincial Parliament.

The Provincial H.;:e of Assembly was
opened Thursday by the governor. . The fol-
lowing is the speech:

1. I have pleasure in welcoming you on
our reassembling for the discharge of your
egislative duties, and I feel assured that the

early date at which the session begins will
be found convenient vo most of you.

2. Although the year just closed has not
been one of marked prosperity, there has
been a fair degree of progress in our province.
It is to be regretted that our fishing industry
in some quarters failed to yield satisfactory
returns. Mining operations were carried
on with considerable vigor, but owing to the
limited demand for our coal the output was
somewhat less than that of the previous year.
Happily the labors of the husbandmen, the
largest class of our people, were rewarded
by an abundant harvest, which had a very
beneficial effect on the business of the pro-
vince.

3. I have observed with much satisfaction
the successful organization of the Provincial
Farmer’s Association under an act ed at
your last session. I anticipate favorable
results from the organization of this body,
which affords our farmers a large opportun-
ity for the promotion of the interests of agri-
culture.

4. I am happy to be able to report the
vigorous prosecution of work on the new
line of Railway from Yarmouth eastward.
In the case of the other railway enterprises
which have recently received encouragement
under our legislation, no substantial progress
has been made.

5. A special inquiry bas been made into
the cause, history and effects of the fires in
the coal seams of Pictou county. A report
of this investigation will be laid before you.

6. The continued good work of the Vic-
toria General Hospital is a source of much
satisfaction to all who are interested in the
treatment of the sick. I have noticed with
pleasure several movements for extending
the hospital accommodation of the province
by the establishment of local institutions. I
invite you to consider the advisability of giv-
ing these local hospitals some recognition and
assistance.

7. In continuance of the policy of last ses-
sion, respecting the revision of the most im-
portant general statutes, a bill will be sub-
mitted to you for the consolidation of the
acts relating to the probate courts.

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the House of
Assembly:

8. The Public Accounts for the past fiscal
year will be submitted to you. You will be
glad to learn that the revenue of the year
was in excess of the expenditure chargeable
against it.

9. The estimates for the public service of
the current year, which will be preared with
due regard to economy and efficiency, will
be laid before you.

Mr. President and Honorable Gentlemen of
the Leislative Council:

10. I iavite your careful attention to these
and all other matters that may be brought
before you, with the fullest confidence that
your labors will be conducive to the advance-
ment of the best interests of the province.

England and United States Coming Together

BETTER. FEELING IN ENGLAND On THE VEN-
EZUELA QUESTION.

London, Jan. 13.—The Daily News says
that Lord Salisbary refused to agree to the
arbitration of the Guiana boundary dispute
on the terms proposed by Venezuela and has
declined to recognize the report of the Uni-
ted States to trace the boundary, but if the
American commission define what in their
opinion the terms should be, and if a Kuro-
pean power will then act as arbitrator, all
interests will be satisfied. The Standard
announces that the foreign office is busily
engaged in completing papers relating to the
Venezuelan dispute. These papers will be
published with as much despatch as is con-
sistent with the satisfactory execution of the
laborious task.

In an editorial the Standard says the com-
munications it publishes relative to the atti-
tude of Germany and the Transvaal, and the
publication of the papers on the Venezuelan
difficulty, are all authoritative. It adds:
““ Urged by friendly public opinion in the
United States to place before the world the
British case as regards the controversy with
Venezuela, the cabinet on Saturday decided
to respond to this amicable invitation by
publishing the material documents in its
possession bearing thereon. Of far more
interest to the English people than the pro-
blems to be faced in South Africa, or the
relations of this country with any other
power, are its relations with the United
States, and we gladly take the opportunity
of bearing testimony to the magnanimous
attitude of the American nation. Ionstead
of taking advantage of the augmentation of
our anxieties and the temporary multiplica-
tion of our assailants, the American people,
with a spirit that does them honor, and
which is appreciated by us, not only abstain-
ad from endeavoring to add to our perplexi-
ties, but where they did not actually offer us
sympathy they maintained honorable courte-
ousreserve. That isconduct worthy of them.
It has not unnaturally inspired the English
government with desire to meet our kinsfolk
across the Atlantic in a friendiy spirit.

Lord Salisbury has decided not to wait for
a meeting of parliament, but will publish as
soon as can be got ready all the documents
in his possession bearing upon the disputed
boundary between British Guiana and Vene-
zuela. The attitude of the people of the
United States during the past week has
materially influenced the prime minister’s
decision, just as it quickened the feeling of
friendship. entertained by Englishmen for
those who speak their tongue and share their
literature on the other side of the ocean.
The maintenance of friendly relations with
the United States must always be a considera-
tion of first importance for Great Britain.
We say this to the American people with the
absolute candor of a deep seated oordiality.”

