Tile Drainage.
VIEWS OF A FARMER WHO FINDS IN IT MANY
AND LASTING BENEFITS.

Some farmers appear to think the only
gein from underdraining is that the eoil is
dry enough to work sooner after hard rains
and will yield better crops when the season
is wet. But this is by no means all the bene-
fit, according to an Ohio Farmer correspon-
dent who is an enthusiastic advocate of lile
drainage. He names and comments upon
the following additional reasons for his faith:

First, a better yield in dry seasons; second,
it is easier to keep the ground clear of weeds;
third, vegetables, grass, etc., are made more
palatable; fourth, wheat and clover do not
heave outl so much by freezing and thawing;
fifth, the soil does not wash so much; sixth,
it makes the soil more fertile.

To say that ditching prevents damage by
drought may seem strange to those who have
pever (ried underdraining their land, but
those who have tried it know that the crops
over and pear a tile ditch are better in a
dry season than where no tiles are used. The
droughts that do the most damage are those
where a dry summer and fall follow an open
winter and a wet spring. This is caused by
the wet weather in the spring making the
soil run together and become compact.
When dry weather follows, it is more iojur

| ious than if the sofl is loose, as it generally

is over and near a tile ditch.
As to the second reason—it is easier to

in the wheatfields where the wheat is killed
by the water that the dock, ragweed, cress
nd other pests are the worst. It ‘is the

| same way in the cornfield and potato patch.

The low, wet places are generally the most
difficalt to keep clean.

The third advantage is that the producte
of well drained land are more palatable than
those grown on wet land. The same variety
of potatoes planted in different soils will pro
duce potatoes of dissimilar qualities. Those
grown cn well drained land will cook dry
and mealy, while those grown in a wet,
heavy, clay soil will be of an inferior quality
and will be soggy when cooked.

The fourth advantage claimed- -that wheat
and clover are not injured so much by the
ground’s freezing and thawing—does not
need explaining. -

As to the fifth claim—that the soil does
not wash so muck—I am not quite so posi-
tive as I am about the others. The loose
soil over a tile ditch will wash easily if the
tile does not have the capacity to carry all
the water that raps to it.

As to the last claim—that it makes the
soil more fertile. I mean by this that it not
only makes the land more productive, but
that it adds fertilizing elements to the soil
the same as we do when we cover the ground
with manure or fertilizers. Some may in-
quire when these elements are applied. The
answer is, every day in the year and by the
water and air that pass through the soil.

While a heavy coat of stable manure may
make better crops for six, eight or ten years
and an spplication of commercial fertilizer
will show for several years, if they are not
renewed the soil will not show any gain from
them after a time, but the tile ditch, like

— Next Saturday evening the sewer quez-
tion is to be settled by an appeal to the
ratepayers. If the proposal to borrow money
for a sewer extension is rejected, then the
matter will in all likelihood have to be
dropped until next year. If, however, the
project meets a favorable vote there is time
enough yet to prepare and have the neces-
sary legislation passed by the provincial par-
liament now in session. [he-matter is one
of very great importance and needs careful
consideration from the intelligent ratepayers
to whose judgment the appeal has been made.
There are many things to be considered in
favor of the project.and we believe only one
objection is urged and that is the incurring
of a new debt upon which the corporation
will be compelled to pay interest. This
objection is hardly a fair one when consid-
ered in connection with the advantages that
will obtain from the proposed expenditure.
A sewer must be had in the congested dis-
trict, it is proposed to drain, before improv-
ed sanitation can be effected to any extent.
Without again going into details as to what
improved sanitation implies, we will mention
other réasons why a sewer is desirable. It
will afford householders a great convenience
in facilitating the institution of bath rooms,
which are now recognized as necessary ad-
juncts to the town residence within the
limits of the water service. The street
drainage will be vastly improved, and far
less labor and material will be required in
constructing and maintaining the streete.
" Those who have to travel through the section

