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THE KING AND HIS TWO SERVANTS,
MATTHEW XVIIL 23—335.

Our Saviour had been telling his di-ciples, that if
any of them did wrong to another, if he confessed his
fault and was sorry for it, the one whom he had offen-
ded was to forgive him. One of them, named Peter,
asked how often he should forgive another who offen-
ded him. The Saviour told him, that if his brothee
were to offend him, even hundreds of times, he was to
forgive him if he desired it. And this parable was
spoken, on purpose to show Peter that it was his duty
to do so.

This king had given money to his servants, and he
wished to know what use they had made of it. The
money was not their own, but they were to use it for
such purposes as the king ordered them. And, you
know, God is the King of heaven and earth, and all the
people in the world are under his authority. He gave
them every thing they have, and they should use every
thing they have in they way that he commands them.
At the day of judgment, he will call men o account
for the way in which they have used what he had given
them.,

My vouthful reader, if God were now to call you to
account, how do you think you should stand before
him?  He has given you the Bible; do you read it
every day, and do vou try to do as it commands you?
Remember, you will have to answer for all the advan-
tages you pos-ess,

The king soon found that one of his servants had be-
haved very ill. He had spent, improperly, ten thou-
sand talents of the king's money. This was a very
large sum indeed ; cqual, I believe, to two millions ster-
ling of our money. This may be intended to teach us
what very great sinners we ave. Did you ever con.
sider how often you have sinned against God? How
often have you playe¢ on his holy day, and behaved
irreverently in lns house!  How many times have you
disobeyed yeur parents, and perhaps tried to hide your
fault by telling a lre ! Your sins are so many. that you
could not count them if yos were to try, You have
been told that Jesus Christ came into the world to save
sinners; aad that he invites you to come to him and be
saved, Now, if you have not come to him, this is the
worst of ail your sins.  God has said, “IHe that be-
lieveth not the Son shall not sce life, but the wrath of
God abideth on him.”

The servant was not able to pay his debt; and the
king eommanded him, and his wife, and his children to
be so0ld, and all that he had. I am sure my readers
would have pitied these poor people, expecting to have
every thing taken {rom them, and to be sold like so
many beasts. But all this is to teach us what a miser-
able state we are in, as sinners against God. The law
of God requires perfect obedience, fo: Godsays, ¢ Curs-
ed is every one that continueth not in all things that are
written in the book of the law to do them.” Though
we had only committed one sin, we should deserve to be
punished ; how much more, when we have committed
so many ; we are like the servant who had nothing to
pay-.

He begged his master to bhave patience with him,
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and he would pay Lim all. Aund perhaps jou, my
young fricnd, think, that if God will have patience with
you, and let you live a little longcr in the world, you
will begin to be very religious, and do all that he com-
mands you, and you think that then surely he will
not punish you, But even if you could do so, that
would not make up for all your past sins; besides,
how do you think you could keep yoursclf from sin
in time to come, any more than you have already
done?

The king knew that the servant would never be able
to pay so large a sum, but he freely forgave him ; that
is, be promised never to seek payment of that money
again. DBut the kindness that God has shown to sin-
ners is even greater than this. Ie bas sent his
own dearly beloved Son into the world, on purpose
to pay the debt which they owed; or, in other
words, to endure the punishment that they deserved.
In all that Jesus Christ suffered, while he lived on
carth, and when he died upon the cross, he was pay-
ing that debt which sinners could never have paia.
Aud if you go to God, coufessing that you can
deserve nothing but evetlasting misery, and trusting in
Jesus Christ alone, as having suffered in your stead,
God will 1orgive all your sins.  He will take you for
his own child, and treat you as if you had ncver offen-
ded him,

But how did this king’s servant behave, after meet-
ing with such kindness from his master? He had no
sooner left the king's presence, than be saw a fellow-
servant, who owed him a hundred pence. This was a
very small sum compared with what his own debt had
Leen. Ina rude and angry manner, he took his fellow-
servant by thethroat, and ordered him to make immedi-
ate payment. His fellow-servantdid not strike him, or
speak angrily in return, but he humbly fcll down at his
feet, and said, * Have patience with me, and I will pay
thee all.” These were the very same words which he
had used himself, only alittle while before ; but, instead
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f feeling pify, and <howing kindness as the king had
lone to him, he weut and put his fellow-servant in
wison.

