Mies Smith, Teacher in the Coqualeotza Institute,
writes—] am sending you a Composition written and
composed entirely by one of the girls, Catherine Naho,
Perhaps you would print it and the readers of the Paun
Bravor might find it interesting. .

We had a real nice time on the twenty-second of
June. There were four waggons and two buggies full
of Institute folks. The band boys wers in the first one
and the little girls in the second one and the bigger
girls in the third, and the vesi of the boys in the fourth,
waggon. We drove down as far as the Methodist
Church, then we got off there end formed ip. line and
marched on down to the Court houss, and the school
ohildren all formed in line and the school teachers
passed around the badges to all the children, then we
meroked up and down the strest and while we marched
the silver band played, and the Coqualeetza band played,
snd then the Indian band, then we marched on to the
Fair Ground.
