CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.
ONTARIOD,

THE first week of the second half of the
vear has opened with a marked drop
in lumber sales. Enquines from the
United States have fallen off largely,
whilst home trade is slow. Various ex-
planatiens are given for this change in the
situation, principal of which is the con-
tinued dry spell, which is operating against
the success of the lumber trade in several
ways. It isproving a damper to manu-
facturers and others who had been look-
ing forward to a good harvest. Opera-
tions in many sections have been stayed
on this account. Low waterin the streams
is also retarding the drives and is causing
anxiety, Travellers on the road ex-
perience great difficulty in  making
sales, and where there is a possibility
of businsss being done, as someone
has said, there are a dozen travellers look-
ing after the order \What the outcome
will be later in the year it is hard to say,
and in the meantime lumbermen seem to
have made up their minds to quietly rest
on their oars, ready to do any business
that comes along, but not looking for
much activity untill the dead of summer,
atleast, has passed. In some sections
the piling grounds are uncomforiably
crowded, and with the new cut coming
along the condition gives mill men seme
concern.  \Where conditions of this char-
acter are perhaps most hartful is n the
case of lumbermen, who are not over
strong financially and to keep things
movmg  must  bring  down prices,
which has the cffect of injuring the
trade generally. Fortunately the men
who are holding the heaviest stocks
arc strong financially, and with full
confidence in the lumber situation, they
prefer to hold on to stocks rather than
sacrifice prices.

QUEREC AND NEW BRUNSWICK.

No change in the sitvation is reported
from Quebec.  Shippers at that point are
still busy sending forth supplics to the
British market, hoping that trade will take
such shape there that it will leave some
reasonuble profit tothem. In New Bruns-
wick the local exports to British ports in
the eight days ending Saturday amounted
to over 12,000,000 feet.  Shipments to the
States vary some from week to week, but
on the whole arc running into good
figures. The writer had « conversation a
few duys since with Mr. Campbell, of the
Muskoka Mill & Lumber Co., whn has
just returned from a visit to the Mavitime
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Provinces wherehis firn have large timbes
holdings. His reportisthattrade there this
season has shown a decided revival and
lumberinen appreciate more than they
ever did before, the development that is
taking place in the lumber trade of these
provinces. The spruce trade, he reperts,
as active, and shipments of lumber to the
United States this season have been a
very encouraging featuie of business.

BRITISH COLUMUIA,

The destruction by fire of the Brunette
saw mills, at New Westnunster, will
create a large blank for the present, n
the lumber trade of the coast. This con-
cern are large exporters to the Unmited
States and foreign points, and also did a
considerable domestic trade.  T'o keep up
with orders they have lately been runming
day and night. The reports generally
from British Columbia tell of continued
activity n the lumber trade, with the
comment so frequently made that prices
are not leveling up as they ought to do,
In Manitoba, the Winnipeg Commercial
says, there1s a far demand for lumber
and bwlding matenal for the aty trade
and some big orders have been taken from
gram companies who are building eleva-
tors. The Winnipeg and Brandon mills
have reccived their log drives and will
commence cutting atonce.  About 6,000,
oco feet of imber arnved within the week
down the Red river, which 1s said to be
the largest dnive cver brought down the
Red. The price cutung, that has
been an unheaithy fe ture in the lumber
trade of Brandon, scems to have been
patched up for the present, though how
lung this will remain 1s doubtful.

UNIIED STATES.

The Dbelief that & substantial improve-
ment in lumber must eventually show it-
sclf does not lose ground.  But so far as
the situation at the present time is con-
cerned. there is not much evidence of this
improvement.  Tiade in the month of
June, whilst it opened fairly, tupered off
as the month closed, to smalt dimcnsions,
and July has been entered into with an
unusual degree ol quictude prevailing.
This is not altogether unexpected as be-
ing a busy time with farmers, so far as
trade comes from that source, much busi-
ness is seldom done.  The uncertanty of
the crap outcome is also proving prejudi-
cial to that upward step in lumber that
has been expected. At preseat the out-
look for the coming harvest is not the
brightest.  In some States the crops are
suffering greatly for want of rain. One
step, however, that is hopeful of better
conditions shodtly is the action of the
maunufacturers of white pine in the Missis-
sippi and Wisconsin disnicts in raising

lumber fifty cents to commence this
month. There has been much need for
this advance, for lumber has been sold in
theseterritories at ndiculous prices.  This
determination on the part of manufac-
turers, nevertheless, shows that they be-
lieve the sitvation will warrant a finn
stand. It is hoped by students of the
situation that August entered into a re-
vival, which will gather force as the fall
season draws nigh, will be manifest.
FOREIGY.

