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WHAT THUTH SAYS.

The spontancous burst of enthusissm
which swept over the country as a greeting
to tho vo'untoers as they marched homo
from the war, wasa very cyolono of welcome.
From Halifax to Winnipeg, every city, town
or hamlet which four montha ago sent forth
itasons tosupprees rebelllon, recoived right
royally the returning horoes. And in ne
instanco was the reception given too flatter-
ing. 1t coald not bo made 80, in view of the
sacrifices made and the results accomplished.
At tho call of duty the noble fellows had
Jnid aside their various avocatlons as citi-
zcus, and, donning tho soldier's uniform,
uncowmnplainingly exposed~themselves to the
diffisulties and trials of the march and the
perils of the field. Bnt great as were tho
hardshipsjthrough which they had passed,
thoheartinessand spontancity of the welcome
given by their fellow-citizeos must havein a
measure compensatod for what had been en.
dured. Toronto did hcrself honor in the
moner which she greeted the difforent regi-
meats which passed through the city on the
way home. None wero allowed to go on
without being dined and feted, and the
geuunineness of the wolcome was felt by all
to whom it was extended. But ia the
reception given hor own soldiers, the citizens
swpassed oven themselves, The arrapge-
ments were conceived and carried out with
an claboratencas and completencss which
has eearcely, if ever, been attempted in any
city on tho continent. Tho atreets were
trana‘ormed into avenues of fluttering flags
and wavirg bunting. Itis estimated that
onv hundred thousand peoplo viewed the
‘“‘sun browned heroes” as they marched
past. The cheering and shouts of wel.
cono were coough to inspire a statue, and
tho snan who failed to be affected by the
scone must hiave beon a confirmed stoic,

Referring to the late rebellion, the London
(Eug.) Timcs remarks: ““Fow campaigns havo
given a moreatriking example of endurance,
dotermination and promptitude than that
which has just been brought to a closo in the
North-West.” As the reports of the revel
lon which the Times and other British papers
reccived were hatched in Philadelphia, and
were both unfriendly and untrue, tho editor
of the Thunderer in the above paragraph
evidently told the trath by inspiration,

Tho dovotcea of fashion are now ¢ enjoy-
ing " the discomforts of tho crowded hote
at popular summeor rcsorts. Thess people
should receive our pity. Obliged by their
aovero mistress to join the caravan which an.
nually proceeds to-tuo uncomfortable realms
of some stifling summer hotel, they will be
{ortho next six weeks enduaring all theagonies
whicbare involved inthemaking of fourorfive
toilets a day, and tho inovitable dyspepsia
saperinduced by boarding-house fare, Why
do people continue the foolish practice of ex-
changing comfort for positive discomfort
moroly for the sako of being fashionable, If
a woman wishes to display her good clothes
sho woald, in moat cases, create more of a

changes of attire per diem, and thou thore
~..ould not he nearly so much danger of being
outdone by somo ono elze, as the competition
at homo would not be so keen, Seriously

does not common scnse suggest that a few
quiet wosks at an unfrequoated but health-
ful waysido village would be Infinitely moro
beneficial and recuperative than the practico
whioh at present obtains of rosortingto dense-
ly-thronged Saratogas or Cacounas, In tho
former case, too, the tourist would eacape
befog fleeced by the hotel banditti which lie
in wait for the caravan of travel, and be
saved from the plague of physical torture
and mental ennui which are among the af-
flictions suflered at all fashionablo watering
places.

General Grants aeatn on Thursday of
last week, although hourly expected for
some months, was yot a surprise to many.
The struggle which the brais soldior had
with the last great enemy was a prolonged
one, For nine months the insidious and
deadly disease, which had been hopeless
from tho first as to its nltimate issue, was
Yorne by the sufforer with sigular patience
and fortitnde, Now the heroof many vic-
tories has fovght his last battle and been
vooquished, The whole civiized world,
after watching with intenss intereat and
sympathy the progress of ths fatal malsdy,
will now unite in sorrow around hiz grave.
The death of General Grant recalls to the
memory the events and jacidents of the
great American rebellion in which he took
20 conspicuous a part, and where his brilli-
ant military exploits made h'm famous.
In the late General’s political administration
there was much that we would not like tosee
imitated—much that was unworthy of so
personally purea mind. The lustre of his
fame as & warrior has beun somewhat dim-
med by some of his actions while President
of the republic, but now that he issilent in
death the sorrowing heart of the mation, rc-
gardless of color or party, will unite in pay-
ing homage to all that was pure, noblo and
good in the life of Guncral Giant.

