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s Pherefore Jet no one glory in men. Tor all things
are yours ; whether Paul, or Apollos, or Cephas, or the
world, or iife, or death, or thing present, or ti)ings to
-come; all are yours; and ye are Christ's; and Christ iy

God’s.” 1 Cor. il 21--23.~

_In the above statement Paul swws up his
exposition of the sinfulness and abswdity of
division in the Church of Christ, recorded in
the preceding pars of the epistle. He had
ghown the brethron that the whole gospel-work
was of God, and that however noteworthy were
the men engaged in it they wore but servants
carrying out God’s designs ; that their labors
must necessarily bo joint labors witha common
end in view ; that they were indeed God’s fel-
low-workers, and that consequently they could
not consistently ‘be made to antagonize each
other. And then showing them that God was

80 infinitely above men that the -wisdom of the-

world was foolishness with Him, and that Ho
could scan the reasonings of the wise and know
their weakness and vanity, Ho draws this con-
clusion : % Wherefore let no one glory in men.”
And then he proceeds to give a further reason
for this injunction. It is the wealth of the in-
heritance with which CGod has endowed His
children. '

Tn the view presented here the Christian is
exhalted nbove all the monied magnates of earth.
He is richer than the Vanderbilts or Astors,
and ull because be is a child of God. It is his
wealth which we will now consider. Paul’s
first statement is a general and & sweeping oue.
«All things are yoms.” All what thingsl Is
it possible that Paul means to teach Christians—
many of whom are poor in this world’s goods—
that everything belongs to them? TLet us sec.
He specifies. The Christian owns:

- 1. Men. He names some—Paul, Apollos,
‘Cephas. He names those men becauso the
brethren ab Corinth had been quarrelling about
them. But what ho soys of them is true of all
great and good men. There is not a name that
graces the category of carth’s heroes but what
is included in tho title deed of the Christian s
a part of his inheritance. Be they what they
may, conquerors, law-givers, philosophers, scien-
‘tists, philanthropists, artists, authors, reformets,
whoever in il the pust has lifted arm, or voice,
ot pen to clevate humanity, to add to human
comfort or increase human happiness, forms an
integral part of that inheritance which God has
bestowed on His children. But you ask mg,
« How is this?” Has the Christian property
in the personsof men? Has he control of their
liberties or powers? No! No! Bub what a
man i3, is not all of man, but what he does as
well.  What a man takes with him is not as
miuch as what he leaves behind. And it is the
work and influsnce of the great and good, the
-monuments of their existence that thic Cliristian

: iitherifs, ~ Paul and Apollos and Cephas’ bé-

* longed to the Corinthian

brethiren only in that
what they 'did in the cause of Christ was theirs.

They Lelong to us in tho same sense. Paul’y
life-work is our inheritance. He preached and
wrote the Gospel; we enjoy the fruit of his
Jabors. So with Apollos and Peter, and all the
apostles. They were all necessary for tho de-
volopment ané completion of the truth. ~We
enjoy the completed truth as the vesult of their
joint labors, Paul would enforce, by this
teaching, the abs rdity of division. One party
says, ¢ We are of Paul” Paul would teach
| them that they have no exclusive right to his
teaching or his work, These are common pro-
port - in the Christian community. Paul does
not belong to ther more than to othery, Neither
can they be « of Paul ” in any sense in which
othors cannot be. So we may say in regard to
all great and good men. The good which
Luther did is common property, and evory
Christian enjoys it. He unchained the Bible
and gave it to tho people. All true Christians
enjoy o free Bible to-dny. The good done by
Calvin, Knox, Wesley, and all the Reformers,
is common property, and the Christiun, because
o is & Christian, can claim it a8 his own, The
absurdity then is manifest, of any party claim-
ing exclusive jurisdiction over, and enjoyment
of the benefits of any one man’s labors. They
may adopt his name and his peculiar tenets and
thus appear exclusive; but if he developed
truth and did good I am heir to that, not as a
partisan, but as a Christian, for it belongs to the
inheritance which my Father bestows. So may
it be said of all the good results of human eftort.
Did Columbus discover Americat The Cris-
tian is heir to the advantages of the New
World. Did Washington baget a free country?
The Christian is heir to its freedom.  Did Morse
invent telegraphy ¢ The Chuistian enjoys, by
right, the blessings it bestows. ‘There is not &
discovery or invention of mau that is calculated
to lighten hwnan toil, and elevate human un-
derstanding, but what the Christian has a per-
fect right to enjoy its benefits.

