OUR COMMERCIAL POLICY.
The subject which, beyond ail others,

engages the thoughts of Overy anc inter.
osted in the prosperity of the Dominion is
its future commercial policy. We laid
before oir readers l our last number the
views of two gentlemen entertaining
videly diftrient; o pinions 0on the subject,

and we are patiently waiting for the long'
promised declaration of the views of the
polîitcal 1'arty which aspires to conduct
the Government in the event of the fail-
uire of the present Governinent to secure.
a renewal of public confidence at the next
genoral electi jon. We en tortain a very
hiigh respect for the abilities of Sir Alex.
ander Galt but we cannot ignore the fact
that ho is not in larliament, and tliat
'vhe le Iast oceupied a soatin tue Ilouse
of Commons lie hlad no followers. Under
Our s stem of government it is vain te
ima gine that any man, no matter how able
lie rmay be, can affect any important
change in the policy of lis country unless
he posesses a large share of publie confi'
dence, evidenced by the support of the
majority of the reprosentatives of Vie pea-
ple, or of that party which, though tem-
porarily in the minority, claims te be en-
titled to s'uch support. It is gonerally
b elieved that Sir Alexander Galt lias net

'ithdravni from public lifo, and tait if a
suitable opportunity were te oiTer, he
would net be unwilling ta place lis ser-
vices at the disposai of any constituency
whîich miglit be willing ta accopt tiem.
Sir Alexander Galt is avowedly opposed
te the commercial policy of the present
Governmient. And in the lettors whicl
We publislied in our last umniber lie lias
professed to indicate the policy wlici lie
would recommend, ivere lie in a position
te do se. Unfortunately, Sir Alexander
Galt is not a recognizod nember of Ier
Majesty's loyal opposition, a party ivhsiel,
tiougi at present in a minority in the
Hlouse of Conmnons, is an organized body,
having leaders possessing the confidence
of the party, and witLhont whose support
Sir Alexander Galt would bo utterly
powerless if lie lad a seat in Parliament
to-mor'rowv Thsere have ben soveral idi-
cations of late that tise next party battie
is lilely to be fouglt on the question of
the futnre commercial policy of the colin-
try. We were much struck witi some
r'cnarks made in a protectionist essay on-
titled "Restrictions on Trade fron a
Colonial Point of View, by David Sysne,"
publisliod originally in tle Portnigqhtly
Reiew, but reprinted in the United
States, with a Prefac, by tie AUcrican
editor, and lvh einaks -cie calculated
to convey the idea that, as a i-ilo, tie
e party of progress,'' er tlat known witl
uis is alic Reformn party, was protectionist
while tIe conservatives wore fr-ce traders.
Such, mnost assIredly, is not a correct des-
criptios cf the bias of political parties in
Canada, althouglh tlere is good reason ta
beliove thsat the suppotn-ers et the present
liberal Goveisumient arc fai frosi unaini-
muous ini tiiei' appioval of iLs connercial
policy. iln intr'oducing tlhe pamplillet
ta wlici ive havo called attention, the
Aierican editoi Observes :- Thle author
"me akes the striking and trutll'ul obser-

vation that in, Austria, France, the
United States, and the liritislh Coloiesî
the party of progress is identified witl
a rOstrictive coiunercial policy, i.e., is
protectionist uvhile the conservatives
are the most uiicomnpi-omiising cf firce
"tr-adors." 'Jie essayist remareks, as a

singular fact, tiat in Austria '' tiose wlso
hiave vigor-ously strick down overy eccle-
siastical and political monopoly thipougl-
out the empire are the inost velement

lladvocates of a restrictive commercial
I policy, while, on the other liand, those

wlo are in favor, of froc treade are tlie
"most ardent sipporters of ecclesiastical

privilege. In France the advocates of
Sfree speech and a froc press are rost-ic-
44 tionists, while the impesialists, as a rule,

aie fre t-aders. In the United States,

" the abolitionists or republicansare av'oiî-
d r estî'ictionists, while the deiocrats

are as decidelily in favor of fre trade.
Precisely the samne pienomeinon may b
observed in the Britislh Colonies. In Cans-
adIa, Australiaand New Zealand ti party
of progress lias alvays been identified
lywitiarestrictive comnercialpolicy,whilo
ilie co serias arc the iost uncom-

