CUSTONS AFFAlRS.

A former finance minister is credited
with the saying that "To tax and to
please, as to love and to be wise, is given

unto no inan." Whatever of truth there
be in the simile, there can be no doubt of
the predicate. The recent custoins seizures
and examinations have aroused in many

places, tolerant of if not friendly to the

government of tie day, a feeling of antag-
onisi not likely to be allayed for somae
time, and yet according to authority it
w'ould seeml that w have not approached
the beginning of the end, whatever of

diminished zeal is perceptible in responsi-
ble quarters. A gentlemen in a position to
Ihazard a guess " does not hesitate to give
it as his opinion that fully one-third of the
importations ta Canada escape vithout
paying duty ;n whole or Il part. This is
surely a sad state of things, not only for
the departmental revenue, bat for the
great majority of importers who seek no
evasion of the law, or who scorn to descend

to the dishonest niethods of the snuggler,
and consequently find it dillicult if not fi-
possible li some cases to compote with

their neighbors. Too much attention bas

been directed of late to Montreal as the
centre of such infractions of the statute,
altbough it is tolerably weil known that
our importers have fewer opportunities il
this respect, and are doubtless also as little
inclined to such nefarious practices as
their comapetitors in other ports of cntry.
The reasons of this are obvious: The
abundant capital at the comimand of large
h:iuses enables themi to buy ta better ad-
vantage, and with a choice of customers
are subject to fewer losses; these contra-
advantages not unfrequently imnpel coi-
peting houses to resort to ultra mlcans
in order to mnaintain trade, and heiji
the temaptation to evade the duties; al-
thougli it ntist ba confessed that the rulu
is not always without its exceptions.
Another reason is found in the generally
superior skill of appraisers in large ports of
entry like Montreal, and the difliculy,
whatever the inclination, of any collusion
among so many emîployes.

There is, on the otber hand, perhaps, a
sliglit disadvantage in the larger ports,
arising fron the great aniber of packages
entered and awaiting exanination. A
member of a firm is in haste fo supply a
custonier who, lie says, has been clainoring
for his goods for some days, and begs as a
favor to be allowed to renove one out of
say ten or twelve cases, alleging that as
they are all alike the appraiser can open
anîy onle of the remaining numaber, his
oflice being to examine one in every ten.
The package removed is recognized by a
nunber, and may contain articles calling
for a imuch lhigher rate or anount of duty.
],eople of known repute, whbo let all men
know how good they are, would usually
have little difliculty in thus securing such
packages, and with suitable invoices the
aflidavit is naturally deemed sullicient.
One of the reforis proposed by the depart-
ment is to have ail packages opened and
examilned, a change which will render
necessary a largely increased stafi, and
inore space than is at present available.

Some little discontent prevails amaong
respectable importers at the distinctive
favor bestowed upon Montreal in the mat-
ter of the special service ; iot because of
any objection to the service as such, but
for the reason that other large ports are
not similarly guarded. It is indeed inti-
umated that tle chief oilicers or collectors
elsewhere will not submnit to any such sur-
veillance: perhaps because of the division
of fines or profits. But who can divine
their motives? At ail avents lonest im
porters, however they may question the
justice or wisdom or naking certain classes
of goods not miuanufactured-or indiflerntily
so-in this country contribute dispropor
tionately towards the revenue, ask 0n13
for au equitable distribution of the burthen
and for such fair protection against illegit
imate competition as the law provides. I

wvill doubtless be the endeavor of the Gov-
ernument at au early day to devise means
for mîodi fying imany ofsthe vexatious foraim-
alities by which umerchants are iampered
in thîir daily business iuitercourse with
the custons nachinery, and it is to be
hioped thuit less friction with more eli-
eiency and more revenue mîay lead us to
hope for an occasional reduction ralier
tlian to apprehend further advances in cor-
tain itens of the tarifT.

A COMMERCIAL CONGRESS.

The Colonial and Indiaîn Exhibition hids
fair to do at least one good work fori Enig-
land and her Colonies and dependencies,
in tie opporlunity it afibrds for holding a
Cungress of Eritisti and Colonial Chambers
of Coimrce in London, an opportunity
which promises to be made the nost of.
The organization of the Congress is in the
hands of the London Chiaiber of Coin-
tuerce, and the committee are promised
the support of the various bodies in Aus-
tralasia, China, India, the Cape, the South
Anerican Colonies, and indeed of ail the
leading English communities, including
our own Board of Trade. That a great
work might be donc by such a Coiigress is
clear. That there are maniy difficulties,
born partly of the shifting character of the
represcntation of thse bodies available
froin timtie to time for the various meetings,
is also clear. But it is to bc hoped that
these will not be allowed to interfere witli
the doing of such work as can bc done.

