Lord Minto said " No man can rise to faine ln a
narrow groove." Thon, whon irging Canadian artiste to ho
national ln their works, as were the great Italian, Spanish,
F lemis, Frencli and Englieh masters, ho said : "It is a terrible
thing to ho a more copylst-to paint without a soul." Although
ho disclaimed being an art critie, Ris Excellency made some re-
marks on artiste and art whlch showed a warm appreciation of
those engaged in tlis profession and a thorougli knowledge of
what is noeded for success.

-By the burning of the M. Langmuir Manufacturing Co'.
trunk works In Toronto on the 7th instant a total loss of some
$80,000 la shown. Over 275 employes are also temporariily out
of work. The Langmuir Co.'e loss le about $40,000. Damage to
building, $10,000; stock and nachinery, $80,000. Total insur-
ance carried $60,000; divided between the Northern, Lancashire,
Royal, Queen, Norwich Union, Caledonian, North Amerîca,
Scottish Union, Commercial Union, London Assurance, Mercan-
tile, Phoenix, of Hartford, Phoenix, of ßrooklyn and Imperial.

-Tims city lias been doprived of one of its well known and
highly respected citizens by the death of Mr. John Magor. De-
coased was born in Devonshire, England, in 1835. In, or near,
1850i he came out to Newfoundland, and lu 1862 movedto Quebeo,
wlere ie was ongaged by Messrs. James Rose & Co., sbhipping
and commission agents. Ie renoved te Montroal and joined
the ilrm of iames Lord & Co. lu 1889 he establiahed the firm
of Magor Bros. & Co., which in 1891 became John Magor & Son,
For mnany years he was Vice Consul for Brazil, and occupied the
honourable position of President of the Montreal Board of Trade.
Mr. Magor loft a highly honourable record and his deinise
causod widespread regret lu our business circles, where he was
much respected.

-A BliL je before the British Parliament enlarging the privi-
loges of colonial lawyers in the Suprene Court of the old coun-
try. Another ls intended te compel those who have received a
degree from some source outside the United Kingdom, te state
what that source was when making use of the degree in a public
nanner. Any B.A. of McGill for instance, would have to sign
his name, John Jones, B.A.; MoGill College, Canada. The abuse
at which this Bill le levied does not exist in Canada, except in re-
gard to the title indicated by D.D., as a paes degree of B.A. or
MA. fromn a Canadian University implies equal scholarship to. an
ordinary one froi a University in the United Kingdom. The
doctor of divinity degree is given by American colleges as a
more compliment, without any examination, _or proof of the reci-
pient being a scliolar ln any true sense. The use of such a de-
gree is most unfair to those entitled te it by their learning.

-Ount Cornwall correspondent writes :-J. H. S. Parke bas
sold out bis etationory and book business te R. M. Pitts & Co.
and la taking up his residence in Chambly, Que.-Miss Webbr
lias bouglit out the stock of the estate of Webber &·Son.-The
water was lot out of the canal on the 8tlh nst, for repaira. It will
be roady as soon as required.-Maple syrup promises to be
scarce, owing te the backward season, farmers have tapped but
the run of sap lias been small-There Is a decided shortage of
fat cattle. Prices have gone up of late and promise te romain

high for some time; the Americans practically depleted this sec-
tion last fall.-All the cheese factories will ho ln operation by
lst May. The price now le very encouraging to the farmers and
a good season is looked for.-Cornwall le one of the best located
towns ln the Dominion for-manufacturing purposes during navi-
gation. Some 18 boats pass up and down weekly, ail touching
at this port. Cornwall ls within 50 miles of Ottawa by the Ot-
tawa and New York Railway, connecting with the C,P.R. at
Flnnh for all through and local trains. Also within 67 miles of
Montreal by the G.T.R., and on the completion of the new bridge
will be swithin 825 miles of New York City, the shortest point
from Canada. The town bas the advantages of splendid water
power, plenty of good labor available throughout the year, and is
ready to communicate with new Industries or those already
established and desiring to move.

