.chased with -Iis blood, has, for this leng period
of the duration of Qur Apostolic service,
deigned to govern and support by Ifis grace
and strength Our weakness and littleness, to
the greater glory of His name, and to the bene-
fit of His people, the merits of most Blessed
Perer, Prince of the Apostles, who fn this
See of Rome ever lives aud rules, pleading in
Qur behalf. Therefore, have We, being up-
held by His divine aid, and continually avall-
ing Qurselves of the counsels of Qur Venerable
Brethren the Curdinals of the Holy Romuan
Church, and, not unfrequently, of yours also,
Venerable Bretliren, who were present here in
Rome with Us in great concourse, doing
honour to this Chuir of Truth by the bright-
mess of your virtue and of your unanimous de-
votion, been able, in the course of this Our
Poatificate, to deilne—in zceordance with Qur
-own wishes, «nid chose of the Catholic world—
by dogmatic d~finition. the Immaculate Con-
ception of the Blessed Virgin Mother of Gop;
also to deerce lieavenly honours to numerous
heroes of Qur religion, whose guardianship,
and cspecially that of the Divine Mother will,
‘We doubt not, be excreised i favour of the
Church in these her times of adversity.
Equally was it by the aid and for the glory of
-GoD, that We were cnabled to carry forth the
Jight of the true fuith into distant and inhos-
pitable regions by the mission of evangelical
labourers; in muwy places to establish the or-
“der of the Kcclesiustical Hierarchy; and to
brand with solemn condemnation the errors
especially prevalent in this age, and alike
hostile to human reason, to good morals, to
‘Christianity, and to the State. Moreover, by
the help of Gop, We have been able to join
together in as firm and solid union us possible
-the Ecclesiastical and Civil Power, both in
Europe and in the parts of America; and to
provide for m iy needs of the Bastern Churel,
which, from the commencement of Our Apos-
tolic Ministry, We have always regarded with
fatherly affection.  Lustly, it has been recently
vouchsafed to Us, to commence and carry for-
ward the work of the (Beumenical Couneil, of
which, however, the great results had been
only partially attuined, some of them being
still awaited by the Church, when, on nccount
-of well-known circumstances, We were com-
pelled to deeree its suspension.

Nor have We cver failed, Venerable Breth-
ren, by the help of Gop, to carry out uli that
the rights and duties of Our Civil Governmeat
made incumbent upon Us. You remember
how, at the commencement of Our Pontificute,
We were ovected with congratulutions and
plaudits, soon to be turncd into such insults
and attacks as drove Us from this Our well-
beloved City into cxile. But when, by the
generul efforts of’ Catholic loyalty and valour
in peoples and Princes, We were restored to
this Pontifical See, immediately We exerted all

read of in the Gospel. he has attacked and
taken with force and arms this Our City,
which he claimed as his own and new retaing
in his possession, against all right, as if it were
the share of substance which fell to his lot.
Venerable Brethren, it is impossible but that
We should be greatly moved to indignation and
sorrow by the nefurious usurpation under
which We are suffering. We are very griev-
ously affiicted at the great wickedness of the

design which aims, if it were possible, -at the |

downfall of Qur Spiritual power and of the
Kingdom of Cirist on carth, together with
- the dostruction of the Temporal Power. We
are offlicted at the sight of so wmany grave evils,
‘cspeeially those by which the eternal ‘salvation
of Our people is imperilled ; and in this afHlie-
tion nothing is so grievous to Us as that by
‘reason of the coercion put upon Our liberty
We are debarred from applying the remedies
- needful for such evils, Added to these sourees
.of affiction to Us, Vencrable Brethren, is
another, in that protracted and deplorable
-'geries of calamities and misfortunes which has
<80 long . smitten down and crushed the noble
" ¥rench nation ; which have heen enormously

ageravated recently:by the unheard:of excesses:
perpetrited by "2 ferocious. and :‘abandoned
:horde; the offscourings of society, and. parti-
‘cularly by the dreadful wickedness of the im-
pious ‘parricide consummated in the murder of

| Qur. . Venerable Brother the Archbishop. of

Panis. You can well understand what feel-
ings these events must excite in Us, when they
have filled the whole world with fear and hor-
ror. Lastly, Venerable Brethren, there is one
bitterncss greater than any other; it is to see

and so terrible Eeclesiastical censures, and yet
'disregarding Qur fatherly appeals, disregarding
their own salvation, disregarding and despising
the scasen of repeutance still allowed them by
Gop; obstinately determining rather to brave
the Divine vengeance in eternity than, in time,
to expericnee the benefit of mercy. .

Now, however, through so many vicissitudes,
under the protection of the Most Mereiful Gop,
we behold the approach of the: anniversary of
Our election, on which We, having succeeded
to the Sce of Blessed PETER, although as far
as possible from equalling his merits, have yet
shared his length of years in Apostolic service.
This truly is a new, it is a singulur and great
instance of the Divine goodness; it is conferred
by the dispensation of Gop on Us alone, out
of' the great succession of Our holy Predeces-
sors in the long course of 19 centuries. In it

And We, as far as regards Qurself, while We
may use the words of the Royal Prophet, and
giy :—¢ Incolatus meus prolongatus est,”-—We
stund in need of the help of your prayers, that
We may obtain strength and confidence to ren-
der up Our soul to the PRINCE OF Pastors,
in Whose bosom is refreshment from the ills
of this turbulent and troublesome life, and the
blessed haven of eternal eulmi and peace.

