ETGGESTING AN IRIEH-AMBRICAN FEDERAL CCUNCIL
IN THE CELTIC COXFEDERATION.

New Yorg, July 7 —Michael Davitt met at
the Astor House yesterday afternoon the com-
nittee of seven nppoiunted by the Chicago
Land Lengue Convention and by the Central
CQouncil of the Land League of America.

Tho demesror of this wun sermd to have «x-
cited no particuler sttcntion daving tha voy-
age, byt upon Isacing ho made his woy to the
district of Prescott and 8t Helen's, whure
thero exists a pumerons liish coloay, mozt of
{he men beiny employed in the collieries
which abound throughout tholocality, Hure
ko became intoxicated, aud whilst under the
irfluence ot drink was observed to be tiourigh-
ing about s draft for a large sum of money,
bis v-role actions being deomed eo snspiclous
that he was taken icto custody. Upon be.
ing cxeminad the document was fourd to bo
& Jetter or drefr upon the White Star Com-
pany’s Livespool cfiice for the rum of £567.
1t was ot onco taken down to the head office
of the ccmpauy in Water Street, and inquiries
were eot on foot as to the circumstances un-
dor which the droft bad come to he taken
out. Unfortunately, however, for the bope of
making any dlicovery whick might throw
light upon the aflalr, it was founa that the
company do an extonsive busioesy in roch
dra’ts which are presented from day lo day
in the ordinary course of commerce, and there
was nothing in the document in quostion
which could be fixed upon as of an ¢xception-
sl nnture. The money had been paid in cash
to the New York cftice by a parson or persons
who daly complied with all the forme, snd the
bill, which was n draft at sight, was perfectly
good. Thoe mauin custody was brought up
in due couree beforo the Magistrates, charged
with belog in pospcssion of the draft In o sus-
picious warrer, and was remanded from time
to time pending the inquiries made by the
polica., Duiring the period of hia Incarcera-
tion be mede cirtain statements which, co-
gether with the zcanty informatfon gloawed
by tho police, Jed to tne belfef tbat he was
connected with {he Fenlan organization in
New York, acd had been despatched to this
country upon business connected with the
movement. He was, moreover, to be fnliow-
ed by otber persons, and when all had joined
topethor the proceeris of ths drait wers to be
devoted t¢ the ohjects of the brotherhood,
B:yond these somewkhat vague ficty, the pol-
ice could avcerinin nothing, and as tho jar
ther detention ¢f the man did not appear to
be warranted onder tho circumstances o wus
set at liberty, but.kis movements will, no
doubt, be subjected to sarveillsnce with the
view to penetrute tho mystery which hay at
precevt befll:d solution.

Mingo JuscTion, Oblo, July 4.~—Tho steam-
er “Scloto,” with abount five hundred passen-
gerg, collided with the *John Lomes,” [n tho
middle of the river to-night, sinking the
« Seioto” in about 15 feet of water, only the
pilat-house being visible. Excurslonists are
arriving, but they are fo excited that no defi-
nits information &8 to the exact number con
vet be obtained.

A survivor says the « Scloto” wuss coming
up the river under full hesd of steam, and
when about half-a~-mile frow Minge Junciion
the «John Lomas” was sighted coming down.
The «Scioto” whisked for chaunel, but
owing to & misunderstanding both boats took
the some side, the « Lomeas” siriking the
« Scioto,” and sinking her in ibree minutes.
Tho ecenes on tha ¢ Sclota” were heartrond-
ing, ond the lifo struggle frightful. The
« Lomag” wad ounly slightly cissbled, and
went to work saving thoze on the ¥ Sciotn.”
This task was rendered oagier by ths bripht
moonlight, and no doubt many lives wers
gaved for this reacon. It is mow belleved
that first reports werc exaggerated and thut
the loes of life will not cxceed twenty,

