MAKES A PATRIOTIC AND ELOQUENT
PLEA FOR HOME RULE.

——

An sccount has already appeared in these
columna of the proceedings of the enthusiastic
meeting held in Kingaton last week to advance
tbe cause of Home Rule for Ireland and the
Trish Parliamentary Fund. The gatheripg,
previded over by Hon. Dr, Sullivan, was a
prilliant success, and reflected honor on the
pallant Irishmen of the Limestone city. We
regret that our limited space will not allow us
to give a full report of the proceedings, which
covered 12 or 14 columns of our esteemed
contemporary, the Canadian Freeman. We
have, however, much pleasure in giving to
the public the following eloquent effort by
Hiz Lordship Biehop Cleary, who moved the
resolutions pledging support to Ireland in her
struggle for Home Rule,

HIS LORSSHIP'S GREAT SPEECH.

The Bishop, on rising to speak, waa greeted
with loud applanse. As an Irishmau by
blood and birth, as « citizen of this Dominion
by adoption, ad & loyal subject of Her Mout
Gracious Majesty the Queen of Great Britain
sud Irelaud, he propesed the resolution
which had been just read for the acceptance
ef this most respectable assembly. It had
been affirmed already in all its substantial
parts by the Parliament of Canads with sig-
pificant uravimity and solemnity of circum-
stance in sipht of the civilized world. It
ssserted Ireland’s right to Home Rule, and
declared that the concession of this right by
Eogland would redound to the advantage of
Ireland, of Cubada and of the Empire.
(Cheera.) Wijthout committing himeelf to

the stereotyped phraseology of the
day, which affirms in unqgualified lorm
the inheremt right of every country
to make its own laws, he laid

down the fundamental truth, applicable alike
1o all countries and pooples, whether they be
independent aud dominant or annexed and
gubject, that all Iaws, even though they be
enacted in a foreign court and proclaimed un-
der seal and sunction of o toreign sovereign,
should be formulated upon the lines of the
people’s wants ; their whole purpose should
be the internal peace snd external security of
the people, paternal guidauce and encoursge
ment of individual energy for the develop-
ment of national resources, and a stendy
pursuit of the nation’s legitimate aspirations
{or intellectual, industrial, ancial aud political
sdvancement. (Applavse.} Whence it follows,
asan immediate corollary, that law, which
onstitutes the organizm of society, should
be framed wunder direction of tike deli-
berate counse! of fit and proper persons,
recognized by the people as  their
wiseest and best onod practically experi-
enced representatives for the exposition of
their needs and grievances in the legisla-
tive chamber of the Sovereign., - This applies
equally to Greek and BarDarian, Jew and
Christian, Eopglishman and Irishman, to
Cuser's subjecta in the city of the Crosars, and
to Civsar's subjeots in distant lands enchained
tohis throne by links of ateol. (applause.)
He laid down this other fundamental truth,
that the Sovereign, whother domestic or for-
¢ign, is bound 2y the ordinance of the Supreme
Raler of Kings and peoples to keep in view
the good of the peoploe, na tle sole end of all
legislation, in 80 much that, should thia end
be clearly disregarded, the Royal enactments
are pull sud void, and cannot possess the
force of law to bind the human conscience.
The Bishop challenged nll the enemies of
Irelend, and all the anti-Irish professors
of jurisprudencs in Eogland or eleo-
where, to contravene these principles. In
fut they nare the forcground of DBritish
liberty, set forth in the great Charter, which
denies to the Soversign the right to enact
lawg for the realm, except by and with the
tivice of the Houses of Parl ument. (Cheers),
Now, =hsll any man, who is not a fit subject
for the asylum or penitentiary, undertoke to
ny that the bills koiasterously and factiously
dragged through the arena of party conflicts
In Westminster, and finally sent up to the
Throne by & majority of English, Scotch and
Welsh members, most of whom never saw
Ircland and have no concern for her interests,
€xcept so far as it aflects their politicsl party,
are based upon the honest and intelligent
Consideration of her wants and the
remedies moat auited to her actnal condi-
Yion and resources 7 (Loud cheers), In view
of the disnstrons results of London legis-
ation upon thefagricnltural, industrial, com-
mercial, educational, social, and political
iHtatus of Ireland since the perfidious Aot of
Union, especially if these be compared with
¢ amazing improvements effcoted in every
Qepartment of Irieh public life during the pre-
Yious e¢ighteen yenra under direotion of her
’Il)“l’fﬂ Parlinment, althongh it was then the
arlismentof only aneighth of thepopulation,
shall it bo alleged that Ireland is unreason-
"lo in her demond for the revival of her
Ustive Parliament with o fair representation
o her people? (Cheere), The whole sub-
stance of her claim is to be allowed to do

acqualntance with the condition of the
country, upd the relations ot class with clase,
and are chosen by the community at large,
and inveated with the prestige of public con-
fidence, ns fit expositora of the evils to be
remedied and the remedies to be applied.
{(Great cheering.) Thia is what ia termed
Home Rule. It ia what Canada happily en-
Joys for her own benefit and the peace of the
Empire. (Cheers.) Is there disloyalty in
asking the British Parliament to concede it
to Ireland ? Ged forbid that they shouvld
seek to eacroach by the amallest tittle upon
the rights ‘of Her Majesty. or anywise de-
tract rrom her vuthority, her royal style and
diguity and prerogative. (Applause.) They
ask only to be allowed to speak to their Queen
throuyh their chosen spokesmen in reference
to their domestic wants, and ask Her Majosty
to sanction the legislative remediea they ahail
recommend to ber. (Cheera.) It is asimple
case of restitution. ‘The Bishopdid not think
it necessary to point out fo this intelligent
wudience the whole series of nefarious
proceedinga whereby Lord Castlereagh, with
dagger in one hand and gold in the other,
induced a small majority of the Irish mem-
bers to commit national suicide by accepting
the Act of Union. The Union was & legal
mackery, entitled of itself to no respect from
[rishinen and utteriy incapable of extinguish-
ing the Charter of the Irish Yarliament.
{Loud chooring.) The law of justice that lies
ugaiaat the robber towards the robbed is, that
he give back to the honest man his cwn.
(Applause). His Lordship snid that Captain
Gaskin {who sat before kim) would agree that
Catholic clergy apoke the truth, were pever
afraid to spesx the trutb, never, through fear
or fuvor, betrayed the truth, and once they
spoke the truth, never took it buck. Bug,
even though Castlereagh were a saint envolled
among the canonized, (Luughter) the system
enucted by the Union is a travesty on the re-
presentative form of government guaranteed
by the British Constitution; it is a btind
drawn between the Queea and her faithful
Irish subjects, to prevent He: Majesty from
constitutionally ascertaining the true condition
of the country and the .ncvhous of equitable
Jegislation. Of the 652 members of Parlia-
ment in Westminater 105 ore nominally from
Ireland, that ia, about one-aixth of the assem.
bly. Uractically, however, the Irish people
have only 46 repreeentatives, or thereabouts,
the majority of the seats nominally as:izned
to Ireland being filed by her biterest eme-
ties, the representatives of the Englitk gar~
rison in Ireland, the men of blood and spolia-
tion and penal laws and traditional hatred of
the Irish racc. The resnlt has beer invuria-
bly brought about by the gerrymandering of

the constituencies, much more by the artfully
arranged property qualification which has
hitherto excluded three-fourths of the Catho-
lic people from the right of suffrage ; und
finally by the power of eviction and confisca-
tion equivalent to the power of life and death
vested by law in the landlords, and employed
by thein as a weapon of st potent intimi-
dation, to ceerce the farmers into vating for
the lundlords’ nominees in opposition to their
conscience and the interest of their class,
Even the ballot, recently introduced, is nou
suflicient protection ayainst this terrorisin.
What could 46 Irish membera effect in o
Houso where they ure only one to thirteen,
and where un alien assembly could always
find pretext for aati-leish legislation in the
cordial eoncurrence of the Garrison Party,
who pretended to speals also in the name

of Ireland? Poor Ireland was ever
made to appear as o house divided
against  itself. No conejderation wae

shown to her representatives, except when
the balance of parties rendered their votes
casually important and worth heing purchased
by some little attention to their demands,
This is not government on the representative
principle ; it is not constitutionnl govern.
ment, (Cheers.) By the new distributiou of
seats and the enlargement of the franchise, it
is true that Ireland is likely to weaken the
Garrigon Puerty and eend eighty or more gen-
nine representativesto Westminster. But atill
Ireland ghall remain without an effective
voice in the formation of her laws, unless she
succeeda in wresting Home Rule from a reluc-
tant foreign legistatare. Promises shall be
made to her, and some small measurs of re-
drese of grievances may possibly be grauted
to hor, from time to time, according to the
exigencics of Whigs or Tories. But it never
shall be anything like full redress; it never
shail bo other than occasional relief, fractional
and tantalizing, The sum of her evila shall
remain without remedy ; the legitimateaspira-
tions of her ancient and honored race shall be
thwarted as heretofore; her vital interests,
educational and industrisl, agricuitural and
commercial, social and political, shall be un-
represented in the laws that shall be framed
for her governmeat in a foreign copital. And
how could it be otherwise? Analyse the
Housge of Commons in Westminster, and say,
conld the 550 English, Scoteh and Welshmen,
who compose it, be expected to take a lively
concern in the affairs of Ireland ? It has been
said that the sons of Erin have as nyuch repre-
sentation, and as much chance of fair play, as
Scotland or Wales. Butitisnotsa. Scotland
had unity with England ; she entered the al-
liance of her own free will, and had ever since
been favored snd petted snd pampered somo-
times after a fashion directly injurious to
Ireland, YVales was too stupid to offer re-
gistance (laughter). Irnland refused to enter
the alliance, She held by her own nationality,
and shall never yield her right to be & distinct
nation, living by her own lifs, (Great cheers).
Holding up his hand and looking upwards,
the Bishop said thot, with the blessing of God
Almighty, Ireland would never have a nation
al unity with Eogland or sny other nation.
{Loud applause,) The foundations of the
earth shall give way, the sun ahall lose its
light, and the moon shall be turned into
blood ; but Ircland shall never renounce her
nationhood-—one blood, one race, one religion,
one history of joys and sorrows and noblest
sacrifices, of literary glory followed by politi-
cal darkness, one everlastingly (cheering).
They would nover be separated, never idonti.
fied with any other mation. ¢ Wae are one
nation,” he exclaimed, ‘‘and can be nothing
elge,” The audience cheered vociferously.

