Sir,—Your issas of the 10th inst, contained a° lot~
ter from the Protestant Archbishop of Dublin on
conversion in West Oennavght. Hopiog that you

Ja the house
of the Jutter, some delay having occurred jo opening
the room doors, they were, | undersiand, brokea jn,
the police being detetmined that nothing should mar
their effarts to secure him. Rumors of a reward be-
ing effered for his apprehension were freely circulat-
ed, but hia arrest is not considered of such im-
portence at headquarters. Johno Henry MeCabe, s
reporler, who was taken into custody on the swme
day as Nugent, i3 at pregent confined in the Dro-
gheda jail, this being his second arrest and commit-
tal. Hisfriends are allowed to gee him three.times
6 week, a turnkey being present; and ibey ace
exerting themselves to obtain his release from cus-
tody by a memorial and solemn decluration mada by
the prisoner before the Mayor, in which he avers
that never, since the period of his firgt urrest, had be
any connection with the Fenian conspiracy; that
his vigits to Dublin, which are supposed to have
given rise to acspicion, were purely of a domestic
patore ; and that be has not the slightest inteuntion
of ever takiog part in any movement for the over-
torow of the Queen’s Government in this country —
No otber arresia or discoveri’s of any kind have
taken place ia this town ; 30 that Drogheds appesrs
to have pre:erved its good character in the matler
of Fenianism as in everything else.

A stracger of suspicious appearance was noticed
by two policemen standing idly at the corper of a
street in Clonmel. They questioned bim, and he
bolted, but was overtaken, aud a pistol and emmuui-
tion got in bis pockets, together with a bive velvet
owp, with gold iace trimmings, bordered with sham-
rocks. He resisted violently, nnd sought to get free
the pistol, but was overpowered. When brought %e-
fore the mwagistrates, he gave guch abaurd apswers to
every question, that he appeare to be a fool, but the
magiatrates sugpected be is shamming, e gave the
name of Joha Rabilly, said be was a tailor, and

We regret to hear from correspondents in Down’
Antrim, Armagh. vod Tyrooe, that the appearance
of the flax crop i3 very backward this season. This
may be said of other crops also, in a more or less
degree, as the plant or secd is more or less tender,
and calculnted to be aifected by the very severs
fropts which prevailed, cot only during the month of
April, bat which bave conlinued np to the present
time, We have heard of several cases of this crop
baviog been destroyed by what is uoderstood 2s the
‘ffy ;' and severai farmera, whose crops brairded weil
bave reported 0 us that they have gone bick — mos!
unsccouniably, as théy thought, but, on examining,
they found the leaf eaten up by the fly, There bave
been muny complainis sent to us of the dull growth
of seed.

Many attribute this to & bad gquslity of it. Now
this cennot be smxd to be correct, us the coldnesz of
the ground or the want of either moisture orheat in
the atmosphere, would appear 10 be a sufficient
cauge ; and in such cases it may be, and we hope
will be, found tbat with iocreased moisture aod
beat thix backwardness will soon disappenr. We
algo hear that some flaxseed, 80wo on the taith that
it was alll good, has turned out the contrary ; and
ceses bave been reported to us of seed never baving
even bndded, although seld for new or one year old
seed, Any person in the trade Enows that one year
old geed, well preserved, is quite gafe to sow.

It i3 atill hoped that with heat snd moisture things
msy improve ; but tbe ravages of the fly are cer-
tuiuly very serious, eeveral fielde having been almost
devoured. One very notasble iostance has been
brought under our notice in the neighbourhood of
Dungunnon, where a field of several acreg has been
eaten to a stubble. It is said that strewing salt over
the ground is 8 good remedy against this fly. — Bel-
fast News.

Thuough in pbysics the axiom 18 still believed to
hold good that two different bodies cannot be in
one and the same place at the same time, it
seems that the axiom does not apply to the poh-
tical order of the United States; for therein we
see in one ‘and the same State, and at the same
time, two different Senates, and two Presiden!s
issuing official Proclamations, aod each holding,
or pretending to hold, 18 his bands the issues of
peace - asd war. President Roberts is, in fact,
in some respeets, a greater power i the Umted
States, than 1s President Johnson.

The Volunteers bave for the most part been
recalled from the frontier, there being no longer
any pressing call for their services.

