Ufsneach is ono of the most historie
hills in Ireland, yot thoro are probably
not five per cu)g of the peopleof Ire
laud that hiave over heard of it, and not
ono per cent of thow that have eser seen
it. Apart ovon from its historio futer
esty it 18 well worth secing, for it s vot
only a beantiful ik bt it wlfords from
its smnunt onoe of tho most oxtonsive and
lovely viows m Iroland. Tho hill of
Uisneach is in the barony of Rathcon-
rath, county Westmeath, and only about
four Irish” miles from Streamstown
station, on the Midland Great Western
Railway, so that it is casily reached,
There is, unfortunaioly, ne hotel whore
tourists rauld be accommodated nearor

i chian Moate, wiach is about oight
Irish miles from it; and Mulhngar is
about thesamo distanee  The villago of
Ballymoro is five nnles from tho hill, but
as thero 1 no hotol thero, Moate and
Mallingar aro thy only towns within any
1 odorate distance of it where tourists
could got cither lodgimgs or meals. It is
not cortam if oven o car could bo hired
at S t or near it, quently
thoso wishing to visit Uisneach “should
cither have & private couveyance or
mako up their minds to ““do it” on fcot.

A PECULIAR SNAPLD HILL.

Uisncach is one of tho most peculinr-
ly shaped hills in Ircland. It is only
about five hundeed feot in height—a
fair clovation in a part of the country
where thers aro no mountaing —but 1o
matter from what sidoe it is approached,
" cannot bo scen until one is almost at
iv. baso. Tho country immediately
around it is so broken and so cut wp b
many hills and hollows, of almost all
shapes, that Uisneach, tho highest of all
the hills near it, can hardly he uoticed
until ono is just at it. A'public road
runs closo to its bnse, g0 thers is uo
diiculty m reaching it, and the ascont
is by no means steep. It is not until
ong i3 on the top of Uisneach that lie
finds out how high it is, for the viow
from ity summit i« extensgive, and beaw-
tiful almost boyond power of description.
‘I'ho country on overy sido of it consists
of some of the richest pasture lands, not
only in Ircland, but in the world. No
matter in what dircction ono looks, a
vast undulated oxpanso of green mects
tho oyo. If the view from Ussneach is
seen in antumn, when the teo few and
far bLotween grain flelds are turning
yollow, it is a4 fair o sight a4 human oye
over gazed on, Tho country for scores
of miles on every sido is o rich, so
green, and so varied with Iutl, dalo,
wood nnd water, that th.o Biblical phrase
that is applied to parts of Palesting,
‘*tho garden of tho Lord,” might well
bo applicd to tho land round shis hill,
But it is salo to sy that no Israclito
ovor gazed from Gitbor or Carmel on
such a prospect. Tho vast oxtont of
tho view from this hill scoms out of all
proportion with its moderate hoight,
On a clear day ono can very nearly sco
from tho Irish Chauncl to Galway Bay.

Iiere 18
what tho cminent scholar and autiquari-
an, John 0'Donovan, says abont it a his
yet unpnblished lotters when he was on
tho Govorument Survoy of Ircland in
1887: “Tho huge rock on this lill of
Uisneach, a part of which was split and
formed into n crotnlech, is now called
the Cat Stone, from a supposed resem-
blauco to o cat sitting and wetehing n
monso.""
