THE UMPIRE'S VIEW.

He continued: “You are all most anxious
lutely correct opinion. 1 will not go so
the manoeuvres. It was not by any means
an easy matter to act as umpire, nor a less
easy task to come to a conclusion, to weigh
everything, to sift it and to form an ahso-
lately correct opinion. I will not go sa
far as to say that I have done that, but I
shall, in justice, tell my own opinion
which is backed up almost to a man ln:
those who assisted me as umpires. I hoxfe
in a few days to promulgate a narrative of
the. day’s proceedings better than I can
pow.

A MISTAKE MADE.

“I consider a great mistake was made in
the disposition made of the rear guard in
allowing it to occupy such extensive
grounds. There were no supports and no re-
serves, but the whole force extended over
an area of two miles, the result being that
communication must necessarily be slow
and ll‘wuuld be almost an impossible msl-:‘
to do it properly. All it would have been
necessary for the rear guard to do was to
keep concentrated and mwove from one de-
fence position to another, taking advan-
tage of the numerous positions available on
the east side of the Don. Direct communi-
catlion was impossible, as It was, and as a
r(‘:~'nll the advance guard, some 40 or 50
minutes after the action commenced, had
practieally eut its way through the centre
of the rear guard.

‘‘The advance guard had a very definite
plan and a good one. There were other
ways of accomplishing their purpose, and
theirs was a good way, but had the defence
force heen concentrated and a solid body
it would have been different. When the
advance guard reached the bridge, it had
passed through the centre of .the defence
:_tlml the retreat of the Kllties. was practi-
cally cut off, the 13th Batt, and guns being
4t the mercy of an advance guard more
than double its force. The advance guard

An interesting experiment with the
X rays has just been made at MoGill

tured by Prof. Callendar in the early

that date all eorn found in the posses-
sion of farmers will be regarded as
contraband of war, and its owners will
be liable to ériminal proceedings on a
charge of disleyalty.

An official despatch has been receiv-
ed here announcing that a body of
troops under General Figueroa attack-
ed and defeated a band of rebels at
San Jose in the Province of Matanzas.
Nine of the rebels were killed. Offi-
cial advices have also been received of
the defeat of a force of insurgents at
El Cano in the Province of Havana by
a body of troops commanded by Colonel
Durango, ten of.the former being kill-
ed. The losses. of the Spaniards in
both engagements, according to the
official despatches, were only six men
wounded.

BIG INCREASE IN TONNAGE

As Well as In the Number  Vessels
Outward and Inward, -

s

Shipments of Gratn of All Kinds Much in
Excess of Previous Years—Tremendous
Increase Also im Apple Exporis-Mr.
L. O. David's Pamphlet On the Roman
Cathelic Clergy at Election Times—The
Race for the Govermorship of New
Brunswick.

Montreal, Nov. 26.—(Special.)—This
has been a prosperous year for ship-
pers and the port of Montreal. Not
only have the rates for freight been
higher, but there has also been a con-
siderable increase in the number of
vessels and their tonnage. During the
season of 1895 the vessels which entered
this port numbered 640, and their ton-
‘nage was 1,069,286. From April 25 of
this year to the 23rd inst,, when the
last vessel cleared, 709 craft arrived in
port, being an increase of 69 vessels
over 1895, whilst the total fonnage was
1,212,303, or an increase of 142,917. Dur-
ing the season the Allan line brought
88 vessels to the port, Dominion line 30,
Elder, Dempster & Co. 54, Thompson
line 86, Donaldson line 29, Head line
13, Johnston line 16 and the Hamburg-

American Packet Co, 9. The ship-
ments of grain up to the 16th inst
amounted to : Wheat, 6,905,702 bush-
els, an increase of 8,254,991 bushels
over 1396 ; corn, 6,481,420, an increase
of 3,875,672 ; peas, 1,693,147, an increase
of 951,282 ; oats, 2,3v9,142, an 4ncrease uf
2,294,392 ; barley, 209,324, an- increase
of 208,516 ; rye, 335,087, an increase of
818,844, Apples also show a large In-
crease, the number of barrels shipped
being 661,453, or an increase of 506,485,

Mount
Rubia is 26 miles west of Havana and
about 12 miles from the northern coast
‘of the island. General Weyler had
sprecd his trocha across the island in
its narrowest part to prevent s
forces moving toward the east. Then
the remaining forces were divided into
thl&ehﬂ_otachments. one of 5000 men,

3 “of 10,000 and a third of 20,000,
the last being led by General Weyler
Rimself. These detachments moved
towards the mountain from different
directions.  The" detaghment  of 5000
reached th&'mounmin first and, after
heavy fighting, was repulsed by Ma-
ceo's forces with 700 wounded and it
is'not known how many dead. When
the second detachment of 10,000 men
under command of General Echegaua
.arrived and began'to storm the moun-
tain they found that the enemy
disappeared. General Weyler, who
approached ‘from the trocha, «did not
have a' chance to smell powder.

Details are lacking, but.it appears
that Maceo had another engagement
west of Mount Rubia, in which 1000 of
the £panish troops were injured. Five
hundred of thé wounded were brought
into’ Havana by rail and 200 were
brought by water, leaving 1000 sick
and wounded still on the fleld,

WANTED NAT TO KEEP HER.

San Francisco, Nov. 26.—When Nat Good-

So far as I have ascertalned there have
been boilermakers available for engage-
ment here at any time during the summer;

No doubt if the
other tenderers for the supplying of the
pipe had thought that they would be al-
jowed a margin of three or four months’
time without penalty exaction, so that
tbey would have an opportunity of doing
the work at odd times, between Jobs, or
during their dull seasons, they would have
been able to reduce their estimates.
