He based it on ¢he ground that
the latter comumittee has succeeded to the
duties of the original Court House Com-
mittee defunct in 1802, No special authority
had been given to the Board of Control to
relleve the other committee of Its powers

2pecting the Court House, 'The report,
therefore, concludes, “I am therefore of
opinion that the Property Committee {s the
one having cha of the erection and com-
pletion of the Court House since Jan, 18,
1802, of course subject to Council’s super-
vision, and that the powers of the Board
of Control are limited to calling for tenders
for such part of the works as the Property
Committee and the Council may determine,
ete.”

This was ultri-kmportant, for to a certaln
extent the power of the Controllers to make
new City Hall appointments would be
largely mondtored. Chaimman Dunn of the
Property Committee pealized this and rallled
the Mayor for having taken the trouble to
get a deecision that was against himself.
In pursuance of the opinfon he moved to
have all new City Hall matters placed in
the hands of the Property Committee, ex-
cepting the opening of tenders and the
letting of contracts.

The Mayor countered by suggesting that
the exceptions named were contrary to
statute, which inciluded in the Board’s
duiles the preparing of specifications as
well,

He found a cutepaw in Ald. Hubbard,
who Is an expert In framing amendments.

WANTED, AN ELECTRIC mmr_n'
; POLICY,

| When the steam railway was first in-
troduced a great mistake was comumit-
ted in allowing private corporations to
become the absolutéowners of the new
roads that were from time to time
opened up. The railway is a highway
ond nothing else, and it should never
have been allowed to pass into absolute
private comtrol.

But the people and the Governments
of the various countries at that time fail-
ed’ to' grasp the sigmificance of the mew
transportation system. As there is no
monopoly in the waterway between
Montreal and Toronto, so there should
be no monopoly in the railway connect-
ing the two cities. Amyone should be
allowed to use the railway, just as he
is allowed to use the waterway or the
public highway. Or, at least, the Gov-
ernment should have retained the same
control over the railways that it exer-
cizes over the - canais and watertvays
and that the municipality exercises over
its highways. ‘I'ne ~operation of a
railway is somewhat different from that
of a waterway, and it might have been
advisable to allow the former to be
operated by companies, but the control
of the rails should never have passed
Zrom the Government, If we had ad-
| opted this principle when we started out
t> build our railways there would have
been no ugly transportation question to
solve to-day.

It looks very much as if we are about
to repeat and intensify the ervor that
was committed half a century ago. We
arc now just emtering the electric rail-
way era, and it is most important that
w2 atart out right We must aveid the
mistakes that we have made in megard
to the steam railways. If it was good
public policy for the Government to
Lave retained control of the steam rail-
ways, it is equally good policy that the
Government should retain control of the
network of electric railways that is

!

less trouble in the future if it adopts a
progressive  eleetric - railway  policy.
There is really no excuse for our shar-
ing the control of our highways with
private corporations. The electric car
is the medium by which the produce of
the farm will soon S conveyed to mar-
ket. It will not be many years till
the great bulk of all road traffic will be
bandled by the electric cars. 'T'hat part
of the highway occupied by the tracks
of the eleatric railways wiil soon be the
moest important part of the highway. It
will transact -all the passenger and
freight business of the country through
which it runs. It is this part of the
highway that will pass under the control
of the electric companies if the presemt
policy of the Government ds carried
out. At the present time the highway
is free to all.* As soon as ‘the new sys-
tem is inaugurated every. farmer will
be at the merey ‘of the company that
owns the railway passing his farm. Now
is the time to prevent the development
of a monopoly that will become more
galling than the existing railway thral-
dom. ~The Government can easily de-
vise legislation that will not delay the
corstruction of dlectric railways, while
it can at the same time keep them with-
in the control of the people. T'o this
end the Government should insist on the
right of the municipality ¢o acquire any
electric railway at any time on am equit-
able wvaluation, nothing being allowed
for the framchise, No new charter
should be granted except on this un-
derstanding. A further provision should
give the Government absolute control of
the rates for freight and passengers.
T'he company, in short, should be mere-
ly commissionad to operate the railways
for and during the pleasure of the

people.

NATIONAL TELEGRAPHS AND
TELEPHONES.

One of the most successful nationaliza-
tions of a public franchise is the tele-
graph business of Great Britain. All the
companies there were taken over by
the postoffice, the lines were extended
and improved, and the cost of messages
greatly reduced. The result is that every-
body uses the telegraph in Great Bi-
tain and that a laige amount of busi-
ness which otherwise would go through
the postoffice in the shape of letters at
penny postage goes through the wires at
a much better rate to the country. So
successful has been the nationalization
of the telegraph lines that a strong move-
menit is mow on foot in England to
natiomalize the telephone, and the pro-
ject is being taken up in all quarters
with marked approval.

We believe the time has come in Can-
ada when we should notionalize our
telephone and telegraph systems and
run them as a department of the post-
office,with the idea of giving the greatest
efliciency at a cost which will pay in-
terest on the investment to the country
and little else besides. It would not
cost much to take over the Great North-
wostern ®elegraph Co. and the Cana-
dian Pacific’s public telegraph systems

Austria-Hupgary—An official note glving
tke conditions at end of December says
that the winter cereal crops and rape are
satisfactory on the whole, although there
has been local damage from Insects, etc.

Germany—The weather has continued wet,
nild and bolsterous. People are afraid that
the crops will be prejudiclally affected, but
€0 far there are no specific complaints of
actual damage.

Belgium and Holland—Mild weather Is ve-
purted.

Spain—The weatherhas continued t. favor
the crops, the aspect of which continues to
give much satisfaction,
