An order-in-councll was passed 
at Ottawa some time later granting 
scrip to all Canadlan-bom half-breeds 
living In the States, and this order was 
dated Aug. 13. 1904. A clause was put 
thru in November of last year permit­
ting the holder of this scrip to locate 
land without the presence of the half- 
breed. as had been the rule respecting 
scrip formerly Issued.

Montreal, May 17.—(Special.)—Amal­
gamation of the leading rubber inter­
ests of the Dominion appears to have 
received a considerable Impetus to­
day.

He also said em­
phatically that the hospital must be 
erected elsewhere, and such proved to 
be the almost unanimous opinion of 
the medical profession, 
hospital on a new site will mean the 
expenditure of at least $1,000,000, and 
should the university not be able to 
avail Itself of the present opportunity.
It will some day have to face such an 
expenditure. If, however, a site can 
be found and help obtained from the 
government to the extent of $250,00».

Where Money Will Come From.
It Is recommended that, in order to 

provide the necessary $466,000, the gov­
ernment issue annuities payable once 
annually for the ensuing thirty years, 
for $80,000 per àtlfitim. These, If sold 
on a basis of 3 1-2 per cent. Interest, 
would' yield $561,760, or If sold on a 
basis of 4 per cent- the yield would be 
$518,760. This would allow for any 
difference between the estimated and 
actual expenditures.

Solicitor Grant claimed the construc­

tion of the bill was awkward and mis­
leading. Mr. Barwick said this had 
been pointed out to him and he 
willing to have it remedied- 
Jected strongly to the clause giving the 
road the same powers as held by the 
Metropolitan road. This road, he point­
ed out, had a perpetual franchise, but 
East Toronto had an agreement un­
der which It had power to take over 
the road in 1912. If at the end of that 
period East Toronto wanted to join 
the city and operate the road, they de­
sired their rights preserved. Further, 
Mr. Grant argued -that this bill over­
rides the Railway Act of the province. 
He took exception to the Scarboro 
agreement and maintained the town­
ship had no power to enter into an 
agreement for 30 years.

“We don’t want to touch the rights 
of East Toronto or any other muni­
cipality,” declared Mr. Barwick. con­
senting to insert any clause thought 
necessary to protect these rights. He 
pointed out that clause four provided 
that nothing In the act should affect 
any agreement with Toronto or any 
other municipality.

Tilt With the Mayor.
Wm. Moore, manager of the York 

Radial, said Mayor Richardson, Solici­
tor Grant and others called at his 
office the other day and asked the 
Toronto and York Company to pay part 
of the cost of a bridge which was 
needed. He explatped that the fran­
chise expired In 1912 and he could not 
make any arrangements on so short a 
franchise.

Another Application to Quash By­

law Refused hy High Court.

An effort Whs made yesterday by 
James Havereon, K.C., acting for Mr. 
Dewart, hotelkeeper, of Strathroy, to 
quash the local option bylaw, passed 
in January last by the Township of 
Base Williams. One member of the 
council Inadvertently voted In favor 
of postponing the final reading of the 
bylaw, and counael argued that the 
vote should stand. Justice Britton, 
however, dismissed the application.

The Township of Donovan, Glengar­
ry County, secured $200 damages 
against Locltiel Township and an in­
junction to prevent the draining of 
whey from a cheese factory Into a 
creek. Cattle along the creek had died 
from the effect of the drain.

Michael Cllpsam obtained a verdict 
of $75 before Justice Anglin against 
the Town of Orillia, for damages caus­
ed by a dam, which flooded hie pro­
perty. The divisional court reversed 
the Judgment, and further appeal was 
refused by Justice Osier.

CUBA WRECKS TWO LOCKS
OB THE WELLAND CANAL

Thorold, May 17.—About 3 o’clock this 
afternoon the steamer Cuba, bound up 
the new Welland Canal, carried away 
four gates of lock 21, draining two levels 
and dozig considerable damage by flood­
ing the adjoining farms.

The car.al officials expect to have re­
pairs completed In two or three days.

Riot on Steamer's Deck.
Tacoma. Wash., May 17.—A desper­

ate battle has occurred on the decks 
of the steamer Centennial, in Which 
several men were slightly Injured and 
three are thought to bave been drown- 

The Centennial brought a gang 
of 18 Seattle men to handle the ship’s 
cargo here, owing to existing trouble 
between the sailors and Longshore­
men’s Unions. When the steamer ar­
rived, about 200 longshoremen board­
ed her, armed with clubs, billies, pis­
tols and other weapons. The Seattle 
men were beaten wherever found.

May 17.-(8peclal.)—Sir El- 
i sear Taschereau la not yet out of the 
woods ao far as his trouble with the 
senators la concerned, 
to-day Hon. Mr. Miller called attîn- 
tion to what he termed the "unseemly 
proceedings." The deputy governor 
had a very high opinion of himself, 
but little for the dignity of the 
ate. albeit the highest legislative body 
of the land. The incident of the lack 
of notice and the chair might be ot 
smaller Import, but he desired to call 
attention to a much higher phase. 
There was no more solemn duty of the 
governor-general's than to attend to 
meet both branches of the legislature 
to give assent to the laws of the land. 
It might be pleaded that In England 
assent was given by commissi an, but 
the commissioner became the deputy of 
the King The governor-general .vas 
the deputy of the King. The high st 
rank the chief justice could claim was 
that of chief Justice, 
that the chief Justice's commission was 
not even made out when he came 
down yesterday to act a* deputy.

As to Precedence.
As chief Justice he could claim no 

higher position than the speaker of the 
bouse. He absolved the present dis­
tinguished governor-general from „ny 
blame, but he thought the principle of 
giving assent by a deputy governor 
wag beneath the dignity of the act. 
He did not care to discuss the eccan- 
tricltles of the chief Justice. His pre­
decessor, who was an able lawyer, fre­
quently came down and sat In the 
speaker's chair. When he (Mr. Millar) 
was speaker, he would not allow his 
chair to be moved. He thought his 
a very good time for the government 
to take the whole matter under jon- 
slderation.

Sir Richard Cartwright said ie uad 
already taken steps to bring the mut­
ter before the proper authorities. As 
to the more Important point of .-'he- 
ther the governor-general, being him­
self the deputy of the King, could de­
pute another to give assent to bills 
he would only call attention to prece­
dents. He gave notice that to-morrow*) 
he would move that when the house 
adjourns to-morrow It adjourns till a 
fortnight from Tuesday next.
