“Last- year we order.ed’
from 7000 to 8000 crates. This year we,
willy want 9000. I should say that we!
shipped- from this place fully 1,500,000
quarts of berries last season, and even
this estimate might be enlarged.

Transportation is Poor,

Asked if the railway gave him a good
service, he replied:

“No. We want more competition.
The train often leaves large quantities
of fruit standing on the platform in
the morning, -and we always, have
help load our product on to the.trai
We feel, too, that the charges are €x-
cessive. I have made the proposal thit
we: might form a company and buy
some automobile trucks and take our
berries to- market, and thus be inde-
pendent of the G.T. The commission m3n
also tax us for delivering the fruit in
the eity, in addition to the commission
they receive, buf no allowance is ever
made for those lcrates which are taken
by the purchasing retailers in . their
own wagons, and no small proportion
of our shipments are handled that way.
We would be glad to see an electric
railway buijlt thru here. ;

“I would like also to point out,” said
Mr. Clement, “that big cities on the
other side receive large quantities of
‘Oakville’ berries, which is practically
a market brand over there, when the
actual shipments are made from here.
We do not appear to be as well known
as the other place, but certainly Clark-
son’s is second to none for strawberry
culture.” :

Land Values Going Up.

Real estate around Clarkson’s, and
in fact right thru the fruit belt, has
been active for some time. The World
was informed that many farms have
changed hands this season. One farm-
er has a place of 65 acres for which he

“It is really not what the land is
worth that is governing sales aut here,”
he said- “We know what the laund is
worth, but prices have been going up,
and some buyers who have set ther
minds on certain properties have paid
unreasonable prices to get them. 1t
may fairly be sald that in a few in-
stances the land will not produce a re-
turn for the money investeu.

Some interesting stories are told
| about the various yields. One man took

2100 worth of berries off a three and
{ & half acre patch in three weeks and
, built a house with it. Another picked
| elght berries last year, which were suf-
ficient to fill a quart measure. There
is doubt whether this is the record, but
it is a pretty good showing. The yield
varies all the way from 8000 to 12,000
boxes per acre. In another case 42,000
boxes were taken off three acres. The
' beds are rarely picked after two crop-
pings, and the land is not used for the
same crop during succeeding 3 to 5
years. f

In ‘addressing the graduating - ¢lass
and a large number of the alumni of
Toronto University last evening, in
convocation hall, President Falconer
paid a loving tribute to the memary of
the late Goldwin Smith.

It
would, of course, be. the blackest
treachery for Toronto now to g0 back
on Sir James and take the first step
in wrecking his power policy. To-
ronto and Toronto aldermen may be
capable of much, but Sir ‘Henry Pellatt
has "misjudged them when he con-
ceived them capable of that.

The whole power union of the On-
tario muniecipalities stands or falls by
Toronto in this matter. Hamilton was
guilty of the folly of depriving itself
of the ultimate benefits of the hydro-
power policy by dividing the consump-
tion of power with the Cataract Power
Cpmpa.ny. Hamilton tried to make the
commission agree ‘to give it the reduc-
tions in' price which would come with
the increase of consumption in other
places, while it stayed outside ' the

union in the matter of increasing that
consumption.

Now Sir Henry - Pellatt asks that
Toronto mot only shall cease to co-
cperate with the other municipalities
in increasing the consumption under
tthe hydro-power commission, but he
actually asks the people of Toronto to
deprive themselves of all such future
reductions in price as wiln come with
the increasing consumption of power
thruout the province. The seductive
offer made is that under the ar-
rangement’ proposed it will be found

be greater than those now proposed
by the city’s electrical department.”
Toronto people expect in a few years
to get very much lower rates than
these, and they know that when the
period expires after which the charges
on the permanent plant and installation
have been paid, a very notable de-
crease in rates will be made.

Sir Henry wishes to establish a per-
manent tariff out of which his stock-
holders will draw ten per cent. for all
time. This appears to him to be “a
desirable arrangement,” but it will
not so strike the citizens nor the busi-
ness-like aldermen who are acting for
them.

The time for Sir Henry to save his
bacon was last year when Mayor
Oliver offered to buy the stock of the
electric light company, when his re-
fusal led to the disagreement on the
board and to a change in the director- |
ate. Sir Henry was wrong then and |
he is wrong now. If he wants to avoid

The Superannuation Fund.

Regarding the superannuation fund,
Rev. Dr. Griffin, the treasurer, stated
that four years ago there was a deficit
of $26,000; now there is a surplus of
$100,000. To dispose of three-fourths of
this amount Dr. Grifin favors the re-
storation of the 10 per cent. to the ho!d.
ers of annuities, which was cut off in
1904. He also advocates the establisn-
ment of an emergency fund of not over
$2000; that the. minimum claim of
widows be increased from $50 to $125:
and. that the <claims of ministers’
widows be made premanent.

