BRITAIN TO FIND MEANS
"FOR IVANCING OF WAR

Sir Herbert Samuel Refuses to

Believe Empire Could Be
Brought to Disaster.

PLEADS FOR ECONOMY

Cost of Hostilities Cannot Be

Defrayed Out of
Income.

LONDON, Jan. 28, 7.33 p.m.—Pre-
siding today at a lecture in London by
Prof. Herbert 8. Foxwell, director of
economic studies at St. John's College,
Cambhridge, on the subject of the prob-
lems of war finance, Sir Herbert L.
Samuel, secretary for howe affairs, in-
sisting on the need of national thrifc
and the necessity of financing the war,
as far as possible, out of income point-
ed out that the nationai ineome was
about £2,400,000,000 annuvally.

The war, said Sir Herbert, was cosi-
ing about £1,800,000,000 an4d the ba.l-
ance would give the population of 45,-
000,000 persons an annual income of
some £13 per head, or precisely the
income of the netional old age pen-
sioner. Therefore, he addsd, it was
clear that the cost of the war could
not be defrayed out of inceme.

«Just as we have been ali our lives
helping to pay for the Napoleonic
wars,” said tho  speaker, ‘“so our
children and grandchildren will be
privileged to pay for this war.
Hence it behooves us to observe
o rigid eccnomy  which, unfor-
tunetely, there is little sign that the
British people yet realize, exocpt pos-
sibly anong the middle classes.”’

Sir Herbert said he feared that no-
thing but increased taxeticn and a
rigic restriction on luxvries woull
have the desired effect. He conzidered
it remarkable that Engiist exchamge
remained so good. He refuged to be-
lieve that a nation like Grezt Britain,
with its vast commercial resources,
could ever be brought to digaster by
war, but that by some ingenuity or
ciher means would be found to pvo-
vide the sinews of wai',

its soul. This is what makes the terms
of peace so difficult to settle, for the.
terms are terms of the soul, tho they
will have to be expressed in terms of
the outer world and c¢onsciousness.
The Germans and the allies are talk-
ing in different languages in this mat-
ter, and no interpreter has yet arisen
between them but the sword. Will
‘Germany be able to learn to speak
a language the very alphabet of which
has been obliterated from its national
This is the question which
must be answered before the first
word of peace can be spoken.

Oynics among the neutrals, and
Germany herself, denounce all such
talk as cant, and it is not difficult
to understand why it sounds like cant
to those who have not thought and
lived by such standards. The south
learned from ‘the north in the Civil
War that the north meant what it
said, and that -whether the talk ap-
peared like. cant or not, it was the
truth. Similarly Germany has ¢0 Jearn
that truth and honor are not cant
phrases among the allies, and that it
is on such a basis peace must rest.

The Ontario Government Lags
4 Behind
Dr. Margaret Gordon, president of
the Canadian National Suffrage As-
sociation, has sent a telegram to Pre-
mier Norris of Manitoba, giving him
“heartiest congratulations from the
Canadian National Suffrage Associa-
tion on the triumphant victory of the
Women'’s Suffrage Bill.”
The women .of Ontario who are in-
 terested in this movement cannot
avoid wondering why it is so easy ‘to
make progress in the west where there
has been nothing like so much agita-
tion for suffrage as in Ontario.
The reason, of course, is in the men
who form the government. Sir James
Whitney was constitutionally opposed
to suffrage, and if he had lived for
a thousand years would have still
been opposed to it. The successors
of .Sir “James appear to be as much
inclined to perpetuate his weaknesses
as his strength.
Ontario is *now memorializing the
government thru 200 municipalities
for suffrage, but it does not seem
lhikely to have any more effect than
before. The government does not de-
alize that the mind of the people of
Ontario is progressive, and moves on.
It has moved on eleven years since
the return of the Whitney govern-
ment. Many things that would have
been premature then the province is
ripe for now. We believe suffrage is
one of theni, and we commend the at-
tention of the government to a move-
ment which must secure political sup-
port from the government, or weaken
the government by throwing its supt
port to tHe opposition. \
The government cannot go on re-
fusing to consider the questions which
the people demand a hearing on, with-
out arriving at a point where the ped-
ple will consider the alternative of a
government which will represent the
people’s wishes as the Whitney gov-
ernment did in 1905.

The Kaiser’s Conscience
We may wonder what conscience
really means when the Kaiser Wilhelm
relies upon what he calls “the power
of a clean conscience,” to secure him
the victory in‘the present war. It is
evident that people mean anything or
nothing when. they talk about con-
science in this way.

