Hamilton, Jan. 22.—(Special.)—Do-
mestic loans, inr Ontario were forecast-
ed by.Hon. Peter lSmlth, provincial
treasurgr, here today. Mr. Smith also
announced that new sources of reve-
nue would be found for the province,
and that there would be a change in
the succession duties tax. He also de-
clared ‘the intention of the U.F.O. gov-
eynment to make the moving picture
theatre a real educational factor, and
to regulate the tax omn amusements,
go that those who could afford it
would pay it. Mr. Smith said the con-
dition of the financial market and the
exchange situation might . lead the
province to undertake to raise money
from among its own people. The suc-
cession duties tax would be revised,
he said, so that those who - were
worth $100,000 or more would be af-
fected more than the less wealthy.

Captain Randall of the Powhattan
pignalled to the steamer Lady Laurier
that he thought it advisable to trans-
fer. the passenggrs ‘to the steamer
Northern Pacific. The tow was im-

passengere. The Powhattan’s boats
wore swung out and the United States
destroyers were signalled to come in
closer to the transport and play their
wowerful searchlights on the gangways
ard the ship's boats.

Gen. Depikine Helped by
Friendly Population and
Swollen Rivers—Bolshevik
Advance in Siberia Has
Slowed Down—Letts Re-
-gain Much Territory.

London, Jan. 22.—The position of
General Denikine, anti-Bolshevist leader

in southern Russia, to all appearances
is somewhat better, according to tae
war office summary of the situation.
The inevitable pause . hds occurred
which must follow any long and rapid
offehsive such as has been conducted
by the Bolsheviki in south Russia.
The further eourse of the operations
Will prokably favor the side able to
make the best use of the time at its
disposal for reorganization.

, This naturally will be easier for
General Denikine, who is nearer his
base and resources than the Bolshe-
viki, who bave gone deep into enemy
country and depend- for supplies and
;gal;ipmen't on pan.ia.uy‘ destroyed rall-

ys.

Much depéends  upon the sugport
afforded Denikine by . the population
at his rear. Latest reports seem <o
indicate that he still commands their
full confidence and loyalty. However,
ais losses of material in the recent
retreat are bound to have a grave
effect on future operations.

Meanwhile the river Don is so
swollen by heavy rains as to rénder it
difficult to passage, and the Don and
Caucasus armies have thus gained a
valuable respite, which 1 be used
fully in reforming and raising further
reinforcements that should shertly be
available to@replace the casualties of
reireat.

Moreover: the imminent danger to
their country has caused both = the
Don and Kuban_ Cossacks \to rally
whole-heartedly around the govern-
ment and afford full support to Deni-
kine. . .

The Bolshevik advance in Siberia
appears to have slowed down. The
allied high commissioner has received
a message from Admiral Kolchak at
Nijni-Udinsk, stating. that he is re-
maining %here with the ministers of
his suite, whose fate he intends to
share.

In West Russia,

In west Russia the Letts, since ‘the
opening of their offensive on January
4, have retaken a stretch of their‘own
country about 40 miles in depth and
captured 13,000 prisoners and con-
siderable material. Sixty miles of
Lettish territory still .remain in the
Bolsheviki hands.

The Bolsheviki have concentrated
strong forces of troops for the defence
of the important junction of Rieshitsa
and are also counter-attacking the
Lettish left along the Pskov railway,
where they have been repulsed wilh
heavy losses. The Reds have not suc-
ceeded in checking the Lettish ad-
vance in the centre. The tension be-
tween the Poles and Lithuanians con-
tinues, but only small armed en:
counters between partisan bodies have
occurred. !

In the Caucasus the Bolshevik ad-
vance down the western shore of the
Caspian appears to threaten Petrovsk,
the base or the volunteer fleet. In
Trans-Caspia, the Bolsheviki have not
vet captured Krasnovodsk, as report-
ed. They have penetrated as far as
Yagman, but are held up by volun-
teers, who occupy strong  positions,
while the Bolshevik flanks are expos-
ed to fire from the sea.

Bolshevik at Kabul.

