WOLF VILLE, N. S., Aug. 28-The 
Baptist convention yesterday spent most 
of the time discussing the proposal for 
Canadian union, consideration of which 
was postponed a year ago; also hearing 
delegates favoring union with the Dis­
ciples of Christ, bftt no action was taken 
in the matter. The evening was devoted 
to foreign missionary addresses.

As secretary of the board of foreign 
missions, Rev. W. E. McIntyre succeeds 
Rev. Dr. Manning, who has resigned.

The union discussion of Canadian union 
began by the introducing of the following 
resolution, moved by Hon. G. E. Foster: 
“That this convention hereby affirms its 
belief in the principle (desirability) of 
Baptist union in Canada, and to that end 
forthwith proceeds to take up section by 
section the report of the committee as a 
basis of organization.” Seconded by E. 
D. King.

An amendment was moved that further 
consideration of this question of union be 
deferred one year. Seconded by Principal 
H. T. DeWolfe.

Rev. H. G. Colpitis, Yannouth, spoke 
for a class that had not been heard from, 
those who were on the fence.. He wanted, 
before voting for the union, to have a 
greater unanimity among the brethren. 
He therefore moved an amendment to the 
amendment "that we affirm the principles 
of an organic union of Canadian Baptists, 
but defer the consideration for one year.”

This was seconded and supported by the 
Rev. David Pried, of Prince Edward Isl­
and.

Dr. McLeod spoke in favor of Hon. Mr. 
Foster’s resolution. Dr. Manning said he 
could not see why the matter could not 
stand for a year, 
aionary, did not think organic union was 
necessary to the well-being of foreign mis­
sions. He favored co-operation. The clos­
ing hour having passed the question was 
put and the result showed that the con­
vention practically favored organic union, 
but, by a majority of one to have a vote 
postponed for one year.

Rev. W. V. Higgins read the foreign 
mission report, and announced that the 
Union Baptist Woman’s Missionary so­
ciety had accepted the application of Miss 
Lottie Sanford, a trained nurse, to go out 
as a missionary. She is a daughter of 
Rev. Rufus Sanford.

It was announced that Rev. Dr. Man­
ning after sixteen years as secretary of 
the foreign mission board had resigned 
and hie place was taken by Rev. W. E. 
McIntyre.

The United Woman’s Missionary Union 
has paid into the treasury the sum of $12,- 
875, of which amount $2,000 was sent to 
pay the travelling expenses for the large 
party of missionaries which went out last 
October.

Dr. Manning was also treasurer for the 
twentieth century and NB. denominations 
funds and in all $310,000 had passed 
through his hands.

Rev. Wm. J. Wright, corresponding 
secretary of the American Christian Mis­
sionary society, representing over a mil­
lion members and doing missionary work 
in western Canada, in an eloquent address 
made a strong plea in favor of union be­
tween the Disciples and the Baptists. He 
was enthusiastically received.

Fred A'. McLean, pVeektint of the Am­
erican Christian Foreign. Missionary so­
ciety was also warmly received. He said 
that he was a native of Prince Edward 
Island and had a brother in Bridgewater. 
He felt at home here, and rejoiced to 
again the British flag, which stands for 
freedom everywhere. Canada leads in the 
matter of church union. The great union 
of Methodists and Presbyterians is com­
ing, and why should not the Disciples and 
Baptists unite. His people were greatly 
interested in foreign missions and raised 
for this object last year one million dol­
lars.

Union is in the air not only here but in 
India, and when that comes and there 
is a united church in India the non-Chris­
tiana will believe that Christianity is a 
reality. All the east is on the move.

Rev. Dr. Brown, secretary of the For­
eign Missionary Board of Ontario, said he 
was in India for eight years and baptized 
over seven hundred converts there. He 
has been home secretary eight years. Their 
mission began forty years ago in Xalloee. 
He1 spoke of the great services of Tym- 
pary and McLaren. There were 11 mis­
sionaries and a membership of 6,000, with 
an addition of 600 a year. They also had 
a mission in Bolivico, and he hoped the 
time would soon come when they would 
be united.

Rev. R. Gullison said that he was very 
happy in the thought of returning to In­
dia, for three reasons:—First, the great 
work to be done there; second, that a 
great work has been done—over three mil­
lions have been converted by the gospel; 
third, because of those who are doing the 
work. “I go back to India, and there is a 
glorious opening before me.” Mr. Gullison 
said that three years ago they left India 
for the homeland. It was an affecting 
parting. "The separation from our loved 
work has been trying, and I am very glad 
to return, knowing that the Master will 
be with me.”

Miss Harrison said she wanted to add 
another note to the song of rejoicing to­
night. “I feel very glad that so many 
strong persons have come to us from the 
Free Baptists. It is a great privilege to 
be your missionary in the foreign field.”

Miss Newcombe said that she had had 
a glorious furlough, having been so kindly 
received in the homeland. “It is sweet 
to feel that the people at home have con­
fidence in us. I go back with the inspi­
ration of knowing that there is here a 
genuine interest in our Indian missions. 
I thank God that he has counted me wor­
thy of putting me into this work.”

Miss Cora B. Elliott, missionary elect, 
said she rejoiced to be able to go to In­
dia. “I go because I have a Christian 
home where I have been taught Christian 
service, and because God calls me. I be­
lieve He has pressed me into this service 
for He has removed all difficulties out of 
the way."

