THE SUMMERSIDE FIRE
HAS BURNED ITSE

.LOSS REACHED $200,000

1F OUT;

WMMUW, P. E. L Oct. 11—
(Special)~The Summerside fire is out.
The loss is $200,000 and the insurance $50,-
000. The electric light station, court hous,
and jail, over 50 buildings, mainly resi-
dences are burned. The fire started in
the railway freight shed at 10 p. m. and
was fanned by a heavy south east gale.
The fire ‘cut a path three hundred yards
wide and a mile long, burning iteelf out
at a clear space,

The town has only two hand engines
and one steamer to fight the ‘fire.' The
special relief train from Charlottetown
brought an engine and firemen who helped
to save the Presbyterian chunch and other
buildings.

- The ofigin of the fire is unknown and
is supposed to be an incendiary. The

OF NEGROES’ RIGHTS

NEW YORK, Oct. 11.—At yesterday’s
gession of the Afro-American Council, a
!esolution offered bv Rev. Dr. Henry J.
Lollis of Boston, that the council appoint
& committee to wait upon Pres. Roosevelt
welt to urge him to recommend to con-
gress the appointment of a non-partisan
committee to investigate the civil and po-
litical rights of citizens of the southern
s ates and to® report their findings to
congress, was adopted.

The session last night at Cooper Union
was devoted to the teme “Lynching and
its remedy.”

Earnest and at times impassoined
speeches were made. Mrs. Mary Church
Terrell of Washington declared that the
misapprehension on the subject of lynch-
ing in the south is prodigous and that
she knew that eighty per cent. of colored
men who were lynched in that part of
the country are not accused of the crime
generally supposed to be responmsible for
the unlawful murders.

John . Milholland, formerly connected
with the New York Tribune, said:

“The question is, shall the white man’s
government in the nation be the Jailurve
it is in the south?”

Joseph Smith, editor of the Beston, Pi-
lot, told his hearers that he was present
in the interests of suffering humanity,
and added:

“President Roosevelt has always been
ready to come to the aid of sufferers of
other countrics; it is high time he did
something for the citizens of the United
Btates.”

Ex-Representative Hanning of Alaba-
ma said that before every election in the
southern states the mnegro question was
resurrected with a viéw of killing the ne-
gro vote.

J. Douglas Wetmore, who is credited
with baving upset the “Jim Crow” lawe
jn Florida. said he had recently been in-
formad by a resident of Birmingham,
Ua., that the better olass negroes ¢{ that

city were ready to leave it at a moment’s
notice, fearing a repetition of recent out-
breaks at Atlanta.

“Such men as Hoke Smith, John Tem-
ple Greaves, Vardaman and Tillman
ought never to be able to obtain any ser-
vice from a colored man,” said Oswald G.
Villard’ in an address today before the
council. He urged the negro to organize,
to band together for his defence and to
fight his rights. “The time is ripe for
service of notice on the country,” ypaid
he, “that further efforts in any eection of
the Jand to degrade the negro to a ser-
vile position to create that impossible
thing, a republic with millions of persons
taxed but not represented, shall be fought
from now on.”

LA GRANGE, G. A. Oct. 11—At the
Georgia Homecoming exerciges here Gover-
nor-elect Hoke ‘Smith delivered an address
on the race question in the south in which
he said that the fourteenth amendment
to the constitution hinders the most in-
telligent mode of handling the subject.

“Qur national govemmen‘t,” Governor-
elect Smith said, ‘“‘has always legislatel
for the ndians, placing around them re-
strictions entirely different from those ap-
plied to white men. But for the four-
teenth amendment to the constitution we
should follow the same plan in Gecrgie
with reference to the negroes.

The white man must accept full
responsibility and control of the situ-
ation., This is the white man’s country
and it is the white man’s burden. The
negro should be encouraged to help. Kind-
ly but firmly the large majority of ne-
groes must be supervised and directed by
the white man. The fact should be kept
in mind that a very large number of
negroes are irresponsible and when left
in idleness are prone to crime. We must
exhaust all legal means to save the negroes
from idleness.”

Halifax Award.

Ottawa, Oct. 10—Sir Wilfrid Laurier
and his colleagues were presented today
with - the financial resolutions passed oy
the provincial conference. These resolu-
tions are as alrasdy fully explained. They
-were adopted without prejudice to any
of the provinces in regard to whatever
special ¢laims they may have for the con-
sideration of the federal authorities.

All the parties: are agreed that British
Columbia has difficulties to contend with
and that its claims for a larger subsidy
than that provided at the time it entered
the union is worthy of consideration.

