Examinations were 
necessary because of the fact that 
teachers were unable to deal sufficient­
ly with the individual pupil under any 
other method.

The United Farmers of Al­
berta duplicated the landslide of 
1921, which swept them into 
power in Alberta, for the first 
time, and at the provincial elec­
tions yesterday were given a 
mandate by the people of the 
province to continue the govern­
ment with the co-operation of 
Labor.

Indications were that the govern­
ment would not only retain its numeri­
cal strength in the legislature, but 
would gain a number of seats. Only 
one definite gain was reported late last

thé last legislature.

DEBATE OPENS ON 
EIGHT-HOUR DAY
Labor Members Bitterly Op­

pose Baldwin Cabinet’s 
Proposal on Point

LONDON, June 28—The entire ses­
sion of the House of Commons today 
was devoted to debate on the Govern­
ment’s eight-hour bill for miners.

Sir Arthur Steele-Maitland, who is 
sponsoring the measure, repudiated on 
behalf of the Government any desire 
to attack the miners’ hours or wages 
and he emphasized the parlous condi­
tion of the coal export industry, which 
had only been able to fight increasing 
German competition through subsidy. 
He insisted that the position would be­
come still worse when the Ruhr was 
completely evacuated.

Stephen Walsh, Laborite and a for­
mer miner, in moving rejection of the 
bill, argued that longer hours meant 
disemploying many thousands of miners 
and Increasing the output, which was 
already excessive.

The discussion was confined to Labor 
members, all of whom hotly opposed 
the bill. The debate will be continued 
tomorrow.

ELL IS BURNED
Lome O. Chapman, Upper 
Coverdale, Has $2,000 

Loss; No Insurance

MONCTON, June 28—A serious fire 
occurred at Upper Coverdale on Sat­
urday morning about 11 o’clock when 
the lath mill of 'Lome O. Chapman was 
destroyed by fire, together with over 
60,000 laths.

Mr. Chapman on Thursday morning 
had burned some edgings near the mill 
and all day Friday at the mill and be­
lieved the fire all extinguished. On 
Saturday morning he saw smoke aris­
ing from the mill, which is only a short 
distance from the house. He hurried 
to the scene of the fire and found the 
mill in a mass of flames.

(The neighbors gathered quickly and 
the flames were prevented from spread­
ing to the woods, which are close at 
hand. Mr. Chapman lost in the vi­
cinity of $2,000 and had no insurance.

The International Joint Commission 
has recommended that an order be 
issued granting to the Saint John 
be issued granting to the Saint John 
River Power Company the right to 
construct and maintain a power project 
at Grand Falls in the Saint John river, 
New Brunswick. The order will go 
to the two governments from the com­
mission probably today.

The action of the commission is a 
sequence of its action a year ago in 
granting the rights of the New Bruns­
wick Electric Power Commission to 
construct and maintain such a project. 
Since then the New Brunswick Elec­
tric Power Commission has turned over 
its rights to the St. John River Power 
Company, and the commission has de­
cided to grant that company substan­
tially the same concessions as those 
made to the New Brunswick Electric 
Power Commission. The full commis­
sion, both United States and Canadian 
members, has had a hearing on the 
matter this week.

F. A. DyKeman a Co.Penny postage is to be reintroduced 
within the confines of Canada on 
Thursday, July 1. It seems necessary 
to call this to the attention of the 
public because most people reading the 
text of the amendment to the special 
War Revenue Act, 1915, would be very 
little wiser aftea reading it than be­
fore because it contains so much ver­
biage as to be almost incomprehensible. 
Here it is and one is assured by Hon. 
Mr. Robb, Minister of Finance, that 
it provides for two cent postage, other­
wise we confess our own inability to 

have interpreted it: ’ 1
“On every postcard for trans­

mission by post for any distance 
within Canada, and on every let­
ter and postcard posted at and in­
tended for delivery through the 
same post office there shall be 
levied and collected a tax of one 
cent in addition to postage payable 
in the form of a postage stamp 
to be affixed thereto at or before 
the.time of posting the letter or 
postcard.”
In plain words on and after July 1, 

the rate of postage on letters posted 
in and for delivery within Canada shall 
be two cents instead of three cents, as 
it is at present.

r ■ / /VTTAWA, Ont., June 28—Whether or not the Iisue will be brought before 
^ the House tomorrow afternoon, it is known that the Liberals, especially 
the members of the Ministry which resigned today, feel strongly about the 
course of action pursued by His Excellency the Governor General in refusing 
to grant dissolution to Premier King. The latter made it plain in his brief an­
nouncement in the House this afternoon that he was persuaded he was en­
titled from British precedent, to such a consent from the Governor-General. 
The latter’s refusal to accept the advise of Premier King has created a warm 
murmuring of dissatisfaction which may be aired when the House meets to 
hear what are the intentions of the Conservatives.

While composition of the Meighen Cabinet is still only a matter of Idle 
speculation it is stated on good authority that Hon. J. B. M. Baxter, Premier 
of New Brunswick, will return to the Federal arena and join the Meighen 
Cabinet as Minister of Customs and Excise, the post he held in 1921.

Much depends now upon the extent to which the Progressives are ready to . 
co-operate with the Conservatives to enable the latter to complete the present 
session and obviate the necessity of calling an extra session. It Is believed that 
the Progressives will enable the passage of supply, while the Liberals are dis­
posed to place some restriction upon the amount of supply to be voted. It is 
believed they would consent to not more than four months’ supply. If this 
position were upheld by the Progressives it might necessitate dissolution.

’ WARM COMMENT
It is held by the Liberals that this is the first time in 100 years that the 

crown or the crown’s representative has refused to accept the advice of his 
minister, and the attitude taken by the Governor General has excited warm 
comment. They point out that for the first time since the struggle for re­
sponsible government ended in the late 40’s of the last century the Governor 
General has become the subject of violent feeling.

It Is a fact that now one of the main parties of the country, the Liberals, 
will appeal to the electors on the point that the Governor General exceeded his 
authority in such a way as to intervene decisively in Canadian politics and to 
exert a personal influence upon public affairs.
