Washington, Dec. 3~—(By Ben Deacon,
staff dent of the Canadian
Press.)—“Great Britain is likely: to find
herself the one nation that will be com-

so simple and so clear.” ;

This statement was made to a group
of Canadian newspaper men last night
by a tive of thes British dele-
gation to the Washington conference.
This spokesman, who occupies a high
position in the British official , gave
a very clear exposition of the British

. Empire’s position in regard to the con-
ference. The British objects in entering
the conference, he-said, were: “First, to
aid in the prevention of a possible con-

flict between. Japan and the U. 8. see-

ond, determination to cement the Anglo-

American friendship.” The objects were
$o simple, he said, that some of the
{representatives of other nations appered
to find it very difficult to understand the
British attitude. ;

There was an idea that the British had
some selfish imterest to serve, and conse-
quently in some quarters they had been
regarded as ‘“deep” and “subtle,” but it
was gradually being revealed to the
world that the British Empire has no
axe to grind in connection’ with any of
the questions that are being dealt with
at the conference. The British position,
he emphiasized, is entirely free from self-
jnterest or ulterior motives. The empire
stands ready to aid any move which will

make for the peace of the world, and, as

the successful outcome of the conference
would be a mighty step in that direc-
tion, the British were gladly co-operat-
ing with the other nations in the effort
to achieve success.

The pessimism which had been ex-
pressed in some quarters regarding the
present naval situation was discounted
by the speaker. Japan, he said, would
doubtless hang fire on many- questions
just as in regard to the naval ratio They
might delay -decisions until most of the
questions had ‘been thoroughly discussed
_and then announce acceptance of a num-
ber of points at once. She would not,
he felt convinced, take any permanent
wosition which would prevent the reach-
ine of a final agreement.

Washington, Dec. 3—The armament
conference itself now is expected by the
United States administration to deter-
mine what outside nations will be in-
vited into the Washington negotiations
as they approach conclusion.

Considerable increase is shown in the
mber of prisoners received under sen-
teirce compared with the previous year.
The respective-figures were 49,712 and

89,787. The sentences to imprisonment
rose from 34,296 to 42,802, and the num-
ber of persons imprisoned as debtors or
on civil process increased from 2,819 to
5204, It is pointed out that the figures
given are considerablv lower,/ relatively
to population, than for the five years
ended 1913-1914, Male prisoners during
. the year increased by 8 per cent. upon
the year and females were reduced by
22 per cent. i
The report states: “So small an'in-
prease in a year in which there has been
much unemployment and-industrial un-
rest must be regarded -as noteworthy, |
constituting, as it does, a departure from
the expqrience of former years. That
experi-nce showed that when the Board
of Trade percentage of unhémployment
reached its highest figures -the‘ ‘prison
population invariably rose ‘agcordingly:; .
and that in times of industrial prosperity
the fewest prisoners were received.” -
The authorities of prisons are unani-
mous in ascribing so small ap increase
ing this exceptional year princi-
ally to the effect of unem
pay, which has prevented acute distress.
Other causes named by governors are
improved edueation, higher wages and
better conditions of the working clas-'
pes, who have now more reserve in the
form of invested savings, the extreme
