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A timely and important speech, much 
along the line of the work which has 
been done recently by The Telegraph- 
Journal and The Times-S.tar in promot­
ing an understanding between the Cana­
dian provinces, was delivered a few days 
ago by Lieutenant-Governor Cockshutt 
of Ontario at a banquet given him in 
-Winnipeg by the Board of Trade. 
Colonel Cockshutt dwelt thoughtfully 
upon a great Canadian need of to-day, 
which is that the provinces shall under­
stand ope another and shall pull 
together in promoting contentment and 
prosperity throughout Canada.

He told the people of Winnipeg that 
while it was truly said that the great 
war had put Canada on the map of the 
world, what we are more intimately 
edncerned with at the present moment 
b that the voice of Canada should be 
effectively heard in Canada, and that 
her trade and commerce—the products 
of her soil and factories—should win for 
themselves a dominating place in the 
markets of Canada and a great one in 
that of the world.

He spoke emphatically of the 
sity for understanding and sympathy 
between the provinces and for real 
national co-operdtion. Here is what he 
said as to the need for interprovincial 
understanding and common effort: 

“Our Dominion has a wide range 
of thought and many different 
points of view, a fact which could 
not be otherwise, on account of our 
diversified interests and out sparse 
population so widely spread from 
east to west. We all know we have 
a country of magnificent resources 
and great distances ; and so great 
is our separation that we do not 
realize fully that what one pro-, 
vince desires may be sometimes 
directly the opposite pf what 
other province wants. This is, of 

bound to cause discussion 
and perhaps division in a young 
country such as ours, and he is a 
sensible man who talks little, sits 
quietly by, listens and inwardly 
digests the, point of view of those 
who are not of his way of thinking.

“Some of us have the prospectus 
of what we desire and we are work­
ing for, but can we feel satisfied 
that we are approaching the place 
at which we shall see our ideals 
completed ? I fear not, and, gentle­
men, why have we not reached it? 
Perhaps it is that while as indi­
viduals we'are doing our best, we 

• do not realize that, individuals 
working along different lines will 
never win the desired goal. A tug- 
of-war requires team work and 
skillfull combination; in the same 
manner, it is solid co-operative pull 
that will win the game of life to­
day. Our grand Canada, your 
Canada, my Canada, is not doing 
team-work as it should. Why? 
That is for you to answer, but, 
gentlemen, the lack of vision of a 
collective Canada is to a great 
extent the cause of our lack of ad­
vancement. Manitoba cannot make 

" our country alone. Alberta cannot, 
nor Prince Edward Island.
Nova Scotia in the east, with the 
help and hearty co-operation of all 
the provinces as far as British 
Columbia, all working together as 
a unit, could in a very short time 
make this country 
blossom as the rose.”
He urged the people of Manitoba to 

remember that there are interests be­
yond personal ones and to enlarge their 
vision and think, not as a community, 
not as a province, but as a country 
with the well-being of the Canadian 
people at heart. Canadian co-operation, 
he said, is an intensely practical prob­
lem, and to be effective it must be 
based on expert knowledge and ade­
quate organization, and, above all, 
the spirit of mutual confidence and 
good-will is essential.

during the ilness of Sir Thomas White 
in 1918, and to-day Hon. James Robb 
is acting Minister in Mr. Fielding’s 
absence.

Mr. Robb, although he has been long 
in the House, has been little in the lime­
light until recently, but his work has 
impressed Parliament. He has never 
made much noise, but has been quietly 
effective. . The parliamentary corre­
spondent of the London Free Press says 
of him:

“The present acting Finance Minis­
ter, Hon. James Robb, is one of the 
surprises of the capital. Ten years 
ago, when he was a humble back­
bencher, no one would have pre­
dicted that he would some day be the 
Finance Minister or even acting Minis­
ter. He was a popular, industrious 
member, *nd regarded as a solid busi­
ness man—he is a miller at Valleyfleld, 
Quebec. He spoke rarely, always 
soundly, but never with any pretence 
at oratory. He was looked on as just 

decent, ordinary, good fellow. Mr. 
Robb’s chance came in 1917. Many 
leading Liberals had joined the Union­
ist Government, while others had been 
defeated in the general electoin. Sir 
Wilfrid had behind Him but a handful 
of English-speaking members, but 
amongst them Mr. Robb. Ji 
elected whip and set to work with 
to reorganize the apparently broken 
and disunited party. He began to 
take a prominent part in debate. He 
showed fine executive ability and 
improved as a speaker. When the 
Liberals won in 1921 he was assured 
of a' Cabinet position. When Mr. 
Fielding was forced to leave his desk 
Mr. Robb took up the heavy load as 
acting Minister. To-day it is certain 
that if Mr. Fielding should resign Mr. 
Robb would be his successor.”

