of Nova-Scotia and ila Dependencies : the object of 
which shall be the same so- that of Use British and Fo­
reign Bible Society, via : To encourage the circula­
tion of the Holy Scriptures, without note or comment, 
and to furnish copies of the Scriptures gratis to the 
indigent, and at reduced prices to those requiring them.

The business of this Society shall be conduct­
ed by a President, Vice-President, Treasurer, Sec re- 
.tary and Committee.

III. In order to give effect to the design of this 
Institution, benefactions and subscriptions shall be so­
licited, and books opened for receiving the names of 
benefactor* and subscribers.

IV. Every person contributing annually One 
Pound, or at one time a donation-of Ten Pounds, shall 
be considered a Member of this Society. •

V. *- A general meeting of the Members of this So­
ciety shall be held every year,, in the first week of 
March, before which shall be laid the accounts and 
proceedings of the preceding year.

VI. The whole of the subscriptions and donations 
alter deducting incidental expem-es, shall be remitted 
annually, in aid of the funds of the British and Fo­
reign Bible Society.

VII. Every Member of this Society shall be en­
titled to purchase, under the direction of the Commit­
tee, Bibles and Testaments, at the reduced prices of 
the Society, which are as low as possible.

VIII. The Committee shall be authorised to meet, 
for the purpose of conducting the business of the So­
ciety» as olteo as may be necessary,

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»OVNÇE the last time that the Committee had the 

pleasure of addressing the friends and the sup­
porters of the Nova-Scotla Bible Society, nothing has 
occurred materially to affect 'its i0)l< rests. ;■ Most of 
its friends have continued to exert themselves in its 
favour, with tinabated zeal ; and, notwithstanding the 
too prevalent distress of the Inhabitants of this Pro­
vince, their contributions, in aid of the Bible Society, 
have been to a very respectable amount. •*

, The sums collected, during the last twelve months, 
including a small balance of last year’s Account, a- 
mount to 4IS/, lus. 9c/. ; of this sum, 41/. 17.t. Cd.
have been expended for Printing, Stationary, and other 
incidental charges, leaving 376/. 18s. 3d. to be re­
mitted for the use of the Parent Society, subject, per­
haps, to a small deduction for the price of Bills.

The Trustees of the Parent Society, have continued, 
during the last year, their wonted attention to the 
wants of this Province, and the sa’me ready compliance 
as formerly with the wishes of your Committee. 
There were, on the first of fast March, remaining in the 
hands of the Society’s Depositary, 26 Bibles, and 4L 
New,Te*tsments. There have since Veen received 
from the British and Foreign Bible Society, 396 Bi«
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blei, and 350 New-Testaments. Ont of thia number 
the/e hate been furnished to the several Auxiliary So­
cieties throughout the Province,370 Bibles, and 338 
New Testaments, and there now remain in the hands 
of Mr. Black, the Depositary of thia Society, chiefly • 
in the French and Germaÿt Languages, 62 Bibles, and 
33 New Testaments. *

It is understood, that the Liverpool Branch Society 
has opened a directeorrespondence with the Parent 
Institution. To this arrangement the Nova-Scotia 
Bible Society can have no objection. Their desire is 
for the diffusion of divine truth, be the agents who 
they may. They would adopt that maxim of a pioua 
and learned writer, the namesake, perhaps the relative, 
of onr Noble President, the present Governor of this 
Province, the Chevalier Ramsay, ” JVimporte par
