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too heavy, turned your eyes to Jesus, cast your 
burden on him, and were enabled to rejoice that he 
was making your sorrows his, and helping you to 
bear the load? Precious truth ; Jesus loves us and 
sympathises with us!

The preacher, after touching upon the God Nature 
of Jesus, remarked in conclusion : Shall we, then, 
fear to go to him ? Why should we doubt, or hesi­
tate to trustpiim ? When the Arch-angel's trump 
shall sound, then all will hear his voice. Trust in 
Him. Endeavor to serve Him. Walk in renewed 
faith. Strive to serve Jim in mind and in deed, 
and when Christ shall again appear we shall then 
see him as he is and walk with him in glory.

The discourse was characterized throughout by a 
simple eloquence ; full of affectionate interest in the 
spiritual welfare of the congregation.

Bethany, or, as the name imports, “ the house of 
dates,” is about two miles north-west of Jerusalem. 
To get to it from the city the traveller descends into 
the Valley of Jehoshaphat, crosses the brook Ke- 
dron, now dry, passes over the Mount of Olives, 
rising above the city, and, descending on the other 
side, he will see the village of Bethany, which is 
separated from the city by the Valley of Jehosha­
phat and the Mount of Olives. There are now 
only remaining twenty stone-built houses, which 
bear the ravages of time.

In this beautiful village, nestling under Olivet’s 
Mount, Jesus spent a portion of his time when 
laboring in Judea ; or, when teaching in Jerusalem 
during the day, he would often go out to Bethany 
in the cool of the evening, with his disciples, to 
enjoy the quiet and repose which it afforded, pre­
ceding the resumption of his work in the city on 
the morrow.

Here Lazarus dwelt, also his sisters, Martha and 
Mary. This was, doubtless, a happy family, for 
where love, virtue and piety are, true happi 
will always be found. But hours of darkness tome 
to all. These pious ones were also called to taste 
of the bitterness of life. Lazarus sickens and dies. 
The sisters are left, alone, to mourn his. loss.

At the time of the sickness and death of Lazarus 
Jesus is absent. Because of the faithfulness and 
persistency of his teaching, the Jews are enraged 
against him. They attempt to take his life, but es­
caping out of their hands he goes beyond Jordan, 
where John, at the first, baptized. It is here the 
messenger, who brings the tidings of the sickness of 
Lazarus, finds him.

We would suppose that Jesus would immediately 
return to Bethany to cure the sick ; or, at least, to 
comfort the afflicted. But “ the Lord’s ways are 
not onr ways.” Jesus remains two days longer in 
the same place, and then proposes to his disciples 
to return to Judea. His disciples are surprised 
and alarmed that he should think of imperilling 
his life, and reply : “ The Jews of late sought to 
stone thee, and gocst thou thither again ?” Jesus 
replies: “ There are twelve hours in the day. If 
any man walk in the day, he stumbleth not, Te- 
cause he seeth the light of this world.” By this, 
he meant, that the work he had to do, he would 
have time to accomplish. He has now a work to 
do at Bethany. “ Our friend, Lazarus,” he informs 
them, “ sleepeth ; but I go that I may awake him 
out of sleep.” He comes to Bethany. Martha 
meets him, and, with a heart filled with grief, she 
exclaims, “Lord, if thon hadst been here, my 
brother had not died.” So strong was her faith in 
the power and love of Jesus that she felt assured he 
would have saved him from death, and restored 
him to health, and still she has hope that Jesus may 
interpose in their behalf—for she adds, “ But even 
now, whatsoever thou wilt ask of God, God will 
give it thee.” Jesus saith to her, “Thy brother 
shall rise again.” Martha saith unto him, “ I 
know that he shall rise again in the resurrection at 
the last day. Jesus said unto her, “I am the 
resurrection and the life : he that believeth in me, 
though he were dead, yet shall he live ; and who­
soever loveth and believeth in mé shall never die.” 
Glorious truth ! Here was one who had “ the keys 
of death and Hades,” who was “ the resurrectioif 
and the life.”

