HEREAS, John Beverley Robinson, Thomas
Brown, George S. Jones, Robert Dodgson, F. W.
Coate, George T. \Valton George Bilton, George Thomas,

Frank John Joseph, and others, have, by their petition
to the Legislature, lepreseuted that the Association, of .
which they are members, known as the St. George's
Society of Toronto, has for many years been formed for
the benex;oleqt purposes of affording pecuniary, medical,
, and other relief to such natives of England and Wales;
and their descendants, as may from sickness or other v
causes have fallen into distress, and have prayed that for
. the better attainment of the objects of the said Associa-
tion, it may be invested with corporate powers, and by -
reason of the ggod effected by the Association, it is
expedient to grant the prayer of the said petition : There-
fore, Her Majesty, by and with the advice and‘consent
of the Legistative Comncil and Assembly of Canada..,_,/
enacts as follows : : :

By-Law I. The Society shall consist of such persons
of English birth or descent, in the male line, as shall be
elected members thereof, according to the regulations
hereinafter made ; and until a Sister Society of St. David’s
be organized, Welshmen and their descendants will be
considered as eligible to become members of this Society,
and to stand in the same position therein as Englishmen
and their descendants.

II. The objects of the Society are to unite Englishmen
and the descendants of Englishmen in a social compact,
for the promotion of mutual and friendly intercourse ;
and for affording to such persons of English birth and
descent as may stand in need of their advice and counsel,
and such pecuniary assistance as the funds of the Society
may enable it to give. &

I1L. In addition to the officers named in the Act of
Parliament Incorporating the Society, six sIEWARDS
shall be elected who shall arrange for the celebration of
the Annual Festivﬁ on St. GEorGE’s Day, and report
such arrangements at the quarterly meeting next pre-
ceeding for adoption. Also, a MARSHAL AND STANDARD
Bearers shall be appointed by the PRESIDENT.

IV..The officers of the Society shall be elected as
follows : Any member may nominate a Candidate for
each office, in succession ; and in the event of more than
one nomination for any one office, the decision shall be
by ballot.

V. The President and Vice-Presidents shall not be
eligible for re-election to the offices respectively filled by
them for the next succeeding year.
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VL The General Annual Meeting o the Society shall
be holden on the thitd Friday in'Jatiuary each year. In
each year there shall he holden four Quarterly General
Meetings, viz.: 1st, The Annual General Meeting, and
one each on the first Friday of the months of April,
July, and October, Monthly Ordinary meetings shall be
held on the firgt Friday of each month throughout the
year, excepting in J anuary, April, July and October, as
otherwise provided. ‘

VIL Any gentleman deffirous of Joining the Society
shall, at a General or Ordinary Meeting, he proposed and
seconded by members, and may be elected by a majority
of such meeting, on payment of the first year's subscrip-
tion, and not otherwise,

VIIL The Annual Subseription of members shall be
T'wo Dollars. The Subscription year shall be from 1gt
January to 31t December. Any new member elected
between the 1st of J. anuary and 30th of September ghall

pay the full subscription for the current year; any
elected on or after 1st October, may be admitteq on pay-
ing for the current quarter only.

OF THE

Wamaging Conmittee of the f%t.,,,@mrge's Sotiely

FOR 1861.

———————

Tue Committee of the St. Georgé's Society, in pre-
senting their Annual Report for 1861, feel much pleasure
in offering to the Society their sincere congratulations
on so successful a termination of another year of its
existence ; and they do so, not so much upon the large
increfse of new members enrolled on the lists, or the
good that has attended their labours in the distribution
of charity (though both these would afford them ample
scope), as upon the general recognition which the steady
efforts of its members in a good cause have received from
the citizens of Toronto.

It is with no ordinary feelings of satisfaction that they
review the incidents of the past year. Although succeed-
ing one unparelleled in interest in the Society’s history, * “

~ owing to the visit of His Royal Highness the Prince of
Wales to our shores, the progress of the Society in 1861
offers reasons for much gratification—the “ good work”
- has been well carried on, the bond of connection between
Englishmen has heen strengthened, and the Society's
reputation for liberality and kindness to the poor so well
sustained that it now stands out asa prominent exponent

of the chief cardinal virtue.
Before proceeding to narrate in detail the principal
incidents in the history of the Society during 1861, the

¥
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Committee, The entire amount expended, as will be
geen in the balance sheet, is $1,764.34, including outlays
for bread, wood, temporary relief, clothing, andloans.

