seed grain for the 1919 seeding is 
somewhat diffieult to solve. , By 
Order of the Grain Commission the 
luterior Storage Elevator at 
Moose Jaw had instructions to 
take all the No. 1 Northern that 
caine to it from the west up to 
500.000 busliels to be retained for 
aeed for distribution, back to far- 
mers in the d ist riet Miere tbere 
had been crop failure. On Oetober 
25 the manager of the elevator in- 
forrned us that he liail praetically 1 
this amount in störe. So far as 
wheat is.concerned there will be no 
diffieulty in supplying the highest 
grade of seed for 1919.

Not so with the oat supply, how- 
ever. 1t is estimated that 1,000,000 
bushels will be required and on the 
25th of October only 30,000 had 
been received. The trouble with 
oats is that where erops have been 
good, especially in the older settled1 
distriets, wild oats are so prevalent 
that the Standard for s.-ed oats 
eannot be attaihed Even fnrmers 
who have good oat erops want to 
buy their seed, so as to get rid of 
the wild oats. Farmers are learn- 
ing to sow oats intended for seed 
on clean suinmcr fallow. They do 
not, therefore, want to sow their 

seed for the ch-an suinmerfal-

Noüiing in this baby yard need 
oost a farmer’s famüy more thau 
a few Cents, nor take but very lit­
tie time and almost no varpenter­
ing skill. And yet the Suggestion« 
n.ade cover a very coinplete outfit 
for the outdoor eiereisvs of child­
reu undcr live or six. Any mother a 
who secures the simple appamtus 
liere described may be sure not 
cnly that her own littie childrvn 
will paas numberlvss happy hours 
but that they will never lack for 
playmates, becnuae their play yard 
will be Ronght out hy all the littie 
folks in the neighborhood.

Training Littie Children for poultry. But this can be tar- 

icd and' nnproved in innumerable 
iiiexpensh-e ways until eonditions 
are almost ideal for littie children.
A pieee of planed board can be 
nailed upon four stout stick* driv- 
t-ii into the ground and another ou 
higher sticke put before it, and the 
littie folks will have a bench and 
table which coets, perhaps, twenty 
cents, and are as wtrviceable as the 
pretty kinderg&rten paiuted ones 
which oost ten tirnea as mueh, Pot 
tera clay can be bought for a few. 
••^nts a pound and for a Variation 
from aand pile plays young chilcl- 
ren turn gladly to clay modeling. 
lf the mother has time and ability 
to sopcrvisc this carefully, so much 
the better, but if she is so busy 
that she can only call out from the 
kitchen stove or wash tub a cheer 
ful Suggestion to make some littie 
cups and saucera, or a bird's n«st 
and egge, this will nerve very well, 
.is a beginn ing. 1fr the clay is kept 
where it can be obtained eäsily, it 
is possible that one or ipore of the 
children may sliow some stirringa 
of native ability and begin to try 
to reproduce the animal life of the 
eountry.

lf the eountry mother has fol- 
I lewed thvse suggestions she has 
,iio/s with small trouble to hentelf, 
put at the disposal of her children 
the two great elements of air and 
earth. There is another one, almost 
as etenuüly fascinating as saud, 
and that is water. If four atrips 
ot wood are nailed in the form of 
h »quarr* at one end of the littie 
table and a pan half full of water 
is set securely down into this 
square so that it will not tip over, 
another great resource is added to 
;he ehild yard. With#an apron of 
oilcloth, a spoon and an assortment 
of old t in cups, odd jelly "glasses 
and bottles, it is an abnormal chibf 
who is not happy and harmlessly 
busy for a long time every day. 
Any ordinary ehild over fourtcen 
inonths of agf lhves t<* play with 
water in this way and learns 
steadinrss of hand and sureness of 
eye which go a long way toward 
insu ring ugree&ble table männere 
at an early age. As he grown 
older a fleot <>f boats ma«le of bits 
of wood or walnut Shells varv the 
fun. A littie apron can be manu 
factured in a few minutes out of 
ten Cents worth of table cloth. lf 
the mother is very busy she can 
fasten it together at the shoulder 
and back with safety pins. A sin 
glv apron should last through the 
entire babyhoo<l of a ehild.

Children tin b r four, offen those 
mi<b-r five, are too small to “play 
hous. as yet, but they delight in 
climbing, and, if poseible, Provi­
sion should be made for that. A 
woodeii dox ean be set a littie down 
in the grou'nd, so that it will not 
tip over, and the e<lges padded 
with a bit of old comforter so that 
the inevitable bumps "are not too 
s<v< re. The smallest of the littie 
playmates, even the baby who <*an- 
not walk, will rejoice endlessly to 
pull himself uj» over the edge am! 
elamfxr doWn into the box, there 
hy ex« reising < v »ry musele m bis 
body.

Liftb* children an not eo-onlin 
ate their umsseles qui' kly enough 
to iilay ball with niuch pleasure, 
but if a large soft ball js suKpende<i 
by a long eord, they can swing it 
back and forth to each other with 
ever inereasing skill, and they 
shouhl have a rubber ball tu roll 
to and fro oiS the ground.

A small wooden box with one 
side knocked ont makes the best 
seat for'a sw ing for small children 
The three remaining si<l«-s make a 
high back an<i keep the ehild from 
fall ing. If this is swiing on long 
poles instcad of ropex there will 
be no side-to-side movement and 
littie children will be safeguarded 
from falling out sideways. If the 
support for a see-saw is made very 
low even children under five can 
enjoy and Ix nefit by it in acquir- 
ing poise.

For the poorest, busi. st 
eountry mother eau easily have 
eonditions and mat. rials for which 
many a highly trained kindergar- 
ten teaeher sighs in vain.

l’erhap» the greatest of her Pri­
vileges i» the wonderful resource 
of haxing all outdoors, but this is 
a privilege which the mother of 
young children is apt to negleet.
She herseif must be in the kitchen 
or near it during much of the day, 
and alle must have her halbes 
where they are within sight. It 
often follows that eountry littie 
folks spend ahi[i*it as much time 
hanging drearily around a kitchen, 
where they are in the way and 
where the air is not good, as do the 
city Cousins. What elsy ean. the 
busy mother do 1

She can apply to her children 
the lore she has learned about lit­
tie chicks. Her men folk, harildn- 
ed to feneing long Stretches of fi.-ld 
and meailow, would laugli at the 
ease with whieh a littie s<|uare of 
yard outside the kitchen door can 
be inelosed.

nish shade in a corner of the haby 
yard for hot days, and protection 
from the rain during summ.r 
ehowers.

Now v, ith her littie ones foot 
free and yet in Security, out from- 
un^lcr her f.s't in the kitchen, and 
yet elose at hand wi/thin sight and 
Hearing as she Steps about her dai- 
ly work, the eountry mother eän 
take couns. I what to do next. The 
very next thing to do is to learn 
by heart a short and simple max- 
im,.and to repeat it to herself until 
she has absortasl the ewence of it 
into her very bones. The maxnn is 
‘‘Littie children wish and ne-.! to 
be doing something with their bö- 
dns and hands every minute they 
are awake.” The problem faceil 
by every mother is to provide them 
every minute with something to do 
which eannot hurt themi which 
will not be too upsetting to the re- 
gularity of the family life.
