Brandies, The proper stage at which to cut flowers 
for decoration is the most important jjars 
of the subject of flowers supply, next to 
production. Never «ut any flower» until 
fully developed. Flowers which 
when cut, as the gladiolus, may be excep­
tions to this rule, but trusses of pelargo­
niums and bouvardiae should not be cut 
until fully developed. Nor is this all. 
Flowers are allowed to remain on the 
plants as long as they will continue in good 
condition. To gather a bloom which 

►•would last for a week or two, and 
over a bloom, which jwoold be useless in 
a few days, is disadvantageous in two 
ways. In the first place, the young bloom 
is sacrificed at a time when it is not need­
ed, and the older bloom is entirely wasted. 
This systedi will in a short time change a 
sufficient quantity into scarcity. Another 
matter can only be settled by experience, 
and that is cutting more flowers than are 
required at one time. It is also quite 
possible to use very many more flowers 
in decorating vases than are necessary, to 
the detriment of the flowers, which inva­
riably last longer when thinly arranged. 
Every flower ought to stand entirely clear 
of its neighbor. This is effected by 
ploying foliage freely, filling large glasses 
with foliage, and then inserting the flow­
ers. Water is always used, as being most 
cleanly and keeping the flowers in good 
condition for a longer period than any other 
medium. The harmonizing and contrast- 
ing of colors is also a question of some im­
portance, but in this the varied tastes of 
purchasers have in a great degree to be 
studied. White flowers and the few yel­
low ones that may be used do well with 
dark blue or purple flowers, but are not 
suitable at this season, pink shades are beet 
with white or yellow flowers. All flowers, 
ferns and foliage should be cut with the 
longest possible stems. I do not strip the 
leaves of flowers stems and ferns, 
especially maidenhair ferns ; I also have a 
portion of the fronds inserted in the water. 
These last much longer for varions pur­
poses if cut and placed for two days in 
water before using. In hot rooms the 
glasses require periodically tilling. When 
the flowers are freshly arranged, the glas­
ses should be washed before being refilled. 
Many flowers last a long time at this 
season, such as cyclamens, pelargoniums, 
orchids and others ; these should never be 
left longer than three or four dayirwithout 
having fresh water and being rearranged. 
—Journal of Horticulture.

in the civilised world, Miramichi is 

without a medical quarantine officer.— 
The late Dr. Lewin heîd that office up 

to the time of hie death, which occurred 

a short time before the late Govern­

ment went out of office, and their suc­
cessors have not thought it worth while, 

to fill the vacancy. There is very little 

excuse for the neglect of so important 

a matter, but it may have been over­
looked without any intention of dis­
criminating igainst Miramichi. We 

have a Marine Hospital and quarantine 
hospital buildings (the latter wrongly 

placed near the town on Middle Island, 

because certain of our public benefac­

tors had no sites to sell in more appro­
priate places) yet it is a startling fact 

that we are left at the mercy of any 
disease which a large and constantly- 

arriving foreign tonnage may bring to 

us, while the Government takes no 

steps to prevent the danger.

The Marine Department has, we 
kfaow, issued a code of instructions in­

tended to make the pilots do certain 

quarantine work without any compen­
sation, whatever, but they ought to 

know, even at Ottawa, that men who 

already have enough to do in perform­

ing the duties of their own calling, are 

not supposed to work for nothing in 

discharging duties sought to be imposed 

on them by Government, which should 

appoint and pay proper officers, 

pilots, no doubt, are at all times dis­
posed to assist in whatever may tend 

to promote the interests of the port, 
but it is absurd that they should be 

held responsible as quarantine officers. 

We do not think, therefore, that the 

pilot who brought the vessel with small 

pox on board to Messrs. Sadler & 

Crimmin’s ballast wharf can be blamed 

in the least.
The fact remains that the Miramichi 

is in so unprotected a condition in the 

matter of quarantine, that there is 

nothing to hinder a ship coming direct 

from sea to the wharf, and her whole 

crew walking ashore and mixing with 

people on the streets. If the Marine 

authorities at Ottawa can point out any 

other port of the size in the world so 
left by Government, open to the risk of 

contagion, we should like to have them 

do so. They have already been inform­
ed by Mr. Snowball, M.P., of the facts 

of the startling case which came to the 

knowledge of the locai public on Satur­

day last. Briefly told, they are that a 

barque with one convalescing case of 

small pox, and one in a fair state of 

progress has been for several days at 

one of our wharves, that one of the 
small pox patients was sent to the 

Marine hospital, while clothing from the 

ship was sent ashore, to be washed at a 

house in town.

