The new Tariff Act of France provides 

that on and after March, 1892, import 
duties shall be paid on all wood goods 
brought into the republic. On timber in 
the round, 60 centimeters and upwards in 
circumference, measured at the butt, the 
duties will range from 75 centimes to 1 
franc per 100 kilos. On planks and 
boards, or hewn and sawn timber of a 
greater thickness than 35 millimeters, the 
dues range from 1 franc 75 cent, to 1 
franc 25 cent. Sawn wood of smaller 
dimensions will have to pay from 3 to 2 
francs. Between now and the imposition 
of the dues, there should be a brisk de­
mand from France for all descriptions of 
wood goods, as the duties saved will 
represent a very handsome profit.

These returns will not be a subject out 
of which Mr. Phinney or his sympathisers 
can gather much of either congratulation 
or credit. Majorities have, for a good 
many years, been narrow in Kent. This 
election has brought about a change іц 
that respect. In the election of 1890 the 
greatest disparity of ballots was between 
Mr. Phinney and his colleague, Mr. 
Gogain—the same gentleman who had 
the doubtful advantage of Mr. Phinney’s 
assistance in Tuesday’s election. Mr. 
Phinney, on that occasion, received 1518 
votes, while he left Mr. Gogain with only 
1203. He declares, to this day—and*he 
always tells people he wants to be candid 
—that he did all he could for Gogain, but 
many of Gogain’s friends know that Mr. 
Phinney and his friends, in parishes 
where he was strong, simply left Gogain 
to look out for himself. On the other 
hand, Messrs. LeBlanc and Mclnerney, 
who ran together against Messrs. Phin­
ney and Gogain, polled 1465 and 1346, 
votes, respectively. Phinney’s majority 
over his friend Gogain, on that occasion, 
was, therefore, 315, while it was only 53 
over LeBlanc and 172 over Mclnerney. 
Mr. Phinney has, therefore, on the pres-, 
ent occasion, thrown all his former ex­
ploits and all former experiences of his 
friends into the shade, by helping his 
friend Gogain to a defeat by no less than 
797 votes, 
of the danger of getting under Mr. Phin­
ney’s wing, but he went blindly on, and 
suffered accordingly. As to Mr. Phinney, 
he is what is known as a “dead duck” in 
politics, and may, therefore, be dropped 
out of sight. Mr. Gogain, however, 
ought not to be entirely condemned, for 
he may yet redeem himself. Acting 
under bad advice, he was led to sacrifice 
himself in the general election as a make­
weight for the convenience and advantage 
of a less honest man, who stepped up to 
the head of the poll with the aid of 
Gogain votes. The effect of Mr. Gogain’s 
first mistake was to provide Kent with a 
useless representative and that of his sec­
ond, to sustain a greater defeat, personal­
ly, than any Kent candidate ever beforb 
received in its political history.

Tho Seat Election.
Tuesday was polling day in Kent 

County and there is, doubtless, a feel­
ing of great satisfaction everywhere 
over the fact that the people of that 
Sue County have proved themselves to 
be in touch with the public sentiment 
of the province in reference to the two 
parties in New Brunswick local poli­
tics. Jttdging from the eflbi ts of the 
Opposition leaders, it may be assumed 
that they believed a victory for their 
side would have a great effect upon 
their fortunes for the future, for we do 
not remember any election in the prov­
ince in which so many prominent men 
of the opposition took so active a part. 
It is worthy of note that Kent had 
Messrs. Hanington, Powell and Melan- 
aon of Westmorland; Stockton, Al- 
ward and McKeown of St. John and 
Atkinson, of Carleton, who were as­
sisted by Mr. Phinney, M. P. P., and 
other opposition men comprising, in 
reality, all the speaking talent on that 
side of the House. It is said that Mr. 
Phinney gave them to understand that 
his constituents were simple-minded 
folk, who would believe almost any­
thing that was told them and hence the 
movement of the opposition host upon 
the County, in order that every parish 
might hear their story.

