Sxteaordinary resul s have heen re-
ported from trials of a n:w atone.cu ting
material ¢ llad  “Keushire.” The sub-
ebance coustses of ting wetal 8hot, ranging
from mere powsder o clover-seed 823,
which have been cl.i'led to intinse ha:d-
ness—but without pr ducing brittleness.
The matarial is substituted for sand—
requiring no change of machinery—for
sawing granite and other stone, and is
said to ba capatle of deing the work of
diamond saws at a tenth of the expense.
It is aleo effactively nsed in sand-blast
apparatus, and in place of diamond drills
for boring and drilling. A ton of it has
been found to equal 300 Lons of sand for
sawing and pohshing. It does its work
by crushing projecting parts over which
it rolls, and it does not—like sand,
emery or corundum—become partially
A
great reduction in labor and driving
power, as well as in wear and tear, is
claimed.

In the literature accessible, Maiselis last
year found recorded 505 cases of second

of cholera—wero discovered. S:rernberg
in a recent paper to the Binlugical Society
of Washingion, noted that while the pre-
tection afferded by a single attack
againet a second is in a considerable num-
ber of infectious diseases generslly per-
manent, it isin other diseases more or
less temporary, and it varies not enly
with the disease but with the individual ;
the family, and the race. In some dis-
eases—such us pneumonia, ivfluenzi and
asiatic cholera—it is difficult to deter-
mine from clinical experience whether a
first attack exerts any protection, but
experiments on the lower animals make
it probable that a vertain degres of im-
munity is afforded in all infections due to
bacterial parasites. In the malarial fevers
which are due to a parasite of & different
class, a first attack, oun the contrary,
rather predisposes to a subsequent one.
The principel factor in the production
of acquired immunity is new believed to
be the introduction into the blood of
sorme substance capable of neutralizing
the toxic products of the paiticular pa-
thogenic organism to be resisted, or des-

troying the germ itseli. Our knowledge of

the antitoxins—-which do mot as a rule
have a germicidal action, and otherwise
differ from the alexins, to which nataral
immunity is ascribed—dates from 1890,
when it was discovered that the blood of
an snimal immune from anthrax contains
some substance neutrsl.z'ng the anthrax
bacillus, and that the pathogenic pewer of
virulent bacilli of diphtheria’ aunl tetanus
may be similarly neutralized by the blood
of animals immuue from these diseases.
Since then the cxistenca of other anii-
toxins—such as those of tuberculosis,

rabies, typhoid fever, and boils—has been"

demonstrated. In 1891 Ehrlich experi-
mented with powerfal tcxalbumins—
vegétatle poisons ditfering from those of
bacteria—and found that by subcutaneous
injections  of dilate solutivns ‘animals
could be made to bear a duse of 200 or
300 times that ordinarily fatal, immaunity
azainst one poison, however, haviug no
effect against another of thie same class.
1t/ was also proven in 1887 'and confirmed
in 1894 that animals may acquire a cer-

‘tain immunity from snake venum.

Manitoba—The School Question.

Winaipeg, March 28.—No amendment
was offered by the Opposition  this afrer=
ooon in the Legisiatare on the schooi
question, and after Lieut-Governdr Schaltz
had given royal assent to & number of bills
passed, the House adjourned till May 9,
when Premier Greenway will annsunce the
Government’s reply to the remedial order
from Ottawa. Members of the Opposition
all agreed with the Premier that adjourn-
ment wWas the wisest course to take at chis
critical period,

