Horror and Suffering.

‘Warroad, Minn,, Oct. 10-—Tatest re-
ports of the forest fires in the Rainy
River region in Minnesota increase
the horrors of the situation, if not the
number of lives lost. The estimated
number of persons killed range from
75 to 400, Several conservative men
of business and authority, place the
deaths at more than 100. But the
greater concern for the present is the
rescue of the helpless and the rellef
of thousands of homeless men, women
and children, i

Stories of wild animals fleeing for
safety side by side with human be-
ings, their natural hostility and fear
of man overcome by terror, came in
today, showing the stress of the situ-
ation. Tales also came of mothers
burned to death with their babies on
their breasts and men calcined while
endeavoring to shield their children,

Engineer's Graphic Story.

“It's hell down there,” said Engin-
eer Smith, of the Duluth express to-
day, when a reporter swung into the
cab after the train passed the fire
zone, His train tcok many refugees
from the scene of the conflagration
to Winnipeg. “If the fire keeps on the
way it is going, there will be mighty

little left of the population of that part |

of Minnesota,” he added. “The flames
have quieted down a little, but it only
needs a little puff of wind and they
will etart up again as bad as ever.
There is only one good thing, it can-
not come near one of the railroad
lines again for all the timber is burn-

led away. Formerly around Beau-
{dette and Spocner there were large
Etravts of bushes, it 1s as level as the
prairie. All the charred tree trunks
| along the tracks are lying away from
{the direction the wind was blowing.

5 LD TIP
OF SMALLPOX

Peter Louis, an Indian, Has
Been Detained in a Car at
Hilisboro Station— Remov-
ed to Isolated Spot.

Albert, A. Co., Oct. 10.—Dr. F. C.
Murray, chairman of the Board of
Health, went to Hillsboro today and
made a careful examination of the
Indian supposed to be suffering from
smallpox. The doctor told The Stan-
dard correspondent today that the dis-
ease was smallpox but of a very mild
type. Since Thursday last the Indian
has been confined in a box car within
fifty feet of the railway station at
Hillsboro.

Geneéral complaint was made that
the publi¢ was likely to be affected by
the disease and the Board of Health
today had the car with the patient re-
moved to Gray Island siding, about
one mile from Hillshoro and a guard
and attendant left In'charge.

Dr. Murray will go to Alma tomor-
row to take all precaution against the
spread of the disease in that direction.
The Indian whose name is Peter Lou-
is, came over from Dorchesteér about
ten days ago and went to Alma to as-
sist in loading a steamer there, He
was taken ill on beard of the steamer
after having worked less than two
days among the longshoremen and
crew. Finding himself ill he started
for home, stopping the first night, it 1s
alleged in a house at Alma. The sec-
ond night he reached Riverside and
found lodging in an old shack. He
boarded the train at Daniel’s station,
about five miles from Riyerside, and
the conductor of the train fearing
that all was not right, ¢alled the doc-
tor in at Hillsboro and the car was
side tracked.

A quiet wedding took place this
morning at 8 o'clock at residence of
Clifford C. West, of Hopewell Hill,
when his eldest sister, Miss Edna M.
West, was united in marriage to Cap-
tain Alden H. Peck of Hopewell. The
ceremony was performed by Rev. R.
J. Colpitts of Dawson, Alberf Co. The
newly married couple left on this
morning's train for New York on their
wedding trip.

REVLT OF
PRISDNERS

Six Officers Killed and Many
Convicts Escape in Uprising
in-Venezuelan Fortress
Has Political Significance.

—

Willemstead, Island of Curacoa, Oct.
10.—Captain Johanson, of the steam-
ship Merida, who brought the first
news of the revolt of prisoners at the
San Carlos fortress on Lake Mara-
caibe, Venezuela, gave further details
today of what the crew ‘witnessed.

According to reports which he gath-
ered six officers were killed, but Gen-
eral Prattoe Gomez, a brother of Pres-
ident Gomez, and warden of the pris-
on, escaped by assuming a disguise
The soldiers’ barracks and the gener-
al's quarters were burned and 200
prisoners, some of whom had been in-
carcerated because of their allegiance
to the lost cause of former President
Castro escaped. These are reported
to be wandering about the northern
part of the republic, and there are
many unconfirmed rumors concerning
their whereabouts and intentions to-
wards the government,

The Merida arrived off Carlos Is-
land, twenty miles below Maracaibe,
at sevew o'clock on the morning of
October 7 and found a fire raging on
the Island and the flag over the fort-
ress at half mast, The Captain sent
the purser in a small boat with the
usual passport to be signed by the
general commanding the fortress and
to drop the gulf pilot. As the small
boat neared the shore six armed men
waded out and pushed the boat back
into desp water and scrambled aboard.
They asked to be taken on board the
Merida, saying, that they were escap-
ed prisoners, the men confined in pris-
on having arisen, overpowered the
officers and taken possession.

