ERROR IN JUDGMENT
AND NOT INTENTION.

Smith’s Palls, Ont., Feb. 17.—En­
gineer Robert Grant of Montreal was 
instantly killed, Fireman Ernest An­
derson of Smith’s Falls, sustained a 
fracture of the leg, and nearly a dozen 
others were slightly Injured In a wreck 
on the C. P. R. between Mountain and 
Inkerman about 1.30 o’clock this after­
noon.

The Montreal-Toronto flyer, running 
at a speed of forty miles an hour, 
struck a broken rail, the engine being 
ditched and the entire train left the 
track. Engineer Grant was buried be­
neath the locomotive and his fireman 
was hurled some distance into an ad­
joining field.

The escape from death of many of 
the other passengers and train 
is considered miraculous, as two of 
the coaches were badly smashed by 
coming in contact with the overturned 
engine. There were, however, not 
more than fifty passengers on the train 
and comparatively few In the oars 
which bore the brunt of the iihock.

Cars Left Track.
The train was a heavy one, consist­

ing of the baggage, mail and express 
cars, six day coaches, two Pullmans 
and diner. Had not the engine overw 
turned it is probable that no great 
damage would have occurred. Several 
of the cars ran past the engine safe; 
ly. but. two of the coaches fouled It 
and were wrecked. ...

Quebec. Feb. 17—Through what ap­

pears to have been a blunder, several 
passengers on the Incoming Grand 
Trunk Railway express this morning 
narrowly escaped death by a dyna­
mite explosion at St. Homauld. be­
tween eight and nine o'clock. While 
no fatalities occurred, some of the 
passengers on the first calss car were 
severely cut about their 
bodies and sustained n*v 
through being struck by flying glass, 
rocks, etc.

The G. T. R. express due "at Levis 
at seven a. m. was two hours late this 
motning. Construction work on a 
piece of double track for the I. C. R. 
is under way near St. Romauld, and 
it would appear that a fuse for a dy­
namite blast was lighted by the com 
struction gang just at the time the I. 
C. R. express was nearing St. Rom­
auld. It is said that the gang fore­
man sent a man up the line a short 
distance to flag the train, but latter 
had got too colee to the scene. The 
train was stopped 
scene of operations Just as the blast 
went off. Every window on one side 
of the first class car was shattered 
anfl some of the passengers were 
knocked down by the force of the ex­
plosion and cut about the face and 
obdy by the flight of rock and window 
glass.

Among the passengers injured were 
Mrs. John Parker, inspector of schools 
who was cut about hands and face.

There were twelve or fourteen peo­
ple in the first class coach, and that 
some were not killed was miraculous, 
as this car got the full force of the 
explosion and part of the side of tho 
car was torn out and pieces hurled in 
all directions.

Mean 
while they had been blown In an easV 
erly direction until off Cornfield’s 
Point, near Sayvllle, Conn., and then 
across the Sound in their dory after 
the wind shifted to about off Orient 
Point.

At live o’clock Sunday afternoon C. 
L. I-Atham and other life savers of 
Orient Point saw the dory drifting In­
to the surf. They waded out into the 
waves and.found the small boats pass­
engers famished, exhausted and half 
frozen and making feeble efforts to 
bail-out the water which came aboard 
each time a comber swept over the 
sides.

Wellfleet, Mass., Feb. 17—Four men 
perished when the Italian 
tagna etrudk on the outer bar of Cape 
Cod, a mile and a half south of the 
Cahoon’s Hollow life saving 
today. Seven seamen, all badly 
bitten and nearly unconscious 
exposures, were brought ashore by the 
life savers.

The frozen corpses of Captain Gar- 
va and three sailors were left in the 
rigging, where the men had lashed 
themselves during the hours of dark­
ness, to avoid being carried overboard 
by the seas that swept the decks.

The Castagna, from Montevideo for 
Boston with phosphate rock, «truck 
the bar early today during a blind­
ing snowstorm and sixty mile north­
west gale. The beach patrol sighted 
her at dawn 300 yards off shore with 
the surf breaking over her and threat­
ening to pound her to pieces.

The combined life saving crews 
from the Naseau and Cahoon’s Hol­
low stations set up their beach gun 
and shot three lines across the Cas- 
tagna's deck, but the sailors were so 
benumbed by the cold that they vere 
unable to handle the breeches buoy 
tackle.

The gale had moderated to thirty 
miles an hour, but the surf wts so 
high that the life savers had to wait 
some time before they 
their lifeboat and pu 
wreck against the wind, sea and bit­
ing cold.

