The Earl of Zetland
,, The venerable Earl of Zetland, whose 

death is announced, was a typically hos­
pitable, sumptuously living, public-spirit­
ed, hunting and racing nobleman, who,:

Lords 
Zetland was principally known to his 
English contemporaries as having been 
for many years Grand Master of the Grand 
Lodge of England, and the grace and 
dignity with which he was accustomed to 
preside on the throne of that august body 
is the topic of many a story among the 
English Masons.

Ont the Brains of a Boy of Nine 
Years—Singular Instance of Here­
ditary Mania.

ExtraStock’s tim was George Shpnpi, a bright-eyed, 
intelligent lad, aged nine years. It ap­
pears the parties reside in Mount Pleas- 
a it township, thirteen miles from 
Greensburg. On Friday last young1 
Shaum was sent by his mother to a groc­
ery a mile distant to purchase some 
medicines and some sugars. He depart­
ed on the errand, and that was the last 
seen of the child alive. The family 
t’lought nothing of his disappearance 
nil til late at night. Not' returning, they 
went,to the neighbors to seek some trace 
of him; but the only word got of him 
Was from one of the neighbor’s boys, who 
said he had seen George on hi» way 
home front store in an altercation 
with Timothy Bacon. On the morn­
ing following two boys who were passing 
through the woods where the lad was last 
seen had their attention drawn to a sin­
gular mound of leaves between the bark 
of "two trees. They went over to it, 
kicked away the leaves and earth, when 
to their horror and amazement they saw 
the dead body of George Shaum. The 
corpse emitted a foul stench which drove 
them back, and when, they gained suffi­
cient nerve to near it again they discover­
ed that the face was black and blue and 
bloody, and presented a most horrible ap­
pearance. Closer examination reVealed 
the fact that the skull was broken in 
several places and the.clothing was rent 
and torn. An • alarm was given, the 
neighbors summoned and the body of the 
boy was removed toJhe house, where the 
grief-stricken family received it,

Steps were at once taken by the neigh­
bors to discover, If possible, the murder­
er. Searching about in the vicinity of 
where the body was first found, Indica­
tions were discovered of where the mur­
derer at first tried to dig a grave in which 
to bury the victim. Near the partially 
made grave was found a package of 
medicine which young Shaum had pur­
chased the day before. Suspicion point­
ed to Timothy Bacon, and the officer 
found him In the barn in the rear of his 
stepfather’s house. He took the arrest 
with perfect indifference, and when ac­
quainted with the Charge upon which he 
had been taken in Custody vchemeht-

MIIRE COLONISTS.

The many finger watchers for the arri­
val of the<Ç*gtalKi have at last been gra­
tified by seeing the fihip steam up the 
harbor, and moor at her wharf. Last 
night the Anchor Line wharf was crowd­
ed with people—there could not have been 
less thanflve hundred persons there—wal t 
ing and watching. All Who could buy, 
borrow or find Scotch caps douucd them 
for the occasion. We heard of one man 
who went into a speculation and bought 
up the caps for the occasion. Many old 
heir-looms that looked as if they might 
have been in the Cimily forscores of years, 
were rooted out of the garrets and dusted 
up and worn. “ Watch, for yon do not 
know the hour when she will arrive,” 
seemed to be the word, and not until a 
little before ten did the greater portion 
separate and go their way.

4talf past one this morning the steamer 
arrived and dropped anchor near Part­
ridge Island.

Between 
eight and nine this morning the steamer 
came up.

His grandfather was 
convicted of murder in the first degree 
and suffered the penalty, apd bis own 
father became crazed with religions fana- 

sm and cut his throat. The funeral of 
young Shaum took place to-day, and the 
sad manner of his death

PARLIAMENT OF CANADA,

Special Telegram to the Tribune.
A Canadian Lloyds—Pilotage—Regis- 

tration of Ships—Desertion of 
Sailors—A New Riot Act—Liquor 
Prohibition.

