An Old Custom Revived.
The Roman correspondent of the London 

"Times” says:—
A noteworthy scene was enacted in the Vat­

ican a few days ago, which still more fully 
reveals the means by which Leo XIII, would 
endeavor to restore not only the ecclesiastical, 
but, if he can, also the temporal glories of the 
Papacy. It is evident that from the very be­
ginning of his reign he formed the determina­
tion of doing all in his power to elevate the 
Roman hierarchy and priesthood to the high­
est practicable standard of morality and learn­
ing, and to surround the Pontifical throne with 
eminent men. In his first Encyclical he told 
the Episcopate how much it behoved the cler­
gy to show themselves shining examples of 
piety and learning before all men and he has 
repeated the same charge more than once. In 
creating his first batch of cardinals he has 
chosen from among the men most noted for the 
qualities and attainments he had commended, 
and a day or two ago he gathered about him in 
the Vatican a number of the most distinguish­
ed students in the various colleges, and, sitting 
in the library, presided at a disputation on 
philosophy, and rewarded the disputants with 
gold and silver medals—not the mere “objects 
of devotion” generally bestowed by Popes, but 
medals having for their meaning the reward of 
merit only. No such scene has been witnessed 
in the Vatican for many long years, and, as 
described to me by one who was present, it 
somewhat recalls the days when a former Leo 
was the centre of the talent and genius of his

motion of Mr. Chaplin for an enquiry into 
the causes of the present agricultural dis­
tress in the Three Kingdoms. Mr. Bright 
does not believe that such enquiries do any 
good, and in a letter dated June 26th he 
says:—

If Mr. Chaplain gets his Commission or 
Committee, it will lead to nothing except to 
prove that with free imports of corn, bad har­
vests are bad for farmers, and that the omni­
potence of Parliment fails when it seeks to 
control the seasons, and that, therefore, Par­
liament cannot step in by legislation material­
ly to mitigate the admitted sufferings of the 
farmers. As to the present depression of & 
trade, we owe some of it to the bad harvests 
which have impoverished many farmers, who 
are not an inconsiderable portion of our home .... 
trade customers. We owe much of it to fam- 
ines in India and China, and to the commercial 
and manufacturing distress which has prevail­
ed in almost every country, and not least in 
those countries which have sought to secure 
themselves by high protective duties. If our 
harvest this year is unfavorable I fear the re­
covery we all hope for will be delayed. If it 
is abundant, which seems not probable, 
we shall soon see not symptoms only, but 
proofs of revival. In the United States, with 
a great harvest last year, trade is reviving. 
We followed them in their depression, but not 
to so deep a depth, and we shall follow them 
in their recovery. These great changes are not 
in the power of Congress and Parliament, they 
are in the ordering of nature, and we must ac­
cept them, always endeavoring not to aggra­
vate them by our own follies. There is 
one great consolation in our present condition, 
viz., the food of our people is cheap; but for 
the free imports the price of bread would 
be more than double, the price of sugar would 
be three times its present price, and the price 
of cheese and bacon would be double or nearly 
so, and of the price of labour it may be said 
that it would be much lessened by a greater 
prostration of every industry in the country 
not immediately connected with the growth of 
food. The freedom of our imports will enable 
us to pass through the present time of depres­
sion with less suffering than at any former 
period of disastrous seasons. As to Parliament 
and its enquiries, I have seen much of it and 
of them. If Parliament would keep out of 
foreign broils, if it would conduct the govern­
ment of the country at an expenditure of 60 
millions instead of 80 millions in the year, if it 
would devote its time and labour to questions, 
of home interest rather than to those which in­
volve the sacrifice of the blood and treasure of 
our people in remote lands, we might have 
hope and faith that Parliament could serve the 
nation in times of depression.

