Iar More Serious Than is the Case in 
British Isles.

The paper shortage is more serious 
in France than in Britain, says a Lon- 
don writer. Even before the war a 
rapid increase in consumption anti too 
great dependence upon imported pa­
per had given rise to an inconvenient 
situation. It ha been recently point- 
éd out by Prof. Hauser, of the Uni- 
versity of Dijon, that France has, in 
her colonies, a large supply of raw 
material for paper-making. He re- 
ferred to alfa grass, which is pro- 
duced in large quantities in Algeria 
and Tunis, but at present is exported 
mainly to the United Kingdom, % here 
ome 100.000 tons of alfa pulp were 

nantifactured annually in normal 
times from about 200,000 tons of im- 
ported grass,

France receives only some 2,000 
tons of alfa from Tunis and 1,500 tons 
from Algeria. Alfa grass i stated to 
be inferior to and cheaper than true 
esparto grass, which is still to be 
found in Spain. If Franc e decides to 
divert the supplies of alfa from her 
North African colonies into her own 
market , no objection on the part of 
the United Kingdom would be reason- 
able, because we have within our own 
,Empire the enormous sources of sup­
ply of wood for pulp and paper in 

New foundland and Canada which we 
can utilize to any extent we please.

In Tunis and Algeria the difficulty 
which prevents the preparation of 
pulp from alfa grass in the imme- 
diate vicinity of the fields is the scar­
city f water of which large quan- 
tities are necessary. Plans for a mill 
to be located in the suburbs of Al- 
gier were prepared just before the 
war, but no progress has been made 
since mobilization. The use of bam- 
boo, large supplie of which are avail- 
able in Indo- hir.a, for making paper 
pulp, is also being considered by those 
interested in supplies of paper for 
French requirements.

177..CAKENo enterprise ever undertaken in 
America was more fruitful of pic­
turesque incident, hardship and ad­
venture than the famous pony express 
line established in the fifties.

The route extended from the Mis­
souri River to Sacramento, a distance 
of ninteen hundred and sixty miles. 
It traversed a country full of hostile 
Indians and white desperadoes, and 
led across plains, through valleys and 
over lofty mountains. Yet over this 
rough route the mail and express 
packages must travel two hundred 1 
miles a day, a condition that called for 
an average riding pace of about ten1 
miles an hour, writes "Buffalo Bill," 
in Youth’s Companion.

Naturally, the riders were picked 
men They had to face deadly dan­
gers and were often called upon to do 
double duty in place of a slain or 
wounded comrade. The pay, how- 
ever, was good, as befitted so danger- 
ous a calling: it ranged from one hun- 
dred to one hundred and twenty-five, 
dollars a month.

This plot should be raked smooth, 
firmed and planted just as soon as it 
is ready. It will be ready for plant­
ing when the soil has become warmed 
up and not one minute before.

Garden seeds are too expensive this 
season to be wasted, but that is what 
will happen when the amateur fails 
to mix his commercial fertilizer with 
the soil in the furrows. If the seeds 
come into contact with the fertilizer, 
all their vitality will be burned out of 
them. This is a common error and ex­
plains why a great many seeds fail to 
sprout. The seedsman is not always 
to blame.

A common cause of poor results in 
vegetable gardening is too deep plant­
ing of the seeds. Germination will be 
much better in the spring when the 
plan of shallow planting is adopted.

First of all it is essential that the 

vegetable garden, no matter bow 
small, be planted according to some 
plan or rule. No one attempts to 
build a house or to set out a peren 
nial flower border without using 
some drawing or chart to go by. Why 
should the vegetable garden be treat 
cd differently? Haphazard planting 
will prove a failure, and in order to 
overcome this it should be remem­
bered in laying out the garden that—

(1) Tall plants will be most effec­
tive if placed behind low ones, not 
Intermingled with them

(2) All plants closely allied 
should be grown together, not in the 
same row, but in rows adjoining one 
another.

(3) The fences may be decorated 
with vine crops which may be sup­
ported on the fences by means of 
strings or lattice work.

(4) All quickly maturing veget 
ables should be planted in a portion 
of the garden by themselves so that 
they may 4 be harvested and the 
ground used for other crops later 
on

The work of planning the garden 
to determine what vegetables and 
bow much of each is to be grown 
will be influenced by one's individ- 
ual tastes One should grow an 
abundance of such crops as one con 
sûmes the most.
Secure Seed Now —But Plant Only 

When Soil is Ready.
The backyard gardener should de­

cide very early which crops are to 
bo grown and should purchase bis 
seed as soon as possible. It must be 
remembered, however, that much of 
this seed may be wasted if it is 
planted too early in the season. The 
soil must be warm to receive the 
seeds, and amateur gardeners must 
have patience until it is certain that 
good growing weather is really here.. 
It is possible in ordinary seasons to 
plant some vegetables in April, and 
yet many backyard vegetable en­
thusiasts will be well advised to 
wait until the middle of May before 
doing very much in the garden.
