The correspondent says that the greatest difficulties of the Bolsheviki in these
preparations are transport and supply of which the former is less hopeful question.
Ensign Krylenko, the Bolsheviki commander-in-chief, is reported to be organizing a
volunteer army and has ordered all officers to return to the posts they held before the

Bolsheviki revolution.

Prepare For War

London, an. 11.—Nikolai Lwnipe,
the Bolsheviki premier, although he
has possibly gone on a holiday to
Finland, also possibly may go to
Stockholm to confer with German
and Austrian Socialists, the Petro-
grad correspondent of - The Daily
News says. In a speech before his
departure from Petrograd, Premier
wenine gaid:

“I fear w2 shall have to stop the
demobilization and prepare for war.
1f Germany and her allies don’t ac-
cept our conditions_of peace, we will
declave a rev L‘lu!ional'y war on
them.”

The correspondent emphasizes the
importance of an agreement between
the Bolsheviki and Ukrainian nego-

| tiators, as the position of the Rada

has lesconed 'Trotzky’s chances of
obtaining a satisfactory peace. Ie
says that if the Germans could buy
off the Ukraine, the significance
within Germany of Trotzky’'s stand
would be cut in half.

The corr:spondent adds that noth-
ing is more foolish than to suppose
that because the Ukraine opposes
{he Bolsheviki,it therefore favors the
Allies and prosecution of the war.

Now Senarate Peace.

Amsterdam, Jian. 11 ..—-Count
Czernin, the Austro-Hungarian For-
eign Minister, at a full sitting of
the peate -conference at Brest-
Litovsk on Thursday, said that as
Russia’s allies had not replied to the
invitation to participate in th_e ne-
gotiations, it was now a question gf
a separate peace between Russia
and the Centiral powers. =

He gave reasons for ‘not wishing
to transfer the negotiations to neu-
tral territory and said that if the
Russians were animated by the same
intentions as the Centra:l
the result of the negotiations would
be satisfactory. If not respousibility
for war would fall
the Russians.

Dr. von Kuehlmann, the Ger-nn_an
Toreign Minister, said he consid-
ered that the difficulties which had
interrupted the previous negotia-
tions were not suffielent to justify

the failurc of the peace work and a’

presumable resumption of hosgti_li-
ties. He said that it was the fixed
and unchangeable determination of
the Central powers not to conduct
elsewhere the peace negotiations
begun at Brest-Litovsk. ;

Agginst Bolsheviki

London, Jan. 11.—A majority of
the Cossacks and the population of
the Don districts are grouping them-
selves around the Don military gov-
ernment under General Kaledines,
according to a special dispateh from
Petrograd, tending to give an au-
thorized. account of .conditions . in
South Russia. General Kaledines’
principal aim is not to fight the Bol-
sheviki, but to construct democratic
representation power of the Don dis-
trict.

General Alexieff, former Russian
commander in chief, around whom
has gathered a corps of some 5,000
officers, -has considered it necessary
to organize a struggle against the
Bolsheviki on an all-Russian plan,
and to create in Russia a moderate
liberdl regime. Monarchical prineci-
ples are. said - to be very strong
among Alexieff’s group.

UNION GOVERNMENT COM-
MENCES WELL.

The new CGovernment at Ottawa
. off to an excellent start and there
is every reason to believe that the
union of forces will justify the ex-
pectations of those who joined
hands, regardless of politics, on be-
half of a non-partizan administra-
tion.

The first marked step, of course
was the speedy decision that all of
Canada should go practically dry by
May 1st nmext. This on the face of
things will serve to lop off some
millions of dollars in revenue, but
no one doubts that the loss is only
a seeming one and that in reality
it will represent a material gain of
many times that amount, not only
in cdash, but in moral benefit, and
working power.

Another commendable step has
been the regulation of packers
profits, and the arrangement of a
proper division of excess receipts
with the State.

A third came with the announce-
ment of the Finance Minister that
in future all issues of stock must be
approved by his department.” This
will prove a healthy check on the
class of promoters whose one aim is
to exploit and bleed the public,

Following upon these things there
has come the announcement of a
large shipbuilding prograam to help
in the mobilization 'of the resources
of the nation, and the further state-
ment that such vesselg will not only
be built by the Government, but be
operated for the people, although
there is the proviso that some may
he leased to trustworthy shipping
firms. After the war the sh-ipé will
be continued as a national trans-
portation service in comnnection with.
Canadian Government railroads and
the days of Atlantic shipping rings
should be numbered.

From every amngle the indications
are most promising that the Union
Government plan is going to work
out to all round adventage.

U.S. WILL STANDARDIZE CLOTH-
ING, ETC.

Our neighbors, in-conneection with
their War Industries Board, have a
committee on Commercial Econ-
omiecs, and in order to reduece the
cost of living and to free more
money for war bond investments
the members have decided to re-
commend the following:

Likely to Adopt New Hours
in Order to Save Coal

A change in school hours at the
Collegiate Institute is likely to be
made by the Board of Education
when it meets to-night, in an effort
to conserve the supply of coal now
on hand for that institution. The
proposal is made that classes, com-
mencing as now at nine o’clock in
the morning, continue through until
two o’clock without an intermission.
By this system it is estimated that
