Whatever reasons called for the diffusion of the Truth at
the beginning, when our Lord commissioned his first followers,
they exist still, and are as weighty and powerful as ever. Time,
that changes and weakens most things, has not impaired them.

The clavms of Christ are unchanged. He still regards the
prince of the power of this world as but a usurper, and Himself
as the rightful claimant of universal dominion. The upholder
of all, he should be, by all, owned as Lord. Ma It 18 true,
disown his supremacy; but his faithful and loyal subjects
should, on that account, only all the more assert and maintain
it. They will do so when, like the first followers and con-
fessors of Christ, they discern that He has very special claims on
themselves,—that they are not their own, because bought with
His blood, and therefore bound, as they have opportunity, to
exalt His name and extend His dominion.

The aims of Christ are wunchanged. He still supremely
desires the Father’s glory, and therefore continues to seek the
lost, and would save them, to sympathize with the suffering,
and would soothe them, to compassionate the multitudes, being
as sheep without a shepherd, and would have them gathered
into His fold, and to supplant the darkness, sin, and misery of
earth with the light, and righteousness, and joy, which come
from heaven. His followers should be likeminded,—for «if
any man have not the spirit of Christ, he is none of His"”—
and should therefore aim, as did the Apostles, at diffusing the
benign influence of His heavenly kingdom on every side.

B
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Men's moral and spiritual wants are also unchanged. 'The
woe of humanity may be deeper, and its wail louder because
there are now more pecple on the face of the earth, but taken
individually the victims of ignorance, superstition, and sin,
being without God and without hope, need, as they have ever
needed, instruction, pardon, holiness, and a guide to heaven.

The right of every human being on the earth to the Gospel
message 8 unchanged. Ever since it was ordered to be
conveyed to “every creature,’ all are entitled to it. To refuse
it to any is to withhold from them their due,—~the enjoyment
of one of Heaven's greatest gifts to mankind. Besides, they
who are denied the help, which the lamp of life affords, are
prevented from using to purpose another of the birthrights of
humanity—the right of private judgment. Without it how
are they “to judge what is right,” or “prove all things, and
hold fast that which is good.”

The Truth Of God w8 wn if.s'(?[/' 'Nm‘]ulnyml. As the lighl.
is what it was when it cheered the abode of innocence, as the
air can still regale us, as it did earth’s first inhabitants, as the
water distilled by the clouds is as capable of refreshing and
nourishing as ever, so does the revelation of the Grace of God
given in the Gospel continue to be what it was, and continue
to do what it did, to them who received it, in its simplicity
and completeness, eighteen hundred years ago. The blood of
atonement has lost none of its efficacy : the Spirit of life none
of its power. The truth to be diffused is “the incorruptible
seed that liveth and abideth for ever. For all flesh is as grass,
and all the glory of' man as the flower of grass. The grass
withereth, and the flower thereof falleth away ; but the word of
the Lord endureth for ever.” Its permanence implies that it
is the same as beliovers in all ages have made their boast of:
that it still rests in, and satisfies, the Divine mind: and con-
tinues to rejoice “ the spirits of just men made perfect.” Surely
it is meet that we too should be content with it, nay, triumph
in it, and commend it universally,

Once more, the interests of the Chureh are unchanged, and
they demand that her borders should be extended, and her own
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spiritual vigor increased and developed by a united, earnest,
and persevering effort, on the part of each and all her members,
to have “God’s glory declared among the heathen, and His
wonders among all people.”

Considerations, like those that have been indicated, lie at
the'very foundation of the Bible enterprise, as that is conducted
by the British and Foreign Bible Society, and kindred institu-
tions. They glory in the old Gospel, and seek its promulga-
tion, believing that they will thereby best establish the Saviour’s
claims, advance His aims, meet men’s spiritual wants, secure
their rights, and further the highest interests of the Church.

IFacts will be adduced in the Appendix, from the records
of our Parent Society, and of the Scottish National and Ameri-
can Societies, to show both the extent of their work, and the
measure of success with which it has been crowned. In the
meantime, as this Auxiliary is so closely connected with the
first of these, it is proper to mention here that its last report
tells, through Divine goodness, of great prosperity. Its expen-
diture last year was greater than in any previous year, having
been above £217,000 sterling, and yet its income exceeded that
amount by nearly £5,000 sterling. The books issued by it,
during the same period, numbered above 2,600,000, The num-
ber of languages, into which the Scriptures have been translated,
18 210; and the number of translations, including 27 by other
docieties,. 18 296. Of these 250 have been prepared within the
last T2 years. Their number is being, from year to year, in-
creased ; and the joint issues of the three principal Societies
above named amount annually to about four million copies.

[f we are in cordial sympathy with this great cause, the
best proof we can give of it is by working energetically for it
in our own immediate neighbourhood. Just as the patriotic
Jews under Nehemiah furthered the common weal best by each
repairing the wall over against his own house, so our zeal, on
behalf of the Truth, should be prominently Home-Missionary
in its character, and find a suitable sphere for its exercise, first
of all and principally, in Ottawa and the Ottawa Valley.

Of our local work in connection with this Allxili:u-y sOme
account must now be given.

Let it be noted, at the outset, that, owing to the postpone-
ment of last annual meeting to a later date than usual, the
report then given embraced—what, were to our Society finan-
cially—the most productive months of 1875 as well as of 1874,
and really extended over a period of fourteen months, whereas
the statement to be submitted at this time is for three months
less. \When allowance is made for thet difference in point of
time, it will be found that we have reason to be thankful at the
present position of our Society. And when itis also remember-
ed that the period, through which we have just passed, has been
marked by depression in trade and consequent difficulties af-
fecting the entire community, we will conclude that we have
still further cause for thanksgiving at the liberal manner in
which, generally, our cause has been sustained.

During these cleven months your Commiitee has met
eleven times. These meetings have been, on the whole, rather
more numerously attended than last year, but there is still room
for improvement. Th2 business transacted has been mainly
with reference to certain changes which have occurred, the de-
tails of which will appear in the sequel. Before proceeding
with these, it is proper to explain that the appointment of a
Bible-woman, announced at last Anniversary, had to be can-
celled in consequence of the inability, through sickness, of the
person appointed, to undertake the service. No other suitable
candidate for the office having appeared, the proposal to fillit is
for the .}ll'('.\ﬂlll, In abeyance.

It is necessary to advert now

I. To the Travelling Agency of our Soclety.

Mr. Gavin, who had for ten years attended to this part of
the work, withdrew from it in September. Instead of appoint-
in;_: another your Committee were induced, by way of experi-
ment, to adopt the method, latterly pursued by the Upper
Canada Society, of having Provisional Agents. Accordingly
our territory was divided into districts, and for each district a
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resident pastor was selected to visit all the Branch-Societies
within it. The following were chosen, namely, the Rev. J.
Whyte then of Osgoode, the Rev. W. Scott of Smith’s Falls, the
Rev. D. J. McLean of Arnprior, and the Rev. G. G.Huxtable
of North Wakefield, who all very readily and kindly complied
with the wishes of the Committee. It was believed that the
advocacy of our cause, in their respective districts, by those
well known and deservedly respected pastors would be bene-
ficial. The result has in so far justified that expectation. They
accomplished their visits during the last month ; and, from the
extracts which will be given in the Appendix from their re-
ports, it will be seen that, although their experiences were
diverse and somewhat conflicting, they yet all met with encour=
agement, and in some instances of a marked kind, Of course
more time must elapse before this experiment can be fully test-
ed ; but, in any case, our cordial thanks are due to those esteem-
ed friends for their prompt and efficient service. It is left to
the Committee, to be to-night appointed, to determine how the
Agency shall be attended to during the ensuing year.

We have next to notice
[I. Our Branch-Societies,®

These now number fifty-four, being two more than last
year. The newly organized are those of Playfairville, and
Kardley. There are also five Associations. The condition of
many of those Societies is certainly healthier and more promis-
ing than that they were found in some years ago. Others of
them still languish. And all of them need to have more life
infused into them. They ought to be, to an extent they have
not yet become, rallying points for our common Evangelical
Protestantism, and centres of influence, promotive of holy zeal
and of Christian union, in every district. It is, in so far, hope-
ful that three of our Provisional Agents have been able to re.
port that the annual meetings held this winter have been in-
many quarters very much larger than formerly. That the en-
thusiasm then enkindled may be fostered, and that the impulse
imparted may be turned to good account, it is desirable that a
few friends in each Branch should make the Bible cause their
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speciality, and keep it, as they may have opportunity, in the
public view. Our hope, however, for the future must depend
principally on a general revival of living, earnest, religion in
the churches among us. Were that secured and establ'shed all
fitfulness and apathy would speedily disappear.

