| JAPAN,

We' will begin with Japan. Burpris-
ing to say, the war has not bulked.-large
in the minds of - the people, and ' the

i ies bear testimony that only
to s very small extent has it ben used
used as an argument against Christian-
ity. Still the mioral prestige of the
Christian religion has received a blow,
and the missionaries will have to eom-
mend it ‘on other grounds than its
power ‘to eontrol the national life. Po-
litieally, the great event of the year
was the forded agreement with China,
which gives Japan a predominant in-
fluence i the afairs of that country:
Religiously, the two outstanding feat-
ures were the visit of the Embassy, con-
sisting of Dr. Shailer Mathews, of Chi-
cago University, ‘and Dr. Sidney L.

meetings were held, with an attendance
of over 160,000, of whom 5,000 were

‘enrolled as inquirers. Tt was financed

and - managed largely * by Japanese
Christians themselves. ~ The secular
press freely advertised the meetings.
Needless to say, considerable opposition
was aroused on the part of the Bud-
dhists and Bhintoists, who held rival
meetings to counteract the influence of
the campaign. There was a notable in-
erease in the circulation of the Berip-
tures. Indeed, the sales for 1914 were
about double those for 1912,

EKOREA,

The Japanese now call Korea “Cho-
sen,” and that is the name by whieh it
will probably be known hereafter. It
is now & part of Japan. The past year
has been a trying one, owing to the
economic disturbances caused by the
WAr; yet, in spite of' this, the country
has ‘made great progress. - New rail-
ways are being built, scientific agricul-
ture has been introduced, and educa:
tion greatly extended. The smoking of
opium has been prohibited. The new
government in—respeet to

Guliek, representing the Federal Coun-
cil of the Churches of Christ in Am.
eriea, ‘and the National Evungelistie
campaigh, in which néarly all the mis-
sionary societies co-operated. The Em-
bassy held crowded meetings in the
great centres of Japanese life, and was
everywhere received with great cordial-
ity, ‘The object was to interpret to the
Japanese "people the real spirit of Am-
erican Christianity,

The Evangelisti¢ éampaign was very
successful. Nine hundred and fourteen

CHINA,

During the year China reverted from
a Republic to a.Monarchy: This change
is supposed to have taken placé as a re
sult of a publi€ plebiscite, but it s
doubtfal if the real will of the people
found expression, many fearing to vete
against the wishes of the Iresident,
Yuan Bhi Kai, whose ambition  for
power is well known. The aggressions
of Japan upon the independence of tae
country have greatly intensified the na-
tional spirit. 'The war, too, has thrown
the people on their own resources, and
the country has met the new economic
situation caused by the war in a’way
that has awakened much surprise, still,
corruption is widespread; there are
mutterings of discontent, and a revolt
has actually broken out in the south:

In December, 1914, the President re-
stored the worship of Heaven at the
high altar at Peking, which had ceased
since the abdication of the Manchu
dynasty. 'The restopation was accom:
panied with explicit assurances of com-
plete religious liberty to all. There are
indications, however; that thesé assar:
ances may not be strictly observed.
There has been, too an ominous slack-
ening of the strict rules in regard to
the importation  of opium into the
country,

The war has had no xppreﬂabla in-

, flueince for harm upon missionary work.
Even the German missionaries have
been able to carry on their work with
little moléstation, The China Inland
Mission, with stations in almost every
one of the 18 provinces, celebrated dur-
ing the year its Jubilee with great re-

THE NEAR AND MIDDLE EAST.

In the Near East all other happen-
ings are dwarfed beside the horrible
Armenian muassacres at the hands of the
Turks. ‘1t is estimated that probably
& million have perished, while possibly
& quarter of a million have taken refuge
in Russia. * As a consequence, the work
of the American missionaries, and espe-
cially their great and far-reaching edi-
eational and medieal work, has been
seriously curtsiled, 'if not

in some
places utterly ruined. Many of them
have stuck fo their posts, in the face

of great danger, anda as s consequence
have ‘not only saved fhe lives of ‘thou-
sands who took refuge in the Mission
compounds, but have been the agents
for the administration of vast sums
sent for. the 'relief of thé poverty-
stricken people, They have also taken
A prominent part in Red Oross work.
In_Mesopotamia, the scene of much
fighting, misgionary work has been in-
terrupted; though'’the American mis-
‘wionaries have been able to keep their
stations open. — Persia, like Armenia,
has been the scenc of terrible - mas-
sagres at the hands of the wild Kurd-
ish tribes, especiaily in the vicinity of
Urnmia, where 12,000 refugees sought
shelter in fhe Amefican Presbyterign
Mission and 3,000 in the French Cath:
olic: Mission, Bread to the amount of
from thres to five tons daily was given
to the starving people for months, funds
having been provided by the Persian
War Relief Fund of America,- OF tue
migsionary staff of eighteen, twelve
took typhoid owing to the unsanitary
conditions induced by the overcrowd-
ing, and two died.
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Egypt, on the whele, has remained
tranguil; and a spirit of inquiry among
the -Moslems is reported. The Ameri-
can Presbyterian Mission is moving 1or
the establishment of a Christian uni-
wversity at Cairo.

AFRICA.

