THE CANADA CONFERENCE.

We take the following extracts of Conference

proseedings from the Guardian :—
LAY DRLEGATES.

An important discussion arose on the qualifi-
eatioas of lay delegates to the General Coafer-
ence, snd was continued for some time. The
lay delegates must be twenty-five years of age,
sod five years continuance of membership of the
Waesleyan Church. There was doabt in one
case as to the five years continuous ‘member-
sbip. The President deemed it right and pro-
per to ascertain whether in each case the law
had been complied with. . As grest differences
of opinion were expressed by several intelligent
members of the Conference on certain uncertsin
facts, the conversation became general, and
after eliciting various views, demonstrating the
legal importance of the points raised, the fur-
ther consideration of the matter was deferred.

POWERS OF THE CONFERENCE.

More than once the point has been raised in
conversation whether the steps taken deprives
the present Conlerence of all legislative autho-
vity. We cannot scoept the theory of those
that assume that it has no such authority. All
that bas been done in the adoption of the basis
of union has been but preparatory for arrange-
ments that have not yet come into existence.

MAFFITT AS A PULPIT ORATOUR.
BY THE REV, J._l.—WAllLlY. D. D,

The late Rev. James V. Watson, D. D.,
gives a portraiture of Mr. Maffits, and the ele-
ments of bis oratory, He says: ** There in s
mysterious magic about the uame of Maffitt,
As a pulpit orator be is sui generis.” Maffitt
never lacks for an audience. The announce-
ment of his name as the speaker has long been
s stereotyped signal for a jam. Men of all
professions, minds of all molds, and of every
degree of mental wealth, have confessed the
spell-like power of bis eloquence. As an ora-
tor he is omnipotest. We bave but one
Maffitt. His manner is kaleidoscopic. He
conforms his pronunciation to the most ap-
proved authority with the tenacity of the eccen-
tric Randolpb. His enunciation is clear and
distinct, touching, wounding, sharpening, thril-
ling, or aspiratiog. His voice, though not
strong, is under masterly control, and passes
up through the musical scale with as much ease
as flows the stream of song from the throat of
the mocking-bird. His tones, like his ges-
tures, are ever varying with the sense and
with the emotion. Possessing great compa:s
and sweetness of voice, as if with whispers
wrial, and music ventriloquial, be breathes bis

such & way as to secure their rence.
The Rev. Mr. Savage, President of the Meth-
odist New Connexion, then addressed the Con-
ference, dwelling upon the anxiety through
which their church had passed during the past
year. It bad been a year of suffering, but he
trusted that they had not sufféred for them-
selves alone. Considering the eyes lonking
upon them from smaller Methodist bodies in

Their deputation to Eagland are about to sail,
aad be hoped to be able to intorm them by tel
egram before their vessel bad passed Father
Point, that this Confl had ted to
the proposed alteration in the 23rd section,
that thereby their position before the Confer-
ence of the Parent body in Eagland might be
strengthened.

At the conelusion of these addresses it was
decided to appoint a committee to conter with
the deputation on the subject, the committee to
consist of Drs. Green and Ryerson, and Revs.
E. H. Dewart, R. Jones, G. R. Sandersen, J.
A. Williams, E. B. Harper, De. Nelles, Sam-
uel Rose, James Grey, Francis Berry, Dr.
Jefters, K. Creighton, Alex. Sutberland and
James Elliott.

nual Conferences contemplated and provided
for‘in the plan of union. It is comstituted in
all respeets the same as our former Anousl Con-
ferences. The church must still possess its au-
thority. And if this authority does not exist
in the highest court of the cburch duly consti-
tuted, where does it exist? We are oartainly
not under the new regime yet, though some
steps have been taken to prepare for its intro-

-daetion. It would not be advisable at this

transition time to make any serious changes,
but our Conference has the same authority as
any former Conference.

The most interesting and gratifying fact in
conbection with this Conference is thé reported
inerease of 3,017 members during the past year.
This is of course aiter supplying all losses by
death and removals. This is s gratifying in-
srease which shows the aggressive energy of the
ehurch and the presence of the Master with His
people.

There is some feeling of regret among the
misisters that this is the last Conference in
which they shall assemble from all parts of the
oountry. Maany of those who have met in this
Hamilton Conference shall never meet again
till they meet. where *‘ the parting word shall
pass their-lips no more.”

NEW CONNEXION DEPUTATION.

A deputation bad been appointed by the
New Connexion Conference to present to the
Wesleyan Conference a slight modification in
the article relating to the legislation of the
General Conference, on matters relating to An-
pusl Conferences. This was to the effect that
instead of requiring the vote of the msjority of
each Annual Conference, it will be sufficient if
such legislation shall not be rejected by a ma-
jority of the Annual Conferences. The depu-
tation, which consisted of the Rev. J. McAllis-
ter, Rev. D. Savage, Rev. W. Tindall, Rev.
My. Buggin, and J. Mitcbell, Esq., were intro-
duced to the President by the Rev. E. H. De-
wart. The President then -ntroduced each
member of the deputation to the Conference,
which reeeived them with tokens of pleasure.
The Rev.J. McAllister addressed the Confer-
ence. He said be felt somewhat mervous in
addressing so large a body of ministers; but
bis feelings were relieved by recoguizing the
faces of many esteemed ministers, with whom
be bad associated in the union committees and
elsewhere.' In trying to accomplish the impor-
tant projeet of forming a union with the Wes-
leyan Charch, they bad met with embarrass-
ments and opposition. Some one bad said,
that there was hardly evough opposition in the
Wesleyan Church to make it interesting. But
this was not so in the New Connexion. They
had considerable oppositios. And they, there-
fore, felt that it was necessary to secnie union
among themselves, before they could have a
satisfactory union with the Wesleyans. They
had, therefore, appointed a committee, repre-
senting both unionists and the opponents of

* union, to try and reach an amicable conclasion

on the matter. The opponents of union wish-
ed to erpunge the 23rd clause altogether.
But the majority fel: that this would be break-
ing faith with the Wesleyan brethren, and op-
posed it. Some wanted to make the autbority
ot the Annual Conferences consultative merely ;
bat that also was declined. He expsessed his
satisfaction at the present prospect, and hoped
that the Wesleyan Conterence would grant the

AFTERNOON SESSION.

