The number of vessels crippled is un­
known, but several cruisers entered 
Kiel badly mauled and riddled and 
carrying many wounded.”

In the pause of the thunder of the 
huge guns, the infantry and cavalry

staff officer who has been on the 
scene of the operations, and which 
is authorized by the British War Of­
fice, gives details of the actions clos­
ing with the crossing of the Aisne, 
but only the most meagre communi­
cations have been issued concerning 
the fighting of the last two days.
