GERMIAN NEW
YORK EDITOR

Has Started a Quarter Million
Damage Suit.

New York, Aug. 6.—Herman Rid-
der, editor and principal owner of
the New Yorker Staat Zeitung, has
iled a suit for $250,000 damages for
l_lbe] against the Star Company, pub-
i lishers of The New York American.

Mr. Ridder takes exception to a
page article of May 30, which the Ger-
man-American editor says tended to
cast doubt on the sincerity of his ad-
vocacy of the German cause, and his
opposition to the exportation of muni-
tions from the United States to the
allies.

The article told about the Interna-
tional Typesetting Machine Company
of which Mr, Ridder was president,
filling just such orders for the ene-
mies of Germany.

Mr. Ridder points out, at the time
the story appeared, the company, of
which he had been the head and his
son Joseph E. Ridder, the secretary-
treasurer had gone into the hands of a
receiver appointed by the federal
court and that the affairs of the con-
cern were entirely in that officials
hands.

FRENCH
OFFICIAL

By Special Wire to the Courler.

Paris, Aug. 6.—The French War
Office to-day gave out an official
communication on the progress of
hostilities in France which reads as
follows:

“In the Artois district there were
during almost all last night a series
of engagements with hand gre,nac_ias
around Souchez. In front of Neuville
St. Vaast, a German attack was eas-
ily and quickly repulsed. . el

“In the Argomne the fighting wita
bembs and other explosives, support-
ed by artillery actions, took on great-
er intensity during the night, par-
ticularly in the neighborhood of Hill
No. 213. In the region of Fonatine-
aux-Charmes and in the direction of
St. Hubert, to the west of Hill No.
213, the Germans endeavored to
move out from their trenches, but
they were at once checked by our
fire.

“On the heights of the Meuse at
Boishaut, the enemy delivered two
attacks each of which was without
success. Our assailants were driven
back with hand grenades and by the
fire of qur infantry. .

“In Lorraine the Germans during
last night bombarded the village of
Embeérmenil, as well as our positions
around Reillon. Two German avia-
tors have thrown down on the vil-
lage of Fraize, in the valley of the
River Meurthe a total of ten bombs,
killing two women and one soldier.

“In the Vosges the night passed
quietly.”

Gives an - Account Regarding
Evacuation of Warsaw.

By Special Wire to the Courler.

Petrograd, Aug. 6.—Via London—
Novo Georgievsk, 19 miles northwest
of Warsaw, still remains in Russian
hands to-day notwithstanding the
evacuation of the Polish capital, ac-
cording to information received by the
Russian war office.

The fortress has been prépared for
a siege and it already is invested. It
constitutes the only fortified position
on the Vistula River in possession of
the Russians.

The immediate causes of the eva-
cuation of Warsaw, according to the
war office were:

“The advances of the enemy in great
force on the roads toward Ostrov,
from Ostrolenka and Rozan on the
one hand, and the presence of large
forces of the enemy who had broken
across the Vistula River between
Ivangorod and Warsaw at Matziev-
itze.”

A war office official, reviewing the
situation said:

“The day before the evacuation we
alrecady had abandoned the old brick
fortress of lvangorod on the left side
of the Vistula. We still hold the right,
This fort has lost its importance with
bank fortifications.

“According to information at hand
the enemy has been making every ef-
fort to envelop the position and the
fortress has been left to its own te-
sources to Wwhich it had been pre-|
pared.

“Our armies in the forward theatre
of war are gradually moving back to
the positions assigned to them thus
giving these armies the important ad-
vantage of a shortened front and also
of bringing them nearer to the forti-
fied line of Kovno, Grodno and Brest-
Litovsk,

“The retrezt was carried out not
under immediate pressure of the
enemy, but in consequence of a de-
cision taken notwithstanding some
instances in which our armies were
having partial successes, often being
able to force the enemy backwards,
With the occupation of new posi-
tions on the left'bank of the Bug and
in the direction of Waldimir-Wol-
ynsk and Kovel, it is believed that a
serious barrier to the enemy’s pro-
gress against Brest-Litovsk has
been erected.”

The loss of Warsaw has long been
discounted in Petrograd, and it caus-
ed no excitement. The newspapers
commented on the fail of the Polish
capital without emotion, referring
with regret to its loss as a necessity
and which is regarded by them as
being only temporary.