THE MEMBERS WHO RESIGNED RE-ENTER
SIR MACKENZIE BOWELL'S GOVERNMENT.
Ottawa, January 13.—The past two days

have been somewhat gloomy, Eut this after-

noon there has been a rift in the clouds and
to morrow it looks as if Sir MacKenzie will
meet parliament once more with his cabinet
intact and the breach healed. For this the
country is indebted to Sir Frank and Sir

Donald Smith. The interview between Sir

MacKenzie Bowell and Sir Charles Tupper

(senior) on Saturday was a prolonged one.

The high commissioner was willing to accept

a portfolio under Sir MacKenzie provided

the dissident members were brought in.

The premier was at first reluctant to accede

to this proposition, at any rate as regards

three seceding ministers. To-day, however,
negotiations looking to reconstruction were
resumed. This afternoon Sir MacKenzie,

Sir Charles Tupper (senior) and Sir Frank

Smith got together, when an agreement was

reached, the understanding being that all

the ministers who resigned their offices will
come back with the exception of Sir Hib-

bert Tupper, whose place in the cabinet as a

Nova Scotia minister will be filled by his

father, Sir Charles Tupper.

The exact nature of the changes is not yet
known, but it is probable that Hon. Mr.
Daly will take the departmont of justice
and that Sir Charles Tapper will take the
interior, the other six ministers being changed
round, as under the law they cannot take
their old portfolios.

The work of the session will be proceeded
with as expeditiously as possible, and when
the sessional programme is finished dissolu-
tion will take place.

It is fully expected, however, that Sir
McKenzie Bowell will not go to the country
as premier. He will surrender the first
ministership to the old war horse of Camber-
land. It 1s not yet settled whether Sir
Charles Tupper will take the vacant Nova
Scotia senatorship or run for the commons,

Sir William Johnson and the Indian.

About 1714 was born in Ireland, one Sir
William Johnson, who came over to New
York sbout 1734. Being of a genial and
conciliatory disposition he was sent up on
the Mohawk river as superintendent of the
six tribes of Indians living in northern New
York. These tribes were the Cayugas,
Onondagas, Senecas, Oneidas, Tuscaroras
and Mohawks. Brigadier-General Timothy
Ruggles was under Sir Wm. Johnson, as a
British General, in 1755. On or about 1765
Sir William went over to England and
brought back with him several elegant suits
of clothes, and on bis return he showed them
to his friend Hendrick, chief of the Mohawks,
living in the vicinity of Sohenectady, and
before they parted the Chief expressed his
desire for a share in the suits. A few days
after, Hendrick came to Sir William and
told him that he had had a dream. ‘ Well,
what was it,” said Sir William. ‘I dreamed
that you presented me with one of those
suits of clothes.” *Well,” said Sir William,
desiring to be at peacewith him, ‘‘you shall
have it,” and so he gave it, and away went
Hendrick to show it to his people.

Some time after that Sir William called
on Hendrick and told him that he had a
dream. *‘‘Well,” said Hendrick, probably
a little suspicious, ‘“‘what js it?” - “I
dreamed that you gave fiie all this track of
land laying north of the town,” something
like 1000 acres. Says Hendrick, ‘“if you
dreamed that, I suppose you must have it;
but Sir William, I will not dream with you
again, you dream too hard for me.”

Our Lumber Resources.

Her virgin farm lands, her unmined
minerals, her vast forests and her exhaustless
fisheries, are the four main pillars of Can-
ada’s natural treasure house. These are the
props that save us from discouragement when
some land where human labor has been heap-
ing up wealth for centuries, is thrown into
contrast with our slender store. Of all the
four, none have honored the light drafts
that we have been able to make thus far
with more promptness than the forest. Mr.
J. 8. Robertson, of Toronto, has in the
October number of the Engineering Magazine
a study of the Canadian iumber Industry,
which should give the readers of that periodi-
cal some fair notion of the forest wealth of
the Dominion. British Columbia is put for-
ward as the first province in timber resour-
ces. Its forest area is 285,000 square miles.
One estimate, we are told, says that there
are over 100,000,000,000 feet of good timber
in sight in the Province of British Columbia
and that, with the present saw mills making
an average output, it would take between
150 and 200 years to exhaust the present
supply. The cut of the Province last year
was 65,000,000 feet, divided between sixty
saw mills. The Pacific Province has thus a
fairly good depoeit in the bank of nature
upon which to draw for many years to come.