in question will know how to appreciate any

improvement in this direction. The institu-
tion of the sewer will enhance the value of
property and add greatly to the residential
attractions of the town. These are some of
the advantages. And now to consider the
bugbear of increased taxation, which must
necessarily follow the indroduction of the
sewer. The Council is asking for an ap-
propriation‘of $7,000 for the purpose. This
is about $1,600 more than the engineer’s es-
timate for the work and there is but a bare
possibility that the larger amount will be re-
quired. The money in excess of the actual
requirements for the work will not be bor-
rowed. Placing the amount at $6,000 and
this will almost certainly cover the expense,
an annual interest charge of $240, assuming
that money can be borrowed at four per cent.
and it certainly can, will represent the cost
of the improvement. This amount taxed
on the assessment of properties in the dis-
triot through which the sewer will pass will
*but slightly increase the present rate of taxa-
tion in exchange for the multitude of bene-
fits that will attend the great improve-
ment. The ratepayers in those portions of
the town outside of the sewer district will
participate to a certain extent in these bene-
fits without contributing to the cost of tke
medium through ‘which they will be obtain-
ed. '.!.‘he quaestion isreally one which should
be'1éft to the property holders whose hold-
ings will be taxed to pay for the sewer. The
majority of these want the sewer and are
willing to pay for it and to deny them the
advantages they desire would hardly be a
commendable policy for outside- voters to
pursue. The proposed sewer, while it will
fall far short of & complete system for the
towny will be so arranged that it can be ex-
tended at any time, as the engineer’s estim-
ate provides for a main pipe large enough to
take in that portion of the town lying east to

Pratt’s hill. And we feel sure that the

advantages derived from the partial sys-

tem would be so great that it would only be
a-short time before a comnplete system would
be instituted. We trust the ratepayers will
give the projected sewer the consideration
\;}ut is due such an important public interest.

The Sewer as a Health Agent.

Mr. Editor:

The importance and necessity of a better
g werage system for our town, from a 8 nj
tary standpoint, as you mentioned in your
last issue, is a question that should concern
every rate payer as it does every citizen that
walks our streets. Outside of a polluted
water supply, there is no greater source of
contagion and disease than these foul smeli-
ing, decomposing and dangerous open privies,
cesspools and drains that in some cases are
in tne sireets. It is from these sourcee, and
places where both air and soil are tainted
with this filth, that typhoid fever, diphtheria,
dysentery and other diseases spring and
spread.

Our condition is well expressed by an
eminent medical authority of the United
Siates in a recent address in New York on
this subject :

+ This is a nation of paradoxes and con-
tradictions, a clean people by whom personal
hygiene is carefully cultivated, displays in
matters of public health a carelessness which
is simply criminal. God's own country,
with man’s own back yards, and the devil's
own cesepoole.”

Below | give yon a diagram showing how
typhoid fexer was practically stamped out in
the city of Munich, Bavaria, Ly the intro-
duction of s sewerage system; the death
rate from this disease fell from 24 20 per
1,000 iohabitants to 1.75 per 1,000, as the
sewerage system was completed :

THE WAR IN SOUTH AFRICA

And Now For Pratoria.

LoxpoN, March 16. — Lord Robert’s success
in handling the civil problems at Bloemfon-
tein and the manifest ¢quanimity with which
the residents of the capital of the Orange
Free State accept the British occupation,
momentarily eclipse in interest the militar,
situation, It is believed here the Command-
er-in-chief of the British forces in South
Africa will soon push on to Pretoria; but
Great Britain is quite content to listen for a
few days to the acclamacions of the people of
Bloemfontein, and permit the troops to en-
joy a few days’ rest before expécting further
success, :

Lord Roberts made a quaint speech to the
Guards at Bloemfontein, to-day, when in his
first congratulatory words he expressed pride
in their splendid march of thirty-eight miles
in twenty-eight hours, and gave ample assur-
ance of his ultimate design. ‘Through a
small mistake,” said Lord Roberts, ‘I have
not been able to march into Bloemfontein at
the head of the brigade, as I intended. I
promise you, however, that I will lead you
into Pretoria.’