My young readers, I dave <ay you think that this was
1 very cruel, ungrateful ser. it 3 but are you sure that
jou yourselves are tot as much to blawe? God has
had patience with you for years, though you have been
constantly sinning against him; and have not you often
been impatient and got into a passion with some of
your play-fellows, 1f they have ouly just said something
that did not please you? God is willing to forgive
vou, for all you have done; but when any one lLas
once offended yon, have you not remen.bered it long
after, and been glad when you had an opportunity of
showing how much vou dishked him? I dounotthink
that servant could feel happy after he used his fellow-
servant so cruelly; and 1 am sure you are not happy,
when you are speaking angry words, and even perhaps
striking any one that bas displeased you.

Perhaps the scivant thought that his master would
never know of his conduet, but it was not long betore
the other servant informed him.  How ashamed he
must have felt, whea the king sent for him, aund said,
«Q thou wiched setvant, I forgave thee all that debt,
beeause thou desiredst me ; shouldest not thou also
have had compassion on thy fellow-servant, even as [
had pity on thee 7 God does not need that any one
should tell him what you do, for Lhe knows all things;
hie even secs the anger andilt-will that are in your
hearts, when you dare not show them.  And the time
will soon come, when you must appear in his presence,
to answer for all your conduct.

It is said. that the king delivered the servant ¢« tothe
tormentors, till e should pay all that was due unto
him;” aud it is added, “ So likewise shall my heavenly
Father do also unto you, if ye from your hearts forgive
not every one his brother their trespasses.” Then re-
member, that if you are spiteful and revengeful while
vou live, when you die, you must go to dwe.l in that
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vlace where there will be nothing but Latred, and rage,
and mizery to all cternity,

In the Lord’s prayer, we say, « Forgise us our tres-
passes, as we forgive them that trespass against uss”
and in Matt. vi. 14, 15, it is said, “*For if ye forgive men
their trespasses, your heavenly Father will also furgive
you: butif ye fuigive not men their trespasses, neither
will your Father forgive your trespasses,”

My dear children, it is natural to you to return
“ el forevil nay, I fear there are some of you strike
your own bLrothers and sisters, or speak harshly to
them, ¢ven when they have doue nothing atall to pro-
voke you. But if you really believe that you are as
great sinners as the Bible says you are, you would be
veady to think every one clse better than yourselves;
and when you consider, that instead of sending you
to hell, God had given his own dear Son to die for
you, you would feel ashamed to be angry for any little
affront you might meet with. It is only by believing
what God has told you about Jesus Christ, and trust-
ing in him as your Saviour, that you can be delivered
from an unforgiving spirit, and from every thing
else that is smful. It you love him, you will
pray to God to give you *the same mind” that
was in him, who was ek and lowly in heart;”
and who even prayed for his murderers, after they
had nailed him to the cross, when he said, ¢ Father,
forgive them, fur they know not what they do.”