Reports of the lumber business from
the United Kingdom, though usually
written in a duleful turn, have yet rays of
sunshine from time to time. A late re-
port from London is that the view s
shared by many of the principle dealers
that a more profitable season s not far
distant. Shippess and exporters ideas of
frec-on-board prices are now almest
identical, says Timber, and this fact
creates a greater confidence in operating
for fornard delivery. At Liverpool, trade
is hardly reaching the point expected at
this timc of the year, and yet a consider-
able amount of stock is going in.o con-
sumption. The arnvals of timber laden
ships are not yet panticularly heavy,
though a number of cargocs are 1eaching
that point from Quebee. Domestic buyild-
mg trade is said to be quite brisk. Of
trade in Glasgow, Tunber says. * Tak-
ing a general view of things, reports are
not as vae could wish them to be, Uf
course, it is now getting near to what 1s
generally a dull ume, sotar as wholesale
business is concemned , Lut the season
just coming to an end has been disa-
pomtny, the supply of the new cut having
been lagely in encess of the demand,
There has been no disposition to do busi-
ness in the new aruvals except for what
may be required forummediate use.  ftis
cheening to note that those engaged in
the ship-building industry are beginning to
take a more hopetul view of trade.  Some
of the yards arc getung very busv with
plenty of work before them for the rest
of the year.  Others again are not so well
off. Therc are further signs of an exten-
sive revival, which will result in a change
for the better in the timber trade.” Itis
thought that the spring import of Cana-
dian timber will be very wodcerate, which
may result in speculative buying at any
time.

HARDWOODS,

With increased building and manufac-
turing in many parts of the States there
is a better demand for hardwoods than
for pine.  The least actvity in manufac.
turing is shown in furniture, which 1sa
branch of trade that is somewhat quict.
“But stocks,” says Hardwood, “*at fac-
torics arc low and broken, and what
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stocks they use has to be bourht from day
te day. Diunension 1sin demand m all sec-
tions and many mlls are making a speci-
alty of this branch of the trade.” Re-:
ports from Canadian  hardwood men are
not of a disquieting character, as is the
case in pine. Fair shipments are being
made each week to the States, basswood,
clm and maple being three lines that are
 far demand. As we have remarked
before the trade in hardwoods is growing,
and each season will become of increased
importance to the lumber trade.
SHINGLES,

Though still very dull thereis some im-
provement in the shingle market. Stocks
are moving with greater freedom, prices
showing a little disposition towards
greater firmness.  Mr. George Cornvick,
of Whtby, has shipped during the past
week 25 car loads to, the Eastern States.
In Michigan, the shingle trade is looking
up, and a veport from Manistee says, that
though shingles are ruling low they are
selling more freely. An order for 1,500.-
000 shingles from Muskegon, Mich., was
filled at Manistee a week ago.

STOCKS AND PRICES.

86 car loads of lumber were shipped
from Sawyer's mill, Hartland, N. B, in
June. Freight paid was $1,300.

Shipments of lumber from the port of
Montreal for the week ending the $th
July were as follows :  SS.

Michigan Jumbermen aie fecling the

Shipments of white pine from Minne
apolis for the past weck show a falling off
of nearly 1,000,000 feet from the record of
the preceding weck.

The Kingsford Starch Co., of Oswego,
N. Y., has contracted for the season’s cut of
basswood, at Chnstesen & Sons’ mill,
Menominee, Mich. A shipment of 600,-
000 fe=t has already gone forward.

‘Thomas \V. Davidson, Bay City, Mich.,
and \V. J. Terney, of Rescommon, have
signed a contract with Jas. T. Hurst, of
Wyandotte, to clear 33,000,000 feef of lum-
ber in Houghton County, Upper Penin-
sula, for a consideration of about $270,000.

One of the best sales of lumber made
at Duluth for some time is that of F. L.
Gilbert, to Swmnith, Fasset & Co., of Tona-
wanda, N. Y. The price, $15 for mult run
stock was better than was being pasd for
any other mill run lot so far, the ncarest
to it being $14.

DUTY ON DRESSED LUMBER.