Tho people of the United States owe Gen-
eral Grant & dobt of gratitude for preserving
tho integrity of the union. During tho war
ho inspired _tho peopls of the north with
confidence, and by his owa valor, p:rsever-
ance and clover military tacti-s secured suc.
cossto the national cause. And tho nation
acknowledged its obligationsto him by twico
making him President. Nor were the hon-
ors which he received reatricted to those
from his own people. His tour around the
world was one continued triumph. Kings
and queens did ‘him homage, and he was
everywhere received with the higheat marks
of distinction. The circumstances of his last
illness are inexpresuibly sad. Tortured by
p maligoant and painful diseaso, harassed by
financial embarrassments roasuliing from
misplaced confidonce in dishonest mep, tho
1ast months of hix lifo have been bitterin-
deod., But roathas come at lsat, and tho
nation’s hero and its grcatest gencral has
coased tobs, The N. Y. Sun, which was

as follows, and shows how magnapimousit
can bo in tho prosenco of doath, ¢ the great

lovellor ":—* Thus another great and mem-
orablo figuroin tholater history of tho re.
public—tho most memorable, perhaps, ox-
cepting only Mr. Lincoln, among all thoso
who perfornied their parts in the immortal
contest for the prescrvation of the Union—
passcs away from among living men, and
takos his placo in the records of history.
What an instructive story is presented in
the chroniclo of thoe life which isnow ended !
What lcasons and what warnings! What
encouragement for patriotism, for fidelity,
for weariless dofence of the great interests
of mankind ! And, above and boyond all, wo
ace thy Democratic Republio, greater than
all b - sons, surviving every danger, victori-
ott 0 er every foo, prosorviog the treasures
of libesty and law, and maintaining alivo
and undimmed the hopo and promiso of
Hum nity.”

It may not bs known to tho general pub-
lic that thore are at the presont time four
vacant reats in tho Senate. This is a bad
atato of affairs, and we would urge upon Sir
John Macdonald the importance of having
the placea filled as socn as possible, Tho buei-
neas of the country muat be suileriog severe-
ly while the vacanciesremain, If the Prem.
ier has no political friends to whom to give
the seats, let him appoint four good Grits.
Thero are scveral mombaors of that party
whose soats in Parliamcat are not very se-
cure, and who could draw thoir sesslonal al.
lowance with tho utmost regularity, which is
the one cssential qualification of a succesaful
Senator.

Tho disgraccful 2alary grab still continunes
to be the subject of much commont, though
the two leading party papers of this city have
ccascd to refer to tho matter., Thisis, of
course, casily understood. Both parties are
alike guilty of the ateal, and, asthereishon.
or oven among thicves, thoy have sworn secre-

¢y, and ignore tho fact of its having, taken_

place. The unduo length of tho sossionis a
result of tho idlo wasto of time for which
both parties are responsible, and it is quite
nataral that tho organs should try to forget
the aflair or seck to minimizs its importance.
But tho salary grabbers of 1§55 will bo re.
membered and punished at next election.

paiga on the plaias of Morat, Of ¢ urse the

EFoglish Governmant would be greatly ir.
ritated by a further Russian advance to.
wards Herat, but it might not result {na
doclaration of war,

The laat Ontario health bulletin 1s sug-
gestivo as showing how tho hot weathor in.
creases tho averayo mortality in all casos of
discass, Tho “heated torm" which has
suddenly overtaken us may be expeoted to
continue with more or less sevority for near-
ly two monthr yot. In view of this we
wish to suggost a few precautions which
everybody can obsorve in hot woather, and
which too many foolishly noglect to the
swelling of tho listaof auntrokes and exhaus-
tion, There aro signs that tho uo of fiery
stimulants in hot weather is diminishing,
This is encouraging, though tho common
error that cold beor will cool the body
still prevails to o considerablo oxtunt.
Driaks that promoto froe perspiration with.
out hoating the aystem —that is non-alcho-
lie drinks—aro tho ouly ones which aro real-
1y wholesomo at such times and this is be.
coming more gonerally understood every
year,

Temperance in acticu is anut! er antidote
to beat exhaustion. Instecad of rushing
about busineas when thomercury issporting
in the nineties, pooploc should work as me-
thodically as po:sible, taking advantage of
every opportunity to reat and cool off, Buai-
nees monshould rofrain from werrying un.
necessarily. Extremo mental tension will
raise the temporaturo of the body moro than
the external atmosphere. Tho mind should
be under control and not bo allowed to be-
como unduly perturbed. More work can be
dong in this way than in any other, and
with less friction and fatiguc, Cold bath.
ing during tho hot weather should be freely
indulged in. Many a wretched night in
the heated scason might bo avolded by even
& spongo bath before rotiring. A well-
known physician says that tho surcet way
to pass through the suminer with unimpair-

_ed health is to cat and drink lightly and of
non-pitrogesdous food and non-nlcoholic hev-
erages, and to koep the mind from fretiing
over busincss matters. An agrecable tem-
perament will resist tho hottest woather,
while peoplo {who give way to tho petty

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EGYPTIAN REGOLLEQTIONS.