IL - The World. The Christian is a good
deal richor than he sometimes thinks he is. I
know something of the feeling that is apt to
steal over the poor man when in contact with
the rich. When he passes their magnificent
mansions, biilliantly lighted and superbly fiu-
nished, and he thinks of his own humble cot ;
when he sees them roll by in Sheir handsome
equipages, and he walks, weary and foot-sore ;
when he meets them in their rich apparel and
he looks on his threadbare homespun ; When he
gees their board groaning under the choicest
delicacies and remembers his own scanty and
coarse fare ; when he sees their broad acres,
and recollects that hé does not own enough soil
to cover his body. And his heart asinks within
him ot the contrast. But there is a bright side
to this if he will but look atit. They may bave
goma things Which-he has not and may never
have. Butif thiey are happy, these things do
1ot cause their linppiness. Many a person has
all these and yet iy most miserable. There ave
other things tHad money necessary to human
happiness, and it they -can: have them, we can
héve them too, The'pure dir and-the free and
glorious sunshine are more rasentinl to happi-

ness than much money., ‘The inspiving view
from mountain-top or hillside adds to the charms
of living—yet all those things are free. An
upright life and & pure conscience canuot be
bought with money—yet there is no happiness
without them. These ave free to all men. But
to th. Christian there is something above and
beyond all this, There is the assurance that
he is hoir of all that belongs to God. He ik
God’s beir. Does God own this world? Hear
Him tell, “ The gold and the sjlverare mine.”
@ The cattle on a thousand hills are mine.”
¢ The earth is the Lord’s and the fulncss theve-
of.” 'Then if the Chuistian is an heir of God,
he is heir to all this. Paul says he is a joint
heir with Cbrist ; and he says again that God
has appointed Christ heir of alf things. Then
wo shave His inheritance if we ave His. Hence
« Blessed ave the meek for they shall inherit
the earth,” T like to feel as I go through the
world that I am not on foreign soil. This is
my Mnster’s domain and He has imade me a
ghaver in it. 1 feelas if I bad a vight here,
and a right to’use the world, thongh not to
abuse it.

III. Life. Itisn grand thing to live. To
have an ‘‘outward man,” so “fearfully and
wonderfully made ;” and an “ inner man,” en-
dowed with such Godlike powers, is a grand
thing. Tt places wonderful possibilities in
man’s reach. The Cluistian enjoys all these.
He inherits all life’s pains and pleasures, all its
disadvantages and privileges. His ave the ills
of life to vefine him, make him more patient
while lere and more anxious to go over yonder.
His are life's pleasures to sweeten his soul and
lead him to anticipate the pleasures of the life
to come. His are the disadvantages of life to
teach him his need of Divine aid; his the
privileges of life that he may do his Master’s
will among men. For all this is he held strictly
responsikio to God. Tt is then a solemn thing
to live.

1V. Death. The Christian don’t want to
live heve forever. He sickens of an existence
that at best is full of disappointments and trials.
Heo learns that the brightest earthly prospects
fade ; the most inspiring earthly hopes perish ;
the most steadfast earthly friends pass away;
the most satisfactory eartbly environments
change ; and in short that eavthly experience
falsifies earthly anticipation, and he wants to
get, into some better state. The weary head
and heart want rest, and those caunot be had
here. Then death is his inheritance to take
bim out of this state and usher him into another.
1t ¢ flesh and blood camnot inherit the kingdom
of God,” then the Christian is heir to a dissolu-
tion that strips him of his flesh and blood, and
prepares him to be ¢lothed upon with immoral-
ity. Itis the gate which, at God’s bidding,
swings open to let the tired pilgrim pass to his
rest and to the full fruition of all his hopes.