" promishig of fi-o traders. lndeed it insay
" he said that one-Ialf of the entire Eng-
" lish-spe:king race are, in ee shape or
" another, in favor Cf a restrictionist policy,
" and of this lîalf the groat majo-ity are
" advanced liber'als." It is, no doibt, truc
thal at tise present timie the foregoing
description of politieal parties in Can-
ada is incorrect, but it nmust be borne iii
mind tiat the comnorcial policy of tisa
Dominiion lias not been of late years a
proninent party question. It is notoriois
that msany consesrvatives hsave beenî free
traders, and tiat-at least an equal nmnbîiiler
of reforiers havo boin protoctionists.
in tie early listory of Camida the remuarks
of the cssayist would lave beein more in
accordance with fact. Mr, Lyon Macken.
zio was a stauincli protectionist, and the
buiik o the old reloriners shaired lis
opinions, whil the Ilobisons, Shervoods,
Jonîeses, etc., were strong fi-e traders.
This vas before the commn'ci'cment of
the st'iigglo for responsible govermsnent
and religious Cqusality> since tlie settle-
ment of viicI questions tiere las really
bohn no distinctive policy con wiicl
puîblic support couîld tairly be claim.
edt by Citier of the parties wlicli
have foi' several years past bees con-
tonding foi poiwer. We do not bolieve
in the possibility or, if possible, in the
desirability of' attempting tc govern the
country otlherWise thain tlirongi a party,
and we are unaware of ansy question of
sich absorbing inte'est to the country at
tlue present tiino as its comme'ercial policy.
We believe that it is the duty of those
wlo are dissatisfied wvitl tho views ennii-
ciated by tihe presenît adiîsinlistration to
state with suflicient precisiou the policy
tiat tlhey woulid adopt, if entrusted with
power at the next gencral election. Tie
tisne is net so distant wien the poople
will be appealed to tiat delay eau b
tolerated. If it b the case, as soems
far frioni improbable, that tise protection-
ists are unable ta concur in a policy tiat
will coinnand general approval, the soon-
or this is known tise better. The teri
protection conveys no definite meaning.
One set of tiinkers hold the opinion that
it is essontial te the prosperity of the Do.
iiiiion that it should encourage sucli

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although foreign goods may under a low
tariff systen, and in tines of Commercial
depression, be sold at rates consider'ably
below tleir ordinary value. It is clear
hoivever, that if protective duties are
really eficacious they w'ill net yield that
revenue ivhici is the main olject of the
imposition of custonis duties. We believe
that wine and spirits, tea, coffee, sugar,
tobacco, rice, spices, etc., ought to be sub-
jected te such rates of duty as will r'aise a
considerable amnount of the revenue. i
is a mistalce on the part of' the protection.
ists te object te what are strictly revenue
duties. It is, however, necessary te sup-
plement the revenue by duties on other
articles, and the policy of the protection-
ists should be simsply to demand a discri-
minating taiIfIY. There are certain arti-
cles iyhich Canada Cau ad vantageoisly
manufacture for ierself. Msr. Browni
when inegtiating at Washington, on the
subject of reciprocity, prepared a list of
such articles whicli lie proposed sshould be
admsitted duty free into Caiada and the
Uiited States recip-ocally. That listinay
not have been perfect, but it ias based on
a pritnciple. The manuf'eturcs were such
as could be economically produced in
Anerica, and it was considered desiraîble
that they slould be reciprocally adnitted
into the United States and Canada oi the
same ternis, Canada, although ulich the
younger manufacturinsg Country, being
villing that those ternis should be free
admission if the United States would con-
sent. Unenumnerated articles not iii that
class would remain subjected te such re-
venue duties as the requirements of the
publie miglit demand, We have every
reason te believe that Canadian msanutac-
turers would have taklen their chance of
free competition in the articles te whichi
ie have referred, but they claim that se
long as the United States refuse te reci-
procate with then on the termas of free
admission, we should adopt a tarilf simi-
lar to their's, with a proviso that the
Governor in Council should be authorized
te reduce or te abolish the duty on any
article in the list when the United States
should either reduce or abelislh the duty
on similar articles. This nay be called
retaliation, but it seems te us te be a
rational and truly liberal policy., and ee
especially suited for countrics cotermi-
nous te one another. It seenis te us a
mere delusioni te imagine that duties im-
poesed for the avowed abject of pronoting
the establishment of domestic muanufac-
turcs can be made available for revenue
purposes. The protectionists can only
accomplish their object by fighting the
battle on legitimate grounds. These, in