Tiie programme prepared by the corn-
imittee is a flil ole. The subject of Imape-
rial Federation, discussed at large on so
nany theoretical and sentimental grounds
will be- reviewed by practical men, with
the best possible chance of a practical
scleie being outlined if such a scienie is
ta be found. Emigration, postal reforn,
and the silver question arc leading sub-
jects aisn, but perhaps the mîost thorou~ghly
practical question is that of Codification
and Assimilation of the comimiercial law of
the Empire. The law of bills of exciange,
bills of lading, and other kindred subjects
ail'ecting property and riglits to property
whicl passes freely froi uinder one juris-
diction to another, should be unifori
throughout the Empire, and if the Con-
gress leads, as is loped, to the establisu
ment of a permanent committee charged
wvith the promotion of thils importan
matter, good cannot fail to come out of it i
he commuittee have secured ta open thit

subject, Professor Leone Levi, than whom
no one is botter able to do justice to if
1-le is thoroughly famiuliar with the con
imercial codes in use in Europe, which l
las made his special study.

The codification of the law of England
even of a single class of subjects, is

t course a gigantic undertaking, neverthe
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less a beginning lias been made. The
English "fBills of Exchiange Act" is simply
a codification of existing laws, and it has
muet witl so Warn a welcome that it seceis
impossible other subjects should niot in
turn bc treated in like mtanner. The
English legislature, however, like our own,
eau fibd more timie to vrangle over politi-
cal questions than to provide lie lgis-
lation necessary for the w'ell-being of the
great,business interests of the country-
and law reform is always ane of the hard-
est things to interest legislators in.

We in Caiada are not much botter ail'
in this respect than our brethren in the
inother land. Our )aw in coinniercial
matters has been anended and re-amend-
ed, tilI a search througli a do'en books is
necessary to reach ail tie statutory enact-
ments, and althouîgh codification (so-called)
is going on, it is not on the lines of the
truc codes. Tiese lay down the principles,
one by one, in logical order, as abstract
propositions; but our codification is simply
a reprinting of the various statutes lin fuli.
leaving out the repealed portions, without
much attempt at a logical arrangement of
the sections, and with no atteipt to make
good anîy deficiencies.

It is a pity tbat the time and money
spent on this should not be expended to
botter aKect, in putting sone portion et
least of our commuerci~at law on the saine
footing as the law regarding bills of ex-
change in England.

THE EXTRADITION CLAUSE.

The news that the British Government
have, after negotiating at intervals for
some years past, at last submitted to the
United States authorities a draft of the
amendments and additions ta the existing
extradition clauses of the treat.y of 1842, to
whici they are willing ta agree, will ba
heard with much satisfaction by coimmer-
cial men on both sides of the line.

An erroneous impression appears.to have
sprung up îamong our Amnerican cousins'
that the new additions would bc princi-
pally levelled at the dynanite element,
and would bc of a political character, but a
careful perusal of the draft shows that al-
though the last provision allowing the ex-
tradition of parties found guilty of mail-
clous destruction of property, endangering
the lives of others, undoubtedly covers the

t crimes ai which dyuîamiters and socialists
are gailty, it speciflcaily exempts froua cx-

stradition persoins wbo ]lave Peeui colîvicfed
af nierely politicai ofl'encos.

is gool autthority for flic reinark that
ibuliks Io ilot need apitail «us capital at ail,
but incily fo give tleim the reputation
(ils well as flic substance) of wealth; and
tiat Shareholers' Capital is toc expensive
a matial iii te be lending to t lie customers
too freoly.

,C noto a substantial intciase in flic
detosits', and a more than corresponding

increase in the available securities, a largo
amount having been put- into Dominion
bonds aind similür sécurities;' The bañV'
holds nearly the whole of its Rest in'this
shape, a policy the adopting d' which we
have on other occasions stronglycïirged
and approved.

The loans of the bank arc also increased
since last year, and overduie bills are down
to a very fine point. TIhe 'ý>rmiûdíon lthe
new capital issued ($40,000) and the sur-
plus profits for the year have brought the
rest up to the substantil suin of $300,000,
equal to thirty per cent on the capital.