-AFTICR many years of almost exclusive poise as hat and hair
trimming, the ribbon, ln ail its splendor of shades, bas chosen a
wider field. For dress trimming it la coming largely into uie
this season, bringing with the more modern satin and gros-grains
the draw affecte of a former day. The narrow wldths are still
called for both in fiat weaves and draw-string goods in large
quantities. They are appliqued ln many parallel rows se that
an extraordinary quantity, especially ln the narrow widths, la
being required. There le a strong tendency for the botter goods
ln ail markets, this boing more pronounced than for several
seasons past. The backwardness of the season . prevents a de-
fuite statement as to how much of a factor ribbons will figure
for millinery purposes, but the styles, widths and qualities which
have been propared by manufacturers for this purpose are
numerous and 'varying, and if this can serve as a gauge they
doubtless will meet with a ready and liberal sale. Many buyers
who foresaw the recent advances ln raw silk, boing quick to see
thatprices then existing bad reached a minimum for the season,
have accordingly profited by their farsightedness, It la concelved
to ho a commercial impossibillty for prices to be any lower until
thé mid-summer quietude asserts itself, whereas every indication
seems to point to still furtber advances. The market le reported
as very firm, and concessions fron present quotations are not to
be had. The more staple makes of ribbons ln satin and gros-
grains and double-faced satins in the narrow widths have been
froely selected ln ail the new seasou's coloringe. The widsr
goods ln sash widths have been taken more freoly in both plain
weaves and fancies, but the former show the best results, par-
ticularly in plain taffetas and double faced satin weaves.

In Rio, so far,
the recel pts are 2,700,000 bage, but in that port they again ne-
glect to count the coffees sent down from the inferior- direct for
export, t]ho quantity received In this way being about 125,000
bags up to date. The total in Rio for the crop year however,
will be close to 3,500,000 baga, the aggregate for .the two ports
no doubpt reaching 9,000,000 baga. Regarding the next crop, it le
nowwell known that the Brazilians while, adverse te giving out
figures, admit a large surplus over last year. But whatever the
figure fnally reaches, it le positlvely Immaterial, since the
fourth consecutive large crop In excess of the requirements of
consumtlon will mean a combination of very low prices. With
three lirge crops in Rio and Santos aggregating 28,000,000 bags,
and a fourth (claimed to be a "record breaker") to follow, It is no
longer a qnestion howv much coffee is on the trees; it Is a question
how mueh coffee l in the warehouses, the surplus production of
the last Lliree seasons. There are a great mauy who speak about
live ceuts coffee as beiug very cheap, and that the Brazilians can-
not raige It at that price. The real fact is, there is no five-cent
coffee sold anywhere at present. New York Standard No.7 lhas
soldin l3razil during tie present crop at an average of about
6 cents, cost and freight, but the bulk of the crop has cou-
sisted of iigher grades, which have sold at 63ý and 7c per pound.
Not only In Brazil but also in the United States an idea has been
formed that the so-called coflee war is une of the reasous for the
heavy &eclino lu coffee. No greater fallacy than this could be
put forward since the price of No. 7 coffee-the basis for the
roasting business-ias declined far less thau any o ther quality.
In Europe, where there is no coffeè war, the decline le coffee
bas been inuchi more rnarked than here ; and isere the price of
all mild coffees ànd high grades has continued to go down, while
that of 2o. 7 lias been liold up by the strenuous efforts of many
large and small roasters in this country. We belleve that so
long as Iliterate labor in Brazil, which is now recruited.chiefly
fron Italians and the colored races, Is willing to accept the
present inilreis in payment for thelr wages Brazil can produce
coffee se cheap as any other country, and probably cheaper. It
I doubtil whether coffee countries can readily substitute other
products wliere they now raise coffee, and the abandonment of
new pultations where uew trees are coming Into fruit bearing
ln all pa.rts of the world and Brazil (new trees beinug set out

for this reason we belleve the price of coffee will have to go
considerably lower before the over-uroduction will cease.

A letter from a prominent fruit grower in California eays that-
the outlook for apricots is not so promisIng as it was a while ago.
For peches and prunes, on the other iand, the prospect la ex-
ceedingly good, and'according to present indications the cropsof
each will be the largest ever known. If thera la no front by the
15th Instant the writer adds there will be plenty of.apricots.