And in order that the blessings which e
of His bounty hath bestowed on Our Pontifi-
cate may redound to the greater glory of Gob,
We, Venerable Brethren, do on this occasion
unlock the treasury of spiritual graces, and do
arant to you, in cach of your dioceses, on the
16th or 21st duy of the present month, or on
any other day to be chosen by you at your
discrction, the power of imparting the Papal
Benediction, with the application of a Plenary
Indulgenee in the aceustomed form. And de-
siring to consult the spiritual benefit of the
fuithful, We do by these presents, grant, in the
Lowrp, to all the faithful, secular and regulw
of both sexes, in whatever place of each of your
respective Dioceses they may be, that all, who
having mrde their sacramental confession and
received Holy Communion shall offer up de-
vout prayers for the concord of Christian
priuces, for the extirpation of heresies, and for
the exaltation of Qur Hely Mother the Church,
on that day which you by Our anthority shall
have chosen and appointed for bestowing the
aforestid Benediction, (or in Dioceses where
the See is vacant, on the duy which the Viears.
Qapitular for the time being shall have so
chosen and appointed,) shall be cnubled and
empowered to obtain plenary indulgence for all
their sins.  And We do sot at all doubt but
that hy this opportunity all Christian people
will be the more cffuctunlly stirred up to
prayer, and that so, prayers being multiplied,
We may deserve to attain the Divine merey
which the view of present evils obliges us most
earnestly to implore.

For yourselves, Venerable Brethren, We be-
sceeh Almighty Gop to grant you eonstuncy,
heavenly hope, and all consolation, and We in
tend as the augury of these graces and the
testimony of Qur espeeial regard, the Apostolic
Benedietion, whieh, from the full exuberance
of Qur heart, We hereby impart to yourselves,
to your elerey, and to the people committed to
your charge.

SKETCHES OF IRELAND.

ATILONE,

The memories which cluster thickly around
this olden Irish tewn, arc fresh upon us now.
Many we the tales we have heard of gallunt
deed, and noble cndeavor. on the part of
Athlone; and we have often wished thut we
were there when, in the name of Catholic Ire-
land and religious liberty, it strove with « Dutch
Billy” and sectirian ascendency.  Athlone is
built on both sides of the broad-flowing Shan-
non, and many a chapter in the reminiscences
of that historic river has been written by the
braves of Athlone.  Originally ‘a portion of