It they sre suflering now it i3 not their fanit,
it is not tho fault of the press, nor of the
City Courcil; the School Commissioners it
is who are to blams, snd they only, 1f the
teachers could aftord to tell ail the truth
they would ondorse this atcsertiom, but ag
they uto not altogether frae agents they
content tbemsolves with dwelling on effacts
without reeking the cause of their troubles,
which ia the system of which they are some
of the victims, Do the professors and
teachers wish the present syetem 2 continune?
Do they think—are they of opinion—that the
proceadings of the Commiseioners should be
conducted in secret, and that the public, which
is taxed for the support of the schools,
should be keptin ignoranco of the way in which
the taxes are disposed of ? We do them the
justice of supposicg that they do not think
80 ; that, on the contrary, they would, if they
could, introduce such radical changes as aro
necesgary for true educational purpozes. No
one grudges the itcresse iu tsxation demand-
ed. What is agked in return is that the tax-
payers should not be blindfolded, and that
the spirit of the law, as well as tho letter, be
carried out, '"I'ne Government has to accounat
tor avery cent expended, so has the City Coun-
cil! Wby then should thoe Board of School
Commissionars be exempt? Ars taey in-
failible? Aro they less llable to maike mis-
takes than otber public bodies, or to squander
publlc money? And is it too mach to ask
that they distribute the funds entrusied to
them more ovenly avnd jodiclously. Why, for
instance, should the pupils of the Plateau have
$40 per capila expended on their education,
while those of the lers favored schools must
put up with less than a tenih of that sum per
capita? The Commiseioners themselves
confess in a balf hearted fasblon that they
have made glaring mistake in the past, but
excnse themselves by saying they did no
worge than privats business men who gpecu-
fated In the wrong tlme,  forgetling that

said business men risked their own
monsy or, were aft least responsivle
for what they did to others, while

the Commissioners claim exsmpiion frem
reeponaibility, which makes all the difference
in the world. 1la putting the case thas, we
ure awara the teachers have nof aitempted to
auswer the objections against the system we
have just mentioned, and which have besn

raised befors in these columpe. They
have stated their case ond sald they
should mnot suffer for the fiunlts of
others; but this I8 exactly whot hap-

Detectives actuslly swarm in
the streets, and every Irisbman dessrviag of
heing catled intelligent, iy & more orlets
marked wan. Thomes Walsh, the person
accugad of biring the etable in which the
srms wers found, is a curpst planaet by trade
and ssid to be a man of quiet and unobtru-
give habits. Amn attempt, however, was made
to prejudice his cuse in the publgc mind by
gaving that his Inte landlord on Soffron Hill
gave him notice to leave on account of the
quantity of arms brought from time to time
into the house, but to this statement the
landlord in question has made a very prompt
derial in the public press, and on his behalf
Mr, Peter O'Leary sent the following tsle-
grem to tho Dublin Freenan's Journad :—
tThe landlord on Saffron Hill emphatically
coatradicts tbe Press Asgociation messnge to
gay that b gave Walsh notice to leave on ac-
count cf the quantity of arme brought from
time to tima vn ths premises.

T'hu other dey whenan Eaglish Consui was
beaten sed seversl Euglish subjects driven
out of Egvpt the British forcea by land rud
sea uader Sir Besuchamp Seymour did not
ratalinte, Fimply becauga Arebi Pacha bad
at his back 13,000 well armed troops devoted
to the netional cause, and prepared, Lf necos-
sary, to ight. The innec harbor of Alexun.
dtla was pretected by heavy torpedoes, snd
the gunne:s with lighted matches etood to
their guns in tho forts, all of which kad a
very pacifying effect upon the terrible man
ecting anlwal known ss the British Lion.
This nuimal did not know but what Bismarck
stood in tho rear of Arabi Pachs, and of
coures it would not do for even the Britich
Lion to in any way raisy a European rumpus
with Bismarck in the centre, .Aud &0 inthe
most concilistory manner he has asked for &
Conference to arrango the matter, but on the
West Coast of Africa he went In and slaug-
tered 200 helpless natives—Good for the Lion.,

Charles Dawgon, M. P., Lord Mayor of Dub-
lin, recently attended in bhis oflicial robes at
the Bar of the Houge of Commons to present
8 petition trom the Dublin Corporation
against the terrible Coercion Bill, now pass—
ing through tke Legislatare, and also asking
that Ireland shall make her own laws in ker
own Parliament. TLlis is a sign of thetimes
truly ; & National Lord Mavor bearing a mes-
sage to London from the Oorporation of the
lrish metropolis to say that England was
forcicy coercion on Ireland, and that self
governmnent was the undoubted right of the
Irish people. Formerly Dublin was the
stronghold of the English pale, and the
members of its Corporation & reflex of Dutlin
Castle; but here 18 a new depnrtare, a macly
declaration of Ireland’s right to autonomy and
on emphatic protest against the Draconisn
law made for ber in London. The rmatter
could not ke entrusted to better handa than
Charley Dawson’s as he has all through bis
public life stood by the cause of his country,
and it certainly is an ovidence of progrees o
see the Corporation of Dudblin asking him in
their name to protest,in hia stato robes st the
Bar ot the House of Comwones, against English
rule in Iretand.