of antagonism of race, antagonirm of religion
and antagonism of interests, The Sovereigh
shall, he hoped and prayed, be ever the Sov-
ereigu ot both peoples ; but with cqual fervor
did he hopo and prav that, with unity of
Empire and unity of Throne there shall ever
ca-exiat the two peoples, two kingdows, two
Parliaments, Great Britsin one, and Ireland
the other, bouad together into Imperial
Uity by the golden link of the Crown and
a common Imperial Legislature, with full
freedom for ench to pursue its own destiny
in coneord with the other. (Gresl
applauge.} The untagonism of England to
the Irish race ia too definite und too persistent
in its bitternees to ndmit of any hope af their
ever becoming u national or political uuit.
They must agree to live as distinct nations,
ench living in accordance with its own ideas,
by its own political organism, under the bonds
ot Imperial unity, represented by the Flag of
the Empire. Throughout 400 years Kngland
waged A war of cootinuous invasion upon
Ireland; then for 200 years, the con.
quest being completed, she wapged a
wur of extermination upon her victim,
the most cruel and barbarous recorded in the
annals of the world; and throughout this
nineteenth century, although she hassheathed
the sword and scught to mitigate many of the
atrocities of ber penal laws, she hae held Ire-
land in bondage still, writhiog and groaning
under the tyranny of the Uraconian code of
lapd laws, fiscol laws, political and educational
dieabilities and forced impoverishment, the
unrepealed residue of the wicked past; and
she will neither remedy these monstrous evila
in Westminster nor permit Ircland to convoke
her own Purliament for the purpose of reme-
dia! legislation, The chausm is made wider
and deeper by the antsgonmism of relicion.
Eogland’s most bitter hatred of the faith of
St. Patrick’s sonas is not only writtea io blood
vpon ber statute-book, hut nmay be seen by
friend and foe, throughout the length aud
breadth of the Holy lale, in the dismantled
cathedrals and abbeye, the sanctuaries at
lesrning and picty which constituted the
former glory of the Irish race, the centres of
European civilization, which even in their
rained condition to-day procleim from tower
and transept arch and tracericd window the
richness of piety and art that distinguished
the Irizh Church in the Middle ages. Yct not
in parchments and ruined walls is the record
of England’s dire persccution of Irelund’s
faith inost vividly and enduringly preserved.
It is in the hearts and memories of the people.
Every city and town and hamlet, every knoll
and ‘dell in the four provinces retaina tho
tradition of alturs deeecrated, of sacrilegions
profapnations of things moest holy, of the
murders and the brutul antrages perpetrated
in the name of Kaplish civilization upon Ire

land’s priests and other huly ones of her chit-

dren.  You cannot ohliterate such traditivas
as theso from s nation’s memory.  Fhey ehall
continue to be tremsmitted from sire to sou,
and shall perpetuate the chasm bagween natjon
and nation, between tha cenyaeror wnd the
conquered, the oppressor and tha oppressed,
the family who drew hlood nnd the fawmity
whose blood has bzern drawp. (Cheering.)
No, it never caa Po thut Irefand should merge
her national life in that of England wad furin
with her n political unit, (Loud epplause.) If
this hay beeu heretofore the epirit of Euglish
bigotry agaiust the ancicnt faith of Ireland,
and if this spirit still prevails to the extent of
not allowing even one Eogliah Catholic mem
her to be elccted to Parlinment to sit among
the 550 English, Scotch and Welsh reprosen-
tatives and epeak an occasional word in
behulf of his two million co.religionists, how

could ITreland expect the voice of her
forty or fifty members to receive conside-
rate hearing, cespceinlly in regard of eduza-
tional aud other (uesiions intimately con-
nected with religion? It is plainly impossible
for political or natioual unity to exist betwecn
two peoples divided by such terrible memories
of wrong, and such opposite ideas of religion
and right. They could never agreo as to
whaut constitutes the public good, which is the
groundwork of legislation. Here, indeel, in
Cunada, the sons of England and Irelund can
shake hands with one und snother, forgetting
the past in the pregress and prosperity of this
beautiful land of their common adopticn.
{Suiting the action to the word, the Bishop,
amid tremendous applause, cuiled up Captain
Gaskin and shook bim by the hand.) Here
men have not spilled one another’s bLlood for
the ascendency of race or religion, nor have
they confiscated the property of any nation-
ality, This is o free land, where men are free
(Cheers,) After paying
a high tribute to English statesmen in pen-
eral, na men of high houor and truth and
patriotism, tho Bishop praised Mr, Gladatone
for his possession of these qualities in an emi

nent degree combined with iutellectual bright.-
ness unsurpassed by any other man on the
earth ; and he said thet AMr, Gladstone and
geveral high English statesmen would like to
efface the memories of all pnat injustice and
by actas of reparation to [reland bridge over
the gulf that lies botween the two nations.
This is his aum ; and for this be works as {far
as he can induce his party to follow him,
But, said the Bishop, althcugh he may succeed
to some degree in hushing up the antagonirm
of rnce and_religion, there is a third antngo-
pism which he cannot supprees; it is ever
living and active, it belongs to che future as to
the past; it is the antsgonism of intevests.
England is o nation of shopkeepers; trade

and morkets ore her primary object in her

denlings with other countries. All else is
pothing in comparison with these. She hos
heretofore deliberately and by express legis-
Istion annihilated Irish manufactures, lest
Ireland’s goods should get a preference in
foreipn markets or compote successfully with
her's at home, Is it to De supposed.that
an agtembly consisting chiefly of sons
and Dbrothers of English shopkezpers
shall show the unexampled magoani-
mity of submitting to the demand of
o handful of Irish membere for the re-estab-
lishment of those Irish industries on a footing
of perfect equality with their own, or on the
principle of ‘protection for a period sufficient
to enable them to develop into equal power
of production and equal facilities of profitable
gale? The epeaker next referred to the
iniguitons land-Iaws made for Lreland by the

British Perliament, and sald that notwith-

atanding the amendments made in them by
Mr. Gladstone, they are still so unjust and
oppressive that no people on earth would bear
with them, except the Irisk. Landlords even
to-day posaess the power to evict the honest
and industrions farmers from their holdinge
if they fail to pay an imporsible reut, and
this cruel proceeding goes on every whek in
the year. Let the land produce a good or a
bad crop, the landlord ineists on getting an
enormous rent, guch as, even when the gea-
sons are most favorable aud crops are abyn-
dant, lcaves the farmer without sufficient to
feed and clothe himself and his family with
decency. Farmers who hold uhder leases
made when pricesof agricultural produce w cre
&t the highest, are held bouund ta these leases
at this very day when American and Austra.
lian competition have brought down the
prices to half and, in regard of some products,
to a third of what they were valued a few
years ago, And if the poor farmer be not
able 1o meet thet unressonable demand, the
landlord caste him out of house and home
and turns him adnft upon the world, The
Bishop touched upon the Educational Liws
eaacted by England againet Ireland, and the
pitent wrong that is dome to Irish youth
intellectually snd morally by excludiog them
from participation in the endowments be
queathed by tbeir Catholic forefathers for
their benefit. He dwelt upon the shameful
unfairness of the conditions of University
education a8 regulated by the law enacted
only four or five years ago. Thus the antugon-
ism of interests, more enduring than those of
race or religion, must render it always impos-
sible for the two pations to constitute one
politica! unit organized by the laws framed
by their representatives at Westminster
It Home Rule he naot given tuo Irelund for the
management of her own internal allairs, it is
folly to talk to her of representative govern.
ment, of respect for London-made law, of the
buriul of ancient animosities and the future
amity of the nationa. One nation they nuver
can be. Q(one Parlisment cun nuver represent
the rights of both.  Qae code of agricultural,
commercial and industrial laws ecannot bo the
expression of justiceto both. Let each nation
address the Severeign through its own Par-
liament and obtain the Royal sanction of its
proper domestic regulatione, und then, lut
nat otherwise, ahall there be un end of the
700 yeara' war between England and Ireland.
(Great applause.) The Bishop in conclusion
desirod to say one word shout the shibbolcth
of Imperinl disintegration. He asked why
shonld lreland’s coutrol of her own domestis
wilaira  invulve  disintegration of the
Empire, wherens the same concession
mude to Canada and Australin, so far from
disintegraving. had  confessedly asided in