We should not be surprised ‘at, however much
we might regret, a fresh outbreak 10 the North-
ern States of the * Koow-Nothing” movement ;
and the copsequent social pessecution of the
Irish, of whom some are mdeed doing their besy
to provoke these things, by therr conduct and
language.

Kaow-Nothingism was organised, and justified
"on the plea. that the naturalised citizens of Insh
origin in the Upited States rendered but a hally
or imperfect secular allegiance to their adopted
country ; that in consequence, they were not en-
titled to the same consideration {rom the Goy-
ernment, or to the same polilical privileges, as
were native-born United States citizens, whose
secular allegiance was given whole and without
reserve, to ther native country. Were the pre-
mises true in fact, the consequences, however in-
jurious to the adopted citizens, would be per-
fectly legitimate : and it is therefore of supreme
wmportance to the Irish in the United States, who
by taking the oath of aliegrance bave become
eiizens of those States, that they furnish by
their words and actions, an emphatic refufation of
the obnoxious premises.

Certainly there can be no two opinions
amongst honest and intelligent men, who under-
stand the nature and obligations of aa oath, as te
the duties which an oath of allegiance imposes
on Lim who takes it. The man, no matter whal
lus origin, who voluntarly makes the United
States or any other country s home, who
voluntanily takes the oath of atlegiance thereunto:
and who thereupon 1 virtue of that oath, re-
ceives all the legal and political privileges of a
pative-born citizen of tbat country, is in con-
science bound to render to tbat country his full
and undivided secular allegiance. 1t bas the
first claims on his obedience and on his affections ;
its secular interests, and its secular isterests
aiope, he is bound to consull in all his politica)
acts ; aud if he aval himself of the legal and
poitical privileges which bis new status of
adopted citizen confers upon bim, with a view to
the promoting of the secular wterests, not of the
couatry which bas adopted bim, and to which he
bas sworn allegiance, but of the land of hig birth,
be acts the part of a perjured knave ; and ap-
proves bimself unworthy of being placed on a
footing of legal, political, and social equality with
those native cilizens, who owe no secular alleg:-
auce to, who recognise no secular duties towards,
any country other than that of which they are
the pative bora citizens.

Now, it 1s unfortunately only too true, tha
amongst the adopted citizeos of the Umted
States who have solemaly invoked the name of
the Most High God as a witness to their sin-
cerity, and have thereupon been admitted to the
status of United Slates cit'zens, with all (ke
rights and upmunities of said citizeeship, and
who have consequently undertaken all its duties
and obhgations ~— there are some who, by their
subsequent acts and words, proclaim that they
have done so with a mental reservation ; tha,
pot the United States, but tbe Jand from wiich
they came, has the first place in their hearts;
that to 1t their primary allegiance is due; that
its secular interests, not those of the jand of
their adoption, and of which they are the sworn
citizens, are uppermost in thair affections. —
These men, foolishly — and as dishonestly as
foolishly — proclaum to the world that, m taking
tbe oath of allegiance, and receivivg in return the
privilege of citizens of the Uliited States, their
chief object was to make a cat’s-paw of the
United States ; to aval themselves of therr
newly acquired status, as a means towards lor;
warding, ot the secular interests. of the United

States, but the secular interests of the land

which they had left. This, we say, is dishoneét'
Dishonest, because it shows that
he who so acts has oo sense of the binding force
of an oath, and stickles not at perjury ; foolish, be-

bound by_oath, 1a all their political or public acts,
to consider U, States’ interests, and those interests
alone.. No matter what the land of their- birth,
It has ceased to have any claims over them which
can be permitted lor one moment to come in
competition with the claims of their adopted
country, or rather of the country which has
adopted them ; and though in the privacy of do=
mestic hfe, the Irishman naturalily and laudably
feels his beart warm towards the land of bis birth,
yet m his public or political hife, be is in con~
sctence bound to remember that he 1s a citizen
of the Uanited States ; and Irelapd should then be
to bim, uo more than a geographical expression,
such as Fraace or Sicily. IFf the Irishman feels
that this cacnot be: that Ireland must ever be
his country, must ever hold the first place in bis
affectione, and must ever have the prior claim on
his allegiance, then if be be an honest mae, 1f be
fear God,: and scruple at taking His Holy name
n vain, he will never, uader any circumstances:
take the oath of allegrance to any Government,
to any couniry,save that of Ireland.