As a comparison, Dr. Grifin stated
that three-quarters of one per cent.
was the cost of running the superan-
nuation fund, while the cost of run-
ning the mission rooms was over six
per cent.

A bitter Macedonian cry, voiced by
Rev. C. W.. Gordon, D.P, \-fhould
awaken the churches to the Tfacts of
which eveiybody appears to be aware
except the churches themselves.

It is true that a large propoértion of
the church people see the difficulties
and hindrances which stand in the way
of progress, and more especially in the
way of that progress’ which is to be
obtained .thru the a:ti\*g ‘eo-operation
of “the public; and still miore ecially
of that section of the publi required
for the purpose of carrying on the
work of the church.

The churches must not complain if
the people do not accept what is given
them. The people know what they
want much more definitely than is
usually understood in. pulpit circles.

(2) For the carryirig out of the above
purposes the Electric Light Company
will give the city the use of its poles
for street lighting and power purposes
as above provided. The Electric Light
Company will alsé agree to erect such
new pole lines as may be réquired by
the city for the above P ses, said’
pole lines to be for the joint user of
the ¢ity and the Electric Light Com-
pany, and will take off the city’s hands
their poles already purchased.

The City May Rent Conduits,

(3) Should the city require to use the
conduits of the Toronto Electric Light
Company for thé above purposes they
may be so used, and should new con-
duits be required the same will be pro-
vided by thé company. The city to
pay a rental for the use of any con-
duits and overhead poles and lines,
which rental shall be the interest,
maintenance and deprecation
such conduits and poles and lines,

(4) The city may take over all strest
and civic property lighting as soon as
they are ready for the same, irrespec-
tive O0f any contract  existing for the
supply o0f the same by the Toronto
Electric Light Company.

(5) Reciprocal arrangément to supply
electric energy each to the other in
case of emergency or shortage, to be
paid for at any agreed rate under a
mutual arrangement. .

(6) The company will do away with
unnecessary overhead. construction on
the main business streets of the city
and will agree eath yéar to remove
some. part of it, thus avolding the
double pole line c¢onstruction on. all
streets, and will instal a quantity of
underground construction ‘each year.

Will Take Surplus Power,

(7) The company will agree to take
and to pay for any quantity of power
which the city is under contract to
take from the commission and which
is not used for the purpose set out in
clause one./

(8) Rates to be fixed, and to be suf-
ficient to provide for operating expen-
ses and fixed charges, dividends at the
rate of 10 pér cent. per annum on ghe
capital stock, a reagonable allowance
for dépreciation and other necessary
reserve funds, and the surplus over and
above these requirements shall be ap-
plied to thé reduction of rates to con-
sumers.

His brilliant
literary style and his extraerdinary
lucidity of mind will combine to render
Arnold
Haultain, for 18 years secretary to
Goldwin Smith, and himself a pleasing
'writer, may also issue a volume of
recollections. '

“There are four copies at present of
the volume of reminiscences,” said Mr.
Haultain. *“I have two, and two are
at the Grange. One is the original
manuscript. It will require a good deal
of editing, especially the last chapter,
but I hope to get it out by the end of
the year. .

WASHINGTON, June 8.—Pulp and
printing” paper. manufactured s frem
wood cut on ‘crown lands in the Prov-
inte of Quebec prior to May 1 last is
subject to the countervailing duty of
25. cents per cord, or its equivalent of
35, cents a ton in the manufactured
state as print paper, as provided by
the new tariff law, according to a de-
cigion of the treasury department to-
day. . j

Like products manufactured from
. wood cut on crown lands in Quebec af-
ter May 1 are not subject to the coun-
tervailing duty.

The tariff law provides that if any
country imposes an export duty of
any kind whatsoever on:wood in the
manufacture of wood pulp, such duty
shall be added by the United States on
importations.

PARDONED BY ONTARIO GOVT.

Niagara Falis Hoteiman the First to
Be So Freed.

The Ontario Goyvernment has par-
doned William R. Dashney of Niagara
Falls, who on April 7 was sentenced to
four months’ imprisonment for a sec-
ond offence of selling” Huor without a
license. The cause of Dashney’s par-
don -is ill-health and a dargely signed
petition asking for pardon.

This is probably the first case in
which the province has exercised the
prerogative in a case of this kind. In
the case of incarcgration under the
Ontario laws, the right of pardon rests
with the lieutenant-governor-in-coun-
cil. Pardoning power in all convictions
under the code, however, rests with
tHe minisfer of justice.