George Bernard Shaw in his scathi‘ﬁz
manner says that the allies must have
now been improved as much as it is
possible for war to improve them, and
they ought to begin to think what it
is they are jreally fighting for. We
might- set the Kaiser and the British
('yniC to settle the question of con-
science between them.
Most of us will feel that “a clean
conscience,” in the sense of the kaiser,
is the very last thing we should wish
to possess. If it be clean it has been
washed with the blood of Belgium,
and with tho. tears of those who lost
their friends in the Lusitania. The
kaiser's conscience would set hell in
eruption.
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valuable paper to offer a protest
against the summary manner in
which District Chief Gunn has been
reduced by Chaief Smith on the fire
department? As a taxpayer and as a
British subject I think the treatment
of District Chief Gunn most cruel
and unjust.

Unusual Aerial Activity Taken to
Presage New Offensive Along
Dwina.

DRAW NEAR CZERNOWITZ

Russians Occupy Banks of Dneis-
ster at Royan—Foe Rushes
Up Artillery.

PETROGRAD, Jan. 28.—Early re-
newal of military activity along the

northern end of the Russian front, in
the Riga and Dvinsgk districts, is fore-
cast by Russian military critics.
Their expectation is based in part on
the unusual. activity of German alr
eraft in reconnoitring the Russian
lines. Not only aeroplanes but Zep-
pelins are being employed.

This activity, in connection with in-
formation obtained from ' prisoners
captured in Bukowina, concerning re-
smoval of German troops from that
region, leads to the bhelief that the
Germans may he preparing an offen-
sive in the north for the purpose of
countering the Russian - attack in
Bukowina. Lt

Along the Stripa River the artillery
fire of the Teutons is increasing daily
in intensity, and it is assumed they

are preparing an offensive under
cover of the bombardment,
Trench batties in which hand

grenades and mines are employed are

occurring aleng the banks of the
Dniester and bhetween Boyan and
Rerance. Boyan is immediately to

the east of Czernowitz, which indi-
cates the Russians are holding con-
quered territory <close to that im-
portant centre.

A despatch from Kiev says: “Ger-
man prisoners captured in battle
in Bukowina aossert that extensive

preparations. are being made by’ the
Austrians and Germans to “prevent a
further advance by ‘the Russians on
that section of the front. It is said
some cf the chief railway lines cf
Austria and Germany have Dbeen
closed to passenger traffic on account
of the movement of large bodies of
troops #hd great quantities of sup-
plies to Bokowina.

“A forinight ago great numbers of
heavy @nd light field pieces and of
machin guns were brought .up.
Pla‘forms for the ‘heavy guns are
being constructed by thousands c¢f
workmen sent to the front especially
for the task.

The winter’s inactivity on the fight-
ing lines .is reflected in the compur-
atively light losses ~f the British dur’
ing the last few weeks. The previous
official British repont, made by Pre-
mier Asquith on Dec. 24, gave casual-
ties up to Dec. 9 at 528,227, showing
a loss in the jntervening month of
21,240, or 685 daily. During the heav-
jest fighting British casualties have
run far in excess of this average. They
amounted to 60,000 in the battle of
Loos alone; in a period of two weeks
last fall. The monthly average fromn
the beginning of “the war is about
32,000.

The British losses in the month pre-

renort were still smaller. The total
from Nov. 9 to Dec. 9 was 17,997.

T0 SRRENOER ARWS

Stress Laid by Berlin on Desire
to Inaugurate Peace Ne-
gotiations. .

TO FREE PRISONERS

Those Taken Prior to Capitula-
tion to Be Confined Till
End of War.

BERLIN, via wireless to Sayville,
Jan. 28.—The text of the agreement
signed on Jan. 26 at Cettinje by the
Austro-Hungarian, Lieut.-Field Mar-
shal Von Hoefer and Major Schuppich
and delegates of the Montenegrin
Government, General Becir and Major
Lompar, have been made public by
the Austro-Hungarian authorities, the
Overseas News Agency announces in
a statement issued today-

The most important paragraph. in
the agreement, according to the News
Agency statement, is the one number-
ed ten, which reads as follows:

“The Montenegrin delegates desire to
begin peace negotiations as soon as
possible since this would have a quiet-
ing influence on the population.”