A Bolshevik mission is reported to
have arrived at Kabul, Afghanistan,
and to have been received with great
ceremony. Two emissaries from Con-
stantinople are also said to be at
Kabul. Shafash, the Mesopotamian
leader, has adopted an attitude of de-
flance towards both the British and
Arab governments. He is calling in
loans advanced by the Mesopotamian
administration to the people and send-
ing agents far within the frontier. to
stir up trouble. A band of tribes-
men attacked Albu Kemel on Jan. 11,
Lut was baten off by the British. Brit-
ish airplanes caused heavy casualties.
One plane picked up a wounded Brit-
ish officer and carried him 240 miles
to a hospital.

SPOTTED FEVER IN GALICIA.

Berne, Switzerland, Jan. 22.—Spotted
fever is making increased ravages in
eastern Galicia, according te reports
received here, which declare there are
more tlran 100,000 cases of the disease
and that 10,000 deaths have resulted.

\SQUITH'S AETURN
 WILLBE WELCOMED

Absolutely Safe Seats- Have Not
Been Many With Independent
g g _Liberals.

OPPOSED BY LABORITE

London, Jan. 22.—Novq,tha,t ex-Pre-
mier Asquith has been officlally adopt-
ed as the Liberal candidate for Pais-

ley, common opinion is agreed that
the contest will be the most momen-
tous since the general election. As-
quith’s return to the hoyse of com-
mons would find a welcome amongst
well nigh every ‘ section, particularly
by those Liberals who are still per-
suaded that the expediences of the
moment require the maintenance of
the coalition government.
Considering his eminence, it is rather
remarkable that Mr. Asquith has had
to remain so long outside. When Mr.
Balfour, for instance, was defeated at
Manchester, a perfectly safe seat was
found him almost at once in the city
of London. That such a. course was
not adopted in Mr. Asquith’s case can
only be ascribed to independent Liber-
alism possessing just now so few seats
deemed absolutely secure. Mr. As-
quith’s selection last night for Paisley,
however, only became the unanimous
choite of the local caucus after some
hesitation. The caucus also had before
them the name of J. C. Watson, ad-
vocate, of Edinburg, and a native of

Opposed to Labor.. -

As already cabled, Mr. Asquith will
not be officially opposed by coalition
headquarters "in London, but ' local
Unionists are suspectdd of being eager
to bring out a candidate. J. M. Big-
gar, Co-operative and Labor candi-
date, has already opened his cam-
paign, placing in the forefront of his
program a levy on capital. ,Altho
some socialists oppose his candida-
ture, he is certain of an almost solid
Labor vote.

Paris, Jan. 22.—Amid tumultuous
scenes in the chamber of deputies to-
day the recently formed cabifet of
Premier Alexandre Millerand receiv-
ed a vote of confidence, 272 to .23.
The vote was considered a moral de-

feat for the ‘government, however, as
more than 300 deputies abstained
ffom voting. The reluctance of the
deputies to 'vote on the question of
confidence recalled a scene in the
chamber ‘in the '90’s ;when the minis-
try of Alexandre . Ribot was over-
thrown three hours after its forma-
tion. g

The voie of confidence was taken
on the demand of Premier Millerand,
following a savage attack by Deputy
Leon Daudet, editor of = L’Action
Francaise on Jules Steeg, minister of
the - interior. M. Daudet demanded
the right to interpellate the govern-
ment on ‘M. Steeg’s appointment to
the ministry. He declared that Steeg
was an accomplice of Louis J." Malvy,
former minister of the interior, v_lht?
was banished following his conviction
on charges of communicating with the
enemy, and of Joseph Caillaux, for-
mer premier, who is. soon .to |be
brought to t on the charge of at-
tempting to spromiote s premature and
dishonorable peace with Germany.

The significance of ‘the vote was
generally interpreted in the lobbies of
the chamber to mean that the Miller-
and cabinet cannot last as now con-
stituted and that the premier will
have to replace M. Steeg at the min-.
istry of the interior, or the cabinet
will be overthrown on the first gues-
tion involving the interior policy in a
question of confidence.