Miss Lottie Sanford, daughter of the 
veteran missionary, Rev. Rufus Sanford, 
said she felt honored in being called to 
this work. She was born in India and 
had worked there as a trained nurse. She

cial community would be greatly benefited 
by a rest. The liquidation of the last 
three weeks has been violent, and in 
numberless instances of which the world 
will probably never know the fall has 
resulted in disaster. Nervousness became 
a sort of hysteria or frenzy with those 
who are actively intimate with Wall 
street securities. Advices were given and 
decisions made which in normal condi­
tions would appeal to the people inter­
ested as preposterous. It has been said 
that Wall street is -the only place where 
money can be made out of disaster, but 
it must be admitted that in the wholesale 
liquidation of the three weeks past very 
few people outside of professional traders 
profited by the till.

At the lower levels there was little buy­
ing power exhibited, on account of the 
distrust and fear. Dealers in odd lots re­
ported a widespread demand, but the 
stocks offered for sale were in quantities 
of 100, 200 and 1,800 share lots. Even the 
professional short seller and trader, if he 
was experienced, was disinclined to sell 
securities at the low levels, although reck­
less traders did. What short contracts 
were outstanding were covered, and buy­
ing of this character frequently prevent­
ed utter, demoralization. Frequent rallies 
since a more normal condition of affairs 
has prevailed, indicate the further elim­
ination of the short interest. What, then, 
is the immediate outlook for the security 
market? The buying power is yet ex­
hausted through the extensive losses of 
individuals. The speculative trust com­
panies and institutions which play a part 
in stemming a wild market have been 
taught a lasting lesson. Many of them 
have bought at different levels securities 
which have declined 30 and 50 points be­
low the prices at which the securities 
were acquired. These losses have to be 
considered and accounted for. Oldtime in­
vestments have shrunk most extensively 
like the rest and even gilt edged bonds of 
underlying properties of the richest rail­
roads have dropped from 20 to 25 points. 

EATS UP SURPLUSES.
The depreciation caused by this decline 

lias eaten into the surplus of many insti­
tutions, and as a consequence buying pow- 

limited. It is unnecessary to give 
explicit examples of the declines in bonds. 
In almost any active brokerage house 
bonds are offered for sale daily at prices 
which, compared with those of. a few 
years back, seem impossible of realization.

(New York Herald.)
Wall street quieted down to a more or­

derly and normal procedure of business 
and the transactions of the week closed 
indicated that a slightly better sentiment 
prevailed. The bugaboo of the president s 
speech and his probable course in the 
future were proved, on dose examination, 
not to be so alarming as Wall street and 
frightened holders of securities believed 
it would be.

The speech of the secretary of war, a 
candidate for the presidency next year, 
was such that all persons having the good 

" interests of the country at heart could 
find no objections, and Wall street was 
Inclined _to favor his treatment of ques­
tions referring to business. There has 
been a great deal of comment on the 
president’s speech at Province town last 
week, and the ground has been pretty 
well threshed over.

Little was found that was new in the 
bulk of the speech. It was with particu­
lar interest, however, that the amend­
ments were read. The fact became known 
that a part of the prepared speech refer­
ring to receiverships of corporations was 
eliminated prior to its delivery and there 
was substituted that part, much com­
mented on, wherein the president refer­
red to financial malefactors who were 
working to create as much financial dis­
tress as possible in order to cast discredit 
upon the fruits of his administration’s 
labors.

Although this idea had been held by 
curb speculators and men of the “get rich 

v quick” variety, it was not believed that 
. the president would, after a due consid­

eration of the charge, honor the rumor 
with direct statements clearly showing 
his belief in. it. This he did, however, 
and it was one of the striking features of 
his speech, so far as Wall street was con­
cerned, which induced them to either ridi­
cule or belittle other more important 
parte. In any event, the speech did not 
become a keynote for further aggreesive- 

• ness against values,

William P. Rourke, an aged carpen­
ter, residing at 323 Princess street, 
and widely known as an anti-tobacconist, 
passed away at 11 o’dock last night, hav­
ing been stricken with paralysis at 4.30 
o'clock in the afternoon, while engaged at 
work in the residence of Mi». E. C. Man­
ner ,223 King street.

Mr. Rourke was bom in Dublin and 
came to thin country when a young man. 
He had been a member of the Orange Or­
der and was much respected. He will" be 
beet remebered, however, by his crusade 
against the use of tobacco. Years ago he 
organized the Anti-Tobacco Society, and 
its membership being made up mostly of 
boys, the work done by Mr. Rourke 
proved lasting. He was also the 
author of several articles denouncing the 
habit, and his style was very vigorous.

Mr. Rourke leaves his wife, three eons 
and two daughters. The eons are: George, 
William aud Thomas, all in the Western 
States. Miss Elizabeth Rourke and Mrs. 
Peter Stirling are the daughters. The 
funeral will be held on Thursday at 2.30 
o’clock from the late residence of de­
ceased.

Hugh Bell, aged about 88 years, a tailor 
in the employ of J. K. Harvey, died sud­
denly while at work yesterday afternoon. 
Mr. Bell was apparently as well as usual 
yesterday morning, but about 2.30 p. m. 
complained of pain in "his chest, but on a 
drink of water being, brought him he be­
came better.

A little later he went to the water tap 
and there was found ten minutes later, 
lying on the floor dead. Dr. W. A- Christie 
was quickly called by Mr, Harvey, but he 
could do nothing as death had been prac­
tically instantaneous. Heart trouble was 
the cause. Coroner Berryman-was notified 
and gave permission for removal of the 
body end Undertaker Chamberlain remov­
ed it to hie rooms.