What was under consideration all sthe
afternoon. was the question of jurisdiction
of the fisheries. The dominion govern-
ment is anxious to have this matter dis-
posed of. There was a general consensus
of opinion that the dominion was the
proper party to administer the fisheries.
The federal authorities have the cruisers
and the protective service. It would not
pay the provinces to go into this part of
the business. Nova Scotia has already
arranged this matter with the dominian.

New Brunswick and’ Quebec are stand-
ing by the judgment of the judicial com-
mittee of the imperial privy council. What
New Brunswick ‘' acks for is that the
revenues collected for tidal fishing by the
dominion between confederation and the
Halifax ‘award, . which is about $200,000.
ghould be refunded. It amoéunted to about
$15,000 a year to that province; or as al-
ready said, about $200,000 in all. If this
amount’ were wiped off the slate New
Brunswick would withdraw all its claims

at Desgas, who had stood silently behind
him all this while.

The fisheries question is' even more ‘n-
volved in British Columbia than in the
maritime provinces. If this matter is to
be finally settled it is not likely that the
conference ‘will conclude tomorrow. What
has been suggested is that a commission
should he appointed to ook into the whole
matter and prepare a report. This ques-
tion does not directly concern the finin-
cial resolutions, which stand by them-
selves, but there i no doubt that a final
settlement of the fisheries difficulty would
be an induicement to the dominion premier
and his colleagues to give a seatisfactory
answer to<he demands for increased aub-
sidies.

What the provincial premiers are likely
to be told by Sir Wilfrid when the com-
ference ends is that their claims will get
favorable consideration. The dominion
premier will have to lay all the facts “e-
fore the cabinet before giving a final
answer. i

SCHOONER FROLIC

Providence, R. I, Oct. 10.—Eighteen

Chinamen arrested today after the cap-
ture by the U. 8. immigration authori-
ties of the schooner yacht Frolic, ‘for
which the revenue cutters have been
searching along the New England coast
for the last two,weeks, were arrangned
this evening before U. 8. Commissioner
Cross apd were held for examination next
Wednesday, Bail. was fixed at $1,000 in
each case. All the arrested men pleaded
not guilty, and declared through an in-
terpreter that they had been in the Uni'
ted States before but that their certifi-
cates of residence had been lost, some in
New York-city and others in the fire in
San ' Francisco.

E. Foster was
concluded this morning, and at his own
request he was given an opportunity to
make & statement this afternoon, putting
before the commission, in a concise form,
his view. of the position in which he stands
to -various questions which have been the
subjeat of investigation.

At some length Mr. Foster was exam=
ined in reference to certain purchases of
land made by the Union Trust Company
in 1903 from John Aird, mamager of the
Bank of Commerce, at Winnipeg, who w.é
acting as trustee for the vendors. The
lands were first bought by Dr. Monta-
gue’s syndicate and afterwards the name
of Dr. Montague was struck out of the '
document and the Union Trust Company
substituted; 9,600 acres were purchaeed at
$5.75 and 36,480 acres at $4.90. Upon the
last named block there was a profit of
90 cents per acre to the vendors over the
price of $4 per acre at which they had
bought from the C. P. R. Mr. Foster con-
tended that the Montague syndicate mere-
ly transferred to the I. O. F. all the Jaals;
they purchased subsequent to an original |
purchase of 44,000 acres.

The Montague Syndicate

In the documents retaining to one town-
ship 9,000 acres, all mention the con-
sideration paid as $525 but a resolution
of the Union Trust Company authorized
Mr. Foster to purchase land from the
Fastern and Western Land Company at|
a price not exceeding $5,75 and payment
was actually made at $5.75 the difference
being made up of certain interest pay-
ments, The release dated Dec. 31, 1905, |
by Dr. Montague to the Union Trust Co.

“That money was advanced by the For-
esters for the purchase of lands by, the
syndicate.”

“And the Foresters intended that it
should be employed in bringing lands un-
der their mortgage and that it should be
expended that way?”’

«If that is so, how do you justify di-
verting $5,000 out of it for some other
purpose?”’

“You may say that we diverted $5,000
of it for some other purposes, or you may
say that we paid that out' of the credit
which we had to $10,000 which had come
to us and which we placed to our ac-
count.”

“You paid it out of this $25,000 only?”

“Tt was paid out of that, but at the
that syndicate account
there was $10,000 to our credit; it was
our own money.”

Mr. Shepley suggested that the under-
standing was that the Montague syndi-
cate was to emerge from the transaction
without profit, and the Union Trust Co.
was to step into their shoes.