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WILD LIFE.

In New Brunswick, where increasing 
thought is heing given to conserving 
our game birds and animals and our 
game fish, organizations for the pro­
tection of fish and game are gradually 
increasing in number. There is room 
for much greater extension of such 
activities, for .the active Interest of 
sportsmen all over the province will 
undoubtedly have a most, beneficial 
influence in preventing game law viola­
tions, and will also result in a much 
fnore accurate knowledge as to the 
value and’ extent of our resources in 
wild life.

Recently the Secretary of the Massa­
chusetts Fish and Game Association 
addressed a warning to the people of 
Maine, and what he said is worthy of 
consideration by New Bruns wickers, 
because it is a fact that in connection 
■with forestry as well as the game and 
fish, Canadians are inclined to give too 
little thought to the future. What he 
said was this:

“You people of Maine, take a leaf 
from the book of Massachuetts. Guard 
your- wild life, your fish and game, 
while you still have it. Don’t carelessly 
shut your eyes to the steady disappear­
ance of deer and grouse and trout until 
that time when you wake up and find 
yourselves in the same plight as my 
state and other states, with wild life 
so far depleted that nothing we can do 
will bring it back. Take a leaf from 
Pennsylvania, which, discovering its 
plight in time and being fortunately 
endowed with a wealth of natural ter­
rain, immediately set about-protecting 
and propagating and is now more than 
holding its own, benefited by wise 
protective laws and dozens of game 
refugees throughout the state. Take a 
leaf from all those states whose game 
once was, but now is not.”

What Pennsylvania has done in re­
stocking with deer and other game 
animals and with game birds was 
recently discussed at some length on 
this page. The work of that state is 
a great lesson in restoration, but for 
New Brunswick conservation is the 
thing to think about, 
warned by what has happened to the 
south of us, and make sure that our 
protective measures are sufficient to 
give our wild life a chance not only to 
exist but to increase.

Bells o’ London.
(Chicago Journal of Commerce.)

To a man of imagination, the ex­
perience of hearing, while in New 
York, “Big Ten” tolling the midnight 
hour from the lofty clock tower over 
the British houses of parliament, must 
have been a thrilling one. This great 
bell, weighing thirteen tons, was cast 
in 1856, and is one of many which 
are famoüs the world over. “Bells,” 
said Longfellow,
—are the voice of the church ;
They have tones that touch and search

The hearts of young and old.
The radio miracle of reproducing in 

New York the booming tones of Big 
Ben, ringing out from its lofty perch 
800 feet above ground, was performed 
through the agency of a British broad­
casting company, the Marconi wire­
less, and the Radio Corporation of 
America. It definitely establishes, says 
the latter company, “entrance upon an 
era of international broadcasting which 
will eventually bring the entertain­
ment, music and speech of other con­
tinents to every home in America." An 
ambitious project indeed.

Small bells were used by the ancient 
Greeks and Romans, but larger ones 
were then unknown, being first used 
for churches 1,500 years ago. There 
have been many famous bells in the 
world, notably in Russia, where the 
Tsar Kolokol (king of bells) was cast 
In 1733. It is 19 feet high, about the 
same in its rim diameter, and- weighs 
443,000 pounds. The metal in it is said 
to have cost $300,000. China has had 
big bells also, one at Pekin being the 
largest in that country. Big Ben, the 
great bell of Parliament, is about 6 
feet high and 7 feet in diameter. 
America’s most celebrated is, of course, 
the Liberty Bell of Independence Hall.

Literature is full of references to 
bells, particularly in poetry, the music 
of language. Wedding bells, sleigh bells, 
Sabbath bells, evening bells, all are 
celebrated in verse. Tennyson was par­
ticularly happy in references to bells, 
as in his “Ring out, wild bells, to the 
wild sky,” and “Ring out the old, ring 
in the new.” But of all bell poems that 
of Father Profit on “The Bells of Shan- 
don” appeals most to this column— 

With deep affection 
And recollection 
I often think of 

Those Shgndon bells,
Whose sounds so wild would,
In the days of childhood,
Fling round my cradle 

Their magic spells.
But the bells of our childhood were 

soft village bells that rang in the 
schoolhouse and the church steeples on 
sunny mornings when the world and 
life were new and sweet and joyous.