Wallace Is connected, known as “Diaciplça of 
Christ, or Christians/’ have in the city two 
Churches with an aggregate membership of about 
or nearly 300 members.

have a membership of upwards of 500,000. The 
following extract from a late number of the New 
York Tribune, respecting Alexander Campbell, 
who filleda leading place among the above named 
people, may be interesting to our readers :—“ A. 
Campbell had all the instincts and qualities of a 
military leader; fate made him a scholar, and a 
polemical scholar, and the results may be easily 
guessed. He became, gs many such men become in 
the Church, the founder of a new sect ; and not 
satisfied with the executive work and contests which 
this position entailed upon him, he incessantly 
sought occasion to defend orthodox Christianity or 
Protestantism against all comers. His public 
debates with Owen and Bishop Purcell, and his 
fierce attacks upon Communism and Catholicism, 
interested the whole religious world forty years 
ago. His Scotch thoroughness made him a pro­
found scholar in his own lines of research ; he was 
undoubtedly one of the best philologists the country 
has produced, while the same sincerity and anti­
pathy to sham forced him to thrust aside all mere 
dogmas and creeds and lead his followers to the broad . 
basis of simple belief in Christ as a Saviour. * *
* At the time of his death the Disciples number­
ed over 600,000 members in this country, besides 
influential Churches in Great Britain anC Aus­
tralia. Probably there is no other sect which, in 
proportion to its size, can boast of a larger number 
of colleges or of publications devoted to its in-
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fact, that when a, party is arraigned before the 
Courts, charged with a violation of the criminal law, 
the sympathies of a certain class of lawyers go out 
towards him immediately, as if the law were some­
thing which members of the légal fraternity were 
specially set to frustrate.

The matter of the recent Carleton outrages is in 
point. Some eight or nine houses were entered in 
the dead of night, By a party or parties who were, 
apparently, thoroughly acquainted with the modes 
of gaining ingress to these premises, as in every 
instance the speediest and surest method of secur­
ing admission was employed. At least one half of 
the houses whose security was violated 
were occupied by unprotected females, as, for in­
stance, the Roman Catholic Convent, the house of 
the Carroll sisters, Mrs. McCordock’s residence, 
aud that of the Misses Beatteay and Williams ; and 
this fact makes the outrages attempted or com­
mitted on the respective parties all the more cow­
ardly and villainous. In all these instances, the 
culprit chose a time at which he was comparatively 
safe from detection, as it was invariably an hour when 
there were few or no persons, except criminals like 
himself, ou the street; when all except the sick would 
be wrapped in soundest slumber ; when the night 
was dark from fog or mist or other natural cause, 
the hour selected being itself the very darkest of any 
in the night. He had removed his shoes from his 
feet and taken all other needful precautions against 
being heard or leaving such foot-prints as might 
lead to detection through the measurement of his 
boots or shoes. In every respect he acted the part 
of an active, accomplished, determined burglar, 
and the fact that no person has been positively 
sworn to as the culprit, except in one instance, 
(whatever suspicions may be entertained) showed 
that he was no common scoundrel, while the mystery 
was only deepened by assuming that several persons 
had been connected with the series of outrages

room, seven feet by nine, not furnished with the 
means of ventilation. A pair of lungs of ordinary 
size take in at each breath about a pint of air. Out 
of this air one-fourth of its oxygen is extracted ; 
and when it is returned from tlie lungs there cornea 
along with it about eight or nine per cent, of car­
bonic acid. As it is not safe to breathe air contain­
ing more than thrêe or four per cent of this gas, 
the pint which the lungs take in and throw out at 
each breath Is not only spoiled, but it spoils 
thing more than another pint wifli which it min­
gles; and as the breath is drawn in and thrown out 
about eighteen times per minute, not leas than four 
cubic feet of air is spoiled in that time by one pair 
of lungs. This is two hundred and forty feet an 
hour ; and in eight hours,—the usual time spent in 
the sleeping room,—it amounts to one thousand 
nine hundred and twenty cubic feet. During the 
hours of sleep, therefore, one pair of lungs so spoil 
one thousand nine hundred and twenty cubic feet 
of air that it is positively dangerous to brCathe it.

“ In a room seven feet by ten, and eight feet 
high, there are five hundred and Mty cubic feet 
of air, a little more than quar^r^toe amount 
spoiled by one pair of lungs during sleefJhigJiours. 
In a room of this size, "there is not air ùhough to 
last one person three hours ; and yet two persons 
often remain in such rooms eight or nine hours.

“ Why, then, do they not perish? Simply be­
cause no room is entirely air-tight. Fortunately.

Under circumstances such as these it might fairly 
hare been assumed that something was due to the 
law, something to public safety, something to those 
whose lives had been threatened, their homes in­
vaded ajid their honor assailed, especially when

“ Suppose fifty children are confined in an un­
ventilated school room, twenty feet by thirty, ten 
feet high. These children will spoil about one 
hundred and fifty feet of air in one minute, or 
nine thousand per hour, or twentv-seven thousand 
feet in three hours,—a usual half day’s session. But 
the room holds only six thousand cubic feet of air, 
the whole of which these children would spoil in 
forty minutes.