While the Committee have to congratulate the Society
on its total freedom from debt, they would call the
attention of the members to the fact that though a
balance of $234.72 is still in the Treasurer’s hands, there
is yet needed the constant exertions of our countrymen
to enable their successors in office to act the “good
Samaritan ” in the future, for the destitute in Toronto are
always numerous, the city being resorted to as a general
refuge by all unemployed emigrants, who, in consequence
of the representations of the chances of work afforded
here, arrive from all quarters. The amount of distress
congregated in our midst from year's end to year's end,
ich is constantly forced on the attention of the
Cpfmittee, would harrow all hearts in its recital, were it
possible for any pen to portray its bitterness. Daily do
we see toil-worn men—men who, having struggled labor-
iously at home, augmenting the stock of general wealth,
left in the evening of their days, either to seek their
fortunes in an English colony, or remain at home to pine
in the desolation of a workhouse. Many there are who,
by no human exertion or foresight, could have escaped
this lot. When we consider the uncertain tenure of
labour in England, and reflect on the competition for
employment among all classes, especially the humbler, ill
would it become us to censure those who, disregarding
all family ties or old associations, boldly seek their
fortunes in a new country.

It has been a satisfaction to your Committee during
their labours to find our fellow-countrymen who have
been compelled to ask assistance from us generally sen
gible of the kindness extended by your Society, and of
its value. It is nmot merely the temporary help given
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that constitutes the good, it is that they are sensible of a
fellow-feeling in the hreasts of Englishmen with their
countrymen who are poor ; there is also advice, inter-

those citizens who, 8o liberally responding to their appeal,
enabled them to accomplish an amount of good so far
exceeding the past.

Your Committee must now allude to an event which,
in common with every true British heart, has filled their
minds with heart-felt sorrow. The announcement lately
brought to our shores of the lamented death of H. R. H.
Prince Albert has caused such a burden of grief as can
only be awakened when the grave untimely closes over
a great and.a gifted man. Amidst the melancholy
thoughts which the severe affliction Her Majesty has
undergone awakens, it affords the Committec some
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satisfaction that the St. George's Society of Toronto
was the first public body in Canada, either chartered or
corporate, to forward an address of condolence to our
beloved Queen. On the 3rd of January, at a Special
Meeting convened for the purpose, an address of con-
dolence was prepared, and immediately despatched to the
Governor General for presentation to Her Majesty.

Having so far described the principal disbursements,
the Committee will proceed to detail the sources from
which the funds were derived. A most cheering feature
in the progress of the Society is, the unprecedented in-
crease of new members. The total number admitted in
1861 is 152 ; the entire number of good-paying members,
both old and new,is 439. The total amount received
from Members’ Subscriptions is $714.50 ; in 1858 it was
$398; 1859, $381.50 ; 1860, $522, showing an increase
over 1860 of $191, or 152 members. The large increase
in the receipts from Members’ Subscriptions the Com:
mittee partly attribute to their having dispensed with
the services of a paid collector, and undertaking the duty
themselves.

The Annual Ball of the Society took place on the
evening of February 11th, at St. Lawrence Hall, the suc-
cess of which was highly satisfactory—$126.23 over the
expenses having been carried to the Charitable Fund.

St. George's Day was celebrated by the members
attending Divine Service, both morning and evening, at
St. James’ Cathedral—the following Reverend Gentlemen
taking“part in the Services : Professor Hatch, Rev. G.
B. Viner, Dr. Beaven, and the Rev. Septimus F. Ramsay.
The musical services were conducted under the direction
of Mr. John Carter. The attendance on both occasions
was large, and at the evening service the vast Cathedral

was crowded in every part—over five thousand persons

were present. The St. Andrew’s Society, in reply to an
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invitation to join the Society.at the morning service,
gracefully responded, and, accompanied with their flags
and banners, the members of both Societies proceeded
in procession to the cathedral. The fraternal feeling
thus evinced the Committee hope both Societies will
long continue to have an opportunity of expressing.

The Committee earnestly hope that the Society at the
approaching Anniversary will continue the practice of

attending at least one service on St. George's Day. The
custom is acceptable to the public, and also serves the
purpose of an occasion to induce a large gathering of its
friends. The proceeds of hoth services, deducting ex-
penses for printing, &e., amounted to $96.97.

A pleasing feature in the commemoration of the day,
and in the interim of the services, was the planting by
the President of an English Oak in the Queen’s Park,
near the site selected for the proposed statue to Her
Majesty, in the presence of the Rev. T. 8. Kennedy and
the Rev. S. . Ramsuy, together with a large number of
the members. The tree, though a sapling, promises to
become a splendid specimen -of the monarch of the
woods; and it is fervently to be hoped that—the St.
George's Oak may long continue to increase and flourish,
typical of the success of the Society whose name it
bears. By the kindness of Alderman Carr, the President
has been permitted to place a handsome iron fence
round the tree, which it is hoped will prevent it from
accident until fully grown.