Of course there are many people who 

blame the physician of the Marine 
Hospital, but it is not evidence of want 

of skill that he did not,under the circu di­
stances at once detect the character of 

this particular case. The symptoms of 

small pox in certain of its stages are 
similar to those of other maladies and 

diseases not contagious or even danger­

ous. It does seem, however, that 

the Captain of the vessel is very much 

to blame, and if it shall appear that he 

was aware of, or even suspected the na­

ture of the disease by which his men 

were affected, he ought to be held to 

the strictest account. Fortunately, 

there has been no report—so far as we 

have learned—of. the disease having at­

tacked anyone outside the unfortunates 

who were quarantined on Saturdayf 

and it is to be hoped the threatened 

danger may be averted. It has been, 

none the less, a very great danger and 

one for which the Dominion Govern­

ment has been very much to blame in 

leaving us exposed.

Respecting the Newcastle Battery, we 
take the following from the Telegraph 

The Newcastle Field Battery of Artil 
lery went into camp at Newcastle, on the On rc 
21st, with 75 non-commissioned officers 
and men and five officers. They engaged 
in standing gun drill for gunners and rid­
ing drill for drivers the first and second 
days. Thursday was occupied in field 
drill. On Friday they had shot and shell 
drill, and Captain Drury came down 

from Kingston to act aa umpire. Lieut.
Fish and Lieut. Lawlor were range officers.
They practised on «Же new shooting 

system < f the Dominion Artillery Asso­
ciation which was much closer than be­
fore. In previous years the rances were 
150 yards under and 120 over ; this year 
60 yards under and 40 over, which would 
require close shooting. On Sunday they 
paraded for divine service and attended 
service in the Presbyterian church, Rev.
Mr. Aitken preaching. A number, how­
ever, attended the Catholic church, headed 
by Lient. Lawlor. While in camp, there 
was a succession of heavy rains, which 
made their experience very unpleasant.
On Monday morning they struck tents, 
had the four guns on board the special at 
5.30, and started at 8 o’clock for Sussex.
They had a speedy trip and got in at 1.30 
p. m. The officers are : Bt.-Major Call 
in command ; Fuit Lieutenant Lawlor ; 0n 
Second Lieutenant Fish ; Surgeon Free- Gn 
man ; Veterinary Surgeon Brown. The 
men went to work pitching tents and had 
them up very speedily.

It was with delight that the appearance 
of Major Call was hailed, though it was 
learned with regret that he was unable to

remain outdoor, as he had sustained an 0n rold ,rom John M'Lesn's upwards, In- 
accident during his stay in camp. After eluding bridge at Wild Cat brook and
mounting, one day, his stirrup was being loma*

fastened by one of the men, and the major 
was looking over giving d rection about it 

when his foot went back, and the stirrup 
struck the horse. The animal reared and 
dismounted the major. He fell heavily 
and when picked up it was feared that he 0n 

had sustained severe injuries. No bones 
were broken, but he suffers severely from 
the shock;

50,0 (^GERMAN 10The largest Military gathering ever held 
in New Brunswick is that now under can­
vass at Sussex. It commenced on Tuesday 
of last week, and has been one of the prin­
cipal themes of discussion both in the p ress 
and among the people of a large portion 
of the Province since.