There was, therefore, a deliberate 
plan on the part of leader Hanington 
and his friends to poison the minds of 
the electors of Kent, and it became 
necessary for the government to ad­
minister the antidote. The eight Op­
position members in the field were met 
by five on the Government side, viz., 
Messrs. Blair, Tweedie, LaBillois, Mc­
Queen and Wilson. These thirteen 
members of the Government and Legis­
lature were ably assisted, on their re­
spective sides, by local men and the 
contest was, therefore, keenly fought. 
It is well known thit the situation, at 
the opening of the campaign, was 
favorable to the opposition, for Mr. 
Phinney and his friends had made some 
outrageous statements respecting Mr. 
Blair and his administration of pro­
vincial affairs, besides which they had 
first silenced ami, afterwards, secured 
the sympathy of the only local pa|>er 
published in the county, while they 
had the advantage of the outspoken 
support of the leading French paper of 
the province, which is published in the 
adjoining county of Westmorland on 
the south, and of two of the three 
papers published in this county, which 
adjoins Kent on the north,—so that 
when Premier Blair went, personally, 
into the contest, it was with an out­
look that might well have discouraged 
a man less able and having less faith in 
the integrity of his government's po­
sition.

The electors of Kent are not, how­
ever, different from ether men, and 
when they saw nearly the whole de­
bating forces of the Provincial Assein. 
hly amongst them, they discreetly de­
cided tl hear what they all had to say 
and to vote accordingly.

The decision of the electors of Kent 
is not so ranch a defeat for Mr. Gogain 
or a victory for Mr. Legere as it is the 
vindication and triumph of a deserving 
administration over a baud of disap­
pointed politicians, who have neither a 
policy that will satisfy the public, nor 
any bond of union that fair-minded 
men can respect, It cannot tie claimed 
that the victory of the government is 
based on anything but its merits, for it 
would be a poor compliment to the 
eight oppositionists in the fight if the 
paople were not properly informed on 
all phases of the public questions in­
volved, so far as those doughty de­
baters were capable of presenting 
them. No, these hard-working gentle­
men had all the advantages that the 
proclamation of their charges in scores 
of public trails and back-settlement 
school houses could give them—free 
from the restrictions of parliamentary 
rules and unrestrained, in many cases, 
by the slightest regard for the facts,— 
but their presentation of their case was 
met by the straightforward and manly 
record of Mr. Blair and his 
sociates, who told the truth as 
honest administrators responsible to 
the people,and not to a little band of am­
bitious gentlemen, nearly all of whom 
had supported them until they thought 
they saw an opportunity to secure their 
offices for themselves.

A World’s Fair big tree committee hae 
been scouring the woods of Puget Sound, 
region of Washington, for monstrous 
growths, the Northern Pacific having of­
fered to haul to Chicago the largest stick 
of timber that can be found in the State. 
Tho committee has measured a good 
many firs ; some standing in a bunch were 
10, 11 and 14£ feet in diameter, six feet 
from the ground, and 200 feet to the first 
limb. Those of another group were not 
over nine feet in diameter, but 350 to 400 
feet high. A single tree of similar dia­
meter is said to be 200 feet to the first 
limb. On the nerth fork of the Nook- 
sack, is a perfect spruce, said to measure 
14 feet in diameter, and on the south fork 
there is a cedar tree, blackened by fire, 
that is 21 feet in diameter. The same 
journal furnishes its readers with an illus­
tration of a pine stump 10 feet high and 
25 feet diameter, on which are standing 
and seated 78 persons.—Canada Lumber­
man.

There docs, however, seem to he a danger 
that the proportion of persons in the 
try who shun the insidious destroyer is not 
so large. The p*6t month was the first 
month since the abrogation of the Canada 
Temperance Act in which the arrests for 
drunkeness were decidedly more numerous 
than before; and we note that of the thirty- 
eight convictions made in the past thirty- 
bue days, eighteen of those were country­
men. This is a bad showing. It seems to 
bear out the statement th.it ‘freo rum’ in 
the town tends to debauch the country."

As tho rest of the island is still under 
the Scott Act it looks as though restraint 
and not freedom was provocative of 
drunkenness.