A local Cabinet Minister, in an interview
with a reporter, denies the statement of the
Opposition that the supporters of the Gov-
ernmeant are divided as to the line of action
to be adopted io respeet to. the remedial
order. The assertion is repeated, however,
by the Oppositioa organ that there 18 a
diversity ot opinion. It says:— “There are
supporters of ‘the Guverament who even
urge the restoration of Separats Scboo.l
Attorney-General . Sifton, declared /in “the’
Heuse, not m:ny weeks ago, that the Govs
ernment intend to ‘stand by the sct of 1890,
and its amendmeants, while to day Premier
Greeaway asks the Hotae towd)ourn that
the question may idered,, pnobo-uy
acknowmledging that he dlngreu with ' the
opinivn of his colleague and contemplates
aciion on the remedial orffer.’ Sapporters of
the Government have  opedly sdvocated
secularization of the schodis, while others
have as ttreumuny urgéd modifieation of the
presant law.” Iu reply to‘this the Ministers
say there are no differences of opinion
among the memhers on the Governmoat side
of the House as to what course should . be
pursued by the government.'  The session
has heen so taken up with legislation before
tha House, with reuemng delogationa to the
Government and committees that it has boen
impossible o give the issues favolved in
this remedial order the attention that their
importance demands. Daring the recess,
the Government will be ina position ¢ go
carefully into the questiom, sad when the
House reassembles will be ready to submis
their viaws'to the members  Again, the
order appeirs to saggest that if the Demin-
ion Parliament should emact legislation
taking control of the school systsm of this
Province there is no power, evea withia thke
Dominion Parliameut, to amend or repeal an
act so passed. Until the arrival of the
remedial order that aspect of the situation
had not been oonuderer by the Goverament;
thersfore, with such a grave constitutional
question involved, it would not be advisable
to proceed with the matter hastiiy.

lottery, which kept the people impoverish-
ed for a quarter of a century. Creoles are,
naturally, gamblers. Speculation-in cot-
ton and bonds was too slow for\ them.
They must have a lottery, and the coun-
try witnessed the strange travesty upon
law of a state, by its constitution, logaliz-
ing and protecting a moral-wrong. 1
am told, on very good authority, that
the lottery realized, &s profits, ‘from
fifteen to -twenty millions of dollars a
year, on the monthly drawings, and from
h d to ten d dollars daily

+h

thirds of the tickets ih the -monthly
drawings were sold out of this state, but
the daily drawings were local, and the
.octopus ‘took from the people this vast’
amount of money, daily, for a qunrter of
a century; also including ' about: one-
third of the receipts of tickets sold in the
monthly drawings. A little figuring
will show the amount of mnioney these
poople have poured into the coffersofa
few men. It is no wonder that such pov-
erty has existed among the masees, that
the majority do not pay their taxes, that
the public school fund is always short,
and that the streets are umpaved. The
lottery has been virtually dead for a few
years, but really, it is only scotched, and,
1ike the fabled snake, when you cut its
body in twain, it unites and comes to
life. Tickets are sold at the cigar stands
and in the barber shops in the “Americen
district,’”’ and in the ‘‘canteens’’ and ro-
staurants, or ‘‘pensions,”’ in the French
quarier. Of course, a man must first be
‘“{dentifiéd,’’ as it is now 'unlawful,

While in one of the ‘‘pensions’’ of the
French guarter, I overheard a shabby-
genteel creole, perhaps a descendant of
one'of the emigres, speak of his luck at
the recent drawing. I believed this to be
a focler. ‘‘But I drew him into conversa-
fion, and he offered to prooure for me not
only a ticket in the concern that was re-
cently driven from this state, but one also
in ‘many of the numerous foreign lot-
teries. So it will be seen that the vice
still flourishes, notwithstanding that the
twining. tentacles of the ootopus have
held them in poverty for a quarter of a
century. This descending descendant of a
proud family, himselt too préud to work;
makes a small commission upon each
ticket he sells, and thus manages to make
a cheap living, at the daily risk of the
jail. . There are many of this class ih the
city—wrecks of a better life, and of better
days. . It was the vice of gambling that
mado them what they are, and now they,
live by tempting and aiding others to fol.
Jow their downward ,  Creoles are
‘‘born gamblers;'’ that is, gambling is
with them an inherent mania, and has
existed in some form among them from
the foundation of the ocity, and their
speculation -in John Law's ‘‘bubble’
boom: bonds, to the days of the lottery
when tickets were in nearly every show
window, cried out upon the strect by ped-
dlers, and sold at the market stanrfns’ with
the vegetables and the fish.

That the common belief among builders
that it is betfer practice to mix lime .
mortar and let it lie in a heap some days .