At the same time heavy firing was
heard and from the steamship men
could be seen fighting outside the
fortress. Capt, Johanson refused to
permit the escaped men to board the
Merida but put them on a pilot boat
which subsequently sailed down the
bay. The purser had promised to re-
turn to the fort with the pilot boat,
but the men would not let him do so.

The Merida then proceeded to Mar-
acalbo carrying there apparently the
first news of the revolt, Troops were
hastily embarked upon a schooner
and & new commander for the fort-
ress entered a sloop and the two ves-
sels salled for San Carlos later that
same afternocn. Later in.the day
Capt, Johanson was notified that the
government was in possession of the
fortress and he was given permission
to proceed, The Merida returned to
San Carlos arriving there at seven
o'clock Saturday morning, The ruins
were still smoking, but all was quiet.
A white flag was flying but there
was no sign of the troops.

It is believed here that it was the
intention of the revolters to geize the
Merida and escape by her. This plan
was thwarted by Capt. Johanson’s re-
fusal to allow the armed party to
come aboard,

KING EDWARD'S HORSE.

In a recent issue of the London Daily Mail, overseas
edition, extended reference is made to the regiment for-
merly known as the King's Colonials, and now as King
Edward’s Horse. It is the only imperial regiment in
existence. The history and standing of the regiment,
Which was organized in England shortly after the South
African war, to commemorate the services of the Do-
minfons, are of interest in this province from the fact that
the Canadian regiment to which it has been allled since
the last colonial conference, is the Sth Princess Louise
New Brunswick Hussars. In Australia it is allied to the
first nine and to the 18th regiments of Light Horse and in
Africa to the Cape Light Horse. The regiment is re.
cruited entirely from young men whose parents must be
resident or have bten born in overseas Dominions or
¢rown colonies, and the recruit himself must also have
been born under the British flag or have a resident quali-
fication of five years,

As the Mail points out this regiment, which has its
headquarters in London, is a living symbol of the spirit
of fmperial unity. The objects in view may be briefly
stated: “To link together the local forces of the Empire
under the conception of a common duty to serve that
Empire; as a means to the above end to bring together
In its ranks young colonials from all the states, tempor-
arily resident in Great Britain, under the above-mention-
ed liability, to serve wherever the defence of the Empire
may require them (the territorial forces are for the
defence of the British isles): to glve such an efficient
elementary military education to young colonials tempor-

forces; to create in this regiment, representing all the
local forces of the Empire, a visible symbol of the Em-
pire’s unity for purposes of mutual defence; to form a
rendezvous for all duly accredited members of colonial
local forees visiting the mother country

As the regiment is recruited from overseas sources it
has detachments in other centres in fngland where young
men from the Dominions are mostly found-—London and
Liverpool—while there are detachments at Oxford and
Cambridge which include a number of Rhodes scholars.
The roll includes officers, non-commissioned officers and
troopers not only from India, Canada, Australia, New Zea-
land and South.Africa, but also from Jamaica, Barbados,
Trinidad, Bermuda, Bahamas, Mauritius, Burma, Ceylon,
Hong-kong, Uganda, Tasmania, the Straits Settlements,
and British Guiana

The enlistment is for four years, but this can be cur-
tailed at the discretion of the commanding officer in the
event of the man 1 rning home for good. All the mem-
bers are under a liability to serve, if ordered, with the
regiment as a whole, anywhere in the world in case of a
national emergency. Uniforms, arms, horses, saddlery

Lieut. Colonel H. Fortescue, for many years command-
er of the 17th Lancers, is the commanding officer. In an
interview in the Mail he gives details of a proposed trans-
fer system between the allied regiments. “We hope,” he
says, “eventually to organize a system of transfer be-
tween these allied regiments whereby, for instance, if a
man left King Edward's Horse to return to Australia he
would be enabled, ipso facto, to join one of our allied
regiments there. This as yet is a plous and sentimental

A. E. G. MacKenzie, treasurer of the
Campbellton Relief Committee, was
in the city yesterday. Speaking of
conditions in the town, he said that
the committee did not anticipate any
very serious difficulties in providing
for the relief of the people of the
stricken town during the winter.
Some of the p:ople were still living
in tents, but they hoped to be able to
house the whole population before
many days.

“The committee,” he said, “is rush-
ing the construction of thirty houses,
and has distributed about $§40,000
worth of lumber among the people to
enable them to build houses on their
own account. At the present time
there is work for everybody that wants
it, and we have quite a number of
tradesmen from other places employ-
ed in construction work. The L C. R.
is building a round house and making
a record job of it.

“Some of the business nfen are re-
building, but not as many as we would
like to see manifesting their faith in
the future of the town. Most of them
will build next spring though,

“Of course when cold weather sets
in there won't be any work to speak
of going on in the town. But the men
will be able to get work in the lumber
woods, and we do not anticipate much
distress.. The lumber companies are
now offering $30 a month for men to
work in the woods, and it is hard to
get men at that figure.

“No word has been received from
the Federal Government in regard to
the proposal that it should assume
portion of the burden of the bonded
indebtedness of the town, but we hope
it will agree to do so before long.”