Seven men, helpless from exposure 
to the wintry gale, were found on 
board and lashed to the rigging were 
the bodies of Captain Garva and three 
men who had succumbed to ‘he cold. 
The life savers placed the living sea­
men in their boat and rowed back to 
shore. The survivors were carried to 
the Marconi wireless station, where 
medical attention was given them. All

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URRISTERS HOSTS TO red to the lack of minority represen­
tatives in parliament. , Toronto had 
five members, but not one was a labor 
member, representation of political 
thought throughout the country was 
quite as desirable as representation 
of municipalities. Mr. MacLean was 
in favor of a smaller parliament and 
also of smaller provincial legislatures. 
He also suggested a Maritime Union 

I to increase the strength of those prov- 
lnces In the commons.

After the next election there should 
be a constitutional revision to deal 
with questions, mauy of long standing 
that were demanding a settlement.

Hon. G. P. Graham thought there 
was much to be said for representa­
tion of minorities. Proportional repre­
sentation might be tried out in Canada 
without any bad effect, he felt.

As confederation was based upon a 
compromise he would be willing to see 
an arrangement worked out by which 
the smaller provinces would retain 
their representation, 
something wrong with the present 
basis, so far as minorities were con­
cerned. In 1911 there were but 44,491 
mofe Conservative votes than Liberal 
votes, being about the number required 
to elect seven members. Thus If there 
were proportional representation the 
present house would consist of 114 
Conservatives and 107 Liberals. On­
tario would be sending 38 Liberals and 
48 Conservatives.

Mr. Macl.<ean of Prince Edward 
Island said the Island had refused to 
enter confederation unless it were 
granted aix members, and had consid­
ered It would always be entitled to this 
representation when it had done so. 
Only after legislative action had been 
taken had it found Its mistake. He 
thought the redistribution could con­
sider and make recommendations In 
regard to Prince Edward Island.

Mr. Turgeon of Gloucester thought 
that Parliament could not go outside 
the constitution to maintain Prince 
Edward Island's representation. He 
thought Nova Scotia, New Brunswick 
and Prince Edward Island should unite 
into one province—possibly with .New­
foundland added also, and that Prince 
Edward Islafld might then be accorded 
Its preaenrnumber of members. 
Premier Borden spoke at the evening 
sitting, replying briefly to some of the 
points that had ben raised, particu­
larly with reference to Prince Edward 
Island. He moved the adjournment 
of the debate to Thursday next. ( 

Mr. Borden defended his course in 
leaving the settlement of Prince Ed- 
waed Island representation to the 
committee, 
thought, that the situation in that 
province should be carcrtully consider­
ed. If there had been any departure 
from the Confederation compact,' as 
had been charged, it must have been 
under the regime of the present lead­
er of the opposition.

Replying to Mr. E. N. MacDonald’s 
suggestion that the right way to deal 
with Prince Edward Island would be 
to secure an amendment to the B. N. 
A. act, Mr. Borden said that there 
were cases where legislation had been 

the passed by this parliament, subject to 
the ratification of the Imperial parlia­
ment.

Judges must not retire on pension un­
til after 25 years’ service; that they

not changed more thap one-twentieth. 
It might be urged under this head, said 
Mr. Borden, that there be no reduc­
tion in the Maritime Provinces and 
possibly in Ontario but this argument 
was not a valid one. He illustrated 
the working out of the one-twentieth 
clause by a simple arithmetical exam­
ple to show that it would not help out 
the provinces In question.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier, who followed, 
said It might be advisable to lay down 
a principle of redstributlon before sub- 
milling the bill to committee. Parlia­
mentarians, he said, had been puzzled 
by the clause, "by such authority as 
parliament may from time to time de­
vise.”

Many had suggested that parllameut 
should create a body of judges to ad­
just the basis of representation but 
neither party had ever been ready to 
do this.

. et ♦ the forests will not only provide a 
large revenue for public purposes but 
furnish the raw msterlsl of Important 
industries, if properly taken care of.