Ottawa, May 9.
Yesterday Mr. Killam asked if any pro-_, 

test had been made against Plimsoll’s 
unfair bill. .

The Minister of Marine replied that 
the Government had asked Her Majesty’s 
ministers to delay legislation respecting 
Canadian ships, or to exempt Canadian 
ships from the operation of thè law. 
Since the delegates from the St. John 
Board of Trade arrived, the Government 
had sent a despatch through the cable 
representing the view taken of the Film- 
soil bill in Canada. He did not believe 
that bill would pass. He Intended to inj 
troducc a bill establishing a Canadian 
Lloyds with the same powers that are en­
joyed by English Lloyds, to which Her 
Majesty’s assent would be asked.

Dr. Tapper’s gas bill and the bill to 
amend the General Railway Act passed 
the third reading.

The Pilotage Bill was taken up, and 
Mr. Young advocated competition in lien 
of the share-and share-alike plan.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell said his bill was a 
compromise between the two systems.

After a long discussion the bill was 
agreed to in committee.

Several amendments made to bills by 
the Senate were agreed to.

The House went into committee on 
Hon. Mr. Mitchell’s bill relating to the 
registration of shipping. He explained 
that the bill would enable shipbuilders to 
obtain money for the completion of their 
ships by mortgaging them, and the mort­
gages must be registered.

Mr. Anglin pointed ont the complica­
tions which might arise from the bill.

Mr. Palmer supported the measure and 
urged the insertion of a clause to insure 
the claim of persons who advanced 
money for the completion of ships in pre­
ference above other claims.

Mr. Mitchell said he would not object 
to such a clause.

After the discussion of legal points by 
Mills, Palmer and others the bill passed-

respecting militia and defence. The ob­
ject of this bill is to give magistrates 
power to arm and call ont militia where 
riot is actually progressing.

A young man named Daniel McKay, 
Hardwood Hill, near Pictou, was very 
severely burned by an explosion of sul­
phur in the Drummond Coliery, about 
fortnight ago. He has now nearly re­
covered.

Ilantsport, when he fell Into the stream 
and was drowned. The lad was 18 years 
of age, and much respected by his ac­
quaintances. A brother of his was lost 
11 the same way about a year ago.

Piaster is very brisk, we are happy to 
say. To-day’s report shows a record of 
the shipment of nearly 8,000 tons during 
April from Winpsor and Cheverie. Alto­
gether during April, wifli the quantity 
before reported shipped, there was ship­
ped from Windsor, Cheverie and Walton 
upwards of 10,000 tons during the month 
of April.— Windsor Mail.

The Government have appointed Han. 
WHIiam Annand, Mr. Kirk, M.F.P. for 
Guysborongh, and Mr. Allison, M.P.P. 
for Hants, as a commission to inquire 
into the system of managing inebriate 
asylums in the United States and neigh­
boring Provinces, in accordance with re­
solutions passed by Loth branches of the 
Legislature. Messrs. Kirk and Allison 
will shortly leave for Washington, where 
they will be met by Mr. Annand, who is 
at present in the Southern States.

Up to the present time about four 
hundred bodies have been recovered 
from the wreck of the steamship Atlan­
tic, at Prospect The hull of the wreck 
having broken up much of the loose car­
go has been washed away and large 
quantities will be lost. It is thought 
that blowing up of the ship was injudici­
ous, and not much more property will be 
be recovered. The Coast Wrecking Co. 
will hardly be able to pay expenses. The 
work of the divers 1» much impeded by 
the sea, which breaks on the shore 
after every little breeze. No part of the 
wreck is now above water.

Ail three of the men implicated In the 
villainy, Baker, Parim and Wyman, are 
now In jail under #1,000 bonds each for 
trial next September at Auburn.

It Is almost incredible, bntitisseriors- 
ly stated, that one hnndred and sixty-two 
women of Lowell, Mass., have petitioned 
the Legislature to make polygamy legal. 
The petitioners, however, would have the 
taking of a second wife dependent upon 
the consent of the first—a very wise pro­