A VESSEL called the Alaska, trading be­
tween British Columbia and China and Japan, 
set out on her return voyage to British Colum­
bia some years ago, and was not again heard 
of until recently, when, it is said the discovery 
was made that the crew mutinied, killed the 
officers, pillaged and then set fire to the vessel. 
The story is that:—

A gentleman happened to meet a drunken 
sailor in a saloon in Japan. The old adage 
in vino veritas was again verified (as will be 
quickly seen), for the sailor quickly began to 
give a disjointed narrative of mutiny and 
bloodshed. The gentleman kept the narrative 
in his memory, and, following up his determi­
nation to unravel the mystery surrounding the 
fate of the ship, encompassed the arrest of sev­
eral sailors who had been incriminated by their 
drunken companion. One of these sailors ad­
mitted that he had belonged to the crew of the 
Alaska, and made a full confession of the 
circumstances concerning her loss. He stated 
that when but a few days out from Hong * 
Kong, sailing under a light breeze off the coast 
of Japan, the crew mutinied, and without a 
moment’s warning threw overboard the 
second mate, who was the only officer on 
deck at the time. Hearing a commotion 
the captain and first officer rushed up, and 
were immediately murdered and given to 
the sea. The supercargo Mr. Thorn­
dike, brother of the owner of the ship, who 
had $5,000 in coin on board, shared the same 
fate as the other officers, and the crew, having 
secured the money and everything else of value 
that could be readily moved, set fire to the 
vessel, and taking to the boats pulled for the 
coast of Japan. Having landed in safety they 
divided the spoils, cherishing the hope that 
every trace of their foul deed had been oblit­
erated. But Time, the certain avenger of 
crime, has proved that their hope was fallacious, 
as, following closely on the confession above 
referred to, the arrest of all but two of the 
criminals was effected, and they will in all 
probability quickly be called on to pay the 
penalty demanded of justice.

THE ILLUMINATION, TORCH LIGHT PRO­
CESSION, &c., &c.

This was for ‘St. John the great event of 
the week. For some days the members of 
the Provincial Government and various 
committees of the citizens were busily en­
gaged in the work of preparing for their 
reception. Robert Reed, Esq., gave the use 
of his fine house and beautiful grounds at 
Mount Pleasant for the residence of their 
Excellencies and their suite during their 
stay in St. John. The house was refitted by 

the Provincial Government in a manner 
which the morning papers have described 
at length, and with much hyperbole. The 
situation of the house is magnificent, and 
the views it commands can scarcely be sur­
passed in any part of the Dominion. The 
Citizens’ Committee arranged for the recep­
tion at the Railway Station, the presentation 
of the Address from the city, the procession 
to conduct their Excellencies through some 
of the principal streets of the city to their 
residence, the torchlight procession, the 
drawing room, the visits to public institu­
tions, &c. In union with the volunteer autho­
rities they also made arrangements for the 
proper disposition of the batteries to fire the 
salutes, the guards of honor at the Railway 
station, the residence, etc., but the success 
of the reception was mainly due to the 
spontaneous action of the people themselves, 
who, although poor and in difficulties, felt 
that they ought to prove their 
loyalty and devotion to the throne, 
and the monarch, by doing all in 
their power to show respect to the daughter 
of the Queen and to the Queen’s representa­
tive. The Committees did not propose to 
erect any arches, and there was some doubt 
as to the propriety of recommending an 
illumination. Indeed the committees 
were exceedingly moderate in their 
estimate of the preparations to be 
made and of the amount to be 
expended, but the enthusiasm of the 
people of St. John, when fairly 
excited, sets cold calculation at naught. The 
people of Dock street met and resolved that 
they would erect an arch at their own ex­
pense. The people of Charlotte street al­
most at the same time met and resolved to 
have an arch; so did the people of the north 
side of King square. The people of Mill 
street, although not blessed with great 
wealth, erected at their own expense one of 
the prettiest arches in the city. Another was 
put up at the Crow’s Nest, near the residence 
of the Hon. Mr. Burpee. An arch was put 
up near the Railway Station, and Mr. Parks 
erected a handsomely decorated platform for 
the employes of his cotton mill. The fire

From South America it is reported 
that the Chilians have been compelled to 
raise the blockade of Iquique in consequence 
of the damage inflicted on their fleet by the 
Huascar.