They visited in the following Townships, namely, Goul-
burn, Beckwith, Bathurst, Burgess, North Elmsley, Bedford,
Lavant, Palmerston, Olden, Oso, Gloucester, Cumberland, Os-
goode, Russell, Nepean, Ramsay, Clarendon, Bristol, Eardley,
Hull, Wakefiela, Masham, Lowe, Wright, Aylwin, Leslie,
Litchfield, Mansfield, Alice, Ross, McNab, Horton, Fitzroy,
Templeton, Buckingham, and others the names of which were
not specified.

Of the extent of their work the following summary gives
an idea :

Of their visits 127 were to the shanties and depots of lum-
berers, where there were found 3718 men. From some of
these, unsolicited Free Contributions were sent to the Society

to the amount of $92.75.
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The aggregate value of the gratuitous distribution made
by the Colporteurs was $33.08. They report that their sales
have been greatly hindered by the stringency of the times,
that is, by the scarcity of labour and of money. When tem-
poral wants are pressing, the necessity for new or more Bibles
18 not readily perceived. They also find that in the older
townships, which have been frequently canvassed, and abun-
dantly supplied with the sacred volume, the demand for it is
necessarily not as keen as formerly. Wherever that is the
case, their labour must be. for some time atf any rate, discon-
tinued, and expended rather among the outlying pe)lml:itinn of
our remoter and more neglected districts, and in erowded towns
and villages where the spiritual destitution of individuals is as
:l]nl Lo |n,‘ overlooked as in HOW l‘v__:‘inln \\'}lc'l'(‘ the ill]l:lllil:llllh‘
are very thinly scattered.

That in quarters like these there is work for the col-
porteurs their last year’s reports show, for they tell of the
neglected and the destitute, the suffering and the sorrowful
that they had encountered. Some families were found who
had once had the Scriptures, but lost them through fires, and
had never replaced them. In other places they heard of the
sick with none to minister consolation to them, as among tho
Indians, many of whom suffered from small-pox. 1n one little
gathering a squaw appeared in deep distress. * She expressed
herself,” says the report, “in the deepest and most touching
way. She said she had a heavy weight on her heart, and that
when she heard the hymn sung, and the verses about Jesus
and his sufferings, she could not but weep.” She afterwards
intimated she could not read, but readily drank in what she
was told of Him, who pities the outcast, and saves to the utter-
most all that come to Him—the great Friend of sinners. In
one of our most crowded centres of population to another of
our labourers defiant infidelity and reckless indifference to all
religion asserted themselves, and showed that in such places
there are those who, because they absent themselves from
public religious ordinances, are apt to be overlooked.

As it had been the practice of the Society to take advan-
tage of large concourses of people, with a view to bring the
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Scriptures under their notice, it was thought well to attempt,
in concert with the Ottawa Young Men’s Christian Association,
to do so at the Provincial Exhibition in the neighbourhood of
this city, in September last. So far as the selling of the sacred
volume was concerned, only 41 copies were there disposed of;
but it is confidently believed that results, not te be reckoned
by figures, flowed from the testimony then publicly borne to
the truth as it is in Jesus.

Our Colporteurs this winter are fewer in number than
usual. Mr. McKenzie, who, for more than twenty years had
been engaged in the service, has been induced through sickness
and the infirmities of old age to retire. The Committee parted
with him with sincere regret, as an old friend and faithful fel-
low-labourer. Mr. Sloan has also withdrawn, as he found the
shanty work more than his strength was equal to. T'woothers
were engaged in autumn to take these vacant places, but, when
the time for action came, they set aside their engagement.
At the eleventh hour, Mr. Samuel Kerfoot, who has brought
the highest recommendations, has entered the field, and bids
fair, judging from the commencement of his work, to be an
efficient labourer. Besides him, Messrs. Day and Duclos are
the only others now employed,

For Colportage in summer that number will suffice; but
the Committee hope that a larger staff of suitable men will be
secured, in good time, for next winter’s service.

Portions, that is to say in all 5108 copies. Of these the gra-
tuitous distribution was to the number of 280 volumes, and to
the value of $72.40. The entire issues of the Auxiliary, since
1Its commencement, now amount to 62,124.

Mr. Durie having demitted his office, a change in respect
of the Depositary is unavoidable. Your Committee caunot
make this announcement without adverting to Mr. Durie's
long connection with the Society. He helped to lay its foun-
dation when but a Branch of the Montreal Auxiliary. He as-
sisted, twenty-one years ago, in securing its independent or-
ganization, and was appointed one of its first Vice-Presidents.
From 1857 to 1861 he was its President : and for the last fif-
teen years its Depositary. To a friend and helper of so long
standing your Committee think that it is very manifestly due
that he should be by this meeting invited, as a mark of res-
pect and confidence, to resume his position as Vice-president;
and they fondly hope that he may for very many years give
the Auxiliary the benefit of his counsels and of his large
experience,

The selection of his successor has been frequently, anxious-
ly, and very carefully deliberated on by your Committee,
They now recommend that Mr. E, A, Perry, of Sparks Street,
be appointed the Depositary for the ensuing year. In making
that recommendation they have a strong persuasion that Mr,
Perrv possesses the requisite qualifications, and that he will
prove a faithful and eflicient officer.

We have, lastly, to report on
V. Our Finances.

For reasons already referred to the Treasurer's statement
necessarily shows a less favourable condition of matters than
he had te exhibit at last Anniversary. W hen due allowance
18 made for all the circumstances ailecting his account, it will
be found eminently satisfactory, even as shown in the abstract
o be now submitted. Itis to be regretted that the City col-
lections have not yet been all handed in, When they are all

(‘
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received, the account will be closed, and, with all its details, it
will appear in the Appendix.

In the mean time it will suffice to inform you that our
income, including last year’s balance, has been $6441.53. Of
that amount we have received as Free Contributions, $2119.41;
as a legacy from the late H. O. Burritt, Esq., New Edinburgh
8500 ; and as the proceeds of sales $1888.56. In these receipts,
the Parent Society’s annual grant of £50 sterling, which we
hereby gratefully acknowledge, is included. On the other
hand there have been expended on Purchase account for stock
$437.17; for Colportage $1437.58: for Agency—including
the allowance to Provisional Agents, which has been already
paid, but which according to former usage, would have appear-
ed in next year's account—§630.00; for printing $240 60;
and for the expenses of Depository, duty, freight, insurance,
&e., &e., $707.65, making the total outlay $3453.00; and leav-
ing in the Treasurer’s hands a balance of $2988.53. That
balance 1s the largest ever reported at an annual meeting. It
happens to be so owing to the fact that nearly the whole of the
receipts mentioned above have reached the Treasurer since the
Committee’s last ordinary meeting. They will, however, have
no diﬂit‘!lll}' In tlislm.\ill;_:’ of them, as miy he .i,llll'_;‘wl from the
fact that our liability for stock received from Britain last
autumn is $1947.26. It i3, of course, also very desirable that
a donation be sent to the Parent Society to aid it in its great
foreign enterprise.

[t has been, no doubt, noted that a prominent feature in this
Report 18 the number of changes among officials, which it has
announced. Your Committee regres that, before closing, they
have to mention yet another. Owing to the multiplicity and
pressing nature of his other engagements, the Rev. Mr. Gordon
has withdrawn from office. For eight ycars he has been inti-
mately identified with the Society. During the one half of
that term he was its Recording Secretary; and during the
other half its Corresponding Secretary. For the valuable and
important services which he has rendered, he is well entitled
to the lasting gratitude of its members. Happily he will con-
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tinue to be a member of Committee, and may be expected, when
in his power, to continue to take a warm interest and an active
part 1n 1ts proceedings. Your Committee nominate, with

““(xive ye them to eat” is the Master’s command. It is obeyed when
spiritual food is given to the nations. But there is still a multitude
remaining unfed. “Give me todrink ™ 12 al8o said by the same author-
itative voice, and compliance ig yielded to it when living water, by
means of the Truth, is conveyed to thoge who are identified with Him-
self, as the members of His body, and some of whom may be found in
parched places of the wilderness, weary because of the way, and greatly
in need of refreshment, During the past year thc British and Foreign
Bible Society has been striving to obey both of these injunctions.

[ts issues during the past year, ending 318t March, 1875, have been
2.‘;]‘.’,‘27 COples of the Suripturvs, in whole or in ['Il.r‘t. Its entire
1ssues, during these 71 years, number 73,750,538.