Africa has been one of the prineipal
theatres of the war, and, as a conse-
quence, missionary work in the East,
on the Congo, in the West, and in the
Bouth has suffered greatly. The natives
have been greatly perplexed at the spec-
taclp of war between white men. In
the German colonies especially, which
have now almost all passed into the
hands of the Allies, the result of the
war has been very disastrous. i

In South Africa the populatien has
manifested a steadfast loyalty to the

Government, aed the work or the vari-
ous societies has been prosecuted about
a8 usual, save for the shortage of funds
caused by the war—the great French
Pr g in B Jand ‘be-
ing especially hard hit.

In British West, East and Central
Africa excellent . progress “has been
made, ‘The English Wesleyan Society

_‘reports 10,000 under instruction for

baptism, In Nigeria, education is
spreading rapidly and a new movement
toward Christianity is reported from
the Nupe country. In West Equatorial
Africa the Anglican Mision - reports
11,000 baptisms in 1014, of whom 7,627
were adults, while in Uganda the So-
ciety reports 100,000 baptized Chris-
tians and’ persons under. religious in-
struction. =

delight to see there ladies who, two
years ago, could not steop and pick up
a ball, running in real carnest and do-
- ing “their best to win,. Some of the
younger women have bétome quite pro-
ficient, but even iadies with hair weil
sprinkled with silver are seen on the
eourt, 1t is an ingpiration to see them,
The retired Chairman of the Muniei-
pality has just handed into the trea-
sury of the Club Rs. 3,000 ($1,000) to
erect a permanent club-house,
“Another indication is the ‘Hindu
Ladies’ Association’ This was started
eight years ago by the daughter of the
Dewan, or Prime Minister, of the loeal
‘Maharajah. The annual meeting this
year was held in March, and was a
great improvement on anything we have
hithertd heard. I wish you all counld
have pegped through the windows at

the beautiful Eastern scene. Such
lovely ‘dresses dr ‘saris’ of bright or
delicate-colored mushn and silk! Then
there are the widows-—their heads cov-
erpd with a plain white eloth! Even
on some of their faces the utterly hope-
less. look has gone, for are they not

mu?,up to a pew day! Two %ﬂrs
ago- Government ed in Viza
gapatam, a High School, with munifi-
vent scholarships for all widows who
will promise to go up for training and
teach in girls’ sehools two years there-
after. - Already there are - forty-five
widows in the school, and the promise
of a larger life shines in the faces of
many. You woould be surprised at the
babel of sounds, for these ladies have
never aftended publie tings except
their own, so they do not feel it ineum-
bent on them to refrain from talking
aloud when the discusgion is uninter-
esting. fo them, or when they wish to
discuss a thought with a neighbor. Mrs.
Subbarao, wife of a Tahsildar from
Masulipatam, made¢ the address of the
afternoon.  Her daughter n student of
the -High School had on a rieh silk
eloth of rose pink  with a béautiful
gold-broidered border, Bhe is only a
child—a  virgin widow.. But hor pa
rents are both educated and they have
refused the tonsured head the one meal
a {dny and the cotton garment for their
girlie. Though they ecannot brave
ostracism and marry’ her again, they
have resolved to give her all that edu-
eation can supply of joy and compen
sation, Mrs. Subbarao read & paper, in
which she spoke of the benefits and ad
vantages of the larger vision, the joy
of knowing; but in a  charming ex-
tempore speech she pled that while
learning English and Sanskrit, deawing
and needlework, they wounld not neglect
the fine old arts of cooking and house
wifery. Bhe gave a fine illustration of
a young couple, who ‘were married in
Caleutta and went away into the edun
try. Both were College graduates; but
the girl had never leatned to make a
tasty curry or boil & pot of rice. Ber
vants were searce and inmefficient, and
they found a knowledge of Sanserit
and philosophy very satisfying to the
mind, but (}uite inadequate to relieve
the pangs of bodily hunger. The ad
dréss was most thoughtful and timel:

Looking back upon 120 years of his-

From Shanghai, the Howards sailed
up the Yang Tse River to Nanking.
After driving through the city they
came to the Mission houses, Each of
their homes is surrounded by a high
wall, with a watchman at the gate.
Did you ®ver heéar about the Boxer riots
in 19007 One Chinese missionary told
me then that while they were running
to escape death, her little boy said,
“Mother, it is just like the Henty
books.” I wish I had time to tell you
of a robber called “White Wolf," who
went through China a few years ago
and did dreadful things with his band
of wicked men. No wonder that the
missionaries have their homes guarded.
Nanking was a great city for educa-
tion. Janet asked if the Chinese lan-
guage was hard to learn, and was told
that it is one of the hardest in the
world, as the spoken and written lan-
guages are quite different. Miss Laura
White's school for girls, and the hospi-
tal, in charge of a Jhinese lady named
Dr. Tsau, were found very interesting.
Miss White also edits a paper for Chi-
nese women Here Red Cross work for
the soldiers was being done by the
missionaries. One of them had such a
kind face that the coolies called him
“Jesus Christ,” thinking his life was
80 like Jesus’, Don’t you wish your
lives could witness for Jesus this way?
From Nanking the Howards went to
Peking. After the Boxer riots in 1900
not ome single mission building was
left in this city, New Luildings have
taken their places now, and misisonaries
are hard at work in schools, colleges,
hospitals and churehes. In Peking is
the “Temple of Heaven,” where the Em-
peror used to go at midnight to wor-
ship the stars and pray for his people.
On the walls of this eity are instru-
ments for studying astronomy, which
were placed there by the Jesunits in
1640. They still look fresh and bright.
Jack and Janet wished for time to ex-
amine the ruins of the Great Wall,
built by Emperor Chin, B.C. 221. China
was named for him. One foolish thing