The usual Theological examination of the
young ministers to be ordained took plaoce in
the afternoon. During the same time the com-
mittee to confer with the New Connexion depu-
tation met and discussed the proposed modifi-
cation. After a good deal of discussion as to
the form ia whieb the modification should ap-
pear it was agreed to adopt the interpretation
asked. The committee reported to the Con-
ference, and the modification was cordially
adopted by the Conterence. This has removed
the last hindrance in Canada to a union of the
Wesleysn and New Connexion bodies. The
Rev. Mr. Savage telegrapbed to Rev. Mr.
Williams to Quebee, that be might know the
result before be sailed for England. During
the afternoon a depatation consisting of Judge
Barnbam of Whitby, Mr. Ross of Port Perry,
apd Mr. Coulter of Whitby, in the interest of
the new Edacational Institute at Whitby, were
introduced to the Conference. A memorial
was read setting forth the progress made in
this project. Dr. Nelles moved a vote of
thanks to the depatation, sad to the Rev. J. E

Sanderson for his zeal and enterprise in this
matter, which was cordially adopted. This is
another important educational eaterprise which
is worthy of a generous support from the Meth-
odist public.

The Conference then adjourned.

THE DEPUTATION TO HAMILTON.

Attention is called to the report, to be found
elsewhere, of the visit of our deputation last
week to the Wesleyan Conference then and
now in session in the city of Hamilton. The
reception accorded to the delegation was one
of unrestrained and brotherly affection, and
the spirit in which the overture of our Confer-
ence was entertained was all that could be de-
sired. For several reasons unusual interest
attaches this year to the meeting of the Wes-
leyan Conference, and amongst those reasons
may be found the gratifying fact that the past
twelve months have constituted a term of
almost unexampled prosperity in the history of
the denomination, There has been an increase
of over three thousand fo the membership of
the Church. We were able to rejoice with un-
teigned and grateful joy in the presence of our
brethren over this gratifying product of the
year's toil. The following is a copy, taken
from their official records, of the decision come
to regarding our overture:

The committee to whom was referred the
resolution of the Conference of the Methodist
New Connexion Church relative to the 23rd
clause of the Articles of Union with the Wes-
leyan Methodist Cbarch, having conferred with
the representatives of the Conference of the
New ion, and idered the subject
submitted to them, beg to report the following
resolation :

Resolved—That this Conference cordially ac-
cepts the interpretation of the 23rd article of
the Basis of Union which is given by the Con-
ference of the New Connezion, and which is as
follows :

¢« Any act of the General Conference affect-
ing the rights and privileges of the Anaual
Conferences shall law only when it
secures a majority of two-thirds of the members
of the General Conference who may be present
and vote thereon ; provided also- that such act
be not di ved of by a majority ot the next
Aanual Cen R

bastened sentences into the ear of his remotest
auditor. His voice in its swell fills a large
space, and to bear bim is always to understand
him. In suiting the look to the passion, and
the action to the word, Maffitt bas rarely had
bis equal, whether on the stage, at the bar, or
in the pulpit. When putting forth his full
powers he is an incarpation of the mystie
divinity of eloquence.

He adds: ‘‘ His oratory is wanling, per-
baps, in the strong, the classical, the masculine
element. It is delicate, wioning, beautiful,
popular, electrical, without being effeminate.”
Again be says: *‘‘ With him the life-sketch,
the narrative, the picturesque, abound in every
discourse. And in the fire, the fervor, the
patbos of extempore utterance, his imagery is
most gorgeous, often extravagant; s cataract
of flowers. His sermons are panorsmic; a
succes sion of pictures.”

Mr. Watson eoncludes, ‘‘ What must be
the responsibility of such a man? Had his
piety and devotedoess always been equal to his
powers, who could calculate the measure of
bis usefulness? His eulogy, when living,
would have been, * The delightful wonder and
admiration ot weeping thousands,’' and when
dead his memory ‘would bave taken rank with
the sainted Summerfield and immortal White-
field, as not the least fragrant of the trio.
His example may furnish many a useful hint to
the occupant of the sacred desk.”

A correspondent ot the St. Louis Christian
Advocate says of one of Mr. Maffitt's sermons :
‘1 was forcibly reminded of an incident that
once occurred in my own intercourse with him,
when be visited 8¢t. Louis in the spring and
summer of 1840. I firstibeard him from the
pulpit in the city of Baltimore, when, in 1829
30, bis eloquence bad attracted the attention
of such vast crowds as constantly pressed their
way into the churches where he was expected
to preach ; and, like many others, with no bet-
ter means of forming an opinion, became pre-
judiced in mind, and entertained opinions
unfavorable to his genuine piety. Years
passed away before I again met him, and then
it was upon bhis visit to St. Louis. Circum-
stances seemed to direct that, during that
visit, bis residence should be with my family.
We were glad to entertain the man whose
career of usefulness bad marked bis way in
every city and town he bad visited, and who
came now to 8t. Louis, to use his own emphatic
language, *‘ to battle for the Lord.” And yet
I found in my own mind a lurking of former
prejudices, which, notwithstanding the charm
his presence threw around the social circle,
still bad an influence upon my feelings, until at
last an incident occurred which satisfied me of
the genuine piety of Maffitt, and unfolded to
my view, to some extent, at least, the source
from whence came his power in the sacred
desk.