In the vanguard of the German
forces. approaching Warsaw are said
to have been five brigades prepared to
combat any conflagration.

The Russian war office comments
on the effect of Warsaw’s capitula-
tion on the northern front as foliows:

“The enemy is slowly advancing,
but against great opposition on the
part of the Russian armies in the
Narew and Lomza directions.

“In the vicinity of Riga the Ger-
mans received a severe check on the
Misa River. They were forced to
withdraw to Ekau.

Conference at
Washington

With Reference to Pres.
Wilson’s Plan to Restore
Peace in Mexico.

By Special Wire to the Courler.

Washington, Aug. 6—The conter-
ence between Secretary of State Lan-
sing and six pan-American diplomats
whose co-operation was sought by
President Wilson in his plan to re-
store peace in Mexico, was continued
to-day. No announcement of the con-
clusion of the series of canferences,
begun yesterday, is looked for until
a program has been perfected.

The conferences decline to discuss
the proceedings as the conterences
are declared informal and confiden-
tial. Whatever plan ot action 18
agreed upon will be submitted to all
of the pan-American nations for ap-
proval, although it is understood they
already have pledged support to con-
creted action. It is considered likely
that one of the first results of the
canference, will be a final appeal to
all the Mexican factional leaders to
accommodate their differences and
restore peace. This probably will be
sent in a few days and will be intend-
ed especially for the Carranza ele-
ment which all along has declined to
participate in a peace conference.

The message to General Carranza
will ask that he lay down his arms
and join with his adversaries in set-
ting up a government the United
States will recognize. It will insist
that he answer within a stipulated
time.

The character of the final plans for
restoration of peace depends largely
on Carranza’s response. General
Villa and other Mexican leaders have
indicated a willingness to participate

The conveners and officials of
Dundee Town Council recently con-
sidered what was to be done with
Corporation cmployees with the col-
ors who return unfit for their former
employment.

A BULLETIN ON SWINE
RAISING.

The, second edition of Bulletin No.
17 of the Federal live stock brancn,
entitled Swine Husbandry in Canada,
has been issued, and may be had on
aprlication to the publications branch
of the Department of Agriculture at
Ottawa. The interest in swine raising
stimulated, no doubt, by the high
values of pork products, made such
a demand for information on this
subject that the first edition printed
last year was quickly exhausted. This
edition brings up to date statistics
with respect to pedigree registration
and the trade in hog products. It 1s
shown that the total exports for the
fiscal year ending March 31st, 1915,
amounted to 166,048,519 pounds, as
against 27,561,140 pounds the pre-
vious year. This bulletin covers the
whole field of swine raising, giving
the results of official experiments as
well as the practices of successful
farmer swine raisers. An interesting
section describes the system of feed-
ing hogs in Denmark, where combi-
nations of food are prepared accord-
ing to their food units in which one
pound of grain, wheat, barley, peas,
corn. etc.,, constitutes one food unit
which is equal to 8 lb. mangels, 4 Ib.
boiled potatoes, 5 1b. alfalfga, 6 Ib,
skim milk or 12 1b. whey. It is
shown that the diet is varied in a
definite way for pigs of different
ages,

I THE SITUATION.

Some of the British papers
describe the fall of Warsaw as an
empty triumph for the legions of the
Kaiser. That is scarcely a correct
definition. The event, it is true, was
largely discounted, and the evacuation
has not marked any such notable tri-
{lmph as that in the war of 1870, when
after an investment of seventy days,
Metz, a strongly-fortified place, capit-
ulated to the Germans, who thus had
180,000 men and vast stores of am-
/munitions fall into their hands. At
the same time it would be idle to pre-
tend that the fall of the third largest
city of an Empire is a trifling incident.
It isn’t; but nevertheless, there is
mo need to think of the occurrence as
a crucial disaster. The Russians have
apparently once more been withdrawn
in good order, although it would not
be at all surprising, as an aftermath,
to find that there is some demoraliza-
tion and considerable losses. The
Russians have been fighting continu-
ously and valiantly in the face of tre-
mendous odds as regards ammunition,
and there does not seem to be much
reason to hope for anything from
them of a decisive nature in the near
future, & a9

Then the moral effect upon Bul-
garia, Greece and other hesitating
countries is something which must
not be lost sight of.