Quebec, Ontario, Nova Scotia, and New
Brunswick have all large resources for the
timber industry: and Mr. Robertson dwells
upon the fact that in the three most eastern
of these provinces pulp making has become
an industry, with nearly three millions of
invested capital and over one million of
annual output. The Dominion reports put
the area of the forest and woodland in the
various provinces at the following figures:

The report adds that it must not be sup-
posed that this area is all forest; much,
though wooded, being covered with small
trees. Taking the whole lumber industry,
Mr. Robertson reminds us that nearly one
hundred million dollars are now invested in
it; that it has an annual wage list of above
thirty million dollars, and that its yearly
output is valued at something like one hun-
dred and ten millions. This is truly a heri-
tage to be guarded. It is a reserve force
of wealth which should be used i

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By-Laws for the Government

OF THE

ANNAPOLIS COUNTY ASYLUM,

Situate on Poor Farm,

BRIDGETOWN, ANNAPOLIS COUNTY.

Ir 18 ORDERED THAT THE FOLLOWING By-LAws, FOR THE GOVERNMENT OF
THE ANNAPOLIS COUNTY ASYLUM, SHALL BE IN FORCE:

INTERPRETATION.

1.—Tn the construction of these by-laws the term asylum ” shall mean
the Annapolis County Asylum, near Bridgetown ; the term “ gommission-
ers” shall mean a committee of four, named by the Municipal Council, annu-
ally, at one of the meetings of council ; the term *superintendent” shall
mean the Superintendent of such asylum ; the term “matron” shall mean
the Matron of such asylum ; the “medical officer” shall mean the Medical
Officer of such asylum ; the term ¢inmates » shall extend to and include all
harmless and violent insane supported by the county ; the “violent” shall
mean new cases until they can be removed to the Provincial Asylum, after
examination, as the law directs in such cases; the term * council ” shall
mean the Municipal Council of the County of Annapolis.

9.—The year shall be the calendar year. The quarter shall begin the
1st of January, the 1st of April, the Ist of July, and the 1st of October.

3._The Municipal Council shall annually appoint four commissioners
and the Town of Annapolis one commissioner,—if they become joint owners
with the county. Said commissioners shall have the financial and general
management of the asylum.

4.—The commissioners shall meet for the efficient supervision and man-
agement of the asylum and the property connected therewith as often as
may be necessary, and shall appoint one of their number to be chairman and
another to be secretary.

5.—Three of the commissioners shall form a quorum,—two, if the town
of Annapolis does not join the asylum fund,—for the transaction of business,
and meetings of the commissioners may be called by the chairman or a
majority of the board, five days notice being first given.

6.—They shall inspect the general state of the institution and all
accounts thereof quarterly.

7.—The chairman shall visit the asylum, at least monthly, for the
direction of business, under the order of the commissioners.

8. A1l monies due shall be paid quarterly by the County Treasurer, on
the written order of the commissioners. The commissioners shall be paid
for their services such sums as their respective councils may approve of.

9. TIn case of a vacancy by death or otherwise during the year, the
board shall fill such vacancy pro fem until the meeting of council.

Officers, Employees and their Wages.

1.—The officers of the asylum shall be a superintendenr, matron, and a
medical officer, who shall be appointed annually by the Municipal Council,
which shall fix their salaries, and such other persons as may from time to
time be required to perform the necessary work inside and outside the asylum
and grounds connected therewith.

9. Such officers and employees shall be employed by the commissioners,
who shall report to the County Council twice a year the names and salaries
or wages of officers and persons for its information.

3. All officers and employees may be provided with board and lodgings
in the asylum at the expense of the County of Annapolis.

The Superintendent and his Duties.

1.—The superintendent shall be the general manager, overseer and
keeper of the asylum.

9.——He may enforce obedience to the lawful orders by solitary confine-
ment or other proper means, but no case of solitary confinement shall con-
tinue longer than twenty-four hours unless ordered by the commissioners or
one of their number or the medical officer, and every such case be recorded
and reported to the board or a member thereafter.

3._Tt shall be the duty of the superintendent to devote his time to the
institution to the end that all property placed under his charge may be cared
for in a skillful manner and to the best advantage for the institution.

4.—To give his time and attention for the benefit of the institution and
farm and to carry into effect the rules and regulations in force for the
government and management of the asylum, under the direction of the
commissioners.

5.—To direct and superintend the work and employment of the insti-
tution.

6.—To see that the provisions furnished are of good quality and
quantity, and that no waste be permitted.

7.—To keep a correct report of the inmates of the asylum, giving such
particulars and in such form as the commissioners may approve of.

8.-—To keep also a burial register in which shall be written down all
particulars respecting the name, age, cause of death of any and all inmates,
and a plan sufficiently plain and numbered of the burial-ground that at any
future time an inmate’s remains could be removed if necessary.

9.—To keep also a wearing-apparel book in which shall be written down
such particulars and accounts of each and every article issued to the inmates
thereof and its value.

10.—To keep a complete inventory of all property under his charge.

11.—To keep a visitor’s book in which persons visiting the asylum may
enter their names with such comments as may seem fit.