General Gatacre is holding Bethulie and
the whole line of the railway south of Bloem-
fontein is now in the hands of the British.
General Brabant’s column having crossed the
Orange River, after a forced march, at Ail-
wal North on Sunday;and General Clement’s
column being across at Vanzyl, the three col-
umns will form an army of from 12,000 to
15,000 men, which is expected to replace the
forces of Lord Roberts at Bloemfontein as
he pushes northward. Just where the Boers
will attempt to oppose the march is an im-
portant question, but it cannot be easily
answered until General Joubert is more de-
finitely located.

Situation at Mafeking.

Further news has reached the outside
world from Mafeking dated Friday, March
9, showing that though the garritron was in
hard straits it was buoyed up by the know
ledge that their plucky fight was appreciated
at home.

Stain of Majuba.

WAS WIPED OUT BY THE CANADIANS,

(London ‘Spectator,” March 3.)

A word must be said as to the reasons
which finally forced General Cropje to sar-
render. It was a case of the triumphant
epade. When Lord Roberts found it would
canse too great loss of life tostorm the laager,
he began to sap. On Monday night the
trenches were brought right up to within
eighty yards of the enemy's position. This
was accomplished - by the Canadiane, who,
with the utmost gallantry, crawled up on
their hands and knees a distance of some six
hundred yards, under a hot fire, to which,
with all the steadiness of veterane, they
made no reply. Meantime the engineers
were busy digging a trench behind them, iv
which they took shelter as.soon as it was
ready. Thus to the Canadians belong the
chief honore in forcing on the surrender. It
is not too much to say that the fact that the
stain of Majubs Hill was thue wiped out by
a colonial force has been received with uni-
versal delight and exultation. It was exact-
ly what every true Briton would have asked
for had he been on the spot.

Bloemfontein Surrenders.

London, March 14.—The following is the
text of Lord Roberts’ despatch to the war
cflice announcing his occupation of Bloem-
fontein :

“ Blnemfontein, Tuesday, March 13, 8 p.
m.—By the help of God and by the bravery
of Her Masjesty's soldiers the troops under
my command have taken possession of
Bioemfontein. The British flag now flies
over the presidency evacuated last evening
by Mr. Steyn, late president of the Orange
Free State. Mr. Fraser, member of the late
executive government ; the mayor, the secre-
tary to the late government, the Landrost
and other cfficers met me two miles from the
town and presented me with the keys of the
public offices. The enemy have withdrawn
from the neighborhood, and all seems quiet ;
inhabitants of Bloemfontein give the troops
a cordial welcome:”

The above despatch, though dated Tues-
day, was not received at the war cffice until
7.30 p. m. Wednesday. It was made public
a few minutes before nine o’clock. The de-
lay is attributed to the field telegraphs not
being connected with Bloemfoutein on Tues-
day.

War Summary.

The first stage of the war is now definitely
finished, but there is the widest divergence
of opinion as to what the future developments
will be. Some believe that the complete
collapse of the Boer resistance is impending,
while others fear that when the'struggle is
confined to the Transvaal borders, fully six
months will be required to completely sub-
jugate the burghers. It is now clear that
i’resident Kruger’s so:called peace proposal
accomplishied cleverly two objects. First,
it has given the best oppartunity to any pow-
er wishing to undertake the role of interven
vion. There is as yet nosign that this will
be acted upon; indeed, there has at no time
been any indication that Evgland’s rivals
would endeavor to accomplish their ambiti-
ous purposes by means of iuch procedure.
Second, President Kruger's now able to
give apy of his faint heartel burghers an
( flicial declaration of Great Britain’s purpose
to annex both the Boer reptblics. Their
only chance to preserve their mdependence,
therefore, is to persist in their resistance in
the hope that European compliations may
compel England to abandon her purpose.