QUEEN OF TAHITI.
(From Anecdotes published by the Religious Tract Society.)
¥ In the autumn of 1922, the Rev. W. Ellis informs us,
that the queen of Tahiti, the widow of Pomare, visited
Huahine. Her attendants, who followed in her train
from Tahiti, requiring on one occasion a piece of timber,
she directed them to cut down a bread-fruii-tree, growing
in the garden of a poor man, on the oppo-ite side of the
bay, near which her own residence stood. Her orders
were obeyed, and the tree carried away. Teuhe, the
owner of the spot on which it stood, returning in the
evening to his cottage, saw the spoiler had been there ;
the stump was bleeding and the boughs lay strewed
around, but the stately trunk was gone. Informed by
his neighbours that the queen’s men had cut it down, he
.vepaired to the magistrate of the district, and lodged a
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complaint aguinst her majesty the queen.  The magis-
trate directed him to come to the place of public justice
the following morning at <unrise, and subsantiate his
charge. He atierwaids sent his servant to the queen,
and invited ber attendance at the same hour,  The next
morning, the missionary 1esiding there went down to wit-
ness the proceeding, and, as the sun rose above the hor-
izon, Ori, the magistrate, was seen sitting in the open air,
veneath the spreading branches of a venerable tree. Ona
finely-woven mat belore him sat the queen, auended by
her train; beside her stood the native peasant, and a-
round them all, what may be termed, the police ofticers.
Turning -0 Teuhe, the magistrate inquived for what pur-
pose they had been convened. The poor man said, that
in Lus garden there grew a bread fruit tree, whose shade
was grateful to the inmates of his cottage, and whose
fruit, with that of those which grew around, supported
his family for five or seven months in every year; but
that yesterday some one had cut it down, as he had been
informed, by order of the queen. He knew that they had
laws; he thought that tnose laws protected the poor
man’s property as well as that of kings and chiefs; and
he wished o know whether it was right that, without his
knowledge or consent, the tree should have been cut
down. The magsstrate, turning to the queen, asked if
she had ordered tle tree to be cutdown. She answered,
yes. He then asked, if she did not know that they had
laws. She answered, yes; but she did not know that
they applied to her. The magistrate asked, if in those
laws there was any exceptions in favour of chiefs, or
kings, or queens. She answered, no; andsdespatched
one of her attendants to her house, who soon return2d
with a bag of dollars, which she threw down before the
poor man as a recompense for his loss. < Stop,” said
the justice, ¢ we have not done yet.” The queen began
to weep. “ Do you think it right that you should have
cut down the tree without asking the owner’s permis-
sion ¥’ continued the magistrate. %It was not right,’>
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said the queen. Then turning to the poor man, he in-
quired, ¢ What remuneration do you require 7 Teuhe
answered, ¢ If the queen is convinced that it was not
right to take a little man’s tree without his permission, {
am sure she will not do so again; I am satisfied—1I re-
quire no other recompense.”  His disinterestedness was
applauded, the assembly dispersed, and afterwards, I
think, the queen sent him privately a present equal tothe
value of his tree.

THE TORNADO.
(From Short Slories of the Baplist Missions.)

Two English missionaries were in a ship, on their way
from Fernando Po in Western Afnica. They were Dr.,
Prince and Mr. Clarke of the Baptist Missionary Society.
There was a Dr. Carted also on board, and the crew,
and several black men from Africa. There wasalso a
bluck boy of the same tribe, named Wia or George. This
boy was quiet and obliging, and very much delighted
with the thought of seeing England before he returned to
his native land.

When the ship had sailed to about fifty miles from
Prince’s Island, which is a litile island of Westera Africa,
not far from the equator, something happened which I
am now going to tell you, The sky clcuded over; the
thunder began to roll, louder and iouder, nearer and
nearer; the sky grew darker and darker, till it was al-
most black ; and the rain came down in such torrents,
almost like sheets of water. The wind blew so furiously
that the crew were instantly on the ropes to take in the
sails as fast as possible, or the ship would have been up-
set. This was a tornado-—a furious storm, such as we
never have in England.

The breakfast-table had been spread in the cabin, and
the missionaries and passeng. rs had sat down to eat. Wia,
the boy, waited on them. The sky was so dark that
they were obliged to have a candle; but every few
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seconds there came a flash of lightning, and then a fear-
ful peal of thunder after it.