The Board of the United States Gen-
cral Appriisers, has given a decision re-
garding the duty on dressed lumber, that
will be a surprise to lumbermen. The
question was raised by a shipment of floor-
ing from Canada, which passed through
the custom house at Odgensburg, N. Y.,
where it was assessed for duty as a manu-
facture of lumber, at 20 per cent. ad. val-
orum, under section 3, Act of 1894. Pro-
test was entered on the ground that the
Wilson free lumber tariff exempted lum-
ber of this character. The Board of Ap-
praisers have ruled to the contrary, con-
tending that dressed lumber is stock that
is planed or surfaced on one or both sides

and brought to an even thickness, and.

that when anything further is done, so
that the lumber is planed or jointed,
tongued and grooved, etc., it is no ionger
simply dressed lumber, but is maoufac-
tured lumber, and is subject to a duty of
20 per cent. ad. valorum. There is little
doubt that this decision will be appealed
against. But in the meantime it will pre-
vail, and the course of law is sufficiently
prolonged that the case may drag a very
weary length. Thenice point for decision
is where dressed lumber ends and fhanu-
factured lumber begins. The understand-
ing of the lumber trade on both sides of
the border is, with little doubt, against
the decision of the appraisers.  But the
question having been raised, and the
personal interests ofthe United States lumn-
her trade being involved, it is uncertain
what the final decision will be. Thisis
another instance, added to the red cedar
case of British Columbia, where the mean-
g of the Wilson tanff bas been called
into question.  As the successful opera-
tion of this taniff depends upon a liberal

interpretation by both United States
and Canadian governments, if some point
of detail is to be continually brought into
question by the authorities at \Washington,
it cannot be expected that everything will
move smoothly a great while. Moreover,
lumbermen of the United States having
made investments in Canada, both in the
way of timber limits and the establish-
ment of saw mills and planing mills, it is
a serious matter for conditions to be dis.
turbed, as they have been done again 1
this question.

EASTERN STATES LUMBER MARKETS,

Business is keeping up atBuffalo rather
better than at some other eastern points,
though this remark does not apply to
prices, which keep low. Looking inte
the future, confidence 1s cxpressed by
many shrewd lumbermen.  Much will de-
pend, however, on the condition of the
crops.  If these are favorable it will likely
mean a large buying in the west.

Only a fair trade is doing at Al
bany, there being something of a slump
during the past week or two. The low
freight rates avght to encourage ship-
ments of lumber, but it scems to nced
more than this to boost trade. There s
a fair stock of white pinc of all grades on
hand and prices are keeping firm, with
the exception of inch box, where there has
been a tendency to shade figures. A
member of the firm of Skillings, Whitney
& Barnes is quoted as saying that he
would like 1t very much if the business
could be tied up, and everything put in
winter quarters for a year or so, for by
that time the conditions of trade and
commerce for the lumber business
would bLe such that there would be some-
thiny in it for those who were following it.

No transactions of any moment are re-
corded from New York during the past
week. The market is a quict oneand a
good deal of grumbling is indulged in.

At Boston, spruce is easy, and offer-
ings by cargo arc abundant. Western
pinc i1s moving fairly well, and there is a
good demand for southern pine.

CANADIAN SHIPMENTS TO GREAT BRITAIN.

Recent arrivals of Canadian lumber at
Liverpool, Eng., include a shipment of
pine deals, for R. Cox & Co., from Mon-
treal ; 2,274 pme deals and 7,240 pine
boards, ex-Maraposa, from Montreal, for
H. & G. Curwen & Co.; Watson & Todd,
11,0c4 deal ends from Montreal ; a cargo
of Quebec pine timber from the steamer
Sphynx, for Chas. Taylor, Sons & Co.;
a shipment of flooring boards, and also a
parcel of 6,860 pine deals, ex-Nurmidian,
from Montreal, for Thos. H. Holme &
Co.; Lumbly, Lloyd & Co, are daily ex-
pecting a parcel of 750 Canadian pine
doors, and have a steamer cargo of St.
John spruce to arrive in a few days.

] RAFTING.

A raftof 4,500,000 feetof logs from Geor-
gianBay, reached Alpena, Mich,,last week,
for Albert Pack. Thetotal so far received
in this way at this point is about 10,000,
ooo feet.

Logs reccived by raft at Duluth dunng
June amounted to 30,400,000 fest.