“ Esverything inthis world ls a  tangled yarn; we
taste nothlog in its purity ; wo do nod remaln twe
motnents in thesameo state. Our affections, as woil
ag our bodles, are o a perpotus! change

Thosmall accouat wo gaso of the Khorlive's
yacht, aod tho nshering in of Eastor Sunday
mornlng brought uy up to the time when we
propesed to tako the train for Cairo, ono
handred and thirty-fivo miles diatant; but
thoro was a deaire unsatisfied with us to see
a little moro of the ruins of Forts Adaand
Pharos and to meot Iate in tho evening again
one or two gentlemen who alono could give
us auch fnformation respeoting the main ob-
joct of our visit to Igypt as would accelerate
its attalnment, With theso v..shes provail.
ing with us we asked Doctor Riordan and
hi» wife, both of whom were inspired with
a lovo of making travel a medium for obtaia-
ing and impartinginformatlon, to accompany
us as the afternoon was drawing to a olose,
to the sca side where the Forts were. On
the way down we passed an Arab school,
having in it about five and twenty children
from the ages of seven and eight years to
fourtoen and fifteen, No doubt the young
people of our owncountry will think it strange
when we toll them that these pupils of Ma.
homet had nv well swept floors and polished
seats and desks, with good black-boards
arranged upon the walls of the room asar-
ticles of furniture conatructed with an espo-
cial eyefor usefulness. Nothing of thekind
was to be scen. The floor was of well dried
clay, and this with little board tablets about
sixteen inchen long and nine or ten inches
wide painted black, made up the sum total
of the appendages supplied to the children.
The_teacher was dressed with » turban upon
his head, no atockings, bat sandals upon hi8
fest, loose, baggy, cotton drawers, a tunic,
and a girdle about his loins, The children
posseased but a trifling share indced of this
worla’c goods to grace their pristine condi-
tion,—some of them, indeed, owned notbing
more than atwine string and a fig-leaf while
others manifested a long narrow picce of
cotton wound about their waists.

They sat upon the floor tailor-fashiop,
holding before them their tablets of wood,
upon which wore writton quotations from the
Koran ; and swaying themselves hrckwards
and forwards, io a loud voice together they
repeated, for the purpose of committing to
memory, the prescribed toxts. Generally
they have a great dislike to baving Christ-
ians look in upon them in & casnal way, and
o8 a token of their dlslike andto insult tho
Christian they will spit upon the floor, In
this inatance they omitted the ceremony of
apitting and quietly looked upon us with
their large bla- k glistening oycs—their bair
the whilo falliog unkompt straight down
about their necks and over their shouldors:

It is possiblo we were sparcd the scene of
spitting on a personal accout; for it turned
out that tho teacher hed an old and imper-
fect Koran which he wishhed ua to buy at
tho moderate price ~f about twenty dollars.
TWe declined his proffored book anc hasten.

ed on to
FORT ADA.

This fort s aurrounded by a wall enclosing
an arss of abont ten acres of land. To the
left as you pass through tho gatca was aitu.
ated tho magazino from which hoth forta wore
suprlicd with powder. Tho room was part-
ly cut cut of the solid rock and otherwiso
protectod by aroof of timber, stono and earth
five or six feot in thickness.

During the bombardment, one mile and »
hall outsldo in doep water the position was
held by a squadron consisting of the **Sa-

floxible.” Quno of these ships throw a aholl
which penotrated the roof of the magazine,
and burset, igoiting the powder and blowing
tho wholo structuro into atoms, at tho same
time destroying two hundred and fifty or
three hundrod Arabs. The debrisat the mo
ment of our arrival was being in part ro-
moved, and the romaius of the slain native
goldicra wero oxposed to view.

Insido of a small room ad,acont, used at
ono time priorto the bombardment by Arabi
Pasba asan oflico, wo fuund a Robecea jar,
in which drinking water was held, and ,
lamp belonging to the Pacha, together with
considerable correspondonce in Arabic relat.
ing to the conduot of tho troops, This cor-
respoudence, if interpreted, might disclose
some of thoe sccrets necessarily conveyed to
the oflicers of the army.

With careful steps wo groped through im
menso fissures in the walls, made by destruc-
tive shells, until we reached the sea sido,
where gentle ripples now peaccfully ki sed
the shore, and invited us to gather up flowers
of moss, each holding parasite shells varying
in sizo, shapo and color,

With a brilliant but warm glow the sun
began to sink where tho horizon was describ.
ed by the Mediterrancan, but to remind us
that we were not to lioger here, as

waa yet to be visited before the night closed
in, Retracing our steps, and gathering up
our mementoes to bo placed in the carriage,
we opdered the conveyance to hasten out
through the gates.

From the moment we
loft Alexandris until wo drew up at Cairo
our gight way fastoned upon tho country,
its oxpanasc, its mud villages, the waters of
the Nile at different points, upon the dense
population, cattle, horzes, agscs, camels, pro-
duce and many other objects, all curlous to
a stranger and many of them cxplanatory of
history.