V. Things present. Hére is a grand sum-
ming up of all Paul has been speaking about.
The present, with all its vealth, is ours. That

ives the Christian the rango of the entire uni~
veree for well-doing!" ‘ ‘

Tlhings to come. 'Thin is tho best part of the
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whole matter. Man and his wovk porishes; !
the world and all that is therein shall be burned |
up ; human life shall end in death ; death shall.
be swallowed up ; things present shall becomo
things past.  Bub the Christian, having enjoyed
theso things, passes on to the fulness of his en-
joyment in tho “things to come.” God and
Cirist ; God’s home and it's joys ; the Christian
has a title to thon all.  Who wonld not be a:
Christian? I'here is nothing tolose. There is
everything to gain.

There is just one thing which the Christian
does not own, and that is biwself. “All things
ave yours. . . .but you are Carist’s.” “ You ave |
not your own, you ave bought with a prico."'
¢ Therefore glorify God in your body and in
your spirits which are His.”

FROM ST. JOHN, N. B., 70 SUM-
MERSIDE, P. I. ISLAND.

After visiting the Falls, Boston, Portland
and Eastport, I reached St. Jolm, N, B., on the
afternoon of July 3rd, at 4.30. Here I was met
by Bros. T. H. Capp, minister of tho Coburg
street Christian Church, and 0. B. Emery, of '
Deer Island, Now I proceed to give some
conception of this City of 40,000. |

§t. John is beautifully situnted on an clevated
peninsula, Its streets divide each other at right
angles ; but some aro not in good condition, as
well ag some of itssidewalks, In theyear1877
a great part of the city was destroyed by fire,
Mout of the buildings have been rebuilt, but
some still remain in ruins as a memorial-of that
destructive fire. A great quantity of lumber
and fish ave shipped to the States and England.
Many large ships are built here. One wasto be
launched on Tuesday, the 8th. The tide rises
30 feet. The climate is cool and pleasant ; but
it is a great place for fog ; sometimes it prevails
for wecks, while outside of town a few miles the
sun shines pleasantly. The vavious religious
organizations arc represented and have their
respective places of worskip.—The Episcopalian
and Roman Catholic are in the ascendency.
The Roman Catholics are the most numerous,
the Episcopalinns the wealthiest. On Sunday,
the 6th, the Roman Catholics Jaid the founda-
tion stone of a new church, with the usual
ceremonies suitablo to such an occasion, A
large concourse of people witnessed the proceed-
ings, and whenever a largo voluntary contribu-
tion was made, it was chiefly by the believers
in that doctrine.

I arrived in St. John in time to refresh my-
self with a hearty supper, then go to the weekly
prayor-ameeting, held in the Coburg St. Church.
Quite a number were present, the most of whom
were women. This seems to be the rule in all
denominations, No matter wbat church you
enter you obscrve that the majority present ave
women. Though she was the first to sin, yet|
she was the first to preach a living Saviour to a
dying world, and is tirst in every good word and
deed. Bro. James Barnes, elder of the church,
presided, and after singing and prayer, several
brethren spoke to the edification of all present.
The meeting was a seasou of refreshment to the |
soul. We have a good house of worship, com- |
posed of two halls—the lower for the Sunday- .
school, prayer-meetings, ctc.—the upper for
puvlic worship. Each is capable of seating four
hundred. Lord’s day morning and evening 1
preached toas appreciative an andience as Iever
addressed. The church is doing & good work.
1t is composed of 150 members ; has two prayer-
meetings, one of the young people, the other for
the church, and a sewing circle where garments |
are made for the poor. The church is much
attached to its minister, Bro, . H. Capp.
‘While in the city I enjoyed the hospitality of
Bro, James Barnes, and T. H. Capp. On the
Friday night preceding Lord’s. day, Mr. George

Barnes was, very pleasantly surprised by. the

members of the chnrch and was presente¢ with
a handsome chair and lamp, as & token of the
churel’s apprecintion of his services.

By the 8.05 cars, Monday morning, T left St.
Jobn for the Island. When out some twenty
miles the fug was left behind, and the sun
shone out through aclear sky. 'Wo passed muny
small towns and beautiful scenery, and arrived
at Point du Chene at 1 p, 31, in time to take

the Island steamer— FPrincess of Wales—for
Summerside. The ropes were loosed, steam
turned on, sails gpread to a faiv breeze, and we
wero on our way to the Island. Tho voyage
was quick, smooth, pleasant, and we landed at
ip. o Here I was met by Bro. Murray, one of,
the elders of the church, and conveyed to his
hospitable hiome, some two miles in the country.