oui' opinion, arc free admission of all raw,
snaterials, including bi-eadcstufs and coal,
revenue dufies, and recip-ocity in the
admission of donestie manfactures with
the jnited States.

'The0 pro-
portion of this last year's imuport fromia tue
United States and Canada , was 8,905,139
lbs., costing $1,196,951 or ai average of
nearly 13 9-16 cents per lb.

iln addition ta thiis the quantities of

fresh mieats iiporited into Great Britain
fron the United States ias been, in 1875,
3,920,000 lbs., costing f469,246 ai' 'cry
nearly 12 cents per lb. In 1876 this had
increased ta 19,120,G40 lbs., costing $2.-
222,115 i aboit 11 5-8 pus' 1b.

These figures aie ohta ied fron good
autlority and, ais lookiisg insto the natter
froin a Scotch point of view', and the
Scotch are noted for that herd-leadcdsness
whici delights in faets and fitires, we find
themi substantially confirmed. Dii'iig
February of this year tie Arerican meat
imports et Glasgow, the principal .port of
Scotland, were 4,650 quarters fresl beef,
500 sheep, 2,440 tierces salted beef, 700
barrels toigtues and 20,500 cases of tinied.
(preserved) eats. li the previous
nonth of Jiiuary the fresi meat imssported
fioin the United States wa.s 3,728 quarters
and 620 sieep. The extracts already
givei show' tiat the demîaid is still ais
the increase at a later date.

Novw, ttsriiisg ta the narket prices of
live stock et a recent date at Chicago wve
ind $5.75 per' 100 lbs. quoted for extra
eloice and the average qiality about
$4.50 par 100 lbs., ai' 5'T and 4., cents per
lb. respectively.

Can there b any doubt that many o
these aiinals found their way ta the Eng.
lisi markets as Americai ineat, and that
the filet of' the increase ns clinqanitity and
comparative decrease in value showes that
wre have been contest wvith a loI price
because we iad not yet fouid the ays
and ii eans ai' disposing of thiemn in tih
best m 'ket? Hleveri displeasiig ta
our national pride suci a conclusion msay
be wa are forced ta adopt it. But it nseed
not remain su. Self-iisterest as wel as
pridle in our iitional progress alike prompt
us ta take adai tage oi everynssns et ou'
disposal to establishî a nsanIe ansd reputaetion
for Canadiiclian meaît antd cattle is England
us distiiguisled frons Assserican. Tiat iV
cani be doe ther is ino cloubt. That it
will b donle wre have fatiti enousgi in
Caiadiain enterprise and resources to
1 -piesy.

Those entering on this. trade nust not
forget that thera is serions conpetitioi ta
face, andi not onlîy froin Anericans. Aus-
tr-alia and Nev Zeialand n-ere first in the
field, sand lia 1872 they exported ta Great
Britain 34,244,700 lbs. of fresli inats pre-
served in tins, but this maximum has
gradually beconie diminislied ta 15,587,700
lbs. in 1876-that is, ta less thai half in
fonr years. This is no doubt attributable
ta defective qualiity and want of care in
selection and packiing. The greatest cave
in thsis respect is clearly ta the in ter-est of
Canladiai exporters. Ona or tro bad lots
at fi-st ould go far ta ruiin oui reputation
ils a mnarket.