Ii those and otier respects the state-
ment shows a moderate but very whole-
sone growth, which is at once the sign
and the canmý of ultimuate success.

AT HOME AND ABROAD.

Our financial record kr the week is a
quiet one, as might b predicated frot the
season of the year. Money is neitier more
nor less plentiftil, and rates are unchanged.
Sterling rates have falleni in syîmpathy with
the New York market, and we appear at
last to have reached the period of low rates,
or ai any rate to be on the edge of it.

H larvest ing has boguti in mnany parts of
fie country, hay of course everywliere, but
wheat is belng cut at nu1111y places in Onta-
rio. So far as heard fron, the crops are
proving equal to the expectations foried.
'Tlic freqiuiet rains have caused soe loss
and injury in respect of the hay, but other
crops have been uiticli benefitted thereby.
'lie reports fron the North-west are con-
flicting, but tliis mnuch is clear, that al-
thougli tue bright prospects of a month or
so ago cannot now be reaiizod as a vhole,
or very en erally throufglout the country,
yet a very good crop is almost sure to bo
rcaped ; such a crop as in ordinary seasons
would be regarded as satisfactory.

Taking the country as a whole, il is
thougiht that the yield of wheat will lie be-
low the average, and the sane nay lo
said of the United States aIso. What die
eflfect of tliis on prices mnay be lepends now
on fåcts independent of crops in Ainerica
the prospect of full supplies from other
points, the quality of the English harvests,
&c. ; as to ail these it would be beyond our
province to specuilate.

lit Newi York mnoney is also easy, and
the surplus reserves or the Associated
Blianks show an increaso of unimportant
amount. But some deiiand is looked f'or
fromo the Sonthi and West for the handting
of thge crops, which may produce some ef-
fect on the market.

The sensation of the week in financial
circles is the resolution aclopted by he
Holuse of Representatives instructing the
Secretary of the Troasury to cal] bonde in
sums of net less than $10,000,000 per month
for all moneys in iis hands in excess of
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100,000,000 at any time. As the Treasury
at presQnt holds $96,000,000 in silver dollars
on its owi account, and its holdings are
certain to increase, as further coinage goes
on every nonth, it must inevitably follow,
if the resolution becone law, that the
gold and legal tender reserves will be with-
draîwn and the Treasury brought to a
silver basis, or that the Treasury will pay
the bonds in silver. In either case ihe si]-
ver trouble will come at once to a climax ;
and ai premiun on gold would seem to h
inevitable. It is te h loped that the good
sense of the people will inake itself felt
against this niost serious and injurions
step, aud that if the iatter gels so far as
to rcceive the President's veto (which is a
foregone conclusion should tle bill founded
on the resolition pass) the veto will be
sustaincd. But the effect of this n ew un-
certainty il currency iatters on gencral
business is sure to be considerable.

We mentioned recently the successful is-
sue of a loan by the City of New York. We
mîîight add, as bcaring on the sane point of
hie low value reached by moniey, that the
-tate of Ohio bas borrowed $3,000,000 for
10 years at 2,73 per cent. U. S. 4 per cents
at present prices pay 2.45 per cent., and
IÀs onlly 2.15 per cent. The 3 per cents,

which are redeemable at the option of the
United States, are about at par. There is,

however, asomnewhat fictitious value given
to the longer bonds, by the fact that they
are in great demand by the National Banks
to bie deposited as security for their circu-
lation. We call this fictitious because it
arizes from a cause apart from the ordinary
iHe.st ment dcinand; but a good argument
in favor of the National banking system
may be found in the fact, that the country
gets tlie benefit of the circulation in a very
true and direct sense.

The news that an addition to the reci-
prîcity treaty between Great Britain and
the United, States lias ben agreed on,
making it cover, in addition to the present
extraditable offences, larceny, enbezzle-
ment, burglary and some other crimes,
will bc roceived with satisfaction by every
linest aila on both sides of the line. We
deal vith the nev agreement in another

'hann, and trust it may soon becone law.
There is no reason whatever why countries
shoild shieldl te fugitive subjects of other
ialtiois wiei they have been guilty of
acls which ail agree in considering crii i-
nal.

Except in political matters our news
froi Enghmind is very slonder. Business
siws little signs of improvemnent, nor is it
ta be expected until the political atnos-
phere bas been cleared.