M1ail advices from Bremen state tiat the cold wave prevailing
lu that section and in middle Europe during the elght days end-
ing March-29th had undoubtedly, according to reports gathered -
by the Fruit Association, done enormous damage te the fruit-
bearing trees, especially apricots and prunes.

Liverpool mail advices report rather more inquiry for Sultana
raisins but only small sales at prices ranging from 40s to 48s.
Since the season opened Liverpool received up to the end of
March 449,035 packages, or 124,547 packages less than during
.the corresponding perlod lu 1898.

Mail advices from Bordeaux, France, are to the ellect that in
view of the very unfavorajble outlook for the coming French
prune crop, stock that liad been sent to Germany on consignment
bas been ordered reshipped to the primary markets.

It le reported thrt the severe frosts of last winter have killed
fully ninety per cent of the peach trees in Essex County, Ont. -
The peaci crops In Kent, Elgin and the Niagara district are be-
lieved to be In a worse condition.

A new departure In the sale of pineapples will. be introduced
in New York city this week. Semi-weekly auction sales will be
held, where heretofore this fruit lias always been disposei of
by private sale.

THET RADE WITH GI<EAf BRITAIN AND
THE UNITED STATES

The tables of Trade and Navigation just issued by
the Department of Customs for the year 1808, afford
authentic imaterial for comparisons as to the movement
of Canada's foreign trade in past years. The returns
have an especial as well as a novel interest in view of
the highly commendable effort to develop our trade
vith the mother country.

We are not, and never were, however, of the school
which makes sentiment a predominatt influence in
fiscal legislation.. Trade is trade with whornsoever it
is transacted. As trade is carried on solely with a view
to inakinig profits, this economie object must of neces-
sity be "the power behind the throne" which, in the
long ran, will be the ruling, the supreme force which
will direct trade inovements, Tlere are, however, in-
fluences at work in the spiere of commerce which,
though uot of a strictly fiscal nature, have a recognised
effect in directing the streanm of trade more or less to-
wards one channel or another in preference to others.
Such influences nievertheless will prove powerless, if
they run directly' counter to those of a :purely fiscal
economic nature. The dominant motive power of a
steamer is given out by its enîgines. If -the wind blows
favourably the vessel is speeded by its sails, but if the
wind is against her the shlip still imoves o lier course.
So with trade, the economic force is the ruling poWer. If
sentimental, or other influences run in thie sanie direc-
fion ?o nluch the. better for trade, but, if those iii-
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fluences run in opposition to those of economic lawe, the
ship of trade keeps on its course heedless of the
obstruction.

Every loyal British subject desires to have trade de-
veloped between the mother country and the colonies.
But it would be unreasonable and miost unbusiness-like
to have trade in that direction so.developed as to be in-
jurious to the general business interests of any colony.
The mother country lias our affection, but she is quite
rich enough to get along without being granted
privileges by any one of ier children which. that child
cannot grant without a sacrifice. If, however, a colony
by allowing exclusive privileges to the old Iaùd, is en-
abled to secure sonie trade equivalent, some adequate
recompense, then the relations between mother and
child are put on the business basis of mutuality, which
alone can ensure the stability, the permanence, and the
extension of such relations. All English trade is con-
ducted on the above principles. There is not the least
trae in the fiscal systein of Great Britain of any sign
of-sentiment. To John Bull, a trader is a trader and
nothing more, and whatever his nationality, the trade
of an alien is just as welcome as that of any of his sons.
We have therefore the strongest of precedents and of
authorities when we maintain. that trade relations
should be arranged strictly on economie principles
that their object should be, to ensure profits not to
gratify feelings.

This is no less remnarkable tiah the exhibit of experts.
Since 1873 our imports from Great Britain in propor
tion to our total exports have fallxi' f rom 53.7 per cent
to 24.7 per cent, that is, such proportion lias decreased
more than one-lhalf. On the other hand the propor-
tion of our imports from the United States to our total
imports has increased from 37.4 per cent to 60.2 per
cent, an increase in the proportion of over 50 per cent.
Since 1873 our imports from Great Britain have de-
clined froi $68,522,776 to $32,500,917, while-. in the
sanie pe-iod our imports froni the United States in-
creased from $11,735,678 to $78,705,590. Putting the
export and imnport returns together we get the follow.