O'Kelly’s “ country,” it has never put to blush

so many rcbellious sons involved in so muny |

"the valdf of the chiefs of Hi-Maine, for its
story isitold in its centuried Tesistance.to the
spoiler,"be he pagan Ostman, ‘or reforming
Norman,” The portion of :Athlone which is
built upon the western side of the Shannon, is
known as Irishtowcn, and that on the castern
side is called Englishtoon. When William of
Orange, as the nomince of the English Protest-
ant party—(for which he cared but little save
as 2 means to an cnd)—unfurled the standard
of foreign invasion and home rebellion, Ircland,
faithful to her carlier traditions, declared un-
hesitatingly for freedom of conscience and
‘James Stuart. It was during' the consequent
strife, that Athlone won the name which ren-
ders it fumous in Irish history. As we have
said, the town was divided by the river, into two
parts, which were connccted by a stone bridge.
On the Leinster side the bridge abutted on the
river bank, but on the Connaught side there
was a draw-bridge spanning about thirty fect,
while a little northwards, commanding the
bridge, stood the olden Castle. It is about
this Castle circles a deal -of the interest thut
the Irish take in the wemoirs of Athlonc.—
Built in the reign of John, and cnlurged in that
of Elizabeth, it wus looked upon by every sub-
sequent invader as « most important military
position, In 1645, it bore the brunt of the
parliamentarians, and in July 1691, it was as-
sailed by Douglas, in the name of William  of
slorious, pious, and immortal memory.”  Ninc
thousand Williumites, with fourteen pieces of
artillery, pitted themselves agiinst eight hun-
dred men of u garrison whose ringing sheut$ of
defience were almost their only cannon.—
Richard Graee, the commander of the Irish
Catholic troops, burned the castern portion of
the town when he heard of the cnemy’s ap-
proach, and in answer to the demand of sur-
render, he flashed a pisiol in the herald’s face,
and pointing to a red flag which signified “ No
quarter,” he declared, “ These are my terms ;
these only will T give or take.””  The besiegers
immediately opened a heavy cannonade, but
they were replied to with such vigor by the few
cuns on the Custle, that their works were de-
molished. Douglas then sent three thousand
men to force a passage of the river, about
twelve miles north of Athlone at a place called
Lanesborough,  Here they were met by au
Irish detachment, which completely repulsed
them, and after a vigorous but futile cffort,
they were oblized to abundon the enterprise.—
For an entire week, during which the William-
ites again attempted to cross the river, the sicze
was continued, but hearing that Pudriek Sars-
field was advancing to the rescue, Dougles fled,
leaving behind all his hewvy baogage, and over
three hundred dead. Coloncl Grace had often
met on bloody fields the despoilers of his land.
During the period which had elapsed from 1645.
when he defended Athlone against the Crom-
wellians, his sword had added to the chivalric
reenrd of his race in the Continental wars, but
the laurel of a victor well graced his brow
when, with cight hundred men poorly equipped,
he drove from the walls of Athlone Castle,
Douglas and his nine thousand. Ten months
after, Ginkle, with a force of thirty thowsand
veterans, mud 2 large following of siexe and field
ouns, advinced on Athlone from the eastern
side, while St. Ruth about the same time was
on his way from Limerick, with an army of
twenty-three thousand,  Colonel Fitzgerald, o
worthy successor to the old castellan Grace,
held Athlone with four hundred men. Fitz-
gerald had resolved to pursue the method of
defence which had proved so suceesstul under
Colonel Richard Grace the preceding year, bug
St. Ruth sent positive orders that both sides of
the Shannon should be held, and he desputched
a regiment of horse in advance of the arny to
strengthen the garrison. The odds were des-.
perate; Ginkle was now upon them; St. Ruth
had not yet arvived.  The surrounding conntry
being peculiarly fitted for skirmishing, Fitz.
serald sent half his small foree to dispute und
harass the enemy’s advance.  On the 19th
June the terrific strife had begun.  Three bat-
teries of hesvy guns poured an unceasing fire
npon the wall, and a breach wus effected vext
day.  Fitzgerald, expeeting an ass:ult, and see-
ing the futility of holding Englishtown, retired
to the western side, stationing u portion of the
sarrison near the breach, and with the re
miinder destroying the bridze.  On came the
English assaulters,  Five hundred grenadiers
and a corps of sappers and miners led the ad-
v mee, supported by a foree of four thousand
men.  In the evening, with ringing cheers, the
British grenadicrs advanced, A strucele which
mizht well be termed desperite ensucd.  To
scenre the bridge ere its destruction was the
‘erent object of the Willlamitee, The streets
leading towards the bridee were bedabbled with
wore.  For two hours a hand to hand ficht was
maintained, A Jength an areh was sprung, aud
friend and foe tumbled " alike into the river—
but Fitzzerald's objeet had been gained, and
two hundred Trishmen had added another leuf
to the wreath of their indomitable valor.—
From Fnglishtown, during the succeeding few
tlays, Ginkle plied shot and shell upon frish-
town'and its defenses.  Still - the flag waved
over the erim old stronghold.  In the menn-
time St. Ruth arvived, and encamped two miles.
from the town. He garvisoned the Castle with
fresh troops, advanced entrenchments along the
tiver, and compelled Ginkle to shift lis posi-
tion, Concentrating, in consequence, all his
lire upon the Custle, Ginkle, after three duys
incegzant cannonading, viewed with pleasure the
fall of its eastern wall.  On the cvening of the
27th June, covered by the converaing fire of
nine batteries, the Williamites advanced to the
last broken-areh of the bridge, and erccted a
breastwork that overlooked the Irish on the
other side.  The Irish breastwork was then
fired by grenades, und its defenders were
obliged to retire, leaving the Williumites in
possession of the bridge. One gun alone
thundered definnce to Ginkle's forty-seven ;

while beams were threwn over the broken
bridge by the Williamites, Brilliantly the sun
arosa'on the following .morning.  The Irish