nal polish than to intellectual development.
It i8 truly latentable how shallow are some
of the young men we will sometimes meet in
soclety, ond, I regret to say, more especially
young Irishmen. 7This is not their fault, bat
rather of the aystem under which they ore
educated, with the result that, generally
gpeaking, their names do not appear on the
rolls of the scientific or higher lterary socie-
ties of either Europe or America, In the
matter of political and social education of
Irish youth, the Land League hss, during the
last three or four years, done wonders, and
now in Londea it is teglaring to direct its
attention to tho stimuvlation of a desire for
general krowledgs zmcony the rising man-
hood of the Irieh race.

THE SAD DEATH OF A CHILD
RAEODE.
A CENSURE ON THE POLICE,

Wo take the following {rom the Leinster
Leader of SBaturday last ;—

.Some weeks since the labourers in the
employment of Mr, Divid Kerr, a Scotch
settler, who lives at Clonesn, demanded an
incresse of wagos. They refused to work
when denied it. He then evicted five of them
out of the miserable holdings for which they
naid 53 per week out of wages, which do not
average more than 93 in that portion of
King's Connty. It will be remembered that
Csptain L'Estrapge provented the erection
of huts for the evlcted Iabourers, and that Ar,
T. F. O'Brien ard Mr. O'Shaughnesgy were
committed to Tullamore jail under the statute
of Edward the Third for having taken an
nctive part in providing the shelter. When
the huts were prohibited, Patrick Kavanagh,
ono ot the Iabourers, was obliged to seck
refuge, with his wife and nive children, ia o
ruinous barn or stable. The children wers
suffering from meesles, Ono of them, an
infant about twslve monihs old, died soon
after, his death being accolorated by the ex-
posure, Kavanagh wrote to the Chifef Sectc-
tsry, Ilesaid in his Jetter that three of the
children wers then sinking, and shat one had
died on the morning of June 2a0d. Ho slso
stated that on the day of the arrests ko had
given warning to the rub-inspector that he
would hold him and tbe magistrates respon.
glbla if any of the sick children should die,
&3 they had prevented the ciection of fhe
tut, Kavanayb also enlled for en icquiry
tato tho conduct of the lecdt J Lo (Mre, 8,
ers, nephew £0 the landlord who hed ovicted
him), snd ialo the conduct of Onptain L'Lst-
rarge, R, The Chiet Secratary replicd that
aug izquiry would ba made. Tiwo days after
ths vuriai 6f {he infant, Kevanzgh called on
the police to have an inquest on the child, and
requested that the body should be exhumed.
This the bead coustabic of Rhode rofused.
Sub-Inspector Caulfield, of Eddénderry, airo
refused on application betng made to him.
Kavanagh then went to Captain Dames, J.P,,
whbo lived at a distance of elght miles, and
mado a deposition, in which ho swore that sns-
piciens circumstsncos were connected with
the death ottke child which rendered the
¢xhumation of the bedy necessary. 'This
declaration was served upon Ar. W. A,
Gowing, tha coroner for the district, who, in
obedience to it, at once issncd his precept.
T'he precept, stating that the corener would
hold an inquest at twelve o'clock at Lbode,
was dellvered to ths sub-inspector at half.
past elght on Tnesday ‘morning, the 13th
June, The eob.inspector wrote on the back
of the precept that he had not suflicient time
to enable him to summon and procure the
attendance of o sufficlent number of persons
duly gualified to act as urors at the time and
place wmentloned.

The ooroner attended at twelve o'clock at
the petty seasions court, Rhode, t¢ hold the
inquest, Mr, J. M‘lnerney, instructed by
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Messrs. MiGough and Fowler, attended on
bebalf of the parents ot the children.

The coroner, nddressing the police, said ke
felt sure they had pleniy of time to summon
a jury. He would not lseue a second precept.
The father of the child had infermed him
there was no doubk that death was caunsed by
exposura. The father kad donse all in bis
power to have this inquiry. Hereportedthe
death to the local constable and to the sub-
Inspecter, He (the coroner) bellieved ho waa
the sab-inapector’s superior office, had lasaed
to bim the precept., If the sub.inspector
had done wrong he hoped the Government
would bring him befors the authoritiss, He
regretted to ssy that some supposed . pence-
mupkers were peace disturbers.