 congolidating the Impire? If Home Rule

did pot weaken the bonda of 1mperial unity
in the semntest purts of the body politic,
why sheuld it affect organic Aissolutim in
close proximity to the seat of life? If the
colonies that could not be veached by mititary
or naval forees, withont delay of wecks wnd
months, in the cvent of rebellivus disturbancee,
may be safely entrusted with Home Llule,
why thould there be speeial dread of Ireland,
whose garrisons stiadl te wmanned by it
ik troups and whore coast iy alniest with.
in gun-shot of the Koglish ursenals?  The
Bishop suid he never had henrd auy gentie.
man  of intelligence wnd recognised trath
fulpess assert that Heme Rule for Ireland
meaut sepration. e did pot mind what
newapepers aml the lower clees of palitical
sgitautors say upon the subject,  They but
vcho the interested clamors of s party and
prepagate & seuscless ery, But Mr.Gladstone,
Lord Salisbury and the great statesmen of
England would not utter such u fulselood,
Heo told an amusing story illustrative of the
readiness of politiciana to abaadon this ey of
disintegration when it becomes their interest

where feeling is iutensely agitated by the
complaints of the Irish in Ireland; that
Canada is gravely concerned for the muain-
tenance of peaceful relations with the Repub-
licand its lrish population, and is disturbed
by their disturbance; that Caneda is o
membor of the Britieh Emnpire, and carnestly
desires to eseo pence established between all
its provinces and races; that Canada ex-
periences great beuefit from the enjoyment
of Home Rule, and would be giad to
gee lreland parbicipate in its advantages,
if England could see its way to conced-
ing it. Nevor was & State paper more logi-
cally and forcibly, yet reapectfully preparca.
Nevertheless, Mr, Gladstone's Cabinet, feel-
ing all its force of argument, and having
no solid ground on which to rest its

rajection, thought fit to send  Sack
the message, unworthy of Her Ma-
jesty's responsible Ministers, that they

‘¢ did not want Canada's advice ;" as though,
forscoth, the Canadian Parliament had no
right to address the Crown or the Legislaturo
of England on such topics, What the Bichop
wished to emphasize was simply this : Never
would Mr. Qladstone und his Cabinet have
taken refuge in this paltry pretence hefore
the civilized world, if they thought they could
with truth have sent back to Canada thiz ef
feotive reply: ¢ Gentlemen of the House of

SiR,—I mever question the perfect hongaty
of the motives of my priests in any matter,
but 1 caunot view without extreme pain and
aclicitude the extraordinary attitnde which
Father Dowd, of St. Patrick's, Montreal, haa
judged proper to assume on the Riel matter.
Apart from the sharp contrast, which it offers
to the feelinge aod cond et of his immediate
epiecopal superiors nnd the vast majority
of his brether ciergy in Lower Cuanada, it
is predicated on such an evident misconstruc-
tion of the facta in tha North-West and such
n atrange misconception of the duties of
citizenship that I sincerely hope, with all due
respect for his priestly character, that none
of his and my fellow-countrymen will allow
their natural sympathies to be warped for
one minute either by it or by the
ntterances which proclaimed it on Suuday
lapt, When 1 recsll the events which
preceded ond followed the troublous
times of 1837 nnd the detrimentsl effuct they
have had ever since upon the fortunes wnd
influence of Irish Catholics in thia Provinco
and indirectly thronghout the Dowinian, I
fenl that Father Dowd, of Montzeal, is making
precisely the same terrible wmistake that the
Inte lammented Father McMahan, of Quebee,
made on that oucasion and that history
will repeat iteelf in the same disastrone con-
sequences for my countrymen in Lower
Cuuadn unless they take counsel of their
natural sympathies at this junctuie amd
join heart and hand with their [Fresch
Canadiun follow citizens, to whom they are
Lound by so nnoy ties of religion, kindred
and inlerest, ip resisting the overshadowing
and dangerous jinfluence of the doteated
Ocange seet, who have Leen our nationn! curse
at home and abroad, ¥ar be it trom me to
say aoything to  detract in  the re-
motest degree from the cherished mem-
ory of Father McMnhon or to wish to re-
vive too keenly wsny of the painful reminis.
cences of hig time. The Irish Catholics of
Quebec and, indeed, of North America ntlarze
owe him too much to listen to nnything in
his disparagement. Dot time hws proved
that, in his all-absorhiog love for his country-
men, he committed a grievous blunder for
their future good. He meant well, bat he
crented a breach between them and the
French Cunadinns of which, after the lapse
of nearly (ifty yeurs, they still feel the fufuri-
ous effacts in &1l walks of life, and to heal
which there never was o aore propitinug np-
portunity thun the prevent. He thonght he
was warldly wise, but he proved eminentiy
shorteighted.  For a temporary good, he,
without knowing b, saerificed the wholo
futnre comfort and prospects of his people
and turned to pall wpd hittersess the love
that had existed from time inuremorial be-
tween two races with w comiuon aucestry, a
common roligion und wlmost » common higtars
—hetween the deseendnuts of two uations
who had been more than friendy, who had
been brothers, in prosperity amd adversity,
anl  whose sons liad shed their bload
freely either side by side or for euch
other's canse, on Fontenoy, at Castlebar,
and many snother sanguinary battle-field
against tha common enemy. He did, in
fuct, whet Futher Dowd has been now doing.
He preached that his people had no iaterest
in the movement of 1837 and should show no
sympathy with it, juet as if pothing which
concerned the good gavernment of the
country they had made their hume should be
of interest to themn or comnand their sym.
pathy as iotelligent wod  liberby-loving
citizens ; nnd his people, or rather the
majority of them, unfortunately listemed to
him, with the results we all sincoe know and
deplore, He unconscivuely made himeelf the
advocate of British nscendancy and indirectly
ot Orangeism. In ponint of fact, he unwit-
tingly pleadcd the case of the villainous
Family Compoct, whose tyrasnous conduct
and oflensive ostracism of the native inhabi-
tauts provoked the rising of that day, which
wns afterwarda crushed liko that of tho half
breeds in our own time, but nevertheless
forced the very reforms that all constitutional

means had previonsly failed to secure. He
trembled ot the prospective loss, but
he mnever caleulated the gain, As already

said, in his all-absorbing love for his
follow-countrymen, he feared that they
wauld be erushed, that they would be
made the victims of their chivalry, of the
national bent of their sympathies, He fore-
saw this resnlt, and he devoted his wondrous
porsussive powers and enerpy to its preven-
tion, but he dipped into the tutureno further.
Like many anotber brilliant but hopcless
Irishman of his duy,who knew how mercilessly
Kogland had been in the habit of crushing
out Irish revolts, or who had telt her power,
he fancied that there was no limit to that
power, and that it waz tho very
height of suicidal madness to oppoese or
aven dream of opposing it. How gravely
he misjudged the situation iz now a matter of
history. He himaelf lived to seo n completely
new order of thinga established, to see the
very robels of 1837 elevated to the highest
digpities in the Jand, and to see themn lording
it over the men who had previously been their
torants and oppregsoras. He lived long enough,
too, to witness the ripening of some of the

.| baneful fruits for bhis countirymen of the

policy of antagonism to the Frenoh-
Canadians of which, without knowing
it, ho had  helped to lay the

foundations in ths times of 1837, He wes
spared, however, by the merciful hand of
death, the pain of witnessing the results of
that antagonism carried, as they'since have
been, to- their logical issue. But if he mie-

judged tho situution, it iz not for anyoue. be-

. . longing to the people he loved so well to misj

judge him, Looking at the circumstances ¢
bis time, remembering tha fact that the Irish
were then, 80 to say, strangers in the country
and only a mere handful in point of numbers,
and that the French Uanadians were not in a
condition to maintain a successful struggle
against the power of England, which was
then supreme, it must be granted that ninety
men out of every hundred in the same
position would have probably taken the
same politic view of the situation, apart
altogether from his sacred offian to preach
peace and anbmission to the powers thab
be. However, whatever juastificadion or
color of justification there may have been for
the attitude of the Irish Catholic people in
Father MeMahon’s day, there is not even
the shadow of justification ar even of policy
for the indifferent or antagonistic attitude
which they ure now nsked to take on this
Riel quertion at Montresl or in anv other
part  of the DProvince of Quebec,
The sitoation has  altogbor changed.
The French Canadisns are no longer its
slaves, but its masters. Their numbers
and influence in the Province and the Do-
minion make them a power to be propitiated,
not antagonized. If no other considerations
dictuted » upien with them as our natural
allies, the selfish one of policy should do so,
and never 3 better opportunity offered to
cenient again an ullinuce, which shonld never
been broken and npever would have been
but for the infernal machinations of the
common enemy of bath races which bhas al-
ways acted on the principlo of dividing to
govern. But there are other and much
weightier and more ennobling, an well as
more urgent considerations why, forgetting
the ailly and suicidal fends of the past,
Irishmen should heartily joio their French
Cunadinu  fellow-conntrymen and orally
atrengthen their hands in  the present
instance. Without the remotest idea of an
appeal to nrms, but only by constitutional
weapons, there is fivatly » common enemy to
Le fought, the doubly dangeroua and deceit—
ful enemy of Orangeiem, whiclt should have
no place or hnd ro cacouragement on
Canadisn soil. Therc is not the slight-
est fear, I um convineed, that the
V'rotestant population of the Dominion—
iy wham [ mean tho orderly and law-abiding
Urntestants, KEnglish, Scoteh, and Irish, who
do not believe in the necessity of maintaining
Church and State by the ossistance of o
blondthirsty secret society in s peacefal
land and with whom the French Canadians
snd Irislh Catholice have hitherto lived
in sympathy and harmony--will take offence

at apy such unmion, are partieunlerly
when they kunow that there is uat the
remotest intention of divescinr H ageinet

them any more than th epower of the msjor-
ity in this Provinee hny been u-od to the de-
trimeut of the Proteetant minority, and that
its oliject is not aggression but seli defonce
und the enjoyment of equal righta by oll ele-
ments,  Second’y the Irish Catholics are no
longer u mere handful of forlorn strangers, but
a numerouy, iptluentinl anid integral portion of
the community, with a very dircet interest in
all that affects its wellare and concerns its
good government, divectly or iadirectly,
whether the guestion moro immedialely atb
issuze affects themselvez or othuers, when it
aflects the whole hody politic an tho question
of the government of the North-West, Riel's
rebellion and his exceution hss undonbtedly
uilfected it.  And, thirdly, tho Irish Catholica
—and they are not an usgrateful race —owe