But the Fenians openly profess that, though
by taking the prescribed oath of allegiance, they
bave been invested with all the advactages of
tbe United States citizen, they are not prepared
to discharge all the duties or fulfil all the obliga-
tions of Ubpited States citizens. They ostenta-
tiously violate the Jaws of the land, made known
to thers by Proclamauion of the Gorerament;
they seek to embroil the United States in a war,
which, witbout uvndervaluing the skill, stauoch
courage, and numbers of the army and navy of
the United States, would ‘most certamly isflict
much suffering on the people, do much injury to
the commierce of tbe United States ;and they do
this, not uader the 1dea that by so doing they are
promoting the bonor and secular interests of their
adopted land ; but, wholly and solely, with the
view of forwarding the ioterests, as they con-
ceive them, of Ireland.

These are the facts of the case ; these are the
premises from which “ native Americans” con-
clude, uafortunately only too logically, to Know-
Nothingsm, with all tts bigotry, and social per-
secution, not of Irisk Catholics only, but of all
Cathalics. Aond so 1t ever must be so long ag
ot their owa choice, Irishmea, the natucalised and
aworn citizens of the Ugited States, remain an
alien or heteorgeneous efement in the said States

The House of Represeatatives of the Congress
of the Northern States, now sitting at Washing-
ton, gave the other day a striking proof of their
anmus as towards Canada and the Femans.—
Oge of thewr number, a Mr. Ancona, introduced
a series of Resolutions, of ‘which the burden wss
that the U. States municipal law of 1818, for-
bidding estizens of, and residents within, the U.
Staies, to levy or make war upon countries with
which the said States were at peace, sbould be
repealed. A Mr. Sckunk also moved a Reso-
lution to the effect that the President should be
requested to recogmise the Fenians as bell-
gereats, and to observe belwixt them and the
British pation a strict neutrality. These Reso-
lutions were referred to the Committee on Fo-
reign Affars; but a counter-Resolution to the
effect that the bonor aud good faith of the United
States demanded a vigorous enforcemen? of the
veutrality laws, and that the House would enter-
lain no proposal for their repeal, revision, or vio.
lation—was negatived by a majority of 91 to 34

That these Resclutions will be adopted br the
Senate, that they will bave any practical con-
sequeuces, or that they are anythtog more than
sheer buncombe—we cannot believe. If they
are to be acted upon, the U. States take a very
round about way of declaring war ; [ur if they
want war—and these Resolutions if acted upon
by the Legislature and Executive would be a
declaration of war—Great Britain though anxious
for peace, will not baulk them. Better then
speak out at once, hooestly and opealy—than
oeatskulkingly round the bush. The Feniags are
Anmerican citizens, resident 1 the U. States,
subject to 1ts laws: and 1f they be belhigerents,
ihen of course the country of which they are
citizens, in which tney reside, and (o whose laws
they are subject, is belligerent also. Do Messrs.
Ancona and Sckunk desire to place theiwr coua-
try 1z this position with regard to Great Britain?

Nor o our wise-acres seem to be aware that
if they recognise the Fenians as belligerents,
then, as there must be two to make a quarrel,
there must be some other party whom they must
recogoize as belligerest. That party is Eng-
land ; and if she be a belligereat, then has she on
the lugh seas all the rights of a belligerent, in the
matter of searching merchant ships for cootra-
band of war: a right whch i ther. late
contest with the South—the Northern States
enjoyed because, and only because, Great Britain
recogmsed the South as a belligerent.

bave been recognised: and yet but for this re-
coguilion, but for this cession of belligerent righr,"!',
to the North, it is more tban doubtful whether
they would have been able to conquer therr zal-
Jant but unfortunate opponents.

Every
threat, every blustering word from Fenians on
this atde of the Atlantic, who bave taken the
precaution to keep out of harin’s way, can but
aggravate the lot of Mr. Luby and his fellow-
prisoners, and determige the British Government
to relax none of its measures of repression. On
the other hand, if they who call themselves {riends
of Ireland were to manifest a disposilion to rely
solely upon constitutional action for a redress of
Irish grievances, it is very probable that the sen-
tences of last autuma would be greatly mitigated,
and that ere long, the unhappy prisoners might be
restored to Jiberty and their iriends.