The Montenegrins authorized the
Austro-Hungarian army to continue
military operations in Montenegro and
promised to lend all possible assist-
ance to the Austro-Hungarian forces
by furnishing them food and water.
means of transportation and housing
for the troops.

Release Some Prisoners.

It was further agreed, the state-
ment adds, taat all Montenegrins
were to lay down their arms, and that
only those attached to the police
forces were to be allowed to carry
revolvers, the Montenegrin Govern-
ment to give exact details regarding
these individuals and their badge
numbers.

The remainder of the agreement is
summarized in the statement as fol-
lows: i

“All Germans and Austro-Hunsgar-
jans held as prisoners in Montenegro
will be releasoed immediately.
Montenegrins taken prisoners before
the capitulation on Jan, 17 at 8.30
am. to be released upon the conclu-
sion of peace; Montenegrins taken
prisoners after this hour not to be
considered as prisoners of war and to
return freely to their homes.

“The Montenegrin Government
equally promises all .assistance to the
Austro - Hungarian authorities in
cases of local opposition to the condi-
tions agreed upon- The Montenegrins
surrender all seaports, landing places,
railroads and fortifications until
peace is concluded.”

Sixty musicians, which composs” the
battalion’s brass and bugle bands and
a small army ©of recruiting sergeants,
toured the downtown streets in motor
cars for recruits At the principal
corners the motors stopped and ap-
peals for the men to come forward
were made by the sergeants. The bat-
talion has now a strength of 543.

Lieut.-Col. Beckett had wunder his
command the 40th Battery, 41st Bat-
tery, 75th Battalion, 8lst Battalion
and one-half of “B” section No. 2
Field Ambulance. This séction was

‘They were detalled to go on the
fleld and gather marked men who
acted as Wounded. The supposed
wounded were rushed to a field clear-
ing hospital erected. and from there
to the Exhibition camp in the Red
Cross ambulances. The enemy
marched to the Exhibition for dinner
while, the other party had their mid-
day meal at the Humber.

Lose Their Spurs.

All soldiers are to receive medical
treatment from the military doctors
only, and in future are not to be sent
to civilian hospitals except by spe-
cial instructions issued by Lieut.-Col
Marlow.

Dr. C. K. Clarke of the medical
faculty amnounced yesterday - after-
noon that the British war office had
deiiberately weeded out between 20
and 30 fourth year medical students
of the University of Toronto, serving
as soldiers and ambulance men at the
front, and had sent them back to this
city to complete their course in medi-
cine. These men Will be given the
summer term this year so that they
qualify for their dogree about
Christmas.

THE BREEDING INDUSTRY

Stud Fees Generally Drop for
Racing Sires, Also Price of
Horses.

Stud fees as well as prices for race
horses hdve been cut all to Dpieces in
Brgland by the effects of the war.
BEven the leading sires are affected.
‘When yearlings were selling up to $30,000

apiece as at the Doncaster sales in the |
stud fees |,

year before the war broke out,
went to unheard of heights. Last year
they. were lower, and now that racing is
svepended at all important courses, €x-
cepting Newmarket, the owners of thoro-
bred stallions have made further con-
cgsslons to breeders for the season of
1916~

William the Third, whose offspring won
more than $340,000 in four years, com-
manded a fee of $2000 in 1915. For the
coming season his fee will be $1250. He
is a son of the great St. Simon.

Cicero, one of the leading sires of the
last few years, and a son of Cyllene, is
standing at $750, while last year his fee
was $1500. i

Spearmint, the Derby - winner of 1906,
by Carbine, son of Musket, has dropped
from $1500 to $1000. He is one of the
mcst successful sires of the day.

Santoi, another of the great sires, that
had fifteen winners out in 1914, had a
full book at $1000 in 1916. His fee this
yvear is $500.

Many other prominent horses, as popu-
lar as ever in the estimation of British
breeders, are advertised in the Racing
Calendar at correspondingly reduced’ stud
fees. Among the few exceptions are
Chaucer, son of St. Simon, and Swyn-
ford, by Jchn o’ Gaunt. Their owner
announces that the books of both horses
are already full for 1916 at $1000 and
$1500 respectively; the same fees as last
year.

"rhat breeding has been dbout as hard
hit in France as in England is shown by
the fact that Sundridge will stand this
vear at $1450 in the Villebon stud, near
Paris. When he got the colt that seold
as a yearling for $6600 at Durland’'s Rid-
ing Academy a few weeks ago Clarence
H. Mackey had to pay $2000 to mate
his mare Spectrum with the great son
of Amphion, and this was the fee lasi
year.