The~cabinet’s initial bow
t® the house was made amidst condi-
tions which caused many to predict
that its life would be short. There
even were moments when the question
of the cabinet’'s fall on the very day
of its inauguration was seriously dis-
cussed. F

such rapidity that at ofie time seven

HUGE SUBMARINE

AND AERIAL DREADNOUGHTS

- WILL FI6

CRUISERS
URE IN NEXT WAR

Former French Minister of Marine Predicts That Surface
Vessels Will Be Relegated to the Scrap Heap—Will

Mount Guns of

-

Heaviest Type.

Former French Minister of Marine.

Paris, Jan. 22.—Inasmuch as the
league of nations has proven a prac-
tical failure from its very inception,
and the freedom of the seas still re-
mains in the possession of that fha-
tion only which.*holds in  leash the
most formidable naval forces, the
maffne experts of the world are al-
ready considering the re-extension of
sea armaments.

The most far-sighted of these naval
technicians are de¢voting their re-
searches in large part to the develop-
ment of the submarine cruiser on the
one hand and the aerial dreadnought
and destroyer on the other, for the
naval conflict undoubtedly will be de-
termined under the sea and in the air.

The great- war proved the sound-
ness of the-theory I have always ad-
vdriced, that the heavily armored sur-
face fxattleshlp has lived oub its day
of efficacy. The appearance of the
submarine sougded the death knell to
pitched naval battles. There was no
decisive sea conflict in the <course of
the lagt war. Naval tactics were de-
voted to the effective .blockading of
enemy . ports and the destroying of
enemy commerce on the high seas.
England proved the absolute® mistress
of the waves, it is true, to the extent
that the German surface fleet was
held bottled up, but all the dombined
might of the allied fleets could not
save our commerce from attack and
destruction by submarines, and only
those who suffered under  the sub-
marine blockade of. the British ports
know how narrowly Bngland escaped
starvation in spite of her mighty
aMmada. - !

The Aerial Dreadnought.

In the next naval war only one arm
will prove quasi-effective against the
submarine leviathans with which the seas
will swarm. That arm will prové to ke
the aerial dreadnought, carrying depth
bombs and .protected against enemy air-

craft by hordes of tiny planes, armed with
batterieg' of machine guns and manned
by highly-trained flyers. S

Below the curling waves will prowl
mammoth under-water destroyers, cap-
able of crossing and recrossing the At-
lantic on a single load of fuel. They
will mount cannon of the heaviest type
now employed on surface vessels, They
will be as big as the present dread-
noughts, from five to eight hundred feet
in length, filled with# electrical sound
detectors, wireless navigating apparatus,
oxygen generators, powerful and accur-
ate range-finders and formidable batter-
ies of cannon and torpedo tubes. They
will be absolute mistresseg of the deep,
able to go and come at 1, capable of
voyages as extended as any naval unit
now in existence.

Their power and speed will measure
up to that of,any enemy. _They will
defy pursuit. e

. Transport and Cargo Boats.

Not cnly will tho offensive type of
submarine be a factor of predominating
weight in the conflict. Submarine trans-
ports and cargo boats will also enter the
naval lists. For in the next war no’
surface troop transport or cargo vessol
can hope to remain af'ogt unescorted
by a fleet of submarines, All sea traf-
fic will be under water, excepting thut
protected by a -fleet of submarsibla
cruisers, It will be cheaper and mors:
effective to transport goods and troops
undersea and unescorted than on the
surface  under 'heavy escort. WPresent
day coast aefences will be helpless in the
face of the submarine menace. The fu-
ture coest defence of a’ nation will be
assured by swarms of airplanes which
will scour the seeboard from end to
end in search of the submarine enemy.
Airplane depth bombs, not forts and six-
teen-inch rifles, kwill keep the ports of
ihe nation engaged in war opsned for
coustwise traffic. From this time for-
ward it will .be folly for any nation to
build a single super-dreadnought. Al
naval ‘programs devised to. enhance a
nation’s power cn the surface of the
ocean. are destined for the scrap heap.
The nation which €eeks to retain or in-
creage its prestige as maritime power
must concentrate from this moment, on
the  building of submarines and naeval
airplanes.