A Sharp Passage

A gharp passage of arms arose while
Mr. Shepley was pressing Mr. Foster for
a deinite reply to his question’ bn this
point.

Mr. Nesbitt interposed a suggestion
which elicited from Mr. Shepley the sharp
retort: “You know you have no rights
here at all, Mr. Nesbitt.”

Mr. Foster immediately spoke up: “Am
I to undeistand my counsel has no rights
here at all? If that is so it throws a
very lurid light on the matter and the
phase it is assuming at “present.”

Shepley's reply was a request to Mr.
Foster to answer the question put to him
pursuing the line of examination. Mr.
Shepley suggested that the ownership by
the syndicate of lands acquired depended
upon . the syndicate having borrowed mo-
ney from the Foresters.

Mr. Foster replied that he did not sup-
pose the borrower was a beggar. If he
borrowed money and paid interest on it
and got a profit out of it he had a right
to the profit.

Mathew Wilson, K. C., was the next
witness, and said his firs introduction
to the matters under investigation was as
a representative of certain members of
the board of directors. of the Provincial-
ist Company, of which he was a member,
who were desirous of getting control of
the company. - In this desire they were
anxious to protect themselves from lia-
bility and benefit the shareholders.

In the transaction he was acting as a
solicitor or agent and not as a director.

Mr. Wilson detailed the various pre-
liminary steps which led up to the agree-
ment with Mr. Laidlaw,. K. C, under
which he agreed to turn over. sufficient
stock to give Mr. Laidlaw control of the
company. :

The Laidlaw Deal"

Mr. Wilson continuing his evidence said
at first his arrangement with Mr. Laid-
law was that he was to be paid $40 per
day and expenses for his time while ob-
taining sufficient stock to secure control
of the company. Subsequently Mr. Laid-
law iwanted him to get the whole of the
stock in order to avoid the possibility of
any stockholders raising objections to.the
formation of a new company. As Mr.
Wilson’s clients were not willing to go
that far a new arrangement was made by
which he was able to get $25 per day
and expenses from his clients, and Laad-
law and his clients, were to pay him
$1,000 in a Jump sun his services: He
had ho idea the I. O. F. were clients of
Laidlaw in the transaction until the time,
when owing to a hitch in the negotia-
tions, he was taken to Oronhyatekha to
explain the situation.

He then suspected who the parties were.

Mr. Laidlaw furnished him with funds
and he purchased ‘stock, not paying more
than 65 for any of it even fully paid up.
Mr. Wilson eaid he received $75,067.50
from Mr. Laidlaw, all of which was ex-
pended for stock with the exception of
his fee of $1,000 and the amount which
was required on account of stoak purchas-
ed at less than 65. '

Mr. Foster’s Statement

With the consent of the commission Mr
Foster then made a statement regarding
nis connection with the syndicate which
took over the option to Pope and Fowler
who sullsequently sold it to the Great
West Land Qompany, which in part is as
follows:

The syndicate of McGillivary, Wilson
and Foster, had no connection with the
acquisition “of lands in the Northwest by
Pope and Fowler and no .interest therein.
They purchased, as they had a perfect
right to do, an option for two hundred
thousand acres of land from Pope and
Towler and the price they paid of $4.00
per acre ($50,000 of the purchase price be-
ing paid in Stock) was a very reasonable
price considering the quality and situa-
tion of the lands.

Having acquired these lands they sold
them, as they had a perfect right to do,
to the Western Land Company for $5
per acre taking a emall advance of fifty
cents per acre, or about ten per cent ad-
vance, not in money, but in stock, which
could not be turned into money until atl
the lands had been paid for together with
all expenses in interest, taxes, etc, and re-l

sold at a profit of over and above ol
these obligations, that is, they postponed |
the profit on their sales, if any, until
every obligation was met.

If there was any profit to make their
stock valuable, it could not be ‘realized
for from six to eight years thereafter. 't
there were no such profit, they would re-
ceive nothing. 4

With 950 shares of stock (representing
an advance. of fiity cents per acre, less
what was paid to the vendors) they pur-
chased, as they had a perfect right to
do, the charter, option rights, and good
will of the incorporated company, after-
wards known as the Great West Land
Company, and qualified certain new di-
rectors therein, using in that way 1371-2
shares. This left 812 1-2 shares out of
which they proposed to use what was ne-
cessary to assist them in financing the
company until it became self-sustaining.

Messrs. Foster, Wilson and McGillivray,
themselves also became directors of the!
Great West .Land Company, as they: had
a perfect right to do.