“ These simple facts show the absolute necessity 
of ventilation. Yet how poorly it is provided for 
in our sleeping rooms, our sitting rooms, our 
school houses, our court houses, our nails of legis­
lation, and even in our anatomical and medical 
lecture rooms.

“ Sick Boom Ventilation should receive special 
attention. Every disease is aggravated by the 
breathing of bad air. Yet it is common to close 
all the doors and windows of rooms where sick per­

il fined, least the patient should take cold, 
bad practice. The sick should hsve 

plenty of fresh air. Their comfort is promoted by 
it, and their recovery hastened. It is strange that 
human, beings should be afraid of pure air ; "
their friend and not their enemy. Impure air 
only should be shunned/

“ There is no necessity for breathing, air which 
has lost a part of its oxygen, and acquired a por- 
tion'of carbonic acid. The supply of good air is 
ample. An ocean of it,' forty-five miles deep, cov­
ering the whole globe, seems a pretty plain intima­
tion that it is not to be sparingly used. When 
retire within their dwellings, and attempt to shut 
out this great*sea of air, they show about as much 
wisdom as would be exhibited by fishes which 
should build water-tight hats around themselves 
at the bottom ef the ocean, and swim about continu­
ally in the unchanged water within. Fishes can 
only live in glass globes when the water is chtoged 
everyday ; aud if the water be changed half a dozen 
times a day, they cannot be as healthy as when 
swimming in tbe great ocean.”

A REMINISCENCE OF CAWNP0RE.

The March.—The Rescue.—The Well.

•An ex-noncommissioned officer of the famou# 
Seventy Eighth Regiment of Highlanders, how a 
citizen of St. John, has given us an interesting 
account of his knowledge of the services of that 
distinguished regiment in connection with the 
relief of (.’awnpore ami the march to Lucknow.
Of the general features of that memorable occasion 
our>readers arc already aware ; but the local inter­
est attached to the event will be acceptable, chiefly 
becau.se we have among us one who took part in 
the relief of Oawnpore.

In the middle of August, 1857, Colonel McIntyre 
marched from Agra with a force of between 250 
and 300 men. One hundred and twenty-six milea 
were covered in eight days, by forced marches at 
night, during which time four engagements were 
hotly contested by the relieving force. Reinforce­
ments for the succour of the besieged had arrived 
at (’awnpore some days before, and part of the same 
regiment with the 32nd had been left there by the 
main body in its route to Lucknow.

The principal engagement in which the second de­
tachment took part wasatOona, and upon the arrival 
at Cawnpore a general battle ensued, in which the 
78tli had some twenty men killed land wounded. 
Brave Havelock was the Commander upon that 
occasion. The besieged, hi the meantime, were 
reduced through want and suffering almost to des­
pair ; hut those brave spirits still “ hoped u£sr~Ki ' 
hope” for assistance. Their uniforms had become 
mere shreds so as to be almost irrecoguizable, and 
presented anything but the appearance of a Scottish 
regiment. Worn out by hardship and suffering, 
the timely assistance of the first detachment was 
received with an enthusiasm which gave them new 
life. It was here that the soldiers in solemn con­
clave gathered around

THE WELL
and took that oath of vengeance against those de­
mons that had massacred all the helpless women 
and children in the garrison whose bodies lay 
mangled, bruised and bloody in its awful chasm.
(At this scene our informait was present.) How 
well that oath was kept, al remember. How that 
beneath the cold steel of w<
mutinous Sepoy in vain appealed for mercy, which 
met with no response, except the historical reply,
“ Remember our women and children !” The well 
was six feet in diameter, and was literally choked 
with the remains of Britain’s fairest daughters.

It was here that a daughter of Générai Wheeler 
bravely defended herself against some dozen na­
tives, who, after many ineffectual attempts to enter 
her hut, were met with bullets fired by that brave 
lady. She was eventually rescued by the relieving

Among tlie stories current with the Highlanders 
of the 78th was one told by Piper Gibson, one of 
the besieged, to tlie effect that he frightened a body, 
«(native cavalry by exposing himself to the ene- 
my and sounding the wild pibroch screech of the 
Highland slogan. Amazed and dumbfonndered, 
the Sepoys turned and fled in all directions, attribu­
ting the noise to some mysterious agency to be 
feared and avoided.

The Committee were out all tlie time. He recol­
lected on one occasion they brought in fourteen 
drunken sailors. Their work was purely one of 
religious influence, and to effectually perform it, the 
pastors of the various churches should lend their aid. 
He never expected to see tlie time when the traffic 
in liquor would be entirely abolished, hut we can 
extinguish it from our door. He cited various in­
stances, derived from personal observation , of the 
enormous evil influences of tlie liquor traffic. He 
gave a vivid account of the Washington Home for 
Inebriates which was partially supported by an 
annual grant of $10,000 from tlie Legislature.7 He 
detailed the doings of a formerly notorious person, 
well known in Boston, named McKenzie, who had 
been reclaimed and was now devoting his energies 
to the temperance work.