Sussex is admirably adapted for the 
purposes of such a camp, having broad 
areas of well watered, easily drained, '■ 
level land, excellent facilities tor supply- 

* 4ng the commissariat, and the best of 

telegraphic and Railway communication 
with all points. Added to this it has an 
enterprising, well-to do and hospitable 
population, and comes nearer to affording 
the conveniences of a city, without its, 
dra vbàcks, and the advantages of the 
country without its isolations and disad­

vantages, than any other place in the 
Province. The Military manager and 
tactician, therefore, who conld not make 
a Military Camp a success at Sussex, 
would not succeed in such an undertaking 

anywhere.
All the arrangements for the Camp were 

excellently made, on paper, bub when 
Tuesday came all the corps expected were 
not on hand. The first day closed with­
out sufficient men to form a good Battalion 
Camp, but all that was soon changed and, 
at latest advices, over two thousand men 
were under canvass. The Infantry arm 
of the service is represented by the 71st 
(York) Battalion, Lt -Col. Marsh, 67th 
(Carleton) Lt.-CoL Upton, 2 companies of 
the 73rd, Major McCully, 4 companies o 
the 74th, Lt.-Col. Beer, the Cumberland, 
N. S., Provisional Battalion, the 78tli Batt* 
of Colchester, N. S., and 2 companies of 
the 74th, N. S. The 8th Regt. ot Cavalry, 
Lt. -Col. Domville, the Brighton Engineers, 
Major Vince, and the Newcastle and 
Woodstock Field Batteries, respectively, 
commanded by Bt., Major Call and Major 
Vince, are the other corps under canvass. 
To illustrate the fact that the preliminary 
arrangements were not what might have 
been expected of officers equal to the un­
dertaking, we quote a few lines from the 
Globe's correspondence relating to the 
night of the first day :—

Hardly had the 71st been marched 
away when a long train drew up at tjhe 
station from the east with 700 men on 
board. For half an hour all was hurry 
and scurry. There was no ao.commodation 
for the men to convey or conduct them to 
the camp it seemed, and Lieut.-Col. Mac­
shane, who came on the same traiu, pro­
ceeded to camp for instructions.

, The troops by the train were the Cum­
berland Provisional Battalion and the 78th 
Battalion from Colchester. The platform 
was poorly lighted, and when the troops 
began to disembark the scene can be better 
imagined than described. Trains ^ere 
shunting and men jumped off and jumped 
on, uncertain whether they should stay 
with their corn rad es in the cars or 
whether they would be carried further.-— 
One man had a narrow escape from being 
thrown under the wheels by missing his 
footing, and he was carried along some 
distance with his feet dragging on the 
platform and his bands clinging to the 
platform of the cars, until he was finally 
rescued, a

By this time the Sussex yards were 
blocked with trains, there having been 
four specials in, and the officials were ш 
a dilemma, and to further complicate 
matters, the anything 'but gratifying in­
telligence was received that another special 
was on the way from St. John with the 
Woodstock field artillery, 
be supposed that the horses had not been 
feed for 30 hours or so, this announce­
ment brought down the Assistant Brigade 
Major to the depot to made the best 
arrangements necessary. In order to 
make room in the yard a train was de­
spatched to St. John. The Battery 
arrived’•at 1.25 o’clock (Wednesday morn­
ing) on a special of 14 cars, at the same 
time the Moncton freight train arrived.— 
The horses being cared for, the Battery 
were left to accommodate themselves in 
the cars. They number 80 men and were 
in command of Capt. Dibblee and Lieut. 
Lynch. At last the troops were all con­
centrated in Sussex and the officers 
breathed easily until morning.

The men had to put up with a ‘ ‘wash-day 
mess ” at noon and this evening, the kit­
chen not being in the best of working 
order, and the French cooks had not very 
good opportunities to show tbeir skill. 
The most serious cause for complaint was 
probably the scarcity of blankets. The 
Camp Quarter-Master, as skilful as he was 
in issuing them, could not supply this de­
mand, and he had finally to answer every 
demand made upon him with a proviso— 
“ Yes, you shall have them if they come 
“ We will forward them as soon as they 
come,” etc. The light, or rather the want 
of it, was another affliction, and the Quar­
ter-Master as usual promised t** give them 
their candles if they came. But many a 
brave soldier went to bed without a 
blanket and had to say a hurried prayer 
in the dark. The 74th Band played out 
on the field until dusk, and good music it 
was too, attracting a good many visitors 
from the village. At 10 o’clock the lights 
were put out—that is. they would have 
been had there been any—and the first 
day closed on a rather unsettled field.