As may well be imagined, the immense 

number of spools used and thrown away 
every year requires that the business of mak­
ing them should be conducted on a large 
scale, and with facilities for rapid produc­
tion. Birch wood is preferred. The wood 
is first tawed into sticks of four or five feet 
long and seven eights of an inch to three 
iochea square according to the size of the 
spool t> lie produced. These sticks are 
thoroughly seasoned. They are sawed into 
short blocks and dried in a hot air kiln. At 
the time they are sawed, holes are bored 
perpendicularly through each block which 
is set on end under a rapidly revolving, 
long shanked auger. Next, one whirl of 
each little block against some little knives 
that are turning at lightning speed, fashions 
it into a spool according to the pattern 
desired, and that, too, at the rate of one 
second for each set of knives. A row of 
small boys feed the spool making machines 
by simply placing the blocks in a spout, 
selecting the best and throwing out the 
knotty and defective stock. Tha machine 
is automatic but there are some things which 
it cannot do, hence the employment of the 
small boys above mentioned. After the 
spools are turned they are placed in a large 
drum and revolved rapidly until they have

Henry Benson, of Hayen Hill, Lassen 
County, Cal , has in his possession a speci­
men of petrified salmon. The forme; fleshy 
parts resembled crystallized and variegated 
quartz, retaining in part the yellowish color 
of the salmon, and what was formerly the 
skin is now a sort of porcelain as hard as 
pure white flint. The texture of the entire 
specimen is that of the hardest quartz. It 
was found on a hillside about 1,500 feet 
altitude from the floor of “Big Valley,” and 
was evidently petrified at the point where 
bund. This would indicate that the salmon 
formerly inhabited the ancient rivers, the 
beds of which now form part of the strata 
of the Sierra Nevada mountains, and in 
which ancient channels now lie the rich de­
posits of California’s gold.

These ancient river beds, as is well-known 
are found at various heights above the sea 
level, and in some places but a few hundred 
feet befdw the crests of the highest ranges, 
and perhaps hundreds of feet below the 
present formation of the surface of the earth, 
and running entirely independent of any 
present formation. To determine with cer­
tainty that this salmon inhabited these 
ancient rivers would be an interesting fact, 
as it would fix at a much later date than is 
now generally supposed, the geolog'cai 
period when, by mighty upheavals, these 
old river courses were changed and obliter­
ated from the face of the earth, and gigantic 
mountaios formed in their stead.—St. Louiw 
Republ'c.

RATES OF PASSAGE.

Tho Dardanelles-
tion to vlsitois 

m. to 5 p. m.Constantinople, Sept. 14 —A detach­
ment of blue jackets and marines from a 
British ironclad accompanied by a battery of 
light fi rid pieces and several galling guns 
were landed yesterday morning at Sign, on 
the island of Mitylene, formally occupying 
that place in the name of the Queen of Eng­
land. There is a good harbor at Sigri, and 
it із supposed the British intend to fortify 
the island and make it a coaliug station and 
rendezvous for British Moditereaneau fleet. 
Sigri is sixty miles from the mouth of the 
Dardanelles.

Under ordinary circumstances little 
credence would have been placed in this 
rumor, but coupled with the story circulated 
on Saturday that Great Britain, in view of 
Russia’s practical coercion of Turkey in re­
gard to the pass tgo through Dardanelles of 
vessels belonging to her armed fleet to oc­
cupy Island of Ti-nedos, more serious atten­
tion is paid to this despatch.

Budapest», Sept. 14.—The Pesther Lloyd 
to-day says Austria-Hungary’s iu tercets in 
Dardanelles is greater than E igland’s and 
asks: “Can Austria look on with com­
placency while Russia finding herself barred 
from expanding through Bulgaria, advances 
by a shorter route to the goal she has in 
view —the seizure of Constantinople? The 
powers ought not hesitate to check Russia. 
Does Berlin,?*’

London, Sept. 14 —As soon as the report 
of the occupation of Mitylene by the British 
force was received here there was consider­
able excitement. Up to this hour (5.30 p. 
m.) there has baen no official utterance upon 
the subject.

Reporters and correspondents by the score 
have called at the foreign office and at ad­
miralty, but the officials on duty there de­
cline to confirm the report that Great Britain 
had taken action in the Dardanelles ques­
tion.

News of a sad accident near Bartibog 
Station on the I. C. R. reached here on 
Thursday last. The following account of it 
is from the Moncton Transcript, of Friday:—

News of a very sad accident in which a 
young man of Moncton lost his life, reached 
this city last night shortly before seven 
o'clock, and spread rapidly about the 
streets. A great deal of regret was ex­
pressed and sympathy for the relatives and 
friends most nearly affected.