Them are at present four agencies 
looking after the interests of the Cana­
dian forest», the Crown L*nds Depart­
ment of the various provinces, the 
Dominion Forestry Department, the 
Forestry Committee of the Conserva­
tion Committee, and the Canadian 
Forestry Association, which has about 
three thousand members scattered 
over Canada. The latter is not a gov­
ernment department, but I» favorably 
regarded by all other agencies, as the 
organisation gathers citizens together 
to urge the Importance of forest con­
servation. While the first Industry m 
Canada is that of agriculture, the sec­
ond In point of Importance from a 
commercial view point Is that of foiv 
estry, since the value of the forest 
products in lumber and logs, that is 
the raw materials of many industries, 
was $166.000.000. ' ■

•'What we desire to do, said Mr. 
Lawler, “Is to retain the value of the 
Industry based on the forest, and to 
Improve and extend It Forest pro­
ducts enter into many phases of in­
dustrial life at present, and with prop­
er conservation the yield of our forests 
can be greatly Increased. In Nova 
Scotia It Is estimated that about SO 
per cent, of the land Is fit tor nothing 
else but raising forests; J” °nt“'° 
at least sixty per cent. Is nt ,or ”0,h„ 
lng else but raising forest There 
has been no forest survey of, New 
Brunswick, but probably half the land 
of the province should be devoted to
"speaktngof the results of the work 
of the Forestry Association Mr. Law­
ler laid that the Importance of fire 
prevention and other phases or the 
problem of forest conservation was 
betas better recognised, and ttmt at 
present the federal and provincial gov- 
ernments and railways, as well as 
owners of timber lands, were «Pending 
large sums to protect their holdings. 
At the present time about 2.000 forest­
ers were at work In different parts 
of Canada.

The motto of the foresters la “Give 
ua your useless lands and we will 
make you all rich," said James Law­
ler, secretary of the Canadian Forest­
ry Association, who was In the city 
yesterday. Mr. Lawler la in the Mari­
time Provinces making arrangements 
for the annual convention of the Asso­
ciation, which will be held In Halifax 
some time In August From here Mr. 
Lawler went to Fredericton last even­
ing to interview Col. Loggie and 
officials of the Crown Land Depart­
ment, whom he said have 
great service to the Canadian Forestry 
Association.

The convention at Halifax will be ar­
ranged to deal with the problems of 
forestry in Nova Scotia, where condi­
tions are peculiar. '

In Nova Scotia the problem of re­
production of forests differ wldêly 
from that of other provinces, because 
there 
have
parties, and about fifty per cent, of the 
forest area is hi the possession of 
small holders. The programme of this 
year's convention will deal with the 
various ways of helping and encourag- 
Ingt he small holder to so administer 
his lands as to assure its protection 
from fire, and the proper reproduction 
of timber.

The Canadian Forestry Association 
which held a convention in Frederic­
ton in 1910, Is an independent orga­
nization which exists for the purpose 
of rousing Canadian people to take 
stock of the whole land area of Can­
ada, and to have the land suitable 
for farming brought under the plough 
as soon as possible, and those areas 
fit only for raising forests handled 
in such a manner as to produce the 
most returne from a lumberman’s 
point of view, while conserving them 
In such a way as to assure a continu­
ous crop of timber.

It is estimated that at least fifty 
per cçnt. of habitable Canada is fit 

to grow trees. Canada produces

“The Saint John River, its physical 

features, legends and history,” form­
ed the subject of a very Interesting 
lecture by Rev. W. O. Raymond, L. L. 
D., in the rooms of the Natural His­
tory Society last evening.

In his opening remarks, the speaker 
pointed out the many interesting facta 
regarding the physical features of the 
Saint John River, and In this connec­
tion cited peculiar features which 
made the river rather unique, and ad­
ded to its attractive beauty. For ex­
ample, it was pointed out that it 
drains a larger area than the whole of 
Nova Scotia. It is the largest river 
between the Saint Lawrence and the 
Mississippi. It is without a delta. An- 
olther interesting feature which was 
called to the attention of those pres­
ent is the remarkable depth of this 
body of water. At several places be­
tween the city and Fredrelcton, the 
wtiter reaches a groat depth, and at 
Roar’s Head, the water le deeper than 
at any point in the bay or harbor be­
tween Saint John and Digby. The 
river itself is over four hundred miles 
long and is remarkable in that it 
tlcw« til rough a gorge about four hun­
dred feet in width at Its mouth. Com­
paratively few. if any, rivers of its 
length empty their waters at such a 
narrdw mouth. Other physical fea­
tures also make this river of more 
than ordinary interest.

In outlining his subject, Archdeacon 
Raymond traced the history of the 
river from the time of its discovery to 
the present day. and told Interesting 
stories of Indian life, relating many 
of their legends. A brief sketch of 
the life of the early settlers was also 
giver. The significance of different 
points on the river was interestingly 
told.

The president, W. F. Burdltt, oc­
cupied the chair and, there was a lar­
ge attendance. On concluding his lec­
ture, the speaker was tendered a very 
hearty vote of thahks. moved by Dr. 
Matthews, and seconded by T. H. Eta­
ts brooks