What the Eng­
lish Government hope to effect by forcing 
their Irish University Bill through Parlia­
ment is not easily perceived. Those who 
demand justice in this matter for Irish 
Catholics have declared that this measure 
will not satisfy them, as indeed it ought not.

The prospect of a short crop in Great 
Britain and part of France has not caused 
such an advance in price as was at one time 
apprehended. The crops in the North 
Western States of America are much finer 
than was supposed, and the prices at Chicago, 
despite the advices from Europe, rule low, 
and the English markets sympathise with 
that of Chicago, which this year governs the 
world. The increased demand for grain in 
Europe has had the effect of causing an ad­
vance in freights, and if this be sustained 
our ship owners whose property has not been 
very profitable for some time past will pro­
bably receive fair returns from their invest­
ments. The effect of a scarcity of food in 
Great Britain will have an injurious effect 
on our lumber trade, still so depressed, pre­
venting any advance in prices. If freights 
continue to be much higher than they were 
in the early part of this season the shipment 
of lumber to Great Britain must almost 
cease, and already the effect on our 
trade is very perceptible. For many years 
the harbour of St. John was not so bare of 
shipping in mid-summer.

The out­
side was trimmed with evergreen and had an 
arch over it bearing the word “WELLCOME” in 
black letters on a white ground, the whole be­
ing surmounted by a crown, and ornamented

The City Market here was brilliantly illumi- 
nated.

DOMINION REVENUE.— Returns published in 
last week's FREEMAN showed that the customs 
receipts at St. John in July amounted to $44,- 
721.92,—a falling off of $21,649.44 when com­
pared with last year. In Halifax the decrease 
was not so great, as will be seen by the follw- 
ing statement :

Fearful Storm at Buctouche. LONDON, April 4.—The dispatches of special 
correspondents in South Africa agree that the 
capture of Ceteywayo is all important,because 
as long as he is free he will remain the centre 
of conspiracy and mischief. General Wols- 
eley,however,has no intention of pursuing him 
with British troops, as the nature of the 
country renders such a course impracticable. 
His policy rather is to stir up the neighboring 
tribes against the King. Agents have been 
sent to the Swazies and Amatongas with this 
object in view, and 5000 cattle have been of- 
fered to Oham if he will capture his brother. 
One telegram even says that a price has been 
set upon Cetewayo’s head, but this seems an 
exaggeration. Gen. Wolseley in an address to 
a number of chiefs on July 12th, informed them 
that he had no desire to take any of their ter­
ritory, but Cetewayo was a fugitive and could 
never more be king. Gen. Wolseley had sum­
moned all the native chiefs to meet him at 
Emangwene, about nine miles north of 
Umlatoosi River, July 19th, to hear 
his final words of settlement. The 
chiefs who were present at the meeting July 
12 declared that the Zulu nation had now no 
head and they wished to have no more black 
kings, but would prefer John Dunn-for King. 
They promised to bring all the chiefs of the 
coast districts to the Emangwene meeting, but 
these tribes do not constitute the most warlike 
part of the nation.

A flying column started for Emangwene on 
July 14th to prepare for the meeting.

LONDON, Aug 4.—In the House of Commons 
to-night, after a protracted debate, the vote of 
credit for three million pounds for the Zulu 
war was agreed to without division.

Sir Stafford Northcote moved that the 
thanks of the House be given Lord Lytton, 
Viceroy of India, and officers and men of the 
Afghan expedition.