T'he income of the twelve months reported on, from all sources, was
£222,191.5.6 sterling, or above $1,110,000, which more than sufficed
for the eX P nditure, lhuugh it was greater than that of any prv\'iuua
year, for there remained, after meeting it, a balance of $25,000. A
very considerable part of the receipts was derived from legacies and
the donations of individuals. These, however, are rather precarious
sources to depend upon. The main dependence of the Society must
be on the revenue obtained from Auxiliary Societies, and from the
proceeds of sales. It commenced the current year with pecuniary en-
gagements exceeding half a million dollars.

In reviewing the work reported on, we may begin conveniently with
FRANCE.

Forty-nine colporteurs have been at work here. They have been
under many disadvantageous circumstances. Some in authority
have tried to hinder. Money has been very scarce, and the working
classes generally in misery. Sales have been fewer and of the cheaper
volumes. At the same time, there is a thirst after spiritual truth evin-
ced. Many desire to know something better than Romish superstition,
and show their willingness to make sacrifices for the possession of the
Truth.

Among several interesting cases, the following are recorded :—A

A colporteur named Pieper, who labors in Brunswick, gives in
his journal a scene worthy of being recorded :

When on his way from Brunswick to Wolfenbuttel, in the com-
partment where he sat he offered his Bibles to hig fellow-passengers,
as i8 his habit, Thereupon one of them turned round upon him and
said, “The Bible i not true ; who can believe the story of Adam and
Eve? Who made them?’ Before Piper could snswer, 8 Jew who
was with them broke in and said, “ God made them. Give a man
wood, iron or stone, and he will make many things of them, but how-
ever much he may transform them, they remain wood, iron or stone,
dead matter in another shape, nevertheless. Life he cannot breathe
into them. God alone does that, and he did it for Adam.” A Jew, a
Protestant, a Christian and an infidel were thus face to face. Another
passenger now spoke. He was a young man. ‘Iam a Roman Catholic,’
he said; ¢ have you a book for me?’ Pieper ssid, ‘Yes.” He chose a
Kistemaker’s New Testament, remarking that he bought it with his last
money. He added that he was on his way home from prison, where he
had been confined six weeks. In prigon the only book to which he had
access wis the Bible. He had read it, and learned to regard the punish-
ment he had received as the just reward of his loose life, which by God’s
help he was determined to amend.

At Cologne, the Agent had an opportunity of converse with Bishop
Reinkens, whom he found as cordial in tone as liberal in sentiment.
He also heard him preach an eloquent, evangelical, devout sermon on
faith. It was thoroughly ecriptural, and breathed an admirable spirit.

From the journal of Fischer, one of the colporteurs who works in
Thuringia, an incident is communicated of a kind unhappily rarer than
it used to be:

I had been at work all day and had sold nothing. I came at lastto
a porcelain manufactory, and began to offer my books to the men.
They were very friendly and seemed willing to buy, but had no money
by them. I then went to the proprietor of the works and asked permis-
sion to visit the work rooms. Not only did he give it me readily, but
said, ¢ You may tell all the workpeople that if they have no money by
them they can come to me in my office and I will advance as much as
they require” When I left, the proprietor asked me if I had given all
his people an opportunity of buying. When I said that I had, he shook

AUSTRIA.

The circulation here hgs been 115,457 copies, and in about 20 dife
ferent languages. Among these, there appears for the first time the
Ruthenian language. The majority of those using it belong to the Greek
Church, by which the reading of the Scriptures has never been prohib-
ited. OUne of their priests is friendly. He has urged his people to
acquaint themselves with the Word of God; and 8o many have complied
with his advice that the Agent has glready written to say that his stock

18 totally exhausted, and that he longs for further supplies.

In connection with the Croat version, the tollowing may be stated :
Last year @ woman had bought 8 German Bible from one of our colpor-
teurs at Bruck, & place about forty English miles from Vienna, This
woman lately came to the Depot to obtain a Bible in her mother tongue,
which she called the Croat, but which is really a provincial dialect, in
which no Scriptures exiet. She said she wanted at least fifty copies.
During the winter she had been reading her Bible to the people that
met in the spinning room, and had translated it as well as she could
into the ¢ Croat.” The people were delighted, and always wanted to hear
more. Some of them had German Bibles, but that was not their own
language, and they understood it but imperfectly,. We showed the
woman one of our Croat Bibles., The letters were right enough, she
said, but the words made no sense. No translation in our Depot would
suit her, and she left us greatly grieved, that whilst there were copies
for every one else, there was not one for her in her mother tongue. She
intimated that her language was spoken in four or five villages in her
neighbourhood, where we might, she thought, easily sell 500 copies.
Might she come back in a month or so, she added, inquiringly, to see
whether a Bible had been translated and printed for them? We could
but smile and sigh over her simplicity.
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In many quarters, colporteurs encounter bitter hostility and many
difficulties. Were any proof of this statement needed, it would be sup-
plied by the story of poor Carl Rauch.

POLAND.

Warsaw.—The DepOt here is called by | priests ¢‘ the antichrist-
1an shop.”” How far, or whether at all it deserves the name, may be
seen from the touching story which follows. The depositary, Mr. Kan-
tor, was summoned one day to see a young woman. He says:

In a miserable room sat a girl of one-and-twenty, before a sewing-
machine, her countenance well-nigh as pale as the linen she was

sewing, and her eyes deep and hollow in her head. When I entered she
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looked at me with an inquiring gaze. I told her I had heard of her
through some friends, and that it would give me pleasure if I could
assist her. “Oh. I thank you, sir,” said she with grateful looks, ¢ but
I think I shall not want bodily refreshments very long: I think I am
soon going to my heavenly home, Do not think me unhappy; I have
experienced the greatest joy that can be felt by any mortal. And do
you know,” she continued, looking at me with an eye full of joy ;—*“do
you know to whom I owe that happiness? Next to God, to you, sir,
and to your Bible depit. A few years ago I regularly passed your
window and there read the Bibles exhibited. Many of those words
sank deep into my heart and have taken root. At last I was able to
buy a Bible, and I firmly believe it has been to me the power of God
unto salvation.

The issues in this land have been, for the year, 17,635 volumes,
There are but three colporteurs engaged.

ITALY.

Our Society stands clear of parties in this land, and aims only at
furnishing the people with the Word, which will enable them to judge
for themselves, It has distributed among them during the past year
38,754 volumes. The distributers are not without encouragement.
Take the following instances :—

A soldier received a Testament in the Crimea. Though ridiculed
by his mates for reading 1t, he would not surrender his treasure, and
there not only did he find a Saviour, but his old father also was simi-
larly enlightened, to whom he sent the volume. A tobacconist, now a
member of one of the Protestant churches in Rome, stated that a bundle
of tracts was brought to him to use as waste paper in his shop, He
tore up a few leaves to wrap cigars in, but not being at ease in making
such use of them, he laid the rest aside. His wife, seeing the parcel,
made a selection of them for her own perusal, leaving the rest to be
destroyed. The Rev. J. Wall, having heard of the tracts, called upon
the man, and had no great difficulty in persuading him to give them
up to him, and to attend the Church of which he and his wife are now
congistent members. But the interest of all this lies in the fact that,
long before, the man had received a Gospel, which he had read again
and again, and it was the impression which the little book made on
his mind that caused him to Jay aside the tracts instead of destroying
them, and to accept the more readily the invitation to attend a Chris-
tian place of worship.

A colporteur reports when he was at P——, no one coming to buy,
[ opened a Bible and began to read it, when presently a person accosted
me in & most friendly manner. He shook hands, and expressed a great
interest in my mission. Next he drew from his pocket a New Testa-
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ment, which was marked in various places, a sign that he was a care-
ful student of the Word. He inquired if the sales were encouraging,
and then pulled out of his pocket & book which contained various pas-
sages of Scripture written in Latin and Italian, and some also in short-
hand, all whieh convinced me that he was a friend of the Gospel, and

pleased to meet with anyone who took an interest in these things, and

Colporteur Petersen vigited the camp in Jutland. He writes:
‘““ When the soldiers towards evening were at leisure, 1 had enough to
do to carry Bibles and Testaments about to the different divisions, and
was well received, especially by the soldiers from Jutland, Not only
those who soon after the short gathering were to return to their homes
were anxious to buy a Bible or Testament to take to friends and re-
lations, but also non-commissioned officers and others, to whom military
life was their calling, tried to get possession of a copy, and did not
mind a little trouble to push through the large crowd of soldiers that
often gathered round me. KEven officers of the highest rank asked me
to come with my books to their tents.

Nearly cveryone seemed to know a little of the British H:‘I-]t‘g!li‘ii"\ ,
and expressed their admiration of its great liberality, and their grati-
tude for all its Christian benevolence. In the course of ten days I rold
400 Bibles and 800 Testaments, and returned with a joyfal heart and
fresh strength to take up my work again.