* He was asked by several friends to preach
a sermon upon the * Divinily of Jesus Christ.’
In accordance with that request, be announced
from the pulpit of the old Fourth Sireet
Church, that, on the sex: Sabbath morning,
(which, if my memory is not at fault, was the
first Sabbath in May, 1840,) he would deliver
a discourse upon that subject. As was usual
with him, be bad sppointments for Tuesday
and Thursday evenings of the week, at which
be did mot, as was usual with him, exhibit that
brilliancy of thought and power of oratory for
which be was so preeminent. Oa Friday and
Saturday he kept his room closely. Oceasion-
ally I called on him, and found bim pacing the
floor or sarrounded with papers strewn in every
direction. I thought I could observe some-
thing unusual in his appearance, so much so as
to produce some i in my own mind.
1 therefore approached him on Saturday even-
ing, and said, ‘ Brother Maffitt, something
seems to be the matter with you; can I render
you any assistance ?' His reply was, ‘Brother,
mv mental anguish is almost beyond endurance ;
my heart is hard as a rock; God seems to have
left me in total darkness; not the first ray of
light has yet flashed upon me for the work of
to-morrow. And such is the agony of my mind
that my body bas broken out in red spots’
Then opening his bosom, I was astonished to
see the appearance which presented itself : the
entire chest was covered with splotches as it
soorched by the fire. Said be: *If I could
find relief to my miod, this would pass away
But.’ be coatinued. *leave me, brother; I
must seek relief at the cross.’ I left bim and
retired to my room, and then to rest. Late at
pight & low murmar from his room awoke me.
Fearing he was sick, I arose, and passing
through the hall to his door, gently opened it,
and, upon looking in, I found his bed yet un-
touched. Upoa the opposite side of the room
I beheld him upon bis knees, with the Bible
open before him, resting apon a chair, his face
upturned toward beaven; and in deepest
agony Ibeard bim plead with God to assist
him this once, if never again, to present to the
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stood gazing, as I thought, upon the most sub-
lime spectacle I ever beheld, the clock in the
ball struck three; it was three o'clock Sandsy
morning, and yet his bed was not tumbled, nor
was his agoay at the fost of the cross subdued.
I turned away subdued in feeling, with every
vestige of former prejadice gooe, and with s
determination in future to be charitable to all
mankind,

‘“ When the morning came, and the bright
sun ushered in the Sebbath day, I again enter-
ed bis room, and found bim sleeping sweetly
and soundly as if nothing'was to engage bis at-
tention for the day. The bour for presching
had nearly arrived, and I sawoke him. Thes
be was himselt agsin; bright and elastic a9 s
bird. He bad wrestled at the cross in the
silence of night until God had heard his cry,
and granted bim relief. And that sermon
preached by Rev. Jobn Newland Maffitt, on
that first Sabbarh in My, 1840, in St, Louis,
upon the * Divinity of Christ,’ is still fresh in
the memory of such men as Wesley Browaning
and others, still remaining to bear record of
its power."—N. ¥, Meth.

MR. MOODY'S PRACTICAL PRECEPTS.

Not only is Mr Moody dofng a good work
in Scotland bimself, but the office of teacher of
teachers bas fallen upon bim, and we bear of
bim in the Glasgow Convention answering all
manner of questions—some of them very simple
to us Americans—relative to the best methods
of doing Christian work. The Signs of the
Times publishes o large number of the ques-
tions that were asked him, and his answers.
The latter bave all the merit of plain straight-
torwardness, and some of them deal bard blows
at cherished usages of the old country. We
quote a few questions and parts of his answers :
*Q Sbould we have a chairman at our gos-
pel meetings P
*A. T bave noticed during the few months 1
bave been here that many meetings in Scotland
have just been spoiled by some one taking the
chair. After a man had preached a powerful
sermon, the chairmen got up and made sowe
observations and offered some resolutions, and
took the mind of the audience right away from
the sermon. The man to close the meeting
was the one who begao it.’
‘Q. What can women do for Christ ?’
¢ A. They can do s great many thiogs. Some
people in Scotland said women should mot
preach in the Churéh, What was the church ?
It was not brick and mortsr. They did preach
io Sabbath schools. One lady in Mr. Spurgeon's
Church bad a clges of siz bundred women to
whom she regulatly gave addresses, and it was
a question whether she did not do more for
these women than Mr. Spurgeon.’
‘ Q. Sbould young converts be taught or en-
couraged to confess Christ in public meetings
at once P’
‘A. Why not? What did the Master say to
the mas whom be dispossessed of the legion of
devils: * Go bome to thy friends and tell them
what great things the Lord bas done for thee.
And be departed, and began to publish in De-
capolis how great things Jesus bad done for
bim, and all men did marvel.’ That man went
and told his friends in the whole town. If I
have got good news, I should not confine it to
my wife and children, but shonld spread it
abroad. If I bad been serving the devil pub-
licly, why not Christ publicly ? They want a
little more of that confession in the churches in
Glasgow and Scotland !
‘Q. Does not Mr. Moody recognize the
benefit of thoroughly educated ministers ¥’
‘A. Certainly. I never in my life saw &
man who bad too much education. But there
is another side to that. If a man goes and
sots up education in the place of Christ, he will
bave a good deal to answer for. There is a
great: cry that some men have got zeal without
knowledge. I would rather bave zeal without
‘knowledge, than knowledge without zeal.’
*Q What new means can be used to reach
the outlying masses P
“A. It this conveation should get on fire
with love for Christ, they would soon reach the
outlying people. The spirit of the Gospel was
for Christians to go for the people and seek
them out—not merely to open churches and
say, ‘Come in and be saved,” but to go to
them. He was tired and sick of aristocratic
notions—Christianity was dying with respecta.
bility. It was not respectable for them to go
out to the streets and pray. What would they
say at the next dinner party ? They would be
telling each other—* Oh, Elder Jones was seen
in the street circulating tracts.” Never mind
their dinner parties. They should go and work
tor Christ.’
‘Q. What more can be done against intem-
perance ?’
“A. It would take a day to answer that.
There are two sides in this matter, and I want
to give a rap to both. Even some of the minis-
ters and elders in Scotland bang round the din-
ner table too long, and drink too much wine.
That is the fly in the vintment I thiok every
Christian church eugbt to be a temperance so-
ciety—and when a man comes into the church,
I think he ought to hurl the intoxicating stuff
from him for Christ's sake. Now for the other
side. I think the temperancc man makes a
grand mistake who always lugs in the question.
Everything in its owa place. If J go to a
prayer-meeting, I don't want to hear incessant-
ly about temperance or the higher Christian
life.’