With regard to the criticism that
the troops in the Western theatre
have done very little while the Ger-
mans have been hammering away in
the East, a despatch in the Courier of
last evening clearly demonstrated the
tremendous difficulties of the struggle.
The significant statement was incor-
porated that it would be “a serious
mistake” to measure what has been
accomplished by the amount of
ground conquered. In other words,
the wearing-down process still con-
tinues to be the policy of General
Joffre.

DO YOUR BIT.

The fall of Warsaw is just one more
evidence of the fact of the power and
the resources of the enemy.

The incident is one which should,
and will, nerve all of the Allies to
even greater effort.

It'is a call for still further service,
and brings to the fore with renewed
emphasis the fact that every human
resource must be called upon against
the foe.

This brings to mind the local op-
portunity which is afforded, not alone
in men, but also with reference to the
fund to raise $20,000 or over with re-
gard to the purchase of machine guns
and other appurtenances.

It is up to each of us to do his or
her bit.

~

BALFOUR TELLS OF NAVY.

Hon. A. ]J. Balfour, First Lord of
the Admiralty, recently took occasion
to analyse a vain-glorious boast of
Count Von Reventlow, that Ger-
many’s navy ‘“holds Britain at
bay”, and that “the days of absolute
British supremacy at sea are at an
end.” To this Mr. Balfour replies:—

So far the German Fleet has
thought it wise to avoid engaging a
superior force, and I am the last per-
son to blame them. But this surely is
hardly to be counted as a triumph of
either tactics or strategy; it is a mili-
tary exploit which, however judicious,
would be well within the competence
of the least cfficient fleet and the

most incapable Commander.

The tiuth is that the German high-
sea fleet has so far done nothing and
probably has not been in a position
to do anything. At the beginning of
the war we were told that. by a pro-
cess of continual attrition, it was pro-
posed to reduce the superior British
Fleet, ship by ship, until an equality
was established between the two an-
tagonists. The design has completely
failed.

The desired equality is more remote
than it was twelve months ago, and
this would be true even if certain cx-
traordinary misstatements about such
small actions as have occurred in the
North Sea had any foundation in fact,
He tells us, for example, that in the
skirmish of August 28, when some
German cruisers were destroyed, the
English squadron suffered heavy dam
age. This is quite untrue.

He tells us again that in the skir-
mish of January 18 last, when the
Blucher was sunk, the British lost a
new battle cruiser (the Tiger.)

This is also untrue. In that en-
gagement we did not lose a cockle
boat. I do not know that these mis-
statements are of any great moment,
but for the benefit of those who think
otherwise let me say that in no sea

fight, except that off the c0ast'_ot‘
Chili, has any ship of the English
Fleet been either sunk or seriously
damaged. : :

Apart from these purely imaginary
triumphs the only performance of
German warships in the North Sea
on which Count Reventlow dwells
with pride and satisfaction is the
attack by some German cruisers on
undefended towns in Yorkshire.

This exploit was as inglorious as it
was immoral. Two or three fast
cruisers came over the North Sea by
night; at dawn they bombarded an
[ open watering place; they killed a cer-
tain number of civilian men, women
and children. and after an hour and
a half of this gallant performance re-
tired to the safety of their own de-
fended waters. Personally I think
it better to invent stories like the
sinking of the Tiger than to boast of
such a feat of arms as this.

But, in truth, if anyone will exam-
ine Count Reventlow’s apology for
the German high sea fleet he will find
that it amounts to no more than praise
of German mines and German subma-
ines. There is no doubt that Ger-
man mines scattered at random and
with no warning to neutrals, have
been responsible for the destruction
of much neutral shipping and some
vessels of war, The first result is
deplorable, the second is legitimate.
Mine laying is not indeed a very
glorious method of warfare. ThQugh,
used against warships, it is pertectly
fair.

But something here must be said
about submarines. Anybody reading
Count Reventlow’s observations
would suppose that submarines were
a German invention and that only
German foresight had realized that
their use would necessitate a modifi-
cation in battle fleet tactics. But this
truth has been among the common-
places of naval knowledge for years
past and was no more hid from Was-
hington and London than from Ber-
lin and Vienna. What was new in
the German use of submarines was
not their employment against ships
of war but their employment against
defenceless merchantmen and unarm-
ed trawlers.