12.-_To examine all inmates on their admission into the asylum, note
such facts in regard to them as are important to be preserved, and to cause
them to be thoroughly cleaned and suitably clothed and located, having
reference to their age-and sex and general character; to be especially careful
that the infirm inmates are treated with care and kindness, and to see that
proper care and attention are given to the sick.

13.—To see that apartments and all furniture and utensils are kept
neat and clean and in good order, and that all provisions fuel, and other
articles consumed about the premises are used with the strictest economy.

14.—With the matron or the assistants detailed for that purpose, to
visit each and every occupied room nightly, after hour of retiring, and to
see that all the inmates have retired except those on duty, and all lights
extinguished except those permitted to be used.

The Matron and her Duties.
1.—The wife of the superintendent shall be the matron unless otherwise
determined by the Municipal Council under a recommendation from the
commissioners for a special or particular reason.
9. Tt shall be the duty of the matron to take the charge and oversight
of all the indoor operations under the direction of the superintendent.

3.—To be careful of the goods, property and furniture committed to her
charge that the same be not lost or embezzled.

4.—To see that all female inmates are provided for, according to their
respective wants, and that cleanliness, both in their persons and apartments,
is preserved, and that good order and decorum prevail at all times.

5.—To have, at stated times, all the clothing of the inmates and bed
clothes changed and replaced with clean apparel.

6.—To be vigilant over every part of the house in regard to cleanliness.

7.—To direct the detailing of the females under her charge to such
branches of labor as in her judgment they are best fitted to perform, and to
see that the female inmates observe all the rules that may be prescribed for
their attention ; and to report all violations of the rules and disobedience of
her orders to the superintendent, who shall investigate and deal with such
as duty may require.

The Medical Officer and his Duties.

1.—The medical officer shall be an educated and. registered physician,
and he shall have the sanitary and medical supervision of the asylum.

2.—1Tt shall be the duty of the medical officer to give medical aid when
required to all the inmates thereat who may need such services or attention.

3.—To visit the asylum at least once a week and inspect the several
apartments thereof, and to report to the superintendent and commissioners
anything affecting its sanitary condition which requires attention.

4.—To examinethe mental and physical condition of all the inmates as
often as may be necessary, and to advise the commissioners and superin-
tendent thereof when so requested and from time to time.

5.—1In a book furnished him for the purpose and preserved in the
superintendent’s office, to keep a record of all persons in the asylum treated
by him, and all deaths therein coming under his notic», and of any matter
which he suggests to be remedied.

6.—To report on all applications for the admission of insane patients to
the. asylum and generally to perform in regard to the asylum duties and
services similar to those performed by the medical superintendent at the
Nova Scotia Hospital for the Insane, but not to interfere with the special
duties of the superintendent.

Other Employees and their Duties.

1.—Such other employees, either male or female as may be employed
about the asylum, shall obey and carry out the lawful orders and directions
of the superintendent. If any employees refuse to obey or carry out such
orders or directions the case shall be forthwith reported by the superinten-
dent to the commissioners for action thereon.

Admission to the Asylum.

1.—Whenever there are vacancies in the asylum the commissioners
shall, pursuant to law, admit insane patients chargeable to the County of
Annapolis for whom admission is sought, but they shall have power to refuse
cases that are dangerous through violence to others.

9.—Tn case of private paying patients a bond shall be given with suffi-

gient sureties for payment of expenses and a payment of one quarter’s board
1nay be demanded in advance before admission if the Municipal Council so
_decide and all bills contracted for board and care may be sued for as often

as shall be necessary and recovery had in the Supreme or County Courts
according to the accounts sued for and according to the course of the court

in like cases.

3. The commissioners shall, from time to time, subject to the approval

of the Ccunty Council,

determine the rates at which the harmless insane

may be kept per week in the asylum at the expense of the counties from

which they are received.

General Regulations.
1.—At the ringing of the morning bell every innate of the asylum ex-
cept the sick and those confined to their rooms must rise, wash and dress
and be in readiness, with clean hands and faces, for the ringing of the second
bell, at which they will repair to their respective dining rooms and take such

seats as are assigned at the tables by those in charge.

They must behave

with decency and good order at the tables

9.—At eight o'clock at night at the ringing of retiring bell the inmates
or attendants must put out the lights and retire to bed in their several

apartments.

3.__No inmate shall loiter about the kitchen nor shall any provision or
food, excepting at regular meals, be carried to any part of the building with-
out the express order of the superintendent or matron. :

4.—The use of intoxicating liquors by any of the inmates of the asylum

5.—No inmate shall be allowed to trade or exchange clothing or any
other article with any person whatever, or beg of those who visit them, nor
shall they receive money or other articles fromn any one without the consent

of the superintendent or matron.

6.—All inmates shall diligently and faithfully perform the duty or task
allotted to them by the superintendent or matron.

7.—Any inmate guilty of