It is now well known that England will
prosecute the war with the utmot energy
during the next few weeks in orde: to make
peace before the. threatening peris nearer
home reach a crisis or open ruptwe. The
British authorities have been intenely irri-
tated by President Kruger’'s despatc.. They
are upable to openly resent it, but tiey do
pot belieye in itsbona fides and suspet that
it is part of a deeper game, in whih the
next moyes will be made in Paris r St.
Petersburg.

—not in potency, butin actuality—as Tony
Lumpkin. Keep him on in that condition,
and Tony could write a better Hamlet or
Lear than he. That is the awful thing about
this state, that it reduces to temporary prac
tical imbecility the wisest, best, most de-
lightful people on the planet.

A sheltyred situation, ‘yet opeti to the

length desired. It must have light shutters,
to guard agaiost frost, elae matting or old
carpet; for plants so grown are very tender,

and the slighteat frost will destroy them.

Then, there is danger of over-heating in the
daytime, and of a lack of ventilation. The
manure must be placed on the top of some
coarse litter, to keep it from the cold ground
and must be turned and steamed to become
in fit condition for the seeds. If the heat is
about 85 deg. the may be put on the top
after the manure has been beaten down with
a spade to firmness. Nothing is to be gain-
‘ed by beginning too early, ss we find by ex-
perience. If sown late in March, the plants
are ready to set out in this climate, before
the ground is sufficiently warm.

Two sashes are best for the amateur. In
one plant all the seeds that are known to be
tender, and in the other such hardy seeds as
cabbage, caulifiower, celery, and the flower
seeds, such as asters, pansies and other
sturdy varicties, Then the young planta of
tomato and peppers and tender flowering
plants in the other sash, can he guarded,
while the hardy kinds get more ventilation
and the air suitable for them. If ventilatiop
is omitted the contents will be *boiled,’ and
if by neglect the glass is not shut down when
the air becomes cool, the plants will be just
a8 likely to suffer from frost. The frame is
generally made of two inch boards, joined
by bolts, so that they can be taken apart
and stored conveniently. If painted they
will last longer. Even in a small garden the
hotbed ground is not lost. 1f placed near a
fence it isa fine place for melons and cucum-
bers, after the plants ure taken out, and the
sash moved away.— Wit

Removing a Ring.

Most girls who have had baby rings have
had trouble in removing them from their
fingers. *“There is really no necessity for
all this ado about removing a tight ring,”
said a jeweller. “In fact, as in everything
else, the secret of euccess lies in knowing how
to do it. Here is a recipe that I have found
unfailing for removing a tight ring and there
is no painful surgical operation involved
either: Thread a needle flat in the eye, us-
ing thread that is strong, but not too coarse,
then pass the head of the needle under the
ring. Care, of course, must be used in this,
and it would be best to soap the needle be-
fore beginning. The needle having been
passed through, pull the thread through a
few inches toward the hand so.

It
kills the instant it enters the lungs as a gas.
Atropine, thoughit has no harmful odor, is
so deadly that as much of it as would ad-
here to a moistened forefinger would instant-
ly cause death. - When a carboy of nitric
aeid is broken someone has to suffer. It
will burn wood, eat through iron plates, and
destroy whatever it touches. Snch an acci
dent once happened in an acid factory.
Everyone ran away, leaving the acid to
amuse itself by setting fire to things. Soon
it was seen that the building would be
destroyed and hundred of people thrown out
of work, and four men volunteered to put
out the fire in the acid room. They suc-
ceeded and came out ifeeling all right. Five
hours later all were dead.

One hears a great deal about the decadence
of good mannere, especially amongthe young
men of the period, and wonders oftentimes
where the fault lies.

AN OPERATION AT CHICAGO CONSIDERED A RE«
MARKABLE ACHIEVEMENT.

One of the most r;;-thhlu achievements
in modern surgery and medical science was

‘accomplished Saturday the 24:h February,

when total blindness that had existed.for
several years was relieved and sight restored.
This was done through an operation on
the brain performed upon Mrs. F. G, Par-
ker. Seven years ago Mre. Parker’s sight
began to fail, and within a month she became
totally blind. .She had met with no accid.
ent, there had been no unusual strain on the
optic nerves neither was there any physiocal
condition that could be considered in any
way associated with the efiliction. For
years no relief could be given her, and Dr.
Swanfield conld determine no reason for the
condition unless there was an obstruction
to the blood vessel supplying the optic nerve.