Breakfast was nearly over, and Mr. Clarke was just
reaching out his hand to take a cup of coffee, when a
terrible flash of lightning seemed to go round lus head,
and almost took his hearing away. Dr. Prince and Dr.,
Carted felt deaf too, and Wia ran back towards the
pantry. Dr. Carted thought he was frightened. The
captain came running down stairs. The mizenmast was
shattered by the lightning, and a splinter had struck his
head  The mizentop was split in two, and the foretop
injured. The man at the wheel had a sort of stroke on
one side, and four of the men on the mainyard were so
injured that they almost lost their hold. When the cap-
tain came down, he was scarcely sensible ; but he soon
recovered, and ran up again on deck. There wasa strong
smell of gunpowder ; and, as their was much gunpowder
in the hold, the captain was very much afraid lest the
lightning had reached it. If it had been set on fire, the
ship would huve been blownup. But the captaia could
not find any fire there ; the carco was safe; and all be-
gan to hope that no great mischief was done.

But soon they missed poor Wia. They looked for him,
and found him Iying at the foot of the cabin stairs. The
lightning had struck him, and he lay without moving or
speaking. They gave him brandy and strong medicines,
bled him, fomented him, breathed into him, and tried all
means to bring him to life, But it was of no use; he
was dead. Mr. Clarke could not believe it for some
time, but Dr. Prince and Dr. Carted knew well that all
was over ; and soon the cold chill of death came over
him, and the men of his tribe prepared to bury him out
of their sight. Thev sewgd up the body in a piece of
new canvass, and plaited a few fathoms of cloth to let it
down into the sea. It was laid on a plank on the left
side of the ship ; and about noon Mr. Clarke was called
to the burial, He read a hymn, Psalm xc., and part of
1 Cor, xv, He then spoke to the seamen ; and, I dare
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53y, hie charged them to he ready also, leat they should
be called as ~uddenly as Wiahad been.  Then he pray-
ed that God would sancufy the sudden eveut to all of
them.

After this, the body of Wia was gently let dowa into
the deep, there to remain tll the sea shall give up ler
dead. The ship glided on, and the crew and passengers
retired with sad and solemn feclings in their hearts.

Poor Wia! Who does not wish that lie had lived to
fearn more of Jesus and Ilis word before lie was taken
from the carth ? .

SANDWICH ISLANDS,
LETTER FROM MR. CONDE,
‘The station occupied by Mr. Coxpk, is Hawai, upon the
Island of Maui. His description of the geneial aspect of

the people, is encouraging ; and it shows that the Iawai-

ians, are capable of rapid advances in cultivation. He first
speaks of their temporal condition.

‘The general appearance of this place has considerably changed
since we commenced the station.  Indications of mereasimg civibis.
ation arc every wheie apparent.  The spinit of enterprise among
the people 15 evidently on the advance. The land,—of which
there 1s @ great abundance,—is becomng rapidly fenced with
stone walls, into lots of vanwus dunensions, for pasturage or culti.
vation. Some ale raising cattle or horses, and soine goats; others
are cultivating different kinds of gram and vegetables.  All are
secking, in these varous ways, to increase the comforts of hfe.
As a people they aro smproving fast m ther temporal condition.
Their habitations, although thatched as formerly, are gencrally
ncat and comfortable; and their clothing, which consisted, some
six years ago, of native kapa exclusively, 1s now principally cloth.
T'o our nunds, 1 can assme yon, the contrast between the pre.
sent aspeet of thmgs here, and that wiich presented itscl{ on our
first arnval, 1s great, and not a Lttle encouraging.  Sull the pe-
ture, as viewed by a sober and candal observcer, exhibjts many
dark shades, with only here and there a bright spot té indicate
that a begimmng has been made.