Betweon the two places there is uot one
hill to be scen, it is a dead lovel. Tho aoil
is arich, black unctious earth. [t is all the
samo as far as vision can carry you. Not
ono ginglo stick of timbor to be cut off the
whole arca. Not one bee-hive did wo sce;
not ono pig; not one flower nestled aboat a
cottago door or climbed a wall to proclaim
weetacs & and beauty asin Old lingland.
No copious showers to d stil their Llcasings
ovor the country. The whole surfaco has
to be irrigated by artificial means. And the
whole surface appears to be under caltiva®
tion of some kind.

Look where you will you will see men, wo-
men and children either in groups or separ-
atoly at work, or in a stato of quictude.
Thereave no concession roads adap‘ed for
wheols, All convoyancing of whatever kind
of treight theremay be locally is done upon
tho backs of aases, camels or other boasts,
Hence the roadsaro more like foot paths
than highways for commercial traflic; and
along theso common tracks are to be secn
constantly Ar<bs of ages from Infancy to old
age with packages, bundles “truck” and
articles of all kinde. either in their hands
or on tho backs of animals, Yet you sco no
barns or hozees scattered over the country
as in America, and some other parts of tho
world.

The people live, if existenco can bo called
living, in villages madoof mud houses, Tho
houacs ave built back to back, irregularly
and without any shapely doorsand windows;
their roofs aro flat, Thoe atreots are neither
straight uor defined. Everythiog appears
to be in a confuscd condition.

In many places the ditch on cither sido of
tho railway track, by throwing up carth for
trading purpoace, is filled with water from
the Nile. In other parts a canal apjearsto
havo beon dug and supplicd from tho same
quartor with wator. It is not clear and
pleasant to look at. It is dirty, and rosem-
blesa large mud prddle in Am.srica after a

hravy fall of rain, Notwithstanding this
impurity you will frequontly seo tho young

und old, rogardloss of scx,in it making a bath,
Wo aro rominded by theso people of the
NORTH AMERICAN \NDIANS,
only thore is this difference,—thete poople
havo habits of industry and will tofl for the
purposo of carning thelr bread, whilo the
Indian roama in search of game. There is
this further differonce, too,—those peoplo ap-
pear to be of the most pacific disposition, if
not actually amiable, and thor extend char
ity to the noedy ainong themselves, whoreas
tho Iudian when roused Is ferocious and
vengoful,

Bt in sizo, color, aud inability to appre-
hend pclitical subjectsa and educatfozalays
toms thoy appear to correspond.

Any way, they live on ycar after year un-
tit hundrede of years roll by and history
among taem is loat without improviog their
condition, Should they change and adopt
differont habits, modes of thought, and cus-
toms of architecture and house appointments
they immodiately loso their original condi-
tions, and become extinct as a distinct race
ef beinga,

Tho entire population of Egypt is estimat-

cd at 5,400,000. Of this number 8,000,00
are Egyptian Arabs, 200,000 Copts or Christ
ian Egyptians, 15,000 Turks,Bedouln Arabs,
70,000 ; the balance Syrians, Greeks, Amor-
icans, Jews, Franks, white slaves and negro
slaves. 1Vhen, it may be asked, will the
major part of these people see the light of
an advanced civilization ? If the loveofa
bettor system of life is not instinctive with
them bow is it poasible to {nspire them with
a principle which comes alons fromthe Great
Author of all creatures living? When can
fellow-man grapple with that which is natu-
ral and transform it into the bloom and de-
veloped beauty of another and totally differ-
out animated and intelligent form of exist-
ence ? Wo very much doubt whether an-
other Mahomed or another Christ will again
visit this carth and make disciplesas theone
and the other did in their day. And we
vory much doubt whether a warrior amid
the most brilliant of military achievemonts
can by any plan of education or by any tac-
tics induce a tolally different style of living
from that we sce now everywhere around us,
We aro not, therefore, prepared toatop and
conclude our life in a vain attempt to affect
a reformation, Woare rather preparcd to
take things as they are, to make the beat of
them, and to enjoy whatsoever is good and
within the rearh of a considerate possibility.

Onec Dog Saved by Another.

We havo recelved the following inter-
eating narrativae from a correspendent in
Groencck,who thus writes: ‘A remark.
able case of lifs saving by a dog occarred
Jast summer in Greenock, in a timber
pond attsched to a sawmill, Thestrip of
land upon whica the sawmill is bullt pre-
sontaa fzontage cf about fifty yards to the

ublc atreet, and extends fally two hun-

red yards towards the Clyle, Two-.
thirds of tho ground is wet ground—that
is, groond entirely civered by water
when the tide Is in, Three stdes of this
portion are inclosed by a stout paling,
through which inc’osure the tide ebbs
and flows. The fourth alde is formed by
a perpondicalar embankment of four feet
deep, which also forms the termination of
the dry grouad. The inclosure, or
‘pond’ as it is called, is used for storing
timbor afloat. At high water, the float.
ing timberend dry ground are noarly Jevel.
And aa at the time ¢f the following incl.
dent the pond wax closely packed with
timbor, there scemed at high water to be
little apparent differcnce between dry
ground and wet ground.