My trip here, by land and water, was plea-
sant and profitable. ‘The water relieved” the
monotony of the land, and wice versa. Nothing
happened to mar the way except the heating of
a part of the machinery of the Stute of Maine,
which caused anxiety on the part of a few, as
we were out in open ses, but not far from dan-
gerous breakere.  On the return of our steamer,
she almost collided with her sister steamer in a
fog ; and very shortly after she was lost on a
rocky coast. ‘Thus was destroyed the splendid
steamer, State of Maine—making tho fourth
steamer the Intornational Company has lost in 2

brief time,

After resting Tueoday and Wednesday, the
Lrethren insisted on me preaching Iridey
night. With this request I complied, and
preached three sermons in a school house, about
two 1niles from Summerside. The audiences
were good, attentive, and this little meeting
brought us up to our Annual Meeting, held this
year at Summerside. On Saturday afternoon
we met for a sceial worship, to receive visitors
and provide homes for them. Quite a number
came. The programme for Lord's day was made
out, thon we returned to our respective homes.
On Sunday morning a large audience assembled
for worship. Bro. Carroll Ghent, of Philadel-
phia, Pa,, preached on * What is Chuistianity?”

Several songs were sung, earnest prayers of-
fered up for the success of tho gospel, and
stimulating, comforting, encouraging speeches
were made by the preachers and brethren
we met for preaching. Bro.
0. B. Emery, of Deer Island, N. B,, addressed the
After ench of the services a collection
was taken up for vhe spread of the gospel. On
Monday, 9 A, 3., we met for business. After
devotional excrcises the business was transacted
and 1y place of labor assigned me. The General
Mission Work of the Island is controlled by the
resident preachers, including the evangelist and
two members from each church. Summorside
being my first place I preached on Monday
night. After the sermon Bro. D. Crawford-
gave an exhortation, and while singing Jesus,
Lover of My Soul,” two came forward to make
the “good confession,” and :were Dbaptized on
Friday, at 4.30 ». M. Tuesday night Bro. T.
M. Capp preached. The weather all through
our meeting was very wet, but notwithstanding
the people turned out well, we having. a -full
house up to Monday night. .

On the 25th of July I travelled to Tignish by
rail.  This 3s a small town sixty-eight miles
feom Summerside, at the extrome west of the
Island. There are two lobster fuctories close to
town, and the Bay is a favorito rendezvous for
tho fleet of American fishing smacks, The
Roman Catholics outnumber the other religious
bodies, both as regards numbers and wealth,
They liave a lavge brick church and convent.
Many Protestants send their daughters to the
convent for instruction in music, otc., Such is
tho influeuce of the Catholics that no alcoholic
drink is sold in the county. Many saloons ex-
isted in and around Tignish, owned and rented
by Catholics, but the priest, Dugald McDonald
—the name indicates the nationality—closed
them all. He oven had one of his owr  peoplo
—a woman—put in the penitentiary for violat-
ing the law in regard to prohibition. The
Presbyteriana are the next numerous and are
endeavoring to sccuro a minister to fill the pul-
pits about six miles apart. The Episcopalians
and Baptists have their respective houses of
worship. We have no organization, but o few
(ten) meet from housc to house, breaking to
each other the Bread of Life, and remembering
the Lord in the emblems of his appointment.
'T'o this little faithful band I went to minister.
Bro. Stephenson, a man of 30 summenrs, keops
this little band together. On TLord’s day at
3.30, wo mot in the Union Church for worship.
A good audience was prosent and wo continued
our meeting from night to night, with the ex-
coption of Wednesday night, until the following
Lord’s day afternoon. On Thursday night
three out of one family confessed their Loxd.
Two were baptized in the Gulf of St. Lawrence
on Friday afternoon, and the other, on account
of sickness, was baptized on Sunday morning.
Our meoting on Lord’s day morning was held
in the house of Bro. Benjumin Haywood. The
mombers and friends were present—about 20
in all. Songs were sung, prayers offered up,
wors of comfort and eacouragement were said
by Bro. Stophenson and myself. The supper
eaten, and the right band of Christian fellowship
extended to the persons who wore baptized.
The meeting was one of the most enjoyable of
any I have experienced. Muny shed tears for
joy. Sister B. Haywood quite broke down in
singing while the bretlren wera welcoming and
oncouraging the young converts. Many things
conspired to cause her joy to flow copiously in tears.
Her son just camo in from sca a fow moments before
wo began worship, and her brother and his wife
camo the night provious, and wero present, seated
on oither side of her. Impressions were made
then glmt will work good to all who were present,