'The trade is worth competing for and is
certain ta inîcrease, for it is a w'ell-koiain
fiat taIt ina popiulatinis sudcs as Ensglansd's,
w'hai-e the gi-eat mass o the people is of
the (so-called) n'orking cliss, a very sligit
reductioi ix the price of alny article of
general consims tion will largely- increase
the deiand. Thus if w'e are enabled by
iîsci'eised facilities for transport ta lessen
cost, assy sligit reduction of profit will be
compensated by the larger quantity con-
sumsed. As rents of farms and pî'ces of
labor in EJigland exist at prosent, it is a
pretty generally accepted fet, and one
suflicieustiy supp'orted by the records of
tise niarkets foi nany years past, tiat

meeat cannot be produced thera mider
7d.sterliingperlb. or about14ets.; so that
if prices falil below that, owing ta Anerican
or Cansadian coinpsjetition, a slight reduc-
tion of our exports w'ould sooi restore te
Englislh market to its normal condition
and enable us ta realize profits again.

Viti the iminense tract of territory and
rich pasture lands possessed by our Do'
minion, nso practical fariner will dispute
tiat cattle breeding, for anl extensive
market like England, en be nmade remun-
crative. That market cean be broughit
near to us andnade available by the ap.
pliiances for transportation now in use by
oui Aimerican nseigbbors. Thrara three
processes in lise by them for the transport
of fresh ineat. Onu is, by means or ice ta
keep the tempeiatuire as low as the freez'
ing point or oweri. A secoiuIl, hie ice ,ad
salt process, and the forcing of iceeold
wvater througi tubes placed near the
mlseat, is sonewliat miore ecoanomical of ice
and less costly. The thiird is the cool air
process, by wrliich a curent ai' ice-coldl air
is made ta circulate through the mneat
conpartentiu . This last is prefeirred by
niany, and w tr have it on good autiority
that " the GIuion Line has fivo vessels
fitted up for the purpose; tle National
Line has six ; the Inman Liine foui - the
White Star fiva ti Cunard two; the
Anchor two." Our Canadian steanship
lines will readily adapt tiemselves ta the
xvants of tiis catriyiig trade if suflicient
freighît il aoffered. Englanid wants supplies
offresi ineat, and is likely to require tlem
ta a still greater extent this suminer in
view of probable restictions that may
havea ta be imaposed on the importation of
live stock ta prvent the spread of tie
cattle plaguse. Now, tlserefor, is the timse
ta bring forvard the superior quality of
Canadien mseat prominently ý. thse notice
of British consumers. -Dy the courtesy Of
a large dealer lere we have seen recent
advices fron saine o bis English carres-
pondents which state that the best quality
of imeat only is wanted.

The permanence of this trade is placed
aliost beyond a doubt by tie considera-
tions already stated, but is furth er assured
ta uss by the establisied frac trade policy
of the Hone governmiuent. No restrictions
in tise lorin of protective duties wvili be
pliaced by Ensgland on the inportatian of
foreig ni cats. The bitter but salutary
experience of the orn lavs is not forgot.
ten, and vill pr'eventany atteimpt to ciecr,
by legislation, the food supply,-a course
wlich coild redounîd only to the enr'ich-
inent of the aliceady weaitly cliass of lauîd'
oanris. There is already saie agitatioi
produced by this new trade amsong Enk-
lish farmlers and stock breeders. At Ia
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recent meeting of the Cheshiie Chamber
of Agricultur-e the Iresident said, < the
breeding grounds and the corn produ.
eing grounds in Anericat were practi-
cally inexhaustible. le thought Lhey in
England were very inuch iii the position
in which the corns-growers were, after the
repeal of the corn-]aws." Another speak-
er thought tiat i the competition would
be niost severe and almost impossible to
resist the process by which the meat
ivas preserved ivas very inexponsive, the
supply to be drawn upon immense, and
there was every prospect of a large impor-
tation." The meeting wound up with
seme suggestions for amendments in the
conditions on which farms are loased to
tenants in England.

As regards the compeition of oui
American neiglbors, we believe we can
readily place ourselves on a. level wvith
tlhem, and perlaps surpass theim in the
general quality of cattle raised, as nuch
es some individual fancy stock breeders
in the Eastern Townships and the West
have already done. Tie provinces of Nova
Scotia and New Brunswick are also well
adapted, by clinate and rich pasture
grounds, for this purpose, and if the future
of this trade becones as promnising as wo
now forecast it to be, these naturel advan-
tages vill net long remain unused.