ENSILAGE.
le continued developenent of the

Caiadian export trade in cattle makes
the ensilage system well worth the most

serions attention and painstaking research.
The Germans have for a long time em-
ployed methods of siloing their green
fodder and the merits of such feed for
farmn stock have bRen the subject of recent
investigation in Great Britain. In Canada,
several good agricultural authorities are
firm believers in the beunefits to be derived
froma the improved iethods now intro-
duced, though the initial experimients at
tle Ontario Agricultural College were not
altogether successful. It muist be stated,
however, that subsequent efforts both in
Ontario and Quebec have not lacked satis-
factory results.

The primitive plan was imerely to hcap
the mnaterial uîponî the grounîd or into
sliallow tronches, covering with dirt, in
the saine way that potatoes and turnips
aire pitted, but during the last docade in-
creased attention lias been given to the
subject, in ail countries, and the losses
that arose from unskilful efforts need rare-
ly be encounîtered. A great deal lias been
said for and against the use of ensilage as
feed and we are therefore pleased to place
on record some remnarks from the final
report of the English Ensilage Commission.
In a preliminary report they expressed the
opinion that the system of storing undried
green fodder crops was a valuable auxili-
ary te fari practice, and the comnis-
sioiers now observe, in conclusion : As in
fhe case of all important inovations it is
not surprising that the introduction of the
system of. ensilage inîto this country lias
been met by a considerable amount of
prejudice and inîcredulity. During tI e
progress of our inquiry we have endeavor-
ed amply te discont all exaggerated esti-
mates of its nerits. After snmming up
the mass of evidonce which lias reached.
us, we can without hesitation aflirui that
it lias been abundantly and conclusively
proved to our satisfaction that his systen
of preserving green fodder crops promises
great advantages to the practical farmer,
and if carried out withl a reasonable
amnouit of care and efliciency should not
only provide hm witlh the means of in-
suring himself to a great extent against
unfavorable seasons, and of materially im-
proving the quantity and quality of his
dairy produce, but should also enable him
to iicrease appreciably the nuiumber of live
stock that can be profitably kept upn aîny
given acreage, whether of pasture or arable
land, and proportionately the amount of
mîîanure available to fertilize it.

This is important testinony, and losses
whicli have been made in somîe instances,
through inexperience, will we trust net
-discourage further attempts, It lias been
established that wien corn or' other vege-
table matter is eut up and put into a silo,
it is essential for its preservation that the
air should be eliminated froin it before it
bas leated or set up fermentation. The

less air retained the less the chances for
fermentation and the more perfectly it
wvill be preserved ini aâweet and whole-
some condition for food, the chemical
changes that are produced in the ensilage
being always hi proportioi to the air re-
tained in the silo. This is the great
trouble. If ensilage can be kept sweet
there is not doubt of its merits as food,
but when ail the fctive fermentation iakes
place not onfly is.ensilage useless, but ab-
sîilutely injurious to stock. In consequence
of ignorance in the construction of the
silo and the subsequent manipulation,
pitrefaction lias set in, and discouraged
the exberimnenter in many instances, and
famers should only make a smnall quantity
until they have thorouglly niastered all
the details of the process.

The experiments recently condncted at
the Massachusetts Agricultural College,
have shown that a balloon fraie of scant-
ling, of suitable size, covered on the out-
side with matched boards, and lined on
the inside with two thicknesses of one-incli
matched boards, with a layer of tarred
paper betweei them, thus securinga par-
tially air-tiglt enclosure, surrounded by a
dead-air space as a protection against frost,
is tho best and cleapest fori of construc-
tion. If the boards and timbers are satur-
ated with lot coal-tar, which cau readily
be done with trifling expenso and little
labor, the duration of the silo will be very
mlîuch increased. Silos are in these re-
spects similir to ice-houses, their useful-
uness does not increase witli the ratio of
their cost. 'T'le introduction of this or
any otier method'is dependait largcly on
the outlay required and as lhis is not
necessarily great, farmers even of mnoder-
ate ncans can well afflord to makie the
necessary tests.

DIRSS FABRICS.

The present season has witiessed tlhe
introduction of more novelties in dress
fabrics than any of its predecessors, every
difflerent line of goods oflered is shown in
a variety of styles and patterns nover
before thouglt of, while the amouit of
dress fabrics in the market far exceeds
that of any previeus season. The natural
result is that almost any fabric may be
fashionably worn, even if it be not alto-
gether in the heiglt of the vogue, and
consequently every style of toilet fron
prints, cheeseclotls and batistes to the
nost expensi ve of silk canvas, and velvets
have their vearers. Another peculiarity
of this season is that both extremîely éostly
and extremely cheap goods are equally in
demand and thus though expensive toilets
are plenty, this nay be said to be a poor
wonan's season, so far, at all events, as
summer toilets are concerned.