On the other hand the proportion of our
exports sent to the United States to our total exports
has decreased from 46.8 per cent to 27.8 per cent, that
is,. the proportion has fallen off nearly one-half. Dur-
ing the time that Canada increased her total exports by
$74,363,000, from 1873 to 1898, those sent to Great
Britain increased by $66,255,000, while those sent to
United States only increased $3,633,000. If we take
the five years from 1873 to 1877, and from 1894 to
1898, we find that the aggregate exports were as follow

These statistic's knock on the head the theory that
the markets we buy most in are the markets which wilil
take iost of our goods. We have been buying more
aid more heavily from the United States for years past,
and our sales to the States have only increased by a
trilling aiiount. We have been selling more and more
heavily in Great Britain for many years, yet we have
been at the saine time decreasing our purchases in
Great Britain.

We regard the]above returns as conclusive evidence
that the policy of the United States lias been successful
in preventing the imnports into that country froni
Canada increasing, and that the fiscal policy of this
country lias not placed any niaterial obstruction in the
way of the increase of imports from the States. Up to
the date of the officiai returns, the preferential tariff in
favour of Britishr imports hrad not been long enough in
operation to show what its capabilities are for increas-
ing the imports from Great Britain. We propose to
analyse the returnrs, and show in a second article in
what classes of goods the inereases or decreases have
taken place.

TuE QUESTION OF LlHTJNG.

The feeling that now generally prevails against the
giving of privileges and coutracts by municipal corpor-
ations to conmpanies for purposes agecting tihe public
at large and for a long tern of years, is justified by
what is transpiring both in Canada and the Ulnited
States in the matter of lighting the various cities and
towns. The recent contract awarded by the Hlarbour
Board to the Royal Electrie Co., brings the matter right
home to the people of Montreal, and in a way that
shows with a clear light the marvellous improvements
that have .been made, and which ail tend to. cheapen
production and still leave a good margin of profit to the
producers.

It is but a few years since the harbour was lighted
by electricity and at the rate of 30 cents per light per
night; but now, with competition, and the application
of water power in the production of electricity, the cou-
tract price is to be 15 cents per light per nright. It
must be borne in mind that on the wharves the season
lasts onily about seven noaths, and the poles have to
be taken down every fIl and replaccd every spring, and
froi the nature of the ground on which they stand and
the disturbance fromn the business donc there, the ex-
penses of -operating are nuch lieavier'than in the city
where the conditions are more favourable.

This is in mnarked contrast with the contract the city
ias with the saie company for lighîting the public
streets and buildings. That contract was made six or
seven years ago and it was to run for ten years. The
amnriit praid in.1897 for street lighting by electricity
was $145,237.15, which we are under the impression,
was about $130.00 per light, or 45 cents per niglt per
liglit, and for ail the year round, without any taking
down rf poles and replacing thema annuailly. Wher
that contract expires, it is reasonable to expect a pro-
portionate reduction such as has taken place in the
harbour, and whici will iraterially help to restore the

equilib'rium between the income and outgo of the city
revenue.

In this connection it is well to note what is going on
in other places in these matters. Take that enterprising
city Chicago, which is popularly supposed to be run by
ionopolies. There the price paid for the street electrie
lamps was, two years ago, $96.00 a year, but during the
Mayoralty of Mr. Ca~rter Harrison-who has just been
re-elected-thle price was reduced to $68.00 per lamp at
which it stands to-day. The advantages for the pro-
duction of electricity in Chicago are less favourable
than liere, chiefly because of the want of water power.
Notwitlhstanding this the difference in the prices paid
for street lamps is most striking.

We notice in our exchanges that a similar reduction
in the cost of electric lighting for streets is very gene-
rai in the cities and towns on this continent as well as
in Europe, so that in this respect the- harbour contract
for lighting is in a line with a general tendency.

The samne remarlïs will, practically, apply to gas
lighting. la Montreal the price is now $1.20 per
thousand feet-net cash-with a penalty if not paid
promptly, and a further charge for meters. This is
higber than in any other city of importance similarly
situated. In Toronto it is 90 cents per thousand with
a denand for a reduction, and the citygets a certain
percentage of the gross receipts. la Chicago the price
is about the same. In New York the price last year,
under the coi pulsory legislative enactment was $1.05
per tLousand, and under the saine compulsion this year
it is to be supplied at $1.00 per thousand.