troops lay close urider cover, “waiting for the

[ R

fast approaching conflict.  The planking of the
bridge wus nearly finished, and the stern grena-
diers were bracing themselves for the. onset,
when, amid shouts rending the very heavens,
from out the Irish troops sprang Sergeant
Costume, followed by ten men. With a bound
they had clgared the trenches, and with gigantic
strength they fore away the planks, and over-
turned the beams inte the river. Almost
petrified, the Williamites stood still ; but for a
moment, and then a discharge of grape and
musketry, swept the bridge, launching Costume
and his cowrades into eternity. With still
louder cheers, eleven more heroes dashed inte
the face of death, Another shower of lead,
and when the smoke had - cleared away, nine of
the heroes had gone to the spirit-land—two
escaped — but the work was done ; the
lust plank was flouting down the Shan-
non ; the bridge was impassable.. On the
sccond day after Ginkle ordered & gen-
eral assault., Again he was repulsed. Flushed
with victory St. Ruth lost that vigilanee which
should cver attend a true gencral. Heleft but
three regiments of ruw levies to mam the
the ruins of Athlone. Givnkle determined to
take advantage of his opponent’s excessive-con-
fidence, ITe detuiled Major-Gen. Muckey with
three thousand men, to ford the river below the
bridge. A pontoon was then thrown across the
river, below Mackey’s.detachmenit, and on that
and -the long contested town bridge the main
force of the Williamites were to cross.  On the
morning of the 30th June theassault was made.
The Irish, completely” taken by surprise, sent
an express to St. Ruth, who two miles away
from the scene of action, was preparing for a
hunting. Whea informed of the lnglish ad-
vance he haughtily said ¢ It is impossible that
they (the English) should attewpt to take the
town and I so pear. I would give one thou-
sand pistoles that they durst attempt it,” Sars-
field replied; “lie knew the enterprise was not
too great for English courage,” and urged the
s:anding of reinforcements. St. Ruth laughed
at the matter uwutil it was too late. Athlone
was thus after a resistance worthy of the bright-
est days of chivalry lost to Irclind, and reli
zious liberty. Had Sarsfield held the supreme
command we would to-day in all probability be
chrenicling a different tale. The actors in the
bloody tragedy have ull gore to their lust ae-
count and in the sobered light of time we can
view their acts dispassionately, Ilence we ex-
press the hope that should the dread eontin-
weney arise—which may God avert—that Ire-
land would have to draw the sword again in
defence of' its lawful monarch, and Englund's
and its religious frecdom that her defenders
will be officercd by Generals sharing the bravery,
but lacking the indiscretion of St. Ruth, which
alone gave gallunt Athlone into the hands of
the Ascendancy party, It is one of the mis-
fortuncs of defeat thut the gallantry of the van-
quished is forgotten in contemplating the sue-
cess of the vietors. At Woerth and Metz
wany a nameless French hero gave to France
his young life. Hec remuins unknown while
brush and pen tell the glories of his two-to-one
assuilants, The chivalry of Castel-Fidardo and
Spoleto is remembered ouly in the home where
 vacuut chair tells of one who fell in the lioliest
of cuuses on earth, the defence of the Holy
Sec; and scarcely beyond the ranksof Irish his-
toric studerits is known the fact that impelled
by the highest of motives twenty-two heroes
fighting for King, country and Creed leaped
into the very urms of death, and fearless of
firec and sword, tore away the planks at Ath
lone Bridge. M:uny a graceful pen has sung
the glories of Horutius and his comrades but
we humbly hope that in a higher sphere; by
angelic hands 1 the ¢ Book of Lifc” is written
lthc triwmph over death of the beroes of Ath-
one.

GREAT BRITAIN.

'Tue xousi Press ox mm Westveam Enxorioy.
—The Daily News thinks that it affords matter for
grave consideration, It says :—The new member,
so far as his addresses to the electors showed, had
1o more original programime to offer in his own be-
half to the constituency than a general profession of
disaftection towards England and everything Eng-
lish, and a demand for a Nutional Government in
Irclund. His unopposed return in thuse circtm-
stances is too remarkable to be passed lightly by.
It would be wrong to let our desites blind ns to
facts ; and this union and easy triumph of the Ultra-
montane and Nationalist parties afford matter for
grave consideration.  Both Sir Jolin Ennis and Mr.
Dease were as willing to concede all the demands
of the Roman Catholic hicrarchy for the control of
populur cducation as Mr. P.J. Sinyth, But they
were not separatists ; and the Roman Catholic priest-
hood in Westmesth, with the habitual astuteness of
their order, have scen that if they are to control the
Ivish people they must humour them. To be
masters in the family and the school-house,
they must be docile on the hustings, It will
be well for party Ieaders on both sides to con-
sider what the situation is, and to what it may
lead. If what is called Nutionalist feeling Lecomes
dominant in Ireland, and if the Irish vote is only to
be obtrined by concessions to it,rival English states-
men will simply contend which shall be the first to
make these concessions,and to mike them most
amply. The Iepeal of the Union would be an al-
most unmixed calumity; nothing could be more
disastrous, save the continunnce of the smouldering
resentment which now divides the two comntrius.
Yet the agitation for Home Bule, in the extreavagant
form in which it now prevails, can be appeased only
by o large extension of the principle of local seli-
government in matters purely local—an extension
as necessary for England and Scotland as for Ire-
land. The Imperial Parliament must be vestricted
to properly Iupevinl matters, 1t is breaking down
under the load imposed upon it. The Svolch mem-
bers declare, with truth, that Scotch business is not
attended to. The most necessiaty and important
measures of legislation cannot even be brought on.
A comprehensive sclieme for the readjustment of
the functivns of local and gencral government, not
in Ircland only, but throughout the United King-
dom, would be a great socinl reform,and would con-
firm the Imperial and Legislative Union of the three
kingdons,

The Stundard says:—The retwen of Mv. P. I,
Smyth for Westmenth marks the rapid  strides
which the Nationalist party have been making in
Ireland, Mr. Smyth, like Mr. Martin, is o pledged
advocnte of repeal.  Mr, Martin’s victory bas opened
the way for scions of this new party. The trivmph
over Mr. Plunkett in Meath, the popular demonstra-
tion against the clerieal purty in Limerick, are
bearing the fruifs that we always expected they
would bear,  Even the clergy feel that the further
maintenance of their power in clectioncering mat-
ters can only be secured by tighting under the ban-
ner of repeal.