KING ALFONSO'S DEATH.
THE PATHETIO SCENES AT THE DEATH BED,

Maprip, Nov. 28,—Cardinal Benavides
heard King Alfonso’s confession at 7.30 a.m.
on Wednesday aud admipistered to him
the last sacraments in presence of Queen
Christina, ex-Queen Isabella and other mem-
bers of the royal family and several members
of the household. The King begged to see
his daughters, who were in Madrid at the
time., They were telegraphed for, but arrived
too late to see their father alive, The King
died in the arms of Queen Christins, all pres-
ent being profoundly affected. The Cardinal
and the ex-Queen wept, and the Infants
Isubel /sinted, Queen Christina subsequently
covered the body with flowers and for a long
time refused to leave the chamber,

Bavussg, Nov. 26.—Letters received from
Madrid attribute the death of King Alfonse
to varioas causes, One attributes hia death
to pulmonary phthisis, another to tubercu-
losis of the intestines, and wnother to general
apiemis and long failing healsh, It is stated
that in the midst of his dissipation and extreme
depression the King painted his cheeks to
#ive him an artiticial appearance of health,
and he constantly persisted in disregarding
the requests of his physiciana that he shonid
remain at hjs hunting seat at Kl Purdo, de-
clariog that there were political reasons for
his presence at the capital.

TILE NEW QUEEX,

Mabrip, Nov. 26.—Princess Mercedes,
the five year old daughter of Alfonso, will be
Queen under the regency of her mother,
Christiaa. Senor Sagasta will form a new
cabinet, The streets are crowded with peo-
ple, cagerly discussing the situation. but the
city is trauquil, The body of Alfonso has
been embalmed,

Maprip, Nov, 27.—0n Monday afternvon,
King Altonsy, in spite of the damp weather, ac-
com panied the Duc de Montpenser, in a elosed

carriage, part of the distance from El
Pordo o Mudrid. On  returning tv Rl

Pardo he complained of feeling unwell and
of a diifficuity in breathing, which alarmed
the attendieg physician, r.  Casimore,
At 11lo'clock on Monday night the Wing had
anothier attack of ditheult breathing of the
greatest mtensity, He was nawiling, however,
to alavm the Roy.ul family aud delayed sending
for the I’rime Minists r until the next morniog,
when the Due De Serto arrived, The latger
immediately informed the ministers and mem-
bers of the Royal family, whe were in Madrid.
Cueen Christing, the Infanta Fulalia, the Duke
te Montoensier, ex-Uueen lsabelln and others
hurried to 121 Pardo, where they found the king
sitting in aw arm chaiv in_ an  exhausted
condition, but conscious.  The King em-
braced his wife, mother and sisters, and spoke a
few hopeful words to them. Meanwhile the
feeling of alarin had spread throughout Madrid,
end there was soon an endless suecessivn of ear-
ringes passed botwen the city nud El Pardo,
The doctors who hid been sunnnoned to the
King's bedside, conferrcd until fute in the after-
poon.  Alfonso was then able to talke a little
nourishment, 12 slept during the night. faly
in the morning he had another it of gasping,
followed by o still mora dethienlt resiration,
which lasted until Lis deatn,  When the daugh-
ters of the King arrived from Madrid there was
a terrible ~cene of grief.

The Queen has summoned Senor Sagasta to
formm o cabinet. King Alfonso sbsolutely re-
fused to allow the doctors to hold a consvliation.

The Montreal Gazeite'says :— .

“The escape of Riel's seargtary, Jackson,
from the lunatic asylum .at Lower Fort
Garry, where he was oconfined after his trial
at Regina, is greatly to be regretted at this
time, Decause it is apt to be considered by
those who are incensed against the Govern-
ment as being winked at by the latter.”

THERE are pow lond protestations in Oa-
tario that the Oraogemen of that Province
did not bring any inflaence to bear upon the
Government to hang Louis Riel, and madenn
threats against Sir Jobn if the execution did
not take place. It looks as if those who
clamored for Riel’s death and thuse who
ordered it bave Dbecome frigntened at thei:
own waork, The Toronto Mil denics em-
phatically thut there was any demaml
for his bleod by the Orapgemen, or that
he was hanged to glut their vengeanee.
These denials and protestativns come tou late.
What is writtea in black and white cannot
be go easily effuced. The fact remains that
Riel waus butchered to make an Qrunge holi-
day. We prove what we say by quoting the
resolutions passed by Orange Lodges, the
speeches made by Orange lenders, and the
articles written by the Orangs organ of the
Orange association. Let the Canadian peo-
ple—kEnglish, Scotch, frish and French—
judge between these Qrange protestations of
to-day, that they wanted none of Riel's
blood, and their bloodthirsty, seditious
and revolutionary cries before the perpetra-
tion of the foul deed, that, if Riel was bpct
hung, * the day wae not far distant whena
call to arms would resound throughout the
Dominion.”

Let our readers and all those who are
opposed to Orangeism and its dark and evil

¢ That this L.O.L., No. 80, sees with regret
the obstucles that nre being put forward to
prevent the rebel Riel from paying the just
pevelty of his mapy crimwes on the scaflold,
and that this lodge is of opininn that po
further reapite should be granted him, but
that he should suller the extizuic penalty of
the law and be hanged in fulfilment of the
sentence passed upon him.’

*+We give the same onr hearty commen-
dation and support, and that copies of this
regolution be aznt to Sir John Macdonald, the
Orange Jentinel, the Loronto Mril and the
local papers.

Thus were the Orange lodges engaged in
forcing Sir John Macdonald to close his
ears to the petitions for mercy which was so
strongly recommended by the jury, and to
practice a most unpardonable piece of decep-
tion upon the members ot this province, who
were previously assured that Kiel's life
would be spared.

Now as to the oratorical efforts of the
Orange leaders to compel tho Government to
yield to their demande for vengeance and for
blood. At an Orengs gothering in Toronto
ou Nov. Gth one of the speakers exclaimed:—
*“And shall Riel, this arch-rebel, go free
whilst loyal men have stained the ground
with their blood to uphold the Queen’s
authority ?

I was
pleased to notice in the speeches of County
Master Somers, District Master Wilson, and
Brothers Graham and Low, the determination
expressed that if the Government allows Rome
tu step in on this occasion and secure a re-
prieve for thia arch-traitor, the Conservative
party can no longer count on their services,
slthough they have worked and voted for
them for meny years.”

That extract is worth meditating upon, It
in the repetition of the cry that was raised at
oll the Orange gatherings in many parts of
Oatarjo.

Coming down to tne official organ of the
Crange body it will be aeen that that worthy
journal does not allow itself to he eclipsed,
although enjoying the calm and peace

and the only answer we judge that can be
truthiully given is that the  Frenchmen of
Quoebec rule in the Dominion Parliament, and
have vowed that not a hair of hiel’s head shall
be harmed. Waa it to this end, then, that
our gallant valunteers sprang to arms and
Inid down their lives at their country's
salt ?  Shall Frenchmen who aympathise
with the rebels ba permitted to undo their
work ? If mo, 'let it be known through-
out this Jand, Let it be proclaimed that
the rights and liberties of Britons in an Eng-
lish colony haog only upon the breath of an
alien race. But English Canadians will not
longer suffer the galling bondage; and the
day msy not be far distant when the eall to
arms will agsin resound throughont the Da-
minion. Then, indeed, our soldiers, profiting
by the lessons of the past, must complete a
work throughout the whele land only begun
in the North- West.

DEATH OF VICE-PRESIDENT HEN-
DRICKS.

AXNUTHER notable name has been dropped
f om the Llepublic’s roll of hooor. Death
has of late been more than usnally busy in
the limited circie of men who were coneidered
warthy of tilling the highest executive clfice
in the nation. Gen. Grant, cx-President of
the Unired States, waa the first to relinquish
his hold v the thrends of life ; then followed
the death of Geueral McClellun, who was the
Dumoccaticcondidateforthe presidencyagainet
Lincolu ; and to-day the American people Jave
to mcurn the sudden loss of Mr. Hendricka,
whose name was the favored and hooored
onc for cither the Presidency cr Vice-Presi-
deney in all the Nationai Democrasic Con-
ventions during 1he past eighteen yeaurs, le
was amoug the ablest stuteamen of hia day.
His public and private virtues were many,
and their influence was ever visible in the
discharge of his duties. His honesty of pur-
pose aod hia inteqrity of character were dis-
puted by uo one, so that, although deep down
in politics for years, his reputation remained
untarpished to tho end. His principles were
democratic after the good old Jeffersonian
type. There was no compromise or mug-
wumpery in his composition. He honored
the Repubiic as much as the people horored
him.