Certainly Canadisn citizens may be excused
for their error, if error there were, in deeming that
the Fenian organisalion was fostered by the U.
States autharities, when we find the same thing
broadly insinuated o such a jourcal as the N. Y.
Tribune, the moutbpiece of Mr, H. Greely.—
Tue Tribusne tous expresses itself on the arrest
of Sweeney and Roberts :— i

A Special Correspondent of the Montreal
Herald, who visited the scene of the late Fe-
nian raid at Pige~n Hill, gives an account of the
bebavior of the marauders ; from which it 1s pretty
clear that they were 1n great part composed of
the worst part of the crimaal population of the
Northern States, such as discharged convicts
from the Penitentiacy, professional thieves, and
jul birds geperally. Ia their brutality ihey
spared neither the property, nor the persons of
the unarmed. They regarded neither sex nar
age ; men and women were aiike wsulted and ill
treated, and the brute cruelty of the invading
horde extended itself even to the dumb animals,
We give the words ot the Herald’s correspon-

dent :—

The camp at Eccles Oorner was well adapted for
purposes of plunder. Within a few bundred yarda
of the line the road rises to the summit of a pretty
steep pitch, the ground for a sbort way morth being
level and rather talling off. To the left of this was
the real camp, a round topped hill commanding the
rond to Qook’s Corners and Frelighsburgh, as well
as the road to Pigeon Hill. Although the brigands
had stolen a considerable quantity of tools, Baws,
planes, axes, &c, they aid notappear to have had
braing enough or “andiness enough o make up &
single place 10 shelter them from the heary rains, if
we accept a few fence rails thrown over one anather
without even the werit of being g0 laid tkat the one
rail would break joint with the other and secure
some shelter. They lis there still as the Fenians
hsve left them, more like the stupid balf reasoning
act of gorillas thap of human beings. These Gens
a-e to be found scartered through the wooda, and
although some of the leaders chose a farm house
occasionly for a aleeping place, yeu it was evidant
they must have besnia fear ot being taken all the
time, as they seldom slept farfrom the line. From
this piace, then, they sallied ont in partiea to rob
and ‘plonder, some going in one direction and some
in another. Theno they passed tie word along of
where the best fars was to be had. One man's
house was called the heuse of milk and honey, ano-
ther was recommended ag a ! grate place entirely for
chaze’ Here they had clearad out about 1200 pouads
of new cheese in the course of e couple of deys.—
To give anything like s detailed account of all
the acts of wanton sn1 malicious mischief woald
be impossible, but a few ic each place may be
meationed. At Pigeon Hill the shop of Mr. Oli-
ver, at the time the troops entered wp Satar-
day, wes io a wretched plight. Boxes of eggs
were lying strewn on the floor mashed,a box of tea
had been thrown out, the show cases destroyed, and
all the cloths taken from the sheives, hats either car-
ried off or anced upon. Mr. Arno, who was left by
Mr, Otiver in charge of the store, found a bayonet
gtuck three inches into the wood-work of the shop, 80
that it was with cengiderable difficulty he oould get
it out. All the spirits they could Jay their bands on
were carried off, and these must bave been a strange
mixture of the grotesque and the horrible ia their
drunken dances outside of the hotel —the one moment
fightisg and swearing at their leaders, the next
tulling ioto each others arms and bubbering out
vows of love and [rienaship to each other. Soms had
put oo little girl's sun bonosts, others straw hats
much too smasll for them, and howling, yelling,
screaming, swearing, fighting, drinking and stealing,
a litule drillicg being tried occasionally, the Fenlans
contrived to make the neigbbourbood rather hotter
than waa pleasant. Here they made Mr Qarpenter's
hotel their neadguarters, and compelled him or his
bousekeeper, Miss Ferguaon, to provide everything
for them. Miss Farguscn wag the only woman who
bad remained ju the village, and foreight days she
had endured the horrors of such aceues as were pass-
ing. Friday last was the day on which matters
geeme? to have reached their climax. They had been
drilling and drinkiog alternately, snd came in:par-
tiea of ten or twelve demasding dinmer and drink.
By night they were very drunk; some were singing,
gome were quarrelling, and Mr. Carpenter wished
Migs Ferguson to leave. The house was, however,
surrounded, and it was as daogezous te go a8 1o stay.
She, however, managed to partially conceal herself,
but the scoandrelg having got up a demsand for pay-
ment of & coat.alleged to be left in the hotel, she was
forced to come forward with the monay. One of the
fellows following ber about she tried to fly, but he
overlook ber, pulled her hair down, neariy tore her
clothes off, and struck ber. The lastshe saw that
night of Mr. Carpenter he was surrounded by foar
men with drawn swords threatenlag his life. After
the eoldiers came bath returned. The prisoner who
called himgelf Captain bad come on the Friday and
threstened Misa Ferguson’s life if she.did not fiid a
saddle for bim. She can swear to him postively.
Mr. Ruiter, an old gentleman, made himselfinto quite
mspy men 88 each of tbe Fenians must be. He bad
on a red shirt, and seeing a nuwmber of the marsuders
coming, be popped up, was popped at, ducked down,
and line & porpoise, appeared At anotker part of: the