As showing the extreme rpo?nt to which
stud fees had advanced in England be-
fore racing was suspended, |it is worthy
of note that two untried horses last year
stood at $2000.- These were Tracery, by
Rock Sand, and Prince Palatine, by Per-
gimmon. Both were fashionably bred and
great race horses, but meither won the
Derby, and neither had .yet shown his
class as a @sire.

That stud fees were excessive and
sometimes out of reason has long been
maintained by many turfmen in England.
But they were baséd on supply and de-
mand, and when a colt went to the stud |
with the crities calling him the best race |,
horse in England, thereiwere usually so
many wealthy ;amateurs: eager to breed
to him that he could command almost |!
any fee his fortunate owner was minded |!
to ask. :

Fancy prices pald for vearlings were
largely responsible for high stud fees.
When breeders can look forward to selling
321 yearlings at an average of $3445, as
was done in one salg at Doncaster a few
months hefore the war broke out, they
are not likely to haggle about the cost of

PETROGRAD, Jan. 28, via London,
Jan. 28.—In the Caucasian campaign
there have been no official reports of
a further advance since the recent
successes were made known, and it
ijs assumed that the Russians have
halted before Erzerum fortress walle
awaiting the arrival of heavy artil-
lery.

According to a

statement made to
the foreign press by the military ex-
pert of The Birzhevy Vedomosty it is
a practical impossibility for the Ger-
mans to . send reinforcements from
Constantinople to assist the Turks at
Erzerum. Even the bringing up of
troops from Bagdad, the most likely
expedient, would mean the weakening
of the forces which are facing the
British in Mesopotamia.

The Russians are now within three
or four miles of the outer fortifica-

tions of Erzerum.

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CRITICIZES USE OF GUNS
FR SAVING INFANTRY

German Military Critic Does Not
Like Present Allied Tactics
in France.

BERLIN, Jan. 28.—(Via wireless to
Sayville.)—The question as to which is
the main theatre of war is discussed

by Major Moraht, the military critic,
says the Overseas News Agency, who
remarks in his article that this is the
question most frequently asked by the
British critics who generally insist
upon the importance of the western
front. The British, says Major Moraht,
apparently are disagreeably impressed
not only by the fact that on the Balkan
and other fronts British forces are be-
ing wasted in small detachments, but
also by the fear that there must be
an increase in the British force on the
western front if France insists’ upon
sending more troops to Saloniki or
other places.

AS to . the western front, Major
Moraht states. that Germany’s ene-
mies there are in numerical superior-
ity. He criticizes the British. tacties
which impel them to use their artillery
and save their infantry, declaring that
Great Britain in this way seeks to ob-
tain successes without taking risks,
something which is an impossibility.

In many of the customs of Zanzibar
there still stand out the strange customs
of the Arab traders who for centuries
have frequented this East African coast.

Knury by proxy
may be made at any Dominlon Lands
Agency (but~not Sub-Agency) on certain
conditions.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
hine miles of his homestead on a farm of
at ‘least eighty acres, on certain condi-
tions. A habitable house is required, ex:

In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his homestead Price,
$3.00 per acre. SR

German Aeroplanes and Zeppe-
lins Drop Bombs in Dvinsk
. and Schlock ‘Region.

PETROGRAD, via London, Jan. 28,
11.53 p.m.—The/official communciation
1| issued by the war office todays says:

“In the region of Riga there 'was
some cannonading. During a bom-
bardment of Schlok German aero-
planes, while regulating enemy antil-
lery fire, dropped bombs at several
points. In the Plakanan district our
artillery scored a number of successes.
Several Zeppelins dropped bombs in
the region of Dvinsk. Our artillery
in the Lake Sventen region dispersed
a large German force.

“The Germans celebrated Emperor
William’s birthday, but no particular
animation was observed in their line.

“On the middle Stripa there were
frequent skirmishes between scouting
parties. During the night of Jan. 21-
22, one of our armored motor cars
dashed up to' the enomy's wire en-
tanglements on the Buczacz road open-
ing fire against a large working party.
The cars’ guard put them to flight in-
flicting heavy losses.

“North of Boyano our patrols, using
hand grenades, dislodged the enemy
from three craters formed by mine
explosions. In the same region small
parties of the enemy attempted to take
the offensive, but were driven back
by our fire. After withdrawing his
| detachments the enemy launched a
cloud of gas.