' With. the arrest of  Sternberg, the
New York police -believe they have
captured the leader.of a gang of clever
thjeves who were responsible for a
number of burglaries from iNew York
fur shops, to tne extent of $50,000.
Six of the alleged burglars have been
apprehended in New York by the
police of that city. Some of these
nave been convicted and are awaiting
sentence, while the others are held
pending, trial.

The gang is alleged to have : oper-
ated in four burglaries, which occur-
red “ in the months of . October -and
NovemMer of last year, and several
of the men were capturedsat various
intervals from the date of the first

robbery.
Eluded Police.

One of the members of the gang
was a woman, who was also captured,
and who awaits trial on a charge of
receiving. From the first the New
York police suspected Sternberg of
being the leader of the gang, but he
eluded the police successfully and
reached -Toronto.

Perhaps the richest haul the: gang
made was on Nov, 30; -when they are
alleged to have broken ‘into an exclu-
sive fur establishment in New York.
On this occasion the burglars entered
the building by way of the skylight,
and bound and gagged the watchman
on duty and escaped with their loot.
The watchman was not discovered by
the police until about 24 hours had
elapsed, when théy ‘took up the pur-
suit. They made an attempt to locate
Sternberg, but without result. He was
later traced to-Toronto, where he was
living under the alias of Harry Davis
in a downtown tel.

Davis, or Sternberg, 'did not resist
arrest, altho he denied to the officers
that he was the man they were look-
ing for.. He will be taken back to
New York by Detective-Sergeant
Doherty, and avill go on trial in that
city. .

of grain to winter one team. In 1916
no seed ripened in hig locality.

Then in suits before the
codrts the mining companies bring
impressive expert evidence to the
cause of stunted grain and withered
grass. disease and so forth.

A judgment was given out at Ottawa
yvesterday by which the Ontario Power
Company, which ig really the Ontario
Hydro Commission, were ordered to
pay the Toronto-Niagara Power Com-
pany for electric energy supplied by
the latter to the former on the order
of the power controller. On the.face

of it the judgment lookg like a victory
for the Toronto-Niagara power people.
It was stated yesterday that the com-
missioner offered to pay the company
$100,000 in.full settlement of their
claim. This was refused, the company
ciaiming that they were put to enorm-
ous expense by reason of having to
operate the old T.E.L. steam plant
during the war,

HEAR DR. MARTY

First Woman SchoaJ Inspector
'Gives Illuminating Address
on Education.

Toronto’s first ,woman school in-
spector, Dr. L. M. Marty, gave an ad-
dress before the Women’s Liberal Club

vesterday afternoon, in which she
sketched education from beginning in
Ontario in 1805 thru various phases of
class methods to the present, leading
up to the conclusion that for demo-
cracy the thing needed is the ‘“social-
ized school,” an experiment which is
under  consideration by the board of
education, .

The recent triumph of a Labor can-
didate lends interest to the by-elec-
tion in Paisley, where ex-Premier As-
quith has beén nominated in the Lib-
eral interest, and J. M. Biggar will
confront him in a straight fight in the
Labor interest.

NOT AS STATED

Secretéry of National Insti-
tute Refutes Reflections
in Evening Paper.

In reference to an article published in
an evening paper last night, containing
certain refléctions upon the administra-
ton of tne Canadian National Institute
for the Blind, tne general Sccretary of
the society informecd ‘I'ne worid last
night that, the rep.ort was inaccurate,
misleading and damaging by its infer-
ences. Tne evening paper said:

“Altho Toronto contributea $50,000 on
a tag day for the blind, and the city
council voted another 35000, and altho
the province of Ontario granted $30,000
to the Canadian National Institute for
the Blind on the understanding that all
the civilian blind in ‘f'ercnio would be
cared for, 25 blind Toronto ¢itizens arc
still waiting for admission to the factory
at 465 West King street, where the blind
have a chance to learn tp become self-
supporting.”’