The Union Trust Company

“Up. to this point we had mno thought"
of taking this proposition to the Union
Trust Company. We expected to raise
the amount necessary to mee the first
year’s first payment from our own re-
sources, and in the meantime, by the sale
of 'stock to the public, to previde for our
second and third year's payments, by
which time we were confident that we
should have made sufficient sales of land
to carry the proposition to the limit. As
a matter of fact, three years from that
time sufficient quantity of these lands’
had been sold to do this very thing, a
fact which proves 'the reasonableness of
.our hope.

“About this time the suggestion was
made that we should offer this business
to the Union Trust Company first and
let them consider it and decide whether
they cared to take it up or not. Securi-
ty for a reasonable advance was undoubt-
ed, we were willing to pay six per cent.
interest, which was a good rate, and in
addition to give a substantial stock bon-
us to the lender. The lands, we be-
lieved, would sell at a good advance, and
thus security would be enhanced and the
bonus stock made its. end valuable. We
laid' the whole proposition before the di-
rectors.

DOGS Kll.l. MANY SHEEP

In_the Past Ten Years Their
Depredations Have Cost Maine
$56,461.

“A,
(Bangor News).
It is probable that the recent slaughter
of sheep by doge in the state may lead
‘Ytg the enactment of additional laws for
_ the protection of these animals when the
legislature convenes in January. There
is always more or less damage done by
_ dogs to gheep in. the course of a year,
but the recent elaughter of 140 sheep out
of a flock of 239 owned by Hiwood A.
Bailey of Winthrop has brought the
question of better protection'to the fore,
and it is not. at all unlikely that some-
thing will be done in that line when the
legislature assembles.

The worrying and killing of gheep by
dogs as shown by the state treasurer’s
report has been rapidly increasing of late
-years. The towns pay the owners of
sheep killed by dogs from $3 to $5 a head.
The towns are reimbursed by the state.
Commencing ten years ago, the following
amounts were paid from the state trea-
gury to the municipalities for damage to
domestic animals, practically for sheep
alaughtered by dogs: In 1806, $3,132.74;
1807, $4,200.35; 1808, $4,364.01; 1899, 84,-

4588.14; 1000, $1,660.11; 1901, $4,808.28;
1002, $7,083.47; 1903, $7,357.72; 1804, $8,400.-
43; 1005, $7,037.50. Thisis a total in the
decade of $36,461.75. The state received
more than this back in license fees on
* dogs. /

“Fruit growing in your province has ac-
quired the distinction”of being a beautiful
art as well as a moset profitable industry.
After a maximum wait’ of 5 years, I un-
derstand the settler may look forward
with reasonable certainty to a met income
of from'$200 to $250 per acre after all ex-
penses of cultivation haxe becn paid.

“Gentlemen, here is a state of things
which appears to offér the opportunity of
living under such ideal conditions as strug-
gling humanity has only succesded in
reaching in one or two of the most favor-
ed epots ypon the earth, There are thous-
ands of families living in England today,
families of refinemént and distinction,
familieg such as you would welcome among
you with both arms, who would be only

too glad to come out and occupy a log|

hut on 5 acres of a pear or apple orchard
in full bearing if they could do so at a
reasonable cost.

“Now, what is necesscry to enable hun-
dreds of selected familics from England,

| aye and hundreds of hard-working minery

in British Columbia aléo, to become the
owners of these desirable orchards? It
appears to me that all' that is wanted is
the establishment, of such an organiza-
tion as will enable you to take advantage
of your great opportunities. You have the
land and all that is required is the capit-
al and labor to clear and plant it. The
capital required cam, I believe, be ob-
tained. I know men who would comsider
it-not only a pleasure, but a privilege, to

‘advance capital at b per cent., to a well-} &
managed organization, which would under-

take to clear and plant land and offer it
at cost to selected families.

“There is no investment which yields
higher dividends, moral as well as ma-
terial, than that which brings in a cex
tain revenue of 5 per cent, and the feeling
of satisfaction that the capital earning
this 5 per cent. has’ contributed to the
upbuilding of a nation, The required
capital can, I am confident, be obtained;
it only remains te obtain the otler re-
quisite, that of labow.

“That the labor required for such a
purpose as -1 have described, should be
obtained, I know you will agree. How
to obtain it is a quesbion which is for you
to settle. o woudd only say that the me-
cessities of your province appear ta e
quire that such additional labor shall be
obtained from outside as will enable you
to unlock the doors of your treasure house
and to.enjoy the ritches which-lie stered
within and which I believe to be beyond
meagure and computation.”