THF. REV. E. V. FELTWELL
of the Reformed Episcopal Church, of this city, 
said it afforded him much satisfaction to lie pre­
sent. God originates occasions, and raises men for 
these occasions. He believed sincerely frtim his 
heart that God had put it into the hearts of these 
young men to come out in behalf of independent 
reform. It was an occasion the young men of the 
Temperance Reform Club should take hold of.

rr. Reform Politics at Home.—The New Pro­

vincial Secretary of Ontario, Hon. Casey Wood, 
has been re-elected for South Victoria by a ma­
jority of 74. The same gentleman, when running a 
short time ago on his personal merits, won his seat 
by a majority of about 350. Now, altho’ aided by 
his position as a member of the Ontario Govern­
ment, by all tlie influence of that Government as • 
well as the Mackenzie Ottawa Government, his 
majority is reduced by nearly 300 ! Mr. Wood’s 
opponent was a gentleman new to the political field, 
was hastily placed in nomination, and was generally 
ridiculed by the Government Press for venturing 
to oppose a member of the Government ; and yet he 
came ne fir defeating this important member qf the 
Ontario Administration,—from which feet, with 
others of similar import, we infer that the Reform 
Party is rapidly losing its hold on the Ontario 
constituencies. It is stated as a matter of fact that 
Mr. Wood was saved solely by means of a bargain 
which gave the Government the support j>f the 
Irish Catholics in return for promises of and ap­
pointments to office. This affair, one of the most 
disgraceful in the political annals of that Province, 
was as open and public as it was disgraceful.
Irish Catholic leaders called on the Reform, leaders 
and demanded office as the price of their further 
support; offices were promised them, and they

Monday, August 16tli. Duncan Mdmac, Little Judlqne, C. B.,Dorchester Street Extension.—A corres­
pondent in another column enquires concerning 
the Corporation initiation of the Dorchester Street 
Extension work. Having sought information in 
reliable quarters we arc in a position to state that 
at the meeting of the Common Council held Sept. 
9, 1868, Alderman Yeats moved that the Street 
Committee prepare plans, and advertise for tenders, 
for cutting down and filling parts of Sewell St., 
Hazen St. and Dorchester St. Alderman Maher 
moved, in amendment, that Engineer Peters pre­
pare the plana and estimate of cost of cutting and 
filling Dorchester and Hazen streets and report to 
the Board ; and this was carried. On the 9th De­
cember, Councillor Lawlor, now Street Inspector, 
submitted plans for “straightening”—this was the 
mild term employed,—Dorchester street, to the 
Railway Station; and it was then moved hy Aider- 
man Yeats and passed that the plans be referred 
to the Bill Committee, who were authorized to pre­
pare and submit a Bill to be sent to the Legislature 
for the improvement of Dorchester St. according to 
the plans of the City Engineer. Oh the 25th 
May, 1869, Hurd Peters, Esq., City Engineer, was 
authorized to enter forthwith upon and take pos­
session for the Corporation of the lands frojn Sewell 
St. to the City Road and lay out Dorchester^street 
according to the Act passed ; the contract was given 
to Messrs Carr and Cusick, and R. S. Dickson, 
Esq., was appointed valuator for the city. It may 
farther interest the public to know that although 
thev lands required for the street were promptly 
appropriated, the owners have not been paid, to 
this day ; not only not paid, but no settlement 
arrived at in regard to the remuneration to which 
they are entitled. This branch of the undertaking 
is as much an open question as itever was, although 
the contract for the work was given out over six 
years ago. It is said that Mr. Frank Hazen alone 
claims $20,000 for the lands appropriated and 
rendered valueless, and, certainly, the construction 
of this work, while of doubtful utility as regards the 
City’s interests, has been a very great injury to the 
properties through which it passes, and the City 
may calculate on paying heavy damages.

THE APPARENT POLICY OF THE TEMPERANCE 
REFOAM CLUB. W

To the Editor of the Watchman ;—
Sir.—I see you are giving a certain amount of 

prominence to the proceedings of the above organi­
zation. The evils of intemperance—more particu­
larly as applied to their connection with the abuse 
of the use of liquor—all will readily admit. It is 
nationally to be deplored in every civilized coun­
try. Among the inhabitants of vneirilized regions 
we seldom hear of its baneful influences. In tins 
respect the savages are the white men’s superiors. 
The objects of the Temperance Reform Club are 
deserving of encouragement. Even when drunken- 
nere is at a minimum, the proportion of demorali­
zation is felt hy somebody. The profit to the seller 
is less in its ratio to the" unprofitable influence it 
has upon the consumer. The result is that society 
has to pay in some form for the difference.