Everything is now working satisfac­
torily. The men have fallen in with their 
surroundings admirably and there is very 
little friction in any part of the military 
machine. A canvass and raw board vil­
lage has sprung up about the camp and 
there has been time for cricket matches, 
opera performances, etc., to vary the 
duties of camp life. The Brigade staff of

! duties. If there has been one more class of 

people more than another that has been 
dealt with in a tyrannical manner by the 
present Government.it has been the Fisher­
men. We know that many of the regu­
lations now put in force in this County 
were, er could have been put in force when 
the late Government was in power, but 
the Government listened to reason, and 
Overseers were allowed to put only such 
regulations in force, as were for the best 
interests of the fishermen, reasonable pre­
servation of the fisheries. We have been 
tasting the blessings of a Tory Government 
the pait few years, and I hear some of 
their most ardent supporters down here 
saying that it is enough.

The Fishermen were promised to have 
the “Grit net tax,” as it was called by 
the Tory Candidate and Tory Canvassers, 
abolished. But it has to be paid to the 
uttermost farthing, even when some fisher­
men did not catch enough Salmon to pay 
the tax. Did those friends, or those that 
were rewarded for their services represent 
to the Department or ask to have the tax 
abolished ? I know that our Liberal M. 
P. did so, but the Government with which 
we are now blessed (?) will not listen to 
him. That is in accordance with the “un­
derstanding” arrived at in the “Russel 
House !”

In the days before Tory rule, we were 
allowed to fish Bars in September where 
Salmon were not fished or where they did 
not frequent. Where are now the promises 
made to Fishermen that we would be al­
lowed that ptivilege if the Grits were 
defeated ! Ask the Taylors, Carrolls, Per- 
leys, McLeods, Mclnnisee, Willistons 
or Nobles. The answer will be, “we have 
lost our nets-”

I will not in this letter deal w ith the

’ wer-a to get $ 12.03 per ton for Straw, nor 
with to the Starch factory where potatoes 
were to be sold at $1.20 per Lbl., nor with 
the factory for the manufacture of sugar 
shooks.

The Col 
lector eing notified of the facts, he or­
dered the patient back to his ship on Sa­
turday and the Professor Schweigaard was 
ordered with her captain and crew— 10 
men in all—to an anchorage below Middle 
Island, which, by courtesy and official 
choice is deemed a quarantine ground 
sufficiently distant from the town of 
Chatham. It appears that a bundle of 
clothing was sent ashore from the vessel 
to the premises of Mrs. Power in the lower 
part of the town, btft before*, the package 
was opened, a report that the ship had 
Small Pox on board reached Mrs. Power, 
who, forthwith, placed the bundle, just 
as it was, in a barrel in the yard attached 
to the house. It was surrendered to the 
Board of Health on application and the 
barrel and bundle were burned.

It wonld be providential should the 
disease not spread, but the case is one cal­
culated to awaken the public to a sense of 
the danger we are constantly exposed ton.

The Gloucester County Teachers’ Insti­
tute, met in the Clifton School House, on 
Thursday, the 23rd inst. Inspector V. A. 
Landry, President, presided. The elec­
tion of officers resulted in the President 
and Secretary being re-elected. Mr. 
Ouesime Blanchard as a vice-President, 
and Miss Burns and Mr. Carruthers as 
members of the committee of manage­
ment. The President addressed the In­
stitute, dwelling on the following points, 
vkç : The success of an undertaking de­
pends on the interest manifested in it by 
its promoters, the influence of the In­
stitute for good on the teaching profession, 
it should be the aim of a teacher to raise 
the standard of the profession and elevate 
the character of education, the teachers 
need of sympathy, support and counsel.

The subject of “ colour and how to 
teach.it” was taken up by Miss Meahan 
of Bathurst The subject was divided 
into 1st. naming colours ; 2nd. composi­
tion of colours; 3rd. harmony of colours. 
Each division was accompanied by an 
illustrative lesson.

Mr. George W. Mesereau illustrated 
his method of teaching “ Botany.”