It appears that yesterday morning three 
yonng men, George Sleeves, Howard Baud 
and Alex. Baiser of the I. C. R. shops went 
north to Bartibogue, 20 miles beyond New­
castle for a day’s outing. They took gone 
with them. It is said that the three having 
walked about for some time decided to re­
turn and started to run for the station to 
catch a train. Failing in this they sat down 
on the side of a bank so that their heads and 
shoulders were above the level of the top of 
the bank where they had rested their guns. 
After eating a lunch, they decided td move 
on and Baiser reached out hie arm so that it 
was parallel with his chest, and drew his gun 
towards him. It is supposed that the ham­
mer caught and lifting up, snapped back 
again discharging the gun, the whole con- 
of which entered his right arm about two 
inches below the shoulder on the front of 
the arm and penetrated into his chest, tear­
ing hie chest internally. There was no mark 
on the outside of the body, except that on 
the shoulder where the Icbd, said to be shot, 
entered. The yonng man only lived about 
ten minutes after the accident and only 
spoke once, saying “Oh, my God, my God, 
save me. ”

The body was conveyed to the station and 
and this morning waa brought to Moncton 
by the Quebec express, the train on which 
he had gone up on the day before for his 
day’s pleasure.

Baiser was well known in Moncton ; he 
was about 22 years of age and had previously 
been employed in Lea’s mill as fireman and 
after that in the I. C. R works. He 
member of No. 2 Company, 74'h Battalion 
and was counted a good shot. He took a 
great interest in athletics and was very pro­
ficient in all manly sports. He was married 
only a few months ago. The news of tho 
sad accident has prostrated hie wife, who is 
now in a critical condition. The funeral 
will take place to morrow afternoon. No in­
quest was held, it not being considered 
necessary.

Peary, the Explorer Writes to his

Portland, Me., Sept. 9. —The Portland 
Press publishes the following letter, which 
has just been received by Mrs. Peary from 
her son, tho Artie exp'orer, some personal 
matters being omitted:

McCormick Bay, Greenland, ) 
July 30, 1891. і

Dear Mother: Here I am, ashore in 
Greenland again, seated in my little tent, 
overlooking the bay and superintending the 
construction of our home. I wish you could 
view the scene. The water of the bay be­
fore me is smooth as glass. Cakes of ice and 
icebergs dot the surface, and across the bay 
rise grand cliffs and mountains, brown or 
black or purple with the varying lights and 
shadows. Above some of them can be seen 
the ice cap, smooth and tvhita as polished 
marble, and deep gorges and valleys between 
them, purple with warm shadows.

The site of the house is on a mound be­
tween two little streams, 100 feet from the 
beach. The earth of the mound seems dark 
and rich, almost as good as the soil at home; 
and all aronnd the site of the house the 
ground is covered with yellow poppies.

Reindeer, fox and rabbit tracks are 
numerous everywhere on the shore, and one 
cannot go any distance from the shore up 
any of the valleys without seeing one, two 
or three deer.

Last night a drove of white whales spurt­
ed and grunted in the water close to the 
beach in front of the tent for more than two 
hours, and every now and then a seal or a 
walrus poked his head out of the water and 
looked at us. 
aggeration to say that they are here in mil­
lions. I never saw anything like it before.

Across the sound is a settlement of natives 
and on Herbert Island, a few miles from us, 
is a settlement of nine or ten large houses, 
some of them double, from which the in­
habitants arc temporarily absent on a sum­
mer hunting excursion.

Everywhere that we have lauded traces 
of natives, in the shape of baited fox traps 
and seal and narwhal buried underneath 
piles of stones have been found and there is 
every indication that we are in a region of 
abundance.

Some of the academy party have already 
been upon the inland ice, and they find my 
most sanguine expectations and prophecies 
fully realized. Not a crevice or gully, or 
glacier river to interrupt progress; only a 
smooth, gently rolling marble surface, 
stretching away to the interior. I long for 
the time when I shall be stretching o ut 
across it on my way to the northern ter­
minus.

Jo’s (Mrs. Peary) enthusiasm only leads 
her to more activity than I would wish. 
She is busy all the time.

As to my party, I am very well pleased 
with it, and feel very much confidence in 
the members. They are all gentlemen, as 
far as I can discover. Dr. Cook I feel very 
much confidence in. He is undoubtedly