THE continued depression in business 
affects the banks very seriously, and only 
those that are most prudently managed can 
properly be regarded as in a perfectly sound 
condition. The Mechanics’ Bank of Mon­
treal, for some time known to be weak, was 
compelled some time ago to close its doors. 
The Exchange Bank declared no dividend 
for the last half year, and the President 
stated at the annual meeting that a large 
part of its capital was unemployed during 
the year, and that more than thirty whole­
sale dry goods stores failed during the year, 
and many engaged in other business had 
succumbed. The Consolidated Bank has 
been forced to close its doors. A union of 
two mismanaged Banks, it never was as 
strong as with its capital it should have 
been, and some persons possessed of little 
capital themselves were to the last allowed 
to use the capital of this Bank largely, one 
dry goods house owing, it is said, over half 
a million dollars. The paid up capital was 
was $3,472,000, and the published annual 
and monthly statements showed that the 
annual profits, after deducting losses and 
expenses, ranged from $384,684 in 1876 to 
$257,346 in 1879. Last session- a Bill was 
passed authorising the Company to reduce 
its nominal capital by 40 per cent. Soon 
after it was whispered in the streets that 
this did not represent all the actual reduc­
tion, and that there must be another reduc­
tion of 40 per cent, of the reduced capital. 
Sir F. Hincks, the President, published on 
behalf of the Directors on July 15th, a 
letter stating that the assets of the Bank 
were good value for 1} to 11 million, but

THREE LIVES LOST.

Or the prospects of the Belliveau Albertite 
Mine the “Post” says : “Last year it will be 
remembered, that a vein of about a foot in 
width at the maximum was accidentally un­
covered in the conglomerate formation back of 
Taylor’s Village. On this vein a bore hole 
was sunk, a distance of 160 feet at which depth, 
17 inches of Albertite was passed through—so 
the foreman—Mr. Patrick, Jr., informed your 
reporter. A second bore hole was then made 
a few feet to the south and was sunk 335 ft. 
At a depth of 185 ft., 49 inches of Albertite 
was found. The Directors becoming satisfied 
from these indications that they had at last 
‘hit upon’ the article, and that further boring 
was unnecessary, commenced sinking a pit. 
Your reporter found this pit had reached a 
depth of 50 ft. The ‘shift’ at work was busy 
blasting the shale, which was very hard and is 
found dipping perpendicularly, but so contort­
ed as to have no discernable strike. These 
shales are overlaid by a conglomerate rock dis­
posed horizontally and unconformably to 
shales But the manager has not confined his 
work to sinking the pit; he has also been pros­
pecting and sinking test pits and cross cutting 
the strata west of the main pit. At a distance 
of 630 yards from it, a heavy deposit of red 
marl exists in which a fracture was found 
This fracture has been traced already a dis­
tance of 300 yards in a straight line 8. 80° E., 
and your reporter measured in this fracture a 
vein of Albertite varying in width from one to 
three inches.

A telegram to Thursday’s " Globe” says: 
Buctouche, Aug. 7.—A fearful hurricane 

passed up the Buctouche River and vicinity 
last night about five o’clock, doing much 
damage. Eight buildings were destroyed. 
The large bridge was carried away, also the 
tower of the Catholic Chapel. The Convent 
was saved. Three people were killed, and 
many very badly injured. The Telegraph 
Office was damaged.

[The Convent referred to is in the rear of 
the Church. The bridge is just above the 
village, and connects with the post road.]

A late telegram says :—
The tornado started some where north of 

the Dollard Settlement, destroying there all 
before it. It then swept to the main Buc­
touche River and passing down the north side 
levelled everything in its path.

The current appears to have been about four 
hundred yards wide.

Upwards of one hundred houses are de­
stroyed including the new Superior School, 
Powell’s tannery, warehouse, &c.

Most of the shipping was grounded, the 
bridge at the town was completely wrecked, 
and telegraph wires broken, &c.

Passing south of the town it destroyed the 
house of Rev. Mr. Michaud and injured the 
tower of the Roman Catholic Chapel.