The proepect for the current year 1s very bright; several new rail-
ways are to be ulwh(u] in West and South JHT]HH'], which will }rl'ih_‘j
parts of the country heretofore almost inaccessible within easy reach of
the colporteurs; and if men can be secured like those of whose doings
an account has been given, and correspondents able intelligently and
with Christian zeal to superintend them, your Committee share
the hope expressed by their Agent that much of solid work may yef
be done,

SCANDINAVIA.

The circulation in Norway and Sweden combined was, in the last
twelve months, 110,000 c-n]niv-'. The advance 18 t'_\-.vllhi\'t-ly upon the
Bibles and New Testaments, and 18 the more satisfactory as regards
the former item as shewing that the people are losing their old prejudice
against the absence of the Apocrypha. Dr. Rohtleib, who continues
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to act as your correspondent for Sweden, attributes the growth of cir-
culation partly to the bountiful harvests with which the land has been
blessed, enabling many of the poor to purchase the Scriptures for
themselves and their children, and partly to the spread of education
and revival of religious life in various parts of the country. In speak-
ing of the favour with which a 32mo. Testament, printed originally for
the use of soldiers, has been received,he says: “We are continually serd-
ing out large supplies of it, and, to judge from our orders in hand, the de-
mand still continues. There may be several reasons for this, but among
others we will only indicate two of the most probable, at least to our judg-
ment. When these small Testaments first were printed, a great many of
our country people could not read the small print, while of later years the
gchools everywhere have been greatly improved, so that scarcely a
young person among the Swedish peasantry will be found who would

hesitate at the reading of a Swedish book printed with any kind of

types. And, secondly, the last few years have seen meeting-houses
arise all over the country, where the Bible is read and explained on
week-days, very often by colporteurs, and where people like to bring
their own gopies to follow the reading; and for this purpose there can
scarcely be found a more convenient book than this nice little edition.”

RUSSIA.

For the Society’s purposes this vast Empgre is divided into two
parts, the Northern and Southern, and for each a separate agency, the
one having its head-quarters at St. Petersburg, the other at Odessa.
Their joint issues have been above 260,000 copies.

Of the Siberian field it is stated :—* The condition of this vast ter-

ritory is very much the following: there are a number of towns of

considerable importance scattered up and down the country, and
along the high-road from the European frontier to China is clustered
a pretty large population, The rest of the country is exceedingly
sparsely peopled, In addition to this, there are in various parts large
numbers of the ahoriginal tribes, who live partly in a settled, partly in
& nomadic condition, amongsi whom the state of education is, as alas!
in Russia generally, very low. Besides these, there is, in various parts
of the country, & considerable number of troops, and in the Ural dis-
trict, which is a fertile hilly region, but by no means mountainous,
dwells a large mining population. The trade of the country is mostly
carried on by means of large fairs similar to that of Nijny, which meet

at different places at the various seasons of the year, Thither all the
merchants repair who have goods to sell.”

After careful enquiry your Agent came to the conclusion that it
would not be desirable to erect an independent dépit at such a place as
Tomsk, but that all the necessities of the case would be met by ap-
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pointing & head-colporteur with an assistant, who should travel over
the country and visit the great fairs. This proposal has been sanc-
tioned by your Committee, and it now only needs that a man should be
found able and willing to undertake so great an enterprise. To some
extent Siberia 18 still a vast penal settlement ; across such roads as Mr.
Nicolson traversed are (':ﬂ.tW‘yt-] prisoners doomed to its ‘irtwir}'t-xile.
And when it 18 considered that nearly 17,000 of these unhappy heings
were transported last year, the friends of the Society will surely ac-
knowledge that here is a field where the Word of God is most urgently
needed, and would offer sweetest comfort.

The friendly attitude of the Russian clergy may be inferred from
such facts as these, that a monastery at Slaviangk has been furnished
with a considerable supply of Scriptures to be sold to pilgrims visiting its
shrines, and that an influential ecclesiastic of the monastery and cata-
combs at Kieff' sent a large order, accompanied by full remittance, for
books that he proposed giving to his ¢ spiritual children,’ that is to say,
as many of the 50,000 pilgrims annually visiting Kieff as might come
to him for instruction, counsel and blessing. In reporting thie Mr.
Watt says: ““ It is difficult to imagiue a position in Russia in which if
would be possible to accomplish a greater amount of good than in that
filled by this ecclesiastic, How satisfactory then it is to know that,
lully conscious of his responsibility, he seeks to pour light into the
darkened winds of his countrymen, by putting them in possession of
the inspired Word. Nor do the exertions of this ecclesiastic form an
1solated case ; it affords me great pleasure to be able to testify to the
fact that, among the better instructed clergy of the Russia-Greek
Church, some of the most active labourers in the spread of the Holy
Scriptures in Ruasia are to be found.”

The Armenian priests, on the contrary, are hostile, doing their
utmost to prevail on the police to intertere. The latter, however, inva-
riably protected Streike in his work; and where the popular party in
favor of the Scriptures was sufficiently strong, it onenly condemned
the action of its spiritual guides. In other places many of the people
came to the colporteur at night, to buy under cover of the darkness.
Your agent is persuaded that a great work is to be done among these
Armenians of Georgia, and that, when the contemplated cheap edition
of the New Testament in the Ararat dialect is brought into circulation,
a great impulse will be given to the religious life of the district.

TURKEY.

In this field, hindrances have arisen from several causes: from a
desolating famine in part of Asia Minor, and from the interference and
ve‘xatious demands of the authorities at Constantinople. Notwithstand.-
ing, the issues have been above 34,000. All through the provinces the
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work is, as formerly, sustained. In Herzegovina the circulation of the
Scriptures has given new views of Divine Truth to all classes of the
population, has stimulated education among both sexes,and above all,
has led a little band of praverful inquirers to separate themselves from
prevailing errors, and, in spite of no small persecution, to profess a
Scriptural faith.

In Rhodes, a village priest bought sixty Gospels, for sale to his
parishioners. These little books your Agent values highly as  skir-
mishers of the army,” often finding entrance where the more ponderous
Bible is excluded. At Makri, on the Lycian coast, Misaelides was met
by many old friends. Right pleasant was it to hear a priest, who three
years before had bought in fear and secrecy, openly avow this posses-
gion and study of the Book, and urge his neighbors to obtain and read
it for themselves.

In Mitylene, Pilo, another colporteur found that his sales were good,
and his efforts to introduce the Scriptures as a text-book into the schools
were not in vain,

A priest had been constrained by the archbishop to denounce him
from the pulpit on his first arrival; but afterwards, on becoming
acquainted with him, conceived a very high regard for himn, and did
nothing to impede his work, which was fairly successful. On this oc-
casion Pilo asked him to recommend the Scriptures to his people.
‘ How can I recommend,’ asked he, ¢ what I once publiely condemned ?’
But he asked Pilo to dine with him, and the result of his visit was that
the priest gave a hearty and effectual recommendation to Pilo’s books.

EGYPT.

The circulation here has been above 3,000 volumes. It is reported
the Spirit of God has largely blessed the simple reading and hearing of
the Word to the conversion of souls, and that thus the circulation of the
Holy Seriptures, chiefly by this Society, may with good ground be con-
sidered as the very foundation of the present revived and hopeful con-
dition of the Coptic Church.

Several cases are mentioned in which conversion is ascribed to the
simple reading of the Scriptures; and it appears as if oftentimes the
labours of the various Missions were directed chiefly to the guidance of
those who had received their first enlightenment from the solitary peru-
sal of the Word of God. Dr. Thomson specifies one case which is pecu-
liarly fitted to encourage the Society to further efforts. It is of a young
man who, whilst ignorant and reckless, heard a friend read one day
from a Testament which he had brought home with him :

He was interested and awakened by it, and became very desirous to
read the Book for himself. He did not then know his letters, but found
& blind man, who for a dollar taught him the art of reading, requiring
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also as a preliminary the committal to memory of the Lord’s Praver.
He now read the New Testament with much earnestness, and felt that,
If all the Book said was true, he was a lost man. To satisfy his
iInquiries he visited the Mission in Faioum, and finally, in the midst of

not a little opposition from his family, confessed the name of Jesus.

This man, who owed 80 much to a 'l‘t';*lll!lll'lll, has become a col-
porteur, and among the first whom he has brought over to the cause of
his new Master are his own wife and sister.

MADAGASCAR.