* Q. How can we make our prayer-meetings
more ioteresting ?’
* A. Well,: be more interesting yourself;

that is one way. I tell you there bas got to be
a first-class funeral in Scotland ; we must bury

this stifiness. When we go into church, why
not take a man by the hand, and throw off
stiffoess, and make everybody feel at home '

* Q. What would you do with those men
who want to pray for a half an bour ?’

It is easy enough to find tracks—not so easy to
find the trackmakers at their work.

Every animal named in that paragraph bad I
seen making tracks. To be sure, it was the
first week in May when I saw the woodchuck ;
but the rnow lay two or three inches deep that
morning. I bave seen it as deep in Worcester
County, Mass., in the middle of May. It
would be a pretty stiff’ hibernater that did not
get thawed out by that time. My critic was
at fault, then, in supposing that the woodchuck
does not leave tracks in the snow.

But it was easier to dispose of my friend io
Vermont than to get clear 6f the woodehucks
he bad started up around me. I met Bishop
Haven. His eye twinkled as be asked, * hasn't
that Vermenter got you ?* Chancing upon Dr,
Warrerr, be remarked, ‘ you are called to or-
der on woodcbucks, I see.’ So it went through
the week. I grew suspicious of everybody.
When that Angel spoke to the Conference
about our duties to brutes, T suspected be bad
woodchucks in mind, Mr. Vice President Wil-
son began to tell me of something that he hed
seen in the Herald, and I believed be was after
the same game. Tall B. insisted that I hed
mistaken a rabbit for the other animal. There
was malice in that suggestion. B. never has
quite forgiven me for histing, in the old Wil.
brabam days, after one of his original declama-
tions about the poor Irishman sitting down in
our American Capaan, under the spredding
shade of the mighty shamrock, and after all
the shamrock is merely a sort of white clover.
But it was.doubtless uncharitable to think B.
wished to pay off that old debt, sad so I bum-
bly beg his pardon for having published such
fancies.

ment that the arctomys monaz sleeps until
awakened by the returning heat of the season.

Yesterday was one of the few fine days which
this crabbed Spring has allowed us, and I im-
proved part of it in a glorious walk. Socrates’
remark, that to learn about training borses one
must go among herse trainers, put me to think-
ing that to learn about woodchucks one must
go among farmers. I sallied forth. The first
man 1 came upon was an Irishman, who bad no
doubt been sitting under the shamrock. He
said, ‘I knows all 'bout woo-woo-woo-wood-
cbucks, sir;’ but as his gait was as unsteady as
bis speech, I left him bugging the fence, which
be told me was fa-fa-falling down. Four com-
petent witnesses concurréd in saying that * the
varmints in question get out about the first of
April.” Three of them bad seen the wood-
chucks out this year as early as that. Tbe
Hartford Post, under date of April 1st, says,
¢ woodchucks are out in full force in the coun
try.! Iam writing, April 25, and the air is
tull of snow, and the ground covered with it
while [ write, O Vermonter. The Conuecticut
woodchuck would surely make tracks to-day.
What if I bad slipped? The woodchuck was
of no consequence.

A BURMESE OATH.

‘Burmese laws are, on the whole, just and
wise, and were evidently tramed with a view to
advance the interests of justice and morality ;
but they very often prove fu‘ile, owing to the
tyranny and rapacity of the king, and the venal-
ity of many of his officers. Theoretically false
swearing is particularly obnoxious samong the
Burmese. A witness in court is cowpelled to
take a fearful oath, which might well strike
terror into simple minds. It invokes the most
direfal penalties for not speaking the truth upon
the witness and all his relatives. For instance :
‘* Let the calamities occasioned by fire, water,
rulers, thieves, and enemies oppress and de-
stroy us, till we perish and come to utter
deetruction. Let us be subject to all the calam-
ities that are within the body and that are
without the body. May we be seized with
madpess, dumbness, blindness, deatness, lep-
rosy, aod hydrophobia. May we be struck
with thucderbolts and lightning, and come to
sudden death. In the midst of not speaking
the truth may I be taking with vomiting black
clotted blood, and suddenly die before the as-

—

sembled people. When I am going by water,
may the water nats assault me, the boat be up-
set, and the property lost ; and may alligators,
porpoises, sharks, and other sea monsters
seize aod crush me to death; and when |
change worlds, may I not arrive among men or
nats, but suffor usmixed punishment and
regret, io the utmost wretchedness, among the
four states of punishment, Hell, Prota, Beasts,
aod Athuraksi.” Imagine the effect of such an
oath delivered in a New York police court!
Yet, notwithstanding these feartul impreca-
tions, the Burmese witness is uite as uncer-
tain as his civilised snd Christian brother.—

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NEWFOUNDLAND. |

An attentive observer of the journalistic
expression at the chief centres of Newfound-
land life during the past year, would natu-
rally be impressed with the marked agita-
tion which has been in progress. It has
called out every variety of controversy, and
almost from every class of society. Mio-
isters of Religion even have been assailed,
and challenged in self-defence. This excite-
ment is indicative of active life somewhere.
The sluggish stream is always quiet and
unmurmuring. When confluent branches
are everflowing from the bigher lands,
soon there is agitation in the main channel,
producing all the play of whirlpool, eddies,
current and counter-current. This makes
commotion, and commotion is always noi-
some. We have hope that Newfoundland
bas been passing from lethargic to energet-
ic life. Indeed there is authoritative testi-
mony that such is the case. If prudent
bands and cool brains shall but guide these
discordant elements, that colony will soon
be quite abreast of its associate Provinces.
It is already rapidly forging ahead.