This, it must be owned, was never
forseen either in Washington or
London. It is purely German. But
Count Reventlow is profoundly mis-
taken if he supposes that during the
year which has elapsed these -mur-
derous methods have affected in the
slightest degree of economic life
of England; what they have done is
to fix an indelible stain upon the fair
name of the German navy.

If any one desires to know whether
the British fleet has during the last
year proved itself worthy of its tra-
ditions there is a very simple method
of arriving at the truth. There are
seven, and only seven, functions
which a fleet can perform,

It may drive the enemy’s com-
merce off the seas.

It may protect its own com-
merce.

It may render
fleet impotent.

It may make the transfer of
enemy troops across the sea im-
possible, whether for attack or
defence. .

It may transport its own
troops where it will.

It umay. secure their_supplies
and (in fitting circumstances) it
may assist their operations,

All these functions have so far
been successfully performed by the
British fleet. No German merchant
ship is to be found on the ocean. Al-
lied commerce is more secure from
attack, legitimate &nd illegitimate,
than it was after Trafalgar. The Ger-
man hight sea fleet has not as yet
ventured beyond the security of its
protected waters.

No invasion has been attempted of
these islands. British troops,in num-
bers unparalleled in history, have
moved to and fro across the seas
and have been effectively supported
on shore. The greatest of military
powers has seen its colonies wrested
from it one by one and has not been
able to land a man or a gun in their
defence. PP
Of a fleet which has done this we
may not only say that it has done
much, but that no fleet has ever done
more. And we citizens of the British
Empire can only hope that the second
year of the war will show no falling
off in its success, as it will assuredly
show no relaxation of its efforts,

Qttawa, Aug. 6—While plans have
not yet been-made in view of the un-
certainty as to the date of his re-
turn, it is understood that a huge de-
monstration is likely to be arranged
in honor of Sir R. Borden, Prime
Minister of the Dominion, and one of
Canada’s great men; when he sets
foot again on his native soil, aiter
his visit to the Old Country.

It is proposed to have a welcoming
that will last all the way from the
ocean’s edge to Ottawa, and a demon-
stration absolutely non-partisan In
character will be sought. It is gener-
ally admitted that the visit of the
Prime Minister to the Imperial Coun-
cils has been fraught with the great-
est importance to Canada as regards
her status in the Empire. The first
colonial statesman to attend a meet-
ing of the British Privy Council, Sir
Robert has everywhere in KEngland
and France been enthusistically wel-
comed as Canada’s first citizen. His
visit to the Old Country means that
the Dominion’s voice will hereaiter
be heard in Imperial affairs and that
one of the longest steps forward in
the perfection of an Empire consti-
tution has been taken .

N THS STOCK

Result of War—Gain
Reaches 269.

As a

New York, Aug. 6.—Common stock
of the Bethlehem Steel Corporation,
whose rise has seen few parallels n
the history of the New York Stock
Exchange, passed the 300 mark yes-
terday. It sold during the morning
at 301, a gain since the beginning of
the war of 269 points. The company
was incorporated in 1904 and the
stock has never paid a dividend.

The rise this morning was eleven
points from the previous high record,
established yesterday of 29o. The
stock has advanced 50 points this
week. When the stock exchange clos-
ed on July 30, 1914, just before the
outbreak of the war, it was quoted at
32. The advance of this stock and
the shares of other corporations in
the war order group, has been accom-
panied by unrestrained speculation,
with little authentic information on
which to base such a rise. It has been
known in a general way that Bethle-
hem Steel had received huge war or-
ders, on which the profits presum-
ably are large, but no official figures
have been given out. The speculative
fever has been kept up by many un-
confirmed reports of enormous pro-
fits and expected declarations of
large dividends.

Many stocks have been lifted from
comparative obscurity to sudden
popularity at rising prices by sim-
ilar reports of profits on the busi-
ness of supplyin_, munitions of war to
Europe. Some of the larger advances
in the war shares from the close at
the outbreak of the war to-day. are:

Crucible Steel, 17 to 79; New York
Airbrake, 55 to 116; Westinghouse
Electric, 62 to 112; American Lo-
comotive, 19 to 561%; American Can.
19 to 56%. Even larger was the rise
in the curb market of Electric Boat,
which builds submarines. Before the
war it sold at around 15. On the re-
cent rise it has touched 4306.