The X-ray was employed by Dr. Metcalf,
and a skiograph was obtained, faintly out-
lining what seemed to be a tumor in the up-
per portion of the occipital lobe. Dr. Stan-
field began the operation by trephining a
section of the ekull, then opening the
membranes of the brain until the tumor was
exposed to view. By the removal of the tum-
or the blood supplying the optic nerve was
again permitted to flow freely, and the tissue
for many years in disuse were rehabilitated
aud the woman’s sight will be restored in a
short time.

Decorative Plants.
Decorative plants are almost as much a

feature of the fin de siccle home as its furni-
ture. It is certain that few things give a

do.

For those who have little time or money
to spend upon decorative plants 1 would
recommend the following ones, as being vory
easy of management and of a fairly rapid
growth.

First and foremost I would recommend the
Cyperus  alternifolius  gracilis, ecommonly
called the Umbrella Piant. This is a Palm-
like looking plant and grows more in &
month than a Palm does in two years. This
has been my experience.

Another plant quite distinct froin the one
mentioned is the Aspidistra lurida. This
has long strong leaves of leathery conaie-
tency, not a8 thick or as dark in color as the
Ficus elastica (Rubber Plant,) but very
handsome and effective ; some of the leaves
have stripings of white, but these are not
very conspicuous, though I suppose these
may differ oun different plants.

The Aspidistra requires about the same
treatment as the Umbrella Plant, a good soil
and plenty of water. I am not sure that
either plant needs much sunshine, but
plenty of light is a very good thiog for all
growing plants. I thiok, however, that
these plants will endure a situation in hall or
parlor as readily as the Palm will. All
plants, however, need eeasons of light and
some gun to make them grow, and almost
all plants have a season of resting, when &
smaller amount of water is required, and lese
light and sun. Daring these resting seasons
the plante might just as well be used merely
for decoration, as they would not grow if in
ever go brilliant a eunshine. The Aspidistra
ia a free grower, but not quite as rapid as the
Umbrella Plant. It will not take long to
get one of sufficient size to be really attrac
tive, and I bave found Palms to be slow in
growth and to take years o attsin a size to
make them very attractive.

For a hangirg basket or bracket, I know
of few plants more attractive than the As-
paragus species. The 4 sparagus tenuissimus
is a very handsome plant, with a fine mist-
like foliage ; it growe well and the fronds
will grow to be some feet in length, of a
trailing habit. The plant requires ver
ordinary treatment ; about the only necessity
to be observed is to withhold waler to a
certain extent during its resting period. It
responds to a fertilizer. Household ammonia
is a good and cleanly one to use on house
plants, but not tco mach of it; a teaspoonful
in a quart of water will be enough for or-
dinary wse.

The Asparagus sprengeri, or emerald
feather, is another fine plant. This has a
coarser foliage n the tenuissimus, -and it
is of a more brilliant green in coler. We
seldom see plants of such a sirong, vivid
green. This plant is like its relative

habit; in green houses it will grow to ten
feet in length, but in the ordinary living
room it woald take time to reach such dj-
mensions. In fact smaller plants are more
desirable, one upon a
bracket or in a hanging basket will prove a
very attractive and decorative bit of beaaty.
The Asparagus sprengeri has small white
blossoms, suc d by red berries.

Either one of the above mentioned plants
is most ueeful for catting; the green fronds
will hold their own for weeks in water and
will not wither in wreaths or festoons for a
time.

Gasterias are very curious looking plants
and are attractive for decorative purposes,
although they are slow growing and will not
make the show that the more rapidly grow-
ing plants mentioned above will.

The ordinary Ceatury Piant is hardly to
be superseded in decorative cffect. Any of
the plants mentioned above will grow in an
ordinary room, — Raose Seclye Miller in Success
with Flowers.