Mr. Coxbpe, speaking of their spiritual condition says :—

Our field, as it spreads atself out to my view, presents many
indications that good has been accomplished, by the blessing of
God, on our humble exertions.  But by far the greater portion
still remains under the donumon of Satan ; and on cvery hand are
to be scen obstacles n the way of reform, which, to human ap-
pearance, are quite msurmountable.  Even those who have been
truly converted, as we hope, ate but partially enlightened and
grounded m the truth, Hence they are liable to fall when as-
sailed by the shghtest temptation.,  Occasionally we are some-
times called to mourn over their apostasy, and often to lament
ther stupidity, worldiness and back.shdings. They are mere
babes sn Chrnst, the best of them, and must be fed and watched
over as such, or they will be seen wandermg, through ignorance
and the remaming depravity which abounds within t%ncm, inio for.
bidden paths, which lead to destruction. So many and so great
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arc thewr imperfections, as profissed fullowers of Chnst, that we
feel almost constramed, at tuncs, to douli the valdity of their
hope.  And were 1t not that we sometuncs obgerve wdications of
genuine repentance for sin, and a sineere desire to approve them.
sclves to the Searcher of hearts, we should be competled to hang
our harps upon the willows, and surrender all hope of further
benefiting the people except in a temporal point of view,

There are also many disconragements in regard to the great
mass of the impemitent. "They are indisposed to approach within
the sound of the preachied Gospel, loving darkness rather than
light, because ther deeds are evil.  For them the novelty of the
Chnistran religion has ceased; and nothing remams but sober
trath, which to an umegenerate licart 1s alw ays unwelcome.

LETTER FROM MR. BAILEY.
Revwwal in the Weiluku Female Seminary.

The female seminary at Wailuku is under the cate of
Mr. Bailey. Having been permitted to witness 2 very
pleasing work of grace among the pupiis, during the past
year, he has furnished a brief account of it for the satisfac-
tion and encouragement of Christians in this country.

1t was during the months of June and July, 1344, that we ob-
served a very perceptible increase of s riousness among our pu.
pils. A icw expressed a desire to converse about their souls’ sal-
vation ; and small cicles met for prayer and mutual exhortation.
Many cxpressed considerable concern for thumselves and a deter.
mmation to scek GGod.

‘The seriousness continued to increase for a number of wecks,
till nearly every member of the school professed to be seeking the
good and nght way; and, so far as we know, all met to pray in
httle circles, every morning or evemng, or both, They often
arosc long before the light of day to engage i this blessed  ork.
The taste for play scemed to vamsh; and ali appeared, na
greater or less degree, to feel that the salvation uf ther souls was
the great thing to be attended to.  There was literally alimost no
excitement, or what 1s commonly called by that namc in seasons
of revival.  Every thing went on in a still and quet way., The
plain and simple exlibition of truth was the only method adopted
to lead them to God. Indeced it was apparent that the seed
which had been sown cvery day for years, was now springing up
under the genial rays of the Sun of Rightcousness, and the re-
freshing dews of the Spirit. The mind was open to receive the
truth, and the heart was affected.

SOUTII AFRICA.

The American Board of Commuswoncis frr Foreign Missiona
have reeaived a letter from Dr. Adamig, so lute as Mav 16, 1845,
tn which e aives a cheermg account of the state of the mission
at Umbaza. The missionaries in the field were about to give it up,
their prospeets of suceess were so disconrnging;  but it appears
that God, who never leaves his faithful servants without @ wit.
ness, has, in lis own mysterious way, been working by them,

“ Qur congregations upon the Sabbath are mnch s heretofore,
varsiug from five to eyght hundred percons in wmnter, and from six
hundred to a theusand tn summer.  During the summer a service
is held at a place six miles from the station, where from onc to
three hundred persons usually asscrable.  In the conduct of the
people as they are assembled upon the Sabbath, we can observe a
marked improvement ; though 1t 1s not as great as we could wish,
In general ther are quiet und orderly in ther deportment, and
fve good, often carnest and solemn, attention to the preaching of
the gospel.  Some of them are respectably and neatly clad, while
others are but partially clad.  Of the latter, some bave coats and
shirts, others pantaloons and shuis, and others still shirts alone.
Most of the adults of both sexes have blankets of seme deserption,
winch, hawever, they do ot always choase to wear; and many
of the hoys and girls appear dicked cut 1 savage finery, with
scarcely anything that can preperly be called clothing,