Ono cf
them was soon made aware of the Insta-
billty of its footing, by its slipping into
the wator batween two logs which were
flaating a few Inches apart.  Thetwo logs
bstween which the dog foll wero flaating
op tholr cornors, and therefore firmed a
slope on each aldo like the letter V, which
caused the dog to alip back into tho water
at ovary efforbto acramble onto the top
slde of its temporary prison wall. 1Its
more foriunate companion rotreated to
dry ground ; bat on seelng the atrugglon
of its frlend, it at onco returned, and, by
intellivent gesture, invitedittoterrafrma.
The cfisrts «f the unfortunate deg wero
of no avall ; still it pesscvered, during
which time tho other had twice returned
from and to dry land. On making the
third visit, {6 se¢med to grasp the sit-
uatlon, for withits teeth it at once caught
its submerged companion by the back of
the neck, and aasisted no ¢flictually as to
enable it to acramble oub of the water
and jofa in another remp, bub not within
sawmill premises. They were never
afterwards seen within the gate, confining
thelr fan to the streats on all subsequont
cccasions.

States, recalls thoeof s more remark-
ablo charactor.

Tho most notablo and disastrous earth-
quakos on record, {t may be eald, are
thoso of Italy (626), when 120,000 persons
porished, and of Biclly (1693), whon 60,-
000 lost their lives, According to Gtlb.
bon, toward 642 each year was marked
with tho ropotition of carthquakes ot sach
duration that Oonstantinople was shakon
about forty days—of such oxtent that the
shock was comwunicated to the whole
surface of thoempire. Ab Auntloch a quar-
tor of a milllon persous are sald to nave
porlshod, This perlod of earthquako and
plague (642.7) was the porlod when the
superlor planets wore in perlhelion, as
they aro now. Arablan and FPeralan
ohronicloa record 111 earthquakes hetween
tho aoventegnth and elghteenth centurles,
somo lasting from forty to seventy days,
and nearly all accompanied by winds or
floods, or terrible storms of lightening or
thunder, Roaders of the *Relations des
Jeauites” will remember the great esrth.
quakes of 1663, which shook and tossed
the carth for alx months from Gaape to
Montreal, the rival of our own earthquake
of 1811 on the Mieslamppt Valley. The
severest of the earthquakes felt In this re-
glon was that of November, 1765, an echo
of the convulsion that tumbled down Lis-
bon—and saved tho Pomba minlstry,
through the facb that the minlater's
house was almost the only one left unin.
jured, and his family one of the few not
bereaved of a member.

Holn, in his interesting opuscule on
earthquakes, estimater that onan average
two earthquakes & duy occur on the earth.

In 1870, though there was no severe
_aingle ehock, 2,220 houses were destroyed
or greatly damaged in Italy, 98 persons
kllled, 223 wounded. The same shock
may lash foryears ; instance that of Viego
in the Valals, which endured from .uly,
1855, to 18567, At Qabul 3¢ severe shocka
have boen folt in one day ; at Honduras
in 1856, 108 were counted in a week, and
at Hswail, {in 1868, 2.000 ahocks oo-
curred fn one month., Heln, it may be
sad in conolusion, opposas the theory
of a connectlon betwesn earthquakes and
volcanle eraptions, aud conslders that of
their ciincldenco with atmoepheric phe-
nomena a8 better supportel by facts ; for
they aro occasionally preceded or accom-
psnied by thick and wida.spread fogs at
seasons when fogs are not frequent by
sudden fulls of barometer, and equally
sudden chsanges of temperature. Their
ocourrence, however, inthe msjority of
cases caincldes with normal meteorolog-
fcal conditions. Earthquakes are more
freuony after sunset than in the daytime,
In sutomn and winter than in spring.
The irfluence of the moon is Insigniticant.

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A TALE OF SHIPWRECK.

Contined for Threo Bays Inthe MullofaCape
sized Ship,

The story of a poor woman who, with ber
three children, wasimprisoned for seventoen
hours under a capaized boat, haggrocalled to
ove of our correspondonts a similar cave of
sufferiog which he thus desoribes. The
brigNerina, of Dunkerque, sailed from that
place on Saturday, Ootober 31, 1840, under
the command of Capt, Pierre Everact, with
a cargo of oil and canvas for Marsellles,
Her bucden was about 114 tons, The crew
consiated of seven persons, including the
captain and his nephew—a boy fourtesa
yoara old, At threeo'clock in the afternoon
of Monday, November 16th, they werefornad
to heave-to in a gale of wind, at about ten
or twelve leagues southweat of the Scilly
Isles. At seven o'clock of tho same evening
a heavy sea struck the vessel, and she sud-
denly capaized, turning bottom upward.
The only man on the deck at the time was
thrown into the sca and drowned,