Our meeting closed Sunday -afternocon. The
weathor all through our meeting was fine, and the
moonlight rendered our night sorvice very enjoy-
able. Our meeting was preceded by a meoting at
the Roman Catholic Church; conducted by some.
missionaries from Franca and some from England.
The weathor all through their mgeting was very
wet and the roads got in a wretched condition.
Qur brethren told them they wore soon to have a
_missionary, from Kontucky, and as soon as he came
the weather would clear up.: Bui:the. Catholics
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roplied that God sent such weather to try thoir
faith. The Catholics are good neighbors and are
kind to any sick person, no mutter what his relig-
ious convictions aro.

Boing fond of fishing and hunting, and the waters
abounding with all kinds of fish, I need not eay
that I spent my loisure time by the water with rod
and line in hand, Tho result was that T had o
breakfast of fish every morning, with but ono ex-
ception while at Tignish, Many Amcrican studonts
come to Tignish, whero they find comfortablo
homes, warm friends, and plenty of fish and game ;

On Wednesday morning, accompanied by o few
friends, I loft Tignish, after promising t» return in
abont n month, and drove through a heautiful
farming country to Alberton, a distance of nine
miles. Here Ispont a fow hours, then boarded

The dovil
alied his strength and malico, onbanced by long
and successful experience in o desperato struggle to
lead him astray, but was so completely foiled that
neither ho nor his angels ever met Him again in
any attitude but that of cringing and disappointed
suppliants.  After this victory Jesus went ubout
destroying the works of the devil. Ho expelled
ovil spirits from those possessed by thom. He
opened the eyes of the blind and healed all who
hid need of healinz. By these wiracles of merey
He revealed His Father's character. His mission
was Lo the Jews.  They read Moses' law which
enjoined on the transgressor a death without mercy,
and thought that God hated sinners zs thoy did
the publicaus and sinuers.

All can see,
ovon tho casual obgerver, that golden opportunities
avo before us. Now i3 the time to do what our
hands find to do, with all our might. So shut the
gates of the past and waste no timne in idlo regrets
ovor our mistakes. Let us not look upon the things
that ars bohind, and let us remember also that the
future is hid from our eyes. We huve the presont
only in which to work, and trust, and hope, know-
ing that out of the future comes our present, and
what we make our present will determine our
future.

One thing is very plainly secn, of which it will | converting

bo well for every one to make a special noto, i. e
that every church that co-operates in tho general
intorest of tho cauge is more or less successful in
its own local interest. When a church takes an
interest in others, then, and mot till then, wiil
othors tako an interest in them. There is no reason
why every locality where the Disciples are found
should not be encouraged and built up, and becomo
the instruments in doing much good in the general
ijntorest of the churches. Let every chureh, and
thoso who are living without church priviloges,
onter heartily into this Mission Work and then
their wants will soon bz known. The history of
ihe church in Leonardville, where our Annual
was held, is o fine illustration of the benefits of
Mission Work. About threo years ago the Mission
Board sent tho evangelist down there. He found
a few brothren struggling for an existence. They
wero holding their meetings in a Hall. Now they
havo a neat and Leautiful house that will seat be-
tween three and four hundred. The church num-
bers sixty or more, and now they ave able to
wolcome and accommodate the best and largest
Annual Meeting we over had. This is only ono
case among others that show the nced and the
success of Mission Work, It ought to impress
overy lover of the Lord with the necessity of co-
operating in this grand work. If there are any
brethren who feel that the work is not prospering
in their own locality, they will find the rcason why
in the fact of their own lack of interest in the
Mission Work. We aro not guessing when wo say,
that the church that has little interest in the general
interest of tho cause, has vory little if any prosper-
jty in their own. They are making the same mis
take the little boy made when ho got into the tub
and tried to lift himself up. We can help lift
some one else up, but some one must help lift us
up. We can't Lift onrselves up. To help others is
to help ourselves. 1f all our brothren could be
jnduced to enter into this co-operating work to
bind their substantial interest, the time would soon
come when all our churches would be in a prosper-
ous condition, the result of which would be the
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' building up of onr churches. This idea of getting
 all our churches in tho Maritime Provinces inter-
" ested in this work was emphasized at onr Annual
Meoting, ‘The brotbren nll over the two Provinces
may expect to hear gomething on this question
frequently during the year. We know that our
brothren are interested in this blessed work and
thoy will unite their hearts angd interestin building
up tho cause of God.  Our eavnest appeal is that
wo may give our specinl attention to this work that
has beoa so successfully begun.