We would urge the claims of this trade
on the attention of those of our readers
whose knowledge and habits of life fit
them practically te judge of its merits alic
successfully to purste it. The capital re-
quiied can readily be found cither here or
in the old country. Without looking too
far into the distant future, we may fied,
ene of these days, one of our staple arti-
eles of export, lumber, largely decreased.
When the forests are denuded of valuable
timber, agriculture and cattle breeding
naturally succeed ;and now that a nalet
is found, these may be developed into
monetary proportions whicî will more
than equal it. Canada lias probably, et
present, toomany merchants. We do not
vant more. This new trade opens up a
career: for «he ambitious youti of our
country; il as healthful and remunerative
an employment of thoir faculties as nny
inerchant can hope te attain. With a
trade of su.sch dimensions as this beforie
them, the Canadian farmer cf the future
may soon rival the Igentlenan farmers "
of England and the Lothians No nobler
occupation could be founcl-healthful
alike to body and mind. The wealth ac-
quired by it, as well as the labor required
on it, ill give employnent net only to
those immediately engaged, but also te
our merchants, inporters andi manufactu-
rers. and tend to leàsen, :î'e trust, the

ionotonous cry of liard times" vhich
lias lately rung from end te end of the
Dominion. Let us direct our energies
into a channel that bids fair te removene
cause, viz., a lack of production of thoso
commodities wvanted by otherand wealtlh-
ier nations. If on renarks shall serve te
rouse a feeling of this kind, whicis will
develop itself into practidal results, ve
shall have obtained our reward.

LIFE INSURANCE RETURNS.
'lie advance sheets of the Commission-

ers' r-eploit of Life Insurarice ii Ciaaa foi'
]876 iidicate, in ai.rangement and coin
plotencss of detail, a considerablo in-
provenent over' that of 1875. Statistics
are dry recinii at the very best, and lie
who prepa-es themn in such e way as te
preclude the labor of grouping, whichs is
so necessary in naking comparisons, is
doserving of universal praise.

Iii a recent number roference wvas niado
te the business of Caniadiaii, Britisli and
Anierican coipan les coiparatively, shoiv-
ing thit Caiiadian institutions have net
only well leariied froin their Aierican
compctitors but have coneiderably im-
proved on tLheir teachers ; that ivlile the
latter slov fo'r the ycar a decrcase in
preniums of $114,223, a decrease in nev
policies of 835, and a dccrease in amount
at i·isk of $2,868,700, the foimes' shoiv an
increase in these items respectively Of
$61,287,-283, and $2,691,988. The follov-
ing table shows 'the result of business
operations foi' the yeai 1876:

INSUllANCE SALAIIES.

The testimeony given at Albany as t lce sala-
ries pid by tle great Ameriesn life insurance
companies certainly showed that tlhese arelarge
-fer too large they n ulcst seem Io most of lice

iîsured. But it is nlot these salaries to the oi-
cers whlih constitute tlhe chief evil of lice sys-
lemi s et iprsenît mccîeaged. Il is the great
cost of obtaining new busiiess by reason of
the agents' commissions. IL is reîîsoîîable te
expect that men competent to manage lie in-
vestiment of millions of dollars, and who have
lhe exrcitive ability te rci a vast corporation,
witli branches ail over the Union, should de-
iand and commcuîand large salaries, thougli socme

of those reported nt Albany scem excessive,
especially ivlici a perceitnge of tlhe profits is
added to a salary as higi as t$37,000. Still,
even this sufm miglt be better paid to an ener-
getic and completent mnn, wvhe imanaicged lie
busincess witlh exceptionail prudence, tian le
fers to thearny of solicitinîg ngents, which ili-
rectly ac d iargely inîcreaîse Ilce preiiiumci just
so long as the policy runs. But, un Oic t,
the chst of lice nchineery of life insuralnice is
far too grent. The trouble is that as the pre-
nilumccîs are put muchi higier than is necessary
lo ssfety witl ecoiomscical management there
is a iiidsonie margin for extravagance.