White wool dresses seem tò be ithe
favojite of the soason for seaside wear,
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they arc imade of all materials fron the
siiplest flaniliels li) to expenlsive Englisi
cloth s and serges, bison cloithi, calivas of'
ail kinis and tie pretty arnure and crape
veilings which are now takiig thc place of
lili's veiling. Tailor mnado tresses also
rftaii their loid, buit a iew departure has
beecnaile llias late in the scasol and
falrlics sloiwinig hlair flnes of all wool,
black and wliite, blule, or brown, or green
and whlite, are nwthe favorite fior tis
stylo of dress aill h iave replaced the striped
adl cliecked fabries previously worn. This
fair flne iîaterial is Iorty-five iches wide,
lias a wiry twist thlat, repels the dust,
altughI ite albri iS soft aind Ileasani t
to wcar, aid costs froii $1 to -j .25 per
yardI aI rietail. Anioth er sensible inOnova-
tion Iir ise witl thiese woollen dresses is
tlhe war of iinderskirts inade of percale
or caniihric oxactly IItiicIhiig le dress in
color, and diliiiy imado, in place of the

regulation white undershir. They usually
imatci i resses of gray, bne brown'î or ecrîî
aid arlo a decided convenience wihen tra-

velling, or for garden or lawn tennis parties
where .he deliautle white skirts wold bo
discolored by tie grass aloisü.t imme-
diatoly.

THIE COMMERCIAL BANK OF NEW-
FOUNDLAND.

Geographically and commercially, if net

politically,' Newfouiidland is as much part
of our Dominion as any of the other Mari-
time Provinces, and the affairs of the
island comuicnity must be of interest to
us. We therefore publish elewhere the
annual bialaice-slieet of tlie Commercial
Baink of Newfoniiland, as furnisled iii a
circular from the manager of the insti-
tution. Owing te the fori li which it is
Made up it is diflicult te estimate the
position of the Baik with regard to its
available cash reserves, since the balances
in the liands of its agents are lumped in
with Bills Discounted uînd similar Assets.
The cash oi liand would seema but liglt to
those accustomed to our inethods, being
less than 5 per cent on the circulation and
deposits. Such close-sailing is only pos-
sible wliere business is in very safe and
stable channels, but these are character-
istic of the course of business in the Island.
It will be notod thaït the Bank's circulation
is sliglitly in excess of the paid-up capital,
while the deposits are nearly four times as
great. This is far more like the p.roper pro-
portion than the inoder&te figures shown
by our own batnks, and on this basis a
geood banking profit can be made.

Tie conlinued use of pounds, shillings
and pence is a decided anomaly on this
halif the continent, but one which time and
growth will inake it hardEr and harder to
change.

ThiE SATURDAY IIALF-IOLIDAY.

A nongst other things which our neigh-
bors to the south envy, or ait ainy rate
shoul envy, is the wholesome way in
wlich, as a people, we enjoy Our occasional
holidays IT is indeed frequently alleged
that the English " take their pleasures sad-
IV ;" but even if tiis were true, it is better
to take a holiday half-heartedly than not
take ut at all. Oui' Amuericain brothern who
have not got beyond the influence of' the
stern and unbendig puritanical spirit that
r'egarded a,1 pleasures as temptations of
the Evil onle, including kissing, wedding
rings and oller little things, seem to have
ingraiied in theim a love of labor for labor's
sake tliat nothing can entirely eradicate.
Porhaps the Most striking recent illusira-
tion of this is the spirit in whicl ihie
proposition to adopt the fashion of a
bantk ialf-holiday oi Saturday in New
York wais received. There were plenty
of people, iicludinîg, of course, the youînger
incmmbers of the banking fraternity, who
approved, but froin a great mnîajority oh-
jections of all sorts poured forth. Those
of more gruiging disposition alleged that
baink clerks ahad short enough hours any-
way, and did not need any special con-
sideration, forgetful of the fact that the
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banks are as it were the flgure-beads of
the commercial business community, and
that their closing would lead to the closing
of iany other houses as well. Others al-
leged that to concentrate the business
of the day into the bours preceding one
o'clock w'ould inevitably lead to a dead-
lock in a most important part of the machi-
nery of commerce. Tiese had more reason
on their side than would appear on the
surface to a Canadian, since in the United
States all bills which fall due on holidays
are payable on the preceding day, so that
Saturday always lias a double share of
those unpleasant reminders of the flight of
of time.