Thiere is now a measure before the State Legislative
in Albany, to break up the gas monopolies in New
York and malke the maximum price 90 cents, and it is
further contended that the price will be still further
reduced to 60 cents with good profits, as a consequence
of improved methods of nunufacture. The question of
cheaper light, wiether it is to comne from electricity or
gas, is one that cormes home direct to every householder,
and in the near future there is every prospect of getting
it at a nuclh lower figure than now prevails, and yet
be remunerative to the producers.

Anothier Bill lias recently been brought into the
Ligislature at Albany to fix the maximum price for
illuminating gas in New York City at 75 cents per
thousand feet. Whether this passes or not it.shews the
tendency to protect the consuimers of one of the prime
necessities of modern life.

A NEW EXEMPTION LAW FOR ONTARIO.

In the closing hours of the recent Session of the.
Ontario Legislature, an amendment Act was passed in a
rush whiich forbids any municipality granting exemp-
tion from taxation to industria'l enterprises Unless the
by-law granting it is passed, (1) by a two-thirds vote of
the electors on the voters' list aswYell as, (2) a majority
those voting. This Act, like so many Ontario ores,
secins to iave been drawn very carelessly. It was intro-
duced and passed through the Assembly under condi-'
tions which precliuded the possibility of such considera-
tion and diseursioni as ought to .be given to legislative
merasnlres.

If a by-law is approved by two-thirds of those on the
voters' list it munst necessarily receive a large majority.

Our readers would be surprised
ta fßnd what distinguished men are on this liAt as the
public will only rend half a coluin of any speech they
make. There is a lower depth still, as the speeches of
some distinguished noblemen and commoners are quite
unsaleable at any price. The Irish members are looked
after by their own papers.

The dullness of modern oratory in England is attri-
buted to the lack of friction. No speaker is able to
provoke an opponent into making such a rattling reply
as to create a demnand for it. The price of reports has
fallen froi $3.75 per column to $2.50, with a tendency
downwards. Our contemporary draws this moral from
the decay of oratory : " An improvement in public
taste cannot be hoped for until our great men's speeches
contain more of the reality of the spirit of political war-
fare."

Such speeches as have recently been delivered in the
House at Ottawa, would not be tolerated in the Imperial
1-house of Conimons, as a quorum could not be main-
tained therein ta listen four, five, or six hours to oratory,
even if up to the standard of Burke, Sheridan, Pitt, or
Erskine. Were the menbers of the British House of
Commons to go on niglt after night consuning time
over a so-called debate on the Address, they would soon
liear the roar of the public telling them to get down to
Parliamentary business.

PRICES OF OIL.
The figures recently given us by a contributor in re-

gard to the disparity between the retail price of coat oil
in this city and in Chicago contained an error, which
in justice to the Standard Oi Company and our readers,
we correct in the following stateuent. Our informant
appears not to have clearly distinguished between
wholesale and retail prices. The present net price of
American water-white coal oil to the retailers in this
city is 15 1-12 cents per gallon. The price for the same
grade of oil to retailers in Chicago, if reckoned by
Canadian, or Imperial measurement, would be about
5i cents per gallon. If to this first cost of 5J cents we
add the duty of 5 cents, and 3 cents for cost of transpor-
tation, oflicial testing and filling of barrels, we get 13J
cents per gallon as the cost of oil, if bouglt in Chicago
and imported for distribution by retailers in this City.
The difference between the price chiarged retailers in
Montreal, which is 15 1-12 cents per gallon and the
cost of brinîging oil from Chicago, which is 13J cents, is
1 7-12th cents, which is an inappreciable fraction over
1½ cents per gallon. It is therefore mnanifest that the
margin for retailers in this city, who sell water-white
oil at 25 cents per gallon leaves quite a handsone pro-
fit. The following table gives the price of Canadian
and American oil for the month .of Decemnber in the
past four years.

We are informed that the fuel oil now being supplied
by the Standard Oil Company is proving more satis-
factory to manufacturers who use it, as it produces a
more intense heat. Tiis is understood to be a full
compensation for the expense of adapting the plant to
the new quality of oil.