presentation {rom Ircland ?

commereial relations thatsubsist betwixt the two
countries, neither is willing to engage in war
which would be commercially ruinous toboth—
should Great Britain find herself involved in
the suppression of a rebellion in Ireland, and
in hostilities with some of the other European
Powers, the engagements now by her entered
into with the United States Government will in
no wise effect the hostile actien of the United
States’ people, or oppose any obstacle to their
determination to take revenge on the first
favorable opportunity for the Alaban«’s depre-
dations on Northern commerce during the
late war. Fhe people of the United States do
not feel themselves bound by the action, by the
treaty obligations contracted by their nominal
Government; which governmental action does
but represent, and cun therefore only bind,
these amongst the electors who support it.—
Witoess the late Fenian raids against Canada
to the truth of this; and remember that the
Executive in the United States, even when well
disposed, is too weak to compel obedience when
popular feeling is against it, and in favor of
setting at naught the engagements by it entered
into with foreigcn Powers. In a word, the
Government of the United States is but the
agent of the people—the real Sovercign—who
assume the right to disallow at a moment’s no-
tice any engagements which its agent may
have contracted. If this be so—and none cun
deny that it is so—then, so long as that pecu-
liar fecling towards Great Britain obtaius in
the United States, of which feeling the outward
and visible symptom is rzbid abuse of the first
pamed, the lavish indulgence in which is the
certxin step towards popularity nd political ad-
vancement, so long will Treaties even when ac-
companied by the most humiliating concessions
on the part of Greut Britain, be worth no more
than the paper that they are written on. The
real truth is, that Great Britain is Jooked upon
as an intruder, as an interloper, on this Con-
tinent, and that nothing short of the hauling
down of her flag will ever fully satisf’y our neigh-
bors to the South of us, or allay their hostility.

Tre BiBLE In ITALY. — The Times’ cor-
respondent, writing a few weeks ago from
Nuples, gives us some lunsight into the uses to
which are applied the Bibles thut Protestants
arc circulating in the South of Italy. Still,
liowever, in spite of the exposures of the utter
absurdity of the processes by meuns of which
the Tract and Bible distributors propose to
convert the Italians to the Holy Protestant
Faith, the work wiil go on. It is profituble to
the agents of the several proselytising Socicties
who make an easy living out of the credulity
of their employers; and it is good for trade,
the paper makers and printers. The Ttulians
do but laugh, and poke fun at the whole af-
fair. Here is what the Times’ correspondent

suys on the subject :—

Tue Biser 1y ITany—Our Naples Correspondent
writes under date April 24 :—%In walking through
the Villa at the beginning of the week T was struck
with a spectacle which I have never witnessed be-
fore. ‘I'he paths, especially ncar the Riviern, and
the flower buds. were enamelled with fragments of
papsr, which a man was sweeping up with o loug
Lbroom. My first impression was that the visitors at
the Muscum had been destroying their useless cor-
respondence.  Day.after day the same sccne pre-
sented {tself, in epite of incessant brooming, and on
examining the fragments more minutely I found
they were printed portions of various portions of
the New Testament. A few steps further on, at the
end of the Villa, there were two kiosks, at one of
which Bibles were sold, at the other portions of the
New Testament were distributed gratuitously., A
crowd had assembled around, and cach person was
supplied with copies, and often ve-supplied. A
prntleman connected with this well-intznded  offort
informed me at the commencement of the week
that 7.000 tracts had already been distributed on the
first day, and on application I was told that the
average number given away daily was aboat 2,000,
and that the number of Bibles sold in four days had
been 20, A demand had been made to ereet a stall
in the exhibition building, and had been refused—
herice the erection of the kiosks. Some of the re
sults of this well-meant activity I have already
noted, others have been reported to me by passers
by,—e. 7., that & man had been seen with his pockets
full, caleulating his gains at a soldo for each tract;
that one or two exclaimed, as the distributor dealt
them rapidly out, fThere goes St. Luke or St. Mark
flying through the air? There can be no hesitation
in saying that in some cases these portions of the
Holy Scriptures fall into good hands, but it is re-
volting to many to sce them hawked about like
tradesmen’s advertisements, or still worse, scattored
about in fragments on the public paths, to be swept
up with common refuse by the broom of a facchino.
Such scenes would have been avoided had the ef-
fort beerr limited to the sale of Bibles in the depots
already existing in Naples, or, it deemed judicious,
in a kiosk appropriated to that object ncar the 1x-
hilition,

Tus Inisg Lanp Acr.—In the Tmperial

affords us a deal of satisfaction to contemplate the
-declaration of the leader of the House of Com-
mons ; that no matter whether or no, the Land
Act of 1870, protécts and pefpetuates the good
custom of tenant right in Ulster, still \t:imt Her
Majesty’s Government is fully determined even
if additional legislation be needed for the pur-
pose, to give effectunl intent to the plain un-
questionable wishes of Parliament in the Act
of 1870. This is as it ought to be. In the
language of Mr. Gladstone *the intentions
which Parliament expressed must be considered
as a covenant with the people of Ireland ;”’ and
if the Act conflicts with laws already in foree,
or upsets customs and theories which owing to
their past duration have been accepted as bind-
ing in honor between landlord and tenant, it
devolves upon the Imperial Governmeat to
introduce such measures as will not only pre-
serve the Ulster customs, but also by being ex-
pressed in unequivocal lunguage prevent in
future the liability of a mis-application.—
Viewed in any light the declaration of M.
Gladstone is a message of peace to Ireland, for
the very marrow of Irish grievances in the past

‘has been counected with the land ard every

effort made—it matters not by whom—to ro-
dress in and by legitimate means the Irish land
wrongs is doing & good work for Ireland.