Thomas A. Hendricks wos born in Mus.
kingum County, in the State of Ohio, ou the
7th of September, 1819. He graduated from
South Hanover College, in that State, in
1840, when he removed to Chambersburg,
Pa.,, and began the study of law. Three
years Jater he was admitted to the bar, and
began the practice of his profession in In-
diana. In 1548 he was elected to the State
Legslature, and in 1850 was a delegate to
the State Constitutional Convention. He was
elected to the House of Representatives and
sat in that bedy until the expiration of his
term in 1835, when he was appointed Com-
missivner of the General Land Offier, in
which posttion he remained until 1839. At
the begiuning of the Civil War he was
colanel of an Indisna regiment, but owing
to u dilfvrence hetween him and the Admiais-
tration he resigned.  Countinuing actively in
politics he was a candidate for the governor-
ship of Iodiaoa in 1860 against Henry
8. Lune, but failed of success, and remain-
ed out of public life for three ycars. In
1863 he was elected benator of the United
States for the long term of six years. His
name was preeented to the Democratic
National Convention in 15GS as a candidate
for the DPresidency, but the Ohio delegates
persistently voted for Horatio Seymour, of
New York, ond finally caused a stampede in
the latter’s favor. Again in 1872 Mr. Hen-
dricks was a candidate for the nomination of
his party to the presidency, and, but
for unexpected combinations against him,
secemed likely to secure the honor.
In 1876 he was unanimously nominated us
Vice-President on the famous Tilden ticket,
which wns defeated by a fraudulent count of
the electoral vote, At the Democratic Conven-
tion of 1850 he was urged by his triends to
accept nomiuation for the office of President,
but he choaed rather to throw in his influcnce
on the side of General Hancock than toaccept
the nomination. In July, 1854, he was again
before the Convention as a candidate for
nomination for the Presidency, having the
solid support of his own State. He, howaver,
declined to be put forward, and gave his sup-
port to Cleveland. After the ballot had de-
clared in favor of Clevelend, Mr. Hendricks
was unaninously nominated by his party ae
candidate for the office of Vice-President,
which he filled from the 4th of March last to
the 25th November, when he passed with
painful suddenness from this life.

DEATH OF KING: ALFONSO.

The death of Alfonso XII., the King of
Spain, cannot but be regarded as wuoything
lesa than a calamity to the country over which
he ruled. The discordant clements which
have for some time apparently stood in the
way of the political peace of his country

were under the present regime becoming

rapidly wenker, and there were those
wlho confidently predicted that Spain
was once more rising from her deca:
dence to ugain take her place among

the great nations of the earth, The
beneficent ruie of the King, and the marked
attention successfully given to commerce and
social reforms, and, at the same time, to that
provecbially punctilious sense of national
dignity belonging to the Spanish, were
drawing the public sympathy to the existing
regime. That every successive yesr weakened
thoee who lean to the various pretenders to
the throne, and also marked the rapid extine-
tion of the secret comspirators who, as in

other REuropesz countrics, have set
theicr machinery at work to overthrow
Church, law and order, was very

evident from the passing record of events.
But this bright prospect was not fatod to gn
unchecked. The course trodden by the
young King has, from hia birth, been o
rugzed wnd thorny ono. Hé wus born in
trouble, tor conspirtors were nronnd Lis
wothers throne, who, though they were at
the immelinte moment powerloss to shake it,
were able to do what was woeree, nanely, to
breathe slander aguivst ber pame. Lais need
not be rcferred to further than to soy in
passing that the best answer to it was found

in the Queen being the recipient
of the Golden Rose from His Holi-
ress  shortly after. In  thic  episode

thero is a close resemblauce to the tacticm
puraued by the Qrange conspirators nt the
time of the death of Wiliiam IV. of England.
Then the Duke of Cumberland and his secret
“ brothers” assniled the character of the
Duchess of Kent, in the hope of barring the
succeesion of the Princess Victoria to the
Crown. Failing in this, there is too much
reason for believing that they endeavored to
compuss her life. And co in Spain, The
Marquez conspiracy to- kill the Queen, after
slander had dope its worst, is well known.
Queen lsabella, however, abdicated in 1568,
and was accompanied to Paris by ber son, the
deceased King, then eleven yesrs old,

The young Prince was educated partly at
Vienna ot the Thereseanum, and later on he
entered Sandhurst, the English Military
Academy, and, while completing hia military
studies, was frequently associated with the
Prince Imperial of France, an intimacy
from which, at the time, much future
political good was anticipated. But it
is true that ¢ we are of such things as dreamy
are made of,” and the bistorical philosopher’s
vision has failed and both the young lives of
possible usefulness prematurely cut off, Itis
not necesgary to do more than briefly refer to
the stormy era whioh preceded 1874 when
Alfouso was proclaimed king. A republic,
with all the worst features of revolution and
civil atrife, had been tried. Then a king was
gought ; Prince Arthur of England, Prince
Thomas of Genon, and others being approach-
ed in vain, Then Prince Leopold of
Belgium was offered the crown and accepted
it. This untimely event ligted the flame of
war between France and Germany and ter-
minated only at Sedan. Later on, Prince
Amadeus, of Italy, accepted the crown, but
his coronation seemed only to bring mischief
and civil disturbance with it, and in two
years Amadens abdicated. For two yenra
aftor this internal disaension of the most dis-
astrous claes raged in the unhappy country,
tho Intransigeants on one occasior gaining
possession of the principle Sponish fleot. So
threatening at the moment did things appear
that England had to talte possession ot the
irouclade of Spain, pending the appearance of
o legitimete and responsible owner, and
Portugal massed her troops on the frontier to

from that hour matters have rapidly mended,

dies with the undeubted sorrow of his coun-
try. Itisto be hoped that his death will uot
be the signal for a political relapse. The late
King leaves two danghters by his second
wife, the Archduchess Marin of Austria ; the
eldeat, Maria, Princess of the Asturias, five
yeara old, and the Infanta Maris, three years
old. 1t is only to be feared that the regency
will witness a revival of the old change of
Buccession,

“ A PROTE3ITANT POPE.’

Ar1ex perusing the admirable Encyclica
letter of Pope Leo XI1I., on the Christian
Constitution of States, which has just been
addressed to the whole Catholiz: world, the
Mootreal Daily Witness comes to the conclu-
sion that Pope Leo XI{I. must be ‘‘a Pro-
t2stant Pope.”

The only religionus daily says that *'the
“ whole intent of the Syllabue isaned by
¢ Pope DPius IN. was to caunciate a protest
¢ agminst the advance nf popular government
¢¢ and freec constitution, and to denounce re-
¢ ligious toleranco.” ‘‘Pope Lco has,” it
continues, ‘*at last found strength to reverse
¢ all this and to declaro in favor of free
‘¢ institutions aud of religious tolerance.”

There is jus. one defect in these two utate-
ments of the Daily Witness, and it is that
they lack the element of truth. Pope Pius
did not protest against or denounce popular
government, free inslitutions o1 religious
tolerance, and as a natural consequence Pope
Lea could not very well reverse a protest and
denuncintion that did not exist.

If the *‘only religious Daily” would only

J back up its stale charges against Pope Pius

with proof, its position would be stronger and
more eatisfactory, and it would not jeave
iteelf open to be given tholio direct so fre-
quently., But the weakness of the Daily
Witness is its inability to find proof for ex-
ploded and thread bare calamnies.

Do they seek to rop their Protestant
or English.speaking fellow-citizena of any of
the rights theso latter enjoy under the con-
atitution ? They donot, What ia it then
they do seek? Lhey seek the destruction
as a political power of a faction whose ex-
istence in thin free country is a disgrace to
the age., They seek, by means just and
fair, the vindication of their race, so foully
wronged by the killing of Riel because his
death had been decreed in the secrecy of

Orange lodges. They seek, in fine, the

acknowledgment’ of those rights guaranteed

them by the constitution, but now threa-
tened by Orange violence and aggression,

This crwsis had in some way fo come.

Its resplt will, if the Fremch Cansdiana

perserve in their legal and constitutional

agitation, exhibiting the same regard for
law and order and for the rights of every
other class of the population, that now
characterizes their movement, be & most
happy one for Confederation., What then
. should be the precise ?‘oaition of Irish Catho-
fics in this crisis? They should not, in our
eastimation, take part in or encourage illega
ar violent manifestations of any kind calcu-
lated to incite closs ngainst class or race
against race. They should' not oxpress ad-
miration for rebels or rebellion merely because
the rebels are mostly Catholica and the
rebellion headed by Catholica, nominal
or otherwise. They must not forget
that the Catholic Church, as an organiza-
tion, wae a hoavy loser by Riel's
uprising—priests murdered; missions laid
wasto; Inithful and clergy dispersed.

THE PRESIDENTIAL SUCCESSOR.