‘fence.  Another pop, another duck down, apd he

shoved up still forther on, He at last managed to
get the tin horn used for calling to dinner, and giving
ot it & fourish like a bugle cali, ke blew them all
AWAY.
The appearance of.the houses at Frelighsburg can
scarcely be imagined, In the siore of Mre. J. H.
Smith all the ahew cage3 were destroyed, the dqors

| had Leen smashed in, the goods torn from the shelves

apd broad cloth and bats evidently danced upon from
tha state they were ia.. Every drawer had been
putled out, all eatables or drinkables either consumed
or cestroyed, the very trinkets, many of, them of no
great intrinsic value, but priceless” 10 the owners as
being the relics of deceased friecds, bad boen stolen,
and not a lock:Fast place was left unopened,’and the
windows were deived ia, the doors smasked, and the
‘most wanton and aimless destruction perpetrated.—
The most disgusting part of ‘the' business was tha’
the robbers had taken off their owad regged duds and
left’ thein, taking pew cloihing with them, taking.
every bat-that would be likely to"fit and destroying
the others; and walking off wilh every boot and shos.
At Mr, Patiison's store, which 13 also the Post Gffice,

the deitriction wae particulasly’severs, probably on
acoount of Mr. Patlison being ‘i’ officer in the vo-
lintéers - Thers waq a genéral‘Timmags, everyihing |
carried away, a couple’of barrels’of ‘very filthy rags’
being left behind, -All the hats disappeared except a
few which were trampled on. “ All the umbrellas had
been lifted as well as tobiacco, 8weeties, raisins and
maple augar. ‘The Royal Armg weré stuck up in
the Pogt Office, and a fist had'besn driven through
thig, but otherwise the Lion 'and Unicorn had been
uniojured. Every lstter in the Post Office had been
opened, aod one fellow boasted at Cook’a Qorners
thet be had gota ten dollar bill out of it: #if he
could meke such another lick he would have enough
to ' pay hia passage home and would hook it.” The
Post Office seal was stolen but recovered in posses-
sion of one of the prisoners. = The shop of Mr, John
Walker, who lately left Montreal to begia business
in Frelighaburg, was savagely used, the very castor
oil being tekun away, Mr, E.S. Reynolds bad his
store in the same state, the show case being here
1éft unbroken, the only instance of the kind, as the
Feulans seemed,to have a deadly hatred toshow-cages
and looking glasses, Mr, Parker, Collector of Cus-
toms, was threatened by Crawford, one of the pris-
oners, because he refused to give up the British flag,
He wae shot at, but escaped by & back window to the
woods. He was robbed to some extent. Landsberg,
Holmes & Qo., lost & guod desl of property, as did
the proprietor of the Interpational Hotel. Me. Wm,
Baker had a young colt shot and left lying, and three
shots were fired at Peleg Spencer, One of their
places of call was the house of Mr. Lester Reyrolds,
who lives about a mile from the village. Here they
would call *in an aisy way, and order breakfast,
dinoper, or * tay’ for a dozen or 8o. Besides enjuying
his hoapitality, they borrowed his money, destroyed
bis carpets, stole his horse, axd did not leave a lock-
fagt plsee without smashing it to plsce without
smashing it to pieces. All the Jinens and the best
of the beddiog hbave been carried away, besides all
hia persounl clothing, except what he wore. Mr.
{J. S. Reynolds was ireated in the same way, and
some much prized family memorials which can never
ba replaced, were sto;an or destroyed. A portrait
of the Rev. Mr. Reid, late ractor of St. Armand, was
spit upon, and the frame and glasa destroyed, A
brood mare with her colt was hrutally abused here,
wounds being ioflicted of a very severe natare. Mr,
Krang, from whom some cows had been stolen, got
them back by paying $5. As soon aa he bad paid
the money, the aavages set him wirh his back againat
the barn, and stabbed at the boards on each side of
bim witk bayonets, teyiog how near they could come,
and ac lagt wourd up by driving 8 bayonet into his
breaet, woundiog bim but not seriously.