The sum realized from the tag day
was $10,000 less than stated. in the re-
port, but the general secretary does not
make a point of that error. "He, how-
ever, points out that, in addition to ex-
pending the total sum granted to the
institution, they have spent during 1919
an additional $75,000, derived from other
sources.. All this mow..y has been ex-
pended in Ontario and for the benefit
of the Ontarjo blind. -

In regard to the complaint that 25
blind Toronto citizens are waiting for
admittance to the faetory on King stree?,
the statement is only partially true. The
list of twenty-five is am accumulative
list—a list which has gradually grown
over many months. The King, street
factory, where brush-making work has
been carried on for a long time past, ac-
commodates 23 men, and has had its
full complement for a long time,

Hard Put To It.

The blind association have been hard
put to it to find additional suitable pre-
misés to accommodate their ‘‘waiting
list"” and last week signed a lease to
take over a house and they are fittjng
it ‘up for. the accommodation of blind
people® who are anxious to learn the
brush-making trade.

Constables and Others Tes-
tify in World Libel
Suit.

_When the hearing of the libel suit, for
§a.000. of Detective Geonge Young agalnst
The World Newspaper Company and lda
L. George (lda Webster), was .réesumed
vesteraay afternoon, al six constables cal-
ed by counsel for the defence,’ stated
ithat they had at one time or another
“smelled liquor on,.the breath of Young,”
altho none &f them remembered seeing
plaintiff ‘‘drunk.” These men ‘were at-
tached to No, 5 Police Station at the
same time as Detective’ Young,
Patrol-Sergeant John Hutchinson stat-
ed that he had ‘“smelled liguor - on the
breath” of Detective Young on more
than one occasion ‘and had *‘seen him
under the influence of liquor.” ‘He was
on duty at No. b Police Station on the
night that .Mrs. Isabella - Forsythe, the
woman referred to in the articles pub-
lished in The Woggl. made the charge
against plaintiff £ he had enterea
her home at 38 Belmont street on _the
pretence that he was looking for a Ger-
man spy and had “made free with her
and caught hold of her.” Hg said that
Mrs, Forsythe had related the same story
in: the witness box as told at the police
station, Young had ‘‘tried to laugh her
off” and said she had been drinking, said
ithe witness, referring to the night Mrs.
Fjonjsythe made the charge against plain-

iff.

P. C. William Logie remembered see-
ing Young “pretty well under the influ-
ence of liquor” on the night of the re-
covery of liquor from the Randon bro-
thers. On that night “Young’s ac-
tions- showed that he had been drinking
heavy,” said witness.

Saw Young Staggering.

P. C. Eli Shuttleworth saw Young
“staggering under the influence of liquor”
one night at the North Toronto C. P. R,
gtation prior to the enforcement of the

P. C. Robert Martin recalled an otca-
sion two years ago when he had been on
the same street car as Young, On that
occasion, according to witness, Young
“looked to me to be very much un?er
the influence of liquor.”

P. C.s Bert Harris and Andrew Mec-
Dowell both recalled smelling liquor on
the breath of Detective Young while the
latter was on duty.

To confirm the article published by
Mrs. George in The World, A. W. Roe-
buck called Mrs. Isabella Forsythe, who
stated that her husband was overseas at
the time of the alleged attack upon her
person, but had returned about a month
after the publication of The World
article. She‘stated that she had known
George Young about six years. She had
met him on the street and he had of-
fered to make certain enquiries for her.
About four or five dayg later he cajled
at her house and gave her ‘the informa-
tion she required. | :

Mrs. Forsythe said that the next time
plaintiff had called at _her _home he
stated that he had called several times,
but she had always been out. She in-
vited him into the front room and after
some desultory conversation he grabbed
her by the arm and b.east. Her son
Donald appeared and Young went away.
Later he returned and made her bring
her little boy Matthew out of bed,
cjaiming that he had stolen a wagon ani
He wished to question him.

Badly Iptoxicated.

“He was under the influence of liquor
and very badly intoxicated,” said Mrs.
Forsyfhe, with reference ‘to Young’s call
on the second occasion. ¢ .