Now, sir, I do not think that the Reform Club 
are working in a uroper way. Its President has 
said at several public meetings that the vice of 
drunkenness nhojyids in our city to a fearful ex­
tent ; that its victims may be seen staggering on 
our streets day after day. " To the best of his ability 
he has wrought out a highly colored picture of the 
effects of the liquor traffic in St. John. To judge 
by his statements, it is the hot-lied of intemper­
ance. Arc these statements supported by faots ? I 
have travelled in nearly every large city between 
New York and New Mexico. I have been in many 
of the principal ones between Windsor, in Ontario, 
and St. John, and I must candidly say that, taking 
this as a sea poll town, 1 have never seen a city so 
free from this vice as St. John. True, it may lie, 
that drunken men arc seen upon our streets, but not 
to the extent as we are told by the President of the 
Temperance Reform Club.

If, therefore, 
these signatures are forgeries, how is the public to 
know which are genuine and which are not ? 1 lere 
is another occasion! for mistrust in the accurate 
amount of the work done.

Martins.—Says the Editor of the Christian 
Visitor,—who i* temporarily supplying the pulpit of 
the Baptist Church in that town,—“has an inter­
esting history. It wa* first settled at the close of 
the American war by disbanded soldiers, to whom 
lands were given by the British Gowrmneiit as a 
reward for services rendered. After these came 
the Vaughans from Chester; the Bradshaws and 
Moshers from Newport. The Browns 
about the same time. Some of them took up Gov­
ernment lands, and others purchased atlcheap rates 
the lots belonging to the soldiers. The latter had 
become tired of farming, and wanted to get away. 
Those were trying days for theee new settlers. No 
roads, no steamboats, no sailing vessels. St. John

by water in an open boat, or byf a path through the 
woods. If they raised grain they had no mill to 
grind it short of St. John. RitV these pioneers were 
made of the right kind of stuff, #ml therefore pre- 
severed, surmounting all difficulties. The hand of 
industry soon converted the wilderness into a fruit­
ful field, and comfortable houses in due time took 

"the place of rude log huts.” Mr. Bill relates an 
incident in the ecclesiastical history of the place":— 
“While Mr. Innfe, [the first Baptist minister 
there,] was laboring at St. Martins, Mr. Ebenezer 
Vaughan and Miss Brown entered into a matri­
monial engagement, and urgently requested their

DRESS IN PARIS £ND LONG BRANCH.

Olive Harper writes to the St. Louis Globe : Yes­
terday "we saw a very handsome dress in the Maga­
sins du Bon Marche. It was of two shades of gray 
silk, the skirt being made of lighter silk, shirred 
horizontally on large cords, about three inches 
apart. It was trimmed around the Imttom with a 
flounce six inches deep, that was joined to the 
skirt by one large corded shirr. The back was a 
Watteau-plait of the light shade, with a graduated 
follç of the darker silk falling over it> ' the two be­
ing joined by a large cord. The Watteau was 
about half a yard wide at the bottom, and 
up and down "the center were tied little knots 
of the lighter shade, heavily fringed. The 
tunique was exceedingly fantastic, being one 
mass of fine plaiting. Strips of the two shades of 
the silk were taken and plaited separately, each be­
ing, when done, about six inches wide ; these strips 
were crossed down the front, where they joined, 
forming a long point of basket-like interlacing of 
alternate shades, the darker at the bottom, to con­
trast with the light skirt. This tunique was tightly 
drawn back under the Watteau, and finished around 
the bottom with a heavy fringe. The effect was 
charming.

The waist was even more fantastic. It was cut 
with a finely shirred front, the shirrs running np 
high enough to support the figure ; there it was left 
like a baby waist or chemisette, forming the front 
of a square neck, with a large cord run in about an 
ineh from the top, making a finish of a pretty little 
ruffle. The darker silk was then cut in the form 
of a close fitting jacket with a basque, . and the 
edges of it lapped over the shirring in front. * The 
sleeves were narrow, and formed of plaits woven 
in basket-like work over the outside of the arm ; 
and the point left at the top by the crossing of 
these strips was filled with shirrings of the lighter 
shade to recall the front of the waist. It was alto­
gether the most Parisian dress that we have seen, 
and the price was a thousand francs, or two hun­
dred dollars.