“ School discipline ” was discussed by 
Messrs. Mersereau, Cormier, the President 
and others. The chief points were that 
the teacher, by frequent visitation, should 
make hirffrelf acquainted with the habits 
of his scholars, and obtain the sympathy 
of the parents, also that corporal punish­
ments should only be resorted to in ex­
treme cases and then with discretion.

A reading in the primer class was illus­
trated by Mias Burns and was very favor­
ably criticised by several members.

Miss Meahan gave an object lesson on 
the sponge.

A discussion on the “ Couraeltf Instruc­
tion ” was opened by the President who 
asked for a candid expression of opinion 
by each member. After a ventilation of 
the subject by nearly all present, Miss 
Burns, in a short speech in which she 
characterized the course as the charter of 
the teacher’s liberties, moved the resolu­
tion :—

Resolved that this Institute express its 
cordial approval of the course of instruc­
tion for common schools as prescribed by 
the Board of Education which 
mously adopted.

Mr. J. C. Carruthers read a paper on 
“Elementary physics.” Inspector Lan­
dry addressed the Institute on “The ob­
ject of Education and methods. He was 
followed by Mr. Blanchard and Mr. Cor­
mier who moved that whereas the French 
teacher of this Province was placed at a 
great disadvantage in comparison with the 
English speaking teacher inasmuch as he 
has few text books in his own language

The Advocate states that “the manager” 
acknowledged, on 16th inst “ the receipt 
of two bass ” ir. good condition, etc. No 
such acknowledgment was made.

The Canada Temperance Act was intro­
duced and carried through Parliament in 
1878. It has since passed the ordeal of 
the Courts, and has been pronounced con* 
stitutional by the highest tribunal of the 
country. The act has been brought to 
vote in twenty-seven different Counties 
an% Cities, and has been carried in twenty- 
three of them, while many constituencies 
are preparing to vote for it.

The organization to which this Act is 
due iu a greater degree than any other is 
the “Dominion Alliance,” formed in 
February, 1876, of which, from its incep­
tion, the hon. Alexander Vidal has boen 
President.

The Alliance wellcomes all to its work 
and membership, without prescribing any 
other tests than agreement with its aims 
and objects ; it works through a council, 
formed of representatives from the various 
Provinces of the Dominion.

Each Province is expected to have it® 
own Branch of the Alliance.

There are Branches already in Ontario, 
Quebec, Nova Scotia, Manitoba, and steps 
are being taken to organize in Prince Ed­
ward Island and British Columbia.

active service in the Customs Department 
on a superannuation allowance of $560 a 
year—or seven-tenths of the salary he 
was receiving—his retirement dating from 
to-morrow.

Mr. Carmichael is now in his sixty-first 
year, and the forty-third year of his 
official life. He entered the Customs 
vices at St. Johr, as junior tide Surveyor 
in 1839,'fcnd two years after was in com­
mand of the little revenue schr. Spitfire. 
Subsequently he had charge of the Night- 
hawk in the same service and, afterwards, 
of the schr. Phantom, which was for three 
years engaged in Fisheries protection in 
the vicinity of Grand Manan. He 
with the latter vessel to Miramichi, in 
1852, and remained in her in the revenue 
protection service, after which he was en­
gaged as Landing Sirveyor and Surveyor 
of Shipping here. In the interim after 
the decease of Collector S wayne,—’53-’54 
—Mr. Carmichael was collector under the 
Imperial Customs, until they were abol­
ished. In the summer of 1870 he com­
manded the Fisheries Protection schr. 
Sweepstakes, stationed on the West coast 
of Cape Breton, where he made prize of 
an American fishing schooner w'ith 180 
hbls. of ^mackerel on board. He has yet, 
we believe, a claim against the Govern­
ment in connection with that capture.— 
Mr. Carmichael has always been, deemed 
an excellent officer, and as he is still as 
active as many men are at half his age, he 
will doubtless live a good while to enjoy 
his well-earned freedom from official har­
ness.

EFFECTS OF TI1E HATCHERY.
I have noticed that ever since the 

Hatching House was erected on the North­
west, the salmon have steadily decreased 
on the Miramichi.