SUDDEN DEATH OF THE CATHOLIC BISHOP 

of KINGSTON AT QUEBEC. - On last Saturday 
morning the Right Rev. Dr. O’Brien, Bishop 
of Kingston, was found dead in his room at 
the St. Louis Hotel, Quebec. The “Chro­
nicle” says:—

The deceased prelate arrived in this city on 
Thursday morning, accompanied by Rev. 
Father Lynch, P. P., of Peterborough, and 
Rev. Father Brown, P. P., of Port Hope, both 
of the diocese of Kingston, en route for the 
watering places on the Lower St. Lawrence. 
During the day he visited His Grace the Arch­
bishop ; the Ursulines ; St. Patrick’s Church; 
the Seminary and other places of interest. 
During the afternoon he also visited the Legis- 
lative buildings and returned to the St. Louis 
Hotel, where he partook of a hearty dinner. 
After dinner he again went out for a walk on 
the Dufferin Terrace, still accompanied by the 
clergymen already named, where he met Hon. 
Mr. Starnes, Speaker of the Legislative Coun­
cil, and Mr. McShane. M. P. P., and on their 
invitation, again went to the Legislative build­
ings, where, as we have already said, he occu­
pied a seat on the floor of the House to the 
right of the Speaker. He remained there till 
after eleven o’clock, when he returned to the 
hotel and after half an hour’s chat with his 
two priests retired to his room seemingly in 
his usual health. He had arranged with His 
Grace the Archbishop to accompany him yes­
terday morning per steamer Saguenay to Chi- 
coutimi, whither the latter has gone to be pre­
sent at the celebration of the first anniversary 
of the consecration of Mgr. Racine, the first 
bishop of that diocese, on Monday next. In 
accordance with this arrangement, His Lord- 
ship gave instructions that he should be called 
soon after five o’clock yesterday morning. 
The servant not receiving any response to his 
summons proceeded to the room occupied by 
Rev. F. Brown, who was already up, and told 
him of not having received a response. The 
latter supposing that His Lordship was in a 
deep sleep from the fatigue of the previous 
day, and as there was still plenty of time to 
spare, concluded to let him rest a little longer. 
Finally, he went and knocked at the door, and 
receiving no reply, went and called Rev. F. 
Lynch, when both went and getting no 
response to their knockings, procured a 
chair and looking through the fanlight 
over the door, to their horror per- 
ceived His Lordship lying on the floor 
on his left side with a pillow under his head, 
his mouth turned somewhat downward, and 
apparently dead or in a swoon. To summon 
assistance and force the door was the work of 
but a moment, but alas ! only to find the body 
still warm to the touch but no pulsation. His 
Honor Lieut.-Governor Robitaille, M. D., and 
Dr. L. B. Church, M.P.P, both of whom are 
staying at the Hotel, were quickly on the spot, 
and were soon joined by Doctor Henry Rus- 
sell, who had been sent for, but their united 
efforts to restore breathing were unavailing. 
His Lordship evidently took unwell during the 
night and would seem to have got out of bed 
for the purpose of emptying his stomach, as 
his dinner was found in an undigested state in 
the chamber. Whether he felt to weak to get 
into bed again, or, finding it too warm, con­
cluded to lie on the floor is of course unknown, 
but there he was found as already described. 
It has since struck both the reverend gentle­
men already named that on returning from the 
Legislative buildings, they found him not so 
active as usual, and that his breathing was 
somewhat heavy. This they at the time, how­
ever, attributed to the heat of the weather.

The verdict of the Coroner’s Jury was 
“ Death from cerebral apoplexy, brought on 
by indigestion.” The body was placed in a 
casket hermetically sealed and sent to King­
ston by rail, after having been carried to the 
Seminary Chapel, where the “Libera” was 
chanted. From the Seminary, which was 
draped in mourning, a large number of clergy­
men, members of the Legislature, etc., walked 
in procession to the Railway Station.

Bishop O’Brien was born in the township of 
Loughboro, about twelve miles from Kingston, 
and was only about fifty years of age. He 
was early distinguished for his ability, his love 
of learning, and the gravity of his character. 
He was consecrated Bishop on April 18th, 
1875.