With reference to a supply of cheap and portable Bibles which the
Society had sent, the Rev. H. W. Grainge, writing from Antananarivo,
says :=—l know not when I have been 8o pleased as when I saw these
Bible cases come into the printing-office yard. On the Bunday follow-
Ing there was quite a scene of excitement in some of the city churches
when it was announced that the long-expected Bibles had really come
at last ; and on the day of issue the place was thronged from morning
tll night. I had expected as much, and had made what preparations
I could, but even then was scarcely able to overtake the demand. The
pastors of the church I now have in charge, fearing that all would soon
ve gone, begged that they might take a whole case to the church for
their own people. This they did, and disposed of all in a very few
The Queen sent at once for three cases, and afterwards for
another, while from the country orders

minutes,

:ame 1n 80 fast that the ware-
house was soon almost cleared. During the past week we have sold
scarcely anything but Bibles,

This letter was followed by another, despatched by special mes-
senger to catch the mail, stating that the whole consignment had been
sold in a fortnight, and begging in the name of the local Committee for
another supply of 10,000 copies, Tae Rev, W, K. Cousins bears plea-
sant testimony to the efforts made by your Society to supply the Mala-
gasy with a more portable edition of the Scriptures :—

I cannot close without saying how much we owe you for the small
pocket Bibles. We rejoice in the joy of our people. Their Bibles had
been large, unwieldy books, and they thoroughly appreciate a volume
80 eagily carried and yet so clearly printed. I think the large circula-
tion of this edition at the present time will be productive of incalculable
good. The Jesuitsare unremitting intheir endeavors, but with a Bible-
reading people they will have but little power. The price has been fixed
low, but thousands will be sold at a shilling to people who could not
pay a higher price, and we trust we shall not be regarded as having put
the generosity of the Bible Society to too severe a test. I am sure you
would have been pleased if you had been here on Monday morning,
when we began to sell. Almost every third or fourth person we met
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had a Bible, sometimes several. At our Sunday services, too, we have
the pleasure of listening to quite a rustle of leaves being turned over
when a chapter is given out. A pleasing change, too, is experienced in
our Bible classes. Instead of having only two or three Bibles in a class,
now most of our pupils have them. May God bless the reading of His
Word to the salvation of thousands! At our last united monthly
prayer-meeting, one of our preachers offered public thanksgiving for
cheap and portable Bibles, and specially asked that a blessing might
rest on those generous friends to whom the Malagasy owed such a valu-
able gft.

The circulation in 1874 has been 10,246 copies, four-fifths of which
have been sold; it is worthy of note that 6,311 are whole Bibles. Mr.
Grainge sends an interesting report of the year’s work ; one passage
may be quoted from it as illustrating the way in which the Holy Spirit
is pleased to use the written Word—at times a mere fragment of it.

My friend the Rev. J. Sibree told me only two days since that one
of the natives, at present assisting him in the revision of the Book of
(Genesis, attributes his conversion to having met with a small scrap
torn from a Malagasy Bible. It appears that until the later years of
Queen Ranavalona I., while Christianity was still proscribed, he lived
a careless heathen life, He had indeed heard of the new religion, but
had taken no trouble to make himself acquainted with its truths, But
one day, walking past the spot where the memorial church of Amba-
tanakanga now stands, he saw on the ground a small scrap of printed
paper. Taking it up, he found it was a mere fragment of the Book of
Psalms. He began to read, and was especially struck with one verse,
which #poke of the power and majesty of Jehovah, as the true God.
He could not get rid of the impression itemade on his mind, that the
God revealed in the Bible was the true and living One. He accordingly
sought out some of the Christians,and inquired of them about the faith
they professed. The result was that he believed in Christ as the
Saviour, joined himself to the persecuted company of the believers, and
endured with them privation and lose for Christ’s sake. He has now
been for some years a native pastor, and is a most zealous and godly
man. He was chosen first as one of the two pastors of the little Chris.
tian congregation at Ambohimanga; afterwards, when the idols were
destroyed, he, with two or three of his friends, commenced a new
church in a large village about two miles to the south, and there
gathered a congregation of about 800 people from the lowest clags of
the population. More recently he was led to think that God’s provi-
dence called him more to the west, where Roman Catholie influence is
very strong. There he has already erected a clay building as a church,
and is gathering another congregation. The good man’s name is
Rainivelo, In 1869 he was commissioned by the Government to
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accompany the officers sent to burn Ramahavaly, one of the chief idols
of Imerina. He did this with great delight, and had the satisfaction of
chopping up the piece of wood with its coverings 8f eloth and spangles,
and committing it to the flames. The heathen people were confident
that vengeance would not suffer him to live, and expected he would
fall a victim to the anger of the indignant idol on the road home; but
he survived, and for several weeks following went from village to vil.
)tl;_'e in the illllllﬂllatt* Ilt'i;_'lllm!‘hmnl, ]H'(‘il(.‘}llllg tO Illf‘ p{‘u[)](* from [||p
words, “ Be not faithless, but believing.” Humanly speaking, the good
work accomplished by this devoted man 18 entirely owing to the influ-
ence of a mere fragment of God’s Word, picked up bv purest accident,

but proving a seed of life sown in good soil.

INDIA.,

In the reports from this section of our great Empire, a new import-
ance is attached to Colportage. The entire issues from all the
auxiliaries have numbered above 216,000 copies; and a large part of
these have been circulated by colporteurs. The Rev. K. M. Wherry
says: Last year during a preaching tour we left a copy of the Panjabi
New Testament at a village where the people had shewn unusual interest
in our preaching. There was only one man in the village who could
read. We left the New Testement with him, on condition that he
would read it to the people of the village. On our return to that village
we inquired whether this promise had been fullfilled, and were assured
that it had. Several of the villagers said they believed that it contained
the Truth. We had reason to believe they were sincere in what they
said.

At another village, a Sikh Guru wished to procure a copy of the
New Testament, but said he could not pay for it, whereupon the villagers
collected the money and purchased a copy. After the purchase they
said they would make their Guru read it to them. On our return this
year we were assured that he had read the Testament to them, and
more books were purchased of our bookseller by them.

A few days ago, a young Brahmin came to call on us. He said
that he was the priest in the service of a certain Sirdar, and that, hav-
ing purchased a Hindi New Testament from a colporteur at a Mela, he
had read it thought and thus became convinced of the truth of Christi-
anity. He professed entire faith in Jesus as the only Saviour of sinners.
He said that there were others in his village who believed as he did,
and desired us to pay them a visit soon. Thie young man did not come
to be entertained by us as an inquirer, but returned again to his village
the next day after visiting us. His story therefore seems entirely
credible, and well illustrates the power of the printed Scriptures to con-
vince the heathen of the Truth as it is in Jesus,

¥
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A servant of the government at Benares procured a portion of the
Scriptures, which he read. God watched the good seed taking root,
and bringing forth ffuit, although man did not see what was taking
place. Now, a tall thin pensioner may be seen in the suburhs of
Cawnpore, who has cast away his idols, and is rejoicing 1n the Word of
God as his greatest treasure. He spends much of his time in telling
his countrymen of the Lord Jesus Christ. His old well-worn Bible 1s
marked with references and notes. Such a Bible, which has been the
instrument employed by the Holy Spirit for the conversion of this old
pensioner, might well deserve a place in the Library of one of our Bible
Societies. I am grateful to Almighty God that the coiportage under my
surperintendence has gone on o well. The success in obtaining such
large sales is owing solely to steady work and careful supervision, and
[ hope that the next report will shew that all the Superintendents have
been throwing themselves, heart and soul, into this good work of
Cil'clllming_(}t_ni'ﬁ blessed Word.

From Calcutta the tidings are that missionaries have gone to fairs,
shrines, markets and other places resorted to by the Hindus and
Mussulmaneg, preaching Jesus as the Saviour of men, and selling the
Scriptures in large numbers to the people assembled together. Colpor-
teurs have been employed in Calcutta and the Mofussil to go from town
to town and from house to house, reading and explaining the Word of
God, and inducing their hearers to purchase the books they have for
sale. Missionaries and others have the books in their houses, where
those visiting them may eagily obtain them for an exceedingly trifling
amount. Ladies employed in the Zenanas have taken the Bibles to
their pupils, and either lent or sold them, so that those who are able to

read may acquaint themselves with the blessed truths made known to
ue in the Word of God.

From Madras it is reported that there have been employed in Tamil
districts 21 colporteurs, in Telugu 16, in Malayalim 12, in Canarese 4,
and in the Nizam’s dominions 2. These men have travelled, it is com-
puted, 65,000 miles in the year; they cost the Society on an average
Rs. 16 each per month, and as each distributes in the same time 92
books, the cost of distribution is about 3 annas a copy. English Bibles
are largely bought by educated Hindus, and in 70 heathen schools
portions of Scripture are used as class-books.