A variety of mechanical and manual em-
ployment has been-introduced during late
years on the Island, which has tended to
give more stability to its commerce. The
Fisheries, forever fluctuating, though still
pursued as the principal business, are not
80 universally trusted as formerly. Up
among the fine, deep Bays which so gener-
ally indent the coast, there are settlements
formed of millowners and farmers. These
naturally give rise to mechanical ingenuity,
to trade and intelligent civic regulations.
Shipowners, too, there are, multiplying
here and there, deriving a fine fecompense
from this branch of commerce. The central
Towns, ot course, feel the impulse of these,
together with the mining interests, which,
though ‘encouragingly developed, are yet
but in their infancy. KEducation takes a
higher grade. Religion partakes largely
in the general prosperity. And politics are
quite as luxuriant as any could desire !

dn the political struggle, which seems
scarcely to subside at any time of late, it is
pot difficult to see the operation of the same
geueral principle that lies at the foundation
of such contests in all parts of these British
Provinces. There are ambitions cherished
among Roman Catholic leaders which will
not be restrained. They find their way
into aoy and every element which they can
affeet, and through which they can operate.
To rule the State, they attempt to control
politics.. To influence social life and hab-
its, they aspire to government in education.
Nor are they alone in these plotting contri-
vances. The Church of England, so-called,
has never in Newfoundland manifested an
evangelical tendency or a disposition to
fraternize with the Protestant denomina-
tious. Accustomed for many years to dir-
ect the legislation of the Island, it was dif
ficult to relinquish slipremacy. A daoger-
ous irritation thus came into existence
which threatened to work much evil. It is
hopeful, however, that the political leaders
of the Episcopal Body have to a consider-
able extent, thrown their strength with the
wise and sensible men representing the
other evangelical classes and made com-
mon cause with them against their wary
and formidable adversary. Having a con-
siderable majority on the Island, and being
constantly on the increase as compared with
Roman Catholics, there is no reason why
Protestants should not now enjoy their
lengthened period of governing Newfound-
land.

It is exceedingly gratifying to us that
Methodism is so largely and respectably
represented in the Legislature, the Council
and the Executive. Often have we felt how
much this was needed, not merely to secure
our interests as a Body, but to give tone
and stability to the Government and the
House of Assembly. The vituperation and
abuse to which the controlling party bhave
recently been subjected, has usually, we
bave noticed, taken its animus from a
strong jealousy of Methodistic predomin-
ance. We are sure there can be no real
foundation for the suspicion that our Church

on that Island bas become political for its
own aggrandizement. Qur history is sin-

_ gularly free from any such aims and as-

pirations. If Methodism has become a
political power, it must be regarded as
merely an evidence of its worth and im-
portance in the estimation of a people who
have elected true men to represent them
and frame their laws.

But the grand feature of our present
position in Newfoundland as a Church, is
the noble front presented to the world by
our Circuits and numerous agencies. There
are at present from twenty to twenty-five
new Churches in process of building among

- the Methodist people. This shows one

kind of prosperity to an extraordinary de-
gree. The ministerial supply has been in-
creasing of Iate to such an extent as leaves
us almost bewildered by new npames and
the increase of Mission Stations. All
around the shores there have been revivals H
organizations of classes, Sunday-schools,
cougregations, follow in due course. A
third District will be constructed to the
North at no very distant period. Apn An-
nual Conterence will give our cause new
energy and confidence. Able men are at
the head of its affairs: self-denying men
and women are giving their zeal, talents
aod prayers to the good cause; and * the
best of all is, God is with us.”

Permit me to call your attention te the
statement that our ** Sunday School aver-
ages upwards of 500 scholars and teachers,
with a Bible class taught by a banker, Bro
Heard, from which seven ministers have
been taught and gone out to preach the
Gospel.”

I hope, sir, that none of your readers
will be led to infer from Mr. Philips’ ela-
borate accouat of our school, that we have
but a Bible-class in conaection therewith.
While we acknowledge that God has bless-
ed the class referred to by our *¢ friend of
the Sacred Song,” He has not forgotten to
be gracious to many other classes in con-
nection with our school.

The Prince-street Wes. Sab. Scheol has
no less than six other adult Bible-classes
besides Brother Heard's, each of which is
taught in a separate department from the
main school. The teachers are, W. K.
Dawson, Esq., Revd's. F. Smallwood and
T W. Moore, and Messrs. Jas. Hodgson,
Wm. Shepherd and Geo. Moore, of the
Baok of P. E.I. We *have also several
Bible-classes in the main school. From
these classes we can call to mind at least
eleven persons who have gone forth to
preach the Gospel. Owing o  another
school having been recently organized, our
school is not quite so Jarge as formerly. It
now numbers about 650 scholars, with 46
teachers and 6 officers. The largest at-
tendance on record is 546.

We have also another very interesting
department in connection with our school—
a junior, or infant class, coosisting of 140
scholars, in a suitable room off the main
lo:l;ool, and taught by a very efficient young

y.

MEMORIALS.

The establishment of a book-
room and weekly paper in Montreal is re-
ferred to the General Conference. In refer-
ence to the resolution of St. Thomas
district meeting, urging an increase of
miuvisters’ salaries in proportion to the in-
creased costs of living and other expenses,
this Committee recommends the subject to
the favorable consideration of the General
Conference, as involving not only the com-
fort and convenieuce ol ministers and
preachers, but also the welfare and advan-
tage of the churches under the care of the
Conference.

AFTERNOON BESSION.

Oa the opening of the Conference this
afternoon the memorial committee con-
cluded its report. The principle of the
Hamilton resolution in regard to worldly
amusements was adopted. The following
resolution was also adopted by the Confer-
ence: *‘ The Committee has considered
with great care the memorial from the
quarterly official meeting of the Perth Cir-
cuit on the aggression of Papacy, aad the
duty of Protestants in regard to Parlia-
mentary elections, and would earnestly re-
commend to the Conference the importance
of an increasing proclamation of the threats
of the Gospel as the best antidote to error
iu doctrine and practice, and while ackaow-
ledging the right of ministers and members
of our Church to use the franchise according
to the dictates of conscience, would urge
the importance of seeking to elevate to po-
sitions of trust and responsibility men of
undoubted moral and religioas charaeters.
In accordance with the oft-repeated senti-
ment of this Conference, we would reiterate
and endorse the well-known apostolic pria-
ciple, *“ All thiogs are lawful for me, but
all things are not expedient.””

VICTORIA COLLEGE.

The. Conference then adjourned, and the
annual meeting of the Victoria College was
called, the President ia the chair.

THE FAMINE IN INDIA.