Later in the day Bethlehem Steel
rose to 307, but it relapsed before the
close, which was at 3o01. American
Can. reached 6074, but fell back to
58%4.

Rights of Others—Love’s Victory

“Pastor Russell is-
here in attend-
ance upon the I.
B. S. A. Conven-
tion assembled in
our city. To-day
he delivered a
8t rong discourse
on the Golden
Rule — “Whatso-
.ever ye would
that men should
do to you, do ye
even g0 to them.”
(Matthew 7:12.)

ﬁé p&rt ot Bod 8 instructions to
His €hureh i¥ more important than
this exhortation to justice. Every-
thing that God does is bagsed upon ab-
solute justice, and He invites His peo-
ple to be like Him—to cultivate and
develop in our characters the great
qualities which He possesses, and
which He has magnified and illus-
trated to us. Many have the thought
that justice is a very ordimary mat-
ter, which practically everybody re-
cognizes and follows. But such is
not the case. Many would say, ‘‘Do
you not know that we are Christians,
and that te practice justice would
naturally be the duty of all Christ-
ians? Why do you not rather exhort
us to cultivate love?” We reply,
Justice should always take preced-
ence; we have no right to do less than
justice to any member of the human
family or, for that matter, even to
an animal.

The trouble with the whole world
is the failure to recognize this very
principle. Justice is the foundation
of God’s Throne. It is the basie prin-
ciple upon which He would have us
build character, and upon which He
deals with all His creatures. It is
because this principle of justice is
not being recognized that the world
is in trouble, and that the great tribu-
lation is coming upon our race, the
Scriptures assure us. While in man-
kind in general there is wvery little
to love, yet every human being
should receive justice. As fo\llowers
of Christ, we are to be the foremost
in exercising justice towards all.

What a grand world this would be
if every human being would resolve
to carry out the instructions of this
text! There would be no ‘‘doing’’ of
a neighbor before he could ‘“do’” you;
but there would be a sparing of the
neighbor, a taking into account his
weaknesses and his interests. Whe-
ever would take advantage of another
would do something contrary to the
welfare of the other. As ye would, as
Jesus said, that others should do to
you, do ye even so to them.

Thirty-five hundrec years ago God
called the Israelites out of Egypt. In
substance He said to them, “Four
hundred years ago I made a Coven-
ant with Abraham that his Seed
should bless the world. Are you
ready to have that promise fulfilled
to you?” They declared that. they
were ready. So He brought them to
Mount Sinai, where they entered into
a Covenant with Him to do whatever
He directed. He gave them the Ten
Commandments and said to them, “If
you wish to be the Seed of Abrabam
that is to bless mankind, keep these
commandments.”’

That Law Covenant was based
upon justice alone; it did not ask
them to love their enemies. Accord-
ing to whether or not they would ren-
der justice would be the Divine de-
cision as to thei worthiness of being
considered Abraham’s Seed that
would bless the world. But they were
not able to render justice, to do to
their neighbor as they would that he
should do to them. This failure was
due to tioeir fallen condition, because
sin had become ingrained in human
nature. (Romans 3:20.) The grasp-
| ing disposition whmh has ever since
manifested itsel’ amongst that people
began to appear; and so, although
God bore with the nation for more
than sixteen hundred years, not one
of them obtained the reward of ever-
lasting lite which was offered to those
who would keep the Law.—Leviticus
18:5; Romans 10:5.

It is not an easy. matter to keep the
Law Covenant oi Justice, We see
that the Jews failed to do so. We
know that the Apostle declared that
by the deeds of the Law no imperfeet
tiesh shall be saved. Nevertheless
God says, ‘‘Unless you keep the Law,
you shall not be the Seed of Abraham
that will bless all the families of the
earth.”

The Scriptures point out that the
Church of Christ is the Spiritual Seed
of Abralam. (Galatians 3:8, 16, 29.)
Therefore they are obligated to keep
the Law. To enable them to do what
no fallen flesh car do, God has made
a special arrangement for the Cbmch
though not for the Jewish nation, the
typical , eople. Knowing that man-
gind were so fallen that none could
geep perfectly His Law, He sent His
3on into the world to help our race.
Our Lord, being perfect, uncontamin-

«ted with the fallen race of Adam,

‘Holy, harmless, undefiled, and sep-

srate from sinners,” was able to kgep
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the Divine Law and did so. ’rhen in
obedience to the Divine will, He offer-
ed up Himself in a sacrificial sense.
The nerit of the life which He sacri-
ficed constitutes a credit which, ac-
cording to the Father’s Plan, our
Lord will give for Adam and his race,
as their Ramsom-price, at the end of
the Gospel Age.