The Sabbath school 1s attendrd by from three to five hundred
persons of all ages, who assemble in ihe moruing, and are taught
to read, to comnut Scripture lessons to mamory, and to answer
quesions from a catcelism which we have prepared.  Many who
attend the Sabbath school ean read fluently, and rome have nearly
committed to memory all the books whieh we have prnted, A
decided progress has been made in th's school within the past
year, and it is becoming increasingly nterestirg.  We have sev.
eral youihs of both sexes who are qualified to render us much
important assistance m this department of our labors,

In the day school at this statien there arc one hundred and one
pupils, “many of whom manifest a good deal of mterest, and
make very good proficiency.” Others, however, are wregular in
their attendance, and show, consequently, but hittle improvement.
“We very much nced,” says Dr. Adams, “a fellow laborer
who would devote himself entirely to teaching.”

It appears from another part of this impartant letter, that the
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government have such measures in progicss a8 will arcatly facli.
tate the operations of the missionaries.  The goveryment mtend
to appropriate lands for these people, and locate them i different
communities, of about eight or ten thousand. Each commumty
will be large enough for one principal station, and give snftictery
scopc for onc missionary, and one teacher, with thiewr wives,

Estimating the people at one hundred thousand, at least ten
locations will be required. We have then, within the colony, says
the Missinary, a field suflicier.tly large for ten prmaipal stahons,
d{‘mandlng at least twenty mussionaies and teachers, with their
wives, to occupy them. We have a people perfeetly accessible and
very desirous of having nussionaries.  We may have large congre.
gations and numerous schools, and we nay prosecute every de.
partment of missionary labour tn sceurity, and rely upon the ds.
position of Government to affurd us every facibty which we can
rcasonably desne.

Perhaps you may ask, * Is not this the bright side of the pie.
ture 2 T reply that at certamly is; and there 1s also a dark
side.  The mass of the people among whom we have to live and
labour are m a statc of decp degradation, strongly attached to
their evil customs, and almost bevond description wile and corrupt
in their habuts and practices, Chastity 1s =carcely, 1f at all,
known among them. All of thein will cheat and lie, some wiil
kill and stcal. They are very careflul to conecal their worst vices
from us, and we did not form right ideas of thowr character, vt
we had become famiiliar with thar language, and by travelling
among them, had obtained better opportumties of observing their
daily lives and conduet. A true delineation of the character of
this people, drawn out in detail, would present a picture sufficient.
ly revolting. And wm addition to all the rest, the natusal opposition
of the buman heart to the teaching of God’s word, is as strong
them as others. If there are any heathen who only nced to be
told the truth m order to bekicve and embiace ity and to whom 1t
is only necessary to pont out the nght way n order o their walk.
ing nst, they are not to be found in this quarter of the world.

¢« COME OVER AND HELP US.»

A native African cluef made this appeal to one of the Westey.
an mssionaries,— For a long time I have asked for a teacher,
but to no purpase.  All the other cluefs have teachers, but 1 have
none, [t 13 true T know I am a sinrer, and have a wicked
heart; but still, only give me a teacher, and I am sure 1 wili
take care of him.” ~ Another native chicf zaid to another Mission.
ary of the same society,—* I am the chief of a numerous people,
and I wish to be nstructed. 1 have heard that my brothers who
are near the white settlements have seccived the great word,
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We have heard the great Spint has told the white men to send
that word to all his red cluldren.  Why does he not send it to us?
1 have been lookmg many moons down the niver, to sec the Mis.
sionary canoe, but it has not come yet.”