In tne 1orecastle were three seamen—Vin.
cent, Vantsure and Jean Marie, The two
former succesded in getting up close to the
keelson, and 80 kepttheir hesdsabove water.
Jean Marle was not so fortunate; he must
have been in some measure entangled, for af-
ter convulsively graspiog the heel of Van.
taure for a few seconds, ho let go his hold
and was drowned, The other two, finding
that the shock of the upset had started the
bulkhead between the forecastle and the
hold, and that the cargo itself kad fallen
down on the deck, contrived to draw them-
selves alongside the keelson toward the stern
of the ship, whence they thought they heard
some voices. At the time of the accident the
captain, the mate, John Gallo, and the boy
Nicolas Nissen, wers in the cabin. The cap-
tain caught the boy in his arms, under the
impression that their Iast moment kad ar-
rived. The mate succeeded in wrenching
open the trap hatch in the cabin deck, and
clearing out somo casks that were jammed
in tholazarctte, a sort of amall triangle spaco
between the cabin floor and ths keelson,
whero stores are gencrally stowed away.
Having done this, hie acrambled up into the
vacaut space and took the boy from the hand
of hc captain, In about au hour they ivere
joined Ly Vincent and Vantaure from the
forecastle, There wers then five persons
closcly cooped together,

As they sat they wers obligei to bend
their bodies, for want of height above them
while tho water reached as high as their
waists, from which irkscme position oneata
time obtained some relief by atretching at
foll length on the barrels2a the hold, squeez-
ing himself up close to the kesison. They
wero able to distingnish between day and
night by thelight strikiog fromabove into the
sca and beiog reflecttd np through the cabin
skylight and then into the laxaretts through
the trap hatchin the cabin-floor, Tkedayand
night of Tuesday, November 17th, and the
day following, paseed without food, without
relief, alinost without kope ; but still each
cncouraged the others, endeavoring ta aa-
auage the pangs of hunger by chewing the
ba'k atrippgd from the hoops of the omaks,

Want of fresh air threatening them with
death by suffocation, the mate worked al-

most incessantly for two days and cne night
in codeavoring with *Iaknife to cut a hole
through the hull. Happily the knife broke
before ho had snceseded in accomplishing bls
object, the resalt of which must have proved
fatal, as the confined air alone preserved the
vessel ia a sufficiently buoyantatate. In
thedead of thenight of Wedneaday, the 1Stk
tho veseel auddealy struck heavily ; on the
third bLlow ¢the atern dropped 30 much
that all haanda ware {orced to.make the Lest

of their way forward toward the bows ; at-
tempting which poor Vincent was drowned,
After the Iapse of an hour or ¢wo, findlog the
water ebbing, Gallogot down into the cabin,
and while secking for the hatchet which was
usually kept there, wasforced to rush up
again for shelter td avoid being drowned ;
the soa rising on him rapidly. Another hour
or two of auffering succeoded, and then they
were rejoiced to.see by the dawning of the
day of Thursday, the 19th, that the veasel
was fast on the rocks, one of which protrud.
od up through the akylight

The captain then went down into the_ca-
bin and found that the quarter of Jthe ahip
was stovs in, and looking through the open-
ing he called out to hiscompanions, “Thank
God, we are saved ; I seeaman onthe beach.”
Immediately after this the man approached
aisd put in his hand, which the captain
weized, almost as much to the terror of the
man as to the delight of the captain, The
poople of the neighborhood were soon assem-
bled ; the alde of the ship was cut open and
the four poor fellows were liberated after an
entombment of three days and thres nights.

The spot where the veasel struck is called
Porthellick, in the the Island of St. Mary's,
8cilly, She muat have been driven om the
rocks soon after midnight, at about the pe-
riod of high water, and was discovered at
about 7 o'clock on Thureday morning by a
man aceidentally passing along the cliffis. In
another half hour the returning tide would
have sealed their fate. The body of Vincent
was thrown on the rocks & short distance
from the wreck and was interred In the bur-
ial ground of St Mary's.

Not the least remarkable pars of the story
is that in dhe afternoon of Wednesday, the
18th, the wreck, floating bottom upward
was fallen in with about a league and a half
distance from the islands by two pilot boats,
which took her in tow for about an hour;
but their tow ropes breaking and night ap-
proaching, with a heavy sea running and
every appearance of bad weather, they aban-
doned her, having no suspicion, of course,
that there were buman beingsalive in the
hold of the vessel, which was floating with
little more than her keel out of water. Had
the vessel not been so taken in tow the set of
the current would have drifted her clear of
the isles into the vast Atlantic,

ledin the world, The officers of tho various
steamers are unlformly polite and attentive:
and vie with each other in making the trav
ciler comfortable. Thesteamers plying be-
twoen Montreal and Quedec are “‘palatial”
in more than anadvertiscment sense,  They
are lighted by electricity and luxurioualy
farnlehed, and the officers of the “‘Qaadec,”
by which we were fortunate to travel, ave,
formoaptaln to cabin-boy, arbanityand cour-
tesy perscnified.

AN AGED SUPERSTITION.

How Friday Is Feared ta Xave, Law and
Cenimerce.