Since our sisters have taken hold of this work we
foel ecvon more confident of still greater success.
None aro bettor fitted for this, work, being the
¢ better half ” we look for better work and better
results, and we will not be disappointed. May the
Lord spare us another year and help us to do more
than we have ever done. . Moenrray.

CHURCI EDIFICATION.

The origina) (vikedomeo) primarily means to
build & house, to construct, to erect. Specifically,
to rebuild, to renow a building decayed or dam-
aged. Topically, to build, to establish, to confirm,
spokoen of the Christian Church snd its members,
who are thus compared to a building, a temple of
God, erected upon the one and ouly foundation,—
Jesus Christ,—and oven built up progressively and
unceasingly more and more from tho foundation.
Internally, to.build up in the faith, to cdify, to
cause to advance in divine life.

It is clear that this word means both to add to
tho church as well as to edify thoso already added,
to instruct and develop the memborship of alocal
church,  Our former work has been largely that of
ginncrs, and omitting tho building up.
| Hence, weo have a greater need than all other peo-
| ple of systematic work of the pastor, whoso duty

is to train the young disciples in song, in prayer,
j und in reading the Holy Scriptuves. The former
| system has been to keep closed the mouths of the
members that are fomales. The latter must be to
edify all, both male and fomale. The teacher who
claims otherwise has not learned the lesson, “Where
the Spirit of the Lord is thero is liverty.” To add
material to the church is an important work, but
moro to build them up, and confirm them in the
faith of the Gospel of Christ. True, we can pre-
pare the material largely in our evaugclistic work of
preaching the gespel and bringing sonls to Christ,
but this new material does not exist in its comple-
tion, but needs gradual and systematic development
in the use of the keon eye, the artistic use of tho
hand, and tho delicate touch of tho chisel, that this
wmarble in the rough may bo madea thing of beauty
and grace. Every member added to the church,
l whether male or female, as God is no respecter of
| persons, has frota one to ten talents, and will boa
| source of strength or weakness to the church, ac-
 cordingly as he or she is or is not properly teained
or cultivated. The idea that women are ciphers in
tho great family of God’s peoplo, is ns false as if
said of them in the domestic relation, and belongs
to the ¢ Dark Ages,” and has no authority in the
gospel of Christ. While I grant that they ave not
officers or overseers in the absolute sense, yet they
are helpers in the work of the Lord. They are not
tho chief rulers in the domestic velation, yot there
aro those in the family that they can adinonish, in-
struct, build up and edify. Cultivation in the
spiritual houschold is es essential as in the domes
tic. ‘Too many, far too many, belong to the class
that are not cultivated, and have become caroless
and indifferent to all church work; henco there-is
scarcely a church doing its whole duty, either to-
ward the world or its babes in Christ. There is
not a church known to auy of s, that is doing all
that it can in a systematic precision that ought to
prevail. There is too much of the indifferent, style
of work. There is too much taking it for granted

that things will come around all right without going
to work onergetically to bring them avound sucecess-
fully.

Cortain ones do the praying because thoy have
done it in the absonce of the minister for the many
years past in the chrel's history, and nono of the
new mombere are encouraged to pray. Thes sing-
ing, reading, exhortation, and praying, ougit not
to bo monopolized by the preacher or aged mom-
bers. The humblest member ought to be made to
feel that thoy are an impertant factor in the chureh,
and n power for good. Every one should bo taught
that they have glorious possibilities beforo them.
These humble membors’ ability to work dopends
upon their training that they have received from
thoso who have the spiritual oversight of thom.