On
paying the Swansea Ilarbour Dues at the har-
bour office, iche master nas cearged boll Hir-
bour Dies on the register tonnage and on te
measîcrement of the deckload, as given by tueb
Board of Trade Surveyor. The Pilotage is also
collectcd at the sanie office, and thtis is aiso
charged for on both register tonnage and me-
surement of deckload, as naicncl above. Objec-
lion was made to paying Pilotage on deck-
ond mensurement of cargo, believing it to be

an illegal chcarge ; but eventually hee had
Io pcy it in order to obtain the ship's clear-
ance. IL seeims thet the Ilarbotir Dues nid ·tue
Pilotage are assessel on the cegister tocnage
and as the tonnage of the space occupied by
deck cargo is addedu ta and forits irt of the
register, the Authorities are justilied in ciiargincg
durs on the same. Sectioni 23 of the Merchanit
Shippiîg Act, 1876, 'says, " All dues ,payable
on the ship's tonnage shall be payable as if they
(the deck spaces) were added to tue ship's re-
gistered tonnage.

A FASTFnlEGlIT-TitAi.-Tie train of twenty
honded freight-cars whili sharted from Sai
Francisco on Marci 20, to beat any freighit-timîce
hitherto made across lice continent, arrived in
Jersey City at 6 o'clock on the evening of
March 30,-having made the journey in ten
days.

Every aniend-
ment te the bill now under investigation, if it
appears hostile to the companlies, is fortiwith
adopted. One of the amendmients adopted will
conmpîel ic comepanies to moake ail tleir lans
on propcrty in New York State worth double
hie loan, or else te invest thcir funds in United
State bonds, or bonds of New York State, or of
any municipality in lie State, in no case at
more than their actual market value, and, ex-
cepting United States bonds, benring a rate of
intcrestnot less than5 per cent. It is vell
enouîgl for tlie Legislature to regulate the ex-
penditures and management of ic complinies.
Tlhcir owc evidence' shows low necessary thtis
is, but sonething more is needdl for Ie fuill i
protection of the policy-liolders. It lias been
suggested that the nost imiportant measure
that could b takeun ivould be to requliretie
companies te indorse ipon cacli policy, at
the tinie of issuing it, anu cquitable surrender,
value for each year. In ibis ail hie other
needed reforms in accounits, management, and
fair-dealiiig are involved.

INîsoANc E DEcsiox.-The Supreme Coîtrt of
the State of Iova, at its recent session, rendered
a decision which is very important to mnsuranco
comlpanies as well aso , licy-holders, relatin g
to the liability of principals for the cets of
agents. Joseph' Warner, of Chicago, directed
an insuranc-agecy .to make out a policy of
insurance on a gram-warehonse, but said hea
could not pay the premium just at that time.
The agent telied thait the rules of his coin-
pames required prepayient, and prohibited
ageits fromu waiving the rIuleexcepsitn writing.
T'is was not done, and the agent made a policy
in ftic Hartford Insurance Company, and
subsequently informed Warner that hue had
made a policy, but did not state what company
it was in, nor did Mr. Warner kno, until his
mvarehouse burned, vhich was soon after. Mlr.
Warner had not paid the premnnlt ai the time
of the fire, nor did he afterward pay it ; neither
was the loss reported [o the company. Action
tas Irouglit to recover on the policy. The
Court held thaI the .proviso in the poicy,
giving lie agent: poiver to waive the rate' in
writing, implied a poier to do so erbally, and
li company were therefore iable for the acts
of tei agent.

THE PRODUCTION OF AMERICAN PIG
IRION.