Recognizing this, another lot of writers
reconuended that Saturday should be a
dies non, that all bills falling due on Satur-
day and Sunday should be payable only
on Monday, but this lieroie remedy for lie
difliculty pleased only a few. The dissus-
sion ended in nothing being donc, as far as
any necessary legislation is conceried, but
the Clearing House banks in New York,
which include among their number ail
the important banks in the city, iesolved
to try as an experimont closing at 1 o'clock
on tie Saturdays throughout this summler,

-as far as it may be found practicable, aid
pledged theimselves to shape their business
so as to carry it out regularly if it could

possibly be done. We need scarcely say
thaït we have io fear of the result.

We thiik, however, that our neighbors
should follow the Canadian example in
Otier things whicl go to moake this Satur-
day half-day no obstacle to business, but;
flic reverse. The law whicl makes bills
falling due on holidays payable on the next
legal day is one of the things whiclh lielps
in this conction. The Saturday lias to
bear only its own ills, and not those of
Sunîday as well. Tiere is no injustice
donc to any one by this, any more than
there is by the conventional thrce days'

grace. Then, if necessary, thcy should
obtain legislation recogiizing the hours of
closing, and making lawful presentmrient
for protest after oee o'clock Saturday.

Except in country places, whlere locl
requirements have led to a Wcdnesday
early closing novemient iistead of Satur-
day, the custom of taking the last lalf-day
of the working portion of the w«eck for re-
creationî lias bcen a good thing formany
people besides bark clerks. Those who
have the privilege of enjoyiing it, a privi-
lege which we are gliad te sec spreading
every ycar, must be more fit for the duties
and the re-creation of the groat Day of Rest,
and a hundred-fold more fit to take up the
burden f the work-a-day world again on
lIonday.

Ve wish all our readers many such holi-
days this pleasant sumnmer weather, and
much rational and healtl-giving enjoy-
ment therein.

Further on hie says : The Eng-
lish dairymen arc iheiad of us in somne respects,
viz.: in skhill in feeding and lia linisbanding
manaures. Tlcy fced very ecooicaly. If
our dairymnca would econloi'izes w11ell, they

could get rici and mîake their faruas grow' rich
at fle saime tine. lia the way of daIiry stock,
and in the lmanufacture of butter and cheese,
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tihey are not up to ouir best experts, anîd I
siall have very little to bring home tat will
ie useftil or irpressi' if hnt line.

'liu atnnîoiicomenitt froin Glasgow flnt iftter
a longitd practical test by one of tle larg
steamslip lnes of Glasgow, lie ise Ofet' tro-
lein as il fuel iad been aban¯doned on tlie
grouiind of ils far higier cost ihai ~coal in pro-
portion to ils steain raising povers, lias pro-
diced an uncomfortable impression on 'lte
imîany mtîanufacturers of petrolemiit fuel nils in
tiis country. The inanagers of lte Laird line,

and to cnrry thits to peufection by politeniess,
courtesy aid pleasanitnless in conjunî'tion
with friendslip, tobe enlabled to maike friends
iid thon retain tlien. Feirm'tuness and decision

are also required to politely refuse credit to
tlose to wlioiii credit should net b given. It

is always more pleiasiit to a Customer te bu
promptly liet in a piensait iid polite way 1On
entering a s.tore than to e met with coldiess
and lack of courtesy. Catiintisncss should
be uised to sec tliat only anxiety eiough is

sliowi to please and satisfy, as too uciîeh
atixiety treites IL shîapicionî ini the mind of the
cistoier tiat t.e dealer is seeking only his

own benefit. If a cuistoner persists in buying
a sloe wlicl tlie dealer Uknows wil not give

tle coufort or satistction in lthe fit or quîality,
ieccssiary lui tle occupation in whîic lie in-
tends wearing tlieii, future ittnck ca be
guarded against by the expression of such
opinion and that a better can be supplied.

efore ail custoiners and uînder aili circum-
stances pleasaintiess anid ia even teiper
should be assuined and argiuiients avoided,
even thougli satisfied thiat the eustomîîer is
wrong.