THE HUGHES LIBEL SUIT.
The suit for criminal libel brought by Mr. Hughes,

Chief of Police, in this city, against the editors of a
local paper has ended in a verdict of " not guilty.' The
charges made against Mr. Hughes practically amounted
to an accusation that he lad made a fraudulent use of
the city's money. The verdict does not imply that
those charges were substantiated, but that the jury,,
which was a mixed one, considered the irregular busi-
ness proceedings of the Chief of Police were sa inde-
fensible as to justify severe comment in the public in-
terest. We fear Mr. Hughes has suffered severely by
the folly of his friends. A strong appeal was made to
the jury on his behalf on the ground that he liad served
as a Papal Zouave in Italy. That entitles him to the
respect of those who regard the aim of those volunteers
to have been connendable, but it is no reason for ap-
pointing one of them to be Chief of Police in a Cana-
dian city, nor is it any apology for the person so ap-
pointed being excused from discharging his official
duties so as to be above reproach, There is a general
impression amongst a large body of our citizens of all
classes and of both races, that Mr. Hughes took liber-
ties which le vould not have done bad lie not believed
that he was a privileged person on account of his re-
cord in Italy, and that as au ex-Zouave he was in a
position to set criticisi at defiance. The utter neglect
of the city's by-laws by the police in regard to the side-
walks and other inatters, in spite of frequent renuon-,
strances and appeals by the press and private persons,.
has aroused general resentient. Ju'stly or not, there
is a conviction that Mr. Hughes regarded himself
as above public opinion and that lie rather enjoyed
manifestiug his independence those of whom lie
was the paid servant. Judge Wurtele ivho tried the
case said, " Being personally acquainted with Chief
Hughes, I believe lie lad tno intention to mis-
appropriate noney, but, abetted by the Police Coin-
mittee, lie had made illegal purchases of horses, and
had made no entry of them in his books and - lad
mixed up a loan of $300 with his own cash, and hîad
it in his possession one year and three days." The

Judge evidently thinks the Police Committee as blame-
able for irreguiarities as Mr. Hughes. The hearing of
this case and the verdict *ill have a wholesone effect'if
it warns officials againstpresuming that their 4 pull"
with some section of the City Council will enable theni
to neglect their duty, or commit improprieties-with im-
punity.

The cable vill be prin-
cipally advantageous to Great Britain and ta Australia.
The benefit ta Canada will be only nominal for many
years. Our trade with Australia is not developing as
wai expected,. nor eau it be justly said, that this lack
of progress arises from the lack of a cable service.
Between the antipodes and ie mother country, there is
a very large and growing trade done in products which
compete with those of Canada. To both Great Britain
and Australia a Pacifie Cable will ho of the greatest
utility, and upon Lhem might with equity be laid the
entire cost of ils construction, leaving Canada ta cou-
tribute to its maintenance by the business provided by
this Dominion. For Great Britain the cable vill have
great value politically, in that benefit Canada bas no
share. As the Government bas decided to grant a cer-
tain subsidy, we suppose it will be approved by the
House, so we can only hope that time will reveal
or create some conditions now unknown, or non.
existent, which will make our contribution ta a Pacifie
cable a, remunerative investment. The cable will be in
the hands of a Commission proportioaed according to
amouit of,subsidy granted. IL is proposed to be run
to Fanning Island, Fiji, Norfolk Island, and thence to
Anstralia and New Zealand. T'he entire length will be
7,150 miles. The total cost is estimated at $7,500,000,.
which is likely to be exceeded by subsidiary works.

Iit foundry Iron there have
been contracta ail the way along the un-
ward course, and same of them' at the top
prices, so that to.day foundry furnaces are
practically sold up inta fali, and foundries
are generally provided for through an
equal poriod. Billets and sheet bars are
still undetermined, and this ls true of the
bulk of finished material, apart from rails.
Over the whole situation there la the shade
of uncertainty due ta the attempt on the
Marquet e range ta coerce mining com-
panies and > non-union workers ta come
under union domination. While a simple
wáge difference might not be diflicult of
adjustment ln times like the present, such
an Issue as is now raised may lead ta a
stubborn contest.