The question of Home Rule for Ireland is
assuming a definite form. The leader of Eng-
lish opinion in England, professes its willing-
ness to discuss the question as an open one, or
in other words, to view it as one which may
with propriety be entertained, if the Irish mem-
bers of the House place it in a style before the
country at once satisfactory to Ireland, and re-
concilable with the existence of the Empire.—
We give our readers the views of an English
journal on the muatter. Says the Cutholic
Opinion :— :

“The tritmphant return to Parlinment of Mr.
Martin and Mr. Smyth, has removed all doubt as to
the cxistence of a real nationalist feeling in Ircland ;
and has drawn out various comments from the Eng-
lish press. Muking allowances for hereditary pre-
judices these comments are generally satisfactory —
The resprectful attention with which the House of
Commons listened to Mr. Martin’s able maiden
speech is at least equalled in courtesy by the
:noderation with which the daily press discusses the
same question of Home Rule for Ireland. We are
glad to votice these signs of the times, When ar-
gument overrides prejudice, and men express a
willingnoess to settle the question onits own merits,
we may reasonably look forward to.a just argnment.
Evcen the Times of Wednesdry admits the principle
—the right of Irishmen to manage their own affairs,
in these words:  We should be quite content to
submit the question «f Union or Repeal to an Irish
plebiscite, with or without the ballot were intimida-
tion removed, were it really possible for Irish clec-
tors to vote without fee or tavor, and were they ¢n-
abled to form anything like an intclligent judgment
on the issue before them”  The Times before now,
s in the case of Rome with her voting urns guarded
by soldiery, has been willing to accept the fact of o
plebiscite, but we are not now raising the question
of consistency, but merely pointing out the acknow-
lIedgment of the right of a pepole to dispose ot them-
selves, To be practical we must descend to details ;
and with a laudable desire to improve its stock of
Irish political knowledge, the 7'mes throws out a
challenge in these words s
“Let Mr Maguire, who now declares himself a
Nationalist, put his vivws into a definitc form, and
satisfy us that « Home Rule)" or ¢ Federalism ov
whatever variation of eepeal he may espouse, is con-
sistent with an United Kingdom, and we shall not
refuse to consider his scheme.  Believing, as we do,
that Home Rule cntails, if it does not mean seces.
sion, and knowing, as we do, thut any milder ideal
is repudiated by the most ardent Irish Nationalists,
we do not affect to regard it with any favour; but,
like all good Englishmen, we are open to reason,
and if reason be against us, to conversion. Surely
it is not too much to ask that, if seventy or cighty
Nationalist members come over to sit at West-
minster, they shall come in o like spirit, and pro-
duce some conclusive practical arguments to justify
the scparmtion—partial or total—of Ireland from
Great Britain.” i

Speaking from memory, we venture to say the
cxtent and nature of the contemplated changes
have not been clearly defined, If it be so, the time
has come when the Home Government Association
shonld announce its policy, and issue the pro-
gramme by which it will stand or fall,

We do not believé that Home Rule entuils
secession,  Ireland’s interests would not only
be identical with those of Greut Britain, if Ire-
land’s Parliament was restored, but also her
interests would be benefited by the connection,
or, as (’Connell used to call it, “the golden
link” of the Crown. If the Home Rule Asso-
ciation—and upon it devolves the duty—places
the matter in an intelligible form before the
Imperial . Parliament and the people, we are
confideat that it will rcceive due attention.—
To our opinion there is not 2 portion of the
Empire would be more loyal than Ircland if
her "local laws were enacted. by the Queen,

Without wishing to disparage other colleges, it is,
however, only fair to remark that this Commercial
College is receiving vearly o large and preponder-
ating share of public fuvor, but not morc than its
merits descrve. It is o fit occasion here to observe
that although the number of students during the
past year have increased to the number of 232, yet
a long list of npplicants had to be refused for want
of accommadation, and the necessity was presented
to the Dircctors this summer to ndd an extensive
wing, now in course of construction, and which, it is
hoped, may accommodate, to some extent, the nu-
merous applicants for the ensuing year.