The sudden aeath of the late Vice President
of the United States has placed the country
in o very peculiar and critical position,
Shouid the President die before the meeting
of Congress the neighboring 1epublic would
be without apy head and without means of
wetting in motion the machinery whereby
one would be procured. This combination
of circumatances firet occurred when the
assassination of Mr. Garfield raised Mr.
Arthur to the White House—and as
what wns unforescen then might in
seme menper oceur agsin, the learned
in constituticnal wnuttcre were soon taking
into consideration the best means of remedy-
ing the defect. At present the coustitution
provides that in the c¢vent of the demise
or incapacity of the President the succession
shall lia with the President of the Senate or,
failing bhim, the Speaker of the House of
Representatives. But at present neither of
tkeee offices exist, So it may De seen how
peculinr and critical is the presest position,
g0 much ro in fact that it is thought undearr.
able to expose the President to the dangers of
@ journey to Indisnapolis to attend the fune-
ral of Mr, Hendricks, The remedy for this
nnomalous condition of things is easy, and it
ia due to the present Houae of Representa-
tives only that it does not exist, A bill was
passed at the last meeting of Congress by the
Senste providing that in the event of necee-
sity such as the present the succession to the
presidency should be vested in the cabi-
net, This measure would not only have
gusrded against possible failure in the

succession, but it also had for its
object the prevention of the succes-
sion of A& republican speaker of the

Senste when, as now, that body iz of repubd-
lican politics. In any case, the bill was a
wise one, and should have been yaesed if only
to prevent the latter possible and undesirable
combination of circumstances. No doubt a
measure will be passed at the next session of
Congress, as the present position will prove
a forcible reminder of its necesaity.

“FAJR TRADE” AND THE ENGL1SH
ELECTIONS,

The general election in England continues
to indicate not so much & Coneervative
reaction as that the peculiar copeervatism
which seems inborn in the English character
shows no signa of decay with changed circam.
stances, 'The political theorists of the
Cbamberlain and Dilke order have found,
evidently to their surprise, that the ginger-
head nostrums they have been dangling before
the eyes of the electors for some time pust have
not tempted them. The result has been that
so far the voting has been markedly Con-
gervative, The * Church and State ” maxims,
which have for so many generations been
part of the national cducation, however
vague they may have been, are now being
proved of much strength. The hints at revo-
lutionary procedure and organic changes,
heard from the lips of the political em-
pirics of the Liberal party, bave alarmed
the people of all classes, and now recrimina-
tion is the order of the duy. Papers of the
Spectator class are hurling at the heads of
the Radical lenders the taunts that they have
done much to kill Liberaliam by fanning info
life the latent love of constitutionsl law and

order so desply implanted in the English

heart. This is doubtless true, but [there: are
other factors in the political proposition, and
perhapa the most prominent ia the question
of trade and protection. Mr. Gladstone is
reported to have ascribed the defeat of the
Liberals, in part, to ‘¢ the miserable imposture
called fair trade.” Of course, from a noted
tree-tradsr no more temperate language could
be expected, but the * miserable imposture’’
is one that has taken root in England, and
shows signs of growing rapidly. For some
years paat, certainly since the adoption of

of free trade and protection has assumed
proportions in that coantry which have at
lenst put the subject within the arena of de-
bateable politice. This among a peaple
which are supposed to regard free trade

as o superstition is noteworthy. But
the artisans and mechanics are not
likely to vregard free trade ‘as an
abstract proposition and to  indulge

theories which, however well thay may sit in
the psges of Adam Smith and Montgredien,
do not disprove the fact that the products of
Belgium and America, in unchecked nnd free
importation, seriously interfere with English
workmen and FEuoglish factories, It is not
presumplions to anticipate that beforv seven
years have passed and & new Durliament is
elected, the ** miscrable imposture” will have
sseumed o more {iportant position in the
politica of the old country. The rude but
potent argumentof experience ja bringinghome
to the workmen and farmers of England that
unchecked competiton may be at tines detri-
mental to their interests. It yemains to be
secn into what shape the Guveruwment will
put their practice after exposing these thearies
of free trade to the clectors.

FATHER ANDRE ON LOUIS RIEL.
The Rev. Futher Aadre, O.M.L., that good
and zealous missionary of the Cuuvadian
North-West, and who hee tecone known to
Canada and to the world as the spiritual ad-
viser and friend of Louis Riel in his captivity
at Regina, and his comforter on the acaffold,

The letter is nleo deatined to constituta the
toundation stone of the apotheosis which his-
tory will undoubtedly yield to the name of
Louis Riel.

Father Audre, after having paesed five
montha in daily intercourse with the Regina
prisgmer, having had opportunities to stndy
and know him, as no other mortal had, does
not hesitate to declare that Louis Riel died
the desth of a martyr in a just and holy
cause, and that his death, which was dictated
by the caprice and arbitrary will of his im-
plecable enemy, Sir John Macdonald, had
eanobled and amanctitied the scaffold, We
have no doub$ that the encmiea of Riel and
the supporters of Sir John's Government will
carefully suppress this document and prevent,
ay far ns in them lies, the public mind from

being opened to the light and truth, We
would accurdingly not only urge our readers

to muditnte on the noble testimony of the
good pricst, Lut also urge all honwest and fair-
minded juurnaly, especially onr Irish Cuthelic

cunfreres at home and abread, to publish it in
theiv columne. We will for the present quote
a few passages of this letter, and to-morrow

s¢ ¢ Puther André,’ said he Lo me, ia taking
mo warmly by the hand, ¢be the interpreter
¢¢ <ot mysentimanta of affection and gratitude
¢ to the people of the Province of Queboe, to
“my numerous friends in the United States,
‘and to the Irish people of Canada, and
‘agsure them that Riel in his dying hour
‘ had a Lkind thought for all of them, and my
‘lagt request to them isnot to torget me in
¢ their prayers,'”
¢ Riel died like a brave man, like a saint.
Never before did I derive so much consola-
tion and edification as I did from that death.
I thank God to have been the privileged
witness of the life Riel Jled in prison, He
spent all his time in prayer and in preparing
for the terrible passage from this life into
eternity, and God aided him to die a berofe
death. He has, if I can use the term,
vonobled, and, as it were, sanctified the
scaffold ; the death to which he hsd been
condemeed, ao far from being ignominious to
him, haa become, uader the circumstances, a
veritable apotheosia vf Riel,

A VISIT T0 THE CANADIAN GLEN-
GARRY GVE}L{G%OMY YEARS

BY JOILN FRASBR, MONTREAL.

Glengarry ! Home of fair' women and of
brave men ! Home of Canada's fairest and
bravest! This iz their memorial for all time.
They may have been poor, so far as the
world’s wealth goes ; bué they were net want-
irg in that dignity of character which marks
the Scotch Highiander, meet him where yon
msy, no matter in what position of life. He
is dignified and soldier-like in his bearing.
He prides himealf on belongiag to a nation of
soldiers, and that he can claim as his own
those stern Scottish highlands, behind whose
mouutain barriers Roman epgles still found
unconquered foes.

At the tim2 of which we write the old
martial feeling prevailed and predominated
in Glengarry ; both old and young took more
delight in recounting or listening to-the’stories
and the glories of past wars than in ** vener-
ating the plough,"” and many a young Norval
then lived in those backwoods of Canada ready
to tollow to the field some warlike lord, but
fortune or misfortune forbade.

It is now a little over forty yours since our
firat visit, This bappenod a fow years after
the troubles of 1837 and 1835. We had seen
a good deal of the Glengurry Highlanders
before thut visit but we were ignorant of the
homes in which they lived. To tell the
truth, we had formed very curious notjons of
them,

The writer, as a boy, bad ridden among
the stall officers of the 1st Regiment (Colone]
I'rager’s) in I'ebraary, 1838, on their entrance
to Montreul, Drepuratory to their beinyg sent
to the Fronticr.  That was a grand reception
and entraace ; there were over one hundred
double sleighs couveying the regimont, It
was & pertect jam ull the wuy froin the Tan-
nerics where Mujor-—now Colonel David—
met them with o guard of honor ana escorted
them down to their tewpornry barricka in
somo old warchouses then standing near the
present Custom House, We aguin met the
same regiment at Beauharnoin in November,
1848. Therefore we knew a little of what
manner of men they were,

But, to our visit: 1t was carly in the
month of March, ‘ihe winter ronds were in
good coudition for sleighing. There were
no railways in thoso early days in Canada,
except thut ehort line between Laprairie and
St. John’s. Our conveyance was a gingle cat-
tor und & smart horse, There weore two of
us; the distance was about eighty miles,
which took two days to perform by easy
stages, halting the firat night at the old stage
house nt the Cedars.

In the early afternoon of the second day
we reached the old inn at Lnncaster, and
informed tho host that we were on a visit to
Fraserfield, the residence of Colonel Fyager,
and obtained from him all informotion as tu
the roads. The country was then new to ns.
Ve followed his directiona and reached our
destination, about three miles above Williams-
town, o little after dusk.

We had often heard that Fraserficld wae
one of the finest country residences in Upper
Canada, but, really, we had no idea that so
grand & building was to be found in the wilds
of Glengarry as the one before which we drew
up. It was a large two storey cut stone
double houae, situate in the centce of o block
of land of 1,000 acres, and on our arrival was
all ablaze—lighted up from *‘top to hottom ; "
evidently a guy party was there assemblod.
We feared we might be locked upon as un-
welenne guests, aa we had not anoounced
our intended visit.