At Qook’s Corners, Mr. Charles Packham and his
brother, who keepa the inn, remained still along with
Mr, Tittlemore, the Postmaster, George and Nelson
Viacent, and sn old dyiog man named Batler.—
Theee were the only men who remsined while the
robbers were present, Every house in this neigh-
bourhood had besn more or less destroyed, mos: da-
mags being dope where the owners weare absent.—
They shot & good many hogs that were in the feed-
ivg peas, and left them lying, destroyed guaniities
of sugar, botter and cheese, and kiiled a number
of sheep. The postmaster was surrcunded for mors
than an bour by & crowd of maddened druskards,
cursing, awearing, and threateniog him to muke him
take the oath ot allegiance to the Irish republie.—
The Coalonels and Msjors of this crew of motley
blackguards were about the biggest thieves of the lot.
Once or twice they put on airs of honesty aud pre-
tended to psy for something they had bad taken, but
as tbey walked out a couple of the meaner fry walked
in and carried off what had been paid 4 wminute
betore, and ook more if ihey could get it. An
sitempt i8 now made to say thstthe great body of
the gang were well disciplined, and that the disorders
wore committed by only a scum which slwaya
follows armed men. Whatever may have been the
fighting material in this eamp of blackguards,
discipline there was none. Themen cooly condemned
the eyes of their officers if any orders were given,
aud when threatened with the Provost Marshal, they
gaid wbat did they care about any man ; they were
citizeus and could do se they liked, One American
bad remarked before the troops came to stop the row
that * the Fenians had stood the British and Ameri-
can Governments and all the spies they could briug.
He ssw they had tackled Csoedian whiskey and
nothing could stand against it. He knew the thing
was bust up wheo be saw old Sam Spears dragging
bimgelf acroas the line so drupk that be coold
scarcely crawl.” ’

We have received from a source in whioh ws bave
absolute confidence some detailed And autheatio in-
formation concerning the arrangemeonts which have
been settled butween General della Marmors and
Qount Bismarck in the event of hostilities taking
place. It is important, in the firat iustsnce, to bear
i mind that at the interview at Toplitz Kiug Wil-

.liam [, pledged his Royal word to Frapcis Josepk
that Prussis would assist Austria in retaining Ve-
netin if that province should be attacked by the
troops of Victor Emmanuvel. [t ia.tn this cireum-
stance Ltbat must ba attributed the rejugnance whioch
has hitherto been sbown by His Prursian Majesty to
sign the treaty of alliance betwe:n Pruesia and
Italy prepared by Count Bismarck, The faot is that
the arrangements in question havs not yet received
the form of a solemn instrumer:, but they are set
forth in protacoles and despatches, which are. intend-
ed to be converted into & formal tresty. We may
add 1hat these arrangementa have only been gettled
upon the supposition that Prussia or Italy would be
atiacked by Austris. Indeed, they were only agreed
upon for a term of three months, which period is
about to expire. It is for that reason that the Iia
lian Government would have desired to provoke the
commencement of hostilities befora the 28th inst.—
England, informed of this plan, has redoubled her
efforts to insure the meetiog of & Congress, or at
least of a preliminary Conference, before [taly should
be enabled, to raise the flames of war. Ia fact, there
is every rempda to believe that early in the next
month the representatives of the eutral Powers, &g
well as those of ‘the armed Powers will be able to
commence their deliberations at Paris.

The Moniteur of thia day has the following :—

¢ Savaral foreign' jourmals have pat forth atate-
ments to the effect that there exists a secret treaty
between France, Pruesia, and ltaly, by the terma of
which Prossia engages in case of war to ceae lhe
Rhenish provinces to France, sod [isly is to yield
the island of Sardinia, We have to declare ihat
thesa suppositions are untrue on all points. The
Frepch Governmeat has no engagements of any
kind with foreign Powers.’