She reported the incident to No. 5
police station about, four days later, and
next morning to Inspector Kennedy at
the city hall. She also related her
story to Inspectors Archibald and Ken-
nedy, and Detective Young, ‘and sa'd
that the jatter ‘‘denied the drink.””

Dr. J. R. Mott Tells Y.M.C.A.
Great Opportunity Lies
at Their Door.

*\WWe are now in the midst of the
most perilous age that English-speak-
ing nations ever knew,” declared Dr.
John R. Mott in addressing the Y.M.
C.A. banquet.,.held last evening in the

ng Edward Hotel. The large hall

a8 jammed to overflowing with ar-
dent Y.M.C.A. workers from every
province in the Dominion.

“There are several causes for this
peril,” continued Dr. Mgtt. “We¢ léan
on the past—may it never cease
move us with pride!—but we- must
press on. We have come down from
the mountains of idealism. Two years
ago we were up in those mountains; it

was dark at times, but we could see|

fgr, but now we are down in the misty
valleys of pessimism. We relax dis-
cipline and will not make an effort.
We fgil to recogiiize that the period of
reconsthuction will at sleast make as
great demands on us as did the period
of war—we must make forever secure
that which we fought for, Our coun-
cils are divided. These councils whose
timely union won the war are again
divided. There is a l§ck of leadership.
I do not see those men Coming - for-
ward who are to be our fututre leaders.
Then, too, there is a spiritual starva-
tion. We have physical and mental
education; but instruction in things
spiritual is lacking.”

Speaking on the wave of pessimism
which he said has spread over the
whole world, Dr. Mott stated: “The
cause of this pessimism is exhaustion.
The nations have used up all their
latent store of energy and are now ‘on
their nerye’ These nerves are wora
threadbare..

“The position of the Y.M.C.A. is the
most advantaeeéous in its history,”
continued Dr. Mott, “The door is epen.
The world is in a plastic state ready
for the mold and it is for the Young
Men's Christian Association to furnish
th%s mold. for only Christianity can
save the world The old inertia ocan
now be moved as never before, but it
will move quickly and if it is to move
in the right direction the church and
the Y must work together and, above
all, work quickly and efticientty. WwWe
must make democracy safe for the

world for such a demoeracy as Russia |

forces
which
this world needs now that it fas come
to its extremity and again: 1. say
Christianity alone can save it.
Question of Religion.

“The solving of our industrial prob-
lem is not so much an economic or
political matter as it is a question of
religion. The Y.M.C.A., as well as
supplying this religion, promotes the
eontentment of 'the working man,
helps him when he is off duty, pro-
motes a better relationship with the
employer and is of inestimable value
to industry.” a

Dealing with the conditiens in Rus-
gia, Dr."Mott said that no nation more
than Russia governs the fate of the
world., - “We have 200 Y secretaries
there now and yét our work there is
only beginning. Let us stand by this
groping people and not hand them
over to Bolshevist propaganda. Every
nation in the world is asking for the
Y.M.C.A., Siberia, China, Siam, Indis,
Africa, the Turkish areas, the Balk-
ans, Austria-Hungary, all send out the
call for more Y.M.C.A, secretaries and
the - necessary buildings. - The possi-
bilities of the Y are unlimiated now,
but. do not -wait of‘ethers will be there
before you.” i ‘

In concluding, ]br. Mott made an
appeal that gripped  and enthused
every Y. M. C. A, worker in the gath-
ering. He said, “In the closing hours
of this memorable convention let
each and every one of us make up his
mind to go batk to work with a spirit
af enthusiasm that will win not only
our Dominion but the whole world to
a knowledge of Christ and do it be-
fore the eyes of this generation close
in death.”

“Al] this discontent, trouble and
unrest so prevalent thruout the world

@od,” declared Chas. W, Bishop, gen-
era] secretary of the Y. M, C. A., “We
must realize the true possibilities of
the manhood of the country and har-
ness what is now latent for the ad-
vancement of our Y. M: C. A. work.