I notice in last week’s Advocate that the 
young salmon brought out at the Mirami­
chi Hatching House have been distributed 
in streams in this County and Kent. How 
many of those little fish ever arrive at 
maturity, is a question which fishermen 
and those who pay a Government tax of 
three cents per fathom on their nets would 
like answered.

This oppressed class of people who were 
promised to have their tax ljghteued if 
only the Grit Government м ав defeated, 
would view with a feeling of gratitude the 
tearing down of the Hatching House ; and 
the burning of the seines that Government 
officials yearly sweep 
ing beds with, and 
tended the fish to deposit their spawns. 
Disturbed year after year by those who 
are paid to protect them, is it any wonder 
that the fish which escape the seine and 
scow of the officials will seek other rivers 
in more northern latitudes where they are 
safe from the vultures that yearly—and 
armed with the power of the law—drive 
them from their natural homes. As for 
the fish bred by artificial means, when 
they are let go. they are like a hot-house 
flower, ;when exposed to chilling winds, 
they die !

Are ther^any rivers in this Dominion 
where they have tried this artificial means 
of breeding salmon, that have been bene- 
titted by a Government Hatching House ? 
The answer, I believe, if given truthfully 
and not by cooked figures furnished by 
pampered and overpaid officials to the De­
partment of Marine and Fisheries, would 
be in the negative.

If the Overseers, instead of studying the 
Fisheries act to see how they can harrass 
aud annoy lawful fishermen, would^attend 
to the duties for which they are appointed, 
— namely, to protect the spawning beds

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* An Incident on the Oft» ripe ue back not less than^/ty centuries, 
and hence beyond the last obscure 
traces of other primitive nationalities.

The great pyramid on the west side 
of the Nile, opposite Cairo, is as truly 
a monument of science as of industry. 
It is a silent but impressive witness, 
standing erect above the grave of a great 
empire, and bearing significant testi­
mony to all ages and nations, that even 
at that primitive period—when the gi­
gantic superstructure was npreared— 
Egypt had been employed for ages in 
careful observations of the movements 
of the heavenly bodies, and in perfect­
ing her system of astronomical science.

The Zodiac, with its signs and con­
stellations, is believed to have been in­
vented by the Egyptians at a early 
period in their history, and that special 
reference was Jiad, not only to the sea­
sons. but likewise to the agricultural 
products of the country. It is certain 
that representations of the Zodiac are 

-found in the temples and tombs of 
Egypt, and that no traces of its exist­
ence are elsewhere to be found in the 
monumental remaiûs of so early a 
period.

But in our day one need not go to 
the Nile to examine the illustrations of 
this subject. In the British Museum 
may be seen a delineation of the Zodiac 
on the coffin of a mummy, which indi­
cates the precise position of the planets 
on a certain day in October, a little 
more than four thousand years ago.

The astronomical system of the 
Egyptians must have required hundreds 
of years for its development. Their 
noblest scientific conquests were doubt­
less made before the centuries began to 
look down from the pyramids.

Thus, from the awful silence of her 
stately mausoleums and through the 
mystic hieroglyphs on her obelisks» 
she speaks emphatically of her native 
greatness—of civilization, art and 
science—all older than history.

It is said that the Egyptian priests 
established a college of sciences, and, 
according to Diodorus, they made ac­
curate observations of the movements 
of planets and stars, and kept registers 
of the same for centuries.

The Chaldeans, a contemporaneous 
people studied the mysteries of the pla­
netary and astral systems, and many 
have presumed that they were the first 
to discover the motions of the heavenly 

"bodies. But it must be admitted that 
the preponderance of evidence—chiefly 
derived from monumental remains— 
supports the claims of those who ascribe 
to the Egyptians the most important 
discoveries in astronomy.

It is said that in the monument of 
Osymandgas there was a golden circle, 
divided into 366 parts, answering to the 
days of the year ; and it is asserted by 
several writers that they represented 
the plauets as revolving around the sun 
in the order now recognized by astron­
omers.

Without attempting to determine the 
question whether the Egyptian magi or 
the Chaldean astrologers are entitled 
to the credit of. priority of discovery, 
we may feel certain that both made 
great progress in astronomical science, 
and that they also recognized the in­
fluence of other worlds and systems on 
the elements and faculties of the earth 
and man.