SEVERAL of the Western papers allege

It is a striking commentary on the boasted 
victory of September last, that within ten 
months after taking office Sir John Macdonald, 
with a majority of 80 in the House of Com- 
mons, dare not make such changes in his own 
Cabinet as seem to him urgently desirable, 
because he cannot be sure of the re-election of 
a new Minister—or rather because he knows 
that to open a constituency means certain and 
very damaging defeat. Better from his point of 
view to allow incompetence and shiftlessness 
to reign supreme in one of the most important 
Departments, than run any risk whatever of a 
condemnation of his Administration at the 
polls. This wretched state of affairs cannot, 
however, last very long without compelling him 
to find a solution.

Robitaille as Lieutenant Governor of Quebec

For ourselves, we have but one regret to ex­
press in connection with the appointment 
that is, that the occasion was not seized 
by the Government to dissipate an im­
pression which is unfortunately becoming 
widespread in this Province, that the higher 
offices of the State are reserved for French- 
Canadians. It would have been a graceful 
thing, it seems to us, if on this occasion, when 
already there have been three French-Canadian 
Governors, one of English origin had been 
named, as in the selections of Speaker of the 
House of Commons, the fourth term has been 
accorded to a French-Canadian. We know 
that the Government would in that event have 
been subjected to the fierce attacks of the 
French Rouges; they were, in fact, attacked in 
anticipation of such an appointment as we have 
suggested being made. But they could very 
well have braved those attacks in doing what 
a great many people regard as a simple act of 
justice to the national minority in the Province. 
We say this, we need hardly remark, without 
the slightest reflection upon the fitness or 
claims of Dr. Robitaille to the position to which 
he has been appointed. We say it because it 
is a duty to give expression to what is becom­
ing a very general feeling among the English- 
speaking people of this Province, and because 
our Baying it relieves it from all possible impu­
tation of being in any sense the outgrowth of 
party feeling.

If the Government would appoint a 
French Canadian Lieutenant Governor of 
New Brunswick, Nova Scotia, Prince Ed­
ward Island or Ontario, then the small Eng­
lish speaking minority of Quebec may rea­
sonably ask that one of them be appointed 
Lieutenant Governor of Quebec—but until 
then, hardly.

WHILE thousands of the working men of 
Canada are seeking employment in the 
United States, and tens of thousands are 
suffering from enforced idleness, laborers 
are imported to work on the Canadian Pacific 
railroad and other public and private works.

STRIKE at SPRING Hill.—The Halifax 
“Chronicle’s” correspondent at Spring Hill, 
writing under date of the 31st, says— 
. This village is at present somewhat excited, 
owing to the Spring Hill Mining Company 
giving the miners notice of a reduction of 
three cents a box, or about twenty cents a day 
per man. On an average the men have been 
earning for six months ninety cents a day, and 
they claimed they could not live on lower 
wages. They held a meeting in the Skating 
Rink last night and resolved not to return to 
work. “ Better to starve above ground than 
to starve under ground” said one of the men. 
The miners held another meeting this morning, 
which has just adjourned. They are fully 
determined to stand out to the bitter end.

HENRY WARD BEECHER lectured in St. John 
on last Saturday and Monday nights. Three 
years ago, when the Brooklyn “ divine” first 
visited this city, the "Tilton scandal” was 
fresh in the minds of the people, and although 
only a few respectable persons could ba induced 
to sit on the platform with him, thousands 
crowded the Academy of Music to hear him 
lecture and preach. Things have changed 
greatly since then. The Tilton affair is now 
seldom heard of, and when the great “ orator’ 
makes his appearance he is accompanied by 
representative gentlemen such as the Mayor, 
Judge Palmer, Senator Dever, Hon. Isaac 
Burpee, R. J. Ritchie, Esq., M. P. P., E. 
Willis, Esq., M. P. P., Geo. E. King, Esq., 
and by nearly a dozen clergymen of different 
denominations ; but the '' common people" 
greet him not ; the Institute is not much 
more than half full at his first lecture, and 
even a reduced price of admission to hie 
second lecture fails to fill the house. The 
“dull times” and the excitement of preparing 
for the reception of the Governor General and 
Princess probably account, to some extent, for 
the slim attendance at Mr. Beecher's recent 
lectures, but it could not have been either of 
these reasons that influenced those who 
went on theplatform, and we have not 
heard of any change in the “ true inwardness” 
of the preacher himself that could have induced 
some of the gentlemen to occupy a position in 
which they seemed so much out of place. 
What could have been the cause of so great a 
change in public appreciation and individual 
opinion of the lectures?