I'he work in India also includes translating, printing, and publish-
ing in many languages and dialects, under the superintendence of
competent persons selected by the Auxiliaries.

CHINA.

It is sometimes asked why the Society does not devote a larger
share of its resources to the cultivation of so vast and untilled a coun-
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try a8 China. The answer is, that the opportunity has not yet been
given for doing all the Committee desire to do in this direction. Anx-
lously do they watch for every opening, and seek to fill it; but after
many years, the door stands half closed, and about it are jealous guards.
Among a people so excitable as the Chinese, colportage in the interior
18 attended by many dangers. The Mandarins have not read the New
Testament, but they know full well how to imitate the priests who in-
cited the crowd against the Nazarene and His followers; and more
than once the colporteur has been beaten with stripes, and cruelly en-
treated of his own countrymen.

The Society has employed sixteen men during the year, besides
seven who have been directed in their movements from Amoy. Taking
into account the sales from the Depdts at six centres, about 74,269
copies of the Chinese Scriptures have been circulated in the year,
The stock has been completely replenished, editions having been printed
of 20,000 of the Delegates’ version, 10,000 of the Mandarin New Testa-
ment, and 20,000 of the Gospels and Acts. Some years ago, a few
portions of Scripture were dropped like stray seed upon an Island near
the Hok Chiang. The people had no teacher, but they read the books,
honoured them, and after some years secured a catechist to expound
unto them the ways of God more perfectly, There is now a flourishing
congregation on the island.

AUSTRALIA AND NEW ZEALAND.

In these extensive regions there would appear to be 28 Auxiliaries.
From only a few of them are full and accurate statistics given. There
are reported about 10,000 copies issued, and about $12,000 as free con-
tributions to the Parent Society ; but the returns are manifestly defective.

POLYNESIA.

Albeit the Society has but one regularly constituted Auxiliary
among the Pacific Isles—that at Aneityum in the New Hebrides, it will
be seen that your Committee have been in correspondence with Chris-
tian workers in almost every group, rendering help in the translation
of the Scriptures into the various tongues, and supplying communities
than which none are more anxious to become acquainted with the Word
of God, or readier to pay for the precious Volume.

Dr. Nesbit orders 2,000 copies more of the Samoan Bible, ¢ bound
only in the best calf.” A later communication states that almost the
whole of the first instalment of the complete Bible had been disposed
of, and that in many places not a copy was left, but the people were
paying in advance, g0 as to make sure of getting copies when the next
shipment arrived. And from Tahiti there is an urgent request for
5,000 Tahitian New Testaments, and a quantity of large print pulpit
Bibles.
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SOUTH AMERICA,

In this vast region, which has been spiritually heretofore so harren,
there are indications of a change for the better.

In Chili, where formerly it was difficult to introduce the Bible
and amounted to a criminal act to preach, the tables are turned, and
the clergy threatened. It is proposed to punish them if they publish
any edicts from the Pope subversive of the laws of the land. Hitherto
the robbery of a Protestant place of worship was nQ more than any
other robbery, and disturbing a Protestant congregation no crime at all,
but now all forms of worship are to be protected alike. The Valparaiso
Bible Society testifies to an increasing demand for Spanish Scriptures.
In 1870 only 64 Spanish Testaments were sold at the Depository ; where-
as five times as many copies were disposed of to purchasers in a single
month of the past year. The Chilians, who had laid aside their Bibles
in consequence of a menacing pastoral issued by the clergy, have come
forward with new courage to buy and read the Scriptures, now that they
find the enlightened rulers of the land are not to be stayed by threats
of excommunication. Many in the neighbourhood of Panulcillo are
reported as spending their evenings in earnest conversation about the
truths of the (;n-}u-l.

In Brazil five colporteurs were at work; 10,240 volumes were
circulated.

MEXICO.

In few parts of the world has the Bible been more truly the pio-
neer of a free Christianity than in Mexico. Of the fifty or sixty Protes-
tant churches scattered through the land, scarcely one, it is said, would
have been established but for the circulation and reading of the Scriptures
which led the way and prepared the ground. The Protestants of
Mexico naturally recoil in faith and worship as far as possible from
Rome. They have studied their Bibles before any Church system was
set up amongst them, and will now accept nothing that does not bear
to their eyes the seal of New Testament simplicity.

During the past year twelve colporteurs were engaged; and the
1s8ues were above 25,000,

THE UNITED STATES.

Tue AmericAN BisLe Sociery continues its work on the same
grand scale as before. Its income last year was $664,000 ; its issues,
nearly a million. Of these about three-fourths were in English, and
one-fourth in forty different foreign languages. One of its auxiliaries,
that at New York, has by its agents visited during the year nearly
40,000 families, with a view to ascertain and supply their lack of the
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Scriptures, and among the large class of immigrants 20,425 Bibles and
Testaments have been distributed. Its other auxiliaries are also act-
ively engaged in a systematic work of varied interest.

ENGLAND AND WALES.

There were about ninety different editions in different languages
issued by the Society last vear. The circulation in England was
through various channels. There would appear to have been about
twenty colporteurs employed by kindred societies in distributing 52,000
volumes. The entire issues in England and Wales were 643,000.

BisLe-woMEN.—That excellent and well-tried worker, Mrs. Ranyard,
who for eighteen years has been occupied in bringing the Word of God
into the homes of the London poor, is now encouraged at seeing much
of the long-buried seed spring up. Under the preaching of the Gospel
by the American Evangelists many mothers have, to her knowledge,
been subdued in penitence, and thence lifted to the joy of a new life in
Christ; and their first act has been to bring out the neglected Testament
or repair to the Bible-woman for supply, saying, “ Teach us more
about it; we never thought there was such a book in the world.”
Your Society has contributed during the year £520 towards the salary
of 202 Bible-women, whose sales, chiefly of large-print editions, have
amounted to 11,129 copies, against 8,769 sold in 1873. The proceeds of
sales have alsgo risen from £1,198 to £1,603; indeed, more work has
been done every way than in any year since 1861,

IRELAND.

The Hibernian Bible Society continues its good work, It gave out
for the year 70,000 copies. Its circulation was effected through vari-
ous evangelical societies, without regard to denominational distinctions.

We see even now indications of a brighter future for Ireland, in the
numerous agencies that are at work for the spread of Evangelical Truth ;
in the advancing education of our people; jn their growing impatience
of spiritual thraldom; in the more vigorous life and activity of our
Protestant churches; in the universal manifestation of Christian union ;
in the present susceptibility to religious impression, wherever the Gos-
pel 18 faithfully proclamed, in town or in country;—these are
characteristic features of the times in which we live, and they encour-

age us to put forth more strenuous effort, and to anticipate more
abundant success.

SCOTLAND.

Tue National Bible Society of Scotland ranks third among the
institutions having in view the noble aim of spreading among all tongues
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and people the lively oracles of God. Its circulation for the past year
has been 340,908 copies, a slight decrease on the returns for 1873, Its
income has been £26,840, the largest sum, with two exceptions, that it
has ever reported. Among many valued supporters, whose mantle of
zeal the Committee pray may be caught up by younger men, are
named the late Earl of Dalhousie, the Rev. Principal Fairbairn, and
the Rev. Dr. Henderson. An exchange of pulpits was effected in Glas-
gow some months ago, when twenty-five ministers cheerfully placed
their services at the disposal of the Society. Its auxiliaries have been
increased by 17 to a present total of 210; and now, when special funds
have terminated, and the country is 80 covered with the net-work of
organization that little fresh can be attempted, it is to local auxiliaries
that the Committee earnestly look to be sustained in their operations,
which extend over Europe and to far-distant lands like Africa and
Japan.

IN CONCLUSION.

In all our Bible work we should foster within us the spirit of our
Master, who, ‘““when He saw much people, was moved with compassion
toward them, because they were as sheep not having a shepherd.”
The state of the heathen may well awaken our pity.

The intimate relation subsisting bet veen the Society and those
Foreign Missions which are the glory of the present day, has incident-
ally been touched upon again and again in this Report. It has been
a pleasure to have the opportunity of testifying afresh to the sterling
worth of men whose path of Christian service has at many points crossed
or run parallel with that of your own agents. ‘We being many are
one body in Christ, and every one members of another.;’ for if the
Missionary be indebted to the Bible Society for those supplies which
are his munition of war, not less is the latter his debtor for exploring
new countries, reducing strange languages to written forms, casting the
Scriptures into the mould thus prepared, and then aiding in their
diffusion. But your Committde cannot avoid perceiving that many
Christian people regard missions as the sole instrument for bringing the
Gospel to the heathen. Without wishing to subtract any part of the
aid deservedly given to those noble institutions, it seems right to claim
for your Society cordial recognition as toiling at their side in the same
field, and therefore as possessing a title like theirs to public support.
While a& to the Continent of Kurope—too often forgotten in the consider-

Church. Ottawa, on the 1st March, 1876.