Right royally, the Telegraph declares,
has the Queen's represeutative in India
grappled with his great duty, and that
which he has achieved already—oamely,
to have brought Behar to Juue without
more loss of life thau can be couated by

scores—is in itself a triumph. Even if we
maltiply the official return of deaths, and
make liberal allowauce tor lazy people who
are gettiog food for nothing, and the lakhs
of rupees which must be, and will be,
wasted at the public and relief works, a

spectacle remains the grandest and most
Christian ever displayed ; for it is as cer-
tain as cao be that out of that total of
nearly three million paupers an enormous
proportion would ere now have perished
but for the splendid energy aud resolute
humanity exhibited by Lord Northbrook's
Goveroment. Iu our judgement, nothing
yet done bas been overdone; but, on the
contrary, the couflict still remains terribly
in equilibrium.

The Daily News remarks that famioes,
unhappily, must be regarded as thiogs to
be expected in Iudia uutil we have done
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pomething effectual to prevent them. It is
thus that the Government of India regards
them * as contingencies to be expected to
recur with more or less regularity.”” This
is a view of the liabilities of Indian famine
most necessary to be kept in mind. Asa
first duty the Government considers itself
bound to make what it describes as a rea-
sooable provision for meeting occasional
expenditure upon famines. This is pro-
posed to be effected by accumaulating large
cash balances which may be drawn upon
as seasons of difficulty arise Perhapsa all
that the Government of India ¢an do for
‘the pnext few years is to maintain a con-
siderable surplus of income over ordivary
expenditure, and so provide for any calls
that may arise on account of famines.
Bat no Government can settle quietly down
in the persuasion that liability to famine is
always to remain one of the conditious of
the people whose affairs it administers. As
all serious and extensive famines in India
may be traced to drought, the Government
is bound to consider whether the disastrous
effect of periodical failures of rain may not
be mitigated or perhaps obviated by the
extension of irrigation works and similar
meAns.

The following telegram from the Viceroy,
dated Calcutta, the 30th of May, has been
received by us for publication :—**Good
rain general north of Ganges; partial rain
south of Ganges. Fears of agriculturists
allayed, but some anxiety is still felt for
future crops. Kxtended inquiry shows that
seed grain is generally sufficient, but help
from Government will be required in cer-
tain peculiarly situated tracts. Private
trade continues active near railways and
great rivers, but away from these the de-
mand on Government stores is greatly in-
creasing. Government grain is available
wherever supplies of trade are deficient.
Estimated consumption of Government
grain to middle of May about 50,000 tons
Sales of Government grain now amount to
between 1.200 and 1,500 daily. Condition
of people unchanged. Considerable in-
crease of laborers on works in West Tir-
hoot and on Northern Bengal Railway;
elsewhere increase slight. Iocrease of dis-
tress in Beerbhoom and Northern Purneah.
Deficiency of grain reported in Pubna aod
Julpigoree, near which place there was a
grain riot on the 21st. Fifty soldiers sent
to assist police ; two rioters killed. Place
reported quiet on 25th. No other bad re-
ports. Traunsport on all important routes
now complete, except East Tirhoot, and on
that line completion before rains secured by
employment of reserve carriage collected
from Northern India. Of one and a half
million on relief works, not more than
180,000 are in receipt of daily wages; re
maioder are employed on relief work
system, reduction of wages being cautiously
enforced where possible. There has now
been a careful inspection by Government
officials, village by village, of distressed
tract, 350 miles long and 70 broad, comn-
prising 27,750 villages aod over two mil-
lion houses Funds subscribed by public
are being used in cases where State aid is
scarcely justifiable. No known cases of
deaths by starvation reported since last
telegram, and Government of Bengal re-
port that four deaths included in last tele-
gram canoot properly be called famine
deaths, thus reducing total number of
proved deaths to 22. As already reported,
it is often impossible to distinguish between
deaths from privation aud disease ; but it
is certain that there has been po extensive
mortality from want.”

The Morning Post says:—How grave
the peril now hanging over India is, f_ew
perhaps realise. It is not from the famine
distress, with which the Government of the
country is now earnestly, and we trust suc-
cesefully, wrestling, that the menace maioly
comes. No doubt that distress is immense,
and maost result in great loss of life and
prosperity now and great damage to the
progress of the country for years to come ;
but, so far as can be seen, the famine has
been met by measures that promise to keep
it within maoageable limits. It is some-
thing even worse than this that threatens
India. Hitherto the years of famine have
been followed there by years of plenty, and
80, great as the damage done by them has
been on each occasion, there has never been
any disaster of a crushing character. But
the contingency of famine following famine
has always been recognized as possible in
India; and it has ever been felt that the
effects of the occurrence of this contingency
would be incalculably terrible. We trust
that it will not occur ; but it ought not to
be disguised that the danger exists, and
that it is impossible to assert that it is very
remote.

DR. TYNG’S CALL TO THE MIN-
ISTRY.

I awoke in the early morning of the 19th
of July 1819, with a voice that seemed to
sound in my ear with the solemn appeal
¢« What a wasteful life you are leading.”” 1
answered in my silent conscience and heart.
¢ I will live so no longer” I immediately
arose from my bed, and without dressing,
knelt upon the floor and gave myself, in my
poor way, to a Lord whom I did not know,
but by whose voice I fully believed J was
called. I went down_as usual to my business,
but my whole mind, dnd purposes, and plans
were changed. The world of wealth bad pass-
ed out of my view ; a load of sin pressed up
on my beart, but I knew no outward instruet-
or who could comprehend my wants cr guide
my way. Thas [ groped for days witbout
one earthly comforter. - )

Nearly opposite the head of the street in
which we are assembled, adjoining the Tre-
mont House, you may see a small quadrant
spot of grass inclosed.. Itisall that remains
of a large and beautiful yard, in which was
then the residence of Mr. Adam Babeock, one
of the leading men of Boston in that day
The whole residue of the property has been
incorporated in the site of the hotel.” In that
court-yard dwelt a retired nurse, long in the
family, in rooms prepared for her. She was
a venerated Christian woman, who was famil-
iarly called, by all the branches of the family,
Aunt Minot. Some of my young female
connexions told her the strange news that
« Stephen Tyng was out of his head in think-
ing and talking about religion.” The old
lady sent a message desiring to see me. She
was a Methodist. The family, like myself.
bad a'ways been in the congregation of the
Trinity Church, Her Cbristian bome was
« Bromfield Lane Metbodist chapel.”  That
lady was the first Christian friend [ found
who konew a Savior's love, understood a
Savior's gospel, and could enter into my
beart, having received this gospel neither by
man nor from man. With her I could talk
of Jesus, and not be deemed insane.