As soon as our Lord shall have of-
fered that merit to the Father, the
whole world will be turned over to
Him; and immediately He Will begin
His great work of ruling and blessing
all the families of the earth. The
long delay has been because of "an-
other part of the Plan. ' Was the
Divine will that He should select a
Chureh from the werld; to share with
Him the great future work of bless-
ing humanity. Therefore’ He will not
begin’His Reign until' the predestin-
ated number of the Chureh elass shalt
have been selected, tested, and chiang-
ed by the power of the First Resur-
rection. Then thée S‘pirltual Séed of
Abraham will be complete.

It is well to note that the ‘Spiritual
Seed of Abraham is mot theé natdral
kind. Even Jesus as a man could
never have blessed the world.” He
could have set up a good human gov-
ernment, hut could have no right to
give life to the dead. 'Therefore He
could never have rolled away the
curse of death, with all its comcomit-
ants. So it was for Him to do some-
thing more than keep the Divine Law
—something that Justice never re-
quired, something of self-gacrifiice.
Keeping the Law merely authorized
Jesus to live forever; and if He had
set up His Kingdom witheut giving
His life as a Ransom, He could not
have blessed mankind; for all are
sinners under condemnation to death.

Besides keeping the Law, Jésus
presented His body a living sacrifice,
holy, acceptable to God, and His rea-
sonable service of sacrifice—prompt-
ed by love. It is our first duty also to
keep the Law, to live up to its stand-
ard as nearly as possible.”” But hav-
ing enlisted under the 'bannér ‘of
Christ, it is additiomally our duty to
present our bodies a living saerifice,
as those who walk in His steps, faith-
ful unto death. Thus we Christians
are obligated beyond all othér peo-
ple. All are obligated to the Golden
Rule of Justice, but we by love'
something much more than justice.

If we could, we would be absolute-
ly just in thought, word, and deed.
But this we canndt ‘do; for mone of
Adam’s race car keep the Divine
Law. Selfishness is deeply ingrained
in our natural body; and by reason of
this fact we fail to reach full perfee-
slon. But when we fail, we are net
condemned; for with us the condi-
tions are not the same as with the
Jews. (Romans 8:1.) The blood of
Jesus Christ cleanses us from all im-
perfection; the mercy of €Christ cov-
ers all that we cannot do.

This does not excuse us, hewever,
from doing our very hest, If with our
hearts we recognize the Golden Rule,
we shall seek teconform even our
thoughts to it. We shall think and
speak as genereusly of our neighbor
as we would WTY hlm to think and
speak of us. We shall act as gener-
ously toward him as we would wish
him to act toward us. 'This principle
would be exerciséd daily toward all.
No matter how imperfect we are to
begin with, the work of God’s graee
should more and more transform' us,
that we may be more and more like
our Lor? Jesus.

As far as our hearts are ¢oneerned,
we must beeome exact copies of God’s
dear Son, though ‘not reaching His
glorious standard. To that'we may
not attain while in the fiesh.
we may need to ask Divine forgive-
ness for our shortcomings. But He
who knoweth the heart is pleased to
see us doing the best we can de, seek-
ing to grow in ¢race, in knowledge,
and in all the requirements of the
Divine standards. This was the dis-
position of our Lord Jesus; and the
Father loves all who manifest the
same spirit. It is not enough that we
recognize the downward tendencies
of sin, and start out to walk in God’s
ways of righteousness. If we have
His Spirit we shall meditate on His
character and .opy His attributes.
Whoever seeks tc do good to all will
never wish to d» less than justice.
He would rather do more. Therefore
the Apostle says, ‘‘Love is the fulfill-
ing of the Law."”

When our Lord gave His Church a
new commandinent (John 13:34), it
included everything that pertained to
the Law. Whoever has this love will
appreciate that it was love, not jus-
tice, that led our Lord to leave the
Heavenly glory and sacrifice His life
on behalf of humanity. The Father
¢id not command the Son to make
this sacrifice. God does not command
any one to sacrifice his personal im-
terests on behalf of others. He had
a Program to be carried out. 1f the
Son desired to éarry it out, He would
rezeive the reward promised.