[The following is an extract from a letter of the Rev. J. C.
Brown, dated Cape Town, Feb. 10, 1815 )

«In returning to town, I was accosted by a Hottentot, who,
touching Ins hat, said with considerable trepidution, * You are a
minister.'  ‘T'o wluch I answered, ‘T am.  IIc then said, ‘I am
come down (rom the distnet of Clanwilliam to get a muster, and
I cannot : can you help me?”  There were (the man proceeded
to nform me) in the particular locality from which he came, up.
wards of 100 families of coloured people, and the number hkely
to wncrease.  They were, he said, determined to be taught, and
they wanted a mmister who would teach them, and befriend
them, and protect them. They will sign a paper, engaging to
build a meeting house, and a house for him to live 1, in what.
ever way he wil show them—to give hun the best part of the
estale for a garden, and land to raise wheat, corn, and fodder,
and pasturage on the common for six horses, eight cows, and a
hundred and sixty sheep or goats—and every family to pay him
ten shillings a year.  You would have rejoiced with me, when 1
told the man that a Missionary, Mr. Vandershalks, to whom I
imroduced him, would go up next week and wisit fum and his
people for a fortmight., He got a letter from me and Mi. V. to
that eflfect.  We all engaged i prayer; he prayed last, and ris.
g from s knees, he said, « My heart1s glad I can die now in
peace, for God will send a mimster 1o wy people” e added,
¢ All the people will rejoice—even the children will be shouting in
the strects,  They will be far more glad than if a waggon load of
goods had come to the estate,’ "—United Seccession Missionary
Magazme.

DYING GIFT.

A man called at a shop in a town in Berkshire, to
purchase some articles which he wanted, and observing
a bill lying on the counter, relative to the meeting of a
Bible Society, he began to ridicule that blessed book
which it was the object of the Society to circulate,
A little girl, the daughter of the shopkeeper, being
present, was much grieved at his wicked conduct, and’
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asked him: < Sir, did you ever read the Bible?? He
was a little confused at this question, but at last veplied
“I cannot say I have.” T thought so;” she replied,
“for if you had read it with scrious attention, you would
not have treated it with so much contempt.”” The
man having obtained what he came to purchase, went
away. Not long afterwards the little girl was taken
ill and died ; but duriug lier illness, as her father was
one day sitting by her bLedside, she said, * Father, I
wish to ask of you a large @ift.”> The father very af-
fectionately answered, “ What is it, dear? any thing
that I can give you, or do for you, I am willing to do
immediately.” 1 wish you,” said the dying child,
“to give me eleven shillings” ¢ Eleven shil-
lings I" said her father; “what can you want,
in your circumstances, with eleven shillings?” The
child, without wentiouing her reason, still coutinu-
ed her request to have the money, till at last her father
gave it to her. ¢ Now,” said she, having the money in
her hand, “ [ wish that with these cleven shillings one
of the best Bibles many be bought, and when I am
dead let it be conveyed to the man I saw in the shop,
who declared the contents of that book to be false; let
him be informed it is my last legacy, and that it is the
carnest wish of a dying child thut he would read it
with solemn and serious attention.”” Very shortly after
her death her request was complied with—the book
was purchased, and given to the man, with the dying
injunction of the lite girl. He was much struck
when he heard it ; and, though he did not love the
book, yet he determined to read it for her sake. It
pleased God to change his heart in the reading of it.
He became a Christian ; and afterwards purchased two
books of the kind, one to each of his two compan-
ions, who had begun, from his former evil example,
to become haters of that which is good.

A GOOD EXAMPLE.
At the anniversary of a Bible Association the follow-
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ing note was received, accompanied with six dollars and
a half :—« The enclosed is the amount of a smali sub-
seription of four apprentices, which, when begun, was
agreed to be continued till now. They therefore take
the liberty of presenting it to you for the Bible Associ-
ation, accompanied by their earnest petition, that, into
whatever hands it may be the means of placing the
Word of Life, they may not only be taught to read,
but made savingly acquainted with its contents, and
]tl}at_ it may prove unto them the savour of life unto
ife.”

In one of the districts of the Liverpool Bible So-
ciety, the collectors called at the ceilar of a poor
woman, who regretted her inability to subscribe even
the smallest sum. On hearing this her son burst into
tears, and, coming forward, offered a penny, saying,
he would rather go without his dinner than be de-
prived of the opportunity of subseribing for a Bible.