Friday, as everyons kunows, has for man
years been regarded by many as an unlucky
day. Butgraduallythesuperstitionregarding
the day is disappearing, and no lopger is it
generally comsidered an ovil omen to oom-
menoe an important workon that day. A
fewgo evenio the opposite extreme, and
saloct Fridsy ss the best day for good Iuck.
Some of these persons who so defy tradition
and superstition have satisfled themaelves
by research that many of the mest import-
ant achiovements in anclent and modern
times had their inception on Friday, or
culminated that day, and, sherefore rogarci
Friday az a lcoky day. There are other
days of the week which are regarded sa
more or less unlucky, snd & few even
among the most intelligent of the commnu-
nity look tpon Monday as indicating what
they may expect during the following days
of the weck as to their business. One of
the leading merchants of cae of our cities,
who died a few yearsago,wouldnoteven pay
out money on that day on any consider-
ation,’and wonld even let a note go to pro-
test rather than pay on that dsy., He was,
however, snch a preciss business man that
he seldom gave a note which would become
due on Mondsy, Among foreigners hers
thero is a large clase who will bemcan &
dull Monday, and some of them will conrt
good luck by selling to the first costomer
who appesrs Monday morning at & nominal
figare, Others have for various reasons
aclocted other days of the week as lucky or
unlucky, From the number of marriages
on Thureday and Tueaday it &uld appear
that these days are regarded:as lucky ones
by the matrimonially inclined. The ques-
tion of the influence particular days may
have upon the luck of a couple does not,
however, appear to enter the minds of
those who ron away from their homes for
the purpose of martying. Virginla couples
soom to regard the opportune day as their
lucky day. That the matrimonially inclin-
od generally regard Fridsy as a bad day
to commence married life isovidenced by the
marriage-license book in the office of th
cletk of the court, which often remains
closed during that day. Probably during
the year loas than a dozen licenses are issued
on Fridsys. The fact thatic this section of
the country Fridays ar- selected as the day
for using the hangman's noose doubtless haa
something to do with tho selection of other
days for tying the matrimonial nooee. Now
and then an applicant will appesr at the
clork's office on a Friday and remembering
ths day when he gives tho name will show
symptonsof backingout. Thenwillone of the
axistant clerks in‘imato that if there 1s any
thiag inlock it {s}more unlucky to postpene
the procurement of the license than to get
married cn  Fridoy, for that day, named
aftsr Freys, the goddess who, in the North-
ern mythology,presides over love and marri-
ago, is the best day of the wesk for the
candidates. This argument ia genenally a
knock-down, ard the applicant pays the
dollars and recieveshis trazepcriation papers
%0 ths state of matrimony. There arequite
anumber who, not regarding the question
of luck, adopt theaxiom, * The better the
day the betterthe deed,” 20d scloct Sunday
{or tying the knot, in which cese the license
is procured on tho day before.

That to some axtent the superstition re-
gerding dlferent days enters iuto the minds
of thoee who go 2o lawand members of the
bat is shown by the dockess of the courts.
It has often been remarked tkat for oom-

menciag suits Friday most be regarded as
ualucky, a8 18 sometimes bappeos that not &

singlo suit {s enterod on that day In the
diatrict courts, Thia is aald by some to be
rather caused by hablt than by any auper.
stition that the bad luck of ocommencing a
suit on Friday will lead to defeat.

The superstition conoarning Fridsy is fast
becoming a thing of the past, though the
babit, which hed its urigin in that super.
tlon, still remains,

A RUSSIAN REVIEW.

A Grand Military Bisplay Ending with a Pe
cullar Rendition of a Prayer.

We rode at least a mile and a half, says
Gen, Higginsoc In MBlackwood's, past the
line of tents, and must have seea 50,000 men,
The ground is prettily accidente, and alto-
gether well sulted for camppurposes. A%
theend we came upon the guard regimenta

od round, and the crowd of officers and of
the troops generally kept closing round the
sguare as the hour for *‘ the retreat,” or za-
rin drow nigh, Meanwhile heavy clouds
bad gathered in the horizon, and a storm
seemed to threaten us, thoughthe view down
the alope and over tho valley to Krasnoe dis-
tantabout a mile, was not rendered less beau.
tifal by the combination of waning sunlight
and threateningclouds, Eight o'clock sounds;
each field battery fires an evening gun, three
rockets shoot into the air, and the drums
and bands roll out, with a sclemnity and
volume of sound not emaily forgotten, the
evening hymn. As the laat notes die off the
drammer-boy steps forward, the band-mas.

FORETOLD 111S OWN DEATH.