The man or weman of one talent may not illum-
inc so vast an area, but the star may shine as bright
as the planct. They may not work on so large a
scale as their gifted brethren, but it does not follow

| that they should not work at all,

But the question js, How shall every talent be
made to yicld its wsury? In other words, Bow
shall every member of the church become useful,
bo mado {o feel the important stations that thoy are
capable of occupying, and in 80 duing contribute
largely to the church’s power? Thero is no ques-
tion among the Disciples of more practical impor-
tance, and it dewands tho Dbest thought and experi-
enco of our most ofticient pastors. Solve it wisely,
put it into practical use, and the power and ability
of the church will be increased many fold, and the
unused available material will be brought into
activity, and idlers will be diminished until there
will not be fonnd an idler in the church, not one
talent hiddon away unused,  Can not this end be
reached, can not this ofliciency be attained? Isit
surely ideal and fanciful, or can wo not attain to
something grand in the edification of the churches
of Christ, so as to bring all our powers to bear in
tho work of the Lord! The pastor may and does
abuso his powors in a manner neither wise or scrip-
tural. He does everything instead of getting every-
body to do something, He acts pastor, evangelist,
clder, deacon, and financial and building committee,
or ho becomes a carryall or church onmibus, He
does all the reading, seripture and hymns, does the
public and private praying, with a slight oxception,
visit-and cares for the sick, and reclaims the way-
ward. This course will ultimately destroy the
powers of any church, yot this is the rule under
which many are working, and will work until they
aro dead.

If a private member is asked to pray in public,
ho asks in turn to be excused, because he has not
beon properly trained by those whose duty it was
to drill the now recrnits for active service. Had
they been propared by constant drill they might
havo entered into this service with alacrity and
delight, not only to theselves, but with edification
to others. Every young man in the church ought
to ba put to work so as to devolop him, and indi-
cate to him and others what he is most capable of
doing in tho work-of the Lord. The same is none
the less true ot young women. Tho women have
kept apace with us in all good works, and have
taken the lead in ¢ Foreign Missions.” The women
Dbeing a silent force among us is a thing of the past,
and it.is not warranted by the word of God or
commonsonss. Shall we, as ovaugelists, encompass
our larze domains, planting beautiful and healthful
vines in the ¢ Garden of the Lerd,” and thon leave
themt uncultivated and unpruned, expecting to
gather abundant fruits unto the harvest of the
Lord §

1What shall our remedy bef The whole church
should bo converted thoroughly intoastive working
Disciples. This thought we must never forget or
outgrow. The earnest and close study of that most
edifying book must edify all the true " Disciples ‘of
Jesus Chtist. For tho neglect of the past wé must
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Do faithinl to confess, to have the assuranco that l

onr Heavenly Father will forsive our sins of omis-
sion. Wo must reesin the grounds lost, and restore
the former study and loss of the scriptures that we
may feel their wonderful life-giving power, and be
thoroughly built up in the most holy faith. Our
young members shezld be trained to vead, spoak
and pray in meetings appointed for that especial
purpose. This can bo dono and ought to be done
in every church until all latont powors are brought
out and developed in the whole church. This be-
comes important for tworeasons.  First, to dovelop
tho young men for their own sakes. Second, they
must sooner or later take the placs of the older in
an official capacity. So with the young women.
Let thom bo tanght to read and pray as well as
sing, so that when they become mothers thoy
may be able and not ashamod to pray in their own
families as all ought, and at the bedside of the sick
and dying.

Thus let all be edified and prepared for usofulness,
and when occasion presents itsolf all can do some-
thing in tho cause of Christ to bless humanicy.

DOMESTIC.

No longer trusting to private enterprise, it is
understood that the Dominion Guvernmeut intends
laying s cable to conuect Sable Island with Nova
Scotia, that immediate assistance 1nay be sent to
shipwrecked vessels when cast upon it. [t is yot
undecided whothor the cable will be landed at
Halifax or Canso,

Under resolution of the Nova Scotis Tegislature
tho Governmont is authcrized to onter into nego-
tations with capitalists to consolidate nnder one
management the Railways ‘of the Province, from
Halifax to Yarmouth, and Mr. Fielding, tho Pro-
vincial Secrotary, invites capitalists to submit vro-
posale. The railways includo tho road from Halifax
to Windsor Junction, which is a part of tho Inter-
colonial, and over such extensive running powers
can be obtained—say 14 miles. Next, tho Windsor
Branch, -between Windsor Junction and Windsor
_-32 miles, Third, the one from Windsor to
Annapolis—84 miles. Fourth, the line from An-
napolis to Digby—18 miles, which is yot unbuilt,
but for which there ia a Dominion subsidy. Fifth,
tho line from Digby to Yarmouth—eixty-seven
miles, —Globe.