The annnal report of tlie Ancrican Iron and
Steel Association contains carefully prepared
tables showiig the proiiction of pig ron il
this coln lry last year. From ftle report me
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gla, tlie followinig fact, ivhh ill be forndl
of interest to the trtte. They aie careful
eesiiates, aend wili no vary inateriailly froms
lthe actual results of the year's work : The
etitre product .of thte country for 1375 n'as
2,266,581 tois. For 1876 litera was considera-
ble decrease, ite product being but 2,050,000
tons. The falling off was a general one
outside of Pennsylvaia. Newx' Entgilnd pro-
daced but 18,000 tons, one-ialf the product of
the previois year. Iin Newv York there .was a
falliiig off of onie-third, and mii Ohio nearly tai
per, cent., and the lichigan product declined
nearly ohle-fourthl. Virginia produced but 6,000
toits, against 30,000 tons in 1875, and Nev
Jersey decreased lier products one-iIf. Only
five States inlcrensed tlcir product, Penti-
sylvania, whici added to lier 960,884 tons of
1875, isitkintg il 989,000 inl 1876, alnosit ialf of
lite entire prodluct of Ile nation ; Abibamea tnd
Terie, West Virgiea Missouri ant Illinois lso
iltrcasatl Ilichr ptrodti onoi. Ohio rttks ssexî 10
lPeitisylvaniiitl in this industry, turning oet 383,-
000 toits this year. 1. will be interesting t
note fth consuiuption of iron last yeai, lis
connlection with its manutfacl Lire, as shoins
by tie estimates of the stocks on hand
Deceimber 31, 1875, and Deceiber 31,
1876. On the first inimed daté lie stock on
iand was 760,908 tots, and at the close of 1870
but, 60,000 toits. Except W'est Virginia, whose
stock showed a ml ease of but L 600 tots,
Peiinsylvaiiia is tlie oily State whitch has isot

This is at improved
onttlook, aiid encourages producers of pig iron
to look more hiope'ully for the "gond time
comittg."-lx.

Tie New- York correspondent of a western
Journal writes s t follovs resptecting heastvy
salaries :-Take a walk with me anty day in the
centres of the financial, inîsurance, commerciale
and manufacturing interests, and I could poitîl
out a score or two of mons hose salaries are
over $50,000, iaiy more who receive over S2 0-
000 ptr year, and litundreds whose incomse fromt
saItry alone ruins frott $5,000 to $20,000. Not
by anîy mteans does the reminheration depend
upon educational advantages. On tli contrary,
sotte of the iighest--pricedl oflicials tire self-taade
ml'en' with gootd conimon,ît cart-liorse sense."
Away up town is the Superinteinident of a large
sugtr-retinery.whiose salary is $50,000 per year.
Many years ago lie came liera a poor German
sugar-retiner, and wsorkedl for day's wages. le
as fertile in genius, exterinsiented a great deal,

and made valiable discoveries in the refinery
process. He -as rapidly pronioted in salary
and position, aud, wlen lie received aind was
about to accept a saiary of $25,000 froim t rival
relinery lie wis ol'ered $50,000 to remain. Ini
the brewery iterests i recall persons vhose
salaries rui away tus into the thousands. Two
manoagers of' large breeivries in titis city aend
neigliborhood tire paid $25,000 oacae five ae
paid S15,000 onch, and· seven rece-ive $10,000
per yeir. Many. of our railroad oflicials receive
princel alaries. Jeweclt, Receiver of the Erie,
gets, 550,000; Toucey, Superinteident of the
New York Central & Budson River itailroatd, it
is said, receiVes $20,000 ; the Generai Matiiger
of the Pnnsyinia Railroad ils credited waith re-
ceiving $75,000; the " tend mat " of the New
York & Boston is paid $35 000, w-hile faew Gen-
riti Managers of' leadeing litelnru rotends receive
less than $l20,000. The batnk Presidents receive
eiormous s'ans. At least six recoive 550,000
per year eaci ; nine range fromt $25 000 to $30,-
000, and t number get front $10,000 to 15,000.

The same is tra of the stIamslipl interests, a
large iimîber of th liger ollicials pocketing al
the way froi $10,000 to $30,000 per year for ltheir
services to the corporations they res. Life
and lire insurance furnishtes a field for great ex-
pectations on the part of those whio aspire to be-
cote Presidents tend Secretaries of cotipanies.
The Comsuipanieshavealwaysbbeenshy ofexposing
the sums paid their chief ollicials. Fortunately
our Legislattire took the imatter into coisiierte-
tion, tend forcedl the leadin Coipaiies to give
the information desired. hlighteen companies
responded very reluctantly. Three Presidents
received $30,000 or over per year, tihree $15 000
or ovar, three 12,000 naît tie balance run ?roi
53,000 to 511,807. Mr. Iiyde, of the EqtiUtbli
Life, hias had a "rich placer" since 1859, wlien
fie begant at $1,000. In tlia ptast eightoeeo years
lie bas received 5185,005.