The staff of instructors has alse been increased
and have been specially selected ; indeed, in many
branches none could be better for the duties they
have assumed. Tliey apperr individually to endea-
var to inspive the students with a love of learning,
and to sccure their affection and confidence. The
diseipline is firm and _judicious. The cowrse of
studies is varied. All the mnterials to teach the
business of a bank, telegraph, and the current af-
fuirs of an extensive mercantile establishment are
practically introduced by tenchiers eminently quali-
fied to impart such instruction. The Commercial
Department is under the superintendence of Tro-
fessor Murray, o Protestant layman, who was form-
erly connected with one of the leading business col-
leges of the States, and whose system of book-Xkeep-
ing is prenounced perfect and ensily acquired. The
French and English languages are objects of care-
ful study, and more thorough proficiency in the for-
mer language is nowhere acconplished by the Eng-
lish bays than nt this institute. The fluency ex-
hibited by them in writing, reading, and speaking
the French has pleased and astonished many
parents. . , .

The recent examinntion was unusunlly strict, and
the successfu] competitors only won their laurels
by rigid nnd persistent diligence. Many of the stu-
dents from the. States were very :successful. One
young gentleman (Kenny). from Troy, N. Y., an-

swered admirably in book-kecping, and carried ‘oﬂ'

trivmphantly the annual Masson prize of fifty dol
lars, Other lnds, from Georgia, Mississippi, Oregon,
also acquitted themselves handsomely. It wag cne
cournging to sve the success of our Montreal lads,
Many were received with plaudits when they
stepped upon the stuge to have their honors an-
nounced, )

Thesc terms place it within the power of the
parent of moderate means to afford his children o
uscful and practical education, and, thanks to the
liberal donations of the Masson fumily, the en-
couraging grant of Government, and, above all, to
the sclf-wierifiving men, who, without hope of fame,
wealth or luxury, are daily toiling patiently for the
diffusion of useful knowledge and moral cuiture, the
Masson College is destined to succeed Leyond the
most sanguine cxpectations of its founders.

Boryzp o Deari—On Tuesdsy night, July 4th,
near ten o'clock a yirl about twelvo years of age,
nemed My O'Connel), nnd residing en Sydenham
street was lighting a fire and in order to cause the
wood fo ignite more readily poured some coal oil
upon it; the flames, starting so suddenly, caught
her clothing and burned her bady so severely that
she dged between ten and cleven o'clock  yesterduy
morning, An inquest was held Inst ‘night by ‘Dr.
Riddcll at the hotcl, at the corner of Beach and Piue
strects ; &t which n man named Hendrick, living on
Pine strect, stated thatabout 11 o'clock on ‘Tuesday
night he heard a great noise on the street, followed
by the screams of 4 gitl. He went out and saw a
blaze on the road, nnd going forward saw the girl
prostrate and lier clothes burning about her.  He
stooped to take hold of her, and found her clothes
burned to tinder.  One womun came up and threw
a carpet over the girl, another then threw a pail of
water over the carpet and extinguished the Hames.
The poor girl ran from ler fathers house along
Sydenham and Pine streets about a hundred_ and
twenty yards, enveloped in flames, end the spectacle
was described by those who witnessed is as terrible.
The girl, who was quite sensible in her account of
the accident, said that the flames of the candle with
which she was lipghting the fire had communicated
with the oil which she was pouring out of a can,
which exploded, seattering the bluzing fluid over
her,  In this condition she had rushed from the
house and clong the street, until she foll. The jury,
on hearing the cvidence, returned the verdict—
#That Mary Q'Connell cune ta her death through
accidentally setting fire to her clothes while
kindling u fire with n lighted candle in one haod
nnd a rock oil can in the other ; the oil in the van
having ignited and exploded.”— Toronto Globe.

thence down througlh the centre of the Straits of
Fuca to the ocean, This line gives the DBritish
more than they claim. . It gives them—in addition
to San Junn and other important islands—Smith or
Blunt Island, on which the United States CGovern-
ment have creeted and mnintained a lighthouse,

MEMORIAL oF FrENCE Bisgors TO TY;
NaTIONAL AssEwBLy.—Five French Prel
‘the Cardinal Archbishop of Rouen ard the
Bishops of Seez, Coutances, Bayeux an’, Byreas,
have addressed a_memorial %0 *33¢ National

Assembly, in which they say; thg as spokesmen
of the WiSheS Of ﬂleil‘ owln ﬂo,cks, and as guﬂr_
dians of Catholic interestys gencrally, they piay
the Assembly to call "spon the Government to
. concert measures fyr the re-establishment - of
the Sovereign Prntiff in the position which is
indispensable ‘o bis liberty of action and to the
due discherge of his high functions as Ruler of

the Catlaolic Clurch.—The memorial, besides’