A large party hod jast seated themaelves
to dinner.  We felt talken aback and wished
our visit had been delayed wduy luter, A
true Highland welecome grected us, which
soon made us feed at home. They were all
tHighlanders (including the tudies) seated
around thut festive board, lvery one, ol
though personally straogers, appoarced to
know of ua and all wbout uy, or, rather, they
all knew the Lower Canwdian hoine whence
wa came, therefore, ag the saying is, we were
goon put at our easa.

The merry-meking at the time of our visit
waa to do honor to the meeting of old friends
—North-Westers, Hudson Bay Company
traders and old military men. Glengarry
could then boast of n goodly number of the
latter—veterans af the war of 1812, There
were, in fact, nt that time noarly one hun-
dred commissioned officers living in the
county who had served in the two regiments
during the rebellion—therefore the tone was
military. There had bcen several diuner
partiea and Dalls previous to our arrivul and
a few followed,

Let us try to picture and repeople that old
dining hall at Fraserield us we entered and
took our seata among that noted and dignified
assemblage, There was the old colonel him-
gelf ot the head of the table doing tho honors
a8 he well knew how. He was known far
and pear in Uanadn, even from Sarnia to
Gaspe. We shall try and give the names
of the nseembled guests as correctly as we
can.

There weore the lHon, George McTavish, of
the H. B. Co., and Miss Cameron, afterwards
Mrs, McTavish ; old Dr. Grant, father, we
believe, of Dr. Grant, of Ottaws; Dr. Me.
Intyre, now Sheriff at Cornwall : Col. Car-
michael, of the Regular Army, then com-
monding on particular service at the Old
Fort at the Coteru ; old Hugh MeGillis, of
Williametown, uncle of John McGillis, of
this city ; old Mr, McGillivray, father of
Dumnagles ; the two MeDonnells (Greenfield
and Miles), we believe, were there, at least
gome membera of these two families were
prosent, and, if we mistake not, old Captain
Cattanach was present, and several other

entlemen, not forgetting the ladies of the
cgiiﬁ'erent families.

Every Glengarrian will recall and bring to
mind those old names, and, if they were not
personally koown to bim, still he will recog-
pize them as landmarks of his native county
of & past generation.

The ravages of forty vears have left but fow
remaining of the old or even of the young
who had joined in_that merrymaking! The
writer can only call to mind three living be-
gides himaelf, namely :-~Sheriff McIntyre and
his wife and Mrs. Pringle, wife of Judve
Pringle of Cornwall. These two were daugh-
ters of Colonel Fraser, boing the only living
members of his tamily. Thers may possivly
be some of the younger members of the ather
families still living wha were in that company
but the writer is not aware of such,

We spent a fow days with our kiud friends’
and paid many visits to old friends of our
family who had often visited our paternal
home in lower Cananda. Among others we
paid & visit to Father Mackenzie of the Kirk,
pt the ‘W illiamstown Mange, also to old Sb,
Raphaols, to pay our respects to Father John:
Macdonald.

Those dear old Log
Houses of Canada! Those early homes of’
the fathers of an empire yet to be! Few of
them now remain ! I’.’l‘hey, like 'their occu-
pants, have vanished or have gone down to
dust, but we trust that the spots on which
they stood will be held sacred by succeeding
generations of Canadians,

That dear old Glengarry Log House! The
writer's maternal grandfather and grandmo-
ther and his mother once lived there! Pause,
reader, old or young, you may drop or with-
hold the welling tear; just fancy yourself’
standing on or cloee by a spot 8o sacred and
hallowed by the same kindred ties to you as:
waas thia dear old (Glengarry Log House to the
writer ! What gpot on earth could be more:
sacred ?

The old grandmother of that Glengarry
Log House lived there till about her niuetieth
year, She waa the mother of Colonel Fraser.
e saw her old spinning wheel, one of those
grond old spinning wheela of early Canadian
days, and the knitting needles with which
she had kitted pair after pair of warm stoock-
ings and woollen gloves for hex two soldier
boys while they wera doing battle on the
Niogatn frontier for their King and their
conntry during the war ot 1812. ‘The same
might be said of hundreds of other Glengarry
mothers. Many of those Glengarry boys
ware laid low on Queenston Heights, Lundy's-
Lane, Chippewa, and at the evacuation of old
Fort George und other lesser fighta in 1812,

This short sketch of a visit may prove iater-
esting to many young Glengarrians, who bave
come to the front within the past forty years,
to road of n social gathering of u past genera-
tion in their native county, and they may re-
::iull the scenes which gladdened their young

8ys.

Old Monirealers will remember the return
of the Glengarries from the frontier in the

TIHE ZXTREME PENALTY.

EXECUTION OF THE FROG LAKE JMURe
DERERS AT BATTLEFORD.

Batrieronn, N, W. T., Nov. 2j.—The
exeeution of the cight Indians found cuilty
of murder at Frog Luke and Battleford oc-
curred ut 8.27 this morning. The gallows
woarked withaout friction.

Of the eight Indians hanged this morning,
seven were active participants in the horrible
massacre at Frog Lake on April 3rd last.
The bloody work was begun by Wandering
Spirit, and was carried on under his direction
until the white people of I'rog Lake settle-
ment were almost exterminated.

Tho dny broke dark and cloudy, and with
the air froaty. The Governmoent authorities
had permitted savages from reserves, distant
ten to fifteen miles from this poat, to be pres-
ent at the execution, and all night clusters of
braves hung about the stores and camped out
on the open grounds in the vicinity of the
barracks of the Mounted police, but the pres-
enco of sentries provented them from ap-
proaching near tho cells occupied by the con~
demuoed. Cump fices lit up the prairies, and
the comrades of the warriora to be executed
could be heard chanting the death songs of-
their tribes, The gallows steod out in bold
rclief, haviog been placed newr tho military-
post in open view to cnable the lnte warring
gavages to witnecaa the death penaltios piesed
upon their lenders. Vathers Bigonesee and
Cochin rematned with the cight warrtors all-
night and received their lagt wishes. They
nearly all remained wakeful during the entire
pight, but one aor two laid down on their
blunkets and alept feom midnivht until the
enrly hours of morning.,  None of them dis-
played any nnusuel signa of oxcitement, but
remained stoical up to the hour of their up-
prarance onthe nealfuld, A very strongs guard
wis Lhrown around the guilowas by 7 o'clock,.
At 7.30 o’élock cach man wis pinioaed, and,
guarded on cither side, warehad to the seatTold
wking hia pluce on tho trap. When they
were asked if they lad anything to say,
Wandering Npirit hegun to epenk in his native
tongue, acknowledging that he deserved
death, He warned hig people

crime upon himself, He was followed by
Miserable Man, who spokein il.e same strain.
When he had concluded, vho-savages, who
had remained quiet thronghout the speeches,
except to exclaim “ how" at various periods
during Wandering Spirit’s address, when
they coincided in his views, thes hegan
to chant their desth song to show that they
did not feur death, All tho while the priests
could be heard reciting prayers, The chant-
iug of tho gavages continued even niter the
white cap had been adjusted, und in the
midat of their song the holt was drawn and all
fell together, cvery one apparently
dying instantly, Dr. Rolph examined
the bodies and pronvunced life ex-
tinct. After hangivg fifteen minutes the
bodies were cut down and placed in coflins
and handed over to the coromer and jucy
All the arrangemeats had been calculated
with precision and as & result the execution
occurred without any mishap. 7he Indinns
who stood at & dietance nnd witnessed the
affair were very quiet, and the vilence was
only broken by the wailinyg of the wives of the
condemned men. The savages generally set

AWFULLY SUDDEN DEMISE OF MR. HEN-
DRICKS LAST NIGHT.

President Hendricks died very suddenly at
his residence a few minutez before five
o'clock this afterncon, He came home from
Chicago early in the week, and complained
of feeling unwell, but nothing serious was
thought of it at the time. Last night he and
Mrs, Hendricks attended a reception at the
residence of Hon. John J. Coopez, and after
he came home he complained ot pains in his
side and stomach. This morning he was no
better, and his fan.ily physician, Dr. Thomp-
son, was called in. Hegave him an emetic,
and later in the dsy an injection. Mr. Hen-
dricks stayed in his room all day, and most
of the time in bed, although he sat upat
frequent intervals. He received no callers.
Shortly before five o'clock Mrs. Hendricks
left his bedside to see a caller for a few
minutes in the parlor. She was delayed
longer than she expected, and when she re.
turned to the room she found that

The end of a busy and eventful life had come
peaceably and quietly. On his face there
was no indication of pain or suffering, and his
eyes were only half clcsed, ag if in gentle
sleep, He died of paralysis c¢f the brain,
Mr, Hendricks died in his private chamber, a
large comfortable room in which he did most
of his work., Dr, Thompson gays that, in his
opinion, Mr. Hendricks died of paralysis of
the brain, and there will probably be & post
mortem examination to establish what the
disease wus, For several years he has not
been a robust man, and was subject to ¢ bad
spells,” as he called them, duringwhich he
would be prostrated somectimes for daysata
time, All the city ministers will, in their
Thanksgiving services- to-morrow, make ap-
propriato mention of the death of the dis-
tinguished staterman.

THE BRITISH ELECTIONS.

THE CONSERVATIVES SHOW A NET GAIN OF
TWENTY-THREE SEATS.