Tap Burins 13 PnAck.—The Constifulionnel of
Thursday publishes an srticle, which may be taken

 We showed yesterday that the policy of the Em.
perors Government has always been of a pacific
character, and that the injtintive which it has just
taken in the agsemblage of & Coogress i3 but'the
logical consequence, or ratber the regular c¢ontinu-
ation, of the same policy. We have a few remarks
to make upon the characier of this COornference.
Every one knowa that it will bave for its special
object the restoration of tranguility to Europe, by
seeking for the means of preserviog peace. Noris
there apy person who doea not recognizé the jm-
portance of such s mission, considering the prepara-
tiora for war which are being pushed cu with ex-
{reme energy, tho various passions which bave been
excited, and the nomerous jnterests. which protest
ageinsy & war, the proportions and effects of which
wounld be terrible indeed. Nothing, then, is more
natural than the anxiely with which public opinion
ia directed vpon the scheme for a Conference, and
with whick it awsita the result of communicaticas
relating to that scheme which are passing betweec
the neutral Powers, who are from this time agreed
to accept it in principle. But we cannot o003arve
without astonishment the levity witn which certain
journals speak of thiz projected Cooference. They
do not hesitate to prophesy by aflirming beforshand
its failure. According to 'their notions public opi-
nion ought not in any way to trouble itself about any
efforts thet may be made to procure the assembly of
& Conference; and even the Powers lhemselves who
are making those efforts should not regard their ea-
terprise in any serious light. These journals pretend
not to see, despite all evidence, either facts or in.
tentiens, They will take no account of the grave
conaitions which have led to the suggestion of this
scheme. It i3 France, as we bave suid, which bas
taken the initative iz it. Is, then, the agreement of
these Great Powers to pass for pothiog? Do we
not all know the rank which each of these Powers
holds, and the part which she playe in Europe? Is
it not evident that their common action must add to
the strength of each of them 7 And to speak, as we
may be allowed to do, of France in "particular, bas
she not to entitle her to the confidence of the [riends
of peace the authority of those precedeats which we
enumerated yesterday ? Bhe stood alone jn the firat
instance in desiring the re-estsblishment of peace
when she proposed it after she capture of Sebastopol
to England and to Russin, and peace was restored.
She alope saw with regret the war which waa on the
verge of breaking out between Prugsia and Switzer-
lend, and the war was avoided. Why ghould enc-
cese be more impossible now, whea France hss Eng-
land and Russia as associates in her ‘work of Europ-
ean infereat?. Will she labour with less zeal and
with fewer chances of success supported by such
powerful co-operation.? - The union of the three great
Gorsrnments gives to their sciion animmense force,
without.Aiminishing individcally the duties they ha;ve
taken upon: thomsslves, and the regponaibilities which
they have consented to bear,” Doubiless they bave nat
pledged themselves to attain at any coat and by "any
mesns the object they have in view—the prevention
of war.--But they have .pledged ‘lheir bonour to do,
loysily dnd firmly, everythlng that is possible in per-
formiog the mission which. they have voluatarily
undertaken to obtain the result which they so esroest-
ly desire.

In the year 1859 aud 1864 England opposed my
proposal in regpect to the eettlement of 'the Venetia
and Schleswig Holstein questions. Now, England
wants peace, I slso desire peace, but as the most
favorable apportunities bave been frittered away, and
a8 the cooflicting interests have been permitted to
reach s point ‘ai which they must clash, I can no
longer assume the responsinility of events,

Panmws, June 1.—The Earl of Clarendon, Prince
Gortschakoff, Count Bismarck, and General La Mar-
mora have officialiy announced they will shortly ar-
rive in Paris for the opening of the Oonference. The
reply of Prussia, accepting the invitation to the Con-
ference was the first to arrive, and thig fact is looked
upon a8 & sign of the peaceful intentions of
thet power. The Pruss'sn Government declared, in
their reply, that it was ready to disarm assoon a3
the military mersures threatening Pruasia were dis-
cottinged. .