THE society formed by the Quebec laborers 
who are employed in the discharging and load­
ing of ships has grown so large that there is 
not employment for them all, and they have 
begun to quarrel amongst themselves. A 
telegram dated July 31st said :—

Serious disturbances prevailed in different 
parte of the city up to a late hour last night. 
A number of people at Cap Blanc, and in St. 
Roch, are more or less badly wounded, pistols, 
knives, sticks, stones, and weapons having 
been freely used. A labourer named Higgle 
was stabbed, while on his way home, on Gene­
vieve Hill, and his deposition was taken to-day, 
his life being in a critical condition. A steve­
dore named Webb is very badly wounded; also 
a timber-tower named Delaney, and a labourer 
named Cheevers. Peter Fraser and McCauley, 
labourers, received ugly knife wounds. 
Other reports are in circulation, but are 
much exaggerated. How the row com­
menced is not exactly clear, but it is evi- 
dently the result of the recent split among 
certain sections of ship labourers. Matters look 
decidedly gloomy, and it seems generally an­
ticipated that there is some ugly work brewing. 
It is stated that a gang of men went through 
St. Charles village yesterday and warned the 
inhabitants to clear out on pain of fatal conse­
quences. The French section are to hold a 
meeting in St Roch again to-night. The auth­
orities are on the qui vive, and rumor has it 
that word has been telegraphed to the Imperial 
authorities that a war-vessel and a regiment of 
soldiers would be welcome visitors at the present

DEATHS FROM YELLOW FEVER.—TWO St. 
John men have lately fallen victims to this ter­
rible scourge. Capt. Andrew H. Rourke, of the 
brig Wanderer, was struck down with the dis­
ease at Miragoane,Hayti,and died on the 10th of 
July after two days’ illness. Michael Noonan, 
also of this city, contracted the disease at Car­
denas, and died on the passage to New York 
on board the schooner Union. He was buried

RELIEF and AID Society.-During July the 
Relief and Aid Society assisted with rations, 
fuel, clothing, &c., 180 applicants, represent­
ing 661 persons; 145 applicants during the 
same period were refused assistance. The 
number of persons still sheltered in the shanties 
on the Barrack Square is 124. Twenty-five 
families, composing 25 men, 28 women, and 75 
children under 20 years of aze were assisted in 
settling on Government land, and 11 applicants 
for similar relief were refused. The cash value 
of supplies, &c., for the month was $2,078.43.

THEPOLICE. —It was reported during the week 
that some of the policemen refused to consent 
to the 20 per cent, reduction in their pay order­
ed by the Common Council, on the ground 
that they had not been notified of the redac­
tion.

British army shows that of a total of 94.842 
men, 62,860 belonging to the Church of Eng­
land, 20,872 are Roman Catholics, 7,125 
Presbyterians, and 3,985 are Protestants of 
other denominations. Of the Church of Eng­
land men, 21,814 gare in receipt of enolcan- 
tificates : 5,623 Roman Catholics received 
good-conduct pay, and 2,418 held third-class 
certificates; of the Presbyterians, 2,224 were 
in receipt of good conduct pay, and 1,141 had 
third-class school certificates. Of the other 
denominations 1,205 received rood pay, and 
610 held third-class school certificates.