Geo. Hay, Esq., President, occupied the chair.

The opening devotional service was conducted by the Rev. Mr,

Gorpox, and the Rev. CANON JOHNSTON.

The CaairMAN congratulated the meeting on the fact that for so
many in Ottawa the Bible Society is manifestly a rallying point. We
are still permitted to gather around an open Bible, to consider the
privileges we enjoy and the responsibilities we are placed under.

He added—permit me further to congratulate you on the goodly
array on this platform of ‘““men ot thought and men ot action” on
whom I may call with confidence to direct our thoughts this evening
in considering the claims which the Bible Society has to our sympathy
and our support. I have the fullest confidence that you will find their
addresses rich in instruction and warm with the fervour of christian
life; and by God’s blessing, which we have humbly invoked on our
meeting, I fondly trust we shall carry away with us thoughts and
purposes which shall redound to the glory of God and the welfare of

our fellowmen.

The report will now be read by the Recording Secretary. I need not
bespeak for it your careful attention. It will shew that although
the commercial depression which was noticed last year has not yet
been removed from this part of the country, we have to record a very
liberal response to the appeal for funds in aid of the Society—very greatly
in excess of the proportionate commercial receipts of the year—for this
we would thank God and take courage. Changes in the Executive will
also be noted. Time which has passed over our Society with a light and
kindly touch has rendered some of these imperative, and others must
naturally be expected soon to follow. It is for the serious consideration
of the young and strong among our christian men to heed the call to fall
in and fill up the ranks, that a strong, bold, firm, unflinching front be
kept up, pushing the battle to the gate. He then called on the Record-
ing Secretary to read the Report, which is given above,

wisdom and morality to the rising generation of his native land.

Simple as is the work of this Society, there is no work more truly
and broadly philanthropic than that of placing the words of God
in the hands of men. There is no mission work more truly catholic
than this, there is no scheme that can be conceived for the uplifting,
the amelioration of our race, s0 transcendently grand as this scheme
for placing God’s own words, straight from Heaven, in the hands of
every inhabitant of this globe.

Give the Bible .\‘()L!it*l}' your hands and youar llt'ﬂl'tﬂ, and as far as
you can do so the contents of your purses. God will bless this noble
work. May his blessing encourage all who are engaged in 1t !

Jouy McDoxarp, Esq., M.P., Toronto, seconded the resolution,
and raid :=Two things strike me forcibly in the admirable report which
has just been read, the first being of a gladdening character ; that is,
that during the past year the Word of God has been brought to the
shanties of the lumbermen by vour colporteurs, that 3,000 of these
hardy men have heard the Word of Life in the wilderness, and heard
it through the instrumentality of this Society; and, as the best evidence
that they have heard to purpose, we find among the list of contribu-
tions some $90, voluntarily contributed by them for the circulation of
that Word which has been made so great a blessing to them.,

The next thought is of a saddening character. It is that this
Society, after having made known the fact that it needs a Bible Woman,
has been unable to secure such an agent. Surely there are many Chris-
tian women in this large audience who are ready to undertake such an
office, and [ have no doubt that this meeting will lead to the directors
securing either one or more of such desirable workers.

God’s Word shrinks not from any ordeal. It has nothing to fear from
investigation, and although in our day it is subjected to many attacks,
this must be regarded as a blessing rather than as an evil, We find
our ablest men engaged in this controversy, and we have thus the very
best thoughts of the very best minds, who place beyond all doubt the
authenticity of the Word of God. In this connection we have those
admirable lectures, delivered under the auspices of the Christian Evi.-
dence Society, a copy of which should be in the library of every Chris-
tian. I have said that the Bible has nothing to fear from investigation,
and yet, after all, the Book itself affords to the Christian mind the best
evidence of its origin. The Christian has nodifficulty in realizing from
the book itself that it 18 from God.

In this city, where you have the halls of Legislature, it will not
seem out of place ifI call your attention to a class of evidence which has

greatly impressed my own mind in connection with my Parliamentary
~
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duties, but which I have never seen referred to by any writers on the
evidences, and it is this: Human laws, however carefully compiled,
are imperfect. Let me illustrate this. I do not think I claim too much
when I state that our legislators are men of average ability. They are
men, at least, who are sent there for their intelligence and worth, In
the House we have men of legal minds, commercial minds, men of
strong common sense, who bring sound judgment to bear in forming
their opinions.

In the year 1869 there was introduced an Act entitled the Insolvent
Law of 1869.

This Act was intended to give relief to Bankrupts, guarding at the

same time the rights of the Creditor. Note the care with which the
Act was compiled.

It was read a first time in the Commons.
It was read a second time.
It was referred to Committee.

It was read a third time. During these various readings it was
carefully considered, not only in the House but in the Committee;
watched by those who felt that it would interfere with their interests;
watched by those who felt an interest in having it passed. It was then
sent up to the Senate where it received the consideration of graver men
and passed through precisely the same ordeal; read a first and second
time and passed to Committee, read a third time and passed. It was
then reserved for the consent of the Governor General, and having
received that it was placed upon our Statute Book and be-
came law. Did it answer its purpose? Did it in any case afford
the needed relief? Was it perfect? Not by any means. No sooner
were its provisions tested than they were found imperfect, and at the
following sessions we find Acts to amend the *“ Insolvent Act of 1869.”*

Now what is God’s word but a great Bankrupt law, and what is a
sinner but a poor bankrupt, so ruined that he has nothing to pay, yet
this meets his case, for God can pardon him, can be just and yet the
justifier of all those who come unto Him through Christ.

Has it failed 7==Never!
Has it ever been amended ?—No !
It has no redundant clauses, and it lacks none,

The Insolvent law of 1869 was for the people of Canada only, and
entirely unsuited to the condition of other countries. This is for the

* The Act of 1869, and its amendments, have since been repealed, and as a substitute
the Act of 1875 placed upon the Statute Book, and at the session of 1876, an Act has been

passed to amend the Insolvent Act of 1875, before it can be said to have been put in
operation.
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whole world, for men of every nation, color, and tongue, and just as
well suited for the one as for the other, and will be as well suited to
meet the wants of poor ruined men to the end of time as it is to~day—
and why ?7—Because it i8 the word of God.

 The law of the Lord is perfect, converting the soul ; the testimony

of the Lord is pure, making wise the simple. The Statutes of the Lord
are right, rejoicing the heart ; the Commandment of the Lord is pure,

enlightening the eyes. The fear of the Lord is ciean, enduring for ever;
the judgments of the Lord are true and righteous altogether. More to
be desired are they than gold, yea, than much fine gold ; sweeter also
than honey and the honey-comb. Moreover by them is Thy servant

warned, and in keeping of them there is great reward

One remark more (for I cannot forget that I am to be followed by
distinguished speakers whom you are anxious to hear), nothing is more
wonderful in reference to God’s word than its freshness, always new to
God’s children and always refreshing. Hence the suggestiveness of
the words of the simple Hymn

1 love to tell the story, for those who know it best
Seem hungering and thirsting to hear it like the rest ;
And when, in scenes of glory,
I sing the new, new song,
"Twill be the old, old story
That I have loved so long.”

The resolution was then put, from the chair, and unanimously
carried.

After an anthem had been sung, Dr. Dawsox, Principal of McGill
University, moved the

2ND RESOLUTION,

“ That this meeting hereby express their thankfulness to the God
of the Bible for its recent triumphs, and for the blessings vouchsafed to
the British and Foreign Bible Society: and their continued determin-
ation to aid that institution in its endeavors to disseminate the Scriptures
throughout the world.”