" A single month passed before, under the
pressure and guidance of that Spirit by wkom
I bad been called, I left all the business of
earth, and gave myself simply and wholly to
my Saviour's work. [ was considered insane
by many in a world which looked only to its
own things. I bave no doubt that many ‘of
my friends really lamented over me as in-
sine. But whetber I was beside myself it
was to God. I gave up all the prospect of
wealth before me, and determined to preach
my Savior's gospel. My dear father, with
whom I lived, replied to my proposal of this
change :—'* are you crazy ! You are throw-

ing away the most brillianit prospcots of by
young man in Beston.” [ answered: *1
was Dever more sane in my life, sir. I ean-
oot help it. I 'koow that I am called to preach
the gospel. I know that there are some
places between here and the Rocky Moantains
for me to preach my Savior’s love. I am go-
ing until I find them.” The venerated man
was overwhelmed, * Well,”” said be, *‘ you
will spoil a first-rate merchant to make a very
poor parson "’ ¢“ It may be eo, sir, but I
must go.”” He was spared to me for ten year:
afrer that interview. to value most highly mj
poor attempts, to encourage with the utmost
affection my efforts in the Savior’s cause, and
2ain a part of his conso'ation in death from
my grateful ministry. This was ‘‘ my man-
ner of entering in* —Dr Tyng's Lecture
before the Boston University.

AN INCIDENT OF THE CRUSADE.

THIRTEEN LADIES LOCKED IN A DRINKING-
SALOON FOR SIX HOURS BY A WOMAN.

A band of ladies who started out to visit
the liquor-saloons in Adrian, Mich., a few
days ago, met with some peculiar experiences,
which the 7¥mes of that plage describes. It
says:  * They reached Fishers saloon a
little after 4 o’clock. They found Mrs.
Fisher in charge, and the saloon occupied by
quite a party of men. As soon as the ladies
entered Mrs. Fisher became very much ex-
cited and told them to go out, as she wanted
to lock the door She proceeded at once to
carry this threat into execution, three ladies,
however, leaving before the door was locked.
The ladies state that not five minates elapsed
after they went io beforg} the door was locked
Of course, as roon a#”it became kuown that
the ladies were locked in the saloon it caused
a good deal of excitemeat upon the street and
among the friends of the imprisoned ladies
The erowd in front of the salonn became large,
and by dusk the streets were crowded.  After
the door was locked, the ladies ascertained
that Mr. Fisher was away fr m homebut
soon he returned and stood puard over
the door on the outsile  Mrs Fisher
told the ladies they should remain until
6 o'clock in the morning. She was per-
feetly wild with ancer and excitement,
and would listen to reason from no one.
Mr«. Bourns endeavored to talk with her,
bat she would hear to nothing. ~ After a short
time Mayor Kimball hearing of the state of
affairs, went to Mr Fisher, and endeavorea
to getlim to release the ladies He was ad-
mitted to the room through the rear entrance,
and found that Mr Fisher woald listen to
reason, and he finally almost consented to re-
lease them, but Mrs. Fisher refused positively,
saying ‘that they should stay until morning,
and as'that lady bhad possession of the key,
it seemed for a time that her threat wou'd be
carried into execution. The Mayor then
talked with the ladies, and endeavored to
effect some compromise hy which they would
be released. Mr. Fisher wanted them to
promise not to come to his p'ace again, but
this, they said, they coald not conscientiously
do. After some consultation, Mrs. Bourns
addressed Mr. Fisher substantially as follows :
* Mr. Fisher, we bave no unkind feeling to-
ward you. Ouronly ohj-et is to promote the
cause of temperance. It you will promise to
obey the laws of the Siate, we will promise
never to eome here any more.” Mr. Fisher
here interrupted Mrs Bourns by sayirg: * [
won’t keep the laws of the State.” Mrs.
Bourns continued : * You will have to give
an account of this at the judgment scat
of Gol' Suveral times during the even-
ing, Mayor Kimball aboat persnaded Mr.
Fisher to unlock the doors, but Mrs. Fisher
positively refused. She was encouraged in
her positicn by the German Catholic priest,
who was in the back room, aud a eortain su-
pervisor, and several Germans who were there.
Several times Mayor Kimball thought he had
matters arranged, when something would be
said to her by some of them, and nothing
could be done with her. The Mayor finally
obtained a promise that they should be left
out at 11 o’clock, but Alderman Haag, at the
request of Mayor Kimball, used bis inflaencd
with Mrs. Fisher, and the door was unlocked
about 10-30. when the ladies departed and
the crowd dispersed. During most of the
time of their coafinement they were kept
without a light. At the request of the Mayor
Mr. Fisher gave them a light, but Mrs.
Fisher blew it out. We understand that this
was repeated several times.”

HINTS TO HOUSEKEEPERS.

—

BY MRS. T. B. BARRINGER.

Now, Jobn is not a saint, though, come to
think of it, I don't know that be ever set up
to be one! but when we have poor bread, he
is a great way below his usual saintlicess. We
sit down to the table, and after pouring the
tea carefully, and dishing the preserves, and
passing the water, I at last come to the bread
plate, and pass it. John takes a smal! piece,
looks at it looks at me, and then says *‘ Jane ! ®
Bug I break in upon him with, *‘ now, Jobn,
for goodness sake don't lug up your °dear
ma,’ or your ‘ perfect sister Martha!’ This
bread is ruined, ana there is the end of it. I
can't belp it now.”