So our Lord was quite willing to
endure death itself, even death on the
Cross, from love for the Father. Hav-
ing the Father’s disposition, He sym-
pathized with fallen humanity. God
had purposed to redeem mankind ‘and
to bring all the willing and obedient
back to Divine favor and blessing.
Our Lord Jesus longed to do this
work. This was more than justice.
If we have enlisted under His banner,
to share with Him in the sufferings of
this present life and in the ftuture
glory, honor, and immorfality, then
we covenant te followw the Law of
Love. ‘“Love worketh no ill to ‘his
neighbor.” Love would do more than
keep the Mosaic Law. Love includes
everything along the line of justice;
it would lead one to sacrifice for his
neighbor, for his friends, and for his
family. This is more than justice.

Many of God’s people seem not to
realize that justice takes precedence
of love. Ged requires justice; and if
we have agreed to give Him more
than justice we are not thereby ex-
cused from rendering justice. Every-
where around us we find injustice.
There are parents who do not deal
justly with their children, who fake
| advantage of their children in various
' ways. A parent owes it to his chil-

; dren not merely to bring them into

' the world and to get them to work
for the family interests, but to pro-

vtn_lg them with a reasonable educa-

tion and a religious home training
Each should know what are his own

“«ights in the home and should ob-

serve the rights of others.

A good man’s sons might run away |

from home, but very seldom will a
rightly trained child do so.

Often parenr fail to realize the
rights ‘of grown sons and daughters,
but eontinue to treat them as chil-
‘dren.
bréad sympathy which would enable
them to help their ehildren to decide
all their affairs. As a ¢hild matures,
there should be an independence of
thought. Suddenly it breaks over the
boundary; and if thé child has been
properly trained while the body has
been growing, the youth is bound to
think and act for himself, but will
always seek the guidance of the par-
ents.

There are employers who have fail-
ed to give their employes all tkeir
reasonable rights. ' Of eourse, one
cannot give everybody all that each
might ask; for some people would de-
‘mand everything and then mnot be
satisfied, But with the right kind of
employer the employe does not find it
necessary to ask for his rights. The
employer will imsist that he shall
have them.

Then there are people intent upon
managing their friends. They are al-
ways telling others what to do and
how to do it. We should be modest
and respect the rights of others, but
should not attempt to foree our opin-
ions upon them. When others ask us
what to do and how to'do it, then it
is time to tell them, should we con-
sider it proper to do so. If people
conié to me for advice I'say to them,
“If I were ih your vlace, I think that
I would do thus and s¢; but the mat-
ter is for you to decidé:” "By speak—
ing in this way, we put the responm~
bility upon the proper individual.

We have spoken ‘about thé obliga-
tiona of parents.” Let us consider the
obligations of children. The Golden
Rule would' say, As you would that
your children should do to you when
yout becormhe ‘advanced in years do
even so to your pareints, ''Children
ghotild get this viewboint.  If every
child were tatght along this line,
when it reached migtutity the parént

the' child’s manifestmg gratitude for
the' parental love and' ‘¥are which it
has'received. The parerit would say,
“My childron “have ‘had 'the 'prin-
ciples of justlce deeply  ingrained
from ‘childhood that they would be
entirely * dissatisfied wlth anything
wrong."”

We have spokén of the employet;
let us mow look at the emplaoye.
Imagine ‘tHeir positions Teversed.
What would each think it right to do
for his employes or toward his em-
ployer? WHhat would ' be the right
kind of térms, the right kind of 'feel-
ing? This course would bring about
a great ' change between employers
and employes.

So as we consider what would “Be
the right thing to do, and are willing
to do what is'righi, we become more
just in our dealings with all, fneltid-
ing our 'business associates. Whether
we buy or sell, there is a fair, reason-
able way of dealing. It is wrong to
buy so as to cause those who sell to
lose money. We should be satisfied
that the man who sells goods to us
should make a reasonably fair profit.
If we were selling, we Should expect
to make a reasonably fair profit, not
an unjust one. The @Golden Riile
would regulate the matter.