A Port Jervis Preacher whio Prepared hiis
Own Faacral Bermon,

A well known gentleman of Port Jorvis,
N. Y., rolates the following remarkablo
story :—~“In 1874 my fathor, the Rov.
Isaac Allerton, then in his 90th year, who
had boen lving with me for a time, wont to
Chicago on a visit to ono of his sous. Mo
roturned alongin tho summer to Port Crano,
Broomo county, whero another son .was
living. During tho hot days of July and
August ho suffored very much from the
heat. Ono day in the latter month ho as-
tonished his son's family by announcing
that onacortain day iu the coming Fobru-
ary in 1875 he would pass to tho othor world,
Although tho family tricd in ovory way te
rid him of tho peculiar idea, ho inalated
that his prediction would prove true, o
waa calm and composod and said somothing
scemed to tell him that his fical dissolution
was ncar at haud,

¢ Accordingly ho sct about to write hiw
farowoll scrmon. Mo had told his son that
tho day of his death would bo Monday. On
the day before, Sunday, ho would doliver
the farowoll scrinon which he was propar.
Ing,and on tho following Wodnesday ho
would bo buried, The scrmon wasto bo a
reviow of his lifo work and bis roligion, and
he spent a great deal of timo upon it. The
title was ‘Farewell to Earth.’! Ho also
aclected a spot in tho gravoyard where ho
wished to be buried, and staked it out, also
making allthe nccessary preparations for
kis funeral. Mo even wont sofar as to have
the remains of bis wifo ranoved from Port
Jervis, whoro she was® buricd, to the Lort
Crano burying ground.

‘¢ As tho summer waned and fall spent it-
sclf there was nothing in the appearance of
father that would zeem to indicate tho
approach of tho silent messenger. At times
he would appear grave and thoughtful, and
would talk of rcligions matters, Lut usuvally
ho was lively and went about in good health,
You must not forget that at this time ho was
almost four score and ten, but ho was un’
usnally active, Well, av the time neared
for his dcath, as predicted, ho assurcd his
friends that the prediction wes correct, and
that ho would pass away as ho had foretold.
But he had mado a slight error in some way
and he dicd on Sunday, the day ho was to
preach bis farowell scrmon, instead of on
Monday, the day ho had fixed upon as ths
day of his death,

“ Apother singular thing about it was
that thoday on which ho died waas also his
90th birthday, and as near a8 could be do-
cided upon tho hour of his birth and the
hour of his death wero identical. Father
was notsick or in pain at any time after he
predictod his death, nor when tho cnd was
roached. He simply laid back hishead,
gaid ho was goirg, aud died,

A numbor of ladies having recently ad-
dressed us as to the cause of the oft-recur-
ring hoadachcs to which thoy are subjeated,
wo submit the following reply by a well-
known physician . —

“Of tho ¢causc’ of your headacho it is not
an easy matter to determino, at lcast until
I know more about your peraonal habita.
During the cold weather, however, when
our women really got so little pure air, wo
may refor these difficultics to derangements
of tho stomach oftensr than otherwiss.
Whilo the invigoration of the cold wuather
naturally incroases the appetite, if one In-
dulges such an appetite to the {ull extent, at
the same time avoiding all oxposuro to the
bracing cold air, taking sbout one third
more food than would satisfy them in hot
weather, these stomach derangements will
surely follow. Tk se results are partionlar-
ly aggravated by the fact that our foods dif-
fer from thoso eaten in the hot weather, as

+the summer appetite demands the more juicy,
succulent, cooling, and less nourishing ar-
ticles, instead ~f the fats, oils, and foods
particularly rich in starch, intended for the
mere heating of the body, while those who
are deprived of the natural temperature of
the winter, almost conatantly confined to
rooms far warmer than would be tolerated
in the aummer, cannot thrive on such heat-
ing foods, Again, such ‘housed’ persons
have much less exercise than is usual when
they are permitted to roam at large, of
course demanding less food on that account,
to say nothing of the fact that cool and brac-
ing air stimulates the digestive processes,
keeping the gtomach more nearly in its nat-
ural conditi 1t is also true that the free
use of rich pastry, that made of the constip-
oting fine flour, has much to do with the
production of headaches, not only from their
conatipating effects, but from their indigest-
ibility. Some of the richeat of thess cake
abominations, with the average mince-pie,
are too difficolt of digestion to be eaten by
an ordinary female, though it msay be pos-
sible for the more hardy manuallaborer, with
but little brain power, to dispose of them,
having but little headache, for the reason
specified. The habitual nse of strong tea
has a tendenoy to induce headaches, in part
from the action of auch teain deranging
digeation, It is gafer to drink nothing with
the meals, taking a simple drink at the close
of the meal or when thirsty. The ¢ cure’
may be sought in a plain and simple style of
living, avoiding pastry— of the richer kinds
—all of the preparations of pork and lard,
and fried foods of all kinds, using only a
few articles at the same meal, taking the
meals with great regularity, the last meal to
be very light andsimple, withno lunches.
If the head is hot, apply cold, wet cloths
till the heat becomes natural, atthe samo
timo soaking the foet in hot water, dashing
on a little cold water, as they are removed,
rubbiog them with a coars: crashtill a glow
of host roturns. If tho appetito fiage, pass
over an occasional meal.”