Her
bottom will be ropaired ut Dippor Harbor and sho
will then bo tuwed to eithor Boston or Bath for
repairs. Tho beach at Dipper Harborijs very f{ino,
being composed of gravel and sand. Tho steamer
« State of Maino’ went ashore on Point Tiopreaux
during o donse fog on tho 12¢th July. John A.
Ruddock was awarded tho first contract to get her
off, but after  fortnight's lnbor he was reluctantly
obliged to abandon the work. It is a remarkablo
fact that the hull of the steamer has roceived very
little damage, which apeaks volumes for tho way in
which sho was built. Tho Iuternational Company
are to bo congratulated in having, through the exor-
tions of the Merritt Wrecking Co., saved sucha
valuable boat.

FOREIGN.
Since the outbreak of the cholera in.Naples thero
havo been over 10,203 cases aud 5,385 deaths.

1t is roported that tho »overnment has orderod
the bombardment of Dover from the sca by a por-
tion of the channel squadron in order to test its
defence.

The Standard’s Flong Kong despatch says that
the anlagonism towsrds Luropeans is increnaing on
the part of tho Chinese, consequent npon tho gov-
crnmont compalling Chinesc laborers to assist in

unloading Freuch vessels,

Diplomatic represcntatives of Germany, Austria
and Russia called soparately upon Nubar Pusha,
prime ministor, and presented an indentical noto to
him. In this the powers make a formal protest
against the action of ths Egyptian governmont in
diverting the revenues sot apart for tho sinking
fund to tho genoral Egyptian treasury. :

A despateh to the Times from’ Hong Kony says :
The French stopped and scarched tho English trad-
ing stcamors ** Fuhkiln” and “Hailong,” in Formosa
Channel. 'This action has caused great irritation.
The fact that neutral steamers are conveying sol-
diors and munitione of war to various quarters will
probably be a source of complication, in viow of
Ah(!miml Lespes’ action in conncction with German
ships.

The Times publishes telegrams via Kassala and
Massowah giviug extracts frum the diary of a Kbar-
toum correspondont describing tho seive of tho
lutter place from April 28 to July 31. Thero was.
daily fighting, which at times was terrific. General
Gordon’s total loss during that time was 700 killed.
The Genoral despaired of receiving ndequate relief.
The negroes wore thu only troops that could be
relied upon. On April 27th the enemy captured one-
of Gordon's armed steamers.

UNITED STATES.

1saac Nowton, chief engineer of the Now York
city department of public works, committed auicide-
by cutting his throat with a razor while insane.

In the State of Maino 84,781 votes weroe cast on
the prohibition amendment, 64,507 in ita favor and
20,224 against.

Tho 13. & O. Railroad oxpress train from Balti-
more and Chicagu, and the local freight going cast,
collided sixty-five milcs east of Wheeling, West Vir-
ginia. Both trains wore going nt full speed. Six
froight cars and tho mail car of the passenger traip
wero demolished and two meu killed, and several
badly and some fatally injured.

Advices from Lima stato that the revolution is
apparently drawing to a close. Caceres’s attack on
Lima:dampened the ardor of the revolutionists, and
strengthened the Iglesias government. The number
killed on that cceasion was only about 160 on both
sides: No idea of tho moral effect caused through
the country by tho government's success can be
given. Swnor Picarsco, Italian Consul, has had
his patent withdrawn for having sympathized with
the revolutionary party. This is the socond case
of the kind. . d

A malignant disease which baffled medical skill ‘is.
prevailingin tho village of Atlanticville, Long Island,
N. Y. A number of deaths have occurred aund the
diseaso is spreading rapidly. The disease first ap-
peared two weoks ago. Since thon almost every
family in the village have been affucted. : So malig-
nant is the malady that persous have died after an
illness of two days. Beds are being burned to
proveat the disease fromspreading. It is pronoun-
ced to be malignant dyseutroy, but it is bel’ayed

really to be chulera.