giving and able an lumizous exposc of the facts
and arguments bearing on the question of the
Temporal Power, which are alrcady familiar to
.our readers, touches on the part allotted to
France in the desizns of Providence as the
protectress of the Holy Sec, and the conse-
quences for good or evil to herself which lave
‘Tesulted from the manner in which she has
discharged her duty to the Pope. Referring
to the actual position of His Holiness, the Bi-
shops say—*¢ Placed in contact with the bay-
onets, and under the-cye of the Italian police,
the Pope has not the liberty necessary to the
good government of the Church, It is simply
a mockery to pretend that, shut up as he is in
the Vatican, under the surceidlance of a hostile
and jealous Power, he can speak, writc, move,
and, without impediment, communicate with
the Bishops and the Faithful ; issue decrecs,
order their publication—in a word, preserve in
all his officiul ucts that complete independence
which isnccessary to make them anthoritative. ™
In allusion to the so called Guarantees, the
Bishops remark thut the conduct of the Italian
Government since the occupation hasshown the
assurances which it professes to give the Pope
to be delusive ; and that it has neither the in-
tention nor, in fact, the power to carry them
into effect. In conclusion, the Bishops show
that the natiounal fiith of France is pledged by
the Treaty of Zurich to protect the Holy Sce,
and the more so, as France has on several ocea-
sionsdeelined the proffered intervention of other
Catholic Powers for the sume purpose.

Tue Crisis iN Fraxce—The negotiations
between M. Thiers and the majority have ter-
minated in a somewhat one-sided compromise.
The laws which condemned che Prinees of the
House of Bourbon to exile have been ubro-
gated by a large majority, 484 to 103, and the
clections of the Prinec de Joinville und the
Duc d'Aumale have been vulidated by 448
- votes against 113. On the other hand, the
scruples of M., Thiers have been appeased by
an assurance given to him by the friends of
the Prinees, that the lutter would resign their
seats, and would do nothing to justify his fears.
But as, if monarchy is to be restored in France,
it will not be-the presence in the Assembly of
Princes of the Blood that will restore it, we
canuot. see that there is much to reassure M.
Thiers in the promise which appears to satisfy
him. The danger which he saw looming on
the horizon,—the nomination of the Due
d’Aumale as Licutenant-General of the King-
dom—is as possible a centingency with the
Prince out of the Assembly as it would be if
he were in it. The iwmwedizte future of
France will depend very much on the cleetions,
which the Government las fixed for the 2nd
July. 113 seats ace vacant, many of whicl,
including 21 for Paris, are to be returned by
constituencies which have hitherto been very
republican in their votes, It remains to be
seen how far these clections muy be affected by
the erushing of the Red party and the present
diszust of the bourgeoisic with republican in-
stitutions.— 2 hlee,

T thatk you for the complete details you
have given me concerning the lamentable events
that have recently occurred.

It is heartbreaking
to hear sueh accounts, Paris, witnessing, after
eighty yeurs, the return of the worst days of
the Terror; writhing during two months under
the most odious yoke. Paris menaced with
total destruction by incendiaries specially in-
veterate ‘ugainst those incomparable monuments
which excite the envy of Europe; this does,
indeed, confound all humau prevision. But
how admirable has heen the conduet of our
officers and soldiers! What self-denial, what
bravery in the performance of their lamentable
duty. ~ Imbucd with the spirit of discipline,
the army immediately resumed all its military
virtues. It is to the French soldier only that
it is given to recover himself so quickly and so
well. Providence owed a compensation to the
men who represent so completely in Krance
military honour. A few wecks were sufficient
to cnable McMahon to reconstitute an army
worthy of himsclf aod of the great cause he
was about to serve. He has known how to in-
spire those troops with that coolness, ardour,
and cnergy, and that sentiment of duty which
alone could afford him the means of avenging
civilization and saving France. I have read
with decp interest the aceount you have given
we of the plans of the Marshal, sagaciously
conceived, and faithfully executed, and which
enabled him by means of turning movements
to avoid taking the most formidable barricades,
and thus to cconomize the precious lives of our
soldiers, My confidence, however, was un-
hesitating. T knew well what might be ex-
pected from the illustrious Marshal and the
brave Generals under his commund. Tor
yourself, my dear Carayon, you have lzid aside
your valiant sword. By selecting you to re-
present them your fellow-citizens have imposed
other duties upon you. You still serve
France ; for if good armies arc necessary to
proteet society against encmics at home and
abroad, good laws are not less indispensable to
insure their stability, and to render impossible
the triumph of their ussailants. '

They were mostly offered
to him on the 50th anniversary of his first
Mass.

This year, however, it camnot tuke placc, as
the Holy Father eannot leave the Vatican, and,
principally, lest the Blessed Sucrament should
he exposed te the insults that would be offered
to it by the Revolutionary party. This morn-
ing, however, the Novena to the Sacred Heart
began in the .Gesu and in several other
Churches in Rome, and all were erowded with
the faithful, anxious to pray for the Church
and the Holy Father.

“ LA Mapoxxa DeL Para.”—Great num-
bers go daily to sce the Madonna over the
Church of S. Crisogono, which for some days
past has moved the eyes. Hundreds of pecople
have already witnessed the miracle. A few
nights ago the sucred image was cevered with
mud, whieh had been thrown on it by some

1 of the rabble, who are now so numerous in

Rome. The next morning, however, the peo-
ple of the neighbourhood, indignant at what
had happened, tmmediately began a Triduo in
reparation for the insult offered to the Blessed
Mother of God, and have appointed pcople to
guard it by night and day.