Loxpox, Nov. 26.—To-day’s borough re-
turna ewell the tide of the Conservative re-
action. Unless there is an unexpected change
in the current as shown by the returns thus
far received the Conservatives are sure to
have such a majority as will enable them
to hold officee Lord Randolph Charchills
retarn by a sweeping majority over two
Liberals in the Paddiogton district raises
Congervative hopes regarding the new Lon-
don boroughs, The county elections consti-
tute an element of doubt, but the Conser-
vatives are confident of succeas. The defeat
of the Right Hon. Hugh Childers and the
Right Hon. Shaw-Lefevre, both prominent
Libheralr, estounds everybody.

Of the three greatest electorates voting
yesterday Liverpool returned eight Conserva-
tives and one Nutionalist, T. F. 0’Counnor, by
a majority of 1,261. Leeds three Conserva-
tives and two Liberals, Mr, Herbert Gladstone
and Sir Lyon DPlayfair, both of whom are
popular, and Sheffield three Conservatives,
including Ashmead Bartlett, and two
Liberals.

THE CONSERVATIVE MAJORITIES

were mostly large, while the majorities of
the Liberals were small. Lord Randolph
Churchill carried Paddington by a vote of
2,731 against 1,025 for his opponent. The
defeat of Mr, Gladstone's mipisters, Mr.
Childers and Mr. Lefevre, and of two of his
under secretaries, Messrs, Hayterand Holmes,
adds to the Conservative triumph,

At the Xeform, Devorshire and Na-
tional Liberal cluba the defeat of. the
Liberals is admitted, but the Liberals
rely upon Buccesses in urbap and count
divisions to modify the resuvlt. The Pall Mall
Gazette appeals to Liberals, whether Radical
or Whig, who have not yet voted, to unite in
order to prevent the * unmixed evil of Tory
agcendancy eo complete as to overpower all
oppression,” Scotland,” the Gazelte adds,
“ remains true to Liberalism.” The Irish
vote gave powerful assistance to the Coaser-
vatives in the boroughs of Lancasnire.

The Daily News attributes the defeat of
the Liberals t¢ the church and the Parnell
vote, but says there is no need to despair if
the Whigs and Radicala maintain an active
upity. Portsmouth has eleccted the two
Liberal candidates,

My, Parnell has issued a circular to the
electors of Ulster instructing them hoew to
vote where there are no Nationalist candi-
dates,

Returns up to 3 a.m. show that 83 Liberals,
82 Tories, and 5 Parnellites huve been elect-
ed, The Liberals have thus far gained 5
seai8 and the Tories 23. The excitement
over the Tory reaction is unchecked. The
Tory newspapers to-day say that so far the
"Tory reaction exceeds the Liberal reaction of
1880.

THE CONSERVATIVE HOPES.

The Conservatives, ns is natural, are jubil-
ant over the result and declare that their
hopes of vbtaining & plurality in the next par-
liam:nt are well founded. This belief is
based upon experience in past elections, which
has shown that victories early in the balloting
have a favorabje effect for the victorious
party upon the constituencies which
had not yet voted. Thus in 1874 the Con-
servatives on the first day of the elections
gained nine seats and the Liberals four, o
net Conservative gain of five .geats, The
country tollowed the eexumple with such
emphasis as to completely swamp the Liberal
majority and elect the second Disraeli Parlia-
ment, which lasted six years. In 1880 the
facts were reversed. The Liberals gained ten
seata the first day and the Conservatives
three, a net gain for the Liberals of seven
seats, That year the Conservatives were
averthrown and dlr. Gladstone was restored
to power with an ample working majority.
Yesterday the Conservatives gained twelve
seats and the Liberals but one, Thisis a

of eleven aeats, and is phenomenal in the his-
tory «f British elections, The Conservatives
have thus every reason for hopefulness; but
they renlize the danger of -over. confidence,
and are relaxing none of their efforts to carry
the counties, Indeed they are more energetic
than ever before, and are proving themselves
to be superb tacticians. Placarde arealready
posted all over the country, giving the re-
sults of yesterday’s elections, and pointing
out in glowing terms the importance of Con-
servative victorles. Some of the methods

THE BRITISH ELECTIONS.

GLADSITONE ATTRIBUTES LIBERAL
REVRRSES TO THE IRISH VOTE.

THE PARNELLITES TO HOLD THE BALANCE
OF POWER,

Loxpox, Nov. 30.—~The Standard this
morning expects a Conservative msjority of
20, which will, of course, leavc the balance
of power in Mr. Parmell’s honds. In
Newcastli-on-Tyne Joseph Cowan and John
Morley, Radicals (the old mombers), arc
returned, the vote stunding—Cowan 10,489
votes, Morley 10,129, and C. F. Hamond,
the Conservative candidate, 9,500, The re-
mainder of to-day’s returns so far are princi-
pally from Ireland, where the Nationalists
are not having everything their own
woy. In the South division of Dub
lin county Sir T. Grattan Esmonde defeated
Hon. Ion Trent Hamilton, Conservative, who
sat for Dablin county in the last Parliament,
the former receiving 5,114 votes to 3,736 for
the latter. T. M. Healy is elected in the
northern division of County Munaghan, hav-
ing poiled 4,055 vates to 2,645 for his Con-
servative opponent, Sir John Leslie, Hon,
L. O'Brien, Conservative, is defeated in the
eastern division of County Clare by dJ. R.
Cox, Nationalist, who received 6,224 votes
against only 280 for O'Brien. In the
enstern divieion of Wicklow the Nationatist
candidate, W. J, Corbett, is elected
by 3,415 votes against 1,25 for his opponent,
Col, C. G. Tottesham, Conservative. Lord
Ernest Hamilton, Consesvative, has defeated
John Dillon, Nationalist, in North Tyrone,
by 423 votes. Inthe northern division of An-
trim, E. Macnaghten, Conservative, received
3,233 votes, against 2,149 for W. T. Sinclair,
Liberal, and 1,915 for J. C. Pinkerton, Con-
servative. In Kildare, 1. M. Casey, Nation-
alist, is elected, receiving 3,168 votes,
agninat 408 tor Robicock, Conservative.
The following have been  elected
by acclamation :—ILimerick, John [n.
nucane, chairman of the Limerick
Board of Gusrdians, Nationalist; Weat
Cavan, T. O'Hanlon, Nationalist, Peter
Rylands, the well known writer on political
economy, has been elected in Gateshead.
In Woolwich, Edwin Hughes, Conserva-
tive, polled 4,760 votes, and Captain H,
M. Hozier, Liberal, polled 3,549. Mr.
Hughes has the reputation of being the
most artful election agent in the king-
dom. He escaped imprisonment for bribery
in Sandwich in 1880, by turning
Queen’s evidence, Captain Hozler is &
famous military writer, and was formerly &
war correspondent for the Z'imes. In the
Western division of Islington, R. Chamber-
Inin, Radicai, brother ot the Hon. Joseph,
bag defeated Dr, D, Thomas, In the North
division of Islington, G. C. T. Bartley, Con-
servative, defeated 8. D. Waddy, Liberal, a
preacher in the Dissenting chapels, In
Sutherlandshire, the Muarquis of Stafford,
Libera), the heir of the Duke of Sutherland,
received 1,701 votes end Angue Sutherland,
his opponent, who is a working crofter, re-
ceived 1,068. The clozeness of the vote be-
tween these candidates has cauged a sensa-
tion, A. IMingwerth, Liberal, is returned
from the west division of Bradford and A.
Holden, Liberal, from the eastern divigion.

The very conditions under which the trial
wan held may have been legul, but they
were such an extraordinary departure
from the ordinary mode of administericg
criminal joctice, and the judgeand jury were,
uuder the circumstances, so naturally preju
diced agoinst the prigozer, that it is alto-
gether impossible fer any impartial man to
declare that Riel bud a fair trial. In fact, he
had the same sort of fair trial that many arr
Irish martyr had, As for the argument in
favor of its fairness drawn trom the fact that
the finding was confirmed by the highest court
in the Empire, it is of equally little value,
for tho simple reason that the Privy Couneil
was nut called to pronounce upon the fairness:
of the trial or the jaatice of the verdict and
sentence, but upon the question whether the
court was legally constituted and whether it
hnd legal powers to try for such an offence as
that for which Riel was indicted. = It decided
that it had, and only this far, but fatally so,
had its ruliog any bearing upon the trial in
the Canadian court. - ]
In conclusion, let me simply add that, while
1 give credit to Father Dowd for the very best
of intentions, I think he has strangely mis-
tuken both the progress of the age he lives in
and the temper of his countrymen, if he im-
agines that any more than the French.
Candians they can ever be brought t»sec
in Riel’s execution anything but a brutal ju-
dicial murder tor political effect, or in Liiel’
career anything but what thoy admire
and glorify in the martyred patriots of their
own race, who died for their gallantresistance
to misrule and oppression, There were un-
doubtedly incidents in the lote Northwest
trouble which all right-thinking men must
ever deplore, but which seem to be insepar-
nble from all rebellions. But to hold Liiel
respousible for the excesses of his savage

One thing is
very certain that, much as they may respect
him, the Irieh Catholics are not likely to’
follow the lead of Father Dowd or, io-
deed, of nnyone else on o path so
foreign to their natures and one upon
which history hag written its warning
in such plain and unmistakeable letters.
Their French Cuanadian fellow citizens
may rest assurcd that, whatever they may
do, the Irish Catholics of this Province will
never again ullow thomeelves to be the uncon-
soious tools and instrunments of the dendly
enemies of both races.