Apprehensions are entertained that all the powers
whick are invited wili not take part.in the Confer-
ence, a8 Austria, in accepiing the iavitation, insists
on the condition that the Venetia question shall not
be discussed,

We hear from Paris that the flests at Cherbourg
and Breal received orders last week to bs ready to
g0 to 8ea at the firat summons, What their destina-
ton i to he ia mot centaioly knowan; but certain
hints which bave been dropped lately at the French
Ministry of Marine lead to the suspicion that they
will be ecc.mpanied by & British equadron. There
was a great deal of talk at M, Drouyn de Lhuys’ last
soiree about the congress, or rather the conference,
&g the diplomatists prefer to call 1t. The general
belief wag that it will not prevent a war, but that iv
will facilitate the negotiations for peace after war is
over. In regard to the conference on the Danubian

Priacipalities, the following is believed in weli-
informed diplomatic circles to have been the conrze
followed by the representatives of the great Powers
at their last meeting. Eoglund began by praposing
that the Principalities should be given to Austria in
exchange for Venetia, [taly paying & money compen-
sauon o Turkey. This was stroogly obj:cted to by
Russis, who was the firat to propose the slection of &
foreign prince, having, doubtless, the Duke of Leuch-
tenberg in view. The msjority of the members
sbowed an inclination to accept this proposal, upon
witich France openly came forward in support of the
candidature of Prince Chuiles of Hoheuzsllern, The
Emperor Napoleon is ssid to bave even addressed an
autograph note o the conferemce golting forth the
advantages of the election of Prince Gharles, who is
a gresat tuvorite of his, snd is mach more eof a Pari.
sian than a German. The Prince has gained great
popularity in Roumania by declaring that he would

not admit any foreigner to the Roumar army, and
would especially exclude Germans.— Pall Mall Ge-
zetle.

ITALY.

Piepuont.~—]In Italy the excitement is so geaeral
that the Government, even if it would, could hardly
control it, and many people think that if war do not
break out, and no concesslons be obtained from Auas~
tria, the throne iteelf would be in danger, and that
Victor Emmanuel might ba forced to follow the ex-
ample of his father in 1849 and abdicate.— Times.

Among all clasges of Italians, war ia doubtless po-
pular, and this constitutes the main obatacle to the
maintenacce of peace.

to the most priestridden people in Europe there
should nol be many ready 1o obey the commaunds of
their apiritual advisers. Half a century mors wiil
be necessary to emancipate them completely. Bat
the antborities, while alive to the danger, are taking
active measures to meet it. In the city arrests are
taking place dai y, and while many, a3 the host of
bishops and priests, have been sent out of the
cguntry, meoy are shut up in the prison of San
Fraacisco. Loug suspecter as some have been,
they have been tolerated, as they aad their little
conspiracies were regarded as harmless ; but o
the face of the great events now approaching no
quarter is .hown Nor {8 1t on mere guspicion that
this decided action. has beeen udopted, for thers js
proof sufficient that a great canspicacy the root of
which was in Rome, had been formed to attempt
that most bopelesg of all enterprises, the restoration
of the Bourbons.

Another of the recent measures of precantion is
the expulsion of the monks from the monasteries of
Camaldoli, on Vesuvius, snd not too soon : for,
thoagh the immediate peighbourhood of Naples is
Btill secure, it is not unlikely thatthe favourite
nooks of the brigand may be reoccupied, and that
that these pious mounks, as heretofore, may be fonnd
sympathisiog with and assisting General Cua-Pilone
or some of his followers.

It is not that I regacd the restoration of the.Bouy-
bons ns probable, or even poesible; like kindred
spirits, théy have for ever fallen, Still their adhe-
renis are found thinly “seattered every where, and
upited with tze brigands whom they have cherished
the thousands who in this country bave nothing to
depend upon, and malcontents of all shades, they
ray produce disorders which will for a time wear
the agpect of civil war, and considerably embarrass
the Governmeni. Already there nre symptoms of
reaction in mavy places, and those well acquainted
with the country are not surprised at it, for warvel-
lous coaversions were made jn 1£60, and I can my
gelf point oat those who, et ome timoe subservient
Bourbonists, are now ia place and in power. Such
men will be faithful only under the influence of fear
aud  will incline their political sympathies to the
necessities of the moment. This state of things is
unavoidable, indeed,- for it would have been most.
impalitic and unjuat to engage in & aweepiug perse-

They must be charged in Oanada
with a crime knowa to the treaty, and the evidencd
againet each individual named miust be sufficieat to.
Jjustify the charge. Itwouid probably be difficult for
the Canadian anthorities 1o obtain personal proof off
crime against many Feaians, and if they are satisfisd
that the United Siates will pusish & few as examples.
for violation of the neutrality laws it is bardly likely-
that they will trouble themselves to ask for the ex-
tradition of any.