A suggestion has appeared in the Pekin

I know it is a 
big price, but Dr. Talmage is a great man,” 
&c. Thia may be legitimate in the eyes of a 
New York “Christian,” but it hardly looks 
like “ good faith” to “drop out” the large 
places in the manner proposed. Perhaps, 
however, the fanatic applicants only exist in 
the imgination of the agent.

Mr. Richard White, proprietor of the Mon­
treal *Gazette," publishes a small law journal 
called the “ Legal News.” It is a usegul pub­
lication in its way, and probably has from one 
hundred to one hundred and fifty subscribers, 
almost exclusively among the legal profession. 
It is of no value as an advertising medium, yet 
Sir Charles Tupper, Minister of Railways, ad­
vertises for tenders for steel rails and for con­
tracts for sections of the Pacific Railway in its 
columns. The advertisements in question 
cover one whole page of the “ News” and Mr. 
White makes a neat thing out of it. The idea 
of advertising among lawyers for tenders for 
steel rails or anything else is preposterous. 
The object, however, is not to advertise, but 
to fee Mr. Richard White for the support of 
the " Gazette." - [Waterloo Advertiser.

The Saskatchewan “ Herald” says there was 
no bacon, no beef, no pemican, no fish, no 
game, no potatoes, and until Monday, May 
12th, no flour, to be had in Battleford “ for 
love or money.” Once in a while a dozen of 
eggs may be had for seventy-five cents.

It is estimated that the loss in wages occa­
sioned by the Durham strike amounts to £640,- 
000, £240,000 of which was borne by the 
miners. Each miner has lost £6 in a strike 
which resulted in gaining 11 per cent, better 
terms than those offered by the owners at first. 
One and a quarter is 3d. a pound, so that they 
will have to work 91 years to recover the £6 
sacrificed by the strike.

The editor of the Baltimore “ Gazette” is

Assassination continues rife in Italy. A 
Roman source says: De Rossi was stabbed in 
the neck the other day, and it was ascertained 
that his assassins practiced the blow for some 
nights previously upon a corpse in a Roman 
hospital. At Siena there seems a passion for 
killing priests. A Sunday evening is generally 
chosen for the attack. On a recent Sunday in 
that delightful city a parish priest was return­
ing home, and two men stopped him to ask 
alms. The priest was putting his hand into 
his pocket for the accustomed soldo when one 
of the ruffans stabbed him in the neck, and the 
priest fell to the ground. He rapidly recover­
ed and sprang to his feet, and discharged a 
revolver at the retreating assassins, but with­
out effect The wound in his neck is most 
serious, and would have been immediately 
fatal but for the thickness of his collar. Three 
or four priests were attacked on successive 
Sundays in Siena, apparently without any 
reason, except that they were priests.

A correspondent at Berlin telegraphs that 
notwithstanding Schouvaloff’s denial there can 
be no doubt that Russian troops are marching 
on Merv. The construction of a canal from 
Cronstadt to St Petersburg is progressing 
rapidly.

U St John, N. B., 3d July, 79. July6connoitred with my telescope. At 3.35 I sug­
gested saddling up. His Imperial Highness 
said, 4 Wait another ten minutes’; but in five 
minutes gave me the necessary order. I re­
peated it, and then went to fetch my horse 
from the mealie fields. I had saddled and 
mounted on the home side of the kraal when I 
heard his Imperial Highness give the order. 
4 Prepare to mount.’ I looked around and saw 
his foot in the stirrup. At the same time I 
said, ′Mount,’ and as the men vaulted into 
the saddles I saw the black faces of Zulus 
about twenty yards off, rushing towards us 
through the mealie fields. They shouted and 
fired upon us as we rode off. I thought that 
all were mounted, and, knowing that the men’s 
carbines were unloaded, I judged it better to 
clear the long grass before making a stand. 
Knowing from experience the bad shooting of 
the Zulus, I did not expect that any one was 
injured. I therefore shouted, as we neared the 
dogna. ‘We must form up on the other side. 
See to the retreat of every one.’ On looking