Dr. DawsoN said—Mr. President and Christian friends: The
resolution given to me is one that does not require exylanation or illus-
tration, as it merely affirms our duty to aid the work of the Society in
the circulation of the Bible. It requires rather that I should direct
your attention to the precise nature of this work, and to some measures
for our vigorously continuing it. This I shall endeavour to do by
taking an illustration from the book itself, and one which has always
appeared to me most apposite to the state of affairs in our time. Irefer
to the vision seen by Elijah, and the instructions given to him by God

. M e M e ek s AR Rk M
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on Mount Horeb, as recorded in the first book of Kings. Israel at the
time was in a sorry state. It was overrun with priests of Baal, polished,
courtly, insinuating men, fresh from the propaganda of Imperial Tyre,
the Jesuits of those days. They had the ear of the leading men about
Court, and their ritual and pretensions had given them popularity
with the people, and had thrown the old Hebrew Bible quite into the
shade. Elijah was regarded as a croaker, and a fomenter of religious
strife. Jezebel threatened him. Poor Ahab said that he hated
sectarian controversy, and was, above all things, desirous to keep
religion out of the domain of politics. So Elijah was at length apparently
left in a minority of one, and had to flee from the Capital and take
refuge in a cave on Mount Horeb. But here God meets him—the God
of heaven and earth, the God of the Bible, the God who loves the anti-
christ of our day as little as the Baal of that time, and who will meet
with us here and give us the same encouragement and counsel that
Klijah received. To the old prophet there were first given three strik-
ing natural emblems. Jehovah, we are told, passed before him and was
heralded first by a great and strong wind that rent the rocks and hurled
down stones from the mountain side. It was the material emblem of
the fierce discuseion and controversy that raged then and rages still
more now on religious questions. But God was not in this tempest, nor
18 he very much in controversies about religion and about the bible,
though he uses these controversies to purify the air and to prepare his
way-—-80 they may open our way, though we need not as circulaters of
the bible take part in them. The wind was followed by an earthquake
that struck old Horeb to its roots. So the angry discussions of men
are often followed by political couvulsions, by downfalls of old systems
of governments and political combinations. But God is not yet in these,
though they also, as we have 8o often seen in our own time, open up the
way for the circulation of His word. After the earthquake came a fire,
rushing up the mountain side and scorching its herbage. So the fire
of huimman paseion, let loose by the contentions of opposing parties,
scathes and lays bare the surface of society, but the Lord is not in that
fire. Last of all came a still small voice, a mere whisper, scarcely
audible to the listening prophet ; and in this he recognises the voice of
(rod, and comes forth and covers his face with his mantle. This was
the voice of the Gospel of Jesus, that quiet unspoken voice which is
in the written word, which may be unheard in the noise of partisan
strife, but which will not pass away, but will prosper for the work to
to which it is sent.

Even so; for Hazael is God’s minister
for this very thing, to execute Gods mission of punishment to an idola-
trous people. Has that mission ceased? What was God’s answer a
ew years ago to the heaven-defying proclamation of the Vatican
Council? Was it not ““the sword of Hazael on unhappy France and
on the Pope’s temporal power.”” This was not the work ot the Bible or
of the Bible Society, but it was a swift and prompt reply from God him-
self, and the opening up of a way for His saving word. Nay more, that
same sword must fall on any nation that makes itself the tool of Rome.
But there is a second commission, “Go anoint Jehu to be King of Israel.”
Jehu was not a heathen. He was a worshipper of the God of Israel,
but was more of a politician than a believer, and in that capacity he
had his mission to fulfil. So it is now! God employs not alone the
sword of foreign war, but the influence of agitators and statesmen in
breaking down the power of evil and opening the door for the Bible. !
Such work has been done by Garibaldi and Carvour, and Bismark and
Castellar, and Gambetta, and by our own Gladston2, and even here by
some of our political leaders. It is not the work of our Society, but
it prepares the way, and we may wish that a few more drops from
Elijah’s oil-horn might fall on the heads of some of our own parliament-

ary men, who do not yet see that resistance to the great Vatican con- »é
spiracy is the chief political work of our time, just as resistance to the f
worship of Baal was in Elijah’s time. But our commission comes last, t
in the command ¢ Anoint Elisha the son of Shaphat to be prophet in }
thy room.” It was his mission to slay with the sword of the spirit |
which is the word of God, and happy 18 that people which is conquered 4
by that sword, rather than by the sword of Hazael or of Jehu. Let it
be our mission to epread abroad the word of God, which will prevail. f‘f

Let us make sacrifices willingly for this. lL.et us recognise its paramount
importance in comparison with all other less divine missions, and with
all the claims of mere sects and parties. Let us live that word before

beloved country that blessed word may chase away impiety on the one :
hand, and superstition on the other, and bring to us all the blessings of
salvation and of peace.

to God for the recent triumphs of the Bible. One can scarcely read
the resolution without thinking of the grateful language of the apostle,

" and maketh manifest the savor of His knowledge by us in every
place.”” The history of the Bible is a history of triumphs.

When the Roman empire was at the zenith of its glory and power
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there came into the world, in a stable at Bethlehem, a King whose
Kingdom was destined to rise, and spread, arnd prevail, until it should
embrace, not only the Roman empire, buf every nation, and kindred,
and people, and tongue.

When He had passed through the necessary course of discipline;
when He glanced His eye over the continents of the globe, and
the islands of the ocean; when He said, “All power i8 given unto me,
in heaven and in earth ;”” when He commanded His Gallilean fishermen
to go and ““disciple all nations, baptizing them in the name of the
Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost,” then was inaugurated
the era of conflict and of triumph

It was a magnificent field—that early battle-field of controversy,
Both Europe and Asia were most enlightened. A taste for lterature,
for the scieu. 28, and the arts was universally diffused. The doctrines
of the Bible as expounded by the disciples of Jesus were surcharged
with incomprehensible dogmas, shocking to the claims ot a haughty
and inquisitive reason, contrary to the universally received opinions,
and striking directly at the deeply rooted faith and opinions of the world.
Jealous and corrupt ecclesiastics did all in their power to awaken and
intensify hostility. The sophisms of the logician and arts of the caviller
were alike summoned to this service. The systems of Ancient Rome
and Grecian Paganism joined in the controversy against the Bible, but
they are both dead and it was the Bible that killed them.

Then sir, look again at the period of the Reformation. The in-
vention of paper and of printing increased the facilities for controversy
on both sides. The resurrection of thought occasioned by the reform-
ation produced intellect to oppose as well as to defend the Bible.
Judaism and Paganism were not intellectual enemies worthy of the
Bible; but in such men as Herbert and Hume and Voltaire—men of
keen pointed wit, extensive learning, and vigorous understanding, we
see the champions of infidelity. They pushed their researches to the
farthest point. They left no stone unturned. They climbed into the
heavens and dug into the earth for arguments and objections against
the truth of God’s word. They fastened their deadly grasp upon the
French nation, partially invaded the Islands of Britain, and were pre-
paring to walk, with desolating strides, across Continental Europe and
America. Flushed with success Voltaire lifted up his hand and ex-
claimed, “Jesus of Nazareth pretended that with twelve apostles He
could found a religion for the world and forever, but I will let Him
know that I can demolish it in an age.” But what was the result?
Why in less than twenty years from the day upon which Voltaire gave
utterance to that awful blasphemy he died amid all the horrors of a
guilty conscience, and the nation that received his teachings was en-
gulfed in ruin,
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The triumphs of the Bible! Blessed be God they fill the pages ot

the world’s history. The fires of persecution have consumed it, but
from its ashes there has sprung up a great harvest of Bibles,
and bishops and priests and councils have denounced it, prohibited it,

In my visits I found a general desire that the useful agency of the
Colporteurs should be continued and sustained. At the same time the
opinion was expressed in various quarters that these brethren in the
dizcharge of their duties should pay particular attention to find out
and visit the most remote and 1solated settlements, the inhabitants of
which are to a great extent cut off from the ordinances of the Sanctuary
My own impression is, that a little additional effort in this direction
would more thoroughly commend the work of the Colporteur to the
friends and supporters of the institution.

T'he wide-spread collapse of business, the scarcity of labor and
money, in those districts, which depend almost exclusively upon the
production of lumber, sufficiently account for a slight falling off in
contributions. In this respect almost all kindred institutions are ex-
periencing the same difficulty, in common with the Bible Society.

[II.~REV. D, J. McLEAN’S REPORT.

Having undertaken the duty of visiting a number of the Branch

Bible Societies and Associations connected with the Ottawa Auxiliary
Bible Society, I beg leave to report as follows :—

The appointments as laid down in my programme were all duly
fulfilled, and although at some places the attendance was small and

discouraging, at other places it was such as gave me cause to thank
God and take courage.

Throughout my visitation of the Branches assigned to me, I had
an opportunity of presenting the work and claims of the Bible Society
before something over one thousand persons.

Diamond, The Carp, Portage du Fort, Front Westmeath, and
Beachburg had taken up the collections, and handed them over to me
at the time of my visit, Bryson and Coulonge had remitted their con-
tributions some time before my visit. At the other places the office-
bearers promised that the collections would be attended to without delay.

After mentioning, at length, details as to the various depositories,

Much might be done towards
awakening this interest if the work and aim of the Bible Society were
specially brought before our christian people once a year, or even
quarterly, from our pulpits, and the interest would be all the greater if
such meetinzs were made, where practicable, union ones, in which the
ministers and people of the various churches might take part.