After biting off my last words, at which Jobn
lsugts, I go om in & very lofty way with my
supper. 1 suppose every man does, once in a
while, refer to his relatives (at least John does)
and the most eggravating part of it all is, that
I know very well bow delicious their bread aod
pie and cake always is. When I commenced
bousekeeping, I was sure of ooly ene thing and
that was that we should have geod bread. I
knew exactly how to make it; bad tried it any
number of times successfully, Wwith mother at
my elbow, and, if I wasn't very expert in the
cake line, we could get along, I thought com-
placently. I tried it oace according to the
old routine, except that mother was wof at my
elbow, and—failed. 1 tried it twice, and
—failed! Then I woke up to find that I knew
sbéolutely nothing about it with mother away,
and that was all that saved me. I went to
work in right down good earnest, and learned

To make the yeast, boil a siogle bandful
of bops and a sliced potatoe in three piats
of water. In fifteen minutes strain it oat,
boiling hot, on two pints of flour, stirring it
well. When it is so cool it will not scald, put
in a tea-cup full of light yeast, and a
balf tea spoon of ginger. When the whole
is light, put in sifted meal as much as
can be kneaded. Then crumble it up fine and
dry it on tins on a board around the fire, tak-
ing care not to scald it. When thoroughly
dry, tie upin a bag. At noon, the day be-
fore you wish to bake, put the yeast (allowiag
a tablespoonful to a loat ot bread) to soak in
a tea-cupful of tepid water. If it is very
warm weather, however, it should not be put
in soak before five o'clock in the aftermoon
Before going to bed, pare and boil as many
medium-sized potatoes as you wish loaves of
bread. When done, mark, pour on the hot
potatoe water, add a teaspoon of salt (neither

stir in a little sifted flour, and, whea ii is
blood warm, and the yeast, with more flour.
In cold weather make the sponge moderately
thick; in warm weather moderately thin.
Cover it, and set it in a warm place to
rise.
In the morning dissolve a teaspoon of soda
in a little water, and stir it im well; then
take warm milk enough to make the quanity
you wish, and mix in flour until it is just bard
enough to be bandled. Koead it for fifteen
minutes, then set it in & warm place, and be
very sure that no cold draft strikes it. It
should rise, if everything is right, in two
bours. When it is lignt, full of cracks on the
top, knead it into loaves (do not knead each
loat more than two minutes just enough to get
it in good- shape), let it rise again as betore,
and thee put it in a steady oven. Don’t lef it
bake too leng. Thirty minutes is time enough
for medivm-sized loaves. More than half the
bread-makers err in this particular. The sub-
stance of the bread is dried out, jost because
some stupid persoa started the rule, ‘‘ bread
in the oven an hour.” Try it with a broom
splint, as you .would cake. My *‘perfect™
sister-in-law Martha taught me that, and told
me why my bread was oftentimes dry and
bard after the first day.

If you don't have white, spongy bread after
this process, even from the chesper flour, I
shall lose my guess, and shall be very sorry for
you, though I should certainly mot lay it to
my receipt if you did fail !—Zion's Herald.

AN OLD BIBLE.

Rev. W. A. Des Brisay of New Canaan,
Ct., who preached the opening sermon at the
recent celebration of the 150th saniversa:y of
the opening of Chbrist Chburch, Boston, has in
his possession a Bible 290 years old. It cou-
taing the Old Testament in Hebrew, interlined
with Latin, the Apocrypha in Greek and the
New Testament in Greek, both also with
Latin interlineation.

He
used it as a text-book when he was first president
of Harvard College ; initials, I. M., are stam p-
ed on the cover.

Church, in 1730, and by his son, the Rev
Mather Byles ot Christ’s Church, Boston, 1773.

Matber, and under it ‘* Crescentius Matherus,

DOUBLE CROPS IN GARDENS.

Economy may be ured in managing the crops
80 as to greatly evhance the profits; thie,
generally, without any increase of manure. It
is done by growing several crops on the same
ground the one following the otber. Some
care, however, is to be exercised, as some crops
will not grow well after others, Some require,
also, a stronger soil or more manure added.

An esrly crop should be out as early as pos-
sible, and under as tavourable circomstances
and growth as may be, so as put in other crops
in good time.

When peas are to be followed by late cabe
bage, for ipstance, the land should be clesned
of the peag by the fifteenth, or at least the
twentieth, of July, so that the cabbage may
matare well, else it will not bead satisfactorily.
The ground should also be enriched for the
cabbage, as this plant requires a rich soil, and
cabbage should never follow cabbage unless
the soil is very rich.

Cauliflo may succeed an early crop—al
most any early crop—as they are planted as
late as the fore part of July. But they want
an addition of manure. Celery, may follow

8. Plant fruit trees well, care for them, and
of course get good crops.

9. Practice economy by giving stock shelter
during the winter; also good food, taking out
all that is unsound, bali-rotten or mouldy.

10. Do not keep tribes of cats and snarling
dogs around the premises who, eat more in a
month than they are worth in a lifetime.—
Morning Star.

SOAP WASH FOR FRUIT TREES.

Many persons for no well defined reasons.
give their fruit trees an annual spring washing
with lime wash. Itis not only unsightly but
of no benefit. The only possible good which
it can accomplish, is the destruction of such
larve as it may come in eontact with, which is
but few, rince they are coacealed ueder
the seales of rough bark, which the whitewash
does not reach.

A better plan is to wash the trunks with
strong, soap suds, in which a little carbolic
acid bas been dissolved. This destroys insect
lite with which it comes in' contact, and the
soap opens the pores of the bark, and induces
a glossy green appearance. When the trees
are of such an age as to bave formed much
rough bark, this should first be scraped away,
but pot to such an extent as to expose the in-
ner layer; only just so as to remove the dead
scales which form from year to year.

How 10 KEmP HauMs, —Every season, more
or less, hams are destroyed by insects, or
rendered too unpalatable to be eat:n by decent
people. By following this method the insect
can be kept at a distance, and it is very simple
and within reach of almost every farmer in the
country. After «be meat bas been well cured
by pickle and smoke, take some clean ashess,
free from bits of coal; moisten them with a
little water so that they will form a paste, or
else just wet the bams a little, and rub on the
dry ashes. Raubbed in thoroughly they serve
as a capital insect protector, and the hams can