While the whole 'Church is built
upon the principle 'that the Gospel
Church are to lay down their lives
for ‘the brethren, nevertheless some
of God’s dear children fail to recog-
nize the principles of justice in their
dealings with each other. Whenever
a difficulty arises, we need especially
to examine our own hearts and con-
duct to see whether the fault be ours.
These difficulties nearly always result
from a violation of the principle of
justice.

The foundation of Ged’s Throne is
Justice. The Church that is built ac-
cording to His arrangement is based
upon this same principle. Each mem-
ber may yield his own rights, but he
must not transgress those of others.
We should be very glad to see others
act justly toward us; but we should
not necessarily stand on our rights
anywhere. Love ignores many of its
own rights. Our Lord’s life on earth
was one of sacrifice. In the Church
or in the family or in business we
should use good judgment in the do-
ing of God’s will rather than in tak-
ing advantage of others.

As we do this, we are cultivating
the spirit of justice. De we not see
how this applies in’ every direction?
For instanee, God’s Law was origin-
ally given to Adam; God’s Justice in-
flicted the death penalty for the
breaking of that Law. He would not
set aside His Law, His Justice, but
He would bring in a blessing through
the Lord Jesus Christ. .Love gains
this vietory over Justice, not by vio-
lating Justice, but by sacrificing self.
So it is for us to sacrifice ourselves in
the interest of the Lord, the Truth
and the brethren; and by thus doing,
we are really conserving our own best
interests and are growing in grace, in
knowledge, and in character-likeness
to our God.

OLD COUNTRY -
NEWSPAPER

Says the Russians Are Justified
in Feeling Regarding the
Allies.

By Special Wire to the Courier.
_London, Aug. 6—“That the Rus-
sians, in sore extremities, have been
waiting with the most intense\ ex-
pectation news of some move on the
part of the allies in the west to re-
lieve relentless pressure is perfect-
ly natural under the circumtances,”
comments The Post. “If the cir-
cumstances had been reversed, had
it been the Franco-British front the
Germang were pressing we may be
pretty sure public opinion in the wes-
tern countries would have been call-
ing urgently enough for prompt ac-
tion on the part of Russia to relieve
the strain.

“All things considered the Russian
public has been wonderfully patient
and uncomplaining in the circumstan-
ces, but there nevertheless are signs
that the Russians are not satistied
with the share taken by the allies in
the campaign. Their exemplary at-
titude doubtless rests on the beliet,
which is our security for confidence
as well as theirs, that the general
staffs of three countries are acting in
full harmony and with complete
knowledge of each other’s position
and purposes, From this premise one
may come to the conclusion that ai-
ter all things cannot be very dark
when the leaders can take the situ-
ation so calmly not to say passively.”
The Chronicle says in an editorial:
“It must be conceded frankly that
as a military operation the combined
movement of the German armies on
the eastern front in the past month
seems likely to rank very high in the
history of warfare. In scale it was
the biggest thing ever attempted and
considering the distances and the
natural obstacles to be surmounted
its rapid progress was very remark-
able.” i
The Chronicle thinks Russian stra-
tegy eventually will be ranked high
as carried out in the face of a tac-
tically superior enemy.

The Standard declares the fall of
Warsaw, while likely to prolong the
war, is not likely to have a perman-
ent influence on the course of events.
Speaking of the enormous sacrifices
of the Germanic allies it says:
“Lost legions cannot be replaced
and meanwhile there is formidable
work for the survivors, Unless a
real decision is obtained by the des-
truction or forced surrender of the
main Russian armies, Germany will
be little better off than before.”

THE RUSSIAN ADMISSION.

An officist Petrograd despatch re-
ceived last night says:—“In view of
conditions and the general situation
our troops west of Warsaw have re-
ceived orders to fall back on the
right bank of the .Vistula.”

“In the Ivangorod district the Rus-
sians have crossed, to the right bank
of the Vistula, blowing up the bridges
behind them.

Warsaw Polish saliant a hazardous
undertaking.

Even now, although the steadiness
of the Russian troops and their
fierce counter attacks have. gained
much valuable time for them, it is
problematical whether the whole Rus-
sian army will succeed in reaching
the new positions ~ chosen for it, or
whether, if it should get
will not find these positions turned
by the Austrians, who have crossed
the Bug southeast of Cholm, and the
Germans, under Generals von Scholz
and von Gallwitz, who have crossed
the Narew.
